According to Office du Credit Agri­
cole du Quebec regional director Via- 
teur Daoust. who led the expedition to 
Boucher’s home and farm, permis­
sion to visit wasn’Prequired. “It’s not 
his home any more.’’

"He's been foreclosed. His property 
was sold by sheriff Emile Beaudry 
and we bought it on February 13 This 
is our farm now We don’t have to ask 
permission to go there."

Daoust claims the police escort was

CTV He 
only wants publicity from you. You 
know he is with the Court of Mi­
racles."

RCMP investigating Air Canada landing deal
OTTAWA <CP> The RCMP is in­

vestigating a possible $3.6-million 
“sweetheart deal'' involving Air 
Canada chairman Rene Amyot and 
three other individuals who allegedly 
attempted to gain landing rights for a 
Portuguese airline in Toronto, Con­
servative transport critic Pat Nowlan 
charged Wednesday.

Nowlan suggested in the Commons 
that the RCMP was looking into a 
possible fraud involving $3.6 million 
between July and November, 1982, and 
that the individuals flew between 
Montreal and Lisbon to influence a

decision concerning TAP Portuguese 
Airways.

The airline did not gain landing 
rights, but negotiations will take place 
between Canada and Portugal this 
summer over which companies can fly 
between the two countries.

Nowlan confined his allegations to the 
Commons, where MPs are exempt 
from prosecution for libel or slander. 
He would not repeat his charges outside 
the House.

But he did tell reporters that a search 
warrant not yet executed by the RCMP 
in the investigation involves a “well-

known Montreal businessman,' who 
Amyot and Prime Minister Trudeau 
know and who Nowlan says is "hiding 
out" in Miami.
WILL NAME HIM’

Nowlan said he will name the 
businessman by early next week if the 
government doesn't stop “dragging its 
feet" and reveal some details of the 
RCMP investigation.

Solicitor General Robert Kaplan 
confirmed some time ago that an in­
vestigation was under way into alleged 
improprieties in Air Canada’s purchase 
of 10 floors of a Montreal office tower

for its new headquarters.
Nowlan’s charges Wednesday are the 

first indication of any other in­
vestigation

An RCMP spokesman would not 
comment, while Transport Minister 
Jean-Luc Pepin said Nowlan's charges 
were irresponsible and “off-base."

WASHINGTON (CP) Canadian 
Prime Minister Trudeau told Vice- 
President Bush Wednesday that 
proposed U.S. cruise missile testing in 
Canada is becoming an increasingly hot 
political issue, but was urged to 
recognize the weapon's importance to 
the Western military alliance.

Following a one-hour White House 
meeting, Canadian officials said 
Trudeau pointed out to Bush that ao.ooo 
people demonstrated last weekend 
across the country against permitting 
test flights of the American missiles 
over Canadian soil

The prime minister meets President 
Reagan for a two-hour discussion over 
lunch today about the forthcoming 
economic summit of seven Western 
industrial countries May 28-30 at 
Williamsburg, Va. Trudeau indicated 
previously he wants to learn during the 
White House sessions “who is most 
responsible” for lack of progress on 
arms limitation talks between the 
United States and the Soviet Union, and 
said approval for U S. cruise tests may 
be at stake

In reply to Bush's curiosity about the 
motivation for such widespread op­
position to the cruise, Trudeau ex 
plained the proposed tests are “a deep 
and serious issue," troubling to “many 
Canadians, members of the Liberal 
party and members of the govern 
ment.’’

Despite all the signs that the Liberal 
government in Ottawa is moving 
steadily to permit such testing, the 
officials insisted Trudeau received no 
indication of “when, where or how” a 
formal request to do so may Ik* made 
The prime minister also did not offer

Liberal Lalonde accuses 
Levesque of covering up

Clark defends his use of separatists
NEPEAN. Ont. (CP) Joe Clark 

defended the use of Parti Québécois 
organizers in his Progressive Con­
servative leadership campaign after an 
opponent accused him of wooing a 
party that wants to destroy the country

After criticizing Clark during a 
candidates’ debate, right-wing MP 
John Gamble told reporters he thinks 
the separatists are using Clark because 
they see him "as their best chance of 
accomplishing their purposes.”

Clark said Quebecers with past PQ 
links now are working as Tories and as 
federalists for both him and Brian 
Mulroney and are part of the 
“nationalist clientele" the party must 
attract if it hopes to increase its support

in the province.
“1 regret John Gamble doesn't un 

derstand that,” Clark told reporters. 
“Perhaps if he was a little more un 
derstanding of the realities of Quebec, 
he wouldn't make that kind of false 
charge.”

Gamble also said he opposes Clark's 
promise to win Quebec support for the 
new constitution by offering financial 
compensation for provinces that opt out 
of changes Gamble added that he 
agrees with Prime Minister Trudeau 
that such a move would create a 
checker board Canada with different 
rights in different regions.

The spat at a question-and-answer 
session attended by five candidates

including Michael Wilson, Peter 
Pocklington and Neil Fraser — came 
hours before the release of the latest 
Gallup poll which puts the Liberals at 
their lowest level of public support 
since the organization started polling 40 
years ago.

The poll, taken in late March, shows 
the Tories rose two points to 32 per cent 
among decided voters while the 
Liberals sank three points to 27 per 
cent

Clark and Gamble, one of the first 
MPs to question his leadership, tangled 
several times in front of a crowd of 
about 300 which dwindled to fewer than 
200 before the end in the debate which 
took place just outside Ottawa

QUEBEC (CP) Liberal House 
leader Fernand Lalonde accused 
Premier Rene Levesque on Wednesday 
of trying to cover up facts surrounding 
his office's involvement in a con 
troversial out-of-court settlement 
between the James Bay Energy Corp. 
and the Quebec Federation of Labor 

Lalonde spoke in the national 
assembly during a heated debate on his 
request that former QFL official 
Maurice Pouliot testify before a 
legislature committee examining 
Uwcsque’s role in the affair 

Energy Minister Yves Duhaime said 
he saw no need for testimony from 
Pouliot, who was a ranking official in 
the QFL's construction wing at the time 
of the settlement Duhaime said 
Levesque agreed with his stand 

Lalonde did not make clear what role 
Pouliot had in the settlement and why

he wanted him to testify 
The committee was called by 

Levesque last month to clear his name 
after a story appeared in the Montreal 
daily La Presse alleging he misled the 
national assembly in 1979 when he 
denied his office had a role in the set 
dement of the lawsuit.

The$31 million lawsuit was launched 
by the James Bay Energy Corp to 
recoup losses caused by workers who 
went on a rampage at the James Bay 
hydroelectric development con 
struction site in 1974 

Critics say the $2<H),(H)0 settlement, 
which did not even cover the cor­
poration’s legal fees, was politically 
motivated because Levesque was 
rewarding the QFL for its support by 
letting it off the hook in the courts.

Levesque and Boivin have yet to 
appear

"suggesions or advice on timing," the

On the broader issue of international 
arms limitation, and specifically 
reductions in the huge arsenals of 
weapons the United States and Soviet 
Union have aimed at one another, Ca­
nadian officials said Trudeau had 
been "greatly reassured" by Bush 
about America’s good intentions.

Since the vice-president’s visit to 
Ottawa on March 23, the Reagan ad 
ministration has made a modified 
arms-reduetion proposal to the So 
viets and also suggested upgrading 
emergency communications between 
Moscow and Washington. Thesedcve- 
lopments occurred weeks ago, but 
Trudeau was heartened by Bush’s

Congress attacks Reagan’s Salvadoran aid plan
WASHINGTON AP> - Despite 

President Reagan's warning that “the 
safety of our homeland" is at stake in 
Central America, his proposed military 
aid package for El Salvador and 
Central Intelligence Agency support for 
Nicaraguan rebels remain under attack 
in Congress.

In a rare foreign policy address to a 
joint session of Congress on Wednesday 
night. Reagan declared that a leftist 
guerrilla victory in El Salvador could 
undermine U S. credibility around the 
world, and he called for bipartisan 
backing for his Central American 
policies

The first test of the speech's impact 
could come as early as today. The 
House of Representatives intelligence 
committee was expected to consider a 
proposal to cut off CIA aid to insurgents 
fighting against the leftist Nicaraguan 
government

That proposal, sponsored by com­
mittee chairman Representative 
Edward Boland (D-Mass ), would 
terminate covert U S support for the 
insureents within 43 days and establish

instead a public fund to help Central 
American governments stop leftist gun 
running in the region.

Although some Democrats praised 
the generally moderate tone of 
Reagan's speech, others disagreed with 
what they regarded as his over­
emphasis on military assistance

Senator Christopher Dodd of Con­
necticut, responding for the 
Democrats, called Reagan's policy of 
increasing military aid to El Salvador 
and support for counter-revolutionaries 
in Nicaragua “a formula for failure” 
that can only lead to "a dark tunnel of 
endless intervention."

Dodd, a member of the Senate foreign 
relations committee and a Peace Corps 
volunteer in the Dominican Republic 
from 1966 to 1968. urged instead a 
negotiated settlement to the 
Salvadoran conflict.
CAN’T BUY VICTORY

“American dollars alone cannot buy 
military victory." said Dodd, who 
argued that the source of revolution in 
Central America was not Cuba or the 
Soviet Union, as the president has

argued, but poverty and injustice
However, Republicaas said they felt 

the president’s speech had helped him 
build support in Congress and around 
the country.

“There was a noticeable lack of 
support for those who would just turn 
their back and cut and get out,” said 
Senator Charles Percy (R-Ill ), 
chairman of the Senate foreign 
relations committee.

Senator Barry Goldwaler (R-Ariz.), 
chairman of the Senate intelligence 
committee, said he thought the 
president “definitely changed some 
minds because the American people 
have been believing the lies they read in 
the newspaper and now they have the 
truth.”

Reagan's proposal to boost military 
aid to El Salvador by $110 million has 
run into trouble in both the House and 
Senate So far. only $30 million of the 
aid to the embattled Salvadoran army 
has been approved

In his speech. Reagan said the United 
States has “a vital interest, a moral 
duly and a solemn responsibility” to

block Communist expansion in the 
region, but again declared that he has 
no plans to send in U S. combat troops

Reagan also disputed charges 
levelled by some congressmen that the 
CIA was violating a 1982 law by trying 
to overthrow the leftist Nicaraguan 
government

“Our only interest is to ensure that it 
does not infect its neighbors through the 
export of subversion and violence," he 
said

“Let me say to those who invoke th 
memory of Vietnam There is no 
thought of sending American combat 
troops to Central America. they are not 
needed indeed they have not been 
requested there All our neighbors ask 
of us is assistance in training and arms 
to protect themselves while they build a 
better, freer life," Re gan said

His speech Wednesday marked the 
first time Reagan addressed Congress 
on a foreign policy issue Usually 
presidents address Congress only to 
deliver the annual State of the Union 
report.

TORONTO (CP) — A seven-month- 

old boy who died last Saturday at the 
Hospital for Sick Children has been 
found to have elevated levels of digoxin, 
heart drug linked with the possible 
overdose deaths of as many as 28 other 
babies at the world-renowned in­
stitution

Gary Murphy, a Kitchener, Ont., 
infant, died one day after the Ontario 
government appointed a royal com­
mission to investigate the 28 deaths, 
which remain unexplained after 
months of police and government

inquiries
Toronto police said Wednesday 

homicide detectives were assigned to 
the Murphy case after they were 
contacted by a coroner 

The Toronto Star, quoting an 
unidentified source, said police were 
treating the death as a homicide 

But Dr Ross Bennett, Ontario’s chief 
coroner, said preliminary tests were 
inconclusive The infant, born with a 
hole in his heart, had been “very sick,” 
he said

Preliminary tests indicated “slightly 
elevated levels” of digoxin, said

Influence peddling charges
haunt Mackasey hearing

OTTAWA (CP) — The RCMP is in­
vestigating possible charges of in 
fluence peddling after a routine inquiry 
into the bankruptcy of a company 
linked to lobbying allegations against 
Liberal MP Bryce Mackasey, a 
Commons committee was told Wed­
nesday

RCMP commissioner Robert Sim- 
monds told MPs he is reluctant to 
release details of the investigation and 
stressed this was one of several areas 
under scrutiny.

After mentioning the possibility of 
theft or fraud involving the bankruptcy 
and events surrounding it, Simmonds 
referred to a Criminal Code section that

makes it illegal to trade personal 
benefits for favors from MPs or 
government officials.

“I see a close relatioaship between 
what you and 1 are interested in,” 
Simmonds told the committee inquiring 
into allegations that Mackasey was 
paid to lobby for Les Ateliers d’usinage 
Hall Ltd.

“We have parallel interests,” he said.
Mackasey called for an investigation 

by the Commons privileges and elec­
tions committee last month after 
allegations appeared in the Montreal 
Gazette that he had been paid to lobby 
for lx-s Ateliers through a numbered 
company, l()9(i09 Canada Ltd.

Court orders mounties to
pay for prize-winning bull

OTTAWA (CP) The Federal Court of 
Canada has ordered the RCMP to pay 
$47,600 to two Alberta ranchers as 
compensation for the loss of Bar V 
Choice Anxiety Lad 15F, a Polled 
Hereford bull.

15F, as he was called in Mr Justice J. 
E. Dube’s ruling Wednesday, was in his 
prime when he fell into a hole and 
drowned May 10, 1979, as he was 
trudging to a lake.

The hole had been caused when 
Mounties exploded some 300 kilograms 
of stolen dynamite they had found in a 
glade near Victor Schneider’s Thorhild 
County ranch Feb. 23, 1978.

The dynamite was exploded near a 
path used by cattle to get from 
Schneider’s grazing land to the lake.

Dube said the Mounties had been 
negligent in not telling Schneider about 
the hole, although they had taken steps 
to have it filled in.

Dube said the discrepancy in 
estimates of l5F’s value “boggles the 
mind.’

Jonathan Fox of Lloydminster.Sask., 
a member of the Canadian Agriculture 
Hall of Fame, was among the expert 
witnesses for the owners of 15F.

Based on estimates the bull would 
have produced some 200 more calves 
and produced semen for sale for six 
more years, they said he could have 
produced as much as $800,000 in 
revenue for the owners and had a fair 
market value of $150,000 to $250,000 at 
death.

The issue became even more con­
fused earlier this month when a report 
by four Vancouver doctors said a 
substance in the blood of newborn in­
fants affects an antibody used in some 
digoxin tests and could create problems 
in measuring leveis of the drug.

Ontario Attorney General Roy 
McMurtry announced last Friday that 
Mr. Justice Samuel Grange of the 
Ontario Supreme Court had been ap­
pointed to head a royal commission to 
investigate the deaths.

CN strikers will be punished

MONTREAL <CP) — Canadian National 
Railways plans disciplinary action against Ontario 
and Quebec workers who w'ent on an illegal two-day 
strike this week, Jean-Guy Brodeur, a company 
official, said Wednesday.

Measures will range from fines to suspensions, he 
said.

The strikers "caused the railway a lot of damage 
in undelivered goods and commitments to 
customers,” Brodeur said. “They will be judged 
according lo the gravity of their actions.’

Book store owner threatened
MONTREAL (CP) — The owner of one of Mon­

treal's largest bookstores, gutted by a fire early 
Wednesday, says he had received telephone calls 
several times during the past two weeks in which 
anonymous callers told him : “Your place is going to 
catch fire and you’ll burn with it.”

Pierre-Roger Nadeau, owner of Le Palais du 
Livre, which billed itself as the largest seller of 
French-language books in North America, also told 
a radio interviewer on an open-line show that the 
store had been picketed several times recently by 
some of the 19 employees he has dismissed this 
year.

Roch LaSalle blasts Brunet

LaSalle, Quebec’s sole Conservative MP, blasted 
provincial Tory president Robert Brunet Wed­
nesday for being a “selfish partisan" of leadership 
contender Brian Mulroney.

Expro accidents quadrupled

VALLEYF1ELD, Que. (CP) The number of 
accidents at the Expro Chemical Products ex­
plosives plant almost'quadrupled during the two 
months in which labor and management haggled 
over a new contract, a lawyer for the company said 
Wednesday.

Michel Decary told a provincial inquiry into 
health and safety conditions at the plant that the 
number of accidents fell “remarkably” after the 
contract was signed March 3, and then again after 
the public hearings were announced.

The inquiry, chaired by Quebec labor court Judge 
Rene Beaudry, was instituted at the urging of the 
Expro employees' union. Four men have died in 
accidents since 1980 three in a fire in a gunpowder 
shed and one after inhaling acid fumes.
Kaplan doesn’t sympathize...

OTTAWA (CP) Solicitor General Robert 
Kaplan said he has no sympathy for Indians on a 
hunger strike at a maximum security penetentiary 
in B.C., especially since they spent several weeks 
"fattening up” before beginning the fast.

The three prisoners have been on a hunger strike 
for almost a month to protest limits on their right to 
practise traditional religious ceremonies, but 
Kaplan told the Commons Wednesday his depart­
ment already has an enlightened policy on religious 
freedom
Anglo to Supreme Court for ticket

OTTAWA (CP) An English-speaking Mon­
trealer who received a ticket in French for speeding 
here two years ago asked the Supreme Court of 
Canada Wednesday to reverse a Quebec Court of 
Appeal refusal to hear the man's case.

Duncan McDonald is basing his case on Section 
133 of the Constitution which he says obliges 
governments to issue tickets in the official language 
of the accused

Chief Justice Bora I«iskin told McDonald that the 
court had already ruled on a similar matter in 1979 
in the Ernewein case, when it decided that the 
Supreme Court didn’t have the power to deal with a 
case that an appeal court had refused to hear.
Revenue Can. helps pensioners?

OTTAWA ( CP) Revenue Canada isn't cracking 
down on pensioners by forcing them to pay their 
taxes every three months, but it has made a special 
effort to help them avoid interest penalties, a 
department spokesman said Wednesday 

The law requires people who owe at least $400 a 
year in federal tax to pay in quarterly installments 
if tax isn't automatically withheld from most of 
their incomes.

Carla Gilders, the department's chief of media 
relations, said some people who normally had taxes 
deducted from their payroll cheques and filed 
returns once a year don't realize they may have to 
make quarterly tax payments after they retire
‘Not so easy to end hunger strike’

OTTAWA (CP) Indian Affairs Minister John 
Munro said Wednesday it 's not as simple as it looks 
to end a hunger strike by nine Micmac Indians from 
Newfoundland by registering their band as status 
Indians

Munro said outside the Commons that registering 
the band under the federal Indian Act is no quick or 
easy solution to end the bitter dispute between the 
provincial government and the 580-member band 
from Conne River on Newfoundland’s south coast.

The hunger strikers, lodged in a motel in St 
John's, are protesting the refusal of the provincial 
government to hand over about $890,000 in grants it 
is owed from last year under a federal provincial 
agreement detailing financial aid for the band

Blaikie’s ex-chairman goes to Clark
OTTAWA <CP) — Joe Jakubiak, Peter Blaikie's 

former campaign chairman in the Tory leadership 
race, threw his support Wednesday behind Joe 
Clark, a man former colleagues say he once 
described as a twerp.

Jakubiak, accompanied by Clark campaign 
chairman Bill McAleer, admitted to reporters that 
he had called Clark names in the past because of 
disagreements over organization.

But he declined to confirm or deny reports that he 
once called Clark a twerp, saying “I will not get 
involved with name calling.”

He also tried to play down past disagreements 
with Clark, saying the former prime minister has 
"very competent people” working for him now 
“and my reservations on Mr. Clark have been 
satisfied or I would not have been here today.”

Statistics don’t alarm Axworthy
OTTAWA (CP) — Employment Minister Lloyd 

Axworthy said Wednesday he is not alarmed by 
statistics showing the government paid out 66 per 
cent more in unemployment insurance benefits for 
January and February compared to the same 
period a year ago.

Although that is almost three times higher than 
the average increase predicted for 1983, Axworthy 
said the figures would taper substantially later this 
year as laid off workers are recalled and seasonally 
unemployed fishermen and forestry workers return 
to work.

Liberal support at all-time low
OTTAW’A (CP) — The Liberal pary's showing in 

the Gallup poll has fallen to an all-time low of 27 per 
cent while the leaderless Tories continue to ad­
vance. Gallup said today.

In a survey March 24 and 26, support for the 
Progressive Conservatives rose to 52 per cent 
among decided respondents, up from 50 per cent in 
a poll three weeks earlier.

Support for the NDP among decided respondents 
rose to 19 per cent from 17 per cent.

Gallup said Liberal support fell three percentage 
points to the lowest level since it began taking polls 
in Canada in 1942.

Closed hearing rights challenged
OTTAWA (CP) — The right of the Canadian 

Human Rights Commission to hold hearings in­
carnera may be challenged next week in the 
Federal Court of Canada.

The potential case stems from the refusal by the 
commission to allow an RCMP officer and his 
lawyer to attend a hearing into a complaint by the 
officer that the RCMP’s language policies 
discriminate against English-Canadians.

Currently, decisions by commission members on 
whether complaints filed to them should be ac­
cepted are made in closed hearings with only the 
human rights commissioners in attendance.

NDP MPs take a stand?
OTTAWA (CP) — New Democratic Party MPs 

took a stand Wednesday on the constitutional en­
trenchment of property rights but refused to give an 
exact definition of their position.

However, there were hints the party is willing to 
drop its former opposition to entrenching property 
rights if there is a full public debate on the issue 
before the Constitution is amended.

Rod Murphy, NDP constitutional critic, refused in 
an interview to state clearly whether the party had 
changed its position from 1981 w hen it voted against 
entrenchment of property rights.

‘Sacrificing mice and rats is OK’
OTTAWA (CP) — Sacrificing mice and rats in the 

name of science is less objectionable than killing 
animals such as cats, dogs and monkeys, says Ihe 
Medical Research Council.

"One has to distinguish between higher animals 
and lower,” Dr. Pierre Bois, president of the federal 
research-funding agency, said in an interview.

The vast majority of animals used in experiments 
one estimate is two million a year — are species 

of low intelligence that do not rate the same ethical 
concern. Bois suggested.

His views differ from those of animal rights

Justice Thomas Berer steps down

down from the bench because of philosophical 
disagreements with Canada's top judicial council.

Berger. 50. said Wednesday he is officially 
resigning Aug 27, 1983, because he doesn't agree 
with the views of Bora l^iskin. Supreme Court of 
Canada chief justice and chairman of the Canadian 
Judicial Council

Berger said the council decided recently it is not 
proper for members of the judiciary to speak out on 
political issues or results of their work on public 
investigations, such as royal commissions

PM, Can. businessmen in Wash.

Doctors learn from their mistakes

BOSTON i Reuter) — Doctors wrongly diagnose 
disease in nearly a quarter of patients who die in 
hospitals, according to a study reported Wednesday 
in the New England Journal of Medicine.

The study, based on 300 hospital post-mortems 
and done to show autopsies are still valuable in 
helping doctors learn from their mistakes, also 
found doctors may be missing some important 
diseases because they are over-relying on new 
diagnostic tests.

Dr. Lee Goldman of the Department of Medicine 
at Brigham and Women's hospial in Boston and his 
colleagues found about 10 per cent of their post­
mortems uncovered a serious problem that “if 
known before death might have led to a change in 
therapy and prolonged survival.”
Brit, doctors OK embryo testing

LONDON (Reuter) — British obstetricians and 
gynecologists said Wednesday that dividing and 
freezing human embryos to detect genetic ab­
normalities is ethically acceptable.

“The fact that the embryo is genetically coded to 
become a adult human being does not of itself 
prohibit its use as a subject for biomedical 
research," said the report which has been sub­
mitted to the British government.

The circumstances would be similar to the 
natural division which occurred in a mother who 
later gave birth to identical twins, it added. Once 
any abnormality had been excluded, the frozen 
embryos could be thawed and implanted in the 
womb.

Soviet sub in Norwegian waters
OSLO (AP) Norwegian navy planes and ships 

are checking reports that a foreign submarine was 
seen Wednesday in the Hardanger Fjord, in western 
Norway.

The 20-metre Soviet research boat Ayu-Dag was 
expelled from Norwegian territorial waters 
Tuesday after it entered Oslo harbor without official 
clearance. The captain told police he was doing 
research projects in co-operation with Oslo 
University, but he agreed to pay a fine of $1,125.

Admiral Haakon Ellingsen, chief of the navy’s 
southern command, said the two witnesses who 
reported the submarine were considered trust­
worthy enough to justify “a quite costly search.”

Hess knows nothing of diaries
WEST BERLIN (Reuter) — Rudolf Hess, Adolf 

Hitler's former deputy imprisoned in Spandau jail, 
knew nothing of any diary kept by the fuehrer, a 
former director of the prison said Wednesday.

Eugene Bird, a U.S. Army colonel, talked at 
length with Hess during the eight years he was 
Spandau director before being dismissed in 1972 for 
tape recording their conversations. He later wrote a 
book called Prisoner No. 7: Rudolf Hess.

He said Hess described Hitler as a lazy writer who 
dictated all his letters and orders, writing only his 
speeches. “He would have known of and mentioned 
any diary," Bird said.

Leaning Tower needs support soon
ROME ( AP) — The Italian government asked six 

university professors today to design a plan to 
prevent the Leaning Tower of Pisa from falling 
over, and committed $7 million to the job 

The tower's famous tilt has been gradually in­
creasing and experts have said it will eventually 
topple unless a support system is devised.

The Public Works Ministry gave the job to experts 
in engineering, geology and art history from the 
universities of Pisa and Genoa and Milan's 
Polytechnic Institute

The tower is five metres off the perpendicular. It 
began leaning shortly after construction began in 
1173 because the ground shifted underneath.

Swiss pilots sentenced for crash

sentenced two Swissair pilots to five years and 2'i 
months imprisonment each for the death of 14 
passengers when their DC-8 jetliner crashed at

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Paradis urges Quebec î<ü ers to confront Garon over economic priorities

BEDFORD — Québec could save 
bankrupt farmers by choosing intelli­
gent economic priorities, charges 
Brome-Missisquoi MNA Pierre Para­
dis. "i Agriculture Minister) Jean Ga­
ron said farmers would be a priority. 
It is time for farmers to pick up Ga­
ron s press clippings and ask 'Are you 
worthy of your word?'"

Now Liberal labor critic, Paradis 
believes saving farms is “All a matter 
of priority. The province isn't rich, 
and I won't tell you there’s a possibili­
ty of finding new money, but when 
they are spending the money they 
have the PQ must start asking what 
creates the most jobs and further in­
vestment. The government’s inves­
tments presently are all in the areas 
with the lowest returns. For example, 
they nationalized asbestos. And 
there's Québecair. where they keep 
throwing good money after bad. Qué­

Paradis says his workland has dou­
bled during his three years as an 
MNA. largely because the agricultu­
ral sector is in so much financial 
trouble. "There are more people 
going broke, more just hanging on. 
more who can't find jobs every year." 
he points out. He sees problems in all 
facets of Brome-Missisquoi agricul­
ture — apples, dairy, beef. pork, and 
grain.

Following the collapse of several lo­
cal apple-growing operations. Para­
dis says he is preparing to address 
Garon in the National Assembly, "but 
I know already what he is going to 
say. This goes back two years, when 
the apple growers lost just about 50 
per cent of their trees during the bad 
winter. I did everything in my power 
then to take the situation to the minis­
ter of agriculture, and he responded 
by declaring the situation a disaster.

Now by agreement with the federal 
government, when a provincial mi­
nister declares a situation a disaster, 
he is supposed to take it to the provin­
cial cabinet." Paradis explains, "and 
then the cabinet makes an official re­
quest to Ottawa for help, and the two 
governments pay half-and half of the 
emergency program

"But Garon never took this to cabi 
net to get the procedures rolling,” Pa 
radis charges. "Instead, nine months 
later he announced a new program of 
tree planting subsidies. In a normal 
situation this could have been good. 
But he forgot the people who lost their 
trees and had no income There was 
no focus on the victims. Even on the 
farms that were able to keep going," 
Paradis continues, “the loss of income 
was so great that they cannot afford 
the necessary sprays. Their suppliers 
are taking a risk, supplying them any­
way and gambling that the feds will 
move if the province doesn’t."

Paradis says he personally knows 
of “at least a dozen" Brome- 
Missisquoi applegrowers in distress.

CRSSS feeling the pinch of budget cuts once again

SHERBROOKE — For the third 
time in less than three years, the Mi­
nistry of Social Affairs has decided to 
cut the budgets of health and social 
service establishments in the pro­
vince.

“They (the cuts) are lower than in 
the past two years,” says Albert Pain- 
chaud. director-general of the Sher­
brooke Conseil régional de santé et de 
services sociaux (CRSSS). the Sher­
brooke region health and socials ser­
vices council). "But just because they 
are lower, it doesn’t mean that they 
don't exist," he added.

Last year budget cuts reached $2.2 
million. In 1981-1982 they were $7.2 
million and with this year’s announ­
ced cuts of $1.4 million, budget reduc­
tions for the past three years now total 
$10.8 million.

Painchaud says this region is no 
more or less affected or penalized by 
the cuts than other regions in Quebec.

More exactly, Region 05 (the Sher­
brooke area), will get budget cuts in 
1983-1984 of up to $1,443,898 on a total 
budget of $201.587,791. The region’s 
hospitals are hit the hardest by this as 
their cuts are to reach as much as 
$1.278,646. while social service esta­
blishments will get cuts totalling 
$165.252.

Region 05 hospitals, whose 1983-1984 
budgets total $159 million before cuts, 
will be affected by four types of res­
traints. First, new this year, the mi­
nistry will impose a uniform cut on 
each for a total of $330,763. This mo­
ney will be used at CRSSS discretion.

possibly even outside the hospital sec­
tor. Painchaud said it could be used 
for the development of new services, 
the creation of a new local centre for 
community services (CLSC), establis­
hing long-term psychiatric services 
outside of hospitals, or the improve­
ment of existing services.

Second, a regional cut of $617,120 
will be imposed on the hospitals as a 
group. Third. $330.763 will be set aside 
as a regional manoeuvring margin' 
for re-distribution to the establis­
hments most in need, which will be 
left to the CRSSS' discretion. Finally, 
as a budgetary re-adjustment mea­
sure the ministry has taken a total of 
$573,476 from the area’s hospitals 
which will be re-distributed to the hos­
pitals in the region which need it 
most. To do this, the CRSSS will eva­
luate the establishments' relative 
performances then decide from 
there.

Social service establishments (ré­
adaptation centres, special homes, 
and local community service centres 
(CLSCs) will see budget cuts of 
$165,252 in 1983-1984 on a total budget 
of $42,587,791.

These cuts are divided as follows : 
$89.133 for the re-adaptation centres; 
none for the homes; $26,849 for the 
CLSCs; and $49,270 for the social ser­
vice centres (CSSs).

While certain regions have to ab­
sorb not only this year’s budget cuts 
but also those they couldn’t pay last 
year, Region 05’s hospitals are 
$119,000 ahead because of money­
saving measures taken this year such 
as the centralization of pediatric and 
obstetric services.

Garage owner Mi­
chel Roy and mechanic 
Alain Roy have been 
convicted of violating 
Québec’s consumer 
protection law by char­
ging for repairs that 
were never done. They 
pleaded guilty after an 
investigation by the 
provincial consumer 
protection office.

The investigation fol- 
lowed several 
complaints by angry 
customers who said the 
garage and its opera­
tors were trying to 
trick them out of large

sums of money.
Consumer protection 

investigators took up 
the case of a motorist 
who brought a car to 
the gas station with de­
fective brakes.

The Roys undertook 
to replace the master 
cylinder — the costly 
heart of the braking 
system — which they 
said was beyond re­
pair. But instead of 
putting in a new mas­
ter cylinder, the me­
chanic simply painted 
over the old one and re­
installed it in the ear. 
They then presented 
the customer with a bill 
for a new unit.

After admitting their 
guilt, owner Michel 
Roy was fined $1000 
and mechanic Alain 
Roy $250.

“But Garon s budget has been cut," he 
notes. "If he didn’t have the margin to 
help them the last two years, he won’t 
this year. He looks at it as a political 
decision There are only 8(H) apple- 
growers in the province. If he loses 
their votes, the PQ won't die "

Paradis similarly blasts Garon s 
handling of the beef and pork indus­
tries “In these areas," he recalls, “the 
provincial government really encou­
raged farmers because Québec was 
far from self sufficient. Garon promi­
sed these farmers would have an an­
nual guaranteed revenue A lot of far­
mers believed him, but when the time 
to pay up came, the province made 
different calculations and didn't give 
any money.’’

Presently. Paradis believes the 
Quebec beef and pork industries are 
dropping back to their old volume of 
production as a matter of economic 
necessity, “unless the government in 
tervenes. The farmers here are 
competing against well established, 
much larger herds in western Cana 
da. where conditions are more favo­
rable The only thing we have to play 
with as an equalizer is the cost of 
transportation. But if the will of the 
government is to be self-sufficient, so 
meone has to pay all the other higher 
bills After our infrastructure is esta­
blished,” Paradis continues, "then we 
can be competitive, but most of the 
farmers who have gone into these 
areas since 1976 are still working on 
credit, competing against the handi­
cap of interest payments as well as 
the higher cost of production"

The grain industry, chiefly corn­
growing, is important in ihe St 
Lawrence and Richelieu valleys, for 
example around Henryville and Ste 
Hyacinthe. Paradis points out that 
“what happens to grain is tied to hogs, 
beef, eggs, milk—any kind of produc 
tion where the cost is 30 to 60 per cent 
feed. If you represent both groups,” 
he laughs, "you have a conflict of inte­
rest, because the animal producers 
are looking at buying grain as cheaply 
as possible. When it’s bad for grain 
producers, it’s good for all the 
others.”

The provincial government didn’t 
realize this is formulating current 
farm policy, Paradis asserts. “Quo 
bee wanted self-sufficiency in grain, 
the same as in beef. They told farmers 
to go ahead and sell it at the world 
price, which is below our cost of pro­
duction, and promised they would sta­
bilize incomes so everyone would sur­
vive. But once again the province 
made sure that after making this pro­
mise, they didn’t pick up the bill. 
Three years in a row of selling at 
world prices has been too much." Pa 
radis praises the U.S. grain price sta 
bilization plan, whereby farmers are 
paid surplus grain in exchange for 
temporarily taking half their acreage 
out of production

“Up to now,” Paradis goes on, “dai-

ry has been our bright spot. Those in 
difficulty have been those who bought 
high-priced farms just before the inte­
rest rates went up But everyone is 
expecting 5 per cent cuts in milk pro­
duction quota at the beginning and 
end of this summer. This means in­
comes will drop, and the price of quo­
ta will go up so that only large far­
mers can afford to buy extra if they 
need it Meanwhile the price of cow’s 
meat (beef from surplus or unproduc­
tive dairy animals) will drop because 
so many farmers will have to reduce 
their herds. Dairy will be tough going 
next fall."
“Milk," Paradis complains, "is one 

of the most complicated systems in 
the world here.” Faced with the cur­
rent situation, “the normal producer 
cannot voice himself.” Instead, the 
former farm lawyer charges, both the 
province and the federal government 
are guilty of making bad, unilateral 
policy decisions. “Every country in 
the world is heavily subsidizing milk 
production." he says. “The market is 
overwhelmed But nobody has se­
riously talked about exporting milk 
byproducts to the two thirds of the 
Third World dying of hunger. The mo­
ney is there It's just a matter of deli 
vering more help for a cheaper price. 
Once," Paradis remembers, “the 
Third World didn't have the technolo­
gy for making use of powdered milk, 
but now there’s no problem They 
have the water systems and refrige­
ration The technocrats just don’t sit 
down and take a look. Nobody in histo­
ry has said Let’s help’ in a practical 
manner.”

Paradis doesn’t say PQ farm policy 
has been entirely wrong. “They have 
beautiful principles," he concludes. 
"It might be a good thing to be self- 
sufficient But they have to put dollars 
where their mouth is. The province 
can’t say we’re going to be self- 
sufficient in grain and also own asbes­
tos and aviation. They can’t pay for 
everybody. They go for the airline and 
the asbestos because these are natio­
nalistic causes, while the farmers go 
belly-up in silence.”

wouldn’t leave my farm very easily.”

According to Boucher, Daoust, the 
prospective customers, and three of­
ficers from the Granby detachment of 
the Quebec Police Force “pushed past 
my children with mud on their boots, 
and upset my wife. My baby was up­
stairs sleeping and they woke her up, 
of course. They didn’t want to talk to 
me.”

Boucher says that even though he 
no longer owns his home, his family 
still has the right to refuse admission 
to visitors. He further argues that the 
Office du Crédit Agricole asked him to 
continue living there after the foreclo­
sure so that the property could re 
main occupied for insurance reasons 

Boucher says he has been in touch 
with the Commission des Droits de la 
Personne, Quebec’s human rights
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commission, and also with Le Protec­
teur du Citoyen, a government om 
budsman whose lawyers have agreed 
that he has a case. "Wo are going to go 
as far as we can with this in court,” 
Boucher promises. He adds that he 
has photographs that he believes will 
document his charges.

Perhaps per coincidence, perhaps 
not, the armed intrusion on the Bou­
cher family came suddenly less than 
24 hours after Jean Claude Boucher 
was featured prominently in national 
media coverage of an attempt by the 
farm survivalists to disrupt an auc 
tion of seized farm equipment near 
St Hyacinthe.

Sacrifice?

Religious imagery can often be applied to 
polities, but seldom in as crass and arrogant a 
way as Canada’s Trade Minister Gerald Regan 
found in Ottawa the other day.

Regan was talking about the Canadian 
needle trade — the country’s makers of 
clothing — and he did a lot more than just give it 
the needle. In his wisdom he remarked that the 
garment industry “may have to be sacrificed 
on the altar of free trade”. He added that the 
question is “an extremely difficult one” for the 
Liberal cabinet to cope with. But what seems 
extremely difficult to the cabinet seems like a 
simple matter of basic survival to the industry.

Over 80.000 Canadians are employed in the 
manufacture of clothing. This figure is down by 
one-third in the last ten years and still falling. 
Most of the garment workers are in Québec, 
many of them in the Eastern Townships. The 
trendy though in Ottaw'a is that because Cana­
dian workers demand such high salaries, Ca­
nadian clothing are to expensive and impos­
sible to sell to anyone but rich Canadians and 
there aren’t enough of them (or is it us?> to 
support the industry. So down it must go, they 
say, like a blue denim Titanic.

Following the 19th-century political philoso­
phy of that other Reagan, Ronny, the Ottawa 
wise men also say that the clothing trade can­
not and must not hide behind artificial barriers 
like import quotas. Import quotas can help to 
raise the standard of living in countries where 
the cheaper clothing come from, by forcing 
better, rather than cheaper, clothing onto the 
market. They also help to preserve the Cana­
dian standard of living, by keeping Canadians 
at work and off unemployment. But quite aside 
from that, the cabinet has once again missed a 
simple but important point. They are saying we 
must practise w'hat Ronald Reagan preaches 
on free trade, when he doesn’t practise it him­
self. U S. quotas on clothing are more than 
twice the current Canadian limit: Americans 
buy an average of $113 worth of imported 
clothes each year, while Canadians spend only 
$55.

Ma*ybe its time we sacrificed a few cabinet 
ministers on the altar of common sense. It 
wouldn't be that big a sacrifice anyway.

Laurin school board reforms so near yet so far away

QUEBEC (CP) — To some it is a Parti 
Québécois plot to undermine tradition, 
religion and the English language in 
Quebec, to others just the pet project of a 
single-minded and stubborn politician.

Opposition to Education Minister Camille 
Laurin’s grand plan to restructure Quebec's 
school system is fierce, and after two years 
of white papers and trial balloons, con 
sultations and concessions, the plan is still 
controversial and a long way from 
becoming reality.

Even Laurin's stated intention to table 
legislation this week may fall through 
because of a direct appeal to Premier Rene 
Levesque on Monday by school board of 
ficials who want a joint committee to study 
it.

Tuesday, Levesque promised to hold off 
until a decision is made by the committee. 
If, as expected, the committee sits until 
September, the legislation would be delayed 
until the fall.

Quebec schoolboard officials hope the 
extra time will allow them to convince 
Laurin to change some of the more con­
troversial proposals drawn up two years

ago.
Under Laurin's reform, schoolboards 

currently organized along religious lines 
(Roman Catholic or Protestant), would be 
reshaped along territorial and linguistic 
lines, with their number greatly reduced.

The election of board members, now by 
universal suffrage, would take place on a 
more restricted basis and individual schools 
w ould be given greater power at the expense 
of school boards. Critics say this would 
place more power in the hands of the Quebec 
Education Department.
PROSPECT IS SCARY

To Quebec's embattled anglophone 
community, the prospect of losing control of 
its schoolboards is a scary one.

“The minister now is talking about taking 
away the last vestige of a structure between 
the school and the government, which is the 
schoolboard," said Doug McCall, education 
program director for Alliance Quebec, an 
anglophone rights lobby group.

Many anglophones see Laurin's plan as an 
underhanded attempt by a centralizing 
government to increase its influence over 
the minds of the young, and perhaps 
eventually to indoctrinate them through 
control of their school curriculum.

“I think the reorganization of the school

system is clearly part and parcel of a larger 
plan." said McCall.

"It fits into the concept that there should 
be no real political authority in the province 
except for the government. The govern- 
ment s intention is clear : They are changing 
the school system to change the society 
around them "

Of course, not everyone shares these
views.

Laurin has some support — “if he didn't, 
he wouldn’t be able to go ahead,” said 
Claude Ryan, former Liberal leader and 
now the party’s education critic.

“ I think Laurin is sincere when he says he 
wants to give more responsibilities to the 
schools," said Ryan.

“But he hasn’t gauged the repercussions 
of his actions. There is a technocratic streak 
in the PQ approach to problems. He 
f Laurin ) has conceived a project that looks 
good on paper.”

For Ryan, the major problem with 
Laurin’s proposals is that they call into 
question the role ol the school boards, the 
traditional vehicle for local control over
schools.

"If you weaken the boards, you will in­
crease the power of the Minister of 
Education," Ryan warned.

POWER STRU GGLE
“That's the essence of the matter."
Already. Quebec education is highly 

centralized and Ryan and other critics fear 
that individual schools won't be strong 
enough to resist the imposition of even 
stronger government controls.

The minister has shown dogged deter­
mination in going ahead with the school 
reform, showing the same spirit as when he 
brought in Quebec's controversial. French 
language law.

He has tirelessly nursed his plan, touring 
the province, brushing aside opposition, 
leading critics to condemn his attempt to 
impose a personal vision of education on a 
recalcitrant province.

“The people hadn't demanded this 
overhauling of structures," La Presse 
columnist Lysiane Gagnon wrote recently.

“The reforms judged necessary by public 
opinion were limited: improvement of the 
electoral system, de-confessionalization, 
school boards to be re-divided along 
linguistic lines, an opening towards 
pluralistic values.

"But a man of power, haunted by the 
desire to leave his mark on the school 
system was not going to content himself 
with such limited reforms."

U.S., Canadian taxes 
like apples and oranges

NEW YORK <CP) — Compering Canadian and U.S. 

federal deficits is a favorite pastime of pundits whenever 
Ottawa presents a budget deep in red ink.

But comparisons often are misleading since the taxing 
responsibilities of the two countries are vastly different.

One popular but misleading format is to interpolate 
population with budget figures — the old 10-to-l ratio.

Since Canada has one-tenth the population of the United 
States, Finance Minister Marc Lalonde's projected 
budget deficit of $31.3 billion in the fiscal year ending next 
March 31 translates into $310.3 billion for the States.

So far this year, the United States is running a federal 
budget deficit of $25 billion a month and probably will 
break the $200-billion barrier for the fiscal year ending 
Oct. 31.

But the pundits also will note that the feds in 
Washington still are spending at a rate much lower than 
the feds in Ottawa.

But that is not exactly the case.
During a discussion about the Canadian and U.S. tax 

systems last w'eek in New York, Pierre Lortie, president 
of the Montreal Stock Exchange, noted some stark dif­
ferences.

The issue between Canada and the States is that ex­
penditures for some programs are carried at different 
levels of government, each with different taxing 
responsibilities, Lortie said.

If you look at the Canadian financing of health, social 
security and post-secondary education, all those ex­
penditures are in the provincial government budgets.

However, 50 per cent of the revenues for all that are in 
the federal budget, which is a 50-per-cent payback to the 
provinces

Ottawa has to collect those revenues.
"What you have to do is add up the provincial side plus 

the federal side to see what your deficit for the govern­
ment sector is,” Lortie said.

"Then you compare it to what the states, the mun- 
eipalities and the feds are doing in the U.S. and see what is 
your total government fiscal stance in that area."

The feds in Washington could be cutting “quite 
significantly" in their expenditures on health, welfare and 
education, pushing those costs to the states and driving a 
higher deficit at the state level.

While Washington is trying to trim the federal deficit, 
the states are finding themselves going from a surplus to a 
deficit position, forcing them to impose new taxes.

The end result is that you still have a deficit to pay 
somewhere.

It might be redistributed differently but the net impact 
is the same.

"But in Canada you cannot do that because of 
established programs of financing," Lortie said. "So the 
feds just have to dish it out until they sit down and make a 
reasonable bargain around the table."

Using surveys by the Organization of Economic Co­
operation and Development. Lortie said that until 1982. 
Canada’s total government position was fourth among the 
top six industrialized countries in terms of the size of the 
deficit to the economy. Ahead of Canada were the United 
States. France and West Germany in that order

"Now the feds have a problem in Canada. I don't dispute 
that. But I’m saying that when you are comparing 
countries, you have to compare apples and apples."

Some of Lortie’s assertions are borne out by figures 
from the Washington-based National Governors 
Association.

The recession struck particularly hard at such states as 
Michigan. Ohio and California.

In 1982. there was an aggregate drop in revenues, both 
federal and local, of $8 billion in 41 states.

Asbestos residents offered opportunity to invest in local economy

ASBESTOS — In an effort to create 
small industry in this economically 
depressed town, and create some ba­
dly-needed jobs, a local businessman 
is taking his need for financing direc­
tly to the town's residents.

Raymond Chainé. former quality 
control manager at Johns-Manville 
and present co-owner of 3R—FILAQ, 
an asbestos textile factory in Dan­
ville, wants to start a factory in As­
bestos to make Cilicate Calcium insu­
lation for industrial use. But because

he wants more local control over the 
operation of the factory and because 
of the high risks involved with inves­
ting in an economically depressed 
town, he is asking Asbestos residents 
if they want to put up some of the mo­
ney needed.

At an informaton meeting held 
Monday night at the town hall, he told 
some 200 interested residents that the 
project would require between 
$750,000 and $1.000.000 to get going.

He told residents that despite the 
fact feasibility and market studies on

the project have only been started this 
week, he is confident the project could 
succeed since there is only one other 
manufacturer of Cilicate Calcium. 
Ironically, that manufacturer hap­
pens to be Johns-Manville. which pro­
duces it under the brand name Ther­
mal 12 at a factory near Toronto.

“Up to 25 per cent of the insulation 
market is industrial and can be fed by 
this product." he told residents, i be- 
lieive this product has an assured de­
mand in this country and in other 
countries".

Cilicate Calcium is a solid insulator 
made up of Lime and Cilicate mine­
rals. Chaîne said his product will be 
designed to withstand heat at higher 
temperatures and be durable enough 
not to break

Chainé offered potential investors a 
number of shares in the new venture 
in return for a minimum investment 
of $1,000. In order to appease any 
fears he is offering to null any 
committments of cash prospective in 
vestors may make if one of the follo­
wing conditions occurs: the project is 
not recommended by consultants as 
feasabile: no profit can be made from 
it. or further financial aid from the 
governement is not forthcoming.

Chaine says he already has $50.000 
in committments from local business 
owners and residents but would like to 
see that figure boosted to $300,000 be­
fore he starts looking for outside in­
vestors.
“1 feel the people here should at 

least have the opportunity to share in 
this business," he told the Record af 
ter the mmeeting. “We have to res­
trict the power of outside interests in 
such home grown companies. They 
can hamper the viability and growth 
of the company."

But Chainey could yet see the whole 
project defeated because of the fede­
ral government. In May of last year, 
they made the Asbestos area a desi­
gnated zone for special consideration 
on expansion grants for business. And 
even though only $500,000 of the $10 
million budgeted under the zone pro 
gram for Asbestos was actually 
spent, the zone status will end next 
month and it is not known if Ottawa 
will extend it or not.Residents discuss Chaine’s proposals.

Varying profits from big oil companies puzzle analysts
TORONTO (CP) — Oil industry 

analysts are somewhat baffled by the 
dramatically different financial results 
reported by the big foreign-controlled 
integrated oil companies in this year's 
first quarter.

Shell Canada Ltd. of Toronto said its 
profit dipped to $18 million from $24 
million a year earlier. But Gulf Canada 
Ltd. of Toronto was able to double its 
profit to $68 million.

“They all faced the same market 
conditions, so this much of a divergence 
is very unusual," said North Cooper, an 
analyst with Toronto-based Cassels 
Blaikie and Co. Ltd.

Each of the companies had to contend 
with fierce gasoline price wars that 
trimmed the profits of their marketing 
and refining operations. At the same

time, they all got a lift from mgner 
prices for crude oil and natural gas that 
took effect in the first quarter.

Even oil executives couldn't fully 
explain why some companies did so 
well and others fell behind.

But Don Mclvor, chairman of 
Imperial Oil Ltd., the biggest of the 
integrated companies, said an ex­
planation might lie in the different mix 
of their assets and operations. 
VULNERABLE TO SLUMP

For instance, a large part of 
Imperial's operating profit has 
traditionally come from marketing and 
refining, so the company was 
vulnerable to the recession-induced 
slump in the gasoline and heating oil 
market.

So despite higher prices for crude oil

and increased oil production at its 
Syncrude oil sands plant. Imperial's 
operating profit rose by only a modest 
$2 million to $61 million.

On the other hand, Gulf Canada and 
Texaco Canada Inc. of Toronto depend 
on production of crude oil and natural 
gas to supply the lion's share of their 
income. This provided them with a little 
more insulation than Imperial from the 
slump in marketing and refining

Texaco, which holds exploration and 
production rights on large tracts of oil- 
prone Alberta land, reported that its 
profit rose by a $10 million to $76 million 
in the first quarter.

And Gulf got an extra lift when it 
made an unusually large oil discovery 
at Rumsey, Alta., last summer. 
Analysts say the Rumsey well is

producing 4,000 barrels of crude a day.
Shell, however, was the only one of 

the top four integrated companies to 
report a decline in first-quarter profit.

Oil analysts say Shell's weakness 
arises from its position as a major 
natural gas producer, at a time when 
huge reserves of natural gas are just 
sitting in the ground because of 
sluggish markets.

As well, Shell took on a great deal of 
debt to finance expansion projects, so 
its interest costs were higher than those 
of the other oil companies.

But the different mix of assets alone 
doesn't fully explain why some com­
panies did remarkably better than 
others. In particular, it doesn’t explain 
why Gulf was able to virtually double 
its profit.

U.S. producing best cars but Japan making advances
WASHINGTON (AP) 

— A consumer group 
produced a list Monday 
of the best and worst 
cars based on govern­
ment auto crash tests, 
with the best car an 
American model but the 
Japanese cars 
showing“dramatic 
improvements.”

The list, using frontal 
crashes at 56 kilometres 
an hour, showed the 
four-door Chevrolet 
Celebrity at the top of 
the list with the Volvo 
DL and the Honda Civic 
not far behind. Two 
Renault cars — the 
Fuego and LeCar — 
ranked at the botom of 
the more than 100 cars 
included in the survey.

The ranking, com­
piled by the Centre for 
Auto Safety, a consumer 
group founded by Ralph 
Nader, was based on 
crash tests on 1982 and
1981 model cars. But 
Jack Gillis, who com­
piled the list, said the 
findings can be applied 
to current models 
because only cars that 
had no substantial 
design changes between
1982 and 1983 model 
years were included.

Gillis, a former 
employee at the 
National Highway 
Traffic Safety 
Administration, said a 
surprise in the rankings 
was the performance of 
the Japanese imports,

which in earlier tests 
had shown poorly. Four 
of the top 10 cars were 
Japanese.
I M P R O V E M E N T S 
NOTED
“American manuf­

acturers’ competitive 
edge on safety is now- 
being eroded by the 
Japanese,” Gillis said. 
“While American 
automobile manufac­
turers fight safety 
regulations and the 
crash test program, the 
Japanese are going 
back to the drawing 
board and building safer 
cars.”

The auto industry long 
has criticized the crash 
tests conducted by the 
government, saying

Chaine admits the non-renewal 
could kill his project but points out the 
possibility that the zone status could 
be renewed because of the ongoing de­
pression of the local econmomy He 
also said if the money for the project 
can be raised soon — before the status 
is repealed — then eligible money for 
the project will still be available.

Another problem Chaine has in get 
ting the project started is his inability 
to guarantee a return for the investors 
before three years. “Few companies

make a profit in their first year," he 
explains.

Art therapy helps 
disturbed kids

VANCOUVER (CP) — A year ago, six-year-old 
Johnny was painting pictures that portrayed his 
foster mother as a tiny background figure, 
sometimes disfigured or in hospital.

Ann Harvey knew Johnny held angry feelings for 
her so she enrolled him in an art therapy program 
on he advice of a social worker and after a year of 
weekly one-hour sessions Johnny now is less angry, 
more relaxed an willing to talk about his feelings.

"I think the program has given tremendous in­
sight into things he can’t express verbally,” says 
Harvey, who asked that her real name not be used.

Talking to children about their art work is a way 
to communicate, says Lois Woolf, art therapist and 
director of the Vancouver Art Thrapy Institute in 
West Vancouver

In other circumstances, questions such as ‘‘How 
are you feeling?” will usually get a noncommital 
“Fine, thank you,” says Woolf. “We use the art to 
help them open up and express what’s inside.
“We don’t interpret,” she says. Instead, she will 

ask gentle questions “What’s your picture about?”
The answers lead to more questions and 

gradually bring out a child's hidden fears and 
feelings. Woolf eventually shows parents or 
guardians the child's work and discusses changes 
init.

Woolf says talking about their drawings, pain­
tings and clay models helps children reveal in­
cidents of sexual abuse, violence, anger or other 
problems they can’t talk about. The artwork acts as 
an intermediary.
COSTS AN HOUR

Woolf’s art therapy sessions, which cost $35 an 
hour, are also used by adults as a route to self- 
discovery. “Once the individual realizes how 
significant the pictures are, it becomes quite ex­
citing for him.”

Woolf, who has a nine-year-old son, left a job as an 
architect and trained for three years at the Toronto 
Art Therapy Institute in the early 1970s with Martin 
Fischer, a psychologist who pioneered art therapy 
in Canada.

The technique is new to Canada but about 40 
training programs are under way in the United 
States.

Wooolf founded the institute training program in 
Vancouver with support from Fischer and help 
from Terry Adler, a friend and social worker who 
teaches at Capilano College.

Her nine students, aged from 23 to 48, have 
backgrounds in medical health, art and education. 
Each pays $4,000 for the 12-month course.

Woolf also works with 10 clients children and 
adults referred to her by schools, the Ministry of 
Human Resources and psychiatrists.

WINNIPEG (CP) — For Dr. Linda 
Murray, illnesses are not just problems 
of the lungs or the heart or the liver — 
they’re problems of the factory or the 
mine or the office.
“Most people I know work,” says the 

specialist in occupational medicine. 
“And they get sick That's always been 
the case as long as I can remember ”

Murray, who left a practice in 
Chicago recently to become medical 
director of the Manitoba Federation of 
Labor's new occupational health centre 
in Winnipeg, says work conditions are 
not just responsible for serious ac­
cidents but bring on many chronic 
diseases as well.
“It is not a problem of workers just 

losing arms and legs, though that still 
goes on," she said in a recent interview. 
“There’s a problem with people getting 
diseases they shouldn't get.
“Some, like lead poisoning, are old 

diseases w'e've known about for cen­
turies. Some, like cancer from vinyl 
chloride, are new problems. But the 
tools that we have to find these 
problems are very crude.”

Research into occupational disease 
generally takes the form of waiting for 
health problems to become apparent.
“What’s happens is we wait until so 

many workers have problems that it 
becomes obvious We don't have an 
intelligent approachto it"
DEMANDS CONCERN

Murray said diseases brought on by 
work are something physicians ought to 
be concerned with
“I think in the future there's no 

question in my mind that the major 
breakthrough will come from oc­
cupational and environmental 
medicine."

At present, however, there are no 
residency programs for occupational 
medicine in Canada.

In the U.S., occupational health, as a 
sub-specialty of preventative medicine, 
is a recognized, though not large field.

However, there seems to be a

demand for occupational health 
specialists. Murray was booked solid 
for two weeks before the clinic even 
opened its doors April 8.

Murray, who grew up as a black 
teenager in a working class district of 
Cleveland and went to university with 
the help of scholarships, has been an 
activist championing the cause of black 
and workers’ rights for many years.

She plans to continue her advocacy 
role in her new job with the health 
centre, which was set up partly because 
the labor federation felt the Workers 
Compensation Board of Manitoba was 
rejecting too many employment- 
related claims due to inappropriate 
medical assessmet and documentation. 
PLANS TO INVESTIGATE
“When there are people who think 

they are ill or injured because of 
something that happened to them on the 
job, I want to hear from them and look 
into their cases."

Murray says physicians have to 
become patient advocates because the 
individual faces an uphill battle in 
proving their health broke down as a 
result of something in the workplace.

Another role of the clinic will be to 
promote preventative health.
“Most physicians don’t have the time 

and opportunity to spend that extra 20 
minutes chatting with their patient and 
therefore identifying potential health 
problems related to lifestyle,” she said.

“Places like this are very important 
in that respect.”

Ryan breaks all-time strikeout record, handcuffs Expos

MONTREAL (CP) — The new 
strikeout king of major league baseball 
paused thoughtfully Wednesday when

someone asked him how he planned to 
celebrate his record-breaking 3,509th 
career strikeout.
“Go to Philadelphia,” replied Nolan 

Ryan, mindful that he would be leaving

with his Houston Astros teammates a 
few moments later to continue their 
current road trip against the Phillies on 
Friday night.

As one may have guessed, Ryan is not

I

excitable, even after his eighth-inning 
strikeout of Montreal Expos pinch 
hitter Brad Mills enabled him to pass 
Walter Johnson, the former 
Washington Senators right-hander who 
retired with 3,508 strikeouts in 1927, as 
the top strikeout pitcher of all time.

Almost overshadowed in the history­
making event was the fact the Astros 
completed a sweep of their two-game 
series against Montreal witha 4-2 
National League triumph, on the 
strength of Ryan’s five-hitter over eight 
innings.
DOESN’T SAY MUCH
“Nolan doesn’t say too much,” said 

Ryan’s wife, Ruth, who attended the 
game with three couples from the 
Ryans' hometown of Alvin, Tex. “I said

goodbye and wished him luck when he 
left the hotel this morning, but he just 
walked out and didn’t say anything.
“It was a pretty routine day. He had 

his pancakes, as he usually does the 
morning of a game in which he’s pit­
ching.

"He left for the ball park about 10:30, 
maybe a little earlier than he usually 
does.”

Ryan, a plain, homey man, appeared 
in a hurry to get the record out of the 
way, so he could continue his normal 
routine. He struck out both Tim 
Wallach and Tim Blackwell in the 
second inning, but didn’t get another 
strikeout until Bryan Little fanned in 
the sixth.
“In the middle innings, I wasn't

sharp with my fastoau, ana my curve 
wasn’t as sharp as I would have liked it 
to be,” said Ryan. “In the eighth, I 
threw as well as I did in the first and 
second inning
“I fell back into a groove.”
He struck out Blackwell on a 3-2 pitch 

leading off the eighth and. sensing the 
record was at hand, reached back for 
something extra against pinch-hitter 
Brad Mills, the next batter. He went to 
an 0-2 count, wasted a pitch, and caught 
Mills looking on a curve ball the 
Montreal batter thought was outside.

"I batted against Ryan when we 
played the Astros in Houston last week 
and got a single off him.” said Mills. 
“I’m one-for-two against him this year, 
but the two is a big one.”

Speedskater Daigle honored by city

SHERBROOKE — Sylvie Daigle is 
just your average ordinary 20 year- 
old... almost.

She likes to ride a bicycle, listen to 
music, play softball and talk with her 
friends — the regular stuff. But she is 
different from most 20 year-olds in 
that she is among a handful of the top 
women speedskaters in the world.

At a reception held by the city of 
Sherbrooke Wednesday at Domaine 
Howard, Daigle and fellow skater Ma­
ryse Perrault were honored for their 
accomplishments of the past winter 
when Perrault set a new world best in 
the 1,000 metres indoors, a record 
Daigle later broke en route to captu­
ring all five available gold medals in 
the women’s competition at the World 
indoor championships held in Tokyo, 
Japan.

"I guess I’m getting so that I’m used 
to these things,” Diagle, an admitte­
dly shy person, said of the reception. 
“1 remember when I first started ska­
ting 1 found it kind of hard because I 
was nervous."

Daigle may be shy off the ice but on 
the oval track she becomes a comple­
tely different person. She is the rei­
gning Canadian outdoor champion. 
She placed second in the combined 
events at Davos, Switzerland, finis­
hed first in an outdoor event in Italy, 
won the Canadian indoor title and 
swept the World indoor champions­
hips in Tokyo where she also set two

new world records.
Daigle trains a lot — two to three 

hours a day depending on the time of 
year—which leaves her little time for 
a social life. “Sometimes 1 miss the 
things that others are able to do, like 
going out with a regular crowd of 
friends but I have made a lot of 
friends in skating and I’m not unhap­
py,” she explained.

One thing Daigle does miss howe­
ver, is being able to play hockey. "A 
few years ago I used to play in a wo­
men’s league and I really enjoyed it,” 
she said. “Even when I was a kid I 
used to play hockey in the street with 
my friends.”

A game of road hockey almost cost 
Daigle her speedskating career be­
fore it even started. “I was about nine 
years old and we were playing in the 
street. I was playing goal and a man 
parked his car up the road a little way 
away from us, got out and went into an 
apartment.” The car was in neutral 
without the handbrake on and it rolled 
down the incline towards the unsus­
pecting children.

“It started out straight then it swer­
ved and trapped me under it,” Daigle 
said. Her right leg was badly burnt 
from the exhaust pipe of the car. The 
real damage though, was done to her 
left leg which was badly broken and 
required a metal pin for two years un­
til it healed.

Daigle, a student with a 75-80 per 
cent average at the Collège de Sher­

brooke, said she plans to continue her 
education next year at the University 
of Sherbrooke in physical education. 
“I wanted to take physics but the labs 
were all filled.”

She said is preparing for the 1984 
Winter Olympics in Sarajevo, Yu­
goslavia and maybe for the ’88 Games 
in Calgary. The thing she lacks for 
Olympic gold, she said, is confidence. 
“If I had more I probably would be 
better. I don’t want to say I can win 
but let’s say I feel I can be in the top 
six.”

After skating she said wants to be 
involved with athletics some way and 
maybe have a career before getting 
married but “that’s all a long way off 
and I don’t need to think about it right 
now.”

Asked if she might consider a spot 
on the roster of the American Hockey 
League’s Sherbrooke Jets if she were 
offered a contract she laughed. "I 
don’t think I’m good enough for that." 
Many, including Sherbrooke Mayor 
Jean-Paul Pelletier, who praised Per­
rault and Daigle by saying that their 
efforts had made a great contribution 
towards putting Sherbrooke on the in­
ternational map, would be inclined to 
disagree with her.

Should Pelletier mention the possi­
bility of signing the two girls to Jets’ 
general manager Georges Guilbault 
the next time he sees him? “They 
could probably use a couple of good 
skaters.” Pelletier joked.

BOSTON (CP) — Having tamed his 
considerable talents. Bob Bourne is 
running wild in the National Hockey 
league’s Stanley Cup playoffs.

Bourne scored once and drew two 
assists Tuesday night to pace New York 
Islanders to a 5-2 victory over Boston 
Bruins in the opening game of their 
best-of-seven semifinal.

Bourne, not Michael Bossy or Bryan 
Trottier, leads all Islanders playoff 
scorers with six goals and 13 assists.

But it has taken several years for the 
rugged, swift-skating left winger to 
harness his abilities. His development 
has not gone unnoticed by rival players.
“I think he’s probably underrated, he 

can do so many things,” said Boston 
defenceman Brad Park. “He’s im­
proved a lot since he entered the 
league.
“In his first couple of years he was 

going 100 miles an hour, but there was 
no method to his madness. Now there’s 
a method: He hits the holes; his timing 
has improved; and he’s become a very 
good checker.

Bourne said former Islanders 
goal tender Glenn (Chico) Resch played 
a
large part in his transformation. 
SLOW DOWN
“Four or five years ago, Chico Resch 

made me slow down, he kept talking to 
me, saying, ‘You gotta take your time 
and control the puck.’

“I’m a more controlled player now. I 
used to go like crazy when I didn’t have 
to.”

Bourne, along with linemates Brent 
and Duane Sutter, have been checking 
and scoring like crazy in the playoffs. 
They have formed the Islanders’ hot­
test line, scoring 17 goals and amassing 
44 points.

The six-foot-three, 202-pound Bourne 
said control has also been the key to the 
line’s success.
“I really think it’s because we’re 

three basic hockey players,” he said. 
“We’re not fancy, we can’t do the things 
that (Rick) Middleton or (Barry)

Pederson do.
“We’ve got two guys who just go into 

the corner and work. I think Brent 
Sutter must be one of the most 
tenacious players in the league.”

The trio, united three games before 
the onset of the playoffs, has added 
balance to the Islanders attack, taking 
some of the scoring pressure off the 
Trottier-Bossy-Anders Kallur line.

The new line was one of a series of 
line shuffles Islanders coach A1 Arbour 
made in the wake of injuries to left 
winger Clark Gillies and Trottier, who 
has since returned to the lineup.

“When Bryan got hurt, we (the line)

talked among ourselves and we knew 
we had to come up with a big series,” 
Bourne said, “We knew we had to play 
better and produce on the scoreboard.”

Spreading the scoring around is 
something Boston coach Gerry 
Cheevers said is crucial if his team is to 
get past the three-time Stanley Cup 
champions.

“We have to get other lines producing 
if we’re going to continue to do well in 
the playoffs,” said Cheevers. “There 
are only two or three areas we're 
getting production from righl v "v ”

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Joe Knowles in the wilderness
Armed with nothing and wearing
By Bernard Epps

Joe Knowles was a newspaper ar­
tist for the Boston Post but all his free 
time was spent in the woods of Maine. 
He was an avid hunter, fisherman and 
outdoorsman who believed he could 
survive in the wilderness with no 
more clothing, weapons, tools or food 
than God gave Adam. On August 4. 
1913, for a bet of $20.000. he put this 
belief to the ultimate test.

At the King-Bartlett Hunting and 
Fishing Camp on Spencer Lake, he 
had his picture taken with his fellow 
club members and then walked cheer­
fully off into the forest empty-handed 
— and stark naked, his plan was to 
live in the woods for two full months 
and emerge, if he survived, before 
sunset on October 4.

For the next seven weeks, Joe’s on­
ly contact with the outside world was 
through sketches and brief reports of 
his activities written on birchbark 
with charcoal and left at prearranged 
localities. These were prominently 
featured in the Boston Post, devoured 
and debated by an ever-growing pu­
blic. He told of killing a bear and a 
deer for food, clothing and bone tools 
and, since both animals were out of 
season and he was liable to arrest by 
the game wardens of Maine, he deci­
ded to cross the Canadian border and 
emerge at the village of Lake Megan- 
tic on the appointed date. As that date 
approached, one of the club members 
travelled north asking those‘he met 
along the way to keep an eye out for 
Joe Knowles in case he was in need of 
assistance.

Townshippers were caught up in the 
adventure and could talk of nothing 
else. Word was spread through all the 
scattered settlements to watch for 
any sign of Joe Knowles. The weather 
had been poor. He might be sick or 
injured. He may have died of expo­
sure or accident, been killed by wild 
animals, or gone out of his mind with 
privation, hunger and solitude. As Oc­
tober 4 dawned, horsemen searched 
the country roads for miles around, 
canoes and rowboats scoured the 
coves of the lake and two steamboats, 
the 65-foot Jubilee and the 48-foot 
Campania, plied the length and 
breadth of the lake crowded with pas­
sengers all eager for first glimpse of 
Joe Knowles.
IN A BEARSKIN

On the railway line six miles south 
and east of Megantic was a place 
known as Keene's Siding. Little 
Charlie Girard was playing there 
while his father worked on the track 
and Charlie was suddenly terrified by 
the figure of a wild man stepping out 
of the woods. He was dressed in a 
bearskin, his hair was wild, his beard 
long; he had deerhide leggings on his 
feet, a crude bow over his shoulder 
and a basket made of ash splints in his 
hand.

Charlie bolted to his father. The 
wild man followed. Girard père came 
forward tentatively and listened to 
Knowles’ story which ended with the 
lament that the day was growing late,

Megantic was still six miles off, and 
unless he got there before dark, he'd 
lose $20,000.

As luck would have it, a train to Me­
gantic was due along soon after. Gi­
rard flagged it down, made a few brief 
explanations to the conductor, Fred 
Hillman, and Knowles boarded the 
train — much to the astonishment of 
his fellow passengers. He rode the last 
six miles to Megantic in relative style 
and comfort.

He was welcomed by the proprietor 
of the Queen's Hotel who knew the va­
lue of publicity and fed him a light 
lunch, watched him smoke an entire 
package of cigarettes, and gave him a 
couple of hours sleep in a real bed be­
fore bringing him down to a banquet 
with all the dignitaries of the town. 
Knowles, still dressed in his animal 
skins, posed for pictures and told his 
tale.

The first few nights almost killed 
him. he said. Naked and defenceless, 
he had curled up beneath a tree while 
a cold rain fell all the first night. In the 
morning, he went searching for flint 
with which to make a fire and a knife 
— and still the cold rain fell. He lived 
on raspberries and blueberries, he 
said, until he was heartily sick of 
them but eventually fashioned a 
crude knife, a club and a spear, and a 
basket in which to put a pebble each 
day in order to keep track of time. His 
first meat was a porcupine he killed 
with his club, rolled in mud and baked 
in the ashes of his fire. Crack off the 
mud. and spines and skin come away 
with it. Then he dammed off a small 
creek with stones, sticks and clay, 
and caught the small fish trapped be­
hind it with his hands.
MADE A CLUB

In time he made a bow and arrow 
and killed a deer with them. The 
deer’s sinews were very useful and 
the hide made moccasins to protect 
his feet from stones and leggings to 
save his ankles from brambles. He 
needed something warmer to put 
’round his shoulders, however, and so 
took a thigh bone of the deer, fastened 
a heavy stone to it with tendons, and 
so made himself a club mighty 
enough to kill a bear.

After much searching, he discove­
red a trail down to a small lake where 
bears habitually came to drink and 
here he painstakingly built a trap bai­
ted with fish. He trapped his bear, 
clubbed it to death, skinned it with his 
flintstone knife and made himself a 
tunic — fur-side in to hold the warmth, 
skin-side out to shed the rain. Skin­
ning the beast with his stone blade, he 
said, was the most difficult part of the 
entire operation.

A reporter from Cookshire’s 
Compton County Chronicle intervie­
wed Knowles soon after he emerged 
from the woods and the Sherbrooke 
Daily Record picked up the story;

“Born in a clearing in the forest pri­
meval 34 years ago, Mr. Knowles’ 
earliest recollections are of the wild 
life, of the wild woods and the forest 
folk who people them. These became

only a smile a Boston artist set out for the woods to earn $20,000
the companions of his boyhood in an 
intimacy which revealed to him many 
hidden wonders of their lives and the 
secrets of their homes and haunts. 
Early in life he became a lover of Na 
ture in ail her varied moods and glo­
ries, and as the years went by. his love 
became worship. Nature was his God­
dess of life, the All-Mother. Naturally. 
he was a master of Wood Craft’ in all 
its branches, and his gifts with pencil 
and brush are of a very high order...

“In the presence of sixteen well- 
known sportsmen, guides and game- 
wardens on the morning of the 4th of 
August last. Mr. Knowles entered the 
forest on the shores of Spencer Lake, 
Maine. Absolutely the only thing that 
he wore was a smile of confidence — 
he was in a state of perfect nudity. Not 
a single article did he carry, nor was 
any implement or device of offense 
obtainable. Not a vestige of food or 
clothing was there: he did not have 
even a match. Now he was absolutely 
alone, naked, foodless, defenseless 
and without compass...

“The writer had an interview with 
Mr. Knowles just as he emerged from 
the woods near this town. A bear skin 
thrown over his shoulder and tied at 
the waist partly covers the upper part 
of his body, while a deer skin, with the 
hair inside, has been fashioned to do 
duty as leg and foot covering... He 
made a most romantic appearance as 
he stood there... carrying his bow and 
arrows and could not evade the sug­
gestion of 'Primitive Man’.”

HOME TOWN GREETS ARTIST 
HANDSOMELY

Villagers Cheer Knowles at Wilton, 
Me.

“Joseph Knowles, a Boston artist 
who has just finished a ‘Back to 
Adam’ stunt in the Maine woods near 
King and Bartlett Lake, returned to­
day to his home in Wilton. While there 
is a difference of opinion as to the va­
lue of his experiment and while many 
are skeptical about his sincerity in li­
ving for two months without clothing 
or implement of any kind, there was 
no doubt of the warm welcome he re­
ceived on his return.

“Knowles reached Kingfield at noon 
and practically all in the town turned 
out to greet him. At Strong there was 
another big crowd awaiting a glimpse 
of the man of the woods. The schools 
took a recess and the pupils were mar­
shalled to the railway station by the 
teachers where Knowles held an in­
formal reception. Another large 
crowd was awaiting the man’s arrival 
at Farmington. He was met at the Wil­
ton station by an automobile contai­
ning his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Joseph 
C. Knowles, and his brother, Leander 
Knowles. Several hundred cheered 
his appearance.

“Headed by the Wilton Cornet 
Band, a procession was formed which 
marched to a square in the business 
section. There Knowles, introduced 
by Hon. Cyrus N. Blanchard, said it 
was very gratifying to receive so 
warm a welcome and he was proud to 
have shown that modern man could 
exist as well as did primitive man.

“The experimenter acknowledged 
he had been compelled to break the 
game laws of the State... Knowles 
leaves in the morning for Augusta 
where he will be received by the 
Commissioners of Inland Fisheries 
and Game. At Portland a reception 
will be held at the Falmouth Hotel in

the evening. Thursday morning, he 
expects to reach Boston."

Returns from Maine Wilds Clad in 
Skins.

"Wearing crude garments he had 
fashioned from skins ot animals, Jo­
seph Knowles, a Boston artist, with a 
record of having lived two months in 
the wilds of Mained as a primitive 
man. having only such clothing, im­
plements and food as nature provided 
him, was accorded an ovation on re­
turning to this city yesterday.

“At least 3000 people awaited his ar­
rival on a Portland train at 12:15. 
Football tactics were necessary to 
force an exit from the terminal.

"He was driven in an automobile to 
Newspaper Row. where another 
crowd was waiting and then went off 
to the Common where 8,000 persons 
gathered in the drizzling rain and 
cheered him. Knowles mounted on the 
Parker Memorial Bandstand and 
made a brief address... His face, 
shoulders and arms were deeply tan­
ned. He did not look tired and appea­
red in perfect health.

“Leaving the Common. Knowles 
was driven in an automobile to Cam­
bridge to undergo a physical exami­
nation by Dr. Sargent of the Sargent 
gymnasium.

“Mr. Knowles attended the Cam­
bridge Y.M.C.A.’s openingf last eve­
ning and fully 5,000 people gathered to 
greet him He was accompanied by 
Dr. Dudley A. Sargent who introdu­
ced him. He wore his bearskin cove­
ring his body and deerskin leggings. 
For more than half an hour, Mr. 
Knowles related his experiences in 
the woods.

"He described how he trapped and 
killed a bear, how he slew a deer and 
his various methods of catching fish 
without hooks and lines... He said that 
for two weeks he was without any co­
vering on his body and the first few 
days it rained so hard that at times he 
thought he would have to give up the 
experiment.

“His costume, he said, cost him $305 
which he paid out in fines for killing 
game out of season. He said he came 
out of the woods in Canada so that he 
would not be taken by the Maine game 
wardens.

“At the close of Mr, Knowles’ talk. 
Dr. Sargent bared the artist’s back 
and called attention to the tough, yet 
velvety condition of the skin after its 
exposure to all kinds of weather. The 
skin was in such perfect condition that 
heat or cold did not affect it."

But those who turned to the comic 
page of this same Boston Globe, 
might have had reason for suspicion. 
On October 1 — three full days before 
Joseph Knowles emerged to tell his 
story at Megantic — ‘Hank and 
Knobs’ began a new adventure. Hank 
decides to go “into the wilderness and 
live the life of a primitive man. Then I 
could get booked on the stage.”

“Sure,” says Knobs, “we can fake it. 
I can leave you some clothes and 
some food, etc.”

And over the next few days, Hank’s 
misadventures as a primitive man 
proved remarkably similar to the 
tales Knowles recounted later to his 
admiring audiences. He lives on blue­
berries for the first few days, for 
example, until Knobs brings him 
more substantial food — a blueberry 
pie! By October 10th, as Joe Knowles
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The supposed route Knowles took on his two-month trek in the woods.

was solemnly telling audiences how 
he captured his bear and took his 
bearskin on one page of the Globe. 
Hank Dank was stealing n bearskin on 
another.

And that, it turned out, was pretty 
much how it had all happened. It was 
all a hoax cooked up by the Boston 
Post to improve circulation. Joe 
Knowles went naked and defenceless 
into the woods all right, but was there 
kept well supplied with all the necessi­
ties and many of the comforts of life 
by a little French-Canadian guide for 
the Megantic Fish and Game Club na­
med Fanjoie. Fanjoie lived on the 
shores of Lake Megantic and knew the 
woods and mountains to the south as 
well as any man. It was he who shot 
the bear.

The November 28th edition of the 
Globe shows Knobs racing into a 
theatre featuring HANK DANK, The 
Primitive Man’. He is being chased by 
a man with a French-Canadian ac­
cent who wants his bearskin back!

But Knowles’ stunt had been so suc­
cessful at boosting the circulation of 
the Boston Post that William Ran­
dolph Hearst invited him to come to 
California and do the same thing for 
the San Francisco Examiner. He ac­
cordingly walked into the woods of the 
Siskiyou Mountains of Oregon on July

20, 1914, naked, defenceless and alone 
once more. Again he had vowed to 
stay for two months and again had 
made arrangements to leave 
sketches and messages at prearran­
ged places for the Examiner to find 
and publish.

But a week later, on July 28th, an 
Austrian Archduke was assassinated 
and the first World War grabbed all 
the headlines. Seeing little chance of 
upstaging such events, Joe gave up.

He tried once more in 1916 when 
Hearst sent him to New York to live in 
the wilds of Essex County. This time, 
a naked and utterly defenceless fe­
male — the newspapers called them 
the Dawn Man and the Dawn Woman 
— supposedly trained in survival by 
Joe Knowles himself, went into the 
woods at a different place for an ad­
ded attraction. They were to have no 
contact with each other in the forest, 
said the papers.

But she couldn't stand the solitude 
and gave up inside a week Joe, seeing 
nearly all the stunt’s publicity value- 
given up with her, could see no point in 
continuing. He moved to Washington 
State, lived in a remote area where he 
could hunt, fish and paint to his 
heart’s content, and took the details of 
his exploits to the grave with him on 
October 21, 1942.

available tricks. It looked as 
if he would need three hearts 
to score his game, so he led 
dummy’s four of hearts at 
trick two

East had been doing some 
thinking of his own while 
South was counting He 
knew that South held no 
more than three hearts. One 
had to be the king. If another 
was the 10 it was as sure as 
death and taxes that South 
would play it on East's nine 
If West held that 10, howev­
er, then East’s nine and jack 
were equals, and a little bit 
of false-carding seemed to 
be in order.

East played his jack of 
hearts!

South's king held the trick 
and now South led his ten of 
hearts. It lost to East's ace, 
as expected, and back came 
a spade

South’s side entries in 
dummy were gone, but 
South thought he was on safe 
ground for three heart 
tricks.

He never got even a sec­
ond heart trick. He came to 
his hand with a diamond, led 
his three of hearts, finessed 
dummy’s eight against the 
nine spot he was sure was 
over in the West hand and 
went down two.
