once more through all the Courts of Review.
The principle on which the judgment must
finally rest is now ascertained, and at the new
trial the Jury will be charged accordingly,
Its yerdict will then, it is probable, be satis-
factory to all pariies, and the Bank, thongh
it will not recover the full amount of its ¢laim,
will ‘recover for an amount to he determined
tpon the principles adopted by the Upper
Canadian Conrt of Appeal.

Nothing is more changeable than the politi-
cal horizon, - Eight days ago there was scarce-
ly anything to record of importance, To-day
there may be abundant facts, accidents may
multiply, and one must carcf ully: examine indi-
cations, trifling as they may appear, for they
are the seeds which may develope matters of
great importance, and give rise to questions of
great difficulty from one end pfEurope ‘to the
other. In the midst of the tropical ‘heat, ‘the
leading membersof the aristocratic world of
Paris are enjoying rural felicity on the banks of
the Rhine, at the sea side, or in their chateaux.,
Certain . it.is that Paris is not at home, but
abroad, > -

The Emperor hasset the example of this de-

figures in this painting being portraits, and all
the details of the comical scene being most
fully and faithfully rendered, the copy which
the Kmperor is having made for them will help
to initiate those barbarian-potentates into the
upholstery and millinery of the West, The
puir of dusky Sovereigns will also. have the sat-
isfaction of seeing their, gifts to the Emperor,
duly represented, as they wepe vanged about the
Hall while the Jinyoys and their suite per-
formed their laborions pilgrimage, A strip of
carpet had been laid for that performance ; as
it would have been almost impossible for them
to.draw themselves over the polished surface
of the waxed floors. ;

Witness bad yetyrmed to help Constable
Cullen when e ws struck by Fitagerald, who
followed him up us he'retreated, striking him
all the way to Margaret sticet, using bad lan-
guage at the same time,

Cross-examined—1I once went by the name of
Peter Brown, [t was when I was ayrested for
fighting.  We did noti altogether drive off pas-
pengers from the side-walk, One man was
driven right off, Don't recollect to haye fallen
myself, ,

Sixteen witnesses were called for the pro-
secution who testified to the same effect, most
of them proying that the policémen had re-
peatedly warned the progecrifor that unless he
stopdibagk he would be compelled to do so, and
that a considerable crowd had collected. They
also spoke as o the blows given by Fitzgerald
and that he had used very intemperate language
For the defenceit was stated that the prosecutor
Hugh Brennan, William Brennan, and another
had been walking arm-in-arm in 8t, Antoine
street making a noise ynd driving every one off
the pavement. Snb-Constable Cullen’s atten-
tion was called to the subject by several pas-
sengers,  He was then returning from duty and
knowing that Fitzgerald was near he went for
him and spoke to him of it, He had, however,
Jjust remonstrated with the three men, being an-
swered only with abuse. Fitzgerald followed
and spoke fo them. He did not hear ex-

actly what was said to  them, Dbut
he  received only abusive language in
reply. Fitzgerald made an  arrest  of
one  of them, and witness stated that

he Iaid hold of William Brennan who was
drunk, Hugh Brennan asked to be allowed to
take him home but as he had already been al-
lowed to go, and had only made more noise this
was refuged, Willinm Brennan would not walk
s0 they bad to drag him, when Hugh raised the
rowdy’s cry for resistance to the police “don’t
abuse the man.” Their prisoner having been
allowed to get up then threw himself on his
knees and Hugh Brennan laid hands on William
Brennan saying you will not take him to the
station, At this time the latter was in
the hands of Fitzgerald but by some means he
escaped and got hold of witness's stick calling
out at the same time, * Lhave him,” meaning he
had witness in his power, Witness then chuck-
ed him across the track of the city railway and
whatever blows were given, were given by wit-
ness,  He believing Fitzgerald in danger went
after hiim, He was then after Hugh Brennan,
there was a crowd avound them and Fitzgerald
gaid that Hugh Brennan had drawn a pistol on
him. Any man who knows Hugh Brennan
would peafraid that he would draw a pistol on
him, Witness would himself, Had not the
slightest doubt Hugh Brennan’s attempt was to

Cross-examined—Fitzgerald was excited, The
tyo men damned each other,

Sergeants McBride and Burke testified that
they had known defendant one for twelve,
the other for thirteen years and that the
was one of the most efficient men in the force,
and one who could berelied upon at all
times,

H. J. Clark, Esq., spoke for the prosecution
reviewing the evidence givenon both sides and
claiming a decision for complainant.

The Court said that the eloquent speech of
the learned Conngel might hayve disturbed the
cool judgment of the Court but that fortunately
it was a mere question of facts. There was no
doubt there had been some little irritation of
temper on the part of Fitzgerald but it must he
remembered there was a large ¢rowd, the hour
was getting late and the peace of the City had
been disturbed in a similar way to this on
several occasions, He had an imperative duty

Tenewal of the Reciprocity Treaty. Those
who do most to prevent the withdrawal of the
Treaty will be the most prominent also in
devising another channel in which industrial
prosperity may flow in case the Americans
prove so insane as to persist in indefinitely in-
juring themselves in order to injure England a
little-—for it is not Canada but™ England that
has been the eause of the notice of the termin-
ation of the Reciprocity Treaty.
I shall put my remarks in the shape ofan
explanation of my not having gone to the De-
troit Convention or to the preliminary meeting
at Toronto,
My simple reason for not going was that
my well-known and long-held views are so
different from those of'so many of the dele-
gates, Canadian as well as American, thatno!
good could arise, and probably mich harm
might haye arisen from my presence, especi-
ally as I was appointed to speak upon a com-
miercial subject, and had I gone to Toronto I
might have been required. to take a leading
part, from my great experience,
Perhaps the shortest way of showing how
different the views of & great number of the
Delegates, both American and Canadian, were
from mine, is to show what mine were and are,
which I shall proceed to do. >
Firstly-—1 utterly disapproved of and could
not sanction the assertion that there was good
cause for, the notice of abrogation by Presi-
dent Lincoln. It syas clearly contrary to Am-
erican interests, and was palpably & mere an-
noyance to England on account of her nentral-
ity position, and had notf the slightest refor-
lcin(-c to Aunexation mnor anything eclse Cana-
jan, ¢
Secondly—I saw that there was no chance
(scarcely a possibility) of ‘any new Reciprocity
Treaty, except a complete Zollverein, and that
THE ONLY THING PRACTICALLY TIAT CAN BE DONE 1§
FOR CONGRESS 70 REQUEST THE PRESIDENT TO WITH-
DRAW THE NOTICR INDERINITELY, on the plea of
giving time to mature gradually a great system
of Zollyerein and neutrality, for the countries
bordering on the great lakes. iR
Thirdly—The expression of my Zollverein
views (or, inother words, my assertion that
what we want is Fres Comyures, or internal
trade, and not Free Iaeonrts rrox Evrors, would
haye split up the Canadian Delegates, there
not having yet been time for opinions on this
vital subject to be formed by people in general,
Fourthly—The expression of my long-held
views of a shipcanal to New York would have
offended the Quebec and Montreal intevests on
the one hand; and the Oswego and Buffalo in-
terests on the other. I have long known thut
what the Americans want is an exit to the
Ocean by New York. Experience has shown
how little they have used the one by Quebec,
I believe, therefore, that the way, and the only

way, to secure Reeiprocity for Canada is by not
only enlarging our St. Lawrénce canals, hut by
continuing them (it is only 20 miles) from ‘he
point where the Ottawa enters the St. Lay;rence
at Caughnawaga, into Lake Champlain, The
canal from Lake Champlainto the tudson (40
miles) would, no doubt, be simv!taneously en-
larged, A sea-going vessel of g thousand tons
might then pass from  any Tart of the world to
the head of Lake Superi;or’ the Hudson Lake
Champlain, - the  8t. Fawrence ; the great
lakes, having been raade arms of the sea!

The Board of Tyade, when they reflect how
different these views are from those which pru-
dence, not to say conviction, caused to be
brought forward at the Convention, will see the
justification of my absence from it. There are
virtues of omission as well as sins of omission,

ONE REASON WHY I REGRET NOT BRING AT THE CON-
VECTION.

I think that, at the Convention, the noble
character of the Reciprocity of 1854 was not
brought sufficiently out, although so much
veally was effected in that direction. The ex-
planation I should like to have made is as fol-
lows :

Firstly—The Americans had committed two
great blundersin diplomacy, 1783 they dia
not insist on the freedom of the St. Lawrence,
although at that time the British got the free-
dom of the Mississippi, on the ground that it
took its rise in British territory, although this
furned out not to be the case. Andin 1818
their diplomaoy left the right of the Americans
to the Atlantic fisheries miserably curtailed.

Secondly—The Britash had committed a
dreadful nLUNDER 1IN LEGISLATION, in 1846, when
the theorists of Britain refused to make it a
condition of the natural products of the United
States getting into England, that there should
be reciprocity in these between the United
States and Britain’s North American posses-
sions,

Now my simple explanation of the Reci-
procity Treaty of 1854, is that it was the re-
orEss of both of these great national mistakes.
MY REABONS FOR EXPECTING AMERICAN SETTLEMENT.

Firstly—I have great admivation for Mr,
Seward,s ability, and no one knows butter than
lie does that there is no more certain way of
judging whether you should do a thing or not,
than by seeing what your enemies would wish
you to do, Now his enemies (who, inmy opin-
ion, are the enemicy of the United States, indus-
trially) want nothing better than that he should
persist in the error of Congress.

Secondly—As it is obvious that the price
which ean he afforded for the products of the
Waestern States depends largely on the cost of
transportation to New York (for there is no use
in talking of any other market for America) and
as o ship canal throngh Canada would reduce
the cost of transportation more than half, it is
clear that the Western States will insist.on the
renewal of the Reeijrocity Treaty if only
Canada will enlarge its canals.

In conclusions I would only say that from
the foregoing it will be seen to be clearly my
‘opinion that by enlarging our canals, and in no
other way, can we secure and render permanent
the reciprocal relations of Canada with the
United States,

GREAT WESTERN OF 'CANADA--COM-
MERCIAL BANK OF CANADA,

In the dispute between tlicse corporations
the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council
gave judgment on 25th inst. in favour of the
Great Western Railyay. Thissuithas been pend-
ing since March, 1862 ; and after resorting to
every successive court in Canada, has now been
decided finally by the Privy Council,

The cause of action is a sum of about £200,-
000 paid by the bank on account of the Detroit
and Milwaukee, which is not a Canadian but
an American line; and as this company was un-
able to raise funds from its own resources to re-
pay the bank, the latter in' March 1862 served a
writin Canada upon the Great Western for
money lent and advancod for their benefit—in
fact, for an overdrawn banking account, the
Commercial Bank being the Canadian bankers
of both the Great Westernand the Detroit and
Milwaukee,

The Great Western by legislative enactment
and by resolutions of their proprietors had
agread to lend the Detroit and Milwaukee the
sum of £200,000 to accomplish the completion
of that line, and that sum had actually been
lent and expended, when during the year 1859
the banking account of the Milwaukee was over
drawn by the sum of £200,000.

A vast amount of correspondence passed be-
tween the parties, various board minutes and
statements of accounts, &e., which were pro-
duced as evidence on the trial before the Court
of Queen’s Bench at Kingston, Canada West, in
May 1862, Much oral testimony was also ad-
duced on both sides, necessarily of a somewhat
conflicting character. The essential points; how-
eyer, submitted to the jury by the learned judge
were to this effect ;— ' .

Did the Bank give credit to the Great West-
ern or to the Detroit and Milwaukee,

Had the officers of the Great Western (Messrs
Brydges and Reynolds) authority to make finan-
cial arrangements with the Bank to the extent
of the anthorised loans of £250,000.

Had the Bank notice that these authorised
loans had at any time been absorbed and ex-
pended ?

If credit were given to the Great Western
was there any limitation of its liability, an
when theauthorised loans had been expended
was the banking account continued in the same
manner as previously ?  And,

Did the Great Western reap the benefit of
these advanees by the Bank to the Detroit and
Milwaukee ?

The jury returned a verdiot to the effect that
the Bank considered the Great Western as its
debtor, and not the Detroit and Milwau-
kee-—that Messes.,  Brydges and  Reynolds
liad authority to treat.with the bank,—that
there was no notice given that their authority
had been exceeded, and no limitation of amount
or alteration of account ; and that the Great
‘Western did reap the benefit of those ad-
Vances.

This verdict is'the Great Western endeavoured
to set aside or enter & _non-guif, and a rule nisi
to this end was argued in Canada, In Decem-
ber, 1862, the Court discharged the rule; but
gave leave to appeal to the Court of Error and
Appeal in Canada,

The appeal came on to be heard in December
1863, and was ably argued by both sides. Judg-
ment was delivered by the Chancellor of Canada,
in March, 1864, the effect of which was, that
the Great Western had no power or authority
to lend more than £250,000, and consequently
were not liable for adyances beyond  that sum
that the bank knew this yas their lending pow-
ers, and ftherefore, no more than the unexpended
balanee of thatamount (ifany balance remained
unexpended) could be recovered ; that the bank
should have ascertained when dealing with two
officers of the eompany what authority they
had to exceed the authorised lending powers,
those officers having been expressly prohibited
by the directors from exceeding that amount
or from pledging the Great Western heyond the
limit of the authorised loans, and that neither
the sharcholders nor directors at any time
sanctioned er ratified incurring  a further liabi-
lity.  That in this view there must be a new
trial with directions to the jury congonant to
these views, unless the defendants pay the
amount for which alone they can be made liable
or choose to ascertain it by o reference to arbi-
tration ; the intention of the court being to as-
cerfain whether the whole sum. of £260,000
had been advanced to the Detroit and Mil-
wankee, -

In November, 1864, the Bank appeiled against
this judgment to the Privy Council. After un-
avoidable delay the arguments were heard on
July 17 last and two following days, The At~
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torney-General, Sir Hugh Cairng, Mr. Boyill,
and Mr, Shaw-Lefevre appeared for the Bank ;
ahd Mr, Rolt, Mr. Mellish, and Mr. Spencer
Perceval for the Great Western.

The judgment delivered on Tuesday reviews
at length all the facts and circumstances rela-
ting to the facts, comments upon many of them
and declares that their lordships will recom-
mend to Her Majesty toaffirm the judgment of
the Court of Error and Appeal, and dismiss the
appeal of the Bank to the Privy Council, with
costs, : '

The principal point appears to have arisen at
the first trial, when it was mutually agreed by
both parties, and endorsed by the Judge upon
therecord, and in case the verdict of the jury
should lie in fayour of the Bank, that a refer-
ence to arbitration should be had to accertain
the précise amount of indebtedness ; but the
arbitrator proceeded to examine the accounts
without any instructions or guide as to the
limit of Hability, such limit not being held by
the learned Judge who tried the case as coming
within the province of the arbitrator, and in this
the Judge was wrong,

The Herald says:—The state of affairs in
connection with the Atlantic cable has led to
an advance of insurance premium from 25
guineas to 50 and 60 guineas,

Tag Arnasmie CaBue—A very anxions feeling
prevails i the city and elsewhere with regard
to the prospects of the Atlantic Cable, Up to
midday on Wednesday the signals received
were singularly distinct,  The Great Fastern
was then very nearly two-thirds of the way to
Newfoundland. She was in the deepest water
of the whole ronte—2400 fathoms, or neatly
two and a half miles. It was at this time the
signals to Valentia became unintclligible and
gradually ceased. The Times infers that the
disaster occurred after the cable loft the vessel A
from the fact that it was unknown to those on
board, who were signaling their messages as
usual, when theirsignals became unintelligible,
and at last ceased entirely, As to the chances
of recovering the injured part of the cable and
repairing it, it may be said that this process
could not be accomplished at the rate of more
than a quarter of a mile an hour, which the
slightest wind or rough sea would at once put
an end toit, and the rope would have to be,
buoyed and cut adrift to avoid the certainty of
its breaking. ~ If it continued fast to the great
ship for such eventualities, the Great Eastern is
amply  provided. She has many buoys on
board, equal altogether to a weight of 50 tons,
and she has at least four of five miles of power-
ful wire buoy ropes which can support all that
the buoys themselves can float, This effort
to. buoy;, however; will not TDe resorted
to till the last extremity owing to the danger
and the improbability of finding the Cable again.
The Times in conclusion remarks that the
Great Eastern is making a successful
effort to haul in the Cable and repair
it, when a clear renewal of the signals
may be looked for, at the latest, within a couple
ofdays. Ifon the contrary; that time should
pass without the Cable giving any signs of life,
we fear the case must be considered hopeless as
far as regards success this year,
