Oar Battorios In Afeiea.
Outling of wminm by Them,

SKETCH OF THE EXPERIENCE OF
C. D. AND E. BATTERIES, R. C,
A. THROUGHOUT THE WAR.,

A special correspondent of the
Toronto Globe writing from Pre-
toria on October 25 says :—

As the whereabouts of the Royal
Canadian Artillery in South Africa
with the exception of a few occas-
ions on which it has been in ver
important engagements, seems full
of conjecture, it might be interest-
ing to learn a little of its history.
It is pretty much that of every
other brigade division of artillery
sent to this country. Never has
one remained intact for any length
of time after its arrival, and the
Canadian brigade has proved no
exception to the rule. D and E
Batteries, the first to arrive at
Cape Town, were, shortly after
landing, ordered to the front for
the Mafeking relief column, only
to be suddenly detained at Victoria
Road and unceremoniously rushed
through the Karoo with the Cana-
dian Mounted Rifles and Austra-
lians to Kenhart, after Cape Colony
rebels, The column  under Sir
Charles  Parsons, with Colonel
Drury second in command, was to
meet another coming southwest
from Kimberley under General
Kitchener. The march, though
devoid of actual fighting, with the
exception of a few small skirmishes
was one of great hardship, owing
to the dearth of water and the
scarcity of forage. The Canadian
horses, though subsisting for days
on only eight or ten pounds of
grain, and no hay whatever, staod
the strain splendidly, and when
the column returned to the railway
at De Aar it had completed a march
of 500 miles through a hostile coun-
try in five weeks, including halts
(or three weeks actual trekking),
had pacified an unsettled district
and taken many prisoners. At De
Aar they remained some time, -D
Battery supplying sections for line
of communication work at Victoria
Road, De Aar and Orange River.

In the meantime C Battery, ar-
riving at Cape Town, was attached
to General Carrington's force, un-
der Plumer, and sent by way of
Beira through Rhodesia to Mafe-

 king, reaching its destination after

a record march (with mules on the
guns), in time to assist in the relief
of the beleaguered town. Here it
was joined by the brigade staff,
and with Baden-Powell's column
(the only artillery it possessed)
started through the northern
Transvaal for Pretoria, but the
little band, too small for the odds
opposed to it, was shut up in Rus-
tenberg for five weeks and contin-
ually inaction. From thereit came
on to Commando Nek, Oliphant’s
Nek and Warmbaths; taking part
in the engagements in these locali-
ties and in the forced march to
Nylstroom.

This battery is now trekking
north again to Petersburg \\'ith
Paget's column, after Botha, and
meeting with considerable opposi-
tion, having been in a very sharp
action yesterday.

D Battery being on line of com-
munication, E was selected as bein
most available, and joined Genera
Warren's colamn on his march
through Grigualand West, and
was present at all of his engage-
ments, including the capture of
Douglas, which town had been in
the hands of the rebels from
December, 1809, and the night at-
tack on Faber's Putts, one of the
hottest fights of the campaign.
Their casualties were 15 per cent,
of the entire force engaged. They
were also at Treefontein and re-
lief of Campbell. Warren's mission
completed, this battery went on
the linesof communication between
Kimberly and Mafteking and were
instrumental in re‘)elling attempts
at destroying the bridges and rail-
way line at Warrention and Vry-
burg. It is now aetively engaged
in the Orange River Colony with
one of the numerous columns after
De Wet, and was in action at Hoop-
stad as late as the 23rd instant.

D Battery, for many weeks en-
gaged in that most thankless and
uninteresting of all jobs, garrison
work, at length got its orders to
mobilize, and after a short time at
Sanna’s Post and the Bloemfontein
waterworks, was moved on to Pre-
toria, and allotted to General Ian
Hamilton's column, and was con-
tinually in action during his march
from Pretoria to the s'nrlu;:m-w
border, including the battles of
Belfast and Lydenburg, and on the
oceasion of Hamilton's flank move-
ment to ralieve Buller in the Cro-
codile Valley formed with the 15th
and 19th Hussars and 5th Lancers
the advance guard, acting as horse
artillery. Here it was ecompli-
mented by the G. O. C. on the ac-
curacy of its shooting, and had at
Belfast the honor of being inspec-
ted as a unit by Lord Roberts.

Sections of this battery are now
at Machadodorp, Belfast and Kro-
kodilpoort, and are constantly en-
gaged, with the Canadian Mounted
Riftes and other mounted corps, in
reconnaissancesagainst the enemy
thatinfestthe hillsin these regions.
