ADDRESS OF THE BISHOP OF KERRY.

The heads of the Boman Catholic church 
have united with the government in denounc­
ing the Fenian conspirac.-r. The Rev. Dr. 
Moriarty, Bishop of Kerry, thus referred to it :

Since we met here last Sunday some people 
in Kerry have been betrayed into an act of 
maduess which we may safely say is without a 
parallel in the annals of lunacy. I shoufd have 
thought that, considering the spacious accom­
modations afforded by our lunatic asylum, and 
the facility afforded by our board of governors, 
there were few dangerous lunatics yet at large 
in this country But I am sorry to say I was 
mistaken, it would seem that some dozens of 
that class left the town of Cahiroiveeu on 
Wednesday evening with the avowed intention 
of making war on the Queen of England and of 
upsetting tne British empire. I think there 
is n’ t oue inmate of the asylum who would 
not hold his sides for laughter if he heard it 
Now, if this were only folly we might be satisfi­
ed to deplore it, but these people were answer- 
able to God for their conduct, for they had, I 
regrette say, sense enough to know what thev 
were doing was a grievous crime. It is just 
twelve months since I explained iu my Lenten 
pastoral the deep guiltiness of rebellion against 
lawful authority, so thev cannot plead thin 
they were not instructed and forewarned. They 
resisted the ordinance of God, and purchased 
for themselves damnation. It we must con­
demn the foolish youths who have joined In 
this conspiracy, how much must we not ex­
ecrate the conduct of those designing villains 
who have been entraping innocent youth, and 
organizing this work of crime ! Thank God 
they are not our people ; or, if they were, they 
have lost the Irish character iu America. But 
beyond them there are criminals of a far deeper 
guilt—the men who, while they send their 
dupes into danger, are fattening on the spoils 
in Paris and New York—the execrable swind­
lers who care not to endanger the necks of the 
men who trust them—who care not how many 
are murdered by the label or hanged by the 
strong arm of the law, provided they can get a 
supply of dollars either for their pleasures or 
for their wants 0 God’s heaviest curse—His 
withering, blasting, blighting curse on them.
I preached to you last Sunday on the eternitv 
of hell’s torments. Human reason was inclin­
ed to say, “It is a hard word, and who can bear 
it?” But when ve look down into the fathom­
less depth of this infamy of the heads of the 
Fenian conspiracy, we must acknowledge that 
eternity is not long enough nor hell hot 
enough to punish such miscreants. • ' " - . 

During the delivery of this discourse num-.
hers of young men left the chapel. ,  ^/

Cardinal Cullen, at the Lord Mayor’s inau­
guration dinner last evening, “hoped the day 
would soon arrive when those thiugs which 
degrade the country and lead her people into 
a false position might be swept away. False 
patriotism was degradation, and might be per 
verted to ruin. Within the last few days, it 
was plain that the patriotism to which he allud­
ed ought to be prohibited by every one who 
loved his country.”

SCENES IN DUBLIN.
A distressing scene took place in the Com­

mission Court on the occasion cf sentencing 
the prisoners who pleaded guilty to the charge 
of treason-felony.

Baron Fitzgerald, in passing sentence, said ; 
—Power, you have been at the head of this 
conspirarcy in Dublin. You assumed to your 
self tbe power of “appointiug centres, and were 
actively engaged in the distribution of arms. 
You, Devoy, were centre for the military and 
engaged in seducing them from their allegiance. 
The sentence, in your case is peual servitude 
for fitteen yea's ; in the cases off Sinclair, 
Baines, Stack, Stanley and Brown ten years 
each ; and in that of Cashmaa and Walsh 
seven years.

The prisoners seemed to be horror struck 
with the severity of tha sentences. Power’s 
face assumed a deadly hue ; BaineS burst into 
tears The galleries were filled with wives and 
children and other relatives. Tneir scraems 
and sobs were violent Some became quite 
hysterical, others fainted and had to be carried 
away insensible. Stowell, Joyner and 
Williams were sentenced to twelve months 
imprisoment, each for possession of arms with­
out a license

Stephens J. Meany was brought before Baron 
Hughes. The Attorney-General prosecuted. 
John Devany and Tnomas Doyle proved the 
connection of Meaney with the brotbeihood in 
New York, having heard him speak at Clinton 
Hall, and seen him offer Fenian bonds for sale.

After hearing the evidence the Judge re­
quested to know what act had been proved 
sthat brought the prisoner within the jurisdio;-
tion of the court. ......—

hands makes us dissent from the proposal 
that the Lieutenant-Governors of the several 
Brovinces should receive their appointments 
for him. Desiring, as we do, to foster an inde­
pendent feeling, we should have urged the pro­
priety of giving to each Province the power to 
elect its own Governor, and had our advice been 
followed we should have done more to establish 
the autonomy of the Confederation than by any 
show of defference to the first- designs of the 
Provinces themselves, by any profession of a 
resolution not to interfere with their freedom 
of aciion, snould they desire to set up tor them­
selves.

The Bill before Parliament does none of these 
things but it must be taken as it is It is a 
Treaty of Union, as Lord Carnarvon said, which 
cannot be altered without throwing the whole 
scheme back for reconsideration ; and, humi­
liating as tee confession may be, we are often 
obliged to go on in life with a course which we 
know to be faulty, because we took a false step 
at the outset. It is so with the Confederation 
of the North American Provinces. We cannot 
look upon it as one promising stability ; we see' 
in its provisions no trace of any policy touch­
ing tbe permanent relations between Great 
Bahain and her dependencies ; it points to a 
continual dependence upon the mother country 
injurious to it and to us Yet we must ac­
quiesce, and were Canada alone concerned it 
might be questioned whether it were politic to 
utter what can only be an idle protest. But 
we have other Colonies besides those in North 
America, with which questions almost daily 
arise, and an opportunity should not be lost of 
insisting upon the necessity of carrying on our 
Colonial administration in a spirit which looks 
in advance of what is immediately before us.

Proposed Peace Conference.—The New York 
.papers have published a circular addressed by 
Mr. Seward to the belligerent republics of 
South America and to the Spanish government 
proposing a peace conference to be held at 
Washington on the 1st of April next The 
circular, Which was issued towards the close 
of last vear, proposes that, each of the powers 
concerned shall send one plenipotentiary to 
Washington authorized to treat of all matters 
of difference between the respective powers and 
agred upon terms of peace that shall be equal 
just and honorable to all the belligerents, an 
armistice to take place as soon as th« belliger­
ent States shall have accepted the proposition 
and to continue until the termination of the 
conference. Answers have not yet been receiv­
ed to this offer, but it is believed in Trashing, 
ton that it will he accepted.

Her Majesty’s ships Racoon and Pigeon ar­
rived here yesterday from Plymouth, and 
several other ships are expected.

Lord Naas—I-have no further information to 
give beyond that I received a telegram two 
hours ago stating that everything was quiet, 
and that there was no appearance of any at­
tempt being made to revive the insurrectionary 
movement in the county Kerry. The number 
ot the band was at no time more than 120 or 
130.

Mr. Walrond wished to ask the noble lord 
whether he could confirm the published re­
ports of the gallant conduct of police constable 
Duggan, who was attacked by the rioters while 
carrying despatches. He would also inquire 
whether the noble lord could confirm the re­
port of the loyal conduct of the Rev. Mr. Mc­
Ginn, a Roman Catholic priest, who, it was 
stated, gave notice to the police of the inten­
tions of the rioters, endeavoured to dissuade 
the party from their mad enterprise, and on 
being charged by their leader with having given 
information against them, boldly acknowleeged 
that he had done so.

Lord Naas—The statement which appeared 
in the Times of this morning with regard to 
Constable Duggan is entirely correct. He 
showed the greatest possible gallantry and de­
votion to his duty. After being wounded, and 
after failing from Ms horse, he still endeavoured 
to struggle on as best he could in order to per­
form hie duty. He was, unfortunately, unable 
to accomplish this, and was obliged to take re­
fuge in a house, whither was followed by some 
of his assailants. With respect to the conduct 
of the Rev. Mr. McGinn, the information in the 
hands of the government leads us to believe 
that the statement published is perfectly cor­
rect.

In the House of Commons on the 21st Feb. 
Lord Nass moved the second reading of the 
bill for the continuance of tbe suspension of 
the Habeas Corpus Act iu Ireland. He review­
ed the history of Fenianism in Ireland since 
last autumn, and stated that the Fenian leaders 
having been everywhere, except in Ireland, the 
government had no difficulty whatever in ob­
taining information of their designs and pro. 

Had it not been for the outbreak in 
Chester!and the Kerry business, the govern­
ment would have been willing to relinquish 
their extraordinary powers. He congratulated 
the House upon the fact that the peasantry 
showed no sympathy with the movement, atid 
warmly eulogized the conduct of the Roman 
clergy in the present crisis, to whom he con­
sidered the country owed a debt of gratitude./

WHE FENIANS IN ENGLAND—A COUNTER MOVEMENT 
AT WARWICK, AND THE GUNS OF THE CASTLE 
OUT.

{From the Dublin Freeman's Journal, Feb. 23.)

at Warwick, England, by Mr, Hiokliug, the 
Chief Superintendent of the Police, receiving a 
telegraph from London to the following effect: 
- “ A number of suspicious looking persons 
left Paddington station by the quarter-past six 
train for Warwick. They will arrive there at a 
quarter past nine. Head Centre Stephens is 
said to be among them ” On receipt of the 
telegram Mr. Hickling communicated with the 
Mayor, and also with Capt. Yaughton, in com- 
mand of the mi.itia staff at the barracks, and 
Capt. Yaughton ordered the officers and ser­
geants of the staff under arms, and they were 
supplied with ball cartridge A number of the 
local volunteers were also called out. A large 
quantity of arras being stored at the barracks 
tne gates were closed, and the staff remained 

. under arms until nearly midnight, tin the ar­
rival of the 9 15 P M train from London about 
thirty persons alighted, and called for cabs to 
take them to Warwick Castle. During the 
evening it transpired that the persons who had 
arrived by the train had come to Warwick to 
attend a coursing meeting at Charlecote Park, 
got up by a local publican,

Cahirciveen, Valentia, Feb. 21,
A farmer living near Cahirciveen was arrested 

last night for attempting to administer the 
Fenian oath to a soldier of the Fourteenth regi­
ment. The prisoner, with three others who 
have been committed for trial for being present 
at the attack on the coastguard station at Kells, 
were sent off to Tralee this morning in charge 
of the troops and constabulary.

THE LONDON TIMES ON THE CONFED­
ERATION BILL.

The London Times of the 21st devotes its 
leading article to the Confederation Bill. After 
some preliminary remarks as to the events 
which gave rise to the scheme it proceeds to 
criticise it as follows :

It is impossible to examine the Bill without 
discovering provisions condemned by the ex­
perience of the past, and inconsistent with any 
foresight of the future. The creation of an Up­
per House is the difficulty in making Constitu­
tions, and the Bill provides that the Governor- 
General shall nominate the Senators for- life, 
subject to tbe proviso that any person nomin­
ated as Senator must be resident and have a 
property qualification in the Province for which 
he is nominated, and to the further proviso in 
the case of Quebec that its 24 Senators shall 
have their qualifications situate in 24 separate 
districts of the Province. It is not easy to con­
ceive a scheme more unpromising. Councils 
nominated bv the Colonial Governor have 
been tried and rejected in the Australian 
Colonies, and, stranger still, a nominated 
Council existed in Canada until it was displac­
ed by an elected Upper House. If the choice 
lay between a Senate nominated by the Gover­
nor and another elected by electoral districts, 
we should prefer the latter ; but the framers of 
the North American Confederation had a pat­
tern of a second Chamber close at hand, more 
worthy of adoption than either. In thr Senate 
of the United S’ates two members sit for each 
State, elected by the Stale Legislatures, and 
amid all the viccissitudes of Am rican politics 
the Senate has maintained the highest charac­
ter as a Legislative Assembly. We know 
not what reason induced the North Ameri­
can Delegates to pass by a precedent 
so full of . instruction, and to resort in­
stead to a plan which has been tried and thrown 
aside as inefficient. It is, no doubt, true that

Capital Punishment.—The English Govern - 
ment have introduced two bills to carry out 
the recommendations of the Royal Commissio­
ners relative to the punishment of death. One 
of these defines and amends the law relating 
to murder, and the other provides for alterna­
tions in the mode of carrying that punishment 
into effect, so as to secure as much privacy as 
possible. It is proposed that there shall be a 
clasiffcation of murders, similar in principle to 
that which obtains in France, into murders of 
the first and second degree, and that executions 
shall in future be intra-mural.

The Grand Trunk and Mr. Hathaway.— 

Last year arrangements were made by the 
Grand Trunk Bailway Company to forward 
Canadian freight from Portland to the 
Lower Provinces, an agreement having 
been come to with Mr. Hathaway to employ 
his steamers. In consequence, as it is 
stated, of want of boats, one of them hav­
ing been lost, and from the others not 
possessing sufficient power, great irre 
gularities took place and the Company' 
were put to considerable loss as well as in­
convenience. Intimation was, therefore, 
made to Mr. Hathaway that the agreement 
would be considered at an end unless the 
evils complained of were rectified. The 
delays still continuing the agreement was 
declared closed, and a contract was entered 
into with another firm to do the work. Mr. 
Hathway by the termination of the agree­
ment believed himself to be aggrieved and 
made a claim against the Grand Trunk for 
damages Mr. Brydges, the Managing 
Director, who was on his way to Bri­
tain, arrived in Portland on Saturday 
morning by the regular passenger train, 
and was there all day. About'eleven at 
night while waiting in his car at the station 
for the arrival of the train with the mails 
and passengers for the steamer by which 
he intended sailing, a sheriff’s officer pre­
sented himself, and took Mr Brydges into 
custody on a capias, issued at the instance 
of Mr. Hathaway, the object of making the 
arrest at that time of night, it was believed, 
being to prevent Mr. Brydges from getting 
bail, and so throwing him too late for the 
steamer. Bail, however, was got imme­
diately, and there was, therefore, no deten­
tion. Whatever may be the merits of the 
dispute between Mr. Hathaway and the 
Grand Trunk, it is evident that Mr. 
Brydges cannot be held personally liable, 
and there is no doubt that Mr. Hathaway 
has put himself in a false position. It is 
stated, indeed, that an action for malicious 
arrest will at once be made, when of course 
the whole facts will be brought out.

As-au evi­
dence of the impropriety of combining the two 
duties of watering the streets and attending to 
fires the report shows that there were 34 alarms 
during the time the watering was going on 
which had to be attended to. There had been 
used in watering the streets 13,763,484 gallons 
ot water during the season which began on the 
23d April and continued to the 25th October.

He could assure them that no city on this 
continent stood in a better position than 
Montreal He gave some of the sta­
tistics of the City to skpw that the Water 
Works yielded 7 per cenr, the markets 8 per 
cent, and they had a sinking fbnd amounting 
to $405,000, so that whatever debt there was, 
was covered by real estate aud bank stock. 
There were many difficulties to be contended 
with by the Mayor and members of tjie Cor­
poration. As Jo ’the yolufifeefs pf Ylcnfreal, 
tie might be looked upon as one of their best 
friends. (Applause.) Their conduct had called 
forth praise in ail quarters. It was now cer 
tain that the Drill Khed would be built during 
his Mayoralty aud it would be one worthy of 
the City and of the Volunteers. He was glad 
to see so many of th=ir friends from the 
country, although they had come only to be 
defeated, but the Caledonia Club, against which 
they had contended, was one not to be beaten. 
(Applause) The Caledonians, might have had 
some courtesy aud allowed themselves to be 
beaten, fiqt th^t ’.vga not a fault of which the 
Scotch are guilty. (Laughter.) He begged 
10 propose a toast which he felt thev would 
drinfi with pleasure—The health of the Pre­
sident and the Culedonign Cijrüng Clijb.

The Chairman retqrnefi thanks, and said 
that if they were victorious now, it was not 
without many defeats in their eany years. This 
year, however, he might fairly claim that the 
Gamdonia was the champion club of Montreal, 
and it possessed many Who as curlers could not 
be besiten in Montreal, or Canada, or perhaps 
in the world, (applaqse.)

Mr. George Denholme said that all acknow­
ledged the beneilis to curling caused by the 
Medals sent out from the old Club. It was a 
Scotch game that of curling, although becom­
ing naturalised here, and it was well that 
these games of opr native country should be 
kept up as a tie between lis èmj the Mother 
Country. .(Cheers )

The Chairman proposed the members of the 
Buckingham Curling Club. He was certain 
that among ail the Caledonia weip ever pitted 
against they had never contested with better 
men than those from Buckingham, aud to-day 
there had been a speiiment of (he men it could 
furnish althongh they had been placed at disa­
dvantage,some of the plyaers not having practis 
ed for some time. They hafi come with a large 
score against them and came at great incon­
venience to compete. (Applause.) It would be 
well if the Royal Caledonia Clqb could under­
stand the distances curjers had to pome to meet 
one another here, their zeal and love for the 
game would then be better understood. (Ap­
plause ) He hoped that tL#/ might all meet 
again no] only as curlers but as friends. (Loud 
Applause.)

Mr. W. D. Waddell returned thanks. The 
Buckingham was a small Club and at much in­
convenience they had come down. They had 
only vet played four matches : out of these ibey 
had gained two. He had no wisn to boast, but 
he hoped some day to retrieve the laurels they 
had lost to-day. They intended to stick to the 
skirts of the Caledonia Club until they had 
made up what they had lost The treatment 
they received since their arrival in Montreal 
was such as would peyer be forgotten, but he 
hoped to reciprocate some day, amj to prove 
that Backwoodsmen were of such a nature that 
like true Britons they would not turned back 
for anything.

Dixons New America ; Lippincott & Co.
Hepwoth Dixon, the Editor of the Lon­

don 1 thenœum, has made a journey through 
the United States, for the purpose of fitting 
himself to instruct his readers on the phases 
ot American life which he describes as new

new alike in Ameriea and in Europe. 
Accordingly he passed some time on the 
extreme limit of the old civilization in Lea 
venworth and Denver ; made himself ac­
quainted with the virtues and vices of that 
ent rgetic race of frontier men, who have in 
spite of their good will but about one wo­
man to every ten of the masculine race, 
then passed on to the Mormons ; made the 
acquaintance of apostles and prophets, 
maids, wives and widows, and heard from 
the lips of the -Potentate called in a recent 
French biography Brigham junior, an opin­
ion about marriage between brothers and 
sisters, which he was pledged not to de 
liver to the world. After this he lodged 
among the Shakers, who do not marry at 
all ; and then went to the other extreme 
and passed some time among a certain set, 
of self styled ’■ Bible People” among whom 
every body is married to everybody else of 
opposite sex. We scarcely think there is 
quite iio much of importance as he sup­
poses in all these strange eccentricities of 
belief and conduct: but his account of the 
facts is interesting and fair. However con­
trary to his own views the principles which 
guide these strangecommunities, Mr. Dixon 
sees a great deal of practical good and hap­
piness wrought out in each of them, and 
tells us the good with the bad. In general 
society too he has made inquires of a deli­

VY’tute men, black men, led men, yellow 
men^-all these chief types and colors of the 
human race—have been drawn into company 
on the western soil, this middle continent, 
lying between China aud the Archipelago on 
the one side, Africa and Europe on the other, 
where they crowd and contest the ground under 
a common flag. ,

The White Man, caring for neither frost nor 
lire, so long as he ■ can win good food for bis 
mouth, fit clothing for his limbs, appears to be 
the master m every zone ; able to endure all 
'Climates, to undertake all labours, to overcome 
all trials ; casting nets into the Bay of Fundy, 
cradling gold in the Sacramento valleys, raising 
dates aud lemons in Florida, trapping beavers 
in Oregon, raising herfjs of ktQe in Texas, gpiu. 
mug thread in Massachusetts, clearing woo is 
in Kansas, smelting iron in Pennsylvania, talk­
ing buncombe in Columbia, writing leaders in 
New York. He is a man of plastic genius, of 
enduring character ; equally at home am ng 
the palmtrees and the pines ; in every latitude 
the guide, the employer, and the king of 
all.

The Black M q, a true child of the tropics, 
to whom warmth is like the breath of life, flees 
from those bleak fields of the north, in which 
the white man repairs his fibre aud renews his 
blood; preferring the swamps and savannahs 
Of the south, where, among palms, corton- 
piants, and sugar-canes, he' finds the rich 
colors in which hip eye delighfs, the qqnny 
beats in Which hig blood ‘ expands. 
Freedom would not tempt him to 
go northward into frost and fog 
Even now, when Massachusetts and Con­
necticut tmept him by the offer of good wages, 
easy work, and sympathizing people, he will 
uot go to them. He only just endures New 
York ; the most hardy of his race will hardiy 
stay in Saratoga and Niagara beyond the sum­
mer months. Since the South has been made 
tree for Sam to live in, he has turned his back 
on the cold and friendly North, in search of a 
brighter home. Sitting in the ripe-field, by 
the cane-bpike, qiitier the mulberry-trees of his 
darling Alabahn, with his kerchief round his 
head, his banjo oh his knee, jhe is joyous as a 
bird, singing hig endlosp and loolihh rounçlelay, 
aud feeling ike squshjue burn Upon his face. 
1’he negro 4 bfit a local fact in rbe country ; 
uaviru his proper home in a corner- the meat 
sunny coiner—of the United States.

The Red Man, once a hunter of the Allég­
uantes, uot less than of the prairies and 
Rocky Mountains, hao o-L.u driven by the pale- 
tace, he and his squaw, his elk, lus buffalo, and 
nis antelope, intp yfie far Western'coiiiitiy'; in­
to the waste and desolate 'land lying westward 
of the Mississippi and Missouri The excep­
tions hardly break the rule. A baud of pictures­
que pedlers many be found at Niagara ; Red- 
Jackets, CheiokeC chiefs, gaud MohawsS ; 
neli/ug bows and canes, aud generally 
spuuging on those y ouths and damsels who roaçn 
about the Falls in search of dppqr'tuuilies to first. 
A colony, hardly of a better Sort, may be found 
at Onieda Creek, in Madison county ; the few 
sowing maize, ' grqiyiug fr|jir, apd singing 
psalms ; the rpany starving qn tfie soil, çiutmg 
down the cak and maple, alienating tfie best 
acres, pining after their brethren who have 
thrown tire white mail’s gift in his fate, aud 
gone away with their weapons and th*-';■ vvar- 
paiht. Red Jacket at the Falls, Bill Beechtree 
at Oneida Creek,— the first gelling beafied »qrk 
to girls, tfie second twisting jfiiekory qants for 
boys,—are tfie last representatives of mighty 
nations, hunters and warriors, who at one time 
owned the broad lauds from the tiusquehannuh 
to Lake Erie. Red Jacket will not settle ; tsilL 
Beechtree is incapable of work. The red. kin 
will not dig, aud to beg he is not ashamed. 
H, ace, he am been pushed away from his 
place, driven out by the spade, and kept at bay 
by the smoke ot chimney fires. A 
wild man oi the plain and forest, he 
makes his home with tue wolf, the rattlesnake, 
the buffalo, and the elk. When the wild beast 
flies, the wild man follows. The^ Alleghany 
slopes, on which, only seventy years ago, he 
chased the elk and Scalped the white woman, 
will hear his warwhoop, see his waivdance, 
feei his scalping-knife, no more. In the west­
ern country he is still a figure in the landscape. 
From the Missouri to the Colorado he is master 
of all the open plains; the forts which the 
white men have built to protect their roads to 
San Francisco, like the Turkish block-houses 
built along the Syrian tracks, being mainly of 
use as a hint of their great reserve of power. 
The red men find it hard to lay down a toma­
hawk, to take up a hoe; some thousands only 
of them have yet done so ; some hundreds only 
have learned from the whites to drink gin ancl 
bitters, to lodge in frame-houses, to tear up 
the sod, to forget the chase, the war-dance,and 
the Great Spirit.

The Yellow Man, generally a Chinese, often 
a Malay, sometimes a Pyak has beep drawn 
into the Pacific States from Asia, and from the 
Eastern Arcbipeiago, by the hot demand 
for labour, any kind of which comes in 
him as a boon.

Hop Chang 
keeps a laundry ; Chi Hi goes on. ;>s a cook ; 
Cum Thing is a maid-of-all-work Thev are 
in no man’s way, and thev labour for a crust of 
bread ; carrying-the ho(J when Mike has run 
away to the diggings, aud scrubbing the floor 
when Biddy has made some wretch the happiest 
of his sex. Supple and patient these yellpw 
men, though iar from strong, are eager for anv 
kind of work ; but they prefer the employments 
of women to those ot men ; delighting in an 
engag- ment to wash clothes, to nurse babies, 
and to wait on guests They make very good 
butlers and chamber maids. Loo Sing, a jolly 
old girl in pig-fail, washes your shirts, starch­
ing and ironing them very neatly, except that 
you cannot persuade him to refrain from spitt­
ing on your cuffs and trouts To him spiltiug 
on linen is the s une as damping it with drops 
of water ; and the habits of nis life prevent him, 
even thougn you should catch him by the pig­
tail, and rubhis tiny bitofugse on the burning 
iron, from seeing that it is not tfie 
sam« to you. To day, those yellow men are 
sixty thousand weak ; in afew years they may be 
SIX hundred thousand strong They will ask 
ior votes. They will hold the balance of 
parties. In some districts they yyill make a 
majority ; selecting the judges, forming the 
juries, interpreting the laws. Those yellow 
men are Buddhists, professing polygamy, prqp- 
tismg infanticide. o 1 as ,1 »

Next y ear is not more sure to came in its 
own season than a great society of Asiatics to 
dwell on the Pacific slopes, A Buddnitt church 
fronting the Buddhist churches in China aud 
Ceylon, will rise in California, Oregon, and 
Nevada.
