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Career Gentre
celebrates
10 years

Ten years go by fast when you are
riding a boom. And the trades indus-
tries are booming. Nowhere is this
more in evidence than in talking with
optimistic students while walking
through the various projects on display
at the Chateauguay Valley Career
Centre’s annual Open House which
was “beefed up” this year to mark the
school’s tenth anniversary. “It is with a
sense of pride that each year we focus
on an event, get projects going and
invite the community in to check out
what each class is doing” says Centre
Director Rob Buttars of the Open
House, noting how the annual show-
case “represents more of a sense of
accomplishment than the formal grad-
uation ceremony” for the students.

“When you see what they have
learnt and you see how they demon-
strate and talk about what they have
learned to strangers, you just know,”
says Buttars of the pride the Centre’s
students have in what they are doing.

Over 400 invitations were sent out
for the 10th Anniversary celebrations
on April 19th, which included a series
of guest speakers who had played and
still play a significant part in ensuring
the success of the Career centre and its
students. Former and current students,
faculty and staff were all on hand to
mingle with a variety of invited guests
including municipal Mayors, represen-
tatives from the School Board and the
Quebec Ministry of Education, Sport
and Leisure and local government rep-
resentatives.

It doesn’t scem that long ago that
the Chateauguay Valley Career Centre
was housed in the far reaches of CVR,
but as rising numbers of enrolled stu-
dents started to cramp their allocated
space in the high school, an alternative
became necessary. When the present
building, then an abandoned building
formerly owned by a spa and pool
company, became available it was
bought and renovated to become the
first stand-alone adult vocational
career centre in the province.

Since then, at least 3500 people
have ventured through the Centre’s
open doors to discover a new world
opening before them through either
the school’s academic programs and
services, or the various professional
diploma programs offering training
and certification for careers in the con-

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Contaminated pet food has owners on alert

Pet owners of late may be more aware
of what actually goes into their pet’s din-
ner after widespread recalls affecting
100 brands of dog and cat food from a
major Ontario-based Menu Foods suppli-
er sent animal lovers rushing to their cup-
boards to check packaging dates and
ingredient lists.

And while local veterinarians have sug-
gested the effects of the recall in the
Valley to date have been relatively few,
the tainted food scare has hit all too close

to home for one
Ormstown resident
whose two cats
died

as a result of acute renal failure within a
week of one another. “My first one was
just like a little rag doll he was so sick,”
she says, of the first of her two cats that
had to be put down after their kidneys
failed.

While the potential exists for pet own-
ers to recover their veterinary costs, she
says she is not interested in the paper-
work. “It won’t bring my cats back,” she
says, adding that she is 99 percent sure
that her pets died as a result of eating
‘Special Kitty’ cat food, one of the brands
listed on menu foods website. “They tried
saving her,” she says of the veterinarians
at Ormstown’s Veterinary Clinic, but
«$329 later I still don’t have a cat.” The
recall to date does not include any of the
dry pet food brands and only products

made between November 8 and March 6
are included.

iting, weakness, and excess drinking and
urination, “We had some sick animals
with acute renal failure and some had
caten the food in the recall,” says Dr.
Natalie Bergeron, of the Ormstown
Veterinary Clinic. However “we are not
sure if it is related,” she says, noting that
autopsies would have been necessary to
confirm that the animals had died from
eating the tainted food.

Three cases have been confirmed how-
ever by Dr. Suzanne Marcil, at her veteri-
nary clinic in Howick, where two cats and
a dog have been successfully treated after
falling sick from their food. “I think the
problem is more severe in cats and it also
depends on what state we get them in,”
says Marcil, who feels this is just the tip of
the iceberg. “This is definitely something
that is not finished,” she says of the poten-
tial for animals to become sick. “I fear
that there are still a fair number of ani-
mals that are not being diagnosed,” she
says, adding that every pet owner should
be very concerned with what they are
feeding their animal.

Elgin’s former

Armtex factory in use again

The former Armtex-Wood Division fac-
tory in Elgin, which closed its doors at the
end of January, has only been gone for a
short time. However, a Montreal company
has already purchased the business and
reopened its doors, as of April 2.

The company, Touch of Country Home
Products, located in Pointe-Claire, acquired
became majority sharcholder of the defunct
business along the Fourth Concession at the
end of March. The amount of the transac-
tion remains unknown.

Specialized in the manufacture of wood-
en hockey sticks and in precision wood
composites, the Armtex-Wood Division fac-
tory in Elgin ended production at the begin-
ning of the year, resulting in the loss of
about 20 jobs. The exchange rate between
the Canadian and U.S. dollars and low
order numbers explain, in part, the manage-
ment’s decision to close the establishment.

The Montreal company’s decision to
acquire this business is primarily strategic.
“The company is growing and needs to relo-
cate part of its production. To the east of
Montreal is a well-equipped, high tech fac-
tory, and it can count on reliable labour,”
explained the factory’s operations director,
André Benoit to The Gleaner/La Source.

The factory, which will soon bear the
same name as its parent-company, will
manufacture furniture and wood surfaces
like cutting boards, buffet tables, cupboards
and tables. “There is some continuity from
what was being made at the time of closure
in Elgin,” indicated Benoit.

Touch of Country Home Products
intends to re-hire a majority of the workers
laid off. With the gradual resumption of the
operations, eight people have already
returned to work. “We hope to re-hire
about 15 workers,” noted Benoit.

Like the products manufactured at the
head office in Pointe-Claire, everything pro-
duced by the Elgin factory’s assembly will
be sold in Québec, across Canada and in the
United States. Department store chains like
Wal-Mart, Sears and The Bay are among
the company’s customers.

Baking is a family husiness

Grant’s Bakery still does the personal
touch, baking and decorating one
birthday/anniversary cake at a time, though
their operation is more than capable of fill-
ing orders annually for nearly one-third of a
million pounds of holiday fruitcake.

This year the family-owned Huntingdon
business baked and shipped 10,000 boxes of
their hot-cross Easter buns to the Farm Boy
grocery chain, based in Ottawa.

Buns, breads and donuts is how the busi-
ness started and it has since baked its way
through the Great Depression and into this
century of “lean manufacturing”; terminolo-
gy that means streamlining procedures by
placing ingredients, mixers and tools, cool-
ing racks and workers all within a few steps
of each other.

Baking Grant-style will always mean
starting with quality ingredients, and prod-
ucts will be baked in small batches using tra-
ditional old-fashioned baking methods,

from family recipes that still pass the taste-
test more than 50 years later.

Richard Grant entered the Roosevelt St.
business almost 41 years ago. His father
Charlie and uncle Gordie, who restarted the
bakery after WWII, built on what their
father, Henry Grant, had started in 1929. In
the 1940s, bread was delivered door-to-door
in Huntingdon by horse and wagon. When
the horse went blind, it didn’t matter much
because he knew the route and every stop by
heart - especially the houses where treats
were handed out.

Richard married Beatrice Jamieson and
she manages the books, and of their four
daughters, Laura, Jennifer, Ruth and Sarah,
the latter two joined in the business about
five years ago.

Ruth is happy to be growing a business
and providing jobs for people in the com-
munity, and she focuses on sales, appealing
packaging designs that stimulate sales, and
marketing. Sarah’s experience is in food
safety, food science and communications —

a natural progression since receiving her
B.Sc. in Food Science with a Minor in
Biochemistry from the University of Guelph
in Ontario.

[ 120 years ago ] April 21, 1887

HEMMINGFORD

The people of this place were greatly
shocked and pained to hear, on Tuesday
last, of the sudden death of Mr. James
Merlin. His death took place in the station
at Barrington on the morning of that day.
He bought his ticket for Montreal, turned
from the office and engaged in conversa-
tion with one of his neighbors who was sit-
ting in the office. But a few words were
interchanged when Mr. Merlin suddenly
fell at full length on the floor. He did not
speak after he fell and apparently breathed
but once. No autopsy was held, but his
friends have no doubt whatever that his
death was caused by disease of the heart.
Some years ago Mr. Merlin had a severe
attack of inflammatory rheumatism, the
outcome of which was an affection of the
heart, which, upon several occasions dur-
ing the past three or four years, assumed a
form that caused himself and his friends
grave apprehension. Mr. Merlin was at the
time of his death in his sixty-seventh year.
He was the second and only surviving son
of the late Rev. John Merlin, who was the
first pastor of the Presbyterian Church in
this place. He came from Ireland in 1824 -
being three years old at the time. He was
present at the battle of Odelltown in 1838.
Mr. Merlin was an enterprising and suc-
cessful farmer and an earnest and intelli-
gent liberal in politics. He was a kind and
obliging neighbor and a man of strict
integrity. He will be greatly missed in the
neighborhood in which he lived.

THE FRESHET

In Franklin, serious loss was sustained
from the breaking up of the ice on the
Outarde. A correspondent writes: The
flood of the 10th was something very
severe. The water kept rising Sunday
forenoon, very rapidly, and a jam of ice
gathered at Ames’s bridge, pressing

against the bents underneath until about
11 o’clock when it broke away, taking with
it a bent from beneath. Mr. Ames came
near going along with the mass, but was
helped out. After the jam gave way, we
thought all danger past until between 12
and -1 o’clock, there came a thundering
noise resembling an earthquake. Gabriel
B. Elder and family ran out towards their
barn and stable, but were too late. Mr.
South was above the mill and saw the mass
of ice coming, which he reported to be 15
feet abreast. He instantly started towards
the mill, but was overtaken before he
reached it. The ice struck the mill, tearing
off the wing to the south and part of the
dam from two to five feet deep, and carry-
ing away the northwest corner of the shin-
gle mill. On it came to Ames’s bridge,
which it lifted away instantly, then it struck
Elder’s stable, tearing the south end
entirely out and carrying with it a three-
year old colt and one yearling heifer. The
dead body of the latter was landed about
half a mile down stream, and the colt
about one mile. The ice then struck the
dam at the south end of the tannery and
carried it entirely away, at the same time
smashing in part of the mason wall at the
north west corner of the tannery, taking
with it every window below, with the sash-
es and frames and doors. The water and
ice ran in and filled to about four feet deep
on the bottom flat, flooding the vats and
carrying of many hides. No damage was
done to the upper part of the tannery. The
ice carried off the bridge at John Wilson’s
as easily as it had done the upper one, and
then the floor spread itself over the flats
below, doing no further damage than car-
rying off some rail fences and covering the
fields with float wood. It carried off a pri-
vate bridge below, belonging to George
Welch. Quite a number of hides were
washed out of the tannery; how many Mr.
Elder cannot tell. About 20 have been
recovered.

The pet food was tainted through a
single interplant transfer of wheat
gluten imported from China that was
contaminated with melamine and
shipped from Menu Foods’ plant in
Emporia, Kansas to its plant in
Streetsville, Ontario. Melamine is a
white or colored crystal that is used in
the production of synthetic resins for
plastic tableware and other products,
and the contaminated gluten was sub-
sequently used in production for
months.

Menu foods produced more than
one billion containers of food last year,
including products for 17 out of the top
20 retailers in North America for sale
under store labels such as Master
Choice, Compliments, and Select, and

also for several national brands includ-
ing Iams, and other higher quality
brands. “Locally I have not been
touched by it” says veterinarian
William Johnston, adding that he
hopes it stays that way for his clinic just
outside Ormstown. “There is a strong
concern with the consuming public,”
he says, noting how “I get calls from
people,” he says, noting how people
have been asking a lot of questions
about the food scare.

“The best that I can do is to send
them to the Menu Foods website,” says
Dr. Johnston, of the company’s online
site which lists all of the brands includ-
ed in the recall at www.
Menufoods.com/recall. Consumers can
also direct any inquiries to the compa-
ny directly by using the menu foods
recall information line 1-866-895-2708.

Mega fence will protect Hemmingford apples

Nearly every day we pass by Petch’s
apple orchard, never thinking that much
is going on. Little did we know, the own-
ers of the orchard have been hard at work,
protecting their trees from the mighty ap-
petite of the local deer. We never realized
what harm a deer could do to an apple tree
until we saw it first hand. The Petch’s or-
chard seems to have been affected most

by this problem as it is located next to one
of Hemmingford's highly populated deer
yards.

Touring the orchard with Rick Ellerton
and Tim Petch, we were shown the dam-
age that the deer have done over the years.
Deer who get into the orchard like to nibble
on the tree's buds, since they are rich in
nutrients. The deer feast on all of the buds
that they can reach: this affects the bottom

four feet of the tree. A damaged tree pro-
duces 50%-80% less fruit than an undam-
aged tree. The harm done also causes the
tree branches to grow erratically or in a
gnarled fashion making the proper grow-
ing of young trees next to impossible.
Over the past few years, the problem has

the fencing wire is pulled tight, and hydro
posts are used for the comers.

Building this fence has been a large in-
vestment of time and money. The steel
fencing alone cost between $1.00 to 2.00
per foot, and each cedar post (with 25 feet
in between) costs between $10 and $20.
When asked if he had add-

worsened, pushing Petch
Orchards to finally build the
fence that has been in Tim
and Rick’s minds since the
mid 1990s. For a couple of
years, the Petches have been
stockpiling posts, preparing
themselves for the large
project that would soon be
underway. In November
2006, the fencing of Petch’s

The fence averages 8 feet
high, and is about 1.5 miles
long. To make the fence sturdy, the posts
are planted at [east 4-5 feet into the ground,

This method of protection has also been
used by another local orchard, La Face Ca-
chée de la Pomme.

regions.

“My advertising bill is really astronomi-
cal,” she said. Another costly aspect of run-
ning a dance school is insurance costs that
are of utmost importance.

Despite the cost of running the business,
Neva manages to save on production costs
by having capable parents sew costumes
and take care of the make-up for shows.
The school compensates such committed
parents and it saves Neva having to dish
out exorbitant amounts of money to pro-
fessionals. It allows the parents to be more
involved in the children’s lives and inter-
ests. The parents also form a committee,
organizing fundraising events which help
pay for the productions as well as scholar-
ships for students.

Ms. Shelton has possessed a certain
amount of dedication to dance ever since
the time she began taking classes herself.
As a teenager she spent two hours travel-
ing on six different Montreal buses to get
to her one-hour Saturday morning classes.
Then she did it all over again when class
was over. She now approaches her teach-
ing with this same level of dedication.

As a teacher she is also very understand-
ing and aware of her students and their
behaviour as well as other commitments.
For example if she notices a student hav-
ing difficulty with something they are usu-
ally good at or struggling in their dance,
she might confront them later or talk to

their parents, rather than
yell at them or single them
out. The main goal for her
is that the students to excel
in dance and not be stressed
with it.  She wants them
to be great dancers, while
at the same time wanting
dance to be a form relax-
ation or way of releasing
their energy as it is for her
and her fellow teachers.

Neva encourages her stu-
dents to take classes with
different people to attain
independence, meet new
dancers, broaden their horizons and expe-
rience different teaching methods.

struction, health care, and business sectors.

The Centre was initially built with a stu-
dent capacity in the range of 75 students
and this has stretched to hold well over 200
today. In fact, of the entire student body of
all 15 schools of the New Frontiers school
board, 11.5 percent are in adult vocational
education. It is in part for this reason that
the academic program will be moving from
the Centre to the new community learning
centre opening in Huntingdon, with the
possibility of offering other programs and
courses in this location as well.

“I think the most significant thing in why
our growth has happened is quality teach-
ing,” says Buttars, suggesting that the qual-
ity teaching, good programming and proj-
ects are a big draw for potential students.
The Centre boasts a teaching staff of over
30 dedicated people, many of them consid-
ered specialists in their trade. “We have a
very cohesive staff of people that will work
together,” says Buttars, adding that this
kind of supportive environment for student
learning is not something to be found in all
centres.

“This school started with a small town
feel and it has maintained that while the
programs have really evolved to be a lot
more structured,” says Gerry Rossiter, a
former student turned teacher in the
Landscaping Carpentry program. “One of
the great things about adult learning is that
adults come to school because they have a
need to learn. They really know what they
are after and it is quite a commitment,” he

says of his students. “Most of them go
straight out into the industry and the
Centre really acts as a catalyst for a turning
point in their life,” says Rossiter, noting
how this “is a wonderful process to observe
and be a part of.”

As the trades continue to expand, they
have taken on a more technical aspect that
has evolved to the extent that there is now
a need to ensure workers are educated,
whereas “thirty years ago it was unheard of
to go to school to learn this type of work,”
says Rossiter.

“It is very applied,” he says of the
Centre’s training programs, noting how
there are relatively few university degrees
that offer students the chance to study for
one year then work immediately in their
chosen field. “It is nice to see that the door
is opening more and more to letting high
school kids know that this is a viable
option,” he says, quickly adding that formal
education is also a good option, but the
trades should no longer be considered as a
secondary decision.

La firme Tough of Country Home
Products, située a Pointe-Claire, a acquis
les actifs de la compagnie localisée en
bordure du chemin de la Quatriéme
Concession a la fin mars.

Si elle peut se manger nature, la carapace
de tortue de la ferme Hillspring se savoure
plus souvent qu’autrement recouverte de
gelée ou de beurre de pommes, de sirop ou
de beurre d’érable, de sirop de chocolat ou
de caramel.

La carapace de tortue se présente en
deux formats. Durant le temps des sucres,
clle est de la taille d’'une main d’adulte. Et
quand arrive la saison de la cueillette des
pommes, une portion représente I'équiva-
lence d’une assiette de neuf pouces. «Dans
la temps des sucres, souvent il y en a qui en
mangent deux ou trois petites (carapaces)
pour dessert et finissent par se rassasier.

Deux personnes et des représentants
d’une dizaine de groupes et d’associa-
tions se sont adressés a la commission
pour faire part de leurs préoccupations
et leurs attentes vis-a-vis le secteur agri-
cole dans les années a venir.

Pour la Fédération de I'UPA de Saint-

Le principe du test de 1'¢-
tanchéité a l'eau consiste a arroser d'un jet
d'eau colorée la surface extérieure de la
fenétre tout en exergant différentes pres-
sions simulant le vent qui accompagne une
précipitation de pluie. Le test de résistance
aux surcharges causées par le vent déter-
mine la rigidité des éléments du chassis et
des meneaux en mesurant la pression que
peut supporter la fenétre sans se rompre,

sans défaillir ou sans déformation perma-
nente.

D'autres tests peuvent aussi étre effec-
tués sur les fenétres. Le test de résistance a
la condensation permet de calculer l'indice
de température d'une fenétre. Il consiste a
mesurer la température sur le verre et sur
le dormant, lorsqu'il fait 20 °C a l'intérieur
et -30 °C a l'extérieur. Plus l'indice est
élevé, plus 'humidité relative maintenue
dans la pi¢ce peut étre élevée sans créer de
condensation sur la surface de la fenétre. Il
faut également tenir compte du rendement
énergétique de la fenétre.

National Volunteer Week, from April

Volunteers are such an integral part of
our lives that they are sometimes taken
for granted, and their impact lost or
unrecognized.
