Her Majesty’s Birthday.—Yesterday being 
tbe birthday of our gracious sovereign, the 
troops in garrison, consisting of the 20th Regi­
ment and a complete battery of the Royal Ar­
tillery, were reviewed by the Commander of the 
Forces, General Rowan, who was attended on 
the occasion by every member of his staff. On 
the Royal salute having been fired and the usual 
honors paid to our respected Queen, the troops 
went through a variety of evolutions, with the 
greatest precision, and, we are enabled to add, 
to the perfect satisfaction of the General com­
manding—who, we understand, entertained a 
large party at dinner, in honor of the occasion

Salaries of Pdblio Officers.—Those of our 
readers, who keep themselves au courant in the 
proceedings of the Executive, will have remarked 
a statement of Mr. Hincks’, in the House of As­
sembly on Friday last, to the effect that it was 
the intention of the Government to raise the sa­
laries of the book-keepers in the public depart­
ments, from £300 to £350. This is, in our hum­
ble opinion, a just as well as liberal act on the 
part of the Government ; and our only objection 
to it, is that the proposed increase should be con­
fined to any particular—however deserving and 
valuable—class of the public servants. The 
truth is, and we can have no regret in stating it, 
that the rate of rents and the prices of many, if 
not of all, articles of household consumption, 
have, in consequence of the general prosperity of 
the country, and the consequent increased de­
mand, perceptibly and appreciably risen, to an 
extent that fully justifies a re-proportionment of 
salaries and wages, in accordance with the value 
of the services performed and of the money paid 
and received, in the procuring of the necessaries 
of life. We, therefore, are of opinion that a ge­
neral revision of the salaries of public officers, 
with a view to their regulation upon one general 
just and equitable system, irrespective of adven­
titious distinctions, and existing usages, which, 
in some cases, at least, favor one class of officers 
over others. In the regulation of salaries, it ap­
pears to us, the rule should be uniform : and 
should have reference only to the nature and ex­
tent of the duties performed, and the amount of 
responsibility borne by the officer. Taking this 
rule, then, as our guide, and on reference to the 
public accounts, we feel bound to say that there 
is no department of the public service, in which 
the salaries call more for revision, than in that of 
the various collectors of the public revenues, 
whether derived from customs duties, canal 
tolls, or other sources—the collections being 
all under the same departmental manage­
ment, and involving the same important respon­
sibilities. We trust we may accept the partial 
action of the government, which has called forth 
these remarks, as an earnest of their intention to 
extend the principle to others of their servants, 
not less deserving and, hitherto, more inadequatly 
remunerated, than the book-keepers. We shall 
not specify individual cases, as it might be 
invidious towards others, but shall content our- 

x selves with urging a general measure upon the 
Government, being well-satisfied that the public 
will sustain them in any reasonable increase 
upon the present salaries, which, we repeat, were 
based upon a cheaper scale of living than the in­
creased prosperity of the country now supplies. 
It is rarely, indeed, that the late Colonial Minis­
ter, Lord Grey, has enabled us to quote any sen­
timent of his with approbation, and the rarity of 
the pleasure, adds to our satisfaction on the pre­
sent occasion. In a despatch to His Excellency, 
(March, 1851,j his Lordship thus, and, we admit, 
with a sound and correct appreciation of true 
economy, expresses himself :—

All experience seems to support the conclu­
sion that the truest economy, whether for States 
or individuals is to give liberal remuneration to 
those who are entrusted with the performance of 
duties of importance and responsibility. The 
public cannot, any more than a private employer, 
expect to secure the advantage of being honestly 
and ably served, if it is niggardly in paying its 
servants, and when it is considered how serious 
are the losses, and evils to which a community 
are exposed from a deficiency of honesty and 
ability in those by whom its affairs are managed, 
the saving effected by reducing, or keeping the 
salaries of those filling responsible situations be­
low the amount which will afford a fair remunera­
tion to men of character ijtid ability, for devot­
ing their time and attention to public affairs, in­
stead of their private concerns, will be found to 
have been dearly purchased.

Ireland.—We willingly give insertion to “ An

causes of her sorrows and her sufferings. We 
have a pleasanter duty to perform—it is, cordi­
ally to congratulate and warmly to sympathize 
with her, somewhat impulsive but, warm-heart­
ed sons, at home and abroad, upon the bright 
hopes, which, at last, we see gilding with a smile 
the beautiful, but too often sad and mournful 
countenance of their own fair-haired Erin, the 
genius of their Isle of Saints. Soon, very 
soon, in the words of a Scottish bard but little 
known to fame, may
Their sorrows, their troubles, their sufferings 

cease,
And Plenty come smiling, sweet daughter of 

Peace !

Extensive Conflagration on the Ottawa.— 
We regret to learn that, last week, the woods, 
on the North Shore of the Ottawa, near the 
Grand Calumet Island, some sixty miles above 
Bytown, having taken fire, the conflagration ex­
tended for miles over a wide tract of country, 
consuming, besides an immense amount of valu­
able timber, a great number of the houses, barns 
and other buildings of the settlers. Our infor­
mation also states that many lives have fallen a 
sacrifice to the wide-spread calamity, of which, 
before to-morrow’s issue, we trust we shall have 
received some reliable details.

Highway of the Ooean.-Au article in Cham­
bers’ Journal, entitled, “ Steam round the Cape ” 
contains the following explanatory remarks : ’

“ Persons who do not pay special attention to 
nautical matters, are like enough to suppose 
that, considering the large number of vessels at 
sea, the surface of the great ocean must be dot­
ted over, almost in every part, with the sails of 
the countless fleet. This, however, is not the 
case ; the ocean, like the land, has its frequented 
highways and its wide regions of loneliness. If 
an observer, furnished with a forty Herchel teles­
cope power of vision, could be elevated to a 
height great enough to give him a view of the 
whole Atlantic, he would be struck by behold­
ing the hundreds of vessels following one another 
on certain lines along a very irregular course, 
while over a large portion of the surface not a 
sail would be visible. Thus he would see the 
ships which leave this country for the Cape or 
India, pursue at the first a south westerly course 
until they reach the neighborhood of Madeira, 
then keep more directly to the south, at safe

distance from the African coast, until they 
crossed the line; then stretch away again to the 
southwest, in the direction of South America, till 
they gain the zone of westerly winds ; and final­

bowling along before them to the eastward 
they arrive at the Cape, or else, if so di­

rected, pass to the southward of it. On the re­
turn voyage a similar circuitous route is pursued, 
although the courses are in some extent reversed, 

widest circuit or deviation from the direct 
being made in the northern, instead of the 

southern hemisphere. In the extensive spaces 
on either side of these frequented routes, few 
vessels will be seen. Here and there an African 
trader might occasionally be perceived, dodging 
from port to port ; or a slaver scudding swiftly 
across the ocean, perhaps with a royal cruiser 
following steadily in her track, like a bloodhound 
m pursuit.”

The writer proceeds to remark, that steam ves­
sels possess an advantage over sailing ships in 
being able to strike a new and direct route for 
themselves.

The Throne op Solomon.—The following ac­
count of a remarkable piece of mechanism, is said 
to have been taken from a Persian manuscript, 
called <:the History of Jerusalem.” It purports to 
be a description of the throne of King Solomon, and 
if the details are correctly given, it undoubtedly 
surpasses any specimen of mechanism produced 
in modern times, notwithstanding the wonderful 
inventions which have taken place in every 
branch of science :—

“ The sides of it were of pure gold, the feet of 
emeralds and rubies, intermixed with pearls, each 
of which was as big as an Ostrich egg. The throne 
had seven steps ; on each side were delineated 
orchards full of trees, the branches of which were 
composed of precious stones, representing fruit

ripe aud unripe ; on the tops of the trees were 
to be seen figures of beautiful plumaged birds, 
particularly the peacock, the etaub, and the kur- 
ges. All the birds were hollowed within artificial­
ly, so as occasionally to utter a thousand melo­
dious notes such as the ear of mortals never heard. 
On the first step were delineated vine branches, 
having bunches of grapes composed of various 
sorts of precious stones, fashioned in such a man­
ner as to represent the different colors of purple, 
violet, green and red, so as to render the appear­
ance of real fruit. On the second step, on each side 
of the throne, were two lions, of qolarge as life, aud formed or cast gold. The nature 
of this remarkable throne was such that when 
Solomon placed his foot on the first step, the 
birds spread forth their winga, aud made a flut­
tering noise in the air. On his touching the 
second step, the two lions expanded their claws. 
On his reaching the third step, the whole assem­
bly of demons and fairies and men repeated the 
praises of the deity. When he arrived at the 
fourth step, voices were heard addressing him in 
the following manner:—uSon of David, be 
thanked for the blessings the Almighty hath be­
stowed upon you.” The same was repeated on 
his reaching the fifth step. On his touching the 
sixth, all the children of Israel joined them ; and 
on his arrival at the seventh, all the throne, birds 
and animals, became in motion, and ceased not 
until he had placed himself in the royal seat, 
when the birds, lions, and other animals, by se­
cret springs, discharged a shower of the most 
precious perfumes on Solomon ; after which two 
of the kurges descended and placed the golden 
crown upon his head. Before the throne was a 
column of burnished gold, on the top of which was 
a golden dove, which held in liis beak a volume 
bound in silver. In this book were written the 
Psalms of David ; and the dove having presented 
the book to the king, he read aloud a portion of 
it to the children of Israel. It is further related, 
that on the approach of wicked persons to the 
throne, the lions were wont to set up a terrible 
roaring, and to lash their tails with violence ; the 
birds also began to bristle up their feathers ; and 
the assembly also of demons and genii, to utter 
horrid cries, so that for fear of them no person 
dared.be guilty of falsehood, but confess their 
crimes. Such was the throne of Solomon, the 
son of David.”

George, held in Buffalo on the 25th ultimo, A. M. 
Clapp, Esq., of the Morning Express of that city,

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tinent. It can happen thus. They can enter 
into a contract with the Liverpool and Belfast 
Line, or the Glasgow and Belfast Line, an affair 
of a night, and the Belfast and Galway Railroad 
Companies, by which they can have goods and 
passengers and all the emigrants transported to 
the most Western point of Europe with a large 
saving of danger and delay-, and after deducting 
the expenses of this from a charge equal to yours, 
grow rich upon the balance, and people their 
country-. Mr. LeBIanc’s motion in amendment 
would have obviated this great probability and 
enhanced the prospects of his country by- direct­
ing the whole tide of immigration and imports 
westward up the St. Lawrence. The ministry 
too were aware of this ; but, unfortunately, oppo­
sition had to be offered to that motion for com­
pelling the “ Royal Canadian Steamers” to touch 
at an Irish port in each of their trips in aud out, 
on the score that the contract entered into with 
the Company would not now allow the imposi­
tion of such a condition.

But it rests with McKean, McLarty § Co. to 
act in this emergency with becoming energy, see­
ing that the whole matter at present rests with 
them alone. If they do not, what was impossible 
yesterday may be very possible before long; be­
sides a rival line may bid for this, and Canada 
must study her own interests before an American 
rival effaces, like the “ baseless fabric of a vi­
sion,” your glorious speculations. This matter 
will likely soon engage the Irish and American 
presses, and it would be even well for politicians 
here to consider the project now indicated, as 
more likely to secure an Irish vote, at least, than 
the fiercest bigotry or prejudice which can yet be 
evoked upon occasions to fire the worst passions 
of our nature in our fellow-man, to subserve a 
paltry ambition.

Sir,—Your rapid glance and comprehensive 

views of the commercial prospects of Canada, as 
enunciated upon a late occasion, while feasting 
the “ Genova” gentlemen, in this City’s name 
“Daley’s,” if taken in connection with Mr. 
Blanc’s motion of amendment, the other night 
Parliament, to the Charter asked for by 
“Roy'iil Canadian Steam Line,” of which i 
little “ Genova ” was the pioneer, cannot fail 
be pleasing to Irishmen, as well as cheering 
the Canadian patriot. With regard to the fhai,, 
as in their soil, so has it been with their manu­
facturing and commercial enterprise : out from 
their magnificent, but silent harbors, they dare 
not venture, except as voluntary or involuntary 
exiles.

Forbidden to strike their roots into their native 
earth, or even to call the sacred turf above the 
ancestral grave their own, what have ever been 
the Irish but wanderers in their own land, borne 
to and iro by alien landlords. As for the hope­
ful “ union” of poor Ireland to her tyrants- what 
else has it been up to this but the union of one’s 
food with his digestive organs, good only till 
exhausted of its vital elements, and then flung as 
offal on the world. And it was not from want 
of capacious esophagus, but to something rather 
medicinal for constant use, which prevented 
England from consuming her long ago.

Who is not aware that it is due to the greater 
liberties, to free enterprise, to manufactures and 
the myriad springs of industry at work in Eng­
land and in Scotland, that Englishmen and 
Scotchmen are wealthy and well every where as 
here ; while Paddy’s poverty, be he Protestant or 
Papist, is the truest epitome of the history of 
British rule in Ireland.

But an end has surely come of this, when Free 
Trade makes men of your mark to fling them­
selves into a competition no longer national but 
universal; and Ireland’s “evident destiny” is 
now clearly to become the commercial entrepot 
of the hemispheres. It was but last year that 
men in Ireland and in America made an attempt, 
whose failure is incomprehensible, to run a line 
of Steamers between Galway and New York. 
And yet “Jonathan" slinks astern of “Jean Bap­
tiste’’ ; for I take it that a line between Galway 
and Montreal is essentially running through your 
speech at “ Daley’s,” else, how, in the face ot the 
Map, can one understand these words, “Balti­
more, Philadelphia, Boston and New York have 
all their lines of steam vessels, and should it be 
said that Canada, with her two million of inhab­
itants, should not have her line too.

A really good standard book upon Canada, 
placing the entire colony before the mind of the
Fong^eén wanlea,n5otüPfi)i?clirc1ufîl'ïlSi‘YfrAle lilül 
ther country, and as a useful volume for our li­
braries. Mr. Brown’s new work, now before us, 
appears to supply such a want. It is, professed­
ly, the second edition of a former work, which 
chiefly treated on Upper Canada ; but it really, 
and with greater accuracy, may be styled an en­
tirely new work, embracing the whole of Cana­
da,—descriptive of its present state, progress 
and prospects.

Every district is here clearly placed before us, 
due order,—from the shores of the Gulf to the 

banks of Lake Superior,—with the relative capa­
bilities of each, the soil, climate, scenery, amount 
and description of population, and other features 
connected with it, whether useful or interesting. 
—The present and projected railways have full 
share of attention, and the copper and gold dis­
coveries are not overlooked. In short, we have 
here the entire country in its present state, and 
in its various features and interests, geographi­
cally described, and in a manner, we may safely 
say, such as has never before been accomplished. 
We, indeed, know of no previous work upon Ca­
nada that can be compared to this, taking all its 
features into consideration. It is well-written 
and exceedingly readable, moderate in size and 
price, and is illustrated with a beautifully exe­
cuted coloured map. The colony is certainly in­
debted to the author for the production of such a 
bona fide work ; and we are glad to know that it 
already takes high rank in England, and we have 
no doubt it will occupy quite as favorable a po­
sition in every publie and private library in this 
country.

We had marked several passages for extract, 
but can only give one or two of the shortest of 
these. The gold fields of Australia and Califor­
nia would now seem to draw all attention from 
our own humble colony ; but let us glance at the 
opening chapter of Mr. Brown's book, and on 
weighing everything, we need have no fear of the 
ultimate result of

THE ADVANTAGES OF CANADA.

Canada is the nearest of all our colonies. A 
comparatively short and cheap voyage places it 
within the reach of the largest number of in­
dividuals, with limited means, desirous of im­
proving their condition and prospects by emigra­
tion. The climate is healthy, the soil fertile, and 
throughout its entire extent, from the Gulf of St. 
Lawrence to the head of Lake Superior, it is 
watered by lakes, rivers and streams, affording 
unsurpassed means of internal communication.

Land is to be had at such prices, and easy 
modes of payment, that no able-bodied and in­
dustrious man may be long without being the 
possessor of his own farm, whereby he may soon 
work himself and bis family, however numerous, 
to comfort and independence. Taxes are light, 
and furniture, clothing, and other necessaries, are 
to be had in abundance and variety in every part 
of the country. The improved roads laid down 
by the Government within the last few years 
have very materially advanced the prosperity, as 
they have agreeably changed the entire aspect of 
Canada, especially the western portion of it. The 
increased facilities thus afforded for carrying on 
trade, and for transporting the produce of the 
farmer, have, among other advantages, usually 
the result of good roads, improved the appear­
ance, and added to the population of towns; 
thereby, generally lowering the prices of the or­
dinary necessaries of life, and at the sametime 
furnishing a better ready-money market for the 
farmer’s produce.

To these material advantages which Canada 
holds out, may be added others, not less generally 
prized. There, all alike enjoy entire freedom of 
industry and enterprise, perfect security of 
person and property, and civil and religious 
liberty ; churches and chapels connected with the 
various denominations are in almost every part 
of the country, and, what is not the least con­
sideration to persons with families, a national 
system of education extends its benefits within 
the reach of all.

The next extract we present is from a highly 
interesting chapter on the trade and general re­
sources of the colony.

THE COPPER DISCOVERIES OF CANADA.

With regard to the extensive copper-mining 
now going on in Canada by means of associa­
tions, along the shores ot Lake Huron and Lake 
Superior, the success is understood to be such 
as to promise that this branch of enterprise and 
industry will become permanent, and prove of 
great importance to the resources of the colony.

The minerals along the shore of Lake Superior 
had attracted attention as early as the times of the 
old French voyagers. The first notice of them is 
traced as far back as 1665 ; and La Hontan and 
Charlevoix from 1689 to 1721 ; and Carver, Henry, 
and Mackenzie from 1765 to 1789, successively 
alluded to them. Tbe statements of Carver ap­
pear to have led to the formation of an English 
company on the present American or south side 
ofthe lake, which resulted in failure. In 1841 
the authorities of the State of Michigan directed 
their attention to the matter, and the reports of 
the State geologist fully proved the existence of 
silver as well as copper. A joint stock company 
was formed, and in 1845 mining operations com­
menced on the south shore of Lake Superior. 
These operations were decidedly successful. In 
1848 one thousand tons of copper were procured 
from one mine alone, named the Cliffe mine— 
some of the blocks of copper from which weighed 
upwards of a ton.

Towards the latter part of 1845, the first loca­
tion or settlement for the purpose of mining was 
taken possession of on the British side of the lake. 
The reports of discoveries of copper and silver, 
on the north as well as on the south shore of 
Lake Superior, very speedily led to the formation 
of numerous mining companies, both in Canada 
and the United States. In 1847, it is said that 
there were upwards of eighty American, besides 
seven or eight Conadian or British companies 
formed. Much of the excitement which brought 
these companies into existence was, as might be 
believed, merely the offspring of pure speculation. 
After some loss to parties involved, and mining 
interests having settled down onamore substan­
tial business basis, there are now several com­
panies reaping successfully, it is understood, the 
rich mineral harvests scattered along the shores 
of both Lakes Superior and Huron.

Highly sanguine expectations are formed of 
the importance of these mineral treasures to 
Canada. Canada possesses about 500 miles of 
coast along Lake Superior, much of which has 
been ascertained to abound in mineral wealth ; 
besides, the vast interior is as yet unexplor­
ed.

T3E ST. LAWRENCE AND ATLANTIC RAILWAY.

Of the railways in operation in Canada 
is the St. Lawrence and Atlantic Railway, con­
necting the St. Lawrence, a little below Montreal 
on the opposite shore, with the Atlantic ocean 
at the town of Portland, State of Maine. The 
distance is about 280 miles, of which 130 miles 
are on the Canada side, and 150 on the Ameri­
can. A considerable portion on the Canada 
side is understood to be now in operation.- 
Such an outlet for Canada to the sea during win­
ter when navigation is closed by the St. Law­
rence being frozen over, will undoubtedly prove 
of great value. The traffic in business and plea­
sure travelling during the other seasons, will, it 
is expected, be also a considerable source of 
revenue to the undertaking. The route is through 
some of the finest scenery in Lower Canada— 
crossing the valley of the Richelieu, and the ex­
ceedingly picturesque scenery of Belæil Mountain, 
embosomed in the wooded recesses of which is a 
very pretty small lake, like that of Tarni, near 
Tivoli, weil known to many European travellers.

We now take leave of Mr. Brown’s highly in­
teresting book, by expressing our hearty wish, 
that it may obtain the success it so well deserv­
es, and become a popular work in the colony, as 
well as in the mother country.

The Genova.—The Toronto Globe says :—“We 
observe this vessel left port on Sabbath, a thing 
which should not be attempted by a respectable 
Company, and should not be allowed by the Au­
thorities.”

Colonial Postage*

LOWER PROVINCES.

{From the London Daily News, 19th April.)
In January last we wrote the following sen­

tences :
We question whether the Colonial and Interna­

tional Cheap Postage Association are wise in 
pressing for a penny colonial rate,. The more 
practical limit would be—at all events at first, 
and until the experiment is confirmed—a penny 
for transit to the port of departure ; another penny 
for freight across the sea ; and a third penny for 
delivery in any part of the colony to which the 
letter is destined. * * Let us then advise the 
Association to concentrate its strength for the 
present upon the effectual extension of cheap 
postage to the colonies.

Since the above was written the Government 
have proposed—as our readers already know—a 
uniform colonial postage-rate of sixpence; and 
the cheap postage associations (for there are 
two) have followed our recommendations ; first 
to advocate a three-penny rate instead of either 
of the two extremes—their own penny rate or the 
official sixpenny rate ; and secondly, to confine 
their zealous and intelligent exertions to the re­
form of letter-carrying to and from the Colonies, 
resting from the international branch of their 
labors for the present. It will be seen by a re­
port we publish in another page that, on Satur­
day, a formidable deputation presented itself to 
the Prime Minister, for the purpose of urging 
upon him the expediency of discounting the de- 
sision of the Postmaster-General, fifty per cent. 
It consisted of men whose opinions on a practical 
question of fiscal economy and profit cannot be 
lightly held—Parliamentary representatives of 
the greatest of our commercial and manufactur­
ing towns, and deputies from all the principal 
Chambers of Commerce. The proceedings were 
opened by an ex-Governor of the Bank of Eng­
land, were continued by the Nestor of every 
Reform battle, Joseph Hume, and were enlivened 
with speeches by one of the Manchester and one 
of the Glasgow members, and by an East India 
director.

The arguments of all these gentlemen were un­
answerable, although they had the extremely 
difficult task of proving the truth of what every­
body believes, and of pointing out the advan­
tages of what all the world, it is universally 
agreed, would profit by. But all in vain. The 
fiat has gone forth from St. Martin’s-le-Grand,— 
the Prime Minister was peremptory—and Down- 
ing-street will not reverse or revise it. Upon 
every colonial letter, it is decreed there must be 
paid one penny at home for inland conveyance, 
fourpence for the voyage across the sea, and the 
sixth penny as the inland charge in the colonies. 
On two points, therefore, the Daily News, the 
cheap postage associations, and the Premier are 
agreed ;—as to the two inland rates ;—upon the 
third or intermediate topic of ocean conveyance, 
ourselves and the associations are allies against 
the Government from whom we differ in tolo.

The question is narrowed therefore to a packet- 
service question ; because we are persuaded that 
it is the existence of such a service, enormously 
subsidized by Government, which occasions the 
authorities to prefer tbe slow returns—and small 
profits to be dreaded from a sixpenny rate'—to 
the quick return and large profits to be cheerfully 
anticipated from a threepenny rate. Experience 
is giving us wisdom in that department of public 
service, as (often, alas, too slowly) in all others. 
The establishment of sea letter-carriers of several 
hundred horses steam power,—provided and 
maintained at the cost of the nation when the 
country began business in that line—was aban­
doned, after the loss of countless thousands. A 
system ot contracts with trading steam-packet 
companies was substituted. Nobody doubts that 
these contracts were extremely beneficial to the 
once young and struggling companies with whom 
they were entered into, and it must not be con­
cealed that such subsidies were beneficial to tbe 
nation at large in helping to develop the trade of 
remote colonies and dependencies with which, 
but for them, intercourse by means of steam- 
vessels would have been long delayed. Post- 
office contracts, tying down steam companies to 
call at certain bye places, especially in the West 
Indies and in Central and South America, occa­
sioned the opening up of unfrequented routes to 
the spread of trade. Although we never got more 
than a twentieth part of Post-office work out of 
the £800,000 we annually contribute to these 
magnificent mercantile steam-vessels, yet we have 
had, probably, before now, more than the whole 
money’s worth in other ways.

This narrows the question once more to a still 
finer point. The Postmaster General, ia working 
upon the official slate the practicability of the 
concession of revenue which he supposes to be 
involved in the project of a uniform postal rate 
for the colonies, lias no doubt brought out a 
result which leads him (charged as his depart­
ment unjustly is with the whole cost of the 
steam-packet subsidies), to suppose that he can­
not afford to carry letters across the main for 
less than fourpence each. This, we beg to tell 
him, is a repetition of the blundering computa­
tions brought by the Post-office officials before 
the parliamentary committees in virulent op­
position to Mr. Rowland Hill's plan of penny 
postage when it was originally proposed. The 
result of that great measure has proved that the

be too small to pay, and I ould, eventually, be 
ruined.” The art in esti shing a charge in­
tended to suit the purses all, and be at the 
same time remunerative, : o fix it so low that 
it may come within the nans of the greatest 
number of customers ; to sh it down upon the 
scale of profit to within tl means and ability of 
the humblest pockets ; forfpost-oflice work, as 
in machine manufactures, tnall business causes 
as great a current outlay a, large one. While, 
therefore, a uniform colonii lostage rate of three­
pence would, if it were triei field in time a profit, 
the sixpenny experiment w we predict, prove a 
failure, from the simple fac hat tour-fifths ofthe 
millions who emigrate andecomc letter writers 
and letter receivers belong a class to whom the 
saving of threepence is t jonsideration great 
enough in an enormous j portion of cases to 
prevent them from writing , all.

We do not hope when w peak of profit that 
it can ever he so great as o cover the eight or 
ten thousand per annum fich is paid by Go­
vernment to the packet co panics. But we are 
sure of this, that a post; e of three-pence per 
colonial letter would pro ee a profit upon the 
small proportion of that ! 'ge sum which is ac­
tually incurred for légitimée and actual Post- 
office services. It was a! very well for Lord 
Aberdeen to tell the shifjwning section of Sa­
turday's deputation, that iany one of them was 
disposed to undertake tY task of conveying 
letters under the usual conations, the Post-office 
would be very glad to aeept his offer; but he 
did not explain that the conditions” imposed 
upon mail-carrying packetihave as much to do 
with Post-office requiremens as luggage railway 
trains have to do with steijn guns. One condi­
tion is, that all the contrators’ vessels shall be 
built according to the plaif of the Board of Ad­
miralty ; that they shall lx calculated to carry 
great guns as well as mail jioxes ; that they shall 
he able not only to waftja love-letter to the 
antipodes, but to blow an enemy out of the 
water. This is very wise apd unobjectionable— 
if such packets were alloal under this arrrange- 
ment. But are they ? Let Lord Aberdeen ask 
the Admiralty, and let Parlament ask them also. 
Are these costly packets retlly fit for lighting? 
Can they carry 
they take as 1 creherai witn 
make such unreasonable charges a plea for tax­
ing sea-borne letters three hundred per cent, 
more than is needful or expedient? Why not 
post these undoubted war charges upon the right 
leaf of the ledger ? The poor Post-office would 
still have enough to bear, with several thousands 
a year to pay to the representatives of the Duke 
of Marlborough; and several more thousands a 
year to provide for the mythic heirs of a Duke of 
Schomberg,—who, we suppose, send their receipt 
from the spirit-world punctually once a quarter.

It is now time to ask whether the mail con­
tracts at present existing need, be renewed. The 
gigantic strides which been made in in steam 
navigation since those contracts were first en­
tered into have provided means of transit to 
every considerable place on the face of the 
globe—in many instances without any other aid 
than the imperative impulses of trade. There 
seems, therefore,, to be no valid reason why 
letter-boxes should not be conveyed across 
the ocean in steam-vessels in the form and 
under nearly the same conditions as merchan­
dize ; although, being a most precious kind of 
freight, at a considerably higher charge. One 
penny per letter for sea transit would amount to 
about £50 per ton. Boxes of silks, or boxes of 
pistols or boots, are taken oat to Australian for £6 
per ton ; and the Post-office could afford to pay 
twenty times six per ton for boxes of paper in 
the form of letters ; and be no losers. Neither 
should we be ungratefully casting off tried 
and valued friends by such a measure ; 
for the Penisular and Oriental Steam Packet 
Company is so well able to go alone that 
its directors earnestly debated not long since 
whether Government contracts were worth their 
acceptance. Another company, a principal re­
cipient of packet-service money, perform their 
contracts so unsatisfactorily that the authorities 
contemplate, it is said, depriving them of their 
commission as soon as other arrangements can 
be made.

We conclude by repeating our prophecy, that, 
whether the packet-service contracts be continu­
ed, or whether the mails be conveyed across the 
globe on the same footing as, but with greater 
precaution than, ordinary merchandize, the six­
penny project will be unsuccessful, while a 
threepenny rate would be not only universally 
satisfactory to the public, but would be produc­
tive to the revenue.

UPPER CANADA.

THE SCOTTISH VIEWS OF RAILWAY 
ACCIDENTS.

One of the Scotch railways (the North British) 
has recently been the means of throwing a new 
light on the liability of railway officers, in re­
spect of railway accidents. On the 8th October 
last an accident occurred on that line through 
the gross carelessness of some of the men. 
Contrary to the rules of the Company, a goods 
train was started from the Edinburgh station 
quarter of an hour before the mail train. After 
“shutting” at the Portobeilo station, this goods 
train came up the down line, thus running to 
meet the mail train. A collision took place, as 
might be expected, and the guard of the goods 
train was killed, and some '’tiler servants of the 
Company, as also a passenger or two, were injured.

The law officers of the Crown prosecuted two 
of the servants of the Company for culpable 
homicide and culpable neglect of duty, and the 
jury returned a verdict of guilty against both 
parties for culpable neglect, which the judge 
acted upon by sentencing one to eighteen months 
imprisonment and the other to four months, the 
former being the station master (Wilson), and 
the latter being the engine driver of the goods 
train.

Beyond doing this, the judge made an observa­
tion or two regarding the manner in which the 
Court would treat any future cases of a similar 
nature. He said :

“ That, after the disclosures that had been 
made, it was plain that on another such occasion 
it would be tbe parties responsible for maintaining 
such a state ot things that would be put at the 
bar—Directors or manager. The state of matters 
seemed to have been continued even after this 
accident, and neither the manager nor the Di­
rectors seemed to have taken any steps whatever 
to prevent the repetition of such accidents, Of 
course such a state of things was maintained at 
their own peril; and if another such catastrophe 
occurred, they bad received a pretty plain inti­
mation as to how the public prosecutor would 
deal with those who persisted in maintaining it.”

In this case not only were two of the servants 
ofthe Company sentenced to imprisonment, but 
“ a pretty plain intimation ” was given to Direc­
tors and managers that, on future occasions, 
they would not be overlooked by the public 
prosecutor, that they, as well as their men, would 
be placed as prisoners at tbe bar, to stand their 
trial for the commission of a crime.

The “ Times ” and “ Punch ” say, tie a Direc­
tor to each engine, if you wish to prevent acci­
dents. A Seotch court of law has just convict­
ed of crime and imprisonment two servants for 
an accident, and threatens to serve their masters, 
(Directors and managers) the same in future.

If such be the course ot the law, we imagine 
the number of railway Directors will soon be re­
duced, for we take it that Mr. Denison’s views 
are largely participated by most Directors— 
namely, that however willing Directors may be 
to serve the interests of their Shareholders, they 
are not content to jeopardise their personal free­
dom and enrol themselves on the list of prisoners 
in her Majesty’s gaols. A Director might run the 
risk of encountering a little censure from his 
Shareholders, but it Is too much of a good thing 
to expect him to incur the liability of being sent 
to gaol.

The judge’s threat may, however, have a bene­
ficial inflnence in deterriug many Directors from 
taking office who are decidedly unfit for it, and 
who only hold it for the sake of its pecuniary ad­
vantages. Every Director ought to perform his 
duties as well as receive his fees, and add to his 
dignity.

It may also teach railway servants that they 
must be cautious how they jeopardise the lives 
and limbs of the public.—Herapath’s Journal.

UNITED STATES.
The Sardinian Frigate San Giovanni.—Our 

special reporter went yesterday to pay his second 
visit to this beautiful Sardinian frigate, lying 
near the Battery, and waving proudly in the air 
the national tri-colour flag of Italy. The green 
signifiées the hopes for the future independence 
of the Italian peninsula, the red is an emblem of 
joy to have accomplished the great work of na­
tional emancipation, and the white is explained 
as the symbol of a brotherly unity.

We were furnished with a special boat belong­
ing to the vessel in going on bo i rd and returning 
to the Battery. We are indebted to this kindness 
to the gentlemanly Sardinian Charge des Affaires, 
Signor Valerio, and to the gallant commander 
Marquis Vincenzo Incisa. When off the Battery 
we met one of the boats of the San Giovanni, 
containing several officers of the frigate, who ap­
proached near us, and asked a few copies of the 
New York Herald, to read the latest news. Yes­
terday being among Catholics a kind of holiday, 
mass was celebrated in the morning on board by 
the respected chapla n, who appears to be a very 
exemplary minister of Christ. The crew were 
afterwards employed in drying the sails, and de­
molishing the cabins which had been erected for 
the eighty-four exiles, painting the inside of the 
vessel, and doing other work. We were aston­
ished to see the quick manoeuvring of the sailors, 
who were all of them very young, and the mas­
terly command of the officers on duty. At 12 
o’clock the drum was beaten, and after the pray­
er of Angelas Domini, all the sailors and marines 
partook of an excellent dinner, viz. : macearoni 
soup with vegetables, fresh meat, cheese, bread, 
and a cup of good Italian wine, all in abundance. 
Although these people are not condemned to 
cold water principles, yet corporeal punishments 
are strictly forbidden, and we do not find a single 
man condemned for any transgression on board 
The officer on duty examines every meal previous 
to the distribution of the food among the crew, 
and in case the victuals should not be of good 
quality, others are given, and if the fault lies in 
the negligence of the cook he is fined for the ex­
penses. This reform was introduced in the Sar­
dinian navy in 1848, after the proclamation of the 
Piedmontese constitution. We mention these 
particulars to show how they live on board fo­
reign men ot war.

We are glad to inform our readers that the 
San Giovani will be ready in a few days to re 
ceive visitors, and those who go on board will 
not be disappointed with their view of the in­
terior of the vessel. This frigate in time of war 
could be armed with fifty-two heavy guns, and 
the armoury is well provided for any emergency.

The Italian exiles were landed yesterday by 
the boats of the vessel, and Captain Incisa paid 
them fifteen dollars each, instead of twelve, as 
we stated in yesterday’s Herald.

We have been informed that some goods are 
on board for our World’s Fair ; bnt the richest 
and rarest collection-belongs, as private property, 
to Chevalier Ulisse Isola, first lieutenant of the 
San Giovanni. This gallant sailor is already 
familiar to us, having visited our office and 
printing department in 1846, when he arrived in 
our port on board the brig of war Aurora. We 
are sorry that the same gentleman, owing to the 
protracted opening of the Crystal Palace, will 
not have it in his power to leave among us his 
precious paintings, all originals, and of the 
greatest artists of Italy, Holland, Spain, and 
France. It is likely that during bis stay among 
us he will place those rare works of art, for the 
benefit of our amateurs, in one of our public 
galleries.—N. Y. Herald.

The Signs and Declarations of a Dying 
Person.—The Supreme Court at East Cambridge, 
made an important decision yesterday, in the 
case of Casey, on trial there for tbe murder of 
Mrs. Taylor. It will be remembered that though 
Mrs. Taylor survived the murderous attack for a 
few days, yet she was unable, though apparently 
conscious of her situation, to articulate, and in 
that emergency she was asked to squeeze the 
hands of those present if a person named was 
the one who attacked her, and there was an in­
stantaneous squeeze of the band ; also that when 
other questions were asked, of which the ques­
tioners knew she had no knowledge, such as 
where were her children, she made no response. 
In one instance, as if she summoned all her 
energies for the purpose, she answered yes, when 
asked if Casey was the man, and never spoke 
afterwards.

The Counsel for the defence urged that it was 
dangerous to receive such uncertain evidence 
where life was at stake. Mr. Choate instanced 
the ease of the signs of deaf and dumb persons 
being received as evidence. The Court expressed 
the opinion that where a person has been pre­
vented from testifying only by injuries received, 
signs may be resorted to, provided the person so 
testifying is fully aware that he is in a dying 
condition, which is deemed equivalent to the so­
lemnity of an oath. After such testimony has 
been received, it is for the Court and jury to 
judge of the condition of mind of the person at 
the time, and also of the credibility of the state­
ments so made.

To illustrate its position, the Court said that if 
a dying person had but the use of one finger, and 
could point that finger to the words Yes and No, 
in such a manner and under such circumstances 
as to lead to the belief that he answered the 
questions with a full understanding of their 
nature, it would be legal testimony to be received 
for the consideration of a court and jury.—Boston 
Traveller.

Verdict against a Physician.—In the Su­
preme Court, at Lowell, this morning, a verdict 
was rendered against Dr. Joseph Kittredge, of 
Andover, with damages of sixteen hundred and 
seventy-five dollars,formal-practice. It appeared 
in evidence that a lad named Ashworth had his 
arm badly injured by the machinery of the mill 
where he was at work. Dr. Kitteridge was 
called, dressed and bandaged the arm. On the 
third day, the boy complained of considerable 
pain, but no examination was made until the 
fourth day, when it was found that mortification 
had commenced. Other physicians were con­
sulted, and they gave the opinion that the boy 
could not live. He, however, recovered, the 
mortification being checked by the free use of 
brandy and salt, but the arm came off. The 
claim for damages was based upon the supposition 
that the bandage was so tight as to cause the 
mortification and the consequent loss of the arm. 
—Boston Journal.

The North 
Star will go first to Southampton and will pro­
bably be absent from New York about 4 months.

But the “Commodore” has battled old 
Neptune too valiantly and too victoriously not 
to be entitled to sport with his trident, for a 
while, as he pleases. He who a few years since 
had hardly a dollar in the world now goes to 
Europe in a style which a prince of the blood 
could hardly afford—and the fortune which ena­
bles him to do it has been nobly won by his own 
indomitable enterprise.

The telegraph states the vessel met with an 
accident while going down the harbor by run­
ning on a reef off Grand street, and injuring her 
keel. She will probably be detained for repairs.

Com. Vanderbilt's yacht was fully repaired 
yesterday, and went down the bay with the in­
tention of sailing for Europe.— Tribune Saturday.

PROVINCIAI* PARLIAMENT.
HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY,

Quebec, May 24

Last night, after the report left, on motion of 
Mr. Sanborn, the Bill to amend the law relative 
to Patents, was read a second time.

On motion of Dr. Laterriere, the House went 
into committee on the Bill to amend the law re­
lating to the practice of Physic and Surgery in 
Lower Canada. After a long debate, a motion 
of Dr. McDonald, that the committee do rise, was 
was carried.

The House then went into committee of 
the whole on the Supply on the Estimates 
of 1852. On the item of £10,000 for the 
Deaf and Dumb Asylum coming up, Mr. 
Hincks said that £5000 were for Upper Ca­
nada, and £5000 for Lower Canada. He deemed 
it proper to state that this sum was not sufficient, 
and the government intended to propose another 
£5000 on the estimates for 1853. The govern­
ment had riot determined upon the sites, as they 
did not want to pay for lands :—they expected 
land gratis.

Mr. Brown held that some detailed infor­
mation ought to be given before such a large 
sum of money was voted. Voting large sums in 
that loose manner, was but giving the Govern­
ment so much corruption money. He also thought 
it a petty affair to hold the sites up to the com­
petition of the different towns, to save the price 
of lands.

Mr. Gamble looked on this in the same man­
ner as the £30,000 vote of the other evening, 
and considered it as most improper. He contend­
ed that a committee ought to be appointed, and 
a plan and system adopted, and sites fixed before 
voting money. Voting money in that way, was 
accumulating power in the hands of the Govern­
ment. The item was carried, and the item of 
£10,000 for an Institution for juvenile offenders 
coming up,

Mr. Hincks said it would be desirable to erect 
this at some central place, as Kingston, and that 
perhaps more than one might become necessary. 
The system of railroads would affect the question 
a good deal. The item was carried.

After some conversation, the Committee rose 
and reported progress.

The Lake Superior Silver Mining Company’s 
Bill was read a second time, on motion of Mr. 
Stuart, and referred.

The House resolved, on motion of Mr. Christie 
(Wentworth), on the bill to amend the Upper 
Canada Mutual Insurance Act, which was passed 
through with some amendments.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.
Last night, the proposed address of the Hon. 

Mr. Boulton, censuring Mr. Morin’s Legislative 
Council resolutions, was thrown out on a point 
of order, on a vote of 15 to 12.
