Perer Haxrnox, clerk in the Royal Engineer

afterwards saw persons lying on the ground,
whom he supposed to have been wounded by the
discharge. (gne was Iying in a line with the
centre of the division, mear Oraig-street, and
another at the corner of Craig-streel leading to
St. Antoine-street. The latter he got placed in
n cab, and sent to the direction he gave—the
#\lnin street, St. Lawrence Suburbs. He said his
leg was broken and the ball bad entered his body.
He had afterwards heard that the name of the
person whom he put iuto a cab was Macrae.
Thers was no tumult or quarrelling in the space
between the troops and where these parties fell,
nor in & straight line directly beyond them, when
the troops fired, Witness was about 10 paces in
advaace of the lower division of troops, and dis-
tinctly heurd the word “Fire!” immediately be-
fore the firing took place. He had not the slight-
est idea from whom the word proceeded. It
came from the opposite end of the line from that
where witness was standing. It must have been
uttered in & loud voice from the fact of his hav-
ing heard it in the position where he was. Im-
mediately after the firing, he heard the words
“ cease grjng," and the bugle sounded. The
words “cease firing,” he presumed, proceeded
from the Commanding Officer. Witness thought
there was an officer at the end of the line from
S en Tt w4 Rieul! prsssadad — tho ond fure
theat from the houses. Before the word “ Fire”
was given, he saw 8 low-sized, stout individual,
dressed in black, with & paper in his hand, in &
very excited state, at the end of the lower divi-
sion furthest from the houses. Witness was then
standing at that side of the line, The stout indi-
vidual read the paper in his hand, which he un-
derstood to be the Riot Act, the only words he
heard being “ Our Sovereign Lady the Queen.”
Immediately after the paper was read, witness
crossed over in front of the troops, and had
scarcely reached the other side of the street,
when the word * Firel” was given. He had only
time to walk slowly across the front of the line
hetween hearing the words  Our Sovereign Lady
the Queen” and the word “Fire” It was those
words which put him on the alert. He did not
observe that document réad by any other indi-
vidoal.

Joux LeaoaT, a Cabman, having been identified
by the previous witness, as the party into
whose cab he placed the wounded man, who fell
after the discharge of musketry, gave evidence
as to conveying him to a house—he believed,
either in Vitre Street or Lagauchetiere Street.

Stepaen Jones Lymax, Chemist and Druggist:
—Saw three men fall immediately after the firing
of the lower division. Went up to these men,
who by that time had crawled to the corner of
Radegonde and Craig Streets, One of them told
me his name was O'Neil, and said he was wounded
an the leg. I'lefu him in charge of Dr. Howard.
1 turned, and found another individual wounded,
who said his name was Macrae, and that he was
an apprentice to Mr. Thompson, blacksmith, St.
Lawrence Main Street, Macrae said he was
badly wounded. Shortly afterwards, I saw Mr.
Hanlon tuke charge of him. The third person
who was wounded crawled into a tavern at the
corner. Immediately before the firing of the
troops, I saw two movements of the soldiers’
arms, which I supposed followed regular words
of command. I waslooking towards the Ameri-
cau Church, and my atténtion was attracted by
the rattling of the guns. These movements
were performed in a military manner, but not with
the regularity with which I have seen such move-
ments performed—not with the regularivy that I
have seen on the parade. I saw a man on the
hill armed with a fowling-piece—a ‘short man,
with durk frock coat, his collar turned down, a
light-colored cravat, and dark hair—so far as I
remember. [Some amusement was excited in
Court by the above answer, which was an exact
description of the barrisler, who put the question,
so far as it went] There was no row imme-
diately in front of the lower division, when they
fired. Women and men were running from the
direction of Great St. James Street towards St.
Antoine Street and towards the soldiers. The
parties I saw shot were crossing the foot of Ra-
degonde Street, towards that part of Craig Street
which runs into St. Antoine Street, when 1 saw
them drop. Y

Joun THompsox, Blacksmith, gave evideace as
to Macrae, who was an apprentice in his amglqg.-
ment, being brought to his house in a cab, wound-
ed, on the night of the 9th June. Shortly after-
wards he was removed to the Hospital, where he
died.

Adjutant Waurace was sworn for the third

Mr. MouLHOLLANRD :— Wag this result ascertained
before the soldiers left the ground? [Mr. Mul-
holland explained that his reason for asking the
question was this—It had been stated by the of-
ficers themselves that there had been a gross
breach of discipline on the part of the troops,
und it was his object to learn whether an attempt
had been made to ascertain before leaving the
iround, how many and which of the men had

een guilty of that breach of discipline.]

The Witness replied—It was not,

Question—How were the lists prepared ?

‘Wirness—I called for returns, from the or-
derly sergeants of the different divisions, of the
ammunition deficient in the pouches of the men
who were out on the nighv of the 9th June, and
how the diflerent deficiencies were accounted for.
From those returns I made up the lists now fur-
nished.

Mr. MuLrOLLAND— When was the list prepared.

Wirness—It was some day last week that I | #p

was asked in this Court for the list, and it is
since then that I have prepared it

Question—Were any steps taken hefore then
by the military authorities to ascertain who had
fired and who had not?

Wiryess—The day after the occurrence; Colo-
nel Hemphill, along with other officers, went
round and looked at the state of the ammunition
in the men’s pouches. The Colonel was guite
satisfied with the way in which it had been dis-
tributed.

Mr. Evans—After such & gross breach of dis-
cipline, was there nothing done to ascertain as
exactly as possible, who were guilty or who were
innocent ?

Wirness—I believe that, as soon as these pro-
ceedings are ended, it is the intention of the
Lieut.-General commanding, to make a strict en-
quiry into the matter.

Davip Suirs, Joiner, residing in St. Alexander
Street, deponed :—I was in the Haymarket
Square on the night of the 9th June, There was
no riov after the troops were drawn up. When
the troops fired I was in & line ‘with the lower
division of troops, within 15 or 20 yards of the
Mayor, who was standing at the end of the line
of troops. Previous to the troops firing, I passed
between the two lines, and when about the cen-
tre, tour or five yards from Mr. Wilson, he was
unfolding a paper, which he told us was the Riot
Act, and if the mob would not disperse, he

* would fire. I did not hear him speak again until

1 was within a distance of 15 or 20 yurds from
him. Then [ distinctly heard the word *Fire "
from Mr. Wilson., I know him pertectly well,
and knew him to be the same person who told us
he would fire, if we did not disperse. Imme-
diately after the word * Fire!” was given, the
goldiers fired. [heard an officer call “ cease tiring."
Before the tiring, I heard no order given by the of-
ficers. If any such had been given, from my posi-
tion I must have heard it. From the appearance of
the flash, and hearing the repor, I considered that
the first soldier, nearest Mr. Wilson, commenced
the fire. The word “ Fire " was in a louder tone
than that in which he said to us that he would
fire. I distinctly heard the Mayor pronounce the
word. The Mayor was excited when he told us
he was to read the Riol Act, and seemed to be
backward in giving utterance to his words.
It was positively the voice of the Mayor that I
heard, when he said “Fire!” I did not see him
when he said so. I do not think the order was
loud enough to be heard by the upper divisiox_!.
Before the troops fired, I heard the rattle of their
guns. If the officer in commund of thelower di-
vision was at that end of his men, he must have
been within & yard of the Mayor. Isaw no per-
sons coming out of Zion Church armgd, bu!. be-
fore the military came up I saw firing within
the gate. I cannot say how many sh.ols. There
was firing on both sides—both inside and out~
side the gate. There were two parties attacking
ench other, and shots proceeded from both. To
the best of my belief, the deceased, James Walsh,
was shot, before any shots were fired from the
church, The shots fired from inside the gate,
seemed to be from people resisung an attack
made by those from without. The shots fired at
the Engine House, and those up towards the Uni-
tarian Church, before the ﬁngg of the soldiers,
were, I thought, fired in the air, and not at the
troops. I saw the flashes go up. I saw & man
whose name was said to be Walsh, lying wounded
in the gate of the Weigh-house, pefore- the troops
came on the ground, and I assisted in carrying
bim half-way to Dr. MDonnell's. There was
not a solitary soul speaking near me, when the
Mayor gave the word to Fire. The reason why I
did not see him was, that there were three or
four men standing directly between me and the
Mayor, when he gave the order.

WaLtEr MACFARLAN, Merchant in Montreal,
deponed—When the soldiers discharged their
muskets, the only word of command that I yheard

roceeded from the Mayor.  Fire ! Fire!” He
tsaid “Fire!” and after a short interval re-
eated “Fire!” in a peremptory tone of voice—
he firing then took place immediately. I saw
many of the men take a most deliberate aim at
the objects they were firing at. [ allude to both
divisions, but more particularly to the upper one,
to which I was nearest. Mr. Baillie, a previous
witness, was with me at the time, and I remark-
¢d to him that that must have been the Riot Act

[ was then between the lines of troops. I have
known the Mayor for several years, and think I
could not have been mistaken in the sound of his
voice, I bave no moral doubt upon the subject,
I was about 15 feet from the upper divigion when
the firing took place. There were two motions
by the military before they fired—very quick.—
They seemed to raise their muskets from one
band to the other, and then present. Ithink the
apper division might have heard the order to fire
from the Mayor. I am sure they could, if they
had been attending. I wasstanding rather nearer
the upper division than the lower. Thedistance
hetween the two divisions might have been 40 or
50 yards.

Several questions were put to the witness, with
the view of giving him an opportunity of correct-
ing certain discrepancies in Iis statement as to
the distances, but he adhered to his former state-
ments. »

The Inquest was then adjourned till this day
(Tuesday.)

Tuae MiniTARY AND THE 9TH OF JUne.—We hear
that several of the privates will give evidence to-
day, to the effect that they received regular com-
mands to fire from their own officers,and it isworthy
of ~emark that more than one witness has already
spoken to observing regular military movements
executed by the troops, immediately before the
firing.

It will be remembered that on Saturday, Adju-
tant Wallace stated at the Inquest, that he had
been ordered by Colonel Hemphill, acting on the
advice of the legal adviser of the soldiers, not to
furpish & return of the ammunition expended on
the night of the 9th June. Yesterday morning
the acting Coroner, Mr. Jones, addressed the
following letter, on this subjeet, to Colonel
Hemphill :—

be pleased to furnish me a list of the names of the
soldiers who discharged their muskets daving a
riot, which took place on the Haymarket Square,

We voluntarily
give it a place in our columns, forbearing com-
ment. We have nothing to retract, but are quite
willing that the coroner be heard as well as our-
selves.

The Inquest on Miss MElroy.

The statements copied from the Commereial
Advertiser, and published in your paper last
evening, are far from the truth, as was presented
to me at the time the body was first placed under
my charge—The facts are these:—On Sunday
night, Juue 5, a report came to me that & woman
had been found dead in the water at the foot of
North Second street. On going to the place, I
had the body taken oul of the water and ordered
a coffin to put it in; and it was put in as secure
a place as the time of night and circumstances
would permit, it being 11 o’clock.

The appearance of the body at the time it was
taken out of the water, was such as I have seen
before in cases of the same kind, except that the
left ‘eye was black, asif it had been bruised.
The body was very much swollen, The extre-
mities presented no lacerations or abrasions
which would lead any man to suppose, at the
time of my examination, that any violence had
been committed upon her person; her clothes
were not torn, the collar about the neck remain-
ed whole up to the time of the inquest; the bowels
presented no appearance of marks of wbrasion,
they were very much swollen, the labias were
swelled, but not lacerated, and presented no
signs of having been violated. Such was the
appearance at the time of being taken out of the
water. ’

She was then placed in a coffin, which was put
in a steam box first, (for it must be known that
the city of Williamsburgh has no place set
apart for the reception of bodies found dead in
or out of the water,) therefore I was obliged to

‘select the best place that presented, and there 1

lett the body, During the following day I was
informed by two gentlemen of this city, that a
German woman had left her home, laboring under
mental derangement, and fears were entertained
of her safety. I made every exertion to find her
supposed husband, believing she was the person
inquired for, as it corresponded with the time I
supposed she had been in the water.

A description was left at the office of the Ger-
man paper of this city, and every publicity given
in the cagse. Our city papers published the fact,
and the neighboring city papers published the
same, notwithstanding thé remarks made by the
above named paper.—The inquest was delayed
to give the friends an opportunity to recognize
the body; and while keeping it, several com-
plaints were made ageinst my so doing, wishing
immediate burial. Notwithstanding, I should have
kept it much longer, had there been a place pro-
vided by the city.

On Monday afternoon about six o'clock the in-
quest was held. I endeavored to get some place
to take the body from public gaze, to make an
examination of it, but did not succeed, conse-
quently was obliged to hold it in the street. On
opening the coffin thére was a most intolerable
smell arising from the body; the fuce and neck
had become black down to the clothes about the
upper part of the breast, which I accounted for
from the fact that the sun had shone all the af-
ternoon on the head of the coffin—the body pre-
gented the usual appearance of a persou drowned
—und as for the tongue, I have the same authority
for saying that the tongue was not as described
by the paper—and I would further remark that
information has reached me, since the inquest,
that she was subject to slight mental derange-
ment, At certain periods, which may account for
her sudden disappearance. .And now allow me
to say in conclusion, that every care and atten-
tion was given to the case, 4s was deemed ne-
cessary at the time. And as for the burial I
have nothing to do with it any more than to give
a certificate.

The Montreal riot might have occurred any-
where else, and was no more the act of the “peo-
ple of Montreal” than the riot at the Astor Place
Opera House was the act of the “people of the
city of New York.” In each case tha instigators.
of the riot were few, and it & thorough investiga~
tion is made it will probably be found that those
who provoked the riot in Montreal were as noto-
riously lawless and characterless as those who
abetted the rioters in New York. Making these
admissions, as in justice we are bound to do, the
painful fact nevertheless remains that a public
lecturer has been violently silenced at Quebec
and at Montreal ; liberty of speech, the freeman’s
birthright, has been trampled under foot by a
ruthless mob, who for the time took the law into
their own hands, and this has been' done under
circumstances of peculiar aggravation. The as-
sailants of Qavazzi were Roman Cotholics; their
only provocation was an attack upon the system
of Romanism by the speaker. Yetitisa fact that
not very long ago another lecturer, Mr. Brown-
son, in that self same city, as publicly denounced’

But here there
wero no admigsions. The Defendants admitted
receiving the furniture on board the steamboat,
but they admitted none of the grounds of com-
plaint Tor which the Plaintiff claimed damages,
but attributed the alleged loss to a force majeure.
