MONTREAL tT A simmering, year old
educational crisis in suburban St Leonard boiled over 
Wodnesdas night when furious Italian Canadians 
disrupted a meeting organized hv a French umlingualist
group

Raymond Lemieux, leader of the Ligue pour 
1 Integration Scolaire which organized the meeting in a 
local school hall was taken to hospital after he was 
struck on the head w ith a chair

\n estimated 400 persons many of them parents 
milled around the hall before the meeting was set to 
start shouting insults at one another Chairs were 
thrown and police moved in to separate the two groups 

\fter Mr Lemieux was struck with a foldingchair, the 
police decked out in not gear and carrying clubs, 
evacuated the hall 

Two persons were arrested

The Italian group then surrounded the school and 
smashed most of its windows with stones One man 
mistaken for militant separatist Reggie Chartrand. 
leader of the Chevaliers de T Indépendance was beaten 
up by the ci owds and rescued by police

Mr. Perry said that the report from the 
advisory council would be released in the 
next two or three days, and it would outline 
to parents exactly what procedures would be 
taken to ensure that students would be

start back

provided for. The report will accompany the 
student handbook which will supply the 
information necessary to new students 
entering the Alexander Galt School.

Mr. Perry said that the school board was 
beginning to have meetings with the parents. 
“One or two parent groups have approached 
us," he said, “and they have arranged to 
meet with us concerning the contingency 
methods."

Mr Perry emphasized that his hoard was 
well aware of the problems which exist due 
to the delay in the construction of the new 
school. He said that there was no easy 
solution, to the problem but that they were

working to come up with the best possible 
means to accommodate for the delay

Meanwhile construction continues at the 
school site and contractors are trying 
desperately to meet their deadlines. Paul 
Jalbert, general contractor claims that he is 
still being held up by the lack of manpower 

Equipment is scheduled to flow into the 
school at the middle of this month and it is 
still hoped that Grades 10 and 11 students will 
be able to move into the south block by the 
first week in October.

Other parts of the building are far less 
advanced and many are doubting that the 
November 1st completion date can he met.

Ho dies in bed

Committee takes over
SAIGON (AP) — Radio Hanoi 

announced today that Ho Chi 
Minh. the wispy little North 
Vietnamese president who 
crushed the French colonials in 
Indochina and fought the United 
States to a standstill in Vietnam, 
died Wednesday "after a grave 
and sudden heart attack

The illness of the 79-year-old 
Ho was first disclosed by Hanoi 
broadcasts Wednesday that 
made it clear the end was near

Broadcasts announcing the 
death were heard in Washington. 
Paris, and Hong Kong and 
elsewhere over the world

In San Clemente. Calif the 
Western White House said Pres­
ident Nixon would have no com­
ment on Ho s death

The broadcast heard in Saigon 
named a special 25-man com­
mittee to take charge of the fu­
neral

It was headed by I^e Duan, 
first secretary of the North 
Vietnamese Communist party

No 2 on the list was old party 
faithful Ton Due Thang the 81 
year-old vice president of the 
party who is regarded as a likely 
interim leader following Ho’s 
death

MAIN RIVAL AS LEADER
No 3 was pro-Peking Truong 

Chmh the outspoken chief rival 
of Le Duan for leadership of the 
Hanoi regime

No 4 was Pham Van Dong, 
premier and outwardly the heir 
apparent to the lightlybearded 
leader who came to power in 
1945 and led North Vietnam *o 
victory over the French in 1954

Gen Vo Nguyen Giap. the 
military leader who 
masterminded the victory over 
France, was listed No 7 on the 
funeral committee immediately

after Le Duc Tho. who heads 
Hanoi's delegation to the Paris 
peace talks

No 5 was Pham Hung a vice­
premier and member of the nine- 
member Politburo which holds 
effective executive power

The announcement came on 
the normal dawn news broadcast 
of Radio Hanoi

Informed sources in Saigon 
believe it unlikely that the death 
of the veteran revolutionary will 
bring any important change in 
North Vietnam s war policy
NO PREDICTIONS

Western experts on North 
Vietnamese affairs based in Sai­
gon agreed that no immediate 
significant changes in North 
Vietnamese policy—either on the 
battlefield or at the Paris peace 
talks—could be predicted

I think all of them (the North 
Vietnamese leaders) are 
dedicated to the struggle in the

South and simply might suhordi 
nate their own disagreements." 
said one

In Pans, a North Vietnamese 
delegation official read a com 
munique from Hanoi which said
Our entire party and all our 

forces and people of Vietnam 
shall mourn President Ho Chi 
Mmh for seven days, from Sept 
4 to Sept 10

I he otticial said he could not

The communique was issued 
by the central committee of the 
Vietnamese Workers party, the 
standing committee of the Na­
tional Assembly, the council of

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Education Minister has 
evaded language issue

Quebec residents who wish to have their children 
educated in the English language a right many thought 
was guaranteed them under the provisions of the British 
North America Act have little reason to hail the stand 
taken by Education Minister Cardinal in the St Leonard 
School situation

His attitude is unsatisfactory to say the least as after 
supposedly studying the crisis for a year, he has come 
forward with the declaration that Eirst, sending 
children to private classes without the approval of the 
Education Department is illegal and will no longer be 
tolerated; and. second that the provincial government 
can do nothing to over rule the decision of the St. 
Leonard Catholic School Board to phase out all English 
instruction in its elementary schools 

The sole means whereby English-language education 
can be assured in such cases is for the parents to form an 
officially approved private* school and apply for a 
government grant covering HO per cent of their operating 
costs with the sponsors apparently being called upon to 
meet the deficit

In simpler words, the Education Minister is saying 
that Quebec residents who wish to exercise their 
acquired rights must pay for the privilege in addition to 
being taxed for the schools that do not meet their wishes 

The late Premier Johnson and the present Premier 
Jean-Jacques Bertrand have pledged to maintain the 
parents* right to educate their children in the official 
language of their choice but the Education Minister 
seems to think they should pay extra 

Another feature of the St Leonard problem is that it is 
unlikely that a suitable building could be completed 
within a year to house the English classes and the 
Minister deprives them of the right to use emergency 
facilities Thus no English language classes can be held 
for a year or maybe two

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Castro relations 
with Russia warm

HAVANA - (AP) - Fidel 
Castro’s relations with the Soviet 
Union seem the warmest since 
the Russians yielded to the 
United States challenge in 1%2 
and took their missiles out of 
Cuba

A recently concluded visit by a 
Soviet naval force underscores 
the new solidarity 

In the view of veteran Havana 
diplomats, the Soviet visit 
represented a reward to the 
Cuban premier for moving his 
revolution closer to the Soviet 
line

These sources place slight 
credence in any suggestions the 
Russians were reacting to U S 
President Nixon’s visit to 
Romania And they see the 
Soviet navy trip into the Western 
Hemisphere as having limited 
military implications 

For one thing. Havana 
diplomatic circles were 
confident there would be no 
weapon rattling while the 
Russians parked their guns only 
90 miles from the U. S 
mainland. And there wasn’t 

Soviet public statements
during the visit were confined to 
pledges of solidarity, with 
nothing about defence 
commitments

Castro has said more than once 
that Cuba was prepared to go it 
alone militarily if necessary 

After the Soviet-led invasion of 
Czechoslovakia he asked 
whether the Warsaw pact
countries would do the same for 
Cuba if it were threatened by 
imperialism Some sources 
suggested, not too seriously, that 
perhaps the Soviet visit was the 
answer

But Castro’s meetings with the 
Russians, at least those publicly 
reported, were of such a nature 
and under such conditions that it 
seems unlikely defence 
commitments could have been 
discussed comprehensively The 
Soviet ambassador to Cuba, 
Alexandr Soldatov, was out of 
the country when his 
countrymen arrived

Cuban-Soviet relations 
slumped after the 1962 missile 
crisis

The Russians disagreed with 
Castro’s policy of trying to 
export armed revolution to 
overthrow governments in Latin 
American countries where 
Moscow was trying to expand 
trade

Castro in turn publicly 
attacked the Russians for 
offering technical aid to his 
enemies In one speech. Castro 
suggested that the Soviet Union, 
easily Cuba's biggest supporter 
with at least 91,000,000 daily 
coming into the island, had tried 
financial blackmail to get him to 
change his line

The big thaw came after 
Cuban guerrilla leader Che 
Guevara’s death in Bolivia. This 
made a big impact on Havana 
thinking and appears to have led 
Castro to alter or at least 
postpone hi efforts to ex >ort 
armed p volt

Soviet sources contend a 
Russian economic commission 
which came to Havana shortly 
after Guevara’s death also 
warmed up things The 
atmosphere improved after 
Castro supported the Soviet 
invasion of Czechoslovakia.

OTTAWA - «TNS » - When 
after years of disbelief the 
democracies finally recognized 
the bottomless evil inherent in 
Hitler's National Socialism they 
condemned not only the men in 
r harge in Nazi Germany but the 
whole system as such and the 
doctrine from which it 
originated

Confronted with the 
accumulation of incontrovertible 
evidence of another brand of 
political gangsterism many 
people in the Western world have 
by now, after decades of 
disbelief realized the evil in 
Communism

But there is still strong 
reluctance to go beyond 
condemnation of specific 
Communist rulers and trace the 
evil to its origin in the Marxist 
doctrine of class hate which 
Lenin embodied in the state form 
of Communist dictatorship

This reluctance to condemn 
the system instead of only the 
successors of Lenin who 
allegedly distorted and 
perverted it into what even some 
Soviet intellectuals now call Red 
fascism, is particularly strong 
l n ORg the Western
progressives’’ — the assorted 

leftwingers academic Marxists 
and various ultra-liberals

Having deluded themselves 
into believing that their 
idealistic interpretation of the 
Marxist blueprint of socialism is 
the blueprint for progress in 
social organization, they have a 
vested intellectual and

emotional interest in sustaining
tktl MM

To admit that the very premise 
of their abstractvisions of 
socialism could be rotten would 
be so painful that it cannot even 
be contemplated 

Hence the separation and 
mental insulation of theory from 
practice and the rationalizations 
of corruption ' of Marxism in 
the process of its translation into 
practice

The standard form of this 
escapism from the horrors of the 

socialist reality in the 
Communist ruled countries is to 
blame the Stalins the Mao Tse- 
tungs. the Castros the Ulbnchts. 
the Gomulkas. the Brezhnevs 
and their henchmen for the 
inhumanity of the Red regimes 

Change the men at the top. 
these apologists of Communist 
tyranny say, and socialism will 
find its intended humanitarian 
form in a truly free and just 
society of universal brotherhood 

This is what the armchair 
Marxists expected from the 
Dubcek regime in 
Czechoslovakia A proof that it 
is not the system and its 
theoretical foundation which is 
incurably evil and rotten, but 
only a handful of the abominable 
dictators who somehow got to 
the top

However much they may 
deplore it. for these people the 
Soviet invasion of 
Czechoslovakia was a godsend 
for it preserved their illusions of 
feasibility of “socialism with a

human face under Communist 
rule intact

They can go on believing that 
had the Prague spring not 
been crushed by Soviet tanks the 
reformists around Dubcek would 
have produced a prototype of the 
socialism system of their 
dreams

This belief which has 
dangerous implications for the 
formulation of Western foreign 
and defence policies is 
assiduously nourished by the 
Czech and Slovak Communist 
intellectuals who found refuge in 
the free world after last year s 
Soviet invasion of their country

One of them is the 
internationally known Slovak 
writer Ladislav Mnacko. whose 
eyewitness account of the 
invasion 'The Seventh Night 
recently published in New Y’ork 
by E P Dutton and Co > is 
designed to leave the impression 
that although the Marxist 
intellectuals may have been 
guilty of naivete in helping the 
Stalinists to institute the reign of 
terror, they gradually realized 
their error and were making 
amends by transforming the 
inhuman system into a 
‘ Communist democracy

Unfortunately, the comrades 
in the Kremlin misunderstood 
the undertaking and sent their 
tanks to crush it.

Mnacko does not explain, as 
does his much more honest and 
courageous Soviet colleague 
Anatoly Kuznetsov, that the men 
who sent the tanks are the

logical and inescapable produc 
of the fundamental Marxist evi 
in the Communist system whid. 
is incapable of reform without 
destroying itself

Instead Mnacko distorts 
historical facts when he 
attempts to whitewash his own 
complicity in the crimes of Red 
fascism by absolving the 
totalitarian system he willingly

*d and still wants to 
preserve and by transferring the 
blame for the cruelty he gingerly 
describes on a few allegedly 
corrupt individuals in power

They were capable of 
rebellion Mnacko says of the 
men the leftist intellectuals 
helped to put in charge with 
messianic zeal They were men 
of destruction (but) when 
absolute power was at last put 
into their hands, they had no 
notion how to use it 
constructively and turned it into 
an instrument of terror

Neither Mnacko nor the 
befuddled Western Marxists and 
fellow-travellers can face the 
awful truth, so clearly expressed 
by Stalin s daughter Svetlana 
and more recently by Kuznetsov, 
that error is the very nature, the 
essence of the Communist 
system

Spawned by Marxist hate and 
Lenimst-Stalinist violence, its 
only means of survival are hate 
and terror No serious attempt to 
break the vicious circle can be 
tolerated

The West Dalm Beach complex was originally constructed in 
1963 and later enlarged The complex now is mad'' up of six 
diamonds, including Municipal Stadium The Stadium is the 
only one in Florida to boast two home club dressing rooms and 
one visiting team dressing room
