What will be thought 
of our civilization if such scenes be permitted ? 
The City Fathers are, therefore, called upon to 
take energetic action in this matter ; and all 
citizens should assist in preventing the mis­
chief in which larking urchins indulge them­
selves on similar occasions. These lads think 
it sport to injure or destroy a lady’s dress, or 
cause a horse to run away, and do not take into 
account the danger of conflagration such as 
was lately caused at Quebec by the use of iire- 
crockers.

He leaves on 
Thursday morning.

The UtNCKsirEs and the Upper Canada 
Conservatives.—It is not wonderful that the 
old Upper ^Canadian Conservatives should at 
last feel as if they had had quite as much as 
they can bear of the Hincksites. A glance at the 
relative positions of the two shows that the first 
are a long suffering race,and the others very able 
professors in the science of getting the most 
out of other people. In the House of Assembly 
there are just five Hincksites left to the coali­
tion—they are Sydney Smith, J. C. Morrison, 
Roblin, A. Morrison, and McMicken. Of these 
five, two are ministers of the Crown—the whole 
army thus consisting of two officers and three 
privates. The rest of the Upper Canadian 
Ministerialists are Conservatives of old 
standing, except perhaps one or two of the 
notorious loose-fish class, and they are, we 
believe, all from the nominally conservative 
ranks. Thus, while one branch of the happy 
family finds the men to do the work, the other 
enjoys the honours which they could not them­
selves obtain. Wo believe that the same 
thing is true all through the country ; the 
elective branch of the Legislature being the in­
dex and exponent of the state of feeling in the 
mass of the people. Everywhere the old disin­
terested liberal voters, who so long battled the 
conservatives under the leadership of Mr. 
Hincks and his friends, have been rapidly 
drawing off from the coalition, leaving for a 
residuum only the office seekers among them— 
a swarm unconscionably large in proportion to 
the whole—who have been cunningly hallooing 
themselves into places, which the simple con­
servatives have with somewhat stupid good na­
ture allowed to fall to these greedy, noisy but 
useless allies. Nor is this the whole of the 
evil. The conservatives have not only had to 
carry all the spoilsmen of the other branch 
■without obtaining any assistance from that 
branch—they have not only yielded up those 
prizes which honestly belonged to themselves j 
but they have had to bear the obloquy of a great 
many of the worst jobs, which the supe­
rior skill of the Hincksites has contrived in 
numbers much beyond the fair proportion which 
fell to them. We are, therefore, not surprized 
at the anger of the Toronto Cotoiiistj when 
contemplating lire insolence of the chief Hinks- 
ite organ, and thoueh the intellect and general 
ability of the Leader's management make it 
far the most valuable literary supporter that 
its patrons possess, the Golonnt could hardly 
fail to be wroth when opinions so notoriously 
bought and paid for, are put forward as patrio­
tic inspirations. Our conservative contempo­
rary very justly remarks, on the controversy 
waged by the boastful Leader against its conser- 
tive allies that :—
“ for a journal which is notoriously supported 
“by evading the payment of a debt to the pub- 
“ lie which the courts have declared to be 
“justly due; and which could not live tor a sin- 
“ gle day on the proceeds of its legitimate busi- 
“ness—for such a journal, we say, to sneer at 
“ the difficulties which those may have to en- 
“ counter who are striving by hard labor and in 
“ an honorable way to gain an honest living, is 
“neither manly nor becoming. And as to the 
“ sneers of our coutemporary at Conservative 
“ old fogyism, we can only say that they come 
“ with a bad grace from a journal which is but 
“ the organ of the rump of a worn out faction, 
“possessed of no principle, and actuated by 
“ no motives but those of the most selfish and 
“ interested character. For such people, whose 
“ chief even could not carry a single ward in 
“ the City of Toronto, far less a constituency in 
“ any part of the country, to talk of Gonser- 
“ vatives as old fogies, or to speak of them as a 
“ séction of a great party (of which we sup- 
“ pose they make up the balance) is rather too 
“ “uch of a good thing. The leaders of the 
“ coalition had better put a bridle in the nose 
“ of their too fiery Pegasus or he will chance 
“ to run away with them over ways harder to 
“ travel than even Jordan or the far-famed and 
“ badly mended roads of York.”

Every word there said is sound Gospel. But 
then, how is it that our contemporary and his 
conservative friends, with the conscientious­
ness they^boast of, and which we believe the 
party does possess to a large extent, should 
permit these scandals to go on ? Is it only 
when the Leader treads on conservative corns, 
that its owner is to be reminded of the shameless 
way in which he has been bribed, and the pub­
lic robbed, in order that he should be bribed ? 
While it is known from one end of the country 
to the other, that the ministry have 
taken money that did not belong to them, to 
purchase the services of a corrupt press,this very 
Upper Conservative party, consisting largely 
of men of unblemished personal honour, would 
not hesitate to get up demonstrations of respect 
and compliment to this very Ministry, If the 
York Roads job has been perpetrated for the 
benefit of the proprietor of the Hincksite jour­
nal, who is to blame, but the conservatives, who 
have given the votes to sustain it?

City Mortality.—The returns of interments 
for the past week show a slight decrease in the 
weekly number of deaths. Number of inter­
ments in the Protestant Cemetery, 15 ; Roman 
Catholic Cemetery, 68. Total, 83. Of these 
3? were male children; 30 female children ; 11 
adult males, and 5 adult females. The princi­
pal diseases with the corresponding number of 
of fatal cases were Infantile Debility, 34 ; Small 
Pox, 9 ; Teething, 5 ; Diarrhoea, 5 ; Scarlatina, 
2 ; Infantile Cholera, 2.

Fire.—About twenty-five minutes to 2 on 
Sunday morning, the bells sounded an alarm 
of fire. The firemen at once repaired to the 
spot, and found that some stables in the rear 
of Busby’s Lane were on fire. These were 
wholly consumed, together with the back pre­
mises of Cusack’s Carriage Factory, containing 
a number of valuable carriages. Mr. Cusack 
and his sister saved themselves by leaping 
from a garret window. The loss occasioned 
by the fire is only partially covered by in­
surance.

There was another alarm at 1P.M., the same 
day, which proved unfounded.

The Cantata by the Musical Union.—A 
rehearsal of this cantata took place last night 
at the Mechanics’ Hall ; the members of the 
Executive Committee appointed to prepare for 
the reception of the Prince, being present.

THE CHINA VOTE.
It is generally understood that no additional 

taxation can be imposed, and that the sum 
needed for this purpose and the National Defen­
ces must, be borrowed. This understanding 
served to diminish the intensity both of the 
interest and the distas'e with which the new 
Chinese war is regarded, and caused the dis­
cussion to hinge more on the political, and less 
on the financial aspects of the vote. V/e trust 
that it may not be fruitless, and that the reck­
less character of onr recent Oriental policy has 
received a check from the Peiho disaster. "

in the debate of Thursday night, Mr. Glad­
stone deduced for us a very wholesome lesson 
from the very unwelcome circumstances which 
necessitate the Supplementary Budget. “ The 
lesson I draw is that it is impossible to check 
proceedings of this kind growing out of such as 
the deplorable events when once they begin. 
What you should really look to is your mode of 
conducting your communications with such 
distant Powers. It is an extremely dangerous 
system which sends forth treaties to le ex­
changed at the cannon’s mouth.” We en­
tirely agree with these observations, and 
we scarcely know any element in 'he 
finances of this year which causes us greater 
regret than the China loan which now 
seems imminent. It is not the extent of the 
loan ; for even coupling it with the first in­
stalment of the Defence Loan,—a loan of five 
millions or a little more will not greatly affect 
the resources ot England. But it is the know­
ledge that the money is to be spent on redeem­
ing a fatal error, and that in all probabilily the 
means chosen will darken, instead of brighten­
ing, the prospect of our future relations wilh 
China. If the National Defence is to be con­
tracted in terminable annuities, on the ground 
that the present generation ought to tear the 
burden, the same rather fanciful reason applies 
with tenfold force to the China war. The for­
tifications, if >olidly constructed on a right 
principle, will be a heritage that we shall leave 
to our children, and the danger which it is 
their purpose to guard against,^is a danger 
which might affect the history of luture genera­
tions as injuriously as the England of to-day. 
But the impending China loan will create noth­
ing that we can hand down,—is likely enough 
to multiply evils graver than that which we are 
to remove. The £3,800,000 is wanted in order 
to wipe out the disgrace of a shameful defeat. 
But the defeat was brought upon us by a policy 
unpardonably meddling and imperious; and 
the remedy is likely enough to be worse than 
the disease. If we succeed in shaking to its 
centre a power already crumbling to pieces, 
the result will only be that the supplementary 
task may be forced upon us of attempting to 
bind together again the broken fragments,—of 
restoring to the Emperor of China an authority 
which we have done our best to shatter. And 
all this will have to be done under the re­
straints of our hampering alliance with the 
French,—under the double condition of having 
to act in concert with an ally who is less dis­
posed to concession than we are, and yet of 
whose military prestige our own officers are 
disposed to be jealous.

The responsibility of this war is so equally 
divided amongst our statesmen, that no party 
is in a position to bring recriminations against 
any other. The misfortune we are deploring is 
the general fruit of the overstrained 
policy of Lord Elgin’s treaty, and Mr. 
Bruce’s enterprise in the Peiho was conceived 
in the true spirit both of Lord Malmesbury’s 
instructions and of Lord Elgin’s own exploit.
It was not for Sir John Pakingtoc, therefore, 
as he evidently felt, to protest against the pre­
sent expedition. All parties alike may share 
the reproach. And all parties alike should 
join to recommend to our diplomatists to extri­
cate us from this unfortunate war at the earliest 
practicable moment. Every penny of this loan 
spent in prolonging the war, is expended on an 
absolute evil. And if the loan be so expended, 
tbe interest of it will long be paid by our pos­
terity in the suspicion, hatred, and fear with 
which we shall be regarded in the East.— 
Economist.

THE INEXPEDIENCY OF MARITIME AR­
SENALS.

We do too much on the sea-coast. We have
only' machïnerÿ £SÎ
repairing ships, but also our depots of naval 
stores, our victualling yards, our rope yards, 
and our timber yards ; we have manufactured 
there all the multifarious and complicated gear 
that belongs to ships.

We have half forgotten that the sea-coast Is 
our exposed frontier, and it is very natural that 
we should forget it. During the greater part 
of the last great war our coast was only expos­
ed in theory. Before the accession of Napo­
leon to the Consulate in 1799, there was not the 
slightest real danger ; and after ihe battle of 
Trafalgar in 1805, there was no real danger. 
We have habitually thought that our naval su­
premacy was undisputed, and, under the old 
system, we were right. But now we have no 
right to presume that such will be the case. On 
the contrary, we may expect the reverse. We 
have no fear that our fleet will not ultimately 
be victorious. But temporary failures are pos­
sible, and recent inventions make the possibili­
ty of temporary failures terribly important.

We have, however, a resource which 
during the last century we had not. We 
had then an entire command of the 
sea, but had no such rapid means 
of land transport as we now have. We were 
then obliged to bave.on the edge of the water 
everything which we wished to use for our 
fleet. Fortunately this frontier was compara­
tively secure ; but now, when the risk of a mari­
time situation is become greater, it is equally 
fortunate that we need no longer place in a 
maritime situation nearly so much trust as for­
merly.

A maritime arsenal is unsuited to our circum­
stances. The slips, the graving docks, grid­
irons, in a word, the instruments of construc­
tion and of repair must be on the sea coast. 
But the materials need not be there. Our sea­
soned timber may be kept inland ; much of it, 
and more, perhaps, of the iron for our iron ships 
might be put into shape there ; our cordage 
might be made and kept inland ; our sails 
might be so too.

It is not sufficient that the great naval sta­
tions, such as Plymouth and Portsmouth, should 
be made secure. They should be made of as 
little importance as possible. The Commis­
sioners on the National Defences tell us that 
they think it needful to provide against “long- 
range bombardment,” and that the practical 
range of effective artillery “ cannot be taken at 
less than 8,000 yards.” But if we are to pro­
tect our great naval stations from every point 
for five miles round, we shall have very much to 
do. We ought to keep as little and to do as 
little as possible in places open to attack and 
difficult to defend.

We should maintain no permanent depots of 
naval or military stores in maritime situations, 
and only keep at them the requisite minimum 
of constructive machinery.

Secondly. We should make no one dockyard 
essential to our safety, even for the machinery 
of constrnetion or repair.

Thirdly. We should establish such inland 
depots as may be needful ; and, though this 
may be expensive at first, it will not in the end 
be dearer than the course we had to adopt in 
the last great war. Each dockward was then 
an absolutely separate establishment. Ports­
mouth and Plymouth were so far apart that it 
was impossible for each to supply promptly the 
deficiencies of the other. But if we should 
now establish inland arsenals, we could in a few 
hours send them to the dockyard at which they 
are required. Tbe Commissioners recommend 
the formation of a military arsenal in the cen­
tre of England ; and the same principle applies 
to the manufactories and depots of naval neces­
saries. It is well to fortify such dangerous 
places as Plymouth and Portsmouth ; but we 
should not then expend upon them a greater 
sum than is really required.—Examiner.

CAPTURE AND SACKING OF MAGBELLI 
outrage on missionaries.

The West African mail steamer Armenian 
has brought intelligence of a wanton and dread­
ful outrage upon the inhabitants of Magbelli, 
near Cape Coast Castle, on the morning of the 
14th June. The following are the details :—

Most of the male population were absent, and 
only the old and infirm were in the town. The 
Pa Suba was at Ro Massettleb, a town on the 
Port Lokkoh road. The attacking party num­
bered about 300 or 400 men, and for the most 
part were armed only with cutlasses. They 
divided themselves into small companies, and 
assigned different parts of the town to each 
division, one of them attacking the mission 
premises, and another the British traders, and 
thus they were scattered whereyer they thought 
to find plunder. The special objects of attack 
were the British subjects residing at Magbelli, 
in revenge for our Government having pro­
mised, as they alleged, to aid and assist the 
Masineweratis with arms and ammunition.— 
We regret to say that the barbarous people 
showed no regard to the persons or property 
of the missionary party. After having forcibly 
entered the dwelling, they seized the Rev Mr 
Wiltshire and his wife, and stripped them of 
nearly all the clothing they had on. One man 
aimed a blow with his cutlass at Mr. Wiltshire 
which, happily, fell short. Another pointed 
with his gun at his breast and demanded his 
coat, which was, of course, given up.

Mr. Wiltshire was then seized, tied and 
dragged to the water side, and forced into a 
canoe, with the intention of being carried 
across the river, but the canoe being too crow­
ded with prisoners, and not having been 
caulked, was swamped, and sunk immediately 
Ou attempting to shove off from the beach.-—

Most happily and providentially, a sound of 
musket shots was at this juncture heard iu the 
distance. This proceeded from a few Sierre Le­
one traders and others from Rogbungtong, who 
were coming to the rescue. The Kossohs at 
once left their prisoners and retreated, but not 
without some loss on their side. Mrs. Wiltshire 
was left tied in the bush, and, after some mo­
ments of anxious suspense, was rescued from 
her perilous position by a Sierre Leone trader, 
In the meantime other parts of the town had 
been given up to plunder. Mr. Thenstead, an 
English trader, was robbed of all his goods, 
and had his shirt stripped from his back, but 
happily escaped from his captors, and from 
further personal indignities. One of the mis­
sion boatmen, named Bucknor, who was ill at 
the time of the attack, was cut across the 
stomach and killed. A schoolboy, about eight 
years old, refusing to leave the mission yard 
and go with the Kossohs, was killed on the 
spot, his head being severed from his body.— 
Another of the school children (a little girl), 
was drowned, along with many others, in a 
canoe, which, from being too crowded with 
prisoners, filled, and went down with all on 
board. The precise number is not known.— 
ïtoiffleâ^fiaiaffiLféature of this whole affair 
Hitherto both sides in ibis civil war had agreed, 
it is said, to leave the mission unharmed. But 
in the hour of excitement, with hopes of great 
booty, and probably maddened by drink, it is 
not possible to restrain tbe ungovernable pas­
sions that rage in the breast of a savage ; and, 
of all the tribes in our neighbourhood, the 
Kossohs enjoy an unenviable notoriety for un­
mitigated barbarism.

On this occesion each one seems to have 
acted for himself. The sole object was plun­
der. Had there been anything like apian, or 
the least concert in their operations, we believe 
most of the people in Magbelli would have been 
made slaves of, and carried into the interior. 
As it is, many of our traders have been caught, 
and taken away. For the present, but we hope 
only for the present, an end has been put to 
the operations of the Church Missionary So­
ciety among these treacherous heathens. We 
are not at all discouraged, as dangers and dif­
ficulties only spur on the society in their labor 
of love. We are not aware what the Colonial 
Government intend doing, and we are not sure 
if they can do anything at all. 'ft e would, 
however, remind them of the old saying :— 
“ It is not good to bark when you can’t bite.” 
Common report attributes the suddenness of 
the attack by the Kossohs to revenge for the 
long talked-of interference of the Government 
and the employment ot Saddu, to whose delay 
in making his appearance the present difficulty, 
it is said, owes its origin.— West African He­
rald.

A debate took place upon the Savoy question 
and the policy of England in taking part iu the 
proposed Conference, in the course of which the 
annexation ot Savoy to France was very gene­
rally denounced.

In the House of Commons, Mr. Roebuck 
attacked the Government for prosecuting an 
unjust war against China and encouraging the 
Opium trade.

Mr. Gladstone replied, denying that the war 
was unjust, and asserting that thet reaty of 
Tiensin was as binding an engagement as could 
be made, and its ratification was most import­
ant. Mr. Gladstone made a statement rela­
tive to the financial position of the country, and 
the mode by which it is proposed to provide 
for the expenses of the Chinese war. The total 
cost of the present war is estimated at £5,400,- 
000, of which £2,100,000 is already pro­
vided, leaving a balance of £3,300,000.— 
Presuming that under the action of the Lords 
the House would continue the paper duty, this 
and other sums would reduce the amount to be 
produced to £2,336,000. To meet this, it was 
proposed to make immediate additions to the 
duty on ardent spirits, to the extent of Is lid 
per gallon, and a corresponding extension in 
the tariff on wines, which was fixed to come 
into operation in January next. These mea­
sures would enable Government to meet all 
demands Resolutions sanctioning the proposed 
increase were forthwith moved and agreed to.

In the House of Commons, on the 17th, 
Lord Brougham called attention to the case of 
the Negro Lady, who was recently refused first- 
class passage iu the Cunard steamer on account 
of her colour. He said there was no doubt that 
damages could be recovered if the matter had
not been compromised. .a * enn

Lord Woodhouse confirmed the news that 500 
Christians had been massacred at Damascus ; 
that the Dutch Consul was kjUed and the 
American Consul wounded ; and that all the 
Consulate houses, with the exception of the 
British, had been burned.

In the House of Commons on the 17th mst., 
Lord Fermoy moved a resolution, declaring 
that the rejection by the Lords of _ the Bill re 
spectingthe Paper Duty, was an innovation on 
the rights and privileges of the House of Com­
mons, and, therefore, it was incumbent on the 
House to adopt a practicable measure for the 
restoration of its rights and privileges.
Lord Palmerston moved the previous question, 

which, after some debate, was carried, by 177 
to 138, and tbe resolution fell to the ground.

The fourth Session of the International 
Statistical Congress has opened.^ ^ ^

Delegates from all parts of the world are 
present At the preliminary meeting Milner 
Gilson welcomed the Congress in the name of 
the British Government.

Prince Albert, President of the Congress, de­
livered an appropriate inaugural address.

After the address the following little incident 
occurred : Lord Brougham seeing the American 
Minister present, said he hoped Mr Dallas would 
forgive him for reminding him that there was a 
negro present as a member of Congress. This 
gave rise to loud laughter and cheering.

Mr. Dallas made no sign in response but the

returned thanks for the kind allusion wich 
had been made to him, and assured all 
present that he too was a man. This was 
greeted with renewed cheering from all arts 
of the hall.

An important meeting, with reference o the 
encouragement and growth of cotton in ndia, 
had been held in Manchester. Lord Stnley 
occupied the Chair.

Lord Clyde ex-Commander-in-Chief c the 
Indian Army, reached Paris, en route foiEng- 
land.

A grand banquet bad been given, ly the 
Mayor of Southampton, to Capt. Youn; and 
the. officers of the steam yacht Fox, pnor to 
their departure to survey the route of tin pro­
jected North Atlantic Telegraph.

NAPLES AND SICILY.

Sanguinary combats are reported to have 
taken place near Messina, between the Neapoli­
tans under Col. Bosco, and the advanced 
guard of the Sicilian army.

Two Neapolitan mercantile steamers had 
passed over to Garibaldi.

The British Admiral Mundy had quitted Pa­
lermo for Naples, and there were scarcely any 
but Sardinian vessels in the roads at Palermo.

An official Sicilian Journal publishes the fol­
lowing note On Saturday, Signors La Farini, 
Grudli and Totti are affiliated to the Police of 
the Continent. The three were expelled for 
having conspired against order.

The Government which watches over public 
tranquility could not tolerate the presence of 
such individuals.

Another note says that the National Society 
whose resources have been reduced since Ga­
ribaldi declined the Presidency, has been rather 
a hindrance than an assistance to the Sicilian 
cause. He stated that an order for the expul­
sion of Farini came directly from Garibaldi, 
and it was this expulsion which led to the re­
signation of the ministry.

The Opinione Nationale of Turin states that 
Farini had full power from the Sardinian Go­
vernment to assume the title of Royal Commis­
sioner as soon as an annexation was declared.

Garibaldi, while advocating annexation, 
thought it advisable that his own dictatorship 
should continue until the whole island was 
subjected, and finding that the presence of 
Farini was detrimental to the cause, he ordered 
him off.

The latest news from Naples reports the dis­
missal of the Ministry. Commander de Martino 

'only would remain in the new Cabinet.
A conflict had taken place at Naples between 

the people and some troops, in consequence of 
popular demonstrations on the return of some 
refugees. Several persons were killed.

SYRIA.
Alarming accounts have been received. The 

Moniteur contains the following from the 
French Naval Commander in the Levant :— 

Beyrout, July 11.
The attack of the Druses on the Christians 

at Damascus commenced on the evening of the 
9th, When several men -were killed and many 
women carried off for harems.

Details to the 21st July say that it was then 
ascertained that the Druses had burned and 
pillaged 151 villages since the 29th May, while 
about 8000 Christian inhabitants of Lebanon, 
many of them wealthy—all strangers to any­
thing like poverty—are homeless beggars, 
depending on charity for daily bread. Over and 
above the number of Christians shot in actual 
warfare, it is believed 7000 or 8000 had been 
butchered in cold blood. The massacres at 
Damascus were not known at this date. The 
most sickening details are given of the barbar­
ity inflicted on all ages and sexes.

A French vessel had been sent to Latakia, 
and was obliged to take a position within firing 
dist nee, in order to restrain the fanatical por­
tion of the inhabitants.

The total failures in the leather trade are 
estimated at £30,000,000.
