point ofconst defence. The House will remem-
ber that after the conclusion of the great war
which ended in 1815, this country had establish-
ed its supremacy-—-1 may way so—-in regard to
warlike ¢perations an the seas, by the good fur-
tune, the bravery and the gallantry of our sail-
ors. who had swept the occan of all hostile flects,
and as far as maritime power went we were free
from any alarm of attack from any country
whatsoever. The nations of Europe. moreover,
had Leen exhausted in resources, and bad been
entirely satiated in mind and spirit with the
events ofthe war. There was hardly 8 country
from the Tagus to Moscow, which had not by
turns been submerged by the tide of warlike con-
test, except this fortuuste country, and, I think
I may add, Sweden,

Well, it was natural that the people of Europe
having been exhausted by the long continuance
of war, and having been involved in the miseries
and enlamities of war—for, lct me add, those
mixeries and calamities fall far more heavily up-
on the people of the country which is the scene
of those operations than upon the contending ar-
ulies—nnlions in that temper of mind bad fixed
their thoughts and desires upon a long continu-
ance of peace. Well, it wus natural, tucrefore,
that after the conclusion of peace, those who
were responsible for the conduct of this country
should have bie 1 content to rest on the glories
which we had gained, on the memory of the
strength we had displayed, and upon the victor-
ivs we had achieved. aud should not have thought
it necessary to cail upon the people for any
great exertions with a view to prospective dun-
gers which there was no reasonable ground for
anticipating, The cousequerce way, that for a
wreat number of years we acted with regard to
our dockyurds and other vulnerable points as we
bad dune during the war. And so long as the
movement ol ships depended upon wind and
the chauces of weather, that calenlation was
right. beenuse we had then a very lurge fleet.
Not longer ago than 1848 we had eighty-four

sail of the line ; we were, therefore, as long as
war was carried on upon sen by sailing ships, in
comlition, LY our ruperior skill and superior ap-
titude for naval combat, to rest on the strength
which we bad. The same difficulties which in-
terpored in 1804 und 1803, to prevent ail large
armies drawn up on the opposite side ot the
Channel from crossing over to this country, con-
tinued to exist. Apd therefore, the successive
Governments of the day were justified in abstain-
ing trom any great measure for purposes of arti-
ficial protection to our deckyards and coasts.
But progressively stenm beganLo be introdaced,
and every man saw at once that the introduction
oi’ stenm asa moving power for naval armaments
totally altered the character of naval warlare,
and cntirely changed the nature «f our insular
position,  fhose events which were, if not im-
possible, at l-ast extremely difficult while ships
were only sailing vesels, became camparatively
casy the moment that steam was introduced. In
fact, I remember Sir R. Peel saying that steam
had bridged the channel, and for purposes of war
it had ulinost made that isiand cease to be an in-
sular country.

Well, Sir, [ shall not stale now—becnuse these
things ave better stated in general lerins—the
degree to which the absence ofartificial defences
hus rendered ug at particular and critical periods
very liable to atfacks which any person might
like to make upon us. But in 1847, I think it
wag, in consequence of an able memorandum
drawn ap by Sir John Burgoyne, and sent to
the Duke of Wellington, that the Duke wrote
and published—or at least it was published—
that famous letter in which he described with all
the knowledge belonging to a great captain, snd
with all the anticipations of evil which his ex-
perience in war had led him to form, in the event
of this country being the scene of warlike opera-
tions, the want of artificial defences, and im-
plored those who were charged with the conduct
of the affuirs of the country to provide better
menns forits security against foreign aggression.
Well, Sir, that appeal fell upon dend ears as far
as this country was couceraed. {Hear, hear.]

I am aware that the
Houxe knows that ! aim moiniy speaking of our
immediate neighbors across the Channel—(bear)
—and bere it is no use disguisiog the matter.
(Hear, hear.) It is iu no unfriendly spirit that
1 aim speaking. Nobody has any right to take
off:snce ut considerations and reflections which
are purely founded upon the principle ofsli.
defence. (Hear, hear.) It ia true we have re-
cer tly concluded a treaty of commerce with
France. (Ironicul cheers, and laughter trom the
Opposition.) :

Sir, these are not matters to be treated with
levity—(loud cheers)--these are not arrange-
meuts without great value. (Cheers) Ji is per-
teetly well known, and I an sure taught Ly
experience, that nations wbich bave with ench
other great commercial intercourre- -nations in
which large interests are involved in the mainte-
nauce of pesce—are less liable to fall ont and
become antagonists, than nations between which
these ties urenot cemented, (Hear, bear.) But,
ut the same time, thesg things are not brought
ubout « 1 at once, and a great uation, which has
not bitherto been much addicted to commerce—
« great nation whose achievements and glories
have chiefly been turned to warlike operationr—
caunut be expected on a smlden to be entirely
free from ber former habits, and at once to un-
derstaud all tbe benelits aod advantages which
must urike from peacetul commercial relations.
!hupe much irom that treaty ; but tbat treaty
alouo would be u frail security to à great nation
like this, with mighty aud extensive inicrests,
with great wealth, and with shores more open to
attack than the land frontier of any other coun-
try—(beur, hear}—because when two nations
touch each other with a frontier by land, you
know prtty well where and how an attack can
be made, and ÿu"1 can guard against it then and
there. But an island whoee fruntier is the sea in
open to altack at any point where an enemy who
in able to command “the aca may direct his op
posiag force.

Therefore, | say, it would be folly on our part.
to rely upon the future effects of à commercial
treaty, when wo know we have vulnerable points
that require artificial defences, and which we
havethemeuns of eo defending. Now, is there
nothing ju the state of Europe that leads ua tu
think that we might in the course ot events be
called upon to defend ourselves from a hostile
attnek? Why, we see in France an army of
(00,000 men, consisting of men of whom 400,000
vdd are actustly in arms, vnê the remaining
nuinber are merely on farlough, and could be
called into the ranke in à fortoight. Well, that:
arwy is far greator than France con require for
defeuslve burpasoe, (Hear, bear.) No nation
in the world could think, unprovoked, of attack.
ing France. Nothing could Le gained by it +
usbody could expect to dismember France ; no-
body could fare otherwise than ill by an wapro-
vuked attack on France ; therefore, for parposes
uf defence, thal army may be deemed to be an-
necessary. Well, 1'do not mean to say that the
army is raised for the deliberate purpose of
nggression.

Agents are lia-
ble everywhere, by an excessive seal, or a mis-
taken sense of duty, to lead the nations whom
they represeat loto difficulties ; and nobody can
insure from day to day against soutctbing arisiufg
in sume quarter of the world which may lead te
disagresuble communications between two Fow-
ers. Bub with the utinost desire on the part of
any goverument that these matters may be
amicably adjusted ; yet, if one country begreat
ly the strougeut, aud the abber greatly the weak-
ent, it js very difficult for any arrangement tu
bu made. The stronger Power naturally exacts
coudisious which the other may tot be disposed
to give, and though iu an ubevlute monarchy qr
a despotic govprument things m ght be sume-
times easily arranged. yet in a power which
consists of à high spirited nation, with free in-
stitutions, with a free prem aad popular feeling,
which is manifested u) every public evens,
you may be quite sure that the bulk of the nation,
which is not respousible for the coumquencen,
consisting of those who very often do not know
whe difficulties or dangers which à certain conrge
mayenail, would revolt against Lbe concessions
to bemade by the Goverament, and might, if
ticy were told that those concessions were ren -
dered necessary by the absence of wwana of
dufence, or by the neglect of former govarmments
to provide for the spcarity of the country, bu
tempted to vent their iudigaation sgninst those
in power, and lay the seed seed of future dis-
seurtons.
Thea, Sir, I say for the sake of peace, it is de-

sirable that we should not live upon furbearanoe
—that we should be able fully and effectively to
defend ourselves. [Hear, huar,] When that is
known to be the case, uo forviga country, without
ample provucation—which I trust we never shall
give—wiil disturb the viate of peaceful eclationn
which may exist betwoen us. - [Hear, bear] Aod
what are the dangers to which we should be ex-
posed ?
