And strange to say after a whole century
of light and kunowledge there are distin

guished mathematicans, logicians, theo

logicians, and divines who have vot

learned to count and who still claim that
99 makes 100

We were favored with the annual visic
of the Rev. Mr. Stobo, the Secretsry and
Agent of the Quebec Bible Society. On
Sabbath moruing he preached in“the
Presbyterian Church to a large and
appreciative audience. His text tsken
from the seven first verses of the 2ad
chapter of Romwns led him to speak of
the South African War and its lessons.
He drew  strong contrast between the
few pers ns slain in South Africa and the
thousands slaughtered in the much more
cruel warraging in Canada every day. A
thousand British soldiers slain in South
Africa and the whole country is roused
from centre to circumfrence and voluo-
teers are pouring in and offering them-
selves to go and fight the Motherlana's
empire yet the thousands of our own
brothers and sisters are slain every year
by the crael rum traflic and the great mass
of people are utterly imdifferent

How sadly true iv is, Mr. Editor, while
the oruel rum traffic slaughters its eleven
thousand victims every year in Canada,
our own brothers and sister, we nurse it
and license it, stand by it, and vote for it,
and when an oppertunity was given to
vote and show at least by our ballot
that we desired to have this cruel war
come to am end, only twenty two per
cent of the people volunteered to say that
they wers opposed to the war in Canada
that slaughtered more of our Canadian
people in 1899 that the war in South
Africa will kill of British and Canadian
soldiers even though should it continue
three long years and as many be killed
e ‘h sx months as have been killed
during the first aix months of the war.
A Board of Trade of a British Columbian
Cisy proposes to raise 10 000 volunteers
to send to South Africa to fight the Boers.
Why does not some B ard or church
propose to raise and ¢quip one million
voluuteers to fizht to the death the blood
thirsty, unprinecipsled and conscienceless
Boers of our own fair Canada—The thrice
sccursed rum traffic ¢ Men volunteer
to reap glory in fighting a foe in a foreign
land and leave their brothers and sisvers
to die in tens of thousands beside them at
home. It isa grand thing no doubt to
go to South Africa to help to liberate the
natives and others from Boer slavery and
tyranny but is would be a grander and
more God like thing to liberate the
millions of Canadian alaves, from the
slavery and tyranny, to ruin for time and
eternity of the awful rum power. May
God hasten the day when Christian
Canada will see her duty in this master.
But T am forgetting Mr. Stobo. Hls
sermon was replete with good things, and
one other good thing he said among many
was that we would never have clean

He also preached in the Methodist

Church on Sabbath evening to a crowded
house. On Monday evening the amnual
meeting of the Inverness Auxilliary
Society was held in the Presbyterian
Church  After the busiqess part of she
meeting was coneluded Mr. Stobo spoke
for over an hour on the work of the
Society and his visits to the O!d Land.
His address was inspiring and helpfal.
The pastor of the church and the Rev.
Mr. Corrigan also addressed the meeting.
The united choirs of the two village
churches render<d verv acceptable service
in beautiful songs of Zon.

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A SHIP

That Rose From the Sea.
A SAILOR'S YARN

A ~

“Yon landlubbers write harrowing
tales of the ships that sink in the sea
Bnt did you pever hear of a sunken
ship that came back from Davy Jones'
locker?'' said one of the veteran sea
dogs at the Sailors’ Snug Harbor, at
Staten Island, near New York, to a vis-
itor *‘I saw one come back.” he went
on in a lower tone
“I have seen ships go down. I have
been in many wrecks and have seen my
full share of all the strange sights of
the sea, bnt no other sight ever made
my blood run #o cold nor my heart sink
g0 low as the sight of a great ship ris-
ing to the surface throngh a thonsand
fathoms of water, with a crew of dead
men between her decks. It happened
back in the fifties, when I was able sea-
man on the Mary Clay. a brig trading
to Sonth American ports. We were
coming up from Rio, 1 think it was,
with a cargo of hides and coffee, and a
long spell of etorms and contrary winds
drove ns far out of our course and off
to the east in the Atlantic. Our main
and top masts had all gone by the board
long before the storms ended
“When the weather cleared finally
and the waves went down, we were on
the edge of the Sargnssosea. The green
snrface of that ocean graveyard was
torn and broken by the storm as far as
we could see, and great piles and
patches of torn seaweed were floating
all aronnd us. There came a day of
calm and sunshine after two weeks of
storm, and all bands were set to work
fixing np a jury rig. with which we
finally reached port. We had a bit of
canvas spread forward and another aft
on poles, just enongh to give us steer-
ing way while we worked A current
and a light wind from the south helped
a bit, and we were glowly drawing
away from that sea of grewsome green.
“There was a long, heavy under
swell, waves seeming to come np from
the very bottom asif thestorm through
which we had passed had stirred the
ocean to its nttermost depths. Joe Dill,
the first mate, and I were at work by
the rail on the starboard eide forward
at 10 o’clock in the morning. ‘What's
that? said Joe as he caught my arm
and pointed to a disturbance in the
water some 200 yards off onr bow

“I looked at the spot indicated. Be-
yond a heap of broken weed from the
Sargasso that was drifting along beside
ns there was a big patch of fairly clear
water  A# 1 looked huge bubbll§s ap-
peared on the surface, and then a great
mound of green water and greener
weed seemed to rise 60 feet above the
gurface. As this monund of weed and
water rolled away to the level of the
gnrronnding sea there broke from the
gpot where we had seen the bubbles the
broken masts of what had been a full
rigged ship

“Dill shonted some warning to the
captain, but he did not move out of his
tracks. We stood there as if chained to
the deck, and saw the hul!l of a big ship
rise ont of that sea as slowly and ma-
jestically as a giant whale undisturbed
might come to the surface to blow. She
came up on an even keel and rose until
her upper deck was clear of the water
and floated there, rolling slowly with
the even roll of the sea that had cast
her np We conld see that the vessel
had foundered in a storm. Her masts
were all broken off as if she had been
canght nnprepared in a sudden sqnall,
and the spars and rigging were twisted
and piled npon the deck and hanging
over the rail as if the crew had been
nuable to ent them awny

“We could see that the risen ship had

been long under water Barpacl s hung
from her rails and the broken timbers
above deck were covered with the dark
green slhimy weed that s fonnd enly at
a great depth It was easy enongh to
guess how she had gone down  Canght
in a sudden squull she had strained he
framework und by n o rent some
where below the water line that sent
her to the bottom Iy | ¢ the
crew had time to man o beat Bat how
had she come to the =urface

“Officers und crew of the Mary Clay
ran to the starboard rail and looked ot
the derelict that had ecame ap from be
low with staring eves and hed
faces  No man of us had ever heurd of
guch a thing befin nd we were s
close to the wreck that thore wos no
chance that we were ' The
ghip was not a derelict that bhad been
floating with decks awneh She had not
been concealed from onur view flont
ing senweed The vessel | t

“With one accord we all started back
toward the stern of the vessel, wher
onr boat was tied to the rail Before we
resched the boat there came another
henvy swell. the ship Ilarched to sta
bhoard and as she rolled back to an even
keel something in bher framework below
decks broke with & muffled erash  Then
a small fonntain of black water, eapped
by yellow bubbles. troke from the open
gangway and & great gqoantity of gas
that had been confined below shot high
up into the air with a report like escap
g stear

“With this ernption from the depths
of the ship there came an odor of de
caying flesh so strong and sickening
that we fell into onr boat, almost over
come. The line was ent and we poshed
away as quickly as possible. Most of us
were #0 overcome thaut we were unable
to handle the oars. but, fortunately, an
other roll on a snnken wave carried the
ship away from us and we were clear of
the borrible odor The roar of escaping
gas continued for several minutes, and
then the broken and battered derelict
settled stern first and sank swiftly ong
of sight

“The Mary Clay reached home in
time and on onr next trip to Sonth
America we fonnd a possible solution of
the remarkable incident of a ship rising
from the sea A British loaded
with live stock for Brazil bad been lost
gome months before, probable near the
Sargossa sea If the ship settled on an
even keel at the bottom, sand and sea-
weed might have closed the rent in her
hull that cansed her tosink  Then, with
the hatches battened down above, the
decomposition of the bodies of the ani
mals that had formed the cargo would
create enongh gas between decks in
time to canse the vessel to rise to the
gurface. When we cleared the gangway
the gas escaped and the broken vessel
went to the bottom a second time " —

Fortifieantions of Spanish Townws,

The town of Palmas Sorcano consists
of several hundred thatehed honses and
pethaps about 50 frame, brick and
with tiled roofs. It is
gitnated in a valley surrounded by hills
A line of forts stretehes from northeast
to southwest, with a line of barbed
wire fence in front of them toward the
west. Standing in the lookont box of
one, I connted 11 of these small forts
or blockhouses, from 100 to 200 or mora
yards apart They are all enrronnded
with lines of barbed wire, through
which it wounld be ulmost impossible to
pick one’s way without becoming ter-
ribly lacerated

Bevond this entanglement is a deep
and wide ditch. crossed by a bridge
leading to a covered gateway Inside of
this the parapet rises, made of logs,
stones and gravel It bas 13 embrasnres
and incloses an octagonal square abont
160 feet in dinmeter Here I found an
old brass rifled cannon, howitzer type,
marked Sevilla, July 8. 1789, in a good
state of preservation In the center of
the inclosnre stands a square, double
etory log building, donble walled, filled
with stone and loopholed. The second
story and the sentinel are accessible
only by ladders from the inside—a truly
tormidable citudel against troops with-
out artillery

ST. FRANCIS DISTRIOT JUDICAL
BILL.

Quebec, Feb, 16. —The business done
in the Assembly yesterday afterncon was
wostly of & routine character,

A large number of bills were reported
from the different committees with or
without amendments. Ameng them were
the bills of the St. Francis Bridge Com-
peny,the W. W, Ogilvie Millng Company,
she town of Oatremont, the city of Que-
bec, the city of Sherbrooke, the town of
Maisonneuve, etc. The bill te amend
the charter of the village of Grand'Mere
was reported as thrown out in commitiee.
Some questions of no public lwmportance
were auswered by the ministers and Mr.
Duplessis then moved the third reading
of his bill to replace article 85 of the Civil
Code by the following :

*85. When the parties to a deed, made
election of domicile in any other place
shan their resl domicile, all notifications,
demands and suits relating thereto, may
be made at the elected domicile, and be
fore the judge of such domicile,’

Mr. Robitaille, in amendmens, moved
the six months' heist, which was negativ-
ed by a vote of 47 to 11, and then the
bill then passed its third reading. Serv-
eral other bills of similar character,
amending the code, were sent to commit-
tee, and the Hon, Mr. Hackett introduced
a bill respecting the judical district of St.
Francis. This measure aims to previde
for the better regulation.and division of
the judicsl work of the 8t. Francis district
by emacting: 1. Thas one of the judges
of the Superior Ceurs of the distriet of Bt.
Fraocis shall have the powers of chief
justice of the province. 2. That the
present junior juige of the Superior
Court shall have the right to live tempor-
arlly or permenmily in she district of Bt.
Francis or the city of Quebec by giving
netice so the sxecutive of the provinee of
his cholee. 3. Amends the present law
in consequence.

The House adjourned at six o’elock.

NOTES.

The Hon. Mr. Marchand was engaged
last night until after midnight in confer-
ence with the deputationsjin regard to the
new license law. It is understood that
the result is satisfactory tc both Mr. Mar-
chand and the deputation, and that the
bill as amended in accordance with the
suggestions made will be brought dowa
next week.

The following are a few cxtracts from »
letter received frcm Capt. C. K. Fraser,
in commard of *“E" cumpany of the
Roysl Cenadian Regiment now serving in
South Afriea :—

Belmont, Jan. 14th, 1900

We have been here just six weeks, and
sre naturally anxiously lookiug for a move
Belwont is by far the hest place we have
struck yet, and we are not faring at all
badly, bat at the same time it is getting
rather monoionous, and any move would
be acceptable. However, all the troops
are in the same fix, as everything has been
at & stand still for the last month, pending
the arrival of Roberts and Kitchener
They arrived at the Cape on Wednesday,
and are expected up at any time now, so
there is sure to be » move before long.

The regiment is improving wondsrfully
every day, and all are getting hardened
te military life and discipline. We have
& route march every day now, of apous 10
wiles. We start out at 4.30 in the after-
npom, and usually ges back abous 7 30 1
am guite used to the walk now, and doa't
miod it any more than I would a walk to
the station at home. Apart from this, an
hour’s drill at six o'clock in the morning,
we haveu't very much to do. Of course
iv is much too warm in the middle of the
day to do anything in the way of drill.

My ccmpauy te getting along firss rate,
and | have got to know she men pretty
well. There are a number of very nice
fellows among them. Capt. Macdonald,
who is now in command of G. Cempany,
P.E.1, showed me a copy of the Military
Gazette the other day, in which there was
s letter from Col. Worthington as to wmy
appointment. I thivk the letter is fine,
and the colonel is a briek. As far as Iam
coucerned, I don’t mind the Montreal
criticisms very much, although 1 consider
it very small.

I have bought a Kodak cawera, and
have taken several snap shots, and just as
soon as I have finished the films I wil
send them home to be finished. The
fiest lot probably won't amount to much,
as | am new at the business, Lut ' ere
muy be a few good ones among them. I
haven's heard from home for twe weeks,
but thers has been some delay in the
mails, and 1 hope to ges a lot of letters by
pnext mail. You know | den't belicve the
war will last very long after Roberts gets
to she front and gets everythiog into shape
as there are now almost 110,000 troops in
the field, and any amount of artillery,
and it dcesn’t seem possib'e that the
Boers will be able to hang out very long
when we once get star ed. The weather
here is about the same as July and August
weather at home, only a little warmer, but
the nights are ever so much covler than at
home, and I can tell you we lovk forward
to and euvjoy them.
