This
of courge comes from a writer enlisted to be
cheerful under any circumstances, and pretty
well ‘secured out of 'the public purse againgt
#ny personal participation in the general de-
preasion. With the handsome sums in one way
or another standing to the debit of the Leader
concern .in the public accounts, it is no won:
der that its editor thinks *‘despondency is car-
ried beyond due bounds.” On the other hand
the Globe, whose aim it is to show that the Go-

Sincerely regretting the disasters of Upper Ca-
nada-—disasiers of which we inMontreal cannot
but take our shave,—we belisve that they will
be found to depend much more on social and
economical—hoth of them perfectly natural,—
than on political, legislative, or other artificial
causes. Indeed the Globe itself acknowledges
that the amount of importations diverted by
changes in the tariff from Toronto to Mon-
treal, is altogether insufficient to account
for the falling - off in ' the . trade.

Toronto and Hamilton, which are no longer the
ports where goods first coms to the country,
owing to their arriving vic New York and the
Lakes. The other is the general system of ex-
travagance in epeculation and expenditure,
which has prevailed in the West, and from
which we have, probably, more from circum-
stances than anything else, been free. The go-
vernment, however, in various ways, helped to
swell this torrent of expenditure, especially
by the injudicious facilities which it granted to
corporations to borrow money for public works
of a comparatively local nature, at a time
when all the financial energies of the country
were not more than sufficient to carry through
the one great work which was taken up as a
national one. It did so moreover by its lavish
increase of salaries and jobs to favourites—all
going to pile up that vast heap of debt, for
which, in addition to local indebtedness, the
people, who hollowed joyfully while the bill
was running, have now to pay, instead of pui~
chasing. dry goods and groceries, And in
addition to all this, at the moment when impor-
tations were necessarily checked by the narrow
means of the purchasers, made still narrower
by the tariff required to pay the debt, unneces—
sary augmentations were added to these bur—
dens under a false idea of political economy.
For a great deal of this the Government is
responsible—and even knowingly responsible.
But it was chiefly the people themselves who
plunged into difficulty, and it is only by revers"
ing the conduct which has led them there, that
they can get out again. The remedies are
chiefly with themselves—abstinence from any
speculations which dJdepend -upon borrowed
capital; rigorous economy in personal expenses ;
and then a strict determination to have the
government expenditure kept down, and the
tariff made just high enough to provide for the
wants of the Exchequer, without making those
wantis an excuse for further burdens.

Leesuarive Counoitnor ¥or mHE St. CLAIR

candidates present in person, viz: Messrs.
Campbell, of Sarnia, Rowland Burr, a gentle-
man who has a monomania about & canal be-
tween Lakes Simco and Ontario ; Mr, D. Gloss,
Mr. E. Leonard, and Mr. T, Cocke. Mr. M. Came-
ron with more good taste, and probably with
mors sound policy, permitted his claims to be
urged by his friends. All the candidates who
were present in person, made speeches to prove
eligibility for the post they coveted. They
were then required to pledge themselves to ad-
here to the nomination of the convention,
which was done by a proxy on behalf of Mr. M.
Cameron, and personally by the rest. - Ballot-
ting was then begun, it being first arranged,
that after each ballot,  the gentleman having
the smallest number of votes, should be elimi~
nated from the list of contestants, till the num-,
bers being reduced to two, the next ballot}
should give one of the two a majority. The(,
first ballot left two of the gentlemen without af
single vote ; and the fourtb in the list with only
five votes. Mr. M. Cameron having 15; Mr.
Leonard 14; and Mr. Campbsll 12. The
second ballot gave Mr, M. Cameron 20 votes ;
and the other two_were tied. : A third ballot
left Mr. Leonard in a minority of two, as com-
pared with Mr. Campbell; and the final vote
was 29 for Mr. M. Cameron and 17 for Mr.
Campbell. Mr. M. Cameron, is, therefore, the
regular party candidate of the opposition, and
we have little doubt, will be returned.

Loss or UNitED STATES MAILS.—For some
time past there has been & v"ery frequent com-
plaint of the failure of mails between Montreal
and some cities of the United States. * We have
heard some weeks ago of whole bags, directed
to Boston, having failed to reach their destina-
tion ; but the fact that the entire mail had
migearried gave rise to the belief that they had
gone asiray from mismanagement, It now ap-
pears to be suspected by our Post office author-
ities that a wholesale system of robbery, such
as that which was detected sometime ago in
the Western States, hasbeen carried on on the
other side of the lines, The Montrerl mails to
New York of the 4th, 6th, Tth, 8th and 9th of
the present month have all miscarried. Mr.
Freer, the P. 0. Ingpector for this district, has
left for the United States, in order to ascertain,
if possible, in what way these bags have been:
80 repeatedly lost., The impression in the of-
fice here, as already stated, is that there has
been wholesale robbery. There were a consider-
able number of remittances in the bags.

THE JAPANESE oN THRIE TRAVELS.—The J apa-
nege haye left Washington for New York. The
offers of hospitality which'they have met with
on their route, seem to have been a great deal
more familiar than agreeable. At Baltimore;
besides an immenge crowd of city fathers at
dinper, and an interminable and untranslated
speech from the Mayor, they were waited on by
the Fireman, made to play the hose, and at
length one of the ambassadors was honoured
by a fireman, by having the wet and heavy
helmet of the Iatter torced over his head,—a
trick very soon played upon others of the poor
orientals. At Philadelphia the City Council
had taken possession of the quarters at the
hotel, prepared for the Japanese, and wera pro-
ceeding to show them , the hospitality of the
city in their own way; when the Naval Officer
in charge of the poor Orientals saved them
from the infliction, and turned out the imperti-
nent intruders.. Among other compliments
the Orientals were called niggers by some of
the polite mob,—a word, the intended reproach
of which was comprehended by some of them,
and gave pain.

At the request of the Chairman the President
read the following Report :

Report of the Directors of the Ontario Bank,
presented to the Stockholders, at their
Third JAnnual Meeting, held on the 4th
June, 1860.

The Directors of the Ontario Bank, in sub-
mitting this their Third Annuoal Report to the
Stockholders of the Bank, together with a
statement of its affairs made up to the 31st ul-
timo, have great pleasure in being able to state
that the business of the past fiscal year shows
a marked improvement on that of the preceding
one. The section of country in which the opera-
tions of the Bank are mainly conduected having
been blessed with an abundant harvest, and re-
munerating prices having been realized for all
the productions of the soil, a large amount of
relief has been thus afforded,—which- relief has
been participated in by all classes of the com-
munity. Should Providence kindly vouchsafe for
the present year a crop equal to that of the past,
your Directors indulge the hope that the
clouds which have been hanging so heavily
over our common country since the crisis of
1857, will be removed, and the severe effects of
that period will be looked upon as a thing of
the past.

Ushered into existence in the midst of this
commercial crigis, your Bank has had to en-
.counter, and overcome difficulties of no ordin-
ary character, and it affords your Directors
cause for congratulation that while your Bank
has been endeavoring to meet the requirements
and expectations of its friends, promoters, and
the community in which its operations have
been carried op, that this has been done in such
a manner that it may now be said to have
passed through the trying ordeal without sus-
taining any of the losses or consequences at-
tendant upon or incident to such crises.

To enable you to form an estimate of the pro-
duce exported from this section of the Pro.
vince, we may state that your Bank alone has
furnished to its customers for the purchase of
such produce—the growth of 1859,—nearly
$1,200,000, and it is most satisfactory to know
that in so doing, the transactions have proved
alike beneficial to the Bank and its customers,

The profits of the Institution have fully realiz-
ed our expectations, and we are not aware that
a single bad debt has been made.

The Capital of the Bank has all been sub-
scribed, although no call has been made during
the year, yet the paid up capital has increased
nearly fifty per cent. since we last met you, and
has trebled since June, 1858.

As you are doubtless aware, the Bank was
compelled by the action of the Legislature to
accept a charter requiring a much larger
amount of capital at the outset than its pro-
Jjectors: desired ; the sequel has nevertheless
shown, that not only has this proved advan-
tageous rather than otherwise to the best in-
terests of the Bank, and conntry ; but the gub-
ject has forced itself upon the attention of the
Directors, and many otbers, that if the business
increases in the same ratio for the next few
years ag during the past, it may be found ne-
cessasy to invoke the aid of the same power
to increase, instead of diminishing the capital
of the Institution.

The large and increasing business of your
Montreal Branch made it advisable in the opi-
nion of your Directors that a local Board
should be appointed for the management of the
affairs of that office, and we are happy to state
that we have secured the services of five gent-
lemen to form such Board, that probably stand
second to none in Canada in point of wealth,
experience and respectability : the gentlemen
referred to are, Alexander Simpson, J. G. Mc-
Kenzie, John Brooke, Jacob H Joseph and Louis
Beaudry, Esqs. The Branch took possession
of its new offices on the 1st ultimo, and the
newly appointed Board having been duly or-
ganised, elected A, Simpson, Esq., as its Chair-
man.

It has been considered desirable that a
change should be made in the time of paying
the Dividends. To effect this purpose we re-
commend that a quarterly Dividend be declar-
ed payable on the 1st December next, and here-
after the halt-yearly Dividend to be paid on the
18t June and December.

The failure of the so-called ¢ Oolonial” and
‘International” Banks, last fall, caused a good
deal of attention to be paid to the system of
Canadian Banking, and was ‘made ostensibly
the reason for the Government introducing a
meagure intended to effect radical changes in
all our monetary institutions, popularly known
ag tbe ¢ Hon. Mr. Galt's Bank of Issue Scheme.”
While your Directors are of the opinion that
some changes might be made in our present sys-
tem to furnish greater security to the public :
still a scheme similar tothe one referred to,
would in our opinion, (if put in operation,)
prove disastrous alike to our Banks and to the
commerce and prosperity of the country, and
your Directors are pleased to find that their
views are fully sustained by gentlemen of the)
‘highest ability in Canada and elsewhere. We
sincerely hope that the Governmept will not
again attempt to pass such a sweeping and
dangerous measure.

Your Directors have made a thorough inspec-
tion of the Assets and Accounts of the Head
Office and Branches, and feel pleasure in re-
porting that they found all correct and satis-
factory.

The Cashier, Managers and other officers of
the Bank have performed their respective duties
with zeal and ability.
