MONTREAL A FREE PORT.

To the Editor of the MONTREAL HERALD,

Sir,—In common with many others I
have waited patieutly to see if Mr. Andrew
Robertson, Chairman of the Harbour
Board, could or would explain why it was
that he and his associate Government
mem bers of said Board so passively allowed
the authorities at Ottawa to continue  the
upjust embargo which the Port of Montreal
has laboured under for o long. h

The Gazette of the 14th instant contains
Mr. Robertson’s statement. I do not know
if any other paper published it. For the
good name of the Board and Mr. R. I hope
not, a3 it is of rare occurrence that so
mixed a compendium of diverse matters
is issued by & Public Department in this
country. It is, however, only just to
remark that the Cheirman assumed the
entire responsibility of the statement, but
he omitted to say whether he did so be-
cause he thought the Board would not
father the matter, or bezause he wanted to
get all the credit for himself.

Mr. Roberteon begins by asking for. a
definition of the term * Free Port,” and
seems to think that, in losking at this
question, the present position of the
“Trust” chould be considered. I have
not yet been sble to make out what the
position of & Trust has to do with the
definition of ** Free Port.”

Will Mr. Roberteon kindly explain how,
where and when the Harbour Commis-
sion have been urging on the Government
the assumption of any part of the debt?
In reference to the $100,000 loan, every-
body knows that, on good security, money
can be had cheaper now than for years
past. Mr. Robertson says that last ©c-
tober in Ottawa he spoke to Sir Charles
Tupper about making & demand on him
for the Government to assume the debt,
and that he was informed by Sir Charles
that Mr. Cramp and Mr. McLennan had
seen him gome six months previously on
the same subject. Sir Charles actualiy
gave his friend a copy of the appeal, but
for some reason best known to himself,
the Chairman, while concurring in the
appeal, kept the whole matter a secret.
It really looks as if Mr. Robertsen was
unwilling to play a second part in obtain-
ing for Montreal the universally admitted
iustice of letting her harbeur only carry
its own burdens.

We now come to the gist of the whole
question—the present Government. Mr.
Robertson wants to know why the former
Government were left out in the cold, Mr,
Cramp, who is seized of all the facts and
history ot the case, says very plainly that
there was no need of applying before. One
thing is certain, Mr Cramp did make ap-
plication, Mr. Roberteon did not, he
merely silently concurred. 1

Mr. Cramp’s interview with Sir Charles
Tupper took plsce in March, 1879, over a
vear ago. At that time Mr. Cramp stated
plainly that, unless the Government
aseumed the Channel debt, the Harbour
dues could notj be reduced. I cannot see
how the agitation of the past month creat.
ed any auxiety in Mr. Cramp’s mind in
March, 1879. As far as the public know,
Mr, Cramp stande now where hie did then,
He is asking for a bold, honest policy, and,
knowing that, Mr. Andrew Robertson,
Chairman of the Harbour Board, is the
nominee of Sir Charles and the gentlemen
now reigning in Ouawa, he entreats him
to use his paramount influence to get even.
hended fair-play for the Harbour of Mont-
real. This, evidently, Mr. Robertson can-
not afford to do. Political considerations
with him are first. If there had been no

stapd charged with having quietly ac-
quiesced in the matter,
Yours,
Axti-MoxoroLy.

DOMINION,

Davip CHEER, who was injured last Sa-
turday at Port Hope, has gince died.

Tar Vice-Rogal party leave Ottawa at
nine o’clock a.m. en Thursday by the Q.,
M., 0. & 0. Railway for Quetec.

TaE men of the Quebec Fire Brigade
have petitioned the Corporation to bhave
their wages inecreased to one dollar per
day.

Some 28 candidates passed o successful
examination at the recent meeting of the
Board of Examiners for Dominion Lands
Surveyors.

Tar recrunita for the Mounted Police
Force will leave Sarnia on the 28th inst.
They number 60 in all, and some of them
come from Ottawa.

Mgr. T. B. O’'Briex, President of the
Canadian Academy of Arts, is expected to
bein Quebec in a few days to sketch
Quebee for his new painting of the Ancient
Capital—a commission for [Her Majasty
the Queen.

It is stated that the work of the Domi-
nion Line aod Beaver Line of steamships,
at Quebec has been taken from the Union
Canadienne and given to the Ship La-
bourers’ Society, so that the labour trou-
bles there will now come to an end.

Tar dinner by the officers at Quebec on
the 24th promises to be a grand affair. The
Committee has issued invitations to His
Excellercy the Governor-General and staff,
the Lieut.-Governor, the General Com-
manding, snd the cfficers of corps visiting
Quebec to take part in the review.

CoNSIDERABLE surprise is ocecasioned in
Quebec by the publication of a remark-
able petition from the St. Jean Baptiste
Society, addresscd to the various Railway
and Steamboat lines, and remonstrating
with them for not baving made a sufficient
reduction in the return tickets for the
St. Jean Baptliste Society’s celebration in

June.
UNITED STATES.

Tae Ryan-Gess fight has been declared
off on account of the vigilance of the
Canadian authorities in preventing their
meeting on Canadian soil. _

A Forr Davis, Tex., despatch says that
the Indians attacked a trainof four wagons
passing through Boss Canon on Thursday.
Mr. Grant, of Fort Concha, and Mrs. Gra-
ham, of Frio County, were killed. The
Indians captered all the property of the
party.

A WasHINGTON special to the N. Y,
Herald says that the Senate in Executive
Session received copies of the messzge of
the President and voluminous correspond~
ence with Spain in regard to the demand
from Spain for the prompt settlement of
the long-pending indemnity claims on
account of the losses of Spanish citizens at
the time of our occupation of Florida.
The elaims smount to between two and
three millions.

GREAT BRITAIN AND IRELAND,

A. M. Surtivaw has flnally decided to
conteet Meath.

Tax London Times in view of the enor-
mous ocean travel at present between
Europe and America, suggests that each
ocean steamer carry two steam-launches
in place of two ordinary ships boat’s. One
launch should be poweriul enough to take
in two ship’s boats in case of accident and
the other of lighter construction and very
fast, might be remdered capable of being
despatched to tbe mearest point for as-
sistance.

Tae Londen Times, in discussisg the
suvject of the Alabama claims surplus,
concludes its remarks as follows :—It is

an apprenticeship in the Commons u.ual-
ly possess this qualification. It doesnob
follow that gentlemen must be without
it because they have not had the ap-
prenticeship in question. Still the
‘endency of Ministries with rogard to
the Senate, asit was with regard to tbe
old Legislative Council when nominated
by the Government, whenever the pres-
sure on them is not too great, is to fill
the body with respectable men, who
have, as it is eaid of Mr. Worts, helped
to elect a good mapy members of the
House of Commons, though they have
uever been elected themselves. These
gentlemen are usually advanced in years
and theyrarely learn the rules, or acquire
the spirit of Parliamentary life. They
are, in fact, useless to the public, unless
in some way outside of Parliament they
have obtained a political education. Bat
there is amother grave evil in the pre-
sent constitution of the Senate which,
unless it can be remedied, must certainly
do much to lessen its authority. Itis

in party feeling. When at first consti-
tuted, the coalition character of the
Ministry cansed a fair proportion of
Liberals to be mncminated. But the
long reign of the Conservatives replaced
geveral Liberals by new members of
their own party. Mr. Mackenzie’s lease
of power redressed the balance to a cer-
tain extent ; but Sir Jobn Macdonald, of
course, fills every new vacancy with
gentlemen of his own party. Very soon,
therefore, the Senate will have as little
independent volition as the Legis-
lative Council at Quebec. It will be a
mere registrar of the wishes of the
leaders of a single party in or out of
office, and will consist largely of men
whose years forbid any considerable
activity, mental or bodily. This will be
s grave eyil to every member. On the
parts of the small minority it checks
exertion, because it makea the success of
such exertion nseless. On the part of
individuals of the majority it makes
any thing but quiet acquiescence mere

superfluons trouble. What would seem
to be desirable as the resuls of a nomi-
nated 3enate would be an assembly of
eminent men, who had not become too
strongly partizan, either as members of
the Commons or as makers of members,

and who would be thus able to exerciss
a judgment fiee from partizan bias,
But as things now are we see but little
chance of that, no matter what Ministry

may be in power. Yet the most con-

temptible kind of Senate will certainly

be a Senate consisting wholly of mum-~
bers of the same party, and incapable,

therefore, of any serious political discus
sion,

OUR BRITISH COLUMBIAN
FOLLY.

When a Committee of the Senate was
taking evidence last year with respect
to the Canadian Pacific Railway, Mr.
Marcus Smith, the Engincer, who had a
theory that the Bute Imnlet route was
very superior to the Buarrard Inlet route,
which Mr. Sandford Fleming had de-
termined on, was asked whether his pet
scheme or the one adopted by the Gov~
ernment was the best in respect to the
agricultural land which it would enable
settlers to reach. His aunswer was to
this effect : * I need say nothing about
“ which route opens up tue
¢ moet agricultural land, b_cause there
“ ia no such land worth talking about
‘“on either of them.” Notwithstanding
the remarks made in the year when
this oceurred by Sir Charles
Tupper, in depreciation of the route by
Burrard’s Inlet which had been selected
by hie predecessor—remarks, however,
we are bound to say, ouly expressive of
great doubt—he has adopted Mr. Mac-
kenzie’s pulicy in that respect, and con-
tracts have been let on the Burrard
Inlet route. But now comes up again
this question of valuable lands, and in
a very hard and practical shape. There
has been a pretence to recoup the people

rapidly begsoming entirely homogeneous

but to describe it and ita contents to the
Police anthorities and he is very likely
to recover what he lost or something like
it. It may happen, however, that,
after having thanked and rewarded the
Sergent deVille,be finds the missing porfe-
monnaie in a great-coat picket hang-
ing in his own hall., The Russian
Polica Administralion find it worth
while to upprove their vigilance by buy-
ing a few pocket-books, and making up
the sums which they onght to contain,
in order to retaintheir reputation with
influential nobles. This dodge, however,
if it be really practised, must bs more
difficult than the Fiench one.

Hospiran Nurses.—Some of these ladies
have done much to prevent their universal
introduction into British hospitals by a
degree of self-assertion, which has been
thought, at least by the Medical Faculty,
to evince a desire to supersede scientific
authority. And now Miss Lonsdale, one
of the ableat of the nurses, has raised a
new set of objections by desiring to asgo-

ciate the nurses together as a religious
sisterhood, It may be very trune that no
other motive to aciive benevolence is equal
to the religious motive, and equally true
that religion can hardly exist in a chaotic
shape, and without the form and colour ef
definite doetrine. It is eertain that no
charity has been more gelf-denying or
more laudable than that of many orders of
religious women. Yet hospitals are public
institutions, and those who have to take
advantage of them, ought to be able to do
so without being subjected to sectarian
influences ; nor ought such public insti-
tutions to become instruments of sectarian
propaganda. It is not, therefore, wonderful
that, on grounds of thissort, Miss Lonsdale
is meeting with serious opposition.

Tae Wmirraxer Case.—The West Point
Court of Inquiry into the alleged outrage
upon Whittaker, the coloured cadet, has
been eitting for several weeks, and our
American exchanges are devoting & great
deal of space to the investigation. Recent
disclosures, if they do mot conclusively
establish the fact, at least point towards
Whittaker as the author of the outrage

upon himself. Popular feeling has been
divided since the inquiry began. Whitta—
ker has not been without champions—
some of whom have, no dovbt, been moved
by a politieal object. The West Point
Cadews are determined not to associate
with cadets of * colour,” aund Whittaker
has been thoroughly ostracised during his
cadetship. Whether be cut his own ears, or
had them cut by some one else, does not
alter the fact, which has become doubly
prominent through the trial, that no
coloured cadet can expect to be received
on a basis of equality at West Point. The
feeling is that coloured officers are unot
wanted in the army, and must be kept out,
This is to be done by making West Point
too hot for them.

Bexkrir oF CLERGY.~=A clergyman
named Lyttel went into some co-operative
stores in London, left an old umbrella
there, and came out with a new one, which
he was shortly after accused of stealing.,
What made the case worse was that the
new umbrella had a faint mark of his

initials on it, when he and it were cap-
tured. The defence was that he took it in
mistake ; but then he did not mdke any
mistake about the K. L., and the magis-
trate, before whom he was brought, said
the facts against him were elear. Never—
theless, ne held that a clergyman, reading
the Commandments every Sunday, and
having money, would be very unlikely to
take an umbrella with the object of steal-
ing it. As there was, therefore, in his
judgment no animus furandi, he discharg-
ed the accused, The decision, hewever,
hae not been received with applause by
the Alderman’s fellow-citizens, who thinlk
it is pushing a little too far a new edition
of the old plea of benefit to clergy.

WonDERFUL CHiLp. —The Vigre de
Cherbourg is responsible for the follow-
ing —*“ Cherbourg possesscsa now a
marvellous phenomensn, uniqne since
the world exists. A child six months
old bears upon her head a feather, which
drops off and is replaced every six days.

About forty packages, which had
been stolen from the rolling mills, were
found stowed away in the shelves. The
walus was about §103, and the weight over
a ton.

Very many naiionalities are found amongst
the out-deor and the in-door pdiients,
Amongst the diseases which have been
somewhat unnsually prevalent in the city
and hospital during the year, may be men-
tioned measles, typhoid fever, bromchitis
and pnenmoenia. On the other hand the
admisions for diptheria were but seventeen,
or but half the number of last year. The
inadequacy of the existing buildings to
the requirements of the institution is
coming to be more seriously felt from year
to year. Not onlyis mere ward room
needed for patiente, but proper accommao-
dation for the Rurses aud servants ia much
required in the interest of health and
facility of admivistration. Hitherto the
Governors have failed to secure the services
of a suitable person to take charge of a
training eehool for nurses in eonnection
with the Hospitalla project which they have
wished to carry out for some time. Were
such a person immediately available, how-
ever, quarters could not be assizned to
the pupil-nurses in the Hospital and come
other provision would be necegsary. 'I'ne
requirements of modern science and expe-
rience in the treatment of digease, and the
obvious importanes to the welfare of so-
ciety of a practical experience on the part
of the young men who are being taught in
the Hospital, with the very best means
and appliances for treating disease and
mitigating human suffering, render it im-
perative, tht as soon as poseible new and
more commodicus buildings constracted
upon the most approved prineiples shall
be erected upon the Hespital property,
now =0 considerably extended by the ac-
quisitions of late years. In the meantime,
the possession of a snitable inexpensive but
commodious building, with a few acres of
land attached, and distant but a faw miles
from the city, which counld be employed as
a home for convalescerts, would be of
much use, not only by affordicg more room
in the Hospital for acute cases of disease
and serious accidents, bub what is of equal
importance, by securing a larger number
of recoveries nmopngat the patients,
While the institution has lost by death
doring the year three Life-Governors,
Thos Kershaw, Thomas Symington and
Andrew Wilson, it has received the consi-
derable addition of 20 new ones,viz : Messra.
A A Ayer, ¥ Buller, M D, Charlea Casgils,
W 8 Cooke, D J Craig, William Davig, T
D Drake, W Gardner, M D, M H Gaulr, M

THE SHIP-LABUURERS
TROUBLES.

TrE ¢ Sunrisa * Rourep By WATER Axp
Cruss—Fmy Coxpuor oF THE PoLloE
—PEack vor A Suort True,

Yesterday morning the Water and City
Police forces, pursuant to orders, were
early on duty nug in good force. Abont
seven o'clock & section of the City Police,
numbering 20, under the command of
Sergeants Burke, Robinson and Gauthier,
took post on the revetment wall overlook-
ing the Island wharf where the steamships
“ Lake Champlain,” * Colina,” “ Ocean
King” and “ Orchis” are moored. Another
equad, consisting of aboul 40 men, under
Sub-Chiets Maher and Lancy, patrolled
the revetment wall between the market
and St. Sulpice street, while a third divi-
sicn, under Sergeant Glynn, numbering
about 20 mien, did duty between tha Cus-
tom House end Harbour Commission
building. Twelve of the Water Police
kept guard over the sheds of the Beaver
and Donaldeon-Clyde Line. About half-
past eight o’clack, the strikers, who had
been gradually increasing in Bumbers, at-
tempted to

to prevect the few working on board from
continuing their employment. The City
Police now moved forward under the com-
mand of Sergeants Robinson, Gauthier
and Burke, and joined by the Water
Pelice, who were stationed at this point, at
once gallantly charged upon the mob,
which nambered eeveral hundreds, and
chased it westward along the wharyes,
After pursuing for some distance, the
crowd, gaining more courage by the
addition ot numbers, stopped und began to
pour yolleys of ¢tones upon the policemen.
The police, nothing daunted, and headed
by such good leaders as Sergeants Burke,
Robinson, Gautoier and onohue, brought
their batons to work on the heads of the
* wharfrats ” in first-class style, and soon
drove the yelling, baflled mass before them
like sheep. The stones came from the
mob so plentifully that there was hardly
a policeman that' was not hit. It was in
this melee that Sub-Constable Narcisse
St. Andre was knocked downed senseless
by a large stone thrown by a rough from
the ramp. The wounded constable was
picked up by a couple of comrades and
taken to the Central Station, where Dr.
Picault, who was called in, attended to his
wound, which was a severe scalp one,
After dressing it the man was taken to Lis
home. Detectives Murphy, Arcand and
Richa were not idle, and soon had

in the attack,  ooe Jobin, a carter, and
Simeon Peltier. They were at once taken
to the Central Station and locked up.
During the attempted attack on the S8,
¢ Lake Champlain,” the Captain, who was
on deck and looking to the safety of his
ship, was knocked  down by a
miesle-thrown from the crowd below and
seriously hurt in the band, Captain Scott
of the *Champlain” has now made up his
mind to protect his ship, and has got up
bds two

SIGNAL GUN3 AND LOADED THEM,

and is ready to give the rio‘ers adose of
shot if they try the same ga.ne on as they
did yesterday morning. In driving the
crowd of loafers from the sheds at a sub-
sequent period of the day, Sergeant Dono-
hue was seriouely hurt by a stone, and
Inspector Ormond was also injured, his left
side being very scre last evening. The city
police, under Chief Paradis, Deputy-Chief
Naegie and Sub Chiefa Lancy and Maher,
and accompanied by Ald. Grenier, acted
with promptitude and good judgment and
by their cooluess, bravery snd firmness,
under trying volleys of stones, proved that
rioting in Montreal will not pay while we
have police who know hew to do their
duty, The Water Police also deserve
every credit for their courage, and, in con-
junetion with the city force, have done
good service and deserved well of all law-
abiding citizens. The crowds of loafers,after
being diepersed, wended their way to-
wards

and gathering there called out for a speech
from Jogeph, but Chief Paradis was soon
on the spot with his men and started the
mob at & lively pace in all directions. A
portion of the police were now withdrawn,
but held in readinesa at the several
stations, should their services be required.
About noon everything was spparently
peaceful
ALL ALONG THE WHARVES.

A few of the stevedores are blamed for
the cause of all the trouble. They have,
it sppears, been cheating the men
ont of their just dues. Buch men ought
fo be shown up and exposed as they
bring diseredit and annoyance to more in-
nocent persons. The trouble is now con-
fined to where it began,and as long as
stevedores will grind men down to
eight cents an hour, and in some cases
even lower, for carrying pig iren, they
need not expect to have faithful servants.
It is stated that one poor French-Canadian,
who had been taken on by a stevedore un-
conditionally, and worked a week for him
full time, had at the end of the week:
! docked” off about one quarter of his
time, and was then allowed only seven
cents an hour, The poor fellow was so
henrtbroken at the heartless treatment he
received that he sat down and eried like a
child. The Gompanies are all disposed to
treat the working hands generously.

Captain Barelay had all the men he
wanted at the Allan wharves at from 174
cents an hour upward. The stevedores of
the Domiaion Line have acted liberally
toward their mem. They are paying a
mimmui rate of twenty cents an hoar,
but bave only picked men at work. Con=
sequently they have made no cencession
to the strikers, as they weze paying infe-
rior men 174 cents before the sirike. The
Beaver Line are payinog 15 ceata an hour
ancé upwird. They have a sufficient
number of men and will have
little trouble with police protection.
Constable Daignet made another arrest
of a rioter abont voon. His nameis Na-
poleon Munro, and & butcher by trade. He
18 enpposed to bie the scoundrel that tbrew
the stone which felled poor St. Andre to
the exrth. IHe was pointed out to the con-
#lable by & carler as taking a lively part in
the stcna throwing.

ASSAULTING THE WOREERS.

Foiled in their intention to stop the load-
ing aud unloading of the ships, the loafers
wait at corneis, &c., and assault the men
working on the ships ns they go home todiz-
ner. Whila one of the labourers on the 88.
« Liake Champlain® was proceeding to his
dinner about noon ke met ome of the
sttikers, who accused him of haviog gone
“ back on the boys ;" a good deal of talk
ensued between tnem, when suddenly the
striker, picking up a piecs of plack, struck
the other a terrific blow on the side of the
head, knocking him down. A rash was
made by some bystanders toward the fallen
mgn when bis assailant fled, leaving the
other with blood rireaming from hLis tose
and mouth, 1o make his way home without
further molestation. - The Water Polica
were at dinner at that particular moment,
and the ruflan escaped. A number of
other men going home to their dinners
were attacked with stones by a crowd of
the strikers mnear the old Quebec Gate
Barracks. They fled for their lives
and were pursned for some distance.
During the afternoon everything was
quiet, axd the strike may be looked upoa
as ended for the present. The police su-
thoritiea fear farther trouble when the
shipping increuses in the pert, but are pre-
pared for all eventualities, A laughable
incident oecurred when the mob stormad
the  Champlain;” the Captin ordered the
haose to be brought to bear on the * rats,”
which was dome, and the stream

of water soon cooled the courage

of ' the foremost, and semt them
back reeling and with rage,
The captain of the ship  Clauder ” from
Havana, moored near Windmill Point,
about 2 o’clock, was somewhat alarmed at
the large gathering of * sunfish”” near his
ship, and at onee repaired to the Police
Station for assistance. 'The crowd saw the
direction he touk, and at onee scattered for
other scenes.

At two o’clock this morning, our reporter
visited the wharves and Water Police
Station, and found that everything was
quiet,

ELECTIONEERIN' ON BIG INJUN
MOUNTINC.

In the face of all detraction, however,
there were the self-evidents facts of
his snccess and the improvement in the
moral atmosphere wrought during his
term of cffice. He was thinking of these
things as he sat with his absorbed eyes
fastened upon the horizon, and of the
change in himszlf since he had left his
humble home on the slope of Big Injun
Mounting. There he had lived seventeen
years in ignorance of the alphabet; he
was the first of his name who could write
it. From an almost primitive state
he had overtaken the civilization
of Ephesus and Colbury, — no
great achievement, it might seem, to
& sophisticated imagination; but the
mountains were a hundred years behind
the progress of those centres. His tal-
ents had burst through the stony crust
of circumstance, like the latent fires of
a volcamo. And bhe had plaus for the
fu*ure. Only = short while age he had
been confident when he thought of them;
pow they were bampered by the great
jeopardy of his re-election, because of
the egregious blindness that could not
distinguish duty from malica, justice
from persecution. He had felt the
strength of education and civilization ;

he was beginning to feel the terrible

strength of ignorance. His faith in his
own powers was on the wame. He had
experienced a suffocativg sense of impo-
tence when, in stumping Big Injun Mount-
ing, he had been called upon by the
meagre but voeiferous crowd to justify the
hard bearing of the prosecution upon Josh
Green *“ fur stealin’ of Squire Bibb's old
gray mare, that ye kacws, Rafe,—fur ye
hev plowed with ber,—warn’t wath more’d
ten dollars. Ef Josh hedn’t been in the
dark, ke wouldn't hev teched sech a pore
old eritter. Teil us’bout’n seven year in the
pen tiary fur a mare wuath ten dollars”
What possibility—even with = Chadd’s
wordy dexterity— of satisfying such
demands as this! He found that the

strength of ignorance lies in ita blunder-

ing Lrutality. Acd he found, too, thac
mental supremacy does not of its inherent
natore always aspire, but can be bent
downwards to low ends. The opposing
candidates made capital of these illogical
attacks ; they charged kim with his most
brilliant exploits as ingenious perversiona
of the law and attempts vpon the liberties
of the people. Chadd began te despair of
dissipating the prejudice and ignorance so
readily erystallized by his ocpponents, and
the only savage instinet left to him was to
die game. Ho justified his past conduct
by the curt declaration that he had dcnme
his duty according to law, and he asked
the votes of his fellow-citizens with an ar-
rogant hauteur worthy of Cariolanus.

‘The afternoon was wearing away ; the
lengthening shadows were shifting ; the
solitary figure that had bean motionless in
the shade was nuw motionless in the golden
ganshine, A sound broke upoa the air
otber than the muofflad thunder of the falls
and the droning reiteration of the katydid.
There came from tbe rocky path threading
the forest the regular beat of hurses’ hoofs,
and in a few momente three men rode into
the clearing that sloped to the verge of
the cliff. The ficat faint foot-fall was a
spell to wake the settlement to sudden
lLife : sund:y feminine faces were thrust
out of the runde windows ; bevies of leun-
limbed, tow-headed, uckempt echildren
started up from unexpected nooks; the
store-keeper strolled to the door, and
stood with his pipe in his mouth, leaning
heavily agains: the frame; and Rufus
Chadd chaoged his position with a slow,
lounging motion, and turned his eyes upon
the r.ad.
