ResieNATION oF THE MmNiSTRY.—There were
all sorts of assertions, some of them very con-
fident, in town last night, as to the resignation
of the Ministry, and the mode in which a new
Cabinet was to be formed. We do not think

‘any of them were entitled to entire credit,

though the resignation of the Ministry may be
expected at any moment.

Tee New Coxnsrirurion oF tae COURTS OF
Justior,—The late constitution of the civil
tribunals in Lower Canada may be said to be
at an end. The new law of last session has
been proclaimed, and comes into effect on the
24th inst. On the 23d the judges of the Su-
preme Court are expected to clear the roll of
old cases, by giving judgments upon them. It
is, therefore, proper to explain the future lead-
ing arrangements of these courts.

The Court of Queen’s Bench is to remain
with its present powers and tunctions ; but all

_the duties of the judges of that court. in cri-

minal cases, may be exercised by one judge of
the Superior Court, though no such judge
will be required to preside in eriminal cases in
Montreal or Quebec, when any judge of the
Court of Queen’s Bench is present at such
city. This court, when sitting in appeal, is to
review questions reserved by the judges at
criminal trials, and the sentences of persons
convicted will be postponed until the decision
thereon, when the judge or judges who shall
have tried the case shall think fit to reserve
such points. ' The chief alteration besides, is
that the Court of Queen’s Bench is to consist of
five judges, instead of four. Two of these
judges are to reside in Montreal, and two in
Quebec. The Circuit Court judges are to be
converted into judges of the Superior Court,
which court is hereafter to consist of eighteen,
of whom four are to reside in Montreal, three
at Quebec, one at Three Rivers, one at Sher-
brooke, one at Aylmer, two in the district of
Saguenay, and two in that of Gaspé. These
judges are to hold sessions of the. Superior
Court in nineteen districts, at the following
places, Aylmer, Montreal,  St. Scholastique,
Industrie Village, Sorel, Three Rivers, Quebec,
Malbaie, New Carlisle, Perce, St. Germain de
Rimouski, St. Louis de Kamouraski, Mont-
magny, St. Joseph de la Beauce, St. Christophe
d’Arthabaska, Sherbrooke, Nelsonville, St.
Hyacinthe, St. John, and Beauharnois. They
are also to hold Circuit Courts in each county,
other than those where the Superior Courts are
held, so soon as each county shall have pro-
vided proper accommodation therefore, except-
ing always the counties of Hochelaga, Jacques
Cartier, Sorel, St. Maurice, Quebec, and Wolfe.
Appeals in suits for sums exceeding £25, or re-
specting lands and tenements, to lie to the
Court of Queen’s Bench.

‘Whether in the Circuit or Suprems Courts,
the hearing will be before a single judge; the
jurisprudence being therefore fixed in disputed
cases by the Court of Queen’s Bench, and each
judge being, except in so far as he is bound to
adhere to the decision of the court above, in-
dependent in every case of the opinions of the
other judges. Thisarrangement will, of course,
tend to secure a more speedy decision en pre-
miére instance than could be had under the old

svstem inasmuch a4 there will be three indees
holding as many courts, instead of one court,

with three judges sitting to hear‘each case. On
the other hand, it maybe imagined that the de-
cisions of single judges will not be equally
conclusive with the bar and the public, as those
which are given by a full bench after discus-
sion among several judges. The business of
the Court of Appeals may therefore be expected
to be considerably increased, and it is worthy
of consideration, whether the cests of appeal
ought not to be very much reduced. The
excuse for the high tariff of fees in that court has
hitherto been'that it tended to discourage liti-
giousness ; but it must be allowed that, with-
outany undue love  for legal chicane, a suitor
might easily have good reason for desiring a
more authoritative decision on his case than
that from a single jundge. The new plan is an
experiment, and we are disposed to think it one
in the right direction ; but it may be that there
would be advantages in an intermediate appeal
to the Superior Court in banco, before the re-
ference to the Court of Queen’s Bench, as the
tribunal of last resort within the Province.
In Upper Canada, law points are decided at
jury trials by a single judge—the decision may
be then reversed on motion for a new trial be-
fore the full Court,—and if we understand the
matter rightly, there is a farther appeal to the
nine judges of the three Superior Courts.

We have already seen that there are four
judges of the Superior Court resident in Mon-
treal, and four in Quebec. The judges who
are to reside here, viz: The Hon. Justices Day,
Smith, Mondelet and Badgeley met the bar yes-
terday, and pursuant to notice in order to lay
down some provisional rules for the guidance
of the Court and Bar, pending the meeting of
the ten judges, who are required to forma quo-
rum for the enactment of a set of rules, which
will be legally binding. This has been
rendered necessary by the suddenness with
which effect has been given to the law—a cir-
cumstance which has created a good deal of
confusion in other ways. It is obvious that
with three or four judges sitting at once and
forming as many courts of co-ordinate jurisdic-
tion, there would be a choice left for advocates,

ag to the particular judge before whom they
would bring their case. Perhaps if this choice
were made by consent it would not have had a
bad effect upon the Bench, as the amount of
business brought before a particular judge
would be a good test of the esteem in which he
would be held by the bar. It would thus haye
operated as a stimulus to the judges, and a
great check upon the appointment of inferior
men to the judicial function. We see in the
history of English judges, how rapidly the re-
putation of one who has presided in the Court
of Queen’s Bench has swelled the business of
that Court, while the tide has turned when the
appointment of a less competent successor has
given the greater fame to the co-ordinate Court
of Common Pleas.. The cases are not quite
analogous ; but the opportunity for choice would
doubtless, have made itself felt. There are,
however, inconveniences. of an obvious kind in
permitting this selection; for there must be
a method by which one party shall be able
to force the other to trial at some time or other;
and this being so, if a chanse for a selection
existed, there would probably be a constant
struggle to bring certain causes before those
judges known or supposed to have certain opin-
ions favorable to one or the other side. The
great object of the rules submitted to the bar
on Thursday seems to have been, therefore, to
fprevent any choice from being exercised, To
fulfil this intention the Superior Court is to sit
in three divisions, of which numbers one and
two are to be for the hearing of cases on the
merits, and number three for the decision of
points of practice. The judges will themselves
decide as to which of them shall preside in these
divisions, respectively. All cases are to be
heard in the order in which they are inscribed,
the first case being set down for division No.
1; the second for division No. 2 ; the third for
division No. 3, and so on. At enquéle the same
order is to be observed, and no delay is to be
allowed in closing an enquéfe, except what is
necessary - to bring up evidence& in rebuttal.:
'These are, we believe, in brief, the main features
of the new system, which is to go into operation
on the 24th inst.

TerRIBLE ExpLoSION AT Pacr's Fouxpry,
GRIFFINTOWN—ONE Max Kiniep aAxp EigaT
Wouxpep.—It becomes our painful duty to
relate the occurrence of a lamentable accident
which took place yesterday evening, at the
establishment of B. P. Paige and Co., Griffin-
town, and by which one man lost his life, and
eight were wounded, two of whom are not ex-
pected to recover.

The facts of the explosion are as follow :—In
Mr. Paige’s foundry, at that portion of it situated
in a line with Prince & Wellington streets, there
are two workshops, one being devoted to the
purpose of moulding, and the other being
used as a finishing shop ; these two compart-
ments almost joined, and between them there
was a boiler, for driving the engine which kept
the machinery in motion. This boiler had been
kept in use constantly, and yesterday evening
was in operation at a quarter to three o’clock ;
the firemen and those engaged in its vicinity
did not notice any particular - indication
that would show it was over strained, when
suddenly there came a terrible hiss ofescaping
steam-—then a deafening noise and in another
moment the boiler exploded and rose, as sup-
posed, through the roof of the workshop, nor
did its momentum cease till it had been blown
to a distance of twenty feet ; and then in its fall
it crashed through through the roof of another
workshop, shattering machines and every other
obstruction impeding its descent, and, finally
alighted on one of its ends, and remained in an
almost vertical position leaning towards Prince
street.

The consternation caused by the explosion
was immense, and for several minutes the work-
men were placed in imminent peril from the fall-
ing of rubbish, nor was it possible for them to es-
cape from the buildings till the steam had
cleared away. After the first moments of con-
fusion had passed, attention was immediately
directed to those in the vicinity of the boiler
when it exploded, and it was then discovered
that a number were missing. As soon as this

melancholy circnmsatance waz aseertainad. im-
mediate search was begun, and nine workmen

were rescued from the ruing, and conveyed into
the open air. Their names are as follow:—
Edward Quinn, residing in George’s-street, and
taken home; David Carney, of the same street,
also conveyed to his own house ; Felix McCor-
mack, Catherine street, brought to the General
Hospital ; Patrick McCormack, same street,
brought home; Peter Wilson, St. Nicholas
Tolentine street, conveyed to the General Hos-
pital ; Joseph Deggan, brought to Mr. McCam-
bridge’s, Prince’s street; Patrick Handrihan,
conveyed to the same place ; M. Socia brought
home, and Leon Beauguoin brought to Mr. Me-
Cambridge’s tavern also, but afterwards remov-
ed to the Hotel Dieu Hospital.

As it was perceived that Handrihan, Deggan
and Beauguoin were in a dangerous state medi-
cal advice was speedily sought, and Drs. Jones
and Howard were soon in attendance ; and
messengers were despatched for the Rev. Mr.
Dowd who adminstered extreme unction to
Handrihan who shortly afterwards expired ; and
the same rite was administered to Deggan by
the Rev. Mr. Murphy, and the Rev. Messrs.
Villeneuve and Toupin attended Beauguoin.—
The other sufferers were not dangerously in-
jured, and required but slight medical atten-—
dance.

When the noise of the explosion was first
heard, a considerable number rushed to the
factory ; but when it was ascertained that so
many were injured, the excitement became in-
tense, and friends and relatives were inquiring,
and manifested the greatest anxiety about the
fate of thosein whom they were intetested.

As soon as Handrihan, Deggan and Beau-
goin were removed to Mr. M‘Cambridge’s tavern
he instantly provided them with every accom-
modation, and his door was beseiged the whole
of the evening by persons concerned in the tate
of the sufferers, Deggan and Handrihan, but
the latter died almost as soon as he was admit-
ted. Beaugoin was removed to the Hotel Dieu
Hospital, alittle after he had been placed in Mr.
McCambridge’s house.

The news of the occurrence having reached
Mr. Coursol, he instantly set off for the scene
of explosion, and directed that the Water Po-

lice should proceed to the spot, to maintain
order, and thisforce, under ¢ vommand of

Chief Constable M‘Laughlin, were ot the great-
est utility during the evening.

Mr. Coursol with great prudence and fore-
thought, directed that Mr. Paige should call
over the list of his workmen, to see if any others
were missing, but happily all suspicion on this
ground turned out unfounded.

There being only Deggan in Mr M‘Cambridge’s
tavern, to attend to, Dr. Howard and Jones
shewed him every assistance, and used every
restorative in their power, but he had not been
long in the room tlll he began to grow worse,
and at this stage his mother arrived, and when
she saw his condition the scene was heartrend-
ing, and during the whole evening she gave
way to the most violent emotions of grief. Deg-
gan was examined by the medical gentlemen
who found that his right ancle was broken, his
limbs badly contused, and a deep wound above
his left temple, and they expressed their opin-
ion that he could not recover, and several times
in the course of the evening, he seemed in the
agonies of death.

The other unfortunate man, Handrihan, who
was dead, was also shockingly mutilated, and
for some time it was difficult to recognize him ;
but atlength he was identified by his uncle.
Coroner Jones gave orders for the removal of
the body, but on the appearance of the uncle
countermanded the order. The unfortunate de-
ceased was an Irishman, and only eighteen
yesrs of age.

Amongst the other sufferers, the principal
were Felix M‘Cormack, who was badly scald-
ed, and who was attended hy Drs. Godfrey and
Wheeler, who stated him to be in a fair way of
recovery, and Edward Quinn, who was treated
by Dr. Godfrey and is also recovering.

Two or three persons had exceedingly narrow
escapes, one in particular, named Graham, who
was standing at lathe when the boiler passed
by him.

The appearance of the ruins of the Foundry
is melancholy in the exireme, for wheels,
benches, shafts and machinery are all inter-
mingled in the greatest confusion, and several

parts of the building are seriously damaged,

' to stand sudden change of climate.

and the roof of the moulding shop is blown off

altogether, and that/6f the finishing shop great.
ly impared; the wall of the workshop in
Prince street is split into several fissures ; and
had to be propped up. Such a destruetion of
property issaddening to contemplate, especially
when_ taken in_connection with the loss of
life and amount of suffering associated with it.

The excitement during the whole evening
was intense, and hundreds, through anxiety and
curiogity, visited the ruing, and it was late in
the evening before the crowd at Mr. McCam-
bridge’s door had dispersed.

Throughout the whole scene, the conduct of
Mr. Coursol was most exemplary,  and
he aided by all means the efforts of
those interested in the safety of relatives,
and contributed to the general preservation
of order, a3 did the Water Police under the
command of Chief Constable McLapghlin. Drs.
Jones and Howard were most arduous in thelr
exertions on behalf of the unfortunate young
man, Deggan, and employed every means that
medieal skill could suggest.

We understand that the length of the boiler
was twenty feet, and its weight three tons and
a half, and from this circumstance, and the fact
of its being propelled to such a distance, the
forze of the explosion may be readily imagined.

Joseph Jones, Esq., Coroner, who was busily
engaged making inquiries during the evening,
has placed his permits in the hands of the Water
Police, that an inquest be held this day
[Saturday.]

[As we went to press last night, our re-
porter was informed that Deggan had expired
at half-past seven o'clock, having lived but four
hours after he received the injuries.]

Of Arthur Gilman, Esq., the first lecturer, we

novelty, no less than from its intrinsic merit.
It must always be,agreeable to introduce one or
two such lectures into a course which is mainly
devoted to more serious topics, and Mr. Gilman’s
numerous engagements 11st winter left nodoubt
of the favor with which the attempt was receiv-
ed at that time by the public. We sincerely
hope that his present effort may meet with an
equal degree of well deserved suecess.

The British Government has already opened
an overland route for the despatch of British
troops to India, probably quite as expeditious
and as economical as the Suez Canal is likely
to prove, should it ever be opened.  All the
preparations required for it, not already made,
was the consent of the Pacha of Egypt to the
march of troops through  that country. = The
first detachment has already passed through in
the space of 29} hours, setting out from Alex-
andria on the 19th ult.  The following letter
from Alexandria to the Duily News gives an
account of the arrangements made for this
movement, which seems likely to be followed
by others of alike kind. . We have already had
accounts of the offer of one of the Oriental
steam companies to transport troops in large
numbers from Suez to any part of India or the
East:—

Arexanpria, Oct. 20,—We have had' two
stirring arrivals here, which have aroused alike
Greek, Mussulman, and Jew. On the 15th the
Peninsular and Oriental steamer Sultan brought
us 14 officers and 235 men of the 4th and 11th
companies of Royal Engineers, en route for
India. On the 16th the excitement was kept
up by a salute fired from a fine 46 gun frigate
which entered this port, and next we saw our
gallant pioneers, dressed in the garb of peace-
able English husbandmen, i. e., in white blouses
and wide-awakes. The Peninsular and Orien-
tal Company’s agent of this place, Mr. Holton,
has made such admirable use of his position to
render the transit of troops across the desert
efficient, that he is said to be ready to under-
take to convey comfortably two thousand Eng-
lish soldiers per month gthro’ the Pacha’s sand
steppes. The Pacha does not at all object to
English soldiers Zcrossing -his territory in their
uniforms and accroutrements; but I think Gov-
ernment acted very wisely in providing our men
with white clothing allowing them only to carry
their great coat, bread bag, and replenished
water bottles. More than this would unfit men
The first
batch of soldiers traversed the desert in 293
hours ; the Royal Engineers will have accom-
plished their journey through the desert in Iittle
more than half the time. At five o'clock on
Sunday evening, the 18th instant, Colonel Har-
ness addressed the soldiers in a few manly,
heartfelt words, as to the nature of the service
rendered by the Pacha to our gracious sover-
eign, by allowing English troops to traverse his
territority, and expressed the confident hope
that no complaint would be brought against
them for violation of hospitality: The men
made mien to cheer their colonel and the good
ship- on board of which they had been so well
cared for ; but so well disciplined were they, that
they controlled their feellngs at first bidding; for
the Col. said, ‘“ Whatever you do, don’t cheer.”
Though the men traversing the desert stop
every six hours for a good repast, they are ne-
vertheless provided with a day’s cooked fresh
meat, ration, bread, and a bottle of good drink-
ing water. Colonel Pocklington, Deputy
Quartermaster General of Malta, acts here in
concert with Mr. Holtren. Both gentlemen have
hitherto accompanied the troops through the
desert, and both are entitled to a large share of
credit for putting their shoulders to the wheel
manfully in despatching our men to the seat of
war.

A PorrrArr.—Whether faithful or not, no
one will accuse the artist of flattery ia the fol-
lowing ‘“presentment” of my Lord Canning,

which we cut from the London Daily
News :—

“Lord Canning is what we call in party
politics a safe and moderate man ; which, being
translated into plain English, means that he is
one who has served, in turn, any Government
that he thought would, and that was willing to
employ him, with mercenary impartiality. His
official career began under Sir Robert Peel, by
whom his really noble, though uncoronetted
father was hurried to a premature grave. When
protectionists abjured protection he clung te-
naciously to office until office was literally taken
from him, Lord Derby judged him to be suffi-
ciently Tory for his purposes in 1851 ; but he
failed to convince the calculating Lord Canning
of his ability to hold power, and his offer,
therefore, was refused. The coalition promised
better; and Lord Canning became Postmaster
General ; and when by degrees every one mem-
ber of the section to which he had professed to
belong had quitted office, he, and he alone, was
willing to remain, and was raised to a seat in
the Cabinet of the present Whig Premier. For
which of these performances, or for what other
step in his hungry and humiliating career, was
this man made by Lord Palmerston Governor
General of India ?”

Tee LiseraL CHRIsTIAN.—DMontreal : Henry
Rose. We yesterday received the November
number of this monthly organ of Unitarianism
—or what its followers appear, latterly, to pre-
fer calling ¢ Liberal Christianity”—in Canada.
On the theological—dogmatic and polemical—
articles in this, so far a3 we have observed, al-
ways kindly-hearted and liberal-minded reli-
gious publication, it is not our business to of-
fer an opinion. The following just remarks,
however, are upon & subject of general interest,
and we have much pleasure in transferring
them to our columns. They are from an arti-
cle on “Lecturing in Montreal.” The writer
says i—

If we are to rely on reports which have ap-
peared in the newspapers the L{ontrenl public
are iikely to be well supplied with lectures du-
ing the coming winter. The Mercantile Libra-
ry Association promise a course, which, so far
as variety and eminence of the lecturers are
concerned, surpass in attractiveness any course
ever before offered to this community in the
way of popular lectures. Ward Beacher, Wen-
dell Phillips, Starr King, Henry .Glles—'these
are names known throughout this Continent,
and the efforts of the Mercantile Libraray Asso-
ciation to bring such men to Montreal have our
cordial sympathy. In looking over the list of
names promised by the newspapers on behsalf of
the Association we cannot discover any reason
to suppose that the Directors were influenced
in their choice of lecturers by_ any considera-
tions, other than those of a legitimate and hon-
orable kind. We have the more satisfaction in
making this statement from the fact that sus-
picion existed in some quarters against the
the present Directors—a suspicion arising from
the unfortunate dispute of last summer, con-
cerning the invitation extended by the former
Board to the Rey. Theodore Parker. Having
been elected to office in a time of excitement
and under peculiar circumstances, it was 'feared
by some that they would be controlled in the
choice of lecturers by theological predilections
of a narrow and exclusive character, the result
of which would be to shut out fully three-
fourths of the popular Lyceum lecturers of
America, and probably nine-tenths of those
able and attractive. But the list, as publicly
promised, sets aside this suspicion, and should
the Directors be able to make-the promise good,
they will have done a more signal servicein the
way of lecturers than has been accomplished
by any of their predecessors.

‘We recommend the article, from which we
make the above extract, to our readers, as we
think it contains a well-reasoned basis, upon
which all will agree should rest the selection

of lecturers to such bodies as the Mercantile
Library Association.

MeuANCHOLY — CIRCUMSTANCE. — Yesterday

Dr,
Picault examined the body in presence of the
Coroner and the Jury, but found no abrasures,
except a slight bruise above the left eye, which
was caused by a fall, as it was filled with gra-
vel ; besides a slight discoloration of the skin,
their were no other marks on the tody of the
deceased. The Jury,after hearing the circum-
stances of the case, brought in a verdict of
‘ Died from exposure to the inclemency of the
Weather.” All the articles found on the per-
son of the deceased were a silver watch, a num-
ber of papers, and a purse containing two or
three pence. It was stated that at one time
Fortier, the deceased, occupied a respectable
position in this city, and was a member of the
legal profession, and well known to the com-
munity througi(l‘ﬁs position and connection.

A Few Hints 70 THE UNREFLECTING.—Many a
man who indulges in  the luxury of tobacco
chewing, cigar-smoking and liquor-drinking,
little knows, without a calculation, the amount
he spends every year for these useless articles,
and in these times of necessary retrenchment,
perhaps it would be well for him to look over
and post the books. Let us take, for instance,
liquor drinking.

Say a man who in everything else is econom-
ical, indulges in four glasses of liquor each
day at five cents per glass. In one week he
spends $1,40—in one year 72.80. Suppose he
treats his friends on an average of twice a day
during the year, this adds 36.40 to the pile,
making, total, $109.20. With this amount he
can purchage four barrels of flour, say $24;
four pairs of boots, $15 ; forty pounds of butter
$9; a new hat 4; a new satin vest, $4 ; a bon-
net for wife, $5 ; a new pair of pants, 9 ; a new
coat, $20 ; and have Ieft to buy little necessa-
ries for the children, $8.20.

Now suppose a cigar-smoker pays ten cents
per day for cigars, at the end of one year he
w 11 consume $36.40, making a total expenditu: @
for cigars and liquor in one year of $145.60.
And yet how few there are who realize _this
fact.  You will hear them talking of hard times
on the street corners, in bar rooms and the pits
of theatres, and finally they come to believe
that they are really a persecuted class of indi-
viduals, They envy their more successful
neighbour who does not indulge in these unne-
cessary stimulants and go among their fellow-
men grumbling and growling at their hard fate.
Gentleman, cut off the little out goes from your
pockets ; keep steadily at work at something,
and in ten years you cannot help but be com-
ortably well off, —St. Paul Times.

From our Ottawa Correspondent.

Orrawa, Nov. 19, 1857.
There is nothing wonderfully new or inter-
esting from this quarter just now to write about,
but we will have brisk times presently. The
elections are coming, and a sharp man can

almost hear the dry bones rattle already. But
of that hereafter.

On Saturday last a respectable French Cana-
dian, Pierre Labelle by name, lost his life in a
simple manner. He was coming from the Saw
Mills at the Rideau Falls with & load of refuse
boards, and while in the aet of pushing or lean-
ing against the lee side of the cart as it was
being drawn up a slight decilvity, & piece of the
wood fell upon his head, instantly stunning
him, while at the same moment the wheel of the
cart ran upon a boulder, causing it to upset
upon his body, killing him instantly.

The papers, I perceive, are discussing the
correctness of my conclusions respecting the
settlement of the Seat of Government question.
The Montreal organ of the Government first
entered his protest, in his own gentle way, and
then the Quebec organ reproduced the chorusin
another shape. I firststated a fact, viz :—That
a letter had been received here from a member
of the Government, saying that the question had
been settled ; that he had the information in
his desk, but was not at liberty to reveal it.
I then stated as further evidence that a majority
of the Cabinet had voted for “Ottawa” before the
matter was referred to her Majesty, and finally
gave my own opiuion on the subject. From
what I have seen I am not inclined to alter one
word I have written; I stated facts, and fear
not contradiction. Isay such a letter was re—
ceived here, and from a minister of the Crown.
I say a majority of ministers were in fayor of
Ottawa—and Isay the question is settled, al-
though not officially announced. Others may
say as they please. I am jatisfied to bide my
time and await the result.

The Quebec organ says the probability of my
statement is questionable, inasmuch as the mili-
tary authorities consulted 5n the subject have
not sent in their report. That may be, and still
a decision have been arrived aty

Last yearithe Board of S~hool Trustees in this
city petitioned the Government for a site for a
Central or High Schoul, on the Ordnance Lands.
Last spring they got an answer to this commu-
nication, intimating that owing to the nature of
the transfer of these lands, the Governor-in-
Council could not recommend a free grant ; but
on the production of plans the Government
would be prepared to give the requisite amount
of land required, on favorable terms. The
Trustees got their plans prepared and forward-
ed them to the Government; and it is known
the Chairman of the Board has had a letter
from the Hon. Mr. Vankoughnet, acknowledg-
ing the receipt of the plans, but stating that
at the present time the Governmnent are not will-
ing to sanction the sale of any particular piece
of ground here, as in the event of Otiawa be-
coming the Seat of Government it would be im-
possible to decide what ground would be requir-
ed for Government purposes! What meaning
hath this piece of official information ? Last
spring all that was requisite was a sight of the
plans of the proposed huildings, —now the
ground cannot be granted, for it may be requir-
ed for Government buildings! The inference
is surely. plain.

The Montrerl organ, while ridiculing the idea
of my sources of information, said that nothing
was known on the subject in Canada, and all
his writings since tend tolead the reader to that
conclusion. But what says the Hamilton organ
of the Government? While endeavouring to
show that no action or decision has been arrived
at by the Home Government, it admits that ¢“it
is possible His Excellency the Goveinor General
may be aware of what the decision is likely to
be, as it is not too much to suppose that he has
been consulted in the matter” So then, there
may be some one in Cunada, who knows some-
thing about the matter!

While advocating the claims of Kingston as
the most suitable place, the Hamilton organ of
the Government admits that, if the question be
decided with a view to the place most secure
from invasion, Quebec has the best claim;
‘“but, politically considered , there is no place
so admirably adapted for the permanent loca-
tion as Ottawa.” Isnot that article ‘‘a feeler,”
orrather “a reconciler ?” A despatch from the
Colonial Secretary to the Governor General
calls upon the Canadian Government to look
to the defence of the Provinces, and to take care
that a reasonable amount of warlike prepara-
tions is maintained. With the Home Govern-
ment the deciSion of the question now rests.—
When it is known that Ottawa is capable of
being made even more secure from invasion
than Quebec, and that its position politically is
unquestioned, i: requires no great penetration
independent of all other considerations, to con-
clude which of these places will be chosen.—
The western organ authoritatively states that
‘the selection of either Quebec, Montreal, To-
ronto or Kingston wonld give great dissatisfac-
tievamongothe neonle.” and that *“under such
blame for selecting Ottawaﬁ’ A man with half
an eye, as Lord Sydenham used to say, might
see the drift of all this argumentation.

1f nothing were known on this subject in Ca-
nada, and a decision had'not been arrived at,
think you the Government officials at head-
quarters would be seeking ¢ homesteads” near
this city? Within the last few weeks ——
——, Esq., of the ——— office here, has been
employed to look out for building sites for
sundry gentlemen, high in office, and who are
in a position to know how the wind blows.
Have not these facts a meaning ? Besides, a
friend of Pans, one of his most obsequious tools
during his election canvas in Carleton, has
speculated to the tune, I am told, of $40,000 in
land, in or about this city. Some say he is
“daft ;? but if he is, I fancy there will ere long
be quite a number of “daft men” here.

In order to give you an idea of how much
land is increasing in value here I may mention
that I know a farm of 200 acres, which was
offered at $4,000 a short time since, but which
is now held at $200 per acre or $40,000.  The
Lord of the manor here, Mr. ——, hag stopped
the sale of his town lots—he says he does not
know their present value, and does not know
how much to ask for them !

I perceive that one of my old friends is at
work again. The Montreal organ has a letter
trom this city about Chaudiere,—rather smart,
but shallow. He says I have no influence for
good or bad here, yet he finds it necessary to
denounce my style, language and authority,
That's been the way all along. Chaudiere is a
low, witless fellow, beneath any man’s con-
siderations ; yet these worthies are usually the
first to look after and peruse your Ottawa cor-
respondence. [ divine his present drift. Speak-
ing of the letter received here from a minister
of the Orown, he says that I have been hum-
bugged by the Mayor,—as if, forsooth, .it was
His Worship to whom I alluded as being the
recipient of the precious document! I am ad-
vised that the writing of these letters is to be
used to the disadvantage of a certain person
here at the coming election. That I can’t well
prevent just now.

The organ’s correspondent sends along the
names of the supposed ‘“authors,” which the
organ prudently erases; but for the second
time insinuates that a certain friend of Mr.
Vankoughnet's is a * scoundrel.” He talks of
manhood !—is there manhood in such conduct ?
Why not, give the names of the suspected. par-
ties at once, and allow them an opportunity of
saying “ nay,” and confronting their assailant?
But that is' not the purpose desired to be effect-
ed.. I am not at present prepared to gratify
them; but the time may come when some of
these gentry may find out who Chaudiere is ;
but till then ———. When the Seat of Gov-
ernment is here located, with matters of a more
interesting character to egjoy attention, I may
open an office, and hang out a shingle ; but as
matters are at present, it is far more interesting
and amusing, though l¢ss convenient, to pre-
serve my tncognifo.  Before I close, you must
‘permit me to recount an anccdote which occur-
ed here not long since.

ExzcurioN or A FemaLe 1§y DENMARK.—Capi-
tal punishments are extremely rare in Denmark,
and when, consequently, one takes place, it oc-
cassion an immense sensation. The announce-
ment, six days ago, that a woman under sen-
tence of death in prison in the provinee of Jut-
land (where it is certain there has been no exe-
cution for 300 years), was to be executed the
nevt morning, not only plunged the whole
neighbouring country into commotion, but at-
tracted crowds from a great distance. The
condemned was a young woman named Ger-
trude, daughter of John, a peasant (in Denmaik
peasants have no family names), and her crime
was murdering her husband (who was a soldier),
by discharging a loaded pistol at him. When
the moment came to set out for the scaffold, she
refused to be conveyed in a cart, but
taking the executioner by the arm walked
firmly there. Having run up the steps, she
stood near the fatal block, listening with great
calmness to the reading of the text of her con-
drmnation—a very prolix document. She then
took off her cap and her shawl, threw them at
her feet, and bandaged her eyes with her neck-
erchief; she then kneltdown, and placed her
head on the block ; a moment after the axe
fell!' The extraordinary calm of the woman
astonished the spectors, who were upwards of
20,000 in number,

LONDON ASSIZES.
November 14.
THE POISONING CASE.

The prisonersNeil and Janet Beaton,were now
brought into court to receive sentence. The
female prisoner seemed very dejected and was
weeping very much. Beaton did not seem out
of his ordinary way. His Lordship having
asked if they had anything to say why sentence
should not be passed on them they answered
by handing the following statements.—

STATEMENT OF NEIL BEATON.

I am not guilty of the crime of murder where-
with I have been improperly convicted, nor
have I any knowledge of the cause to his death.
There was no evidence adduced to show that I
had any ill-will towards the deceased, that Thad
any motive, or that I used any threats or
means directly or indirectly, to procure the
death of Russell. I never purchascd, procured
or had in my possession, any Aarsenic or any
other poison, neither did I administer any such,
nor did I know of any being purchased, procur-
ed, or administered to the deceased in  his life-
time ;‘nor was I ever present in the chamber of
the deceascd during his illness. None of the
witnesses have given a shadow of evidence
against me and I am perfectly innocent of the
crime laid to my charge. I have no reason to
know or suspect any person of the crime which
is wrongfully imputed to me, andI am totally
ignorant as to when, how, or by whom, or in
what manner poison was obtained and adminis-
tered to Russell. I consider your lordship’s
charge to the jury was extremely harsh, and
charazterized by unmerited severity ; insomuch
that if one of the prisoners was guilty, you
charge them that both were equally guilty,
which charge was utterly irreconciliable with
evidence, and was contrary to law and to fact,
and while there was nothing illegal or immoral
in the marriage between myself and ;the widow
of the deceased to justify your lordship's opin-
ion of my guilt, individually or collectively, be-
yond the merest suspicion unsupported by a
vestige of proof, or a single chain of evidence.
The erroneous charge was calculated to mislead,
and did mislead, the jury who were guided
rather by your lordship’s directions, than by
their oaths, to render a true verdict according
to the evidence. For these reasons, and others
to be urged upon application for a new trial, I
object to your lordship’s sentence being now
passed upon me.

STATEMENT OF JANET BEATON.

T am perfectly innocent of the crime of mur-
der, whereof I stand convicted, and had no
participation, directly or indirectly, in causing
the death of the late Edmund Russell by poison
or otherwise. I have no knowledge or suspi-
cion of the guilt of any person, and there is no
evidence against me or my husbaund to justify
the finding of the jury, which seems to have
been made upon the opinion and recommenda-
tion of your lordship, that there was no doubt
of my guilt, an opinion fonnded entirely uson
suspicion, without a particle of proof to justify
it, and altogether unwarranted by the evidence
Your lordship’s direction (based upon your own
private conviction of guilt) that if one of the
the prisoners was guilty, then both of us should
be found equally guilty, seems to have swayed
the jury in total disregard of their oaths toren-
der a true verdict according to the evidence,
and your lordship’s charge to the jury, that if
they entertained any conscientious conviction
of my guilt, that they should render a verdict
against my husband also, upon the meagre, un-
circumstantial and inconclusive testimony ad-
duced, was totally at variance with law and
with fact, and altogether unjustified by the evi-
dence. Mere suspicion of guilt is no evidence
of guilt, and there was not a vestige of proof to
show that either Neil Beaton or myself jointly
or severally had ever purchased, procured, or
had in our possession any arsenic or any other
poison, far less that we, or either of us, admin-
istered, or knew of it to have been administer-
ed to the deceased, Edmund Russell. There
was no evidence to show that the cream of
tartar said to have been given to the deceased
as a cooling drink during his sickness was any-
thing else than cream of tartar: far less was
there any evieence to justify the opinion that the
drink in question contained arsenic and was
there no evidence to show that such drink was
given with the knowledge of the prisoner, Neil
Beaton ? The evidence of Robert McKay (who
was shown to be a person unworthy of credit)
as to an alleged conversation, said to have taken
place between him and myself, in presence of
Elizabeth Galbraith, [about arsenic] is wholly
untrue ; had no foundation in fact; was not
supported by any corroborative testimony; but,
on the contrary; upon the oath of the said Eliza-
beth Galbraith, was proved not to have taken
place in her presence at all ; and the statement
of McKay in that respect was a gross fabrica-
tion, invented since the coroner’sinquest, before
which he was sworn, and said not a word about
poison, whereby he is guilty ofwilfnl and cor-
rupt perjury. It was not proved that either
Neil Beaton or myself; either singly or in con-
eent Lhad.gvey nepd. davised. or sopeht, for by
the death of my late husband; neither was
there any proof to show when or by whom he
was poisoned or how, and in what quantity,
arsenic was administered, and it was not proy-
ed that any collusion existed between Neal
Beaton and myself to poison. deceased, nor
that we, or either of us, had done so. My marriage
with Neal Beaton was open and public, and
there was nothing illegal or immoral in the act.
In consequence of my late husband’s property
being under seizure for debts contracted by him,
I had to leave the premises, and under these
circumstances, Neal Beaton and myself deter-
mined to remove from the neighbourhood.

His Lordship having read the statements, ex-
plained that they were in error to suppose that
he told the jury that if one was guilty, the other
must be guilty. He merely said that if one had
bought the poison and given it to the other for
th: purpose of administering it to the deceased
Russell, then they were both implicated in the
transactiou. He was glad to say that the law
permitted an appeal, and redress could be had.
The jury had given a verdict on circumstantial
evidence, and there was no doubt of the man
having been poisoned. He had no desire to
make matters worse than they were. God for-
bid that he should. He hoped he expressed no
opinion of his own as to their guilt. He did
not tell the jury that if the evidence was clear
they dare not disregard it. Many might imagine
there was not sufficient evidence to convict the
prisoners, however, that was left to the jury to
decide. He had no doubt but that the jury
gave a verdict according to their conscience.

His lordship then delivered the following sen-
tence: That the prisoners be taken to the place
from whence they, came, and, on Saturday, the
20th of February next, they be taken thence to
the place of execution, and hanged by.the neck
until dead.

The prisoners were then removed from the
dock. Both prisoners held down their heads
when sentence was pronounced, and exhibited
considerable emotion.

MORMON AND INDIAN ALLIANCE.

TWENTY THOUSAND INDIANS READY TO TAKE THE
FIELD AGAINST THE UNITED STATES TROOFS—
WOMEN TO BE BUTCHERED.

[Fron the Sacramento Age, Oct. 15.] -

We had an interview with a gentleman from
Carson Valley who, from intimacy with Mor-
mon families, has some knowledge of their fu-
ture designs. He says that the Mormons of
Carson Valley and San Bernardino have sold
their property for nearly nothing, and, at the
bidding of their chief, have departed to Salt
Lake, with the design of re-organising, arming,
equipping, returning, murdering and plunder-
ing their Gentile enemies. They declare that,
for -every Saint slain by the United States
troops, ten Gentile women shall make atone-
ment; that they will first exterminate the troops
from the east, then come west, and in preda-
tory bands, allied with Indians, they swill ra-
vage the border, rob, plunder and murder, un-
till they shall have replenished the Lord’s treas-
ury, and revenged insults put on his chosen
people.

Of their ability to execute this threat we
have but little doabt. They can muster 15,000
men, armed with the most effective instruments
of destruction. They have many thousands of
the finest horses, trained to camp service ; they
have a foundry where cannon shells are cast ;
a powder mill and a factory, where revolving
rifles and pistols are manufactured, equal to
those made at Hartford. They have every mu-
nition of war and necessary provision and means
of transportation, within themselves, and even
the women and children are instructed in the
use of arms. Add to this their geographical
position. To reach Salt Lake, from the east, it
is necessary to pass through a canon of 25
miles, under hills so steep and rocky, that a
a dozen men could hurl down an avalanche
of stones on an approaching caravan ; and even
in the event of several thousand troops reach-
ing the valley, the besieged, with their herds,
would take the mountains, and, reinforced by
their savage allies, would, in turn, besiege their
besiegers, and cut off supplies until the inva-
ders had been starved out.

They have, it is said, 20,000 Indian allies,
whom they are ready to furnish with arms and
horses on an emergency. These Indians are
partially instructed in the Mormon religion—
enough to make them superstitious in regard to
the God of a superior race, yet modifying none
of their ferocity. With allies like these, and
fighting for their homes, and, according to the
belief of the ignorant, under the direct super-
vision of the God of Battles, and from the ram-
parts with which nature has surrounded them,
it is easy to conceive what would be the fate
of a fow thousand troops, who travelled a thou-
sand miles tofight their own countrymen, brave
as themselves, as well. armed, better used to
field life, and stimulated by their love of home
and family, and assured of victory by the reva-

lations of their prophets.

MARITIME EXTRACTS.

The steamer Napoleon III. arrived here on
Sunday evening, from Belle Isle. She has
brought up the workmen employed in the erec-
tion of light houses in the Lower St. Lawrence.
They state that four new light houses have just
been completed, three in the Straits of Belle
Isle, and oneon the Island of Anticosti. The
Napoleon passed three inward bound schooners
off Point des Monts ; saw no inward bound ves-
sels.

The American schr Dr. Kane, has been seized
at Chatham, N. B., for an infringement of the
Navigation. Laws, she having conveyed a cargo
of wood from Quebec te Chatham.

GENERAL CavaieNac.—We have already an-
nounced the sudden death of General Eugene
Cavaignac, from aneurism of the heart, while out
shooting. The event will prove a serious loss
to the Republican party in France, of which the
deceased General was one of the leaders, and to
which be has always adhered with unwavering
fidelity. He was born in Paris. December 15,
1802, and must, from education and association,
have imbibed Republican principles at an early
age, his father being the old conventionalist of
same name, and his elder brother, Godefroi
Cavaignac, having suffered prosecution and im-
prisonment for too free an expression of Republi-
can-sentiments. Eugene, after a regular course
of study at the Ecole Politechnique, entered the
army, and in 1830 was sent to Africa for refusing
to fire upon the inhabitants of Metz, in case of an
insurrection. He distinguished himse!f greatly
in 1836 by holding the citadel of Tlemeen, wi h
a small body of troops, against repeated assaults
by the Arabs under Abd-el-Kader. From this
period he was actively and creditably engaged in
the Algerine war, and rose so rapidly in service,
that in 1847 he was a General of brigade, suc-
ceeding Lamoriciere in the command of the pro-
vince of Oran, atd in February, 1848, was ap-
pointed by the provisional government, General
of division and Governor-General of Algeria.
During the few weeks bhe held this office he
showed administrative abilities of a high order.
Having been elected a member of the National
Assembly from the departmen‘s of Lot and Seine,
on the 12th of May he left Algiers and arrived in
Parig just after the digturbances of the 15th ¢f that
month. He wasimmediately appointed Minister
of War and put in command of the troops, which,
in anticipation of the impending insurrection,
were rapidly concentrating in Paris, By the mid-
dle of June 75,000 troops of the line were at hand
to support the 120,000 Natiooal Guards already
on the ground. On the 22nd of June the Com-
munists, and supporters of the afeliers nationaux,
began to throw up barricades, and in twenty-
four hours one of the most formidable insurrec-
tions ever organized in Paris was in full pro-
been appoinicd Dictator, fotox’ wienm singaiar
coolness and sagacity. Instead of spreading
his troops over the city to prevent the erection
of barricades, as advised by the Executive Com-
mittee, he concentrated them atpoints where the
insurgents were strongest, and bringing them
into action in large masses was enabled to over-
whelm all opposition.  The contest lasted four
days, with immense destruction to life and
property, and resulted in the total defeat of the
rebels. Cavaignac, true to his republican prin-
ciples, immediately resigned his dictatorship ;
but hig services being deemed too valuable to be
lost to the country, he was appointed president
of the conncil, with power to nominate his min-
istry. He cho.e it from among the more reason-
able and moderate of the pure republicans, after-
wards admitting several members of the old dy-
nastic opnosition. He resolutely removed from
office the Socialists, the ‘‘ Montagne” and the Red
Republicans of every shade or sect. A large
military force was retained in Paris and every
preparation made to prevent further insurrec-
tions. The ateliers nationaua were suppressed,
but a provision of 3,000,000 francs was made for
the poor. On the 10th of December the election
for President of the Republic took place, and
Cavaignac, the candidate of the Republicans,
received 1,448,302 votes, to 5,534,620 cast for
Louis Napoleon, and 443,430 for all others. He
retired into private life without a murmur, after
an administration reflecting great credit upon his
integrity and civil and military ability. For
several yeas afterwards he was less in public
life, but was deemed, on account of his staunch
republicanism, go formidable an opponent to the
antocratic schemes of Louis Napoleon, that after
the coup d'etut of December, 1851, he was one of
the number selected for arrest. After an impri-
sonment in the fortress of Ham, he was released
on condition of leaving the country, snd spent
geveral years in Brussels  Within a year or two
he has been allowed to return to France. At the
lagt election for members of the legislature,
Cavaignac was one of the few successful Repub-
lican candidates, having'been chosen to represent
one of the constituencies of Paris, and his friends
were looking forward with cousiderable expec-
tation to his legislative cfforts in their behalf,

SEPOY ATROCITIES.

LETTER FROM A NUN.

The New York Herald publishes a letter re-
ceived by a lady in that city, from her sister, a
nunin the convent of Lussoori. It is dated
Mussoorie Conyent, Agra, August 16, and con-
tains a lengthy account of the Sepoy atrocities
perpetrated in the destruction of Agra, in the
begining of July. 1t is principally remarkable,
however, for the manner in which the nuns and
boarders of the Sealkote convent made their es-
cape. This account is as follows:—On the
morning of the 8th July, 33 A. M., the Sepoys
of Sealkote having been seduced by spies from
Delhi and other quarters, commenced plunder-
ing the station and murdering their officers and
the resident Europeans. The Convent was at-
tacked before daybreak ; resistance would have
been useless ; so the good priest, Rev. Mr. Paul,
an Italian Capuchin, ran to the chapel for the
blessed sacrament. The nuns and boarders
clung around him. What a group! A poor
feeble priest, surrounded by still more feeble re-
ligious ladies and children! The monster aim-
ed a blow at the priest’s head, but he elevated
the blessed sacrament, and the wretches fell
back as if repulsed by millions. Five differ-
ent times were the nuns attacked, and when
one ‘party could not succeed in killing them,
they tried to carry off a boarder of about 14 or
15 ‘years, for the wvilest of purposes. The
priest and Superioress ran after the villains and
happily succeeded in rescuing . the young lady,
who would have been a corpse before many
days had the tiger taken her to his brutal com-
panions. Every pice (penny) in the house had
to be given to the wretches, who searched all
corners for money and valuables ; our beloved
cousin’s (Madame St. Patrick’s) had to be given
them. She thus expresses herself :—* When I
gave the monster all the money I had, he put his
pistol to my head ; but our good God took the
power from his hands, which fell involuntarily,
and he stared at me as if bewiidered.,” The Su-
perioress had the pistel over her head, also ; but
God preserved her unhurt. Three times the
priest had the pistol to his breast, five times tha
sword at his head ; but he suffered nothing, for
the holy sacrament was exposed in the hands of
his servant. Before the noon our sisters avail-
ed themsoalves of an opportunity of escaping to
another part of the town, but the bloodhounds
discovered them. The Protestant minirter, his
family, the brigadier of the station, officers and
several Europeans had been murderad in the
morning.  There were our poor sisters and
others waiting their turn in. the guardhouse.
“ One poor wretch,” our cousin says, ¢ had the

‘politeness to fan us, to cool our European blood

before slaughtering us.” After some delay a
band of the mutineers reached the guardhouse,
with several large chests of plundered treasure,
from the bank &c., At the sight of so much
money the demons bounded away from the nuns.
Meanwhile one of the Sepoys came and conduct-
ed them to a place of safety.
