the source of St. Leon, and find it to be 
strongly saline. It contains cblorid of sodium in 
large quantity, with magnesia and lime partly as 
carbonates, dissolved by the excess of carbonic 
acid, and partly as chlorids. Like most of the 
other saline waters of the country, it contains bro­
mine and iodine ; in addition to which, I have de­
tected in small quantities salts of barytes and stron- 
tia, which had hitherto been met with only in the 
waters of the Varennes. In its general charac­
ters, it is allied to the sources of Caxton, Planta-» 
genet, and the Intermittent of Caledonia.

Mr Boulton moved the followinij resolu­
tion :—

Resolved.—That an humble Address be pre. 
sented to Her Majesty and both Houses of the 
Imperial Parliament prayine that an Act may be 
passed providing that the Legislative Council of 
this Province shall consist of thirty Members, who 
shall be British subjects, not less than thirty years 
of age, and possessed of real estate within the Pro­
vince of the value of not less than pounds
of lawful money of Canada, free from all incum- 
brancea, and to be elected for six years, by per 
sons possessed of real estate, to their own use, of 
the annual value of pounds, or who shall
pay an annual rent of pounds, for real estate
occupied by such voter ; the Province being divid­
ed into thirty Electoral Districts, cumposed res­
pectively of such Counties or Unions of adjacent 
Counties as shall respectively dectnnially be found 
to contain, as nearly as such Unions will permit, 
stn equal thirtieth part of the population of the 
Province, and that Her Majesty, by and with the 
advice and consent of the Legislative Council and 
Assembly thus constituted, shall have power to 
make laws for the peace, welfare, and good gov­
ernment of the Province of Canada, with power 
at any time to call a Convention, elected by the 
people entitled lo vote for Members of the Legis­
lative Assembly, toestablish such a Constitution 
for this Province as they shall think proper; such 
Constitution also receiving the assent of Her 
Majesty, Her Heirs and Successors in Her Privy 
Council, before it shill take effect :—I’rovid- 
ed, that any act pissed by the so newly 
constituted Parliament may be disallowed 
by Her Majesty, within after it shall
have been assented to by Her Majesty's Re­
presentative in Canada, upon an Address of both 
Houses of Her Majesty's Imperil '■ 'liam4

pressing therein the reasons inducing toe sumo— 
and that after the election of such Legislative 
Council shall have taken place, and one session of 
Parliament so composed have been held, then 
that an Act passed in the thirty-first year of the 
reign of His late Majesty King George the Third, 
intituled “ An act to repeal so much of an Act 
passed in the fourteenth year of His Majesty’» 
Reign, intituled 1 An Act for making more effeci- 
ual provision for tho government of the Province 
of Quebec in North America,' and to make fur­
ther provision for the government of the said 
Province;” and also an Act passsed in the 
fourth year ol Her Majesty’s Reign, intituled 
*' An Act to re-unite the Provinces of Upper and 
Lower Canada, and for the government ol Cana­
da,” as well as all other Acts and parts of Acts of 
the Imperial Parliament relating, in terms either 
general or particular, to any subject of a Colonial 
or local nature, affecting this Province, shall cease, 
determine and have no furtier effect within this 
Province—except such Acta as relate to the dis­
cipline and employment of Her Majesty’s Land 
and Sea Forces, abroad.
He thought the most important subject which 
could engage the attention of the House, was 

I the means by which the people of the coun- 
\\ry should obtain the substanlial control of 
I their own affairs. If his propositions were 
adopted none of our determinations could 
hereafter be interfered with by ihe Imperial 
Government. The Provincial Government, 
after sanctioning the p issing of measures in 
that House, could not hereafter secretly ad­
vise the Head of the Government to withhold 
his consent. Ifhis measure passed, Canada 

I would be in a position of perfect independence, 
Iso far as related to the Executive Government 
of Great Britain. At present, not a measure 
of the Provincial Legislature could be passed 
without the interference of the Colonial Se­
cretary, who could not, from want of know­
ledge, understand Canadian affairs. He wish, 
cd then to abolish emirely Downing Street 
authority ; but not, as was insinuated, to ren­
der Canada enlirely independent of the Parent 
State. His act would prevent any of this in­
terference except on the address of the two 
Housesof the British Parliament. This would 
require so great an amount of machinery that 
interference would be much more rare than 
at present. No Colonial Minister would now 
repeat the act of the Colonial Minister in 
1833, when he rejected two Bank Bills which 
had passed both Houses of the Provincial Pai- 
liament.

Mr. VV.ti. Boulton.—And as they did last 
year with the Savings’ Bank Bill.

Mr- J. H. Boulton went on to show that, 
as the Colonial Minister could not exercise, 
and ought not to exercise, any important con­
trol over the affairs ot the Colony, it woul-1 be 
desirable to deprive him of a nominal right 
which, though it could never be useful, might 
yet sometimes be mischievous. He read 
from a speech of Mr Fox’s that it was desir­
able to make ihe Legislative Council in 
Canada the model of that which forms part of 
the American constitution. He also read 
from the London Standard an opinion in fa­
vour of permitting'all Colonies to form their 
own constitutions. Mr Gladstone, loo, a 
former Secretary of the Colonies, had, he 
said, expressed similar opinions, and he quot­
ed that gem leman’s declaration that the in­
stitutions of the Colonies should be *• vital 
and permanent.” The Cape of Good Hope 
had gained laurels by the firm and courageous 
manner in which, with a handful of people, 
she had resisied the Parent Stale ; and it 
was for that Colony, after this noble resist­
ance, that the Colonial Ministry came down 
and offered to give an Elective Council—a 
thing never granted to any Colony since the 
American Revolution. He concluded by say­
ing he should never cease to argue in favor 
of the measure contemplated in his address.

Mr Papineau spoke in favor of the resolu­
tions, especially of a popular cojtven'.ion of 
the people to deliberate and decide upon thei 
own constitution. Me contended that Colo­
nial mis-rule had always been the curse of 
Canada. By constantly opposing every good 
measure, and by imposing its own will 
upon Canada, Great Britain had brought 
about the troubles of I837-’8 which had 
devastated the country with fire and sword. 
She had then, by another change of po­
licy, inflicted on the loyalists of that day 
all the evils which she had formerly caus­
ed to the parly opposed to the loyal­
ists. It was plain that the Colonial Of­
fice could never govern Canada well ; as a 
proof of this, he mentioned the example of 
the loss caused by the construction of the 
Beauharnois Canal, in which, while some 
members of the firm of trading partners were 
making a Constitution, another partner was 
making a Canal. He concluded by saying 
that ministers must he acting against their 
consciences, if they opposed these resolu­
tions.

Mr H. Sherwood after expressing his dis- 
which Mr. Pa-

once. The fion member for Norfolk remind­
ed him of a shoemaker, who always made 
such infernal bad shoes that they were sure 
to remain on hand. He hated this tinkering-, 
and he ha’ed all tinkers. Here was a gen­
tleman, who was for overthrowing everything 
without one sage precaution, or plan of the 
structure that should supply i s place.— 
The country was disgusted with the 
sort of Legislation that was done in 
these Halls. He might have sinned 
himself formerly. (Ironical cheers.) Çut he 
promised hereafter tepenUnce and short 
speeches. He then appealed to Mr. Papineau 
whether he was not sick of panaceas ? He 
had always a panacea from the report of the 
committee of 1828, which had fallen withobli- 
vion, downwards. The hon member was about 
to eommnet farther on Mr Papineau’s remarks, 
when the latter gentleman explained that 
Col. Gugy had misunderstood him, upon 
which the latter gave up the discussion. He 
proceeded to Mr. Sherwood, and was about 
to reply to him, when he again relinguished 
his imention upon finding that the hon mem­
ber for Toronto had left the House. He 
however, would say, that if the hon gentle 
man was in favour of these elec ive msiitu 
ions, he must be a whole-hogger—he must 

swallow the entire animal, bristles and all. 
The eleclive Legislative Council must lead! 
to an elective King—the public appetite 
_rew on what it fed—those who ministered 
to it were constantly supplying fresh food, 
which they began to concoct here in the form 
of speeches to comment on again when they 
next appeared at the hustings. He hopec 
the House would put a decided negative on 
these resolutions, and not by postponing it 
give occasion for again serving up this dish

1 liilgy in tus

branches ol the Legislature were made to 
work in harmony, by the provision that two 
thirds of both Houses can compel the consent 
of the Governor. Another provision of the 
Constitution of New York was, that the Slate 
Engineer—the Commissioner of Public Works 
—should be a practical engineer. Was not that 
more in accordance with common sense, than 
the Canadian system of appointing a doctor, a 
lawyer, or other ignorant person ? Another 
fundamental law of the Sta'e of New York was 
the appo ntmeut of three Commissioners con­
stantly to revise the laws of the land. Was 
not that more consistent with good sense, 
more likely to obtain a welldijested improve­
ment, than the race for law reform, without 
end and without success, such as the House 
had been engaged in this session? Another 
provision was, that there should be no loans, 
unless the money to repay them had been 
first provided for by a direct tax on the people. 
Gould anything be more sensible by way cf 
heck on extravagance than such a provision 

Again, all charters to Corporations were grant­
ed under one general law. Now all thesel 
things must he adopted in order to work 
out eleclive institutions with success, and 
he thought they must one day he introduces 
mto Canada.

Mr. Hincks taunted the hon member for 
Toronto with misrepresenting his con­
stituents, which was one thing that was 
uncommon in the State of Now York.

[getful of the nardon which he owed to the

HfeTIÎëhadJ at least pretended lo support.— \ 
He confessed that many of his (Mr Baldwin) 
political friends were in favour of an elective 
Council, though certainly notin favour of an 
abortion like this ; bm-ijm had been always 
against it, though in former days there had 
Oeen reasons for desiring that change. He 
called upon the hon gentlemen opposite in­
stead of tinkering tho constitution to gel put 
on his (Mr Baldwin’s) bench and ihen try 
what sort of statesmen they were. The elec­
tive Council was one end of the wedge which
would subvert all the institutions ol Vie coun­
try, and ho would therefore be ready to siand 
or fall by his opposilion to it. There was an 
essential difference between moiiarchical and 
republican institutions. If those who gave 
an intelligent support to the present adminis­
tration, were of opinion that they were really 
doing good to their country they would of 
course continue their support. If not he call­
ed upon them to turn the present incumbents 
out of office. By placing ministers like 
watchmen on the tower—the legislation of 
the country was guarded from danger, and an 
outcry raised when injurious measures were 
introduced. By the monarchical system, then, 
here was a body specially charge with that 
duty ; while among our neighbours there 
was no government at all —none lo whom 
one could look up as the exponents

to""showTKat 'the interests of the colony and 
molher country might clash. It was obvious 
there wouid be cases where all reasonable 
men would justify the interference of the 
Imperial Government. He thought it right 
that the owners of copyright works should 

uammof oflrnot, he robbed: and the act disallowed in 
New Brunswick was based on ibc falsest 
principles of legislation. He would negative 
the present resolution in its present shape, 
but would not pledge himself against the 
elective principle. He did not, therefore, 
agree with the hon member for North York, 
and thought that experience showed an 
Elective Council might work very well with 
monarchical institutions, as it now did in 
Belgium. He concurred in all that had 
fallen from the lion Attorney General with 
respect to ihe Constitution of the present Le­
gislative Council, and he went over the poli­
tical hisiory of the country since the union to 
show that the members of the present minis- 
tryuiad exercised the power of appointing lo 
the Upper House, with moderation.

Mr Wilson said that the hon member for 
Toronto had advocated an elective Council, 
because he was ashamed of the present Le­
gislative Council. There was as much rea­
son to be ashamed of the House of Assembly ; 
and when the elite of the talent from that 
House, as seemed to be expected, got to the 
Council—such as the hon members for To­
ronto, St. Maurice, Sherbrooke, &e—there

The fact 
was that the passage of measures through the 
Lower House afforded lime for consideration 
to the Upper branch of the Legislature ; and he 
asked with what trul h could men speak of the 
Sovereign being the Fountain of Honour, 
when men formerly esieemed honorable were 
considered as disgraced, whenever their So­
vereign showed her favour for them by call­
ing them to the Upper House. Jt was only
wonderful the House should liaveT)een~ab'e
to susiatn~nitirr~ainiiiiost all ihose attack
xvliic.h had been iqailo ho il by all parlies and
alTclasses ol poliiicians. Nothing could have
enabled them lo do so ; but the respeciabiliiy 
of character of many of the members. He 
gave a fitt and positive denial to the asser­
tion that certain members of the Upper House 
were called up with a view to any one meas­
ure.

pineau had discussed this question, entered p\c_eded. The hon Attorney General spoke off ^vouij be carried.
upon the subject of a federal union of the 
North American Colonies, which he said lie 
had been favorable to, ever since 1837. He 
would desire this federation to be presided 
over by a Governor General of the highest 
abilities, nominated by the Queen, with con­
siderable inducements to lead him to accept 
that office. He would desire the Queen to 
proclaim herself Queen of Great Britain, Ire­
land, and the British North American Colo­
nies, and thus to show that the latter would 
be held as firmly as ihe rest. He would con­
fide to the Federal Government the whole of 
those interests which would belong in com­
mon to all these Provi ces, together with all 
those that might grow out of the relations of 
trade and commerce. Then, he would have 
the Legislative Council of that. Government- 
chosen by the people, and in the various local 
Governments would have not only the Coun­
cils but the Governor chosen by the people, 
just like the Municipal Councils. He then 
took up the main subject involved in the 
resolutions, and showed that the members of 
the present Council themselves, as well as the 
people at large, were convinced of the absur­
dity and worthlessness of that hotly as at pre­
sent constituted. He was not satisfied With 
this state of ihirigs: every fresh change, the 
Council would have to be again swamped in 
order that the incoming Adniinistialien might 
carry on the Government. He then read a 
late declaration of Mr Hawe’s, the Assistant 
Colonial Secretary, to the effect that where­
ver a majority of ihe people desired an elec­
tive Legislative Council, there would be no 
objeclion in Great Britain. He coniinue.l to 
read go ne speeches of Mr Roebuck s and 
Lord John Russell’s—the first contraslmg the 
different degrees of prosperity on the two 
sides of the line 45°, the other contending 
that Canada was freer than the United States.

[this kind. He would oppose it boldly at

ainst the elective principle.
Mr Badoleï said there had been false rea­

soning on both sides the House. Rhode is­
land had not been always quiet ; nor had 
our own troubles been caused by tinkering 
with the constitution, since they nad existed 
before the Union, when the tinkering began. 
However, in a matter of organic change he 
thought the House should wait the expression 
of opinion throughout the country. Fie was 
personally in favour of an elective council ;

However, he was ready to vote for the priu-1 
ciple of an Eleclive Council, and the more so 
because he had not heard a single argument 
that night, which showed it was impossible to 
carry out such a system in a British Colony. 
It was a little too much loyalty to say that 
people were annexationists, because they 
voied for what had been propounded and sane 
lioned in the British Parliament. However, 
it was pleasant to see that there was a différ­
ence in the Cabinet ; and that according to the 
hon member for North York, if that gentleman 
wete right, the hon Inspector General was an 
annexationist. (Loud cheers.) That hon. 
gemlem.tu was one of the sappers and miners.j 
The lion member went on to declare his opi­
nion that the people had made up their minds 
for an Elective Legislative Council; andihai. 
to check annexation, Canadian institutions 
must be rendered more liberal. We 
were as well off, commercially and finan­
cially, as the United States. We must 
he so politically. The honorable member for 
North York had declared that when in oppo­
sition lie had ever offered his opposition to or- 
sranic changes or as he said tinkering with the 
constitution, and if he spoke only of a few 
years back the hon member was right ; but 
going farther back he would find that he had 
tinkered with the constitution, when he de­
sired loger. Responsible Government, in place 

W the institutions of the day. The hon mem­
ber fir S lerbrook hadspokert with great con­
tempt of the tinkers ; but there were tinkers 
who were far more able to speak on this sub­
ject than all the lawyers in the house. Peo­
ple talked about joining the tories ; hut it was 
certainly odd to hear the hon member for 
North York talk of the' s i1 i-faetiou which he 
felt in concurring wilh that hon member for 
Sherbrook, The hon member for Slierbrook 
was consistent.

That might 
do in Slierbrook, but would not do with the 
people of ihe country, who seemed to himi 
(Mr C) not to have been thought of at all that 
evening.

M r. McConnell said that it was very well 
to talk with contempt of tinkers and cobblers ;

He then gave several rea­
sons of the ordinary kind in favour of elec­
tive principles.

Mr Holmes desired the mover of the réso­
lut ions to withdraw his motion, in order to 
introduce them again in another form, and 
bring them before a Committ e.

think nothing insupportable that produces pain, and who 
can laugh at seemility and rudeness with a luxurious table 
and an open purse.

;t He's Nobody’s Enemy but His Own”.—Littlenesses 
of mind, meannesses of heart, are the least loveable of all 
faults. They are apt to beget contempt—a modification of 
dislike—of all others most to be shunned ; and a defect of 
this kind will make a person be lightly talked of though 
his whole character be much above the average. It may 
be an egotism which leads one to speak overmuch or sil­
lily of himself or herself; for the failing is. at least, as 
common (though more excusable) in women as in men ; 
or it may be a mean selfishness, trivial in degree, but ne­
ver long in abeyance. In such cases the littleness of mind 
lowers our esteem, and the narrowness of heart repels our 
sympathy. They may hurt nobody; yet they are more 
disliked than many a fault that hurts many. Of this Jailer 
kind are the failings of those unfortunates who are com­
monly, but very erroneously, said to be nobody's enemy 
but their own. Their faults are often very grievous ones ; 
and both from the mischief done by their example, and 
from the injury and vexation they indict, reason and soci­
ety unite in pronouncing upon them a heavy censure.— 
Yet see how many love these unfortunates despite all 
their failings! Would you know why ? It is because the 
heart is sound at the core, though wo’fully blinded by the 
mists of passion.

Curious Custom amons AVhalers.—Hull has been for 
generations one of the head-quarters of the Greenland 
whale-fishery. A custom prevails among the seamen of 
these vessels, when traversing the Polar seas, to fix, on 
the 1st day of May, a garland aloft, suspended midway on 
a rope leading from the maintopgallant-mast head to the 
foretop-mast head ; a garland, not, indeed, bedecked with 
flowers, but ornamented with knots of riband, love-tokens 
of the lads for their lasses; each containing, as it were, 
little tender history, sanctified in the heart's treasury, and 
with the details of which they alone are acquainted. This 
garland remains suspended, blow high, blow low, in spite 
of sleet and hail, till the ship reaches once more her i>ort. 
No sooner does she arrive at the docks, than, according to 
long-established custom, it becomes an object of supreme 
emulation among the boys of the town, seamen's sons, to 
compete for the possession of the aforesaid symbol : to 
which end, animated by the gaze of their friends on shore, 
and a spirit of rivalry among theinselve, they vie with 
each other in a perilous race up the rigging.

On Easier «Sunday, f said Mass 
there, gave ihe holy Communion to about 26, con- 
firmed 6, of whom one was received into the 
Church after our service on Holy Saturday. I re 
ceived from his Holiness permissions as regards 
abstinence for sailors and soldiers, in the Ameri­
can service. Tnose permissions I send enclosed, 
that you may be pleased to present them to Mgr. 
Hughes, and receive Ins directions us to the pub­
lication. Many oi the American officers were 
presented to His Holiness. He receive d them so 
kindly that they were loud in his praise, and even 
in the hotels of Naples,spoke ol him wilh icspect 
and even enthusiasm.

1 was at Posluchi when the Pope stalled. Al­
most at every step he was impeded by the num­
bers who sought to receive his blessing and show 
there veneration. His route to Rome, was a tri* 
urnph, but the sentiments elicited, the deep feel, 
ing exhioited on many occasions by him and by 
his flock, from the King ol Naples down io the 
po.iresi Catholic, was tar more than a triumph.— 
Never shall i forget the scene at «St. John of La* 
teran ; lew shouts were heard, ihe thunder ol the 
cannon alone seemed to break the silence ot deep 
emotion in the immense crowd.

The Pope prostrated himself before the blessed 
Sacrament and wept, a religious silence reigned 
through ihe crowded Church. Many an eye was 
wet. A sympathy which seemed an awful union 
of many hearts in one deep sentiment of gratitude 
to God, of love, perhaps oi repentance, prevented 
for a while tho slightest move me at, no whisper, 
no inquiry, all eyes wete fixed on the prostrate 
Poiiiiif who seemed unable to control his emo­
tions. The scone, though changed, was equally 
sublime and touching at 8t. Peter’s, there, too, I 
was near the Pope; he seemed more able to mas. 
ter his emotions, but the deep snenee m that vast 
and crowded B jssiiica showed how all leit. The 
Te Deum seemed to be uttered by every heart.

Deeply touched, L wrote that night a petition 
for plenary indulgence, &o., whicmyoit will see 
herewith. 1 thought of copying it here, buta 
French Priest insists on adding to it au extract of 
my Sermon lust Sunday. I send, then, the print­
ed sheet.

An Attempt to Concert the Pope.—” One of 
the most interesting occurrences ol last week, 
was the interview of the Rev. Dr. Townsend, 
Canon ol Durham, with the Pope. Ï mentioned 
in a previous letter that the Rev. Doctor’s object 
was to endeavour to induce his Holiness t , do 
away with the bickerings, animosities, and pole­
mical discords which keep the various deuomi- 
naiions ot .Christians separate and at enmity, and, 
by calling a general council, io establish the basis 
of an universal creed.

” Jt was certainly a hold attempt for a protes­
tant clergyman to eouveit the Pope himself, but 
the doctor was resolved to beard the hon in lus 
den, and on Friday last he went to the encoun­
ter, in full dress canonicals. After having knelt 
to kiss the Pope’s hand, Dr Townsend was invited 
by his Holiness to take a chair, and an animated 
conversation commenced in Latin, a fit language 
for controversy, and one in which the disputants 
might be presumed to be a match for each other. 
The Pope was upon the whole very tolerant, as 
may be imagined from his having not only list, 
ened with calmness to Dr. Townsend’s arguments 
iu favour of releasing the eaiholic clergy from 
their vow of celibacy, but also assured him ihac 
he entertained serious ideas of adopting such a 
plan in the early pari of his reign, especially after 
having received pressing letters upon ihe subject 
from Germany ; but that, in the present state of 
Italy, and indeed ol the whole continent, any in* 
novation on his part would be dangerous, even if 
he had the power lo act freely, which he had noi, 
being by no means the free agent that he was on 
his first accession to the throne.

” The same objection would prevent him from 
calling a general council, or attempting to unite 
thegreatand divided family of Christians, although 
he lully admitted the grandeur of the scheme, 
protes ed his own desire lor peace and harmony, 
and wept at Dr. Townsend’s enthusiastic picture 
ol England recognising in Bio Nono ihe head of 
a universal church. After three-quarters of an 
hour’s discussion, the reverend canon took his 
leave, placing in the hands ot His iIolme*s a 
document containing the principal heads of his 
argument, which appears to have made some 
impression on the Pontiff’s mind, judging from 
the fact of his having sent to the doctor’s re$i~ 
dence on Sunday last, only two days after the 
interview, requesting to be made acquainted with 
the period of Dr. Townsetui’s return, (he had just 
gone to Naples,) as ho should then like to have 
some more conversation with him.”—Corresp.

T‘ result of'die polling here yesterday was to 
reject the project of the Corporation taking stock 
in the Toronto and Simcoe Railway. I men­
tioned that Hamilton was likely, in case of this 
result, io do what Toronto has declined. I since 
learn that there is a petition in the hands of Mr. 
M. Cameron from the Municipal Council of Whit 
by, for permission to lake Railway Stock, and 
t-iat Whitby and the two adjoining Townships- 
Pickering and Reach, are able and willing to 
raise the £100,060 if they can thus bring ihe ter­
ra nus of the Railway to their harbour. I think 
Toronto has sold itself in this business.

ENGLAND.
The effect of the withdrawal of ih* French 

ambassador produced a sensible effect on the 
Funds, but they soon rallied, and the belief was 
general that the movement on die part of France 
was a mere ruse of the ministers, to enable them 
to carry ihe new electoral law. Circulation has 
been given lo an insulting note from Russia, ad­
dressed toLord Palmerston, condemning in strong 
terms the policy of the English Goverment in 
regard to the Greek question. The concluding 
sentence of the note is as follows :—“ As the mari­

er in which Lord Palmerston understands the 
protection due to English subjects in foreign coun­
tries, carries vv.th it such serious inconvenience, 
Russia and Austria will not henceforth grant the 
liberty of residence to English subjects, except on 
condition of their renouncing the protection of 
their Government.”

Under date of Paris, Thursday evening, the 
London Times, in allusion to the difficulty with 
England, says, that Lord Palmerston’s offer ol 
compromise has been rejected by the French 
Government, and at a Cabinet Council, the Pre. 
aident of the Republic declared that the accept.
nee of any other conditions than '.he pure and 

simple execution of the Convention of Loudon, 
was not consistent with the dignity ol France, and 
to none other wouid he consent.

The ministers unanimously approved of the 
conditions, and expressed their intention to ad­
here to and adopt them.

An attempted assassination of the King of 
Prussia has created a great sensation throughout 
Europe. The attempt was made at Potsdam, by 
a sergeant of artillery, who fired a pistol at his 
Majesty and inflicted a wound in the arm.

of foreign governments, for the acknowledgment 
ol the Union and the regulation ol external af- 
fairs.

The final reply of ihe King of Prussia t* the 
Ausirian Circular, inviting him to the Franklori 
conference, is, mat ho do« a not recognize Ausirian 
right to re-eleci her Preaid'-ncy ; ihat consequent- 
ly he will not attend ; and that no resolution 
passed at Frankfoit will he considered as binding 
upon others than those who may be present.— 
This reply had the assent of all ihe princes in 
Congress at Berlin. Ou the other hand, Austria, 
having utterly failed in her counter-move, has 
begun to bluster, and would do more but for the 
discovery impressed by ihe Finance Minis- 
ter upon his Colleagues in the Cabinet, ihat 
the 'Treasury is exhausted—so much so, ihat it 
was wilh difficulty tiie emperor could gel funds io 
pay the expenses of his visit io Trieste, und ihat 
there is some fear of a national bankruptcy.— 
I he deficit in the revenue for the year ending 
31st October, 1849, is 94,856,660 florins, -£9f. 
485,006.

INDIA AND CHINA.
Ihe overland mail reached London on Monday. 

Ihe most interesting news is ol the rising of the 
Aflreedees, in consequence of the excessive salt 
tax imposed by the East India Company. Dr. 
Healy, of the Bengal army, lately posted to the 
Punjjub Cavalry, now stationed at Kohat, was 
proceeding to join that regiment, by the Eastern 
Paa«, which was supposed to be sitil open, when 
on the 26th March, within a few miles of Kwh&t, 
he was set upon by the Hill men ; his groom and 
grass-cuiter were killed on die spot, and himself 
so severely wounded that he died immediately 
alter reaching Kohat.

Worn China, tho chief news is that one Em­
peror is dead, and that anoih- r Emperor has 
succeeded him. The foreign Consuls at Shang­
hai received from ihe authorities there, on the 
26ih of March, an official notice that his majesty 
the Emperor had departed upon the great journey 
and had mounted upward un a dragon to be a 
guest on high.

SECOND DISPATCH.
ENGLAND.

In Parliament, nothing of importance has oc­
curred. Several interpellations were put to Lord 
Palmerston, relative to the Greek difficulty, to 
which he replied subitaniialiy as last week.

The weather continues extremely lavorable. 
FRANCE.

The debate on the electoral bill commenced on 
Tuesday. Tho Hall was densely crowded, and 
here was great excitement. After tho presenta­

tion of an enormous number of petitions from ail 
parts of France against the bill, and after a pre­
liminary contention on the question ot urgency, 
it was carried against the Mountain, by 461 votes 
to 239.

General Cuvaignac, whoso name was first on 
the list of speakers, ascended the tribune. He 
rested his opposition to tho meusute on the letter 
and spirit ot tho Constitution, which required, os 
its first principle, the right ol universal suffrage, 
and this bill was not to regulate, but destroy thaï 

ht. Besides, it was ill-timed and dangerous— 
ill timed, because it would have lor effect, to raise
for the next two ÿëars,rrT»u«-..merre dsffîcuiue*
in the way ot Government ; and dangerous, be­
cause it would serve to make and consolidate a 
hostile parly, composed of all those who should 
feel that they had been unjustly deprived of pri­
vileges that had been coulerrcd upon them by the 
Constitution. lie was listened to with absorbing 
attention, und met with no interruption, in the 
course of a long speech, and, sitting down, was 
loudly cheered by the whole left.

The next important orator was Victor Hugo, 
who delivered a glowing panegyric on universal 
suffrage. On Wednesday, the first speaker ot 
importance was M. do Montalembert, who «jave 
the Legitimist argument m lavor of the hill. 
Emainiel Arago replied to him. M. Thiers was 
to speak on Thursday. On Wednesday there 
were seven hundred members present, and im­
mense crowds around the Hall ol Assembly. A 
sensation was created by tho presentation of a 
petition demanding an appeal to the nation.

A correspondent ot a leading London paper 
says, there can be no doubt whatever, that the 
Cabinet is only watching an opportunity lor sus­
pending law, and placing the country under the 
yoke of the army. The obstinate forbearance ol 
the people, has so far deprived this Government 
of the long sought pretext for declaring martial 
law. While all tins is going on, ihe most import­
ant negotiations concerning the map of Europe, 
are visibly working at Claremont, ForbsdoiF, at 
Paris, and at St. Petersburg. 'The tvvo branches 
are reconciled. Henry 5ih is to mount the throne 
of France, extended to tire Rhine. Austria will 
bo induced to give upas much of Lombardy as she 
cannot conveniently guard, to lorm a kingdom lor 
one of the Orleans iamily. Prussia is to be 
templed wiih as many stray fragments of 
Fatherland, Russo Gallic armies can wrench 
from a new country, which must he the ally ot 
England.

Several secret manufactories of gunpowder 
have been discovered. The prosecution of the 
opposition press goes on unabated.

A correspondent ot the Loudon Globe of 4 hurs- 
day states that a consiliatoiy despatch has been 
sent to the French Charge in London, and the 
assertion h id a tavorabie effect on the Bourse.

ROME AND THE ITALIAN STATES.
The Pope is accused of endeavoring to escape 

from Rome again, and of a wish to place him 
self under the protection of Austria, hut is too 
closely vvaiched by the French Unless the Pope 
yields to libe.’-ai institutions, ihete is reason to 
apprehend that the Papal Government is near its 
end.

Her Majesty’s steamer Spiteful has been sent 
to Naples, by Sir W'lUmn Parker, wiih a view, 
it is said, of demanding rep n ation lor the losses 
sustained by the English in 1848.

QRFF.CIO.
The Greeks, unaware of what had passed be­

tween England and France, had honourably re* 
ceived Mr Wyse, and mildly roumpd their ielu­
tions with him. Admiral Parker had sailed for
Malta.

DENMARK AND THE DUCHIES.
Advices Iront Hamburgh state that the work of 

the pacification of Damn irk is now carried on in 
London, and that England and France have as­
sented to the proposal of Prussia, to urge m Tiers 
to a summary decision on the Danish question.

AUSTRIA AND HUNGARY.
The Jesuits had been admitted into Vienna 

again, despite the opposition of the Ecclesiastical 
authorities. Dalmatia has been d. finiiivcly placed 
un !er Jellachich, who is now Chief of Croatia, 
Sclavonta, and Dalmatia. Kossuth’s cmldien 
have been allowed to go to him. Beni’s name 
has been nailed to the gallows by the public exe­
cutioner, and his property declared lorfcited to 
the State.

A despatch announces a dectea of amnesty in 
favor of Hungary, and the suppression o| ihe Cus­
toms barriers between Austria and Hungaiy. In 
the garrison of the newly recruited Honveds re­
cently, a Hungarian nobleman, having dis­
obeyed orders, was sentenced to be flagged. Ail 
the corporals of the regiment having refused to 
execute the sentence, a corporal of the lluynau 
regiment of infantry was summoned from another 
barrack, and commenced putting the sentence 
into execution, but he had inflicted only a few 
blows, when the young nobleman fell down in a 
fit of appoplexy. In one moment all the Honveds 
rushed upon the corporal and put him to death. 
On the same evening the entire troop was dis­
banded.
