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Region trying to catch wave of new technology

Investing in Brome-Missisquoi’s future

COWANSVILLE - The electronic age
is upon us, and it looks like more and
more people will eventually be work-
ing from their homes, especially in
Brome-Missisquoi.

At a press conference at the Manoir
Sweetsburg Monday, members of the
Corporation de  développment
economique régional Brome-
Missisquoi announced a pilot project
aimed at attracting more business to
the region through the marvels of
modern technology. With more people

plugged into computers, E-mail and
the Internet, people don't have to live
in a big city anymore to do big city
work.

“I think there is a definite need for
it,” said Abercorn mayor Jane
Beaudoin, who regularly works in
Montreal. “It is a way for people to
spend more time out here, rather than
just being weekenders.”

Beaudoin, who is also deputy prefect
of the Brome-Missisquoi regional
municipality (MRC), said that will
pay off for the local economy because
at-home workers will spend more

money locally.

The pilot program targets Brome
Village, Sutton and Sutton Township.
The aim is to create an environment
where so-called ‘teleworkers’ can work
while still enjoying the quality of life
in the region.

Beaudoin said the bilingual, bicul-
tural lifestyle combined with its close-
ness to the U.S. and major centres
like Montreal and Sherbrooke makes
the area a logical choice as a place to
develop teleworking.

Brome mayor Christopher Cooper
said it's better to go after these small-
er businesses than trying to attract
large industries.

“And after all we don't want to see
large industrial refineries being built
here,” he said. “In the U.S., big areas
for teleworking are places like
Montana where there are lots of open
spaces.”

Cooper said teleworking also makes
good sense from an environmental
point of view, Working at home means
not commuting to work, which cuts
down on traffic, pollution and reduces
wear and tear on roads.

“In California they subsidize it (tele-
working) because it cuts down on the
amount of traffic on the roads,”
Cooper said. “There is a good cost-ben-
efit case to be made.”

Sutton Township mayor Peter Stasny
agrees. He agrees the region’s future
doesn’t lie in attracting big business-
es.

“We believe we can invest much bet-
ter into ‘virtual industrial parks,”
Stasny said.

But to attract these kinds of people,
Stasny said the resources have to be
in place, to make it viable. That
means keeping up with the times and
making sure teleworkers have access
to the technology they need. That
includes things like dependable

Internet servers, high-quality phone
lines and backup services.

“We want to find out what we can do
with the technology we have today, as
well as what we will need to do to
keep up,” he said

Stasny said that also means working
to ensure t(’l(‘\\'()l"k(‘l'ﬁ hil\'l) access to
the goods and services they are accus-
tomed to in large cities, including
electronic banking, shopping and so
on.

“We will need it or they won't come,”
he said. “When they ask questions
about quality of life we have to be
able to say it's not a problem.”

Stasny cited an example of how
small towns can help out. Following
the completion of a bicycle path, two
bicycle shops have opened up in
Sutton recently. While the town didn’t
invest in the shops themselves, they
did provide an atmosphere in which
entrepreneurs could consider opening
up shop. He said the same thing can
apply to those who depend on comput-
ers and phone lines for their liveli-
hoods.

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WATERLOO (MC)- As of last
Wednesday, several municipalities in
the region have been hooked up to
the 911 emergency service.

At a press conference in Waterloo,
representatives of Bell Canada, St-
Joachim-de-Shefford, Shefford
Township, Warden and Waterloo gath-
ered to officially launch the phone
service, which allows people in emer-
gency situations to get help quickly.

The new service makes use of spe-
cial phone lines which go to a central
dispatcher. From there the call is
rerouted to ambulances, firefighters
or police. A computerized system
automatically sends them the users’
name, address, and phone number.

[f the caller happens to lose con-
sciousness once on the line, the dis-
patcher can make the phone ring
again in an attempt to regain contact.
At the same time, they can be send-
ing emergency vehicles to the scene

Bad weather isn't expected to be a

problem either, If a phone line is out
of service, the 911 call is automati-
cally transferred to a working line in
a matter of seconds.
Wednesday also marked the
beginning of the 911 era for residents
of the municipality of Brigham. Their
911 service is being handled by a pri-
vate firm based in nearby Bromont.

municipalities in Brome-Missisquoi
are getting ready to introduce 911

service to their citizens. So far
Abercorn, West Bolton, Farnham,
Rainville, Saint Sabine and Saint-

Ignace-de-Stanbridge have signed up
to be part of a service based in
Cowansville. Scheduled to be
launched in May 1997, other munici-
palities are expected to join up before
it goes into service.

Residents of the communities cov-
ered by the 911 system will have 79

cents automatically added to their
monthly phone bills.

Organizers of the new service have
a few bits of advice for those people
who may be using 911 for the first
time:

¢ Use 911 for emergencies only, If
there i1s no immediate danger, call the
appropriate authorities at their regu-
lar phone number. In other words, if
your house has been broken into and
the burglars are still there, call 911.
If they've left, call the police at their

The pilot project is a partnership
between the MRC, municipal govern-
ments and both regional school
boards. District of Bedford director
general James Bissell said education
will be key in developing teleworking
businesses in the region.

“We are investing heavily in our
students,” Bissell said. “So that we
can encourage them to stay in the
region and be contributing members
of society."

Over the next 18 months the pilot
project will try to prove the region is
an ideal location for people, who want
to work on the leading edge of tech-
nology. That will include the follow-
ing:

— Carrying out a survey to get a bet-
ter idea of the market and the poten-
tial use for the new technology.

-~ Learning about the available
resources.

— Setting out concrete objectives and
budgets

— Ensuring the population knows
and has access to equipment and
training to get familiar with the new
technology.

— Establishing formal agreements
with municipalities, the MRC, school
boards and economic development

corporations.

Stasny said he's convinced attract-
ing teleworkers is the most sensible
way to help out the local economy.

Enormous pine trees reach to the
sky around the Anglican Church of
the Messiah in Sabrevois.

Tall and straight, they have shel-
tered this mid-19th century English
country church for close to a century
and a half. The architecture of the
building is simple, with the unusual
feature of a triple decker bell-cote.

The church has a restful dignity and
appeal which many more pretentious
edifices lack. Built of grey fieldstone,
and mellowed by sun, wind, rain and
the bitter cold of Richelieu Valley
winters, the Anglican Church of the
Messiah has sturdily held its own,
and today has a charm few can resist.

The Sabrevois church is unique in
that services were always conducted
in both French and English, the min-
ister changing effortlessly from an
English prayer to a lesson read in

French, from English psalms to
French collects, from an English
hymn to its French counterpart.

English hymnals stood side by side
with French Cantiques in each pew,
and the French translation of the
Book of Common Prayer was used as
readily as its fellow.

This French-Anglican
has early roots in Quebec.
Unfortunately, after a promising
start, it suffered a setback when, as
John Irwin Cooper tells us: “The
death of the Rev. D.C. DeLisle in
1793 broke the connection between
French Canada and Anglicanism and
the prospect of a bilingual and bi-cul-
tural Anglicanism faded with it.”

A few decades later, after the Rev.
George J. Mountain became Bishop of
Quebec in 1837, an attempt was
again made to serve French Canadian
members of the Church of England in
their own language. Bishop Mountain
himself preached in French to the
many Protestant Channel Islanders
living in Quebec City and Gaspe.

Another promoter of missionary
efforts with the French Canadians
was Major William Plenderleath
Christie, who was a determined pros-
elytizer. From his vast estates on the
Richelieu he intended to promote the
Church of England by providing
funds to build churches.

However, in May of 1845, he died
suddenly before he could carry out his
ambitious plans. His wife, Amelia
Martha Bowman, who survived him
by 50 years, carried on his efforts. In
1848, she had L'Eglise du Messie, the
Church of the Messiah, erected at
Sabrevois, a village on the Richelieu
River, midway between Noyan and
St. Johns.

This unique French Anglican church was built in 1848.

The first rector in this new church
was the Rev. Daniel Gavin. He was
ordained by Bishop Mountain and
placed in charge of “a little flock of
French converts at a place called
Sabrevois, his maintenance being pro-
vided by a lady of property (Mrs.
Christie) of the neighborhood.”

Mr. Gavin also maintained a small
school in Sabrevois which his wife
continued to operate after his death
in 1855. This school had its begin-
nings in St. Johns where a co-educa-
tional normal school or teacher train-
ing college had been operating since
1854. In 1860 the college was trans-
ferred to Sabrevois, bringing the
French church, school and teacher
training college together in a single
entity. Cooper writes that for the
Anglican Church: “As early as 1863,
the importance of a bilingual min-
istry had been officially recognized
and the college at Sabrevois accepted
as a means of obtaining that end.”

The college was moved to Montreal
in 1880 and became associated with
L'Eglise du Redempteur. It operated
successfully until 1910, when the
church and college sites were sold. A
new church was built on Sherbrooke
Street in Montreal, but the school
and college were never reopened.
Thus, all attempts to teach French
Canadian Anglicans in their own lan-
guage came to an end.

For 60 years the Sabrevois congre-
gation was a separate parish, until in
1909, it became an out-station of the
Christieville (Iberville) Anglican

church and was served by the
Christieville minister. At some point
in the 1920s or 30s the congregation
became dormant for a few years until
the Rev. Jacques A. Smith reestab-
lished it in the 1940s.

In 1944, the interior of the Church
of the Messiah was restored, with
most of the renovation work being
done by members of the congregation
who were skilled craftsmen. They
built a beautiful, simple new altar
which captures the indefinable aura
characterized by so many old English
churches. A service to consecrate the
renovations was conducted in French
by Canon W.PR. Lewis of Lachine
with the Rev. Dr. Henri Joliat of
Eglise Unie St. Jean of Montreal
reading the lesson. Archdeacon
Herbert Charters of Sutton preached
the sermon and consecrated the
repairs. Also consecrated were gifts of
candlesticks and a cross made of oak
by local artisans and an oak credence
table which was added to the sanctu-
ary. The Rev. C. Winch of St. James'
Anglican Church in St. Johns and the
Rev. J.R. Allen of Pointe Claire, a for-
mer rector of Sabrevois, also assisted
in the service.

Today, the picturesque Sabrevois
Anglican Church has one worship
service each year. Standing quietly
awaiting whatever fate may be
decreed by the Diocese, its sturdy
facade a proud symbol of early roots

said she didn’t have proper clothes to
go to church that “(Rev.) Tom
(Edmonds) doesn’t care what you
wear to church, you can even wear
jeans.”

The Granby congregation has had
several of these special worship ser-
vices.

This portion of the service contin-
ued with the expressive dance per-
formed by Christina Gibb, Laura
Allen and Aleta McEwan, as with
music, drum and dance they strove to
calm the racing minds and let the
peace of God touch us all.

It’s getting harder and harder for home-care workers

Melanie Milanich held the elderly
woman in her arms and washed the
urine from her body. The 90-year-old
woman was incontinent, her fragile
limbs too weak to carry her to the
bathroom.

Milanich, a home-care worker,
tossed clothes into a washing
machine. Regret consumed her.
There was not enough time to pluck
the senior's garments from a dryer
during the one-hour visit to her cock-

roach-infested Toronto home.

“You just say, ‘I want to get to this,
I've got to get to that,” Milanich, 50,
said later, staring into a half-empty
coffee cup.

“You really do the very best you
can. But it's getting harder and
harder for home-care workers."”

Milanich’s concern is being echoed
by an growing number of home-care
workers nurturing Canada's aging
population. These are professionals
who provide everything from basic
health care to help with meal prepa-
ration, with governments often pick-
ing up the tab.

As provinces shut hospitals and
close beds, home-care workers like
Milanich are seeing their caseloads
climb, often struggling to make do.
Meanwhile, a growing number of
seniors advocacy groups want more
home-care workers to meet the
demand.

“The impact on seniors is horren-

dous,” says Hazel Wilson of the
Alberta Council on Aging, which has
been lobbying politicians for more
care.

Home-care professionals are work-
ing longer, harder hours, often risk-
ing their own safety, says Sheila
Neysmith, a University of Toronto
professor who has written extensive-
ly on the subject.

More are suffering injured backs
and a greater emotional toll as they
pick up the slack while provinces
move away from institutionalized
care, Neysmith said.

Many like Milanich predict things
will get worse before they get better.
But the message doesn't seem to be
getting through.

“There’s a false assumption there's
enough home care to take care of
(everyone),” says Neysmith.

Many provinces, including Ontario
and New Brunswick, argue their
home-care budgets have more than

kept pace with rising demand.

Lily Weddon, spokeswoman for
Ontario’'s Health Ministry, says
funding for home care in Ontario
jumped dramatically from $78 mil-
lion in 1991-92 to $137 million in
1995-96.

In New Brunswick, it climbed from
$23 million in 1992-93 to $30 million
this year, says a spokesman.

Some provinces say they've
improved home-care services to allow
more seniors to stay at home instead
of moving into nursing homes.

Technology is also enabling care to
move from hospital to home, says
Gerald Weseen, spokesman for New
Brunswick’s Health Ministry.

In 1980 the province pioneered one
of the country’s first “hospitals with-
out walls,” so-called extra-mural hos-
pitals where medical technology is
used in people’s homes. The trend
has been less costly than hospital
care, Weseen said.

Grapefruit helps the medicine go down

OTTAWA (CP) It's hard to
believe a plain, round, sour and
stringy piece of fruit could inspire
anyone.

But that’s what the grapefruit has
done to Canadian research scientist
David Bailey.

For the past 10 years, Bailey has
been trying to unmask a mystery
ingredient in grapefruit juice that
dramatically improves absorption of
certain drugs into the bloodstream.

But he still doesn’t know what it is.

His search began by accident in a
lab at Victoria Hospital in London,
Ont., where Bailey was testing the
disruptive properties of alcohol when
taking blood pressure medicine.

He wanted half his volunteers to
take the medicine with water, half
with alcohol and all of them with
some sort of liquid to mask the taste
of the alcohol. All he could find was
bitter grapefruit juice,

medication with water and grape-
fruit, he found much more medica-
tion had reached the bloodstream
than in previous studies of blood
pressure medicine taken with water.

“When 1 tried it on myself,” he
says, “the level of medication in my
blood stream was six or seven times
higher with grapefruit juice than
with water.”

That was all the encouragement he
needed to launch a formal study.
Two years later, in 1991, he report-
ed the results in the influential
British medical journal Lancet.

Influential or not, the study was
greeted with little enthusiasm.

“It seemed like people didn’t believe
it,” Bailey says. “Grapefruit had
been around for a long time, so why
had I noticed it when others hadn’t?
To them it was no more than an aca-
demic curiosity.”

But he wouldn’t be put off.

He wanted to know what was in
the grapefruit that made it special,
and he was convinced there would be
therapeutic benefits.

With funding from a sympathetic
Medical Research Council of Canada,
Bailey pressed on, publishing papers
on his findings as he went. It took 10
such papers and five more years
before anyone else took any notice.

“It was largely laughed off at the
time (1991),” says Dr. Paul Watkins,

director of the University of
Michigan's General Clinical
Research Centre.

“It's only been in the last few

months more attention has turned to
it. You can expect the pharmaceuti-
cal industry to be studying the issue
in force during the next year.”

Among the aspects they will need
to address is safety.

Believing grapefruit juice only
helps absorption and not knowing
Just how much more of the drug will
reach the bloodstream could lead to
overdoses.

For example, Bailey reports his
tests show that mixing grapefruit
Juice with one_particular hay fever
treatment boosted the blood levels of
the active ingredient by as much as
450 per cent.

Basically, each film is designed for a
different lighting situation: as the
ISO number increases, so does the
film's sensitivity to light.

So, in low light situations, you
would use a fast film with an ISO
number of 400 or 1,000. You would
also use a fast film when photograph-
ing sports action, because the fast
film lets you shoot at a faster shut-
terspeed.

On sunny days, a film with an ISO
number of 100 or 200 would be appro-
priate.

Here’'s an easy way to remember
which film to use. But first, unless
you're serious about your color print
photography, you really can stick
with two film speeds: ISO 100 and
400.

Now, here are tips:

—When it is 100 per cent sunny out-
side (remember the number 100), use
ISO 100 film.

—When you are photographing out-
doors around 4 p.m., when the light is
low (remember the number 4), use
ISO 400 film. You can also use ISO
400 film to photograph in the early
morning, when you get up for the
sunrise (remember the “for”).

—When you want one film for
indoor and outdoor fun (remember
the “for” fun), use ISO 400 film.

Other film speeds can come in
handy in special situations.

If you feel like carrying a tripod
around for your landscape photogra-
phy, use ISO 25 film for a grainless
enlargement. And if you're pho-
tographing very fast action in low-
light conditions, use ISO 1,000 film
for sharp pictures.

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Classic pies are a treat for the holidays

A slice of pie is a traditional holiday
dessert. Pumpkin, cranberry and
apple are seasonal flavors. And who
can resist chocolate? Three holiday
pie possibilities: double layer pump-
kin pie, double layer chocolate pie
and mock ¢ cranberry apple pie.

Double layer pumpkin pie

(Makes 8 servings)

115 g (4 oz) cream cheese, softened

15 mL (1 tbsp) milk

15 mL (1 tbsp) sugar

375 mL (1 1/2 cups) frozen whipped
topping, thawed

1 prepared graham cracker
165¢g (6 0z)

250 mL (1 cup) cold milk

450g (16 oz) can pumpkin

Two four-serving size packages
vanilla instant pudding and pie fill-
ing

5 mL (1 tsp) ground cinnamon
