This Parliament, like

the last, has a govern-
ment which commanded
more votes than any
other party. But, equally
important, more people
voted against it than for
it.

Likewise with many
MPs. He was elected be-
cause he polled more
votes than any other can-
didate, yet more people
in the constituency were
against him than for him.

This wasn't so in West-
mount, but could have
been.

An old trick for get-
ting a less popular man
in is to encourage “inde-
pendents” to run, to re-
duce or split the votes
available to the more
popular one.

¥ ¥ *

Elections by elimin-
ation would change this.
A primary vote count
would show clearly the
weak candidates. those
without a hope. A second
ballot or count would
make the votes which
had gone to the elimin-
ated available for a truly
popular choice, and for
a clear majority for the
winner.

And such a system
would provide the elec-
torate with an inkling of
what kind of House they
were headed for. They
would have a chance to
improve it next time
around — not in a few
months or a few years,

Never in the history of
Westmount has the dog popu-
lation reached such propor-

tions as it has today.
Nearly every house pos-

sesses a dog and the barking

and howling Keeps on con-

stantly.

At 6.30 a.m, one is awaken-

ed by loud howls and when
one sits down, to what one

thinks is going to be a peace-

ful hour with the evening

paper, beagles, poodles and
every kind, size and color of
dog keep up a constant bar-

rage of barks, howls and

yowls.

In King George Park there

are signs which plainly read

‘No dogs allowed” but sup-
posedly well-read intellectuals
of Westmount walk right by

the signs, with a dog on the
leash, and the bushes and

grass make a perfect setting
for the dog's natural instincts.

Westmount’s Sherbrooke
street and sidewalks are a

_complete hazard to walk on.
including any sidewalk in

Westmount.

Westmount Park is com-
pletely fouled up with dogs, as

that is the first place their
owners lead them to, and 1

would like to imagine the at-
titude of park lovers and city
officials alike, if children

were allowed to contaminate
the park, in the same man-

ner as dogs are allowed to do,
by using the outdoors and the

grass as a public bathroom.
In a suburb of Montreal a

dog made such a nuisance of
himself. with continuous bark-

ing, that neighbors complained
and owners of the dog were

advised by special authorities
that the dog must go. As the

dog had been with the family
for a long time they had the

animal debarked and from
then on there was peace in the

community.
This method should be a

clause when buying a dog li-

cense, otherwise no license

should be issued.
It is a well-known statistical

fact that noise contributes in
breaking down the nervous

system, and a barking dog is
the worst and most unneces-

sary noise imaginable,  

of fruit crops. There has been

a bouyant market for hogs and

cattle, and in the dairy industry

the virtual balance of demand

and supply was maintained.

Substantial increases’ over

1964 levels are estimated for
the production of all grains.

Complete data on the pack of
vegetable crops are not yet

available. The outlook is good
for the packs of tomatoes, peas,
green beans and potatoes, but
early frost caused a reduction in

output of sweet corn and wax
beans.

Flue-cured tobacco will have
substantially higher production
in Ontario but will be down in

Quebec because of frost dam-

age.

Canadian milk production is
is expected to be about the

same as last year. This will be

the fourth straight year in which
milk production has nearly 18.5

billion pounds.
Marketings of fed cattle dur-

ing the first nine months of
1965 were 10 per cent higher

than in 1964. Hog marketings

have been about the same as

last year.

Broiler chicken production

has been up by about six per

cent, and the production of tur-

key meat has been up 22 per

cent.
In Saskatchewan, about four-

fifths of farm cash income is

from products marketed through

agricultural marketing boards.

In Alberta, Manitoba and Ontar-

io the proportion is about half;

in British Columbia and Prince

Edward Island, two-fifths; in

Nova Scotia and New Brunswick,

close to one-third; and in Que-

bee, the proportion is about one-

fifth.
Two general types of agricul-

tural marketing boards have de-

veloped in Canada — govern-

ment boards, such as the Canad-

jan Wheat Board, and producer

boards. The objective of the

producer boards is to “provide

for the more orderly marketing

of the products controlled so as

to obtain the best total income

for producers.”

Canada's first agricultural

marketing act was passed in Bri-

tish Columbia in 1927, and gave

extensive powers to a committee

to control the marketing of fruit

and vegetables. After five years

the act was declared ultra vires

and the legal and constitutional

status of such legislation was

not finally clarified until 1937.

The simplest type of producer

marketing board is one that col-

lects fees from producers in

order to finance product promo-

tion.

The majority of producer mar-

keting boards, however, have

further responsibilities and au-

thority. The most commonis the

negotiating type of board! which

carries out collective bargaining

and negotiates with the trade

on prices and the terms of sale

of a product. Another type of

board acts as a central selling

agency, With power to make all

sales of a product or group of

products on behalf of the pro-

ducers.
“In order to maintann effective

marketing control, some boards
have acquired authority over

production — for example, spe-
cifying the acreage to be plant-

ed for a specific crop.
There is ‘‘continuing consid-

eration” of possible schemes to
set up producer marketing
boards on a scale broader than

the present provincial arrange-

ments. Examples are the sug-

gestions that have been made
for a national milk marketing

board and a national broiler
marketing board.

According to St. Paul's inspired epistles, the human
race is divided into four categories.

1. “The natural man,” i.e.. the fallen son of Adam,
as he is, without God. Of him the apostle says: “The
natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of
God: for they are folishness unto him: neither can he
know them, because they
(I Cor. 2:14).

This is not intended as a re-

buke. It is a simple statement of
fact. Mere intellectual acumen is

no guarantee of spiritual under-

standing.

2. The “babe in Christ.” When
a person sees himself as a sin-

ner and (rusts Christ as his

Savior, he is “born again’ and
becomes a “babe in Christ.”’ But
babes can and should grow, so
these are exhorted: ‘‘As new-
born babes desire the pure milk

of the Word, that ye may grow
thereby’' (1 Pet.

3. The carnal Christian, is one
