France, out of theh total of 130,000,000,000 gold marks fixed in 1921 by
the Allies as Germany's indebtedness, demands her share of the scheduled
payments of fifty billion gold marks, or twenty-six billion marks, to
begin with as a minimum, and in addition such part of her share of the
remaining eighty billion marks as will correspond to the sums asked of
her in payment of the war debts to the United States and Great Britain.
All this means that, if the United States or Great Britain, or a colony
tancel debts owing them by IFrance, the latter is ready to reduce to that
extent her share of the eighty billion gold marks due from Germany, in
addition to the fifty billion provided for in the scheduled payments, or in
other words, she feels obligated to claim from Germany as much of the
eighty billion marks balance as may be necessary to pay the Allies,

This authority did not say that France would not pay of Germany does
not, but he made it plain that if France pays, so Germany must pay to
the limit, He also emphasized the fact that France and Belgium cannot
pllow their special position in the Ruhr to be compromised by Allies whose
Interests are far less than their own.

He pointed out that participation by Great Britain in the reply to
Germany would have implied that the question of reparations could now
be discussed by Germany with all the Allies, independently of any action
by France and Belgium in the Ruhr. This, it is said, would be a distinet
encouragement of the resistance to that occupation and, in fact, would
encourage Germany not to pay.

Never-
theless, if we believe that human culture is pass-
ing on to anything but chaos, we must believe
that such men have their function, in this, i
in nothing else, that they prepare the way for
a new creation,

It is characteristic of them that they are
most to the fore in times of upheaval; with
the appearance of order, of settlenient, they
tend to disappear,

Wm, D. Haywood, ex-leader of the Industrial
Worlers of the World, is the supreme example
of such a man. In the welter of industrial un-
rest for twenty vears before the great war he
was regarded as “the greatest menace to society
now living.” In his earlier and milder days
s a mere labor leader, the great Coeur D'Alene
strilte which he engineered as secretary of the
Western Federation of Miners, was carried on
with unbelievable brutality, hoth by the strikers
and, as always happens, by the forces opposed
to them.

This was but a beginning. In 1905 he was
nceused of planning the fiendish murder of Gov-
ernor Steunenburg. In 1013, with his expulsion
from the Socialist Party, and the formation of the
LW.W, he left behind even the extremists of
organized labor, In 1918 he was condemned
to twenty years' Imprisonment for sedition, and
fled to Russia.

Then followed his one opportunity for con-
structive work. The Soviet leaders placed at
his abeolute disposal a complete equipment of

He is apparently a twofisted fighting man,
There is a sort of ferocious humor about him
which was, according to eye-witness, reflected
in his great Dublin strike of 1913, It is said
that when he was on the platform at a meeting
in Chicago one of the audience became obstre-
perous.

England gives a sufficient answer. Perhaps we
must turn to that strange fanatical quality of
the Celt which has ever sacrificed a thing for
a word,

So they pass before us, they and their like
throughout the world—a variegated band of the
sons of Ishmael, Yet may it not be that they
form the anvil of lawlessness on which the
hammer of the law is beating out a new world,

Ten Seconds To Blot Out London
By Air Attack, Blatchford Warns

ONDON could be wiped out in seconds.
England is no longer a first-class power.

She is not even a second-class power. A
total expenditure of 23 millions next year and
a capital expenditure of 16 millions could not
regain for her an equality in the air with France,
England has been rudely jolted awake this

week by Robert Blatehford's clarion voice of
warning again. Vis
count Grey himself
adds weight to
Blatehford’s  expos-
ure of Britain's de-
fencelessness. He has
just said that he
wished it were more
usually recognized
that “our secnrity,
under modern condi-
tions, depends on
friendship with
France to a degree
never before known,”
At seventy-two, the
prophet “Nunguam'
proves again that his
sword, which is his
pen, has not gathered
rust, England listens
to “Nunquam,” as
Blatchford used to
sign himself when
he wrote “Merrie
England” and warn- Robt. Biatchford
ed Ingland of the
Germans’ intentions
in the Daily Mall long before the war,

The great German scheme of building up an
air foree in co-operation with Russia, exposed by
¥rance, ia considered by Mr. Blatchford in his
warning article, “Again, Wake Up England!"” in
the Sunday Chronicle.

The French know, he points out, that the real
enemy is Germany.

The French have just discovered and exposed
a great scheme for working (chiefly with Ger-
man alreraft and German pilots) a 3,000 miles
air route In Russia, running from Stockholm,
through Petrograd, Moscow and Nizhni-Novgorod
to Tiflls, with a prospective extension to Odessa.
The potentialities of such an agreement are
alarming, The use of this alr route by German
pilots and German machines will give Germany
the equipment and the training for the “next
war."”

“Here Germany will have all that Major
Cobett-Smith wishes us to provide for ourselves,
Alreraft, large and small, tralned pilots, air har-
bors, alighting grounds; everything in such readi-
posd that at an hotr's notice the Germans can

mobilize great war fleets ~f fighting planes and
bombers, and, as we know, chey have already the
means for making the deadliest of poison gases,

“No country can stop such a scheme without
going to war with Russia.”

Facts about poison gas potentialities have
been furnished to Mr. Blatchford., Prussie acid,
the 100 per cent. power gas, and an arsenical
hydrogen gas can be made in millions of tons.
The inventor of this deadly hydrogen gas, Gelilen
by name, was killed by a single bubble,

Such a gas, dropped in bombs on London or
Glasgow, could wipe out these cities in ten
seconds, Not that all the inhabitants would be
killed in one raid, but so many people would be
blotted out that the city would be shattered and
disorganized,

Airplanes, since the war, have been perfected
incalculably, They can now ‘ravel from 100 to
200 miles an hour. “But they are only yet in
the rocket stage,” says Blatehford; “the fast ex-
presses are coming. The Germans are talking
of huge all-metal aircrafts, which, flying high in
thin air, will earry tons of bombs at a speed of
three or four miles a minute, with a range of
thousands of miles.”

Blatchford tells of the sacrificing of the great
governmental air station at Darlow, in York
shire, where the giant airship, R-39, was two-
thirds completed when the government was
struck with economie paralysis. All the metal
frames, girders and rings of the R-39 were sold
cheap—to the Germans—and are now in Ger
many.

Like Philip Snowden, Blatehford is the prod
uct of suffering. For the benefit of his friends
who could not explain his “heresies,” he ex-
plained: *“As a child I suffered and saw and felt
as only a sensitive and sympathetic child could
feel. And I never forgot, . . . What a simple
answer it is. Bilter experience and deep and
passionate pity.”

His parents were poor actors, and he had
mot education. At twenty hé tramped to London.
Bereft of meang, he “went for a soldier.” He
devoted his leisure to self-education. Then, at
thirty-four, he entered journalism, which proved
his true metier. Nine years ago he retired to
the country, where, he says, “I am of no prac-
tical use, except as a watch-dog to utter my
warning bark of “Wake up, England.”

NEW ELEME'\T DISCOVERED IN SAND

Director of Researc! at British Museum
Extracts Valuable Cinnamon-Colored
Powder From New Zealand Sand.

0 Dr. Alexander Scott, F.R.S,, the Director
T of Research at the British Museum, has
fallen the great distinction of discovering
a new element—Hafnium. The story of the dis-
covery goes back to the year 1913, when Dr. Scott
first began an analysis of a black sand brought
from New Zealand; this he discovered to con
tain a sm¢ U quantity of a quite “new oxide.”
After putting this on one side for more
urgent matters, the discaovery by two Danes of
a new unknown element induced Dr. Scott
to resume his experiments. From the black sand
was extracted a cream-colored sand, which still
further split up to yield the new clement. The
latter is a cinnamon-colored powder, which may,
it is thought, prove of at value in the making
of incandescent lights and other ohjects. It has
been named Hafnium, after Hafnia, Copenhagen.
