During tbe past week the volume of busi­
ness on the Stock Exchange increased in 
spite of the hindrances caused vy the fort­
nightly settlement and the usual 1st of 
November holiday. The Econemist says,
“ the most striking feature has been an 
advance in home railways and bank shares, 
both of which close at the highest point of 
the week. Gambling in home and Cana­
dian railways has been very great, while 
Government securities are comparatively 
quiet. The approach of the settlement is 
dreaded on the Paris Bourse, and this has 
checked operations in certain classes of 
securities. The American railway market 
this week has shown signs of a probable 
approaching change, the movements hav­
ing been heretofore in excess of what was 
warranted by the traffic returns and pros­
pects. Improvements are noted in land 
companies (especially in the Hudson Bay 
Company’s shares), in tea companies and 
in some steamship companies. Anglo- 
American cable shares have been 
firmer on rumoured arrangements with 
the new French cable company.” 
The local money market is steady ; good 
lines of commercial paper are discounted at 
7 per cent, and we quote the range 7 © 8 
per cent ; loans on call arc made at 6 per 
cent and on time at 7 per cent. There is 
nothing doing to-day in Sterling Exchange, 
rates are nominally 8 for round amounts of 
60 day bills between banks and 6J over 
the counter. Currency drafts on New 
York are quiet at about par. The Stock 
Market in the morning was strong,
but closed somewhat weaker for
bank stocks, while Montreal Telegraph 
experienced a sharp decline, for no osten­
sible cause so far as could be learned, 
though rumours of various kinds were 
afloat ; the break in many quarters is held 
to be due to reports circulated by the 
“ shorts” to enable them to cover on more 
advantageous terms. Bank of Montreal

The packing of the past week at Chi­
cago, Cincinnati, St. Louis, Indianapolis, 
Milwaukee, Cleveland, Cedar Rapids, 
Kansas City and Atchison foots up fully 
250,000 hogs, and the receipts are quite 
liberal for this period in the season at all 
leading points. Prices have generally 
been 15c©20c per 100 lbs higher than 
previously, and are being well maintained 
at the close, and seem to be satisfactory to 
farmers. The weather is too warm for 
packing operations and this has had some 
influence on the hog market, but packers 
nevertheless have taken hold of the in­
creased supplies with great readiness. 
The outcome of the season will show a 
total packing in the West during the sum­

Louis 200,000, Cleveland 90,000, Kansas 
City near 40,000, Des Moines 30,000, and 
Atchison will show a total of about 160,000 
against none last year ; Indianapolis will 
show a decrease of about 75,000, Milwau­
kee 50,000, Cedar Rapids 55,000.

CANADIAN GAI TLE.
The Canadian Government has for 

some time prohibited the importation of 
American cattle, on account of apprehen­
sions of pleuro-pneumonia. The secretary 
of the treasury, at a cabinet meeting yes­
terday, stated that the same fear exists 
among Americana in regard to Canadian 
cattle, and so an order has been issued 
prohibiting their introduction into this 
country. Apart from the pleuro pneu­
monia scare, this order will in many res­
pects be an advantage to Canadians. We 
believe that a good many of the finest 
Canadian cattle are sent to Buffalo and 
other parts to be sold, and they are after­
wards shipped to England as American 
cattle by tfie American dealers. Thus 
they come into competition with the Ca­
nadian cattle shipped direct to Liverpool, 
which is not always up to the mark. This 
is substantially the description given by 
an English dealer now over in Canada. 
He urged the people not to send their 
cattle to the United States, but to feed 
them up well and send them direct to 
England, where good prices are obtained. 
Nothing could help to further this gentle­
man’s wishes more than the order issued 
by our treasury ; and, if what he says is 
rel able, Canadians will not be tbe losers 
by it. We should like to know, though, 
where the pleuro pneumonia really finds a 
home, both countries have now repudiated 
it. Our retaliation is rather amusing—it 
is reciprocity to the letter—Broclsfreef’s.

We learn, on good authority, that some 
of the trunk railroads have given erders 
for 7,000 new freight care, to be completed 
from the fifteenth of November at the 
rate of twelve ears a day. These contrasts 
will require fourteen million pounds of pig 
iron for wheels alone, and nearly five 
million pounds for axles. For the other 
iron work, it is estimated about five 
million pounds will be required. Thus, in 
the aggregate, fully 10,000 tons of pig 
iron will be required for completion of the 
contracts. A few additional orders of this 
kind would be apt to check the tendency 
to lower prices for pig.—N. Y. Bulletin.

—Chief Justice Ritchie entertained at a 
dinner party at his residence, on Monday 
night, the Judges of the Supreme Court, 
and several other gentlemen.

—A meeting of the Board of Trade of 
Brantford was held on Monday, when Wm. 
Buck was elected President ; Geo. Watt, 
Vice-President ; Geo. P. Wilkes, Secretary- 
Treasurer.

—Hon. Richard Schell Is reported ill, 

with very slight hope of recovery.
—The steamship *' Bothnia,” from 

Liverpool, has arrived at New York.
—The steamship “ Vaderland,” from 

Antwerp, has arrived at New York.
—At Portland, Michigan, ten stores 

were burned yesterday ; loss, $15,000.
—The Southern Utes are stated to have 

declared, in Council, that they would have 
nothing to do with White River matters.

GREAT BRITAIN AND IRELAND.
—The steamship “ Suevia” has arrived 

at Plymouth.
—Sir Garnet Wolseley has sent an ulti 

matum to Chief Secocoeni.
—The Government is said to contem­

plate sending two regiments of cavalry and 
a body of infantry to Ireland.

—George Augustus Sala is about to en 
ter on a four months trip in the Southern 
States of America on account of his health

—News of the lack of success of Nor 
thumberland miners who went to New 
South Wales has frightened a large num­
ber, who proposed to emigrate.

—News has been received from Constan­
tinople of fresh differences between Sir 
Austin Layard, the British Ambassador, 
and M. Fournier, the French Ambassador. 
There has been some talk of replacing the 
latter.

—Charles Tomlinson, of the suspended 
firm of Liverpool brokers of Tomlinson & 
Co., has been committed, charged with 
obtaining $50,000 on cotton already 
hypothecated, and forging negotiating ac­
ceptances for $40,000.

—Mr. Chamberlain, member of Parlia 
ment, presiding at a meeting at Birming­
ham of the Board of Wages of the South 
Staffordshire Iron trade awarded an ad­
vance of sixpence per ton in wages. Mr. 
Chamberlain thought the improvement of 
the iron trade rather speculative, but the 
demand from America was permanent.

FOREIGN.

—General Mozzacapo, author of the 
anti-Austrian pamphlet, has been appoint­
ed commander of the 7th corps.

Tim MARQUIS AND 
MINISTER.

THE

It has been very noticeable that some 
»£ the Ministerial papers, having access 
no doubt to all the documents, have 
scrupulously abstained from publishing 
either the despatch of the Colonial 
Secretary on the Letellier affair, or that 
of the Governor. General, to which Sir 
M. Hicks-Beach’s despatch was a reply. 
The only document of the series which 
the Toronto Mail, for example, has 
bought it safe to submit to its readers 

is the extraordinary and abusive memo­
randum of Sir John A. Macdonald, as 
full of slanderoui statements re­
specting individuals as any election 
squib which was ever posted on a 
dead wall on a polling day. To-day 
we are enabled to supply an additional 
chapter, and, as we suppose, to complete 
this series of papers. It will be seen that 
like Sir M. Htcks-Beach the Governor- 
General was wholly opposed to the ac­
tion of his Ministry. So that it may 
be held that all those persons who have 
become officially connected with this 
event in our history, without any parti- 
zan interest or passion, bave been op­
posed to the dismissal of the Lieut.- 
Govemor and the rest of the dirty in­
trigue, which has once more made the 
railway rings the controllers of 
the destinies of the Province.
Jt is hardly too much to say

that Sir John himself, if he had a heart 
courageous and honest enough to stand 
by the leadings of his intelligence, 
would have been also opposed to the 
course which he at last adopted. This is 
of course only reasonable conjecture ; but 
no one will be far wrong who makes up 
his mind that the hero of the $32,000, 
with Messrs. Mousseau and the rest of 
that clique of constitutional authorities, 
who understand a constitution just as 
thQ sane culottes of 1789 understood their 
constitution, have been the rulers of 
the whole Dominion, in opposition to 
every sound and impartial judgment- 
When Sir John did at last abandon him­
self to this sort of dictation—sup­
posing our reading of events to be the 
correct one—he certainly adopted no 
half measures. He seems, indeed, to 
have yielded so completely to the violent 
passions of those who had mastered his 
will, as to have afforded them the means 
of punishing the Governor-General for 
his difference from them in opinion, as 
to what it was proper to do with the 
Lleut.-Governor. Sir John Macdonald’s 
first statement to the House 
of Commons as to the course 
to be pursued by the Governor- 
General in dealing with the vote of the 
House of Commons was made by read­
ing a written paper, drafted by him­
self, but assented to by the Marquis. 
But Sir John was obliged, by means 
which did not remain obscure, ,o supple­
ment this by a second statement at the 
next meeting of the House, because, as 
the Marquis of Lome moderately puts 
the matter, of “ some misconception 
“ having arisen with reference ro the 
“ statement (that is previously) made.” 
By what hints, nods, or other indirect 
communications, between the Premier 
and his followers, this misconception 
was raised and fomented, it is not for 
us to know. But one thing is certain— 
that it could not have lasted one 
moment if Sir John had had 
the candour to explain, when the sub­
ject was referred to at a subsequent 
period of the evening, what the Govern­
or-General states distinctly ; in the des­
patch on which we are commenting, in 
the following words :—“ Sir John again 
“ came to me and informed me that, as 
“ an alternative, he suggested that the 
“ question involved in the dismissal of 
“ the Lieutenant-Governor of the Pro- 
“ Vince of Quebec should be referred to 
“Her Majesty’s Government.” It is 
certain that no one could have supposed, 
from the course o: the short debate in 
the House of Gommons, that this refer­
ence was evolved from the conscious­
ness of Sir John A. Macdonald, 
and offered to the Marquis for 
his approval, not even as an 
idea struck out in the course of con­
versation, but as the occasion and object 
of a speech interview. No one did so 
suppose. On the contrary, every one, 
on that first statement, both friends and 
opponents, took it for granted that the 
alternative had been forced by the Gov­
ernor. General on the Premier, who had 
acceded reluctantly, not to say sulkily. 
Constitutionally every one was of course 
aware, as he said on a subsequent even­
ing, that the fact of his being in his 
seat on the Treasury Bench showed 
that the Governor-General “ did not 
“ make that reference against our 
“ advice.” But not the less was it 
everywhere supposed that Sir John had 
merely accepted the position to avoid a 
breach, rather than had been the active 
originator of the plan hich was adopted. 
Mr. Ouimet said “ that he spoke as a 
“ representative of the people who 
“ would think that the whole Dominion 
“ had been trampled on by a higher 
“ authority—the Governor-General, who 
“ he believed had acted unconatitu- 
“ tionally. The distinguished gentie- 
“ man who is now Governor-General* of 
“ this Dominion has acted as if he be- 
“ lieved that he had the authority of re- 
“ fusing the advice of his Ministers. He 
“ felt for that very distinguished mem- 
“ her of the House who had made the 
“ statement, a gentleman he believed 
“ who had always fought the battle of 
“ responsible Government ; but who 
“ has had to stand up here and make 
“ this statement, which involves the 

* forfeiture of responsible Government. 
“ The Constitution had been destroyed 
“ by the new Governor-General, and he 
“ thought he (the Governor-General) 
“ must be taught a lesson.” To all this, 
and much more than this, Sir John Mac­
donald offered nothing. He contented 
himself with what seemed a shuffling 
defence of his own concession to a stress 
improperly pat upon him, and merely 
asserted, speaking of the people of this 
country, thaii “they were a part of the 
“ Empire ; the Queen of England is the 
“ Queen of Canada ; she reigns here ac- 
“ tually as she reigns in England. She 
“ has a representative here, but she is 
“ the Sovereign of the country, which is 
“ governed by a Queen and Parliament. 
“ Her officer here desires instructions 
“ from the hands of his Sovereign. We 
“ are just as safe in the hands of the 
“ Queen as in the hands of her repre- 
“ sentatives.” All Fhis special pleading, 
rather than tell in three words the 
truth, which would have settled the 
whole matter, that he was him­
self the contriver of the reference, 
for which he affected to have no apology 
nor even any other excuse than a string 
of unmeaning assurances. However, 
there would have been a striking rncon- 
grui y m the piece, taken as a whole, 
if there had been any part of it where 
the conduce of the assailants of Mr. 
Letellier could be spoken of as candid, 
truthful, or constitutional.

IRON MANUFACTURES.

In view of the half promise made by 
Sir Charles Tapper to increase the duty 
on iron from $2 to $3 per ton, it may 
not he uninteresting to see something 
of what is thought of the effect of much 
higher duties in the United States. We 
have before us the means of comparing 
the opinions of two very different 
classes of persons. First we perceive' 
tba. only the other day a delegition to 
Washington told the melancholy story 
of how the iron interest was once more 
about to be ruined by foreign compe­
tition, especially unless they can have 
the duties increased upon what are 
called steel blooms, wh ch they desire 
to have declared to be manufactured 
steel, in opposition t o a late legal deci­
sion. Notwithstanding the assurances 
which were lately trumpeted throng h- 
out the world, that the American iron 
masters were now, thanks to their bene­
ficent laws, about to knock those of 
Great Britain endways, this delegation 
asserted that if these blooms were still 
to be admitted at only 35 per cent, duty 
some 100,000 men would be thrown out 
of employment, at a loss of wages of 
$55,000,000. Now the American tariff, 
under which these consequences are to 
ensue, notwithstanding all the advan­
tages of longeataolished works, 
and the proximity in various parts of 
the country of coal and iron ore, places 
$7 per ton on pig iron ; $8 per ton on 
«crap; from $42.50 to $60 per ton on 
bar iron of different values; 35 per cent. 
ad val,‘M as we have already seen, on 
steel slabs and blooms, and $22.50 per 
ton on steel rails. Having given the 
views of gentlemen concerned in the 
iron interest, let us turn to one who

builders of Western railways from pro­
curing their rails in England ; and 
mentions this curious fact, that the 
Government of the United States itself 
has had to send to England to purchase 
the plates for some iron-clads, which it 
is having built in the Delaware River. 
So far from the American manufac­
turers having been enabled to defy com­
petition by the sacrifices made during 
thirty or forty years, the Herald says, 
and the statement made by the delega­
tion already mentioned bears out the 
statement, that the country is in this 
respect no nearer than ever to indepen­
dence. It congratulates itself, however, 
on the fact that the extension of 
political power in the West i? fast 
bringing about the time when all the 
tenderly fostered interests will have to 
rely exclusively upon their own strength, 
and other people will be no longer 
taxed for their support.

DEATH OF a U. S. GENERAL,
One of the Northern generals, during 

the “ onpleasantness” between the 
North and South, went by the name of 
fighting Joe Hooker. Fighting Joe has 
fousrht his last fight. He died at Garden 
City, L.I., on Friday last. He gradu­
ated from West Point in 1837 ; served 
in Mexico, and afterwards undertook 
farming in California. During the war 
he had command of the defences at Wash­
ington ; then took part in the siege of 
Yorktown, and the battle of Williams­
burg, where he bore the brunt of the 
fighting, as he did in most of the battles 
of McLellan’s campaign—hence the hon­
ourable distinction which he acquired. 
At Antietam he was severely wounded 
oa the 18th September ; but was again 
in the field on the 10th of November, 
and participated in Burnside’s desperate 
battle on the Rappahannock. By this 
time, passing through the grade of Ma­
jor-General of volunteers, he had been 
made Major-General of the regular 
army. He was at the dreadful disaster 
of Fredericksburg under Burnside, and 
upon the subsequent resignation of that 
General was put in command of the 
army of the Potomac ; but did not show 
himself as well fitted for the chief com­
mand'as he had done for the post of a 
divisional General. He was outma— 
nœuvred at Chancellorville, and decided 
to retire behind the Rappahannock. Lee 
then went past him into Pennsylvania, 
and Hooker followed till General Han­
cock refused to put his troops lying 
round Harper’s Ferry under Hooker’s 
orders. He was thereupon, at his own 
request, relieved, and was succeeded by 
General Meade, who pushed on after 
Lee, and at Gettysburg brought him to 
a stand, which was followed by a re­
treat. He afterwards had command of 
the 20th Army Corps in the army of the 
Cumberland, and served until the siege 
of Atlanta in all the Western campaign. 
Then, in consequence of another dis­
pute about rank, he once more asked 
and obtained relief. He died suddenly, 
having been a few hours before in hia 
usual health and spirits, though he had 
some years previously suffered from a 
stroke of paralysis.

SHIP-BUILDING.

The Ministerial organ at St. John, 
N. B., is so satisfied of the miraculous 
effects of the N. P. that it asserts its 
belief that ship-building during the 
coming year will be as prosperous 
trade in New Brunswick as it has ever 
been. How the N. P. could have any 
effect upon the trade in vessels except 
to diminish it by increasing their cost 
is more than we can imagine? We have 
ample reason to wish for the restoration 
of that great industry, and, 
we have done with respect 
other interests, should gladly an­
nounce any indications of its com' 
ing and still more gladly chronicle 
the fact that it had come. Bat we fear 
there is no probability that our wishes 
in this respect will be realized ; and for 
the simple leason that the ships for 
which the Dominion has obtained such 
just celebrity are wooden ships; and it 
seems probable that the age of wooden 
ships, especially of wooden sailing ships 
is passing away. No doubt the general 
depression has had its influence, but we 
apprehend the main cause of the decay 
of this valuable and interesting indus 
try is the revolution in the mode of 
naval construction. But the N. P., in 
the nonsense talked by such persons as 
the St. John’s organists, is capable of 
reversing all the science of the world 
If Lord Beaconsfield were to put a duty 
on hreadstuffs, English journalists of 
force equal to the one in question would 
see in the impost a speedy restoration 
of the Cape route to India, and the abo 
lition of that by the Suez Canal.

POSTAL DIRECTIONS.

The British Post-Office takes a great 
deal of pains 10 serve the public. It 
considers such service a duty, and 
letter whose direction is faulty, or eyen 
erroneous, is, nevertheless, very likely 
to go to its destination, because the 
officials exert a great deal of ingenuity 
and care to find out the person 
intended. In Canada, we are sorry to 
say, very little trouble is taken in this 
way, and we have seen more than one 
letter sent to the Dead Letter Office, 
whose destination was as obvious as if 
it had been addressed to the Governor- 
General, or the Bishop of Montreal. 
But Mr. Hey, the Postmaster.General 
of the United States, caps the climax of 
insolent dealing with those whom fie 
should zealously endeavour to serve, 
for fie has actually forbidden his 
•ubordinates to try to discover the city 
of New York, or the city of Chicago, 
unless the sender of a letter intended 
for these places indicates that the one 
is in the State of New York, the other 
in the State of Illinois. We have seen 
within a few days a packet returned 
from Chicago, because the letters “ Hi.” 
were not added to the address. In 
consequence of this trouble, a victim of 
carelessness has addressed a letter to 
Postmaster-General Key in this explicit 
style: “ Hon. D. M. Key, Postmister- 
General, Washington, District of Co­
lumbia, United Slates of America, Land 
of the Free, Western Hemisphere, Tem­
perate Zone, between latitude 25 and 35, 
and longitude 27 and 127, situated on 
the planet known as the Earth, which 
revolves around the planet known as 
the San,” &c.

The Society has done good service in 
the past, and, under proper control, can 
do good work in the future ; but we 
want, no more swell balls, t give a few 
ambitious members an opportunity of 
airing themselves, and, worse still, in­
juring the Society in the estimation of 
all right-thinking people.

Sib,—With reference to the correspond­
ence concerning the action of the Lieu­
tenant Governor of Quebec, the ministerial 
changes in that Province, which resulted 
from that action, and the subsequent 
events which have occurred, I have now 
the honour to report that on Saturday, the 
29th March, Sir J. A. Macdonald came to 
Government House, and after conversing 
on other subjects, stated that he had wait­
ed until the return of Mr. Langevin from 
Quebec (whither he had gone on account 
of a family bereavement), and for the re­
turn of Mr. Masson, to communicate to me 
the decision the Cabinet had arrived at 
with regard to Mr. Letellier, the Lieuten­
ant-Governor of Quebec. The decision 
w.is to the effect that the usefulness of 
Mr. Letellier had gone, and that he must 
be relieved of his office. I said that Sir 
John must know, from what I had already 
said to him on this subject, that I could 
not agree in the policy he recommended; 
but requested him to give his reason in 
writing, and told him I should put my 
reason against such a policy in writing 
He intimated that he would do as I re­
quested. I said further, that I considered 
that the dismissal of the Lieutenant-Gov­
ernor would set a dangerous precedent.

On Wednesday, the 2nd of April, Sir 
John again came to me, and informed me 
that, as an alternative, he suggested that 
the question involved in the dismissal of the 
Lieutenant-Governor of the Province of Que­
bec shouldbereferred to Her Majesty’s Govern­
ment. I assented to this, and he produced 
a note of the statement he proposed to 
make to the House on the subject ; it was 
in these terms “ Sir John Macdonald wait- 
edon His Excellency the Governor-General, 
and informed him that after the resolution 
of the Senate in the last session of Parlia­
ment, and the resolution of the House of 
Commons during the present session, it 
was the opinion of His Excellency’s ad­
visers that the usefulness of the Hon. Mr. 
Letellier as Lieutenant-Governor of Que- 
bec was gone, and they advised that in the 
public interest it was expedient that he 
should be removed from his office. His 
Excellency, thereupoE, was pleased to state 
that as the Federal system introduced by 
the British North America Act of 1867 
was, until then, unknown in Great Britain 
or her Colonies, there were no precedents 
to guide us ; that the decision in the pre­
sent case would settle for the future the 
relations between the Dominion and Pro­
vincial Governments, so far as the office of 
Lieutenant-Governor is concerned, and 
that he therefore deemed it expedient to 
submit the advice tendered to him and the 
whole case with all the attendant circum­
stances to Her Majesty’s Government for 
their consideration and instructions.”

I informed Sir John Macdonald that I 
agreed to his suggestion to use the above 
words in making his statement to the 
House of Commons.

Some misconception having arisen with 
reference to the statement made to the 
House, Sir John Macdonald on Monday 
the 7th April rose in his place, and, in an­
swer to Mons. Desjardin, said : " I am 
glad the hon. member has asked the ques­
tion. I beg leave to state to the House 
that the Postmaster General, my colleague, 
will sail by the next Canadian steamer for 
England, for the purpose of supporting, 
with the consent of the Governor-Genera] 
the advice given by the Government for 
the removal of Lieut.-Governor Letellier. 
He may, perhaps, be accompanied by an­
other gentleman; at all events he goes 
next Saturday. I need scarcely say that 
the fact of our holding the position we do 
at this moment shows that the Governor- 
General did not make that reference 
against our advice, and the fact of our re­
maining in office shows we hold ourselves 
responsible for the action of the Governor- 
General.”

It will be seen from the foregoing nar­
rative, that in referring the question of 
the dismissal of the Lieutenant-Governor 
of Quebec to Her Majesty’s Government, I 
have not acted against the advice of my 
Ministry. J

I consider that it is important that an 
opinion be given on the subject by Her 
Majesty’s Government, for it is expedient 
that an authoritative expression of their 
riews be obtained with reference to the 
powers given by the British North Ameri­
ca Act of 1867 to the G vernor-General, in 
respect to the dismissal of the Lieutenant- 
Governor of Quebec. By clause 12 of this 
Act it is provided that, in certain cases, 
the Governor-General has power to act in­
dividually, and in clause 59, the words “ in 
Council” are omitted, and the language 
used is " a Lieutenant-Governor shall hold 
effice during the pleasure of the Governor- 
General.” Sir John A. Macdonald will 
refer to this point in a memorandum 
which will be forwarded on Monday, the 
14th instant.

In the case of Lieutenant-Governor Le- 
tellier, the dismissal proposed would estab­
lish a new precedent. He would be dis- 
missed, although the responsibility of the 
act for which he has been censured by the 
present Dominion House of Commons has 
been assumed by his minister, Mr. Joly, 
who with his colleagues has been able to 
carry on the Government of the Province 
since the provincial elections which took 
place in the summer of last year.

To dismiss the Lieutenant-Governor for 
acts for which Mr. Joly has declared him­
self to be responsible to the Provincial 
Legislature, is a new exercise of the Fede­
ral power, and as it affects the interpreta­
tion ot an Imperial Act, which carefully 
guards Provincial interests, I consider the 
wish of Sir John Macdonald to refer the 
matter to the Imperial Government as wise 
and meeting in the fullest manner the re­
quirements of the constitution.

This despatch has been read by Sir John 
Macdonald, who has pronounced the nar­
rative of the conversations which have 
taken place between us to be accurate.

I enclose extracts from the newspapers, 
of all shades of politics, with regard to 
this important question, and for facility of 
reterence I transmit copies of the printed 
papers which accompanied the despatches 
above quoted, and further a copy of a re­
port of the debates which took place in the 
Legislative Assembly of Quebec, after Mr. 
Joly s administration had assumed power.

He 
also stated that on polling day he was 
treated to whiskey at a house near a 
polling place by one of Mr. Robertson’s 
supporters, and that iu another house 
there, on the same day, was a pail of 
whiskey from which voters drank indis­
criminately.

Thos. Harris deposed that Wm. Sara- 
field gave him 50c., and promised to 
make it up to §2 if he should vote for 
Robertson.

John Slavin, teamster, testified that 
Captain Power and Richard Burke 
wished to hire his team to drive for 
Robertson on election day, but he refus­
ed, and drove for Holden without pay.

Wm. Sarsfield testified that he gave 
Edward Maloney §1 to vote, but Maloney 
handed the money back again, it not 
being considered by him sufficient to 
buy his vote. This witness and Mul- 
hern had understood there was whiskey 
at one house for Robertson’s supporters, 
and at another house for Holden’s friends 
in the near vicinity of the polling place 
on the day of the election.

Halifax, N.S., November 4—The 
cable steamer “ Faraday,” Capt. Trott, 
arrived to-day. She has laid the tele­
graph cable for the new French Com­
pany between Brest and St. Pierre, and 
is now engaged laying tbe cable between 
the latter place and Cape Cod. The 
ship was in the heavy gale of last week 
but kept steadily at work. The cable 
was buoyed 200 miles from Cape Cod on 
Sunday night.

At a Convention of Liberal-Conserva­
tives of Halifax to-night, Jno. F. Stairs 
was nominated as tbe candidate of the 
party at the election for the vacant seat 
for this County to be held on the 25th 
inst.

A steamer at P ctou to-day, from the 
Magdalen Islands, reports on the 29th 
the Islands were visited by one of the 
most violent gales ever experienced, 
there being a great deal of damage. It 
commenced at daylight from the south­
east veering to the east, and for twelve 
hours blew a perfect hurricane. It 
being spring tides the sea rose higher 
than ever known by the oldest inha­
bitant, flooding the beach and drowning 
a number of cattle at Amherst harbour. 
A number of fishing boats have 
been either driven ashore or sunk 
and destroyed, and wharves and stores 
have been severely injured, and every­
thing moveable about them swept away. 
Further inland stacks of hay and grain 
have been blown down and destroyed 
and barns unroofed, and several dwell­
ings were abandoned by their occupants 
for fear of being blown away. On En­
try Islands fifty stacks of hay have been 
destroyed, and a new barn blown down. 
The schooner “ Stella Marie,” of Que­
bec, anchored at CUlane Cove, parted 
her cables and was driven off to sea. 
She has since returned to Amherst Har­
bour, with the loss of both anchors. 
No reports of wrecks from tho east end 
of the Islands. A report from White- 
head, Guysboro Co., gives the following 
as the vessels ashore from the gale of 
last week in that vicinity:—Schooner 
‘‘Laura Bell,” of Mainadian, Captain 
Mortell, cargo, coal from Sydney ; 
schooner “ R. McRae,” of Arichat, 
laden with coal from Sydney j 
schooner “ Matilda, of Pictou, produce 
laden from Prince Edward’s Island ; 
schooner “ Yegete,” of Jeddere, laden 
with produce from Brule; schooner 
‘‘ Jenny Lind.” of Whitehead, produce 
laden from Prince Edward’s Island; 
schooner “ Volunteer,” of Aricha', c .al 
laden from Sydney ; schooner “ Blue 
Wave,” of Mainadian, pickled and dry 
ush; schooner ‘‘Bhetis,”of Lockport, 
produce from Prince Edward’s Island, 
the latter got off on Saturday and was 
reloaded on Sunday ; schooner “ Petite 
Riviere,” of Cape Negro, laden with 
produce from Prince Edward’s Island, 
with three others, names unknown, are 
ashore at Yankee Cove, eastern side of 
Whitehead.

THE ELECTION JHJHE STATES.
COMMENTS OF THE PRESS.

REPUBLICANS AHEAD SO FAR.

DEFEAT OF GENERAL BUTLER.

New York, November 5.—The Her­
ald’s editorial says of the election, as we 
go to press, it is probable that Cornell 
is elected by from 10,000 to 25,000 plur­
ality ; W bite, Democrat, and the State 
ticket, including the Lieut.-Governor, 
is chosen by a considerable but uncer­
tain majority. Iu the great struggle 
between Conkling and Tilden, the latter, 
therefore, goes to the wall. The suc­
cess of the rest of the Democrat 
ticket only makes the overthrow of 
Tilden more glaring and conspicuous. 
It is clear that but for his interference 
the Democrats could have chosen their 
whole ticket. That ought to finish 
Tilden, and doubtless it does. He will 
no more be heard of in National, nor 
we should think in State, politics. We 
are not certain how far Conkling 
is to be congratulated on his suc­
cess. He has placed tbe State 
substantially in Republican hands ; but 
the election of tbe remainder of the 
Democratic State Ticket leaves a moral 
victory with Conkling’s opponents. New 
York is still to be counted among the 
possibly Democratic States. It would 
go Republican if Tilden were candidate, 
that is all.

The IFbrZd admits that Robinson is 
defeated, but claims the election of the 
rest of the Democratic State Ticket by 
30,060. It concedes the Legislature is 
Republican.

Hartford, Conn., November 5.—Re­
vised footings give the Democrats two 
Senatorial Districts out of the eleven.

Boston, November 5.—Returns to one 
a.m. show Long’s plurality 13,000.

Baltimore, November 5.—Up to 
1.30 a.m. full returns have been received 
from only three of the twenty Wards of 
thecity. They give a Democratic ma­
jority of 17,920. Owing to the length 
of tbe ticket, which includes the State 
L gislacure, and Judicial officers, the 
count will not be concluded before 
morning. The Democratic majority in 
the city will be about 10,900. There is 
no question of the election of the 
Democratic State Ticket and Demo 
cratio Legislature.

Lowell, Mass., November 5.—Butler 
gave up the contest at nine o’clock to­
night. He entertained a party of gentle­
men at his residence, and averred de­
feat would result in heavy pecuniary 
saving.

Jersey City, November 5.—Tne next 
State Senate stands ;—Republicans, 12; 
Democrats, 6 ; Independent Democrats, 
1 ; doubtful, 2.

THE HANLAX—COURTNEY RACE.

Toronto, November 4.—Hanlan 
not yet signified his acceptance of 
Blaikie’s last suggestion but will probably 
do so to-morrow, when his friends will 
meet to consider tbe matter.

There were a ereat many 
dead bodies. Tbe crowd next went to 
the house qf General Khusrao, in which 
there were stored the uniforms 
for the Ameor’s troops, and a 
lot of swords ; all were carried off. The 
people next talked of looting the maga­
zine in the upper Bala Hissar ; there 
were two regiments there with General 
Daoud Shah, who called out to them set 
to permit any more looting. They re­
plied : “ The troops and the people are 
brothers, and we will do nothing.” The 
people desisted from looting the maga­
zine of themselves. They then talked 
of attacking the Ameer, b.t the troops 
said : “ He is the Ameer, he must not 
be touched.” The shops in the city were 
closed for three days, and for three days 
the Ameer remained in bis palace. He 
then, by tbe advice of his sirdars, came 
and sat in the balcony over the gate, 
and sent his son to ask the three regi- 
meats who had engaged in the attack 
what they wanted; they replied, three 
months’ pay, and he sent them this by 
the Mustofi; he also sent them two 
guns and told them to go and collect 
the revenue in Kohistan, and that they 
might keep it too. They marched as 
far as the Chama-i-Nahi Rnojar Nawab, 
where they encamped, and dismissing 
their own officers chose others of their 
own race. After three days they came 
back to Cabul and applied for permis­
sion to go to their homes, but no answer 
had been given to them when I left. 
After the third day the Ameer called to­
gether his sirdars, officers and chief 
men of the city, and said that if he 
wished for a Jehad he was with them, 
and would do as they wished. He was 
obliged, for fe&r of bis life, to say this. 
His wish throughout had been that the 
Envoy would through fear have left the 
city, but he wished the pressure to be 
put upon him by tbe people or by inde­
pendent tribes, and not by his troops.— 
London Standard.

STORIES FROM ZULULAND.
Bishop Colenso Appeals for the 

Reinstatement of Cetywayo.
Bishop Colenso still manfully upholds 

the cause of Cetywayo. In a letter 
written to England he indignantly pro­
tests against the deposition and de­
portation of the Zulu King, “ whose 
appearance and behaviour,” he says,

are totally at variance with the notions 
people had formed from the malignant 
misrepresentations of Sir Bartle Frere.” 
He states that down to the very last 
both indunas and people were, almost 
to a man, loyal to their King, and that 
it is unwise tor the English to ignore, as 
they are now doing, the existence of a 
sentiment which is as honourable 
to the Zulus as it is in­
consistent with tbe theory that they 
have been living under an intol­
erably cruel and oppressive rule. The 
Bishop then ask* whether the circum­
stances attending the King’s surrender 
really show any want of loyalty on the 
part of his people. Some people think 
that they do, and point to the fact that 
his hiding place was betrayei to the 
English force. Upon this the Bishop 
makes the following remarks -Yes ; 
his hiding place was betrayed after he 
had been hunted by forces of mounted 
men in all directions for two months, at 
the end of which the following process 
was employed by the great Eugliah 
general to secure his capture, fir no 
doubt Lord Gifford acted under in­
structions. Five Zulus were taken 
prisoners and questioned severely as to 
the place where the King was hididg. 
They persisted in declaring that they 
did not know where he was, whereupon 
they were all flogged, with what right 
let Englishmen judge. They bore their 
flogging, and still refused to betray 
their King’s hiding place, and two of 
them managed to escape. Then the 
scheme was adopted which had 
been practised once before in 
this war, of taking them blind­
folded, each to a separate spot, 
when two gunshots were fired, and each 
of course supposed the other two were 
killed. And so the secret was obtained 
from one or more of them,” Another in­
cident calls for similar reprobation from 
the Bishop. It appears that when 
Cetywayo was on his way to Port Ddn- 
ford, at dinner he asked for more beef, 
but this was refused him. He was, how­
ever, supplied with a pint of rum, and, 
according to the Bishop’s informant, he 
was given this allowance daily till he 
embarked. At Ulundi, when a white 
trader introduced spirits the King in­
terdicted their sale. The Bisnop also 
expresses a hope that John Dunn’s 
qualifications for chieftainship will be 
well discussed in England, adding, “ I 
tbink i may say that his appointment 
is utterly condemned by all right- 
minded men in Natal as a mockery 
of all principles of morality, Chris­
tianity and civilization.” Tne Bishop 
remarks that the list of native rulers to 
Zululand includes very few of the more 
important chiefs, and he is of opinion 
that no due provision has been made for 
controlling the disorders that will in­
evitably break out among the Zulus or 
for advancing their progress in civi­
lization. His plan is to unite the whole 
country under one native ruler, and he 
sees in the present state of affairs every 
reason why Cetywayo should, after the 
lapse of a few months, be restored to 
that position, “ of course with powers 
duly limited, under a British R -sident, 
who should be an English gentleman of 
character and ability.” He says that 
“ Cetywayo has one son about twenty- 
five years old named Dinizulu. who may 
have been killed among those who tried 
to escape when his fatner had been cap 
tured, but who, if living, will be an im­
portant factor m the future history of 
Zululand.” The Bishop’s letter,although 
registered, was opened in its passage 
through the English Post-Office.

The Death of Catagnari’s Party 
Recounted by an Afghan.

The following is the deposition by an 
Afghan, a witness of the ma88acre anJ 
probably a participator m the attack : 
Tnirteeuyears ago there was a beardless 
youth in my service who was murdered 
by the son of the Kotwal of Cabul. The 
murderer had to fly from Cabul to 
Peshawur, but returned after tbe mas 
sacre, and I, meeting him in an orchard, 
killed him. Therefore I have fled here 
to save my life, having been concealed 
in the city for three days after the oc« 
currence. I was at CaDul when Sir 
Louis Cavagnari arrived. He used to 
ride about and visit every place of 
intereit. After three days the 
Ameer’s manner changed to him. 
The Ameer advised him, for the 
sake of his safety, to confine his rides 
to the Chaman or open spaces, and to 
avoid the crowds. This advice was 
known all over tba city. Cavagnari 
acted on it. On one day there was a row 
between an Afndee orderly and two of 
the Ameer’s soldiers. This came to 
Cavagnari’s ears. He complained to the 
Ameery who imprisoned the two soldiers. 
Cavagnari rewarded the orderly. The 
people and soldiers were much annoyed 
at this. The Ameer ordered Dis sirdars 
and officers not to visit the Envoy. On 
the 3rd September, at about 7 am, three 
orderly regiments of the Ameer were 
assembled without arms in the 
Bala Hissar to receive their pay. They 
were ordered one month’s pay, and 
asked for more. On its being refused 
they began making a row, and General 
Daoud Shah and Mustapha Habeboola, 
who were present, said 9 Go to Oavag- 
narj for it.” Stones were thrown, and 
Daoud Shab said to be slightly wound- 
ed The pay-office was sacked and 
papers torn up. They then ran to their 
camp for their arms, and returned 
direct to the Residency. They found 
the door into the compound closed. 
There was only one, and the residems 
occupied iu making loop-holes. Ca- 
vagnari had ordered all the horses (as 
they could not be brought iu) to be shot. 
Guns were now brought up and breaches 
made m the wall. Three hundred Sepoys 
of a Balkh regiment who had been 
recalled from leave rushed through 
and set fire to the house. Mere breaches 
were made and the door was forced. 
Thousands of people from the city 
helped in the attack. (It is believed tbe 
Residency contained great treasure.) 
The defenders, tormented by the fire 
from above them, and L oin all around, 
and distressed by the smoke, all got 
into one building. They shot a great 
many of the attackers. The house they 
were in was on fire. At length it fell in 
on those that were not killed. Th re 
was mît much p,uud r obt inel. All 
w s destroyed in the file. The peop • 
tuen carried away then de: d, of whom 
there were a great number. I assisted 
to remove the body of a well-known 
faquir named Buaz Shah. He had 
been inciting the people for over two 
hours, ^nd shouting that he was going

At Gaza, on the 6th October, an 
Arab was quarrying stone at |a place 
about four and a half miles distant from 
the town, and unearthed a marble figure 
of a man. The following are the di- 
nqensions given by an Arab eye-witness, 
namely :—“ Three feet from top of head 
to end of beard ; 27 inches from ear to 
ear, from top of forehead to mouth, 13J 
inches; from shoiilder to shoulder, §4 
inches ; from crown of head to waist, 
81 inches, and 54 inches the circumfer­
ence of the n ck ; the total height is 15 
feet. The hair hangs in long ringlets 
down upon the shoulders, and the beard 
is long, indicating a man of venerable 
age. The right arm is broken in half, 
while the left arm is crossed over the 
breast to the right shoulder, where the 
hand is hidden by the drapery of a cloak 
covering tbe shoulders.” I presume 
the statue is nude, though this fact is 
stated. There is no inscription either 
on the figure or on the pedestal, and the 
latter is a huge block, carved iu one 
piece with the god. It was found in a 
recumbent position, buried in tbe sand 
upon the top of a hill near the sea, evi­
dently removed from its original site, 
which is unknown. Its estimated weight 
is 12,000 pounds. The Pacha of Jerusa­
lem has ordered a guard to watch this 
interesting relic of ancient art and pre­
vent any injury by the fanatics of Gaza. 
I shall endeavour to procure a photo­
graph of this probable god of tbe Phil 
istines and mail it to you later ; and I 
much regret the foregoing description is 
so meagre in details, but it is translated 
from a brief account by an Arab who 
possesses no archseilogical knowledge. 
Judging merely from tho ‘‘longhair 
and long beard ” and the position of the 
left band I should be'disposed to assume 
that it is q,n Assyrian monument com­
memorative of their invasion of Pales 
tine. But it is premature to conjecture 
until further and more precise particu 
lays can be had from Gaza.

LAI EST SHIPPING.

Poet Huron, Mich., November 4.—A 
despatch from Caseville reports tug 
Oswego with five barges were caught in 
a snowstorm on Sunday afternoon, off 
Charity Island.

Superior Court. -Before Mr. Justice 
Rainville, yesterday, in the First Division 
of this Court, Mr. J. E. Mullin was ex­
amined in the case of Mullin vs. Graham.

The Great Fire at St. John, N.B.— 
The citizens of St. John are very much ex­
ercised over the refusal of the City Coun­
cil of Montreal to pay the $10.000 voted 
them at the time of the great fire, so our 
reporter is informed, and in some 
cases Montreal firms have been refused 
orders. Great distress still exists in St. 
John through the fire. From 60 to 80 aged 
and indigent persons who lost their all in 
the fire, weekly seek relief from the “ Re­
lief Committee,” and while it is true that 
the buildings erected in the place of 
former wooden structures are composed of 
brick and stone, it is also true that they 
are mortgaged to such an extent that the 
mortgagees will soon be the owners.

The Long Winter Nights.—Mars will 
he evening star after the 12th and through­
out the month. His opposition occurs on 
the 12th, and never was this celestial 
phenomenon anticipated with such eager 
interest by astronomers, for the opposition 
of 1877 was the epoch of one of the great­
est astronomical discoveries in the present 
century in the finding of his satellites. 
Deimos and Phobos. Mars is not as near 
to us at tho present opposition as he was 
in 1877, but as he is in northern declina­
tion he will be m:re favourably situated 
for observation. Prof. Hall gives the time 
from the 10th of October to the 29 th of 
November as the period in which the satel­
lites may be visible, but a Earopean ob- 
server has already succeeded in picking up 
Deimos on the 22nd of September. The 
planet rises on the 12th at sunset, and on 
the last of the month about three o’clock.

Court of Queen’s Bench.—Mr. Justice 
Monk rendered judgment yesterday in this 
Court on the motion made by Mr. Tren- 
holme, Q.C., to quash the indictment for 
libel against the Messrs. Dougali, pro­
prietors of the Witness, dismissing the 
motion. The Court held that Mr. Charles 
McKiernau, being commonly known as 
“Joe. Beef,” was sufficiently indicated. 
As to whether the article complained of 
was libellous or not would be a question to 
decide when the case came up on the 
merits ; possibly a demurrer might then be 
put in. In the case of Mr. Hugh Graham, 
proprietor of tha Star, and of Mr. Henry 
H. Balch, reporter. His Honour likewise 
dismissed the motion to quash the indict­
ment made by Mr. Robertson, Q.C., observ­
ing that when the case came up next term 
a demurrer might be fyled if the defence 
thought proper to do so. Mr. Carter, Q C., 
Counsel for the defence, fyled a special 
plea of justification. Hou. L. O. Loranger, 
A ttoruey-General, was then introduced to 
the Court in his new official capacity by 
Mr. Ed. Carter, Q.C., and the Court ad­
journed.

Drunkenness and Destitution—A Case 
for the Charitable.—At a late hour on 
Monday evening Police Sergeant Richard­
son was called to a house on Roy lane, oc­
cupied by Joseph Downs, an old military 
pensioner, and his wife, and the owner of 
the house, Elizabeth Murray, an old 
woman of 77 years of age. The officer 
found Downs, his wife and two children, 
huddled round a small stove, which, wita 
the exception of a bundle of straw n a corner, 
was the only “ furniture ” which the dingy 
room contained. The man was very 
scantily clad. The woman’s only covering 
was an old shawl, while one of the children 
was naked and the other nearly so. Both 
man and woman were under the influence 
of liquor, of which a fresh supply had been 
brought in by one of the children. A 
couple of horse blankets were thrown around 
the woman and children and the whole 
party were conveyed to the Chaboillez 
Square Station, including the old land­
lady, whom it was deemed unwise to leave 
alone in the house. As a conviction would 
gofartodeprive Downs of his pension, he 
was soundly admonished and discharged, as 
also Mrs. Murray. Mrs. Downs was sent 
to gaol for 15 days.

Recorder s Court.—Fourteen prisoners, 
representing a combined capital of $3.95* 
answered to their names yesterday ; eight 
of the number were females. William 
Gillespie, a labourer if Tabba’ yard Juror 
street, accused of disturbing the peace 
was discharged. His wife was sent to 
gaol for two months with hard labour for 
keeping a disorderly house. John Nolan, 
a tailor apprentice, was fined $5 and 
$2 damages f >r being drunk aud bieaking 
the door'of Mrs. Thomas Hayes, Dor­
chester s.'reat. Sergi-ant G-uthier 
characterised the house >;.? a rendezvous 
for young girls ami boys, and was prompt­
ly me by Mrs. Hayes, who flatly told him 
he was a----- har. Far this gross con­
tempt of Court she was fined $2 50. Mary 
White, 35, and Sarah Lewis and Annie 
Smith, both aged 40, were sent down for 
a month. They walked into the Chaboil­
lez Square station the previous night in a 
fit of intoxication and were unexpectedly 
accommodated by their friends the police.

ItXtsccIlaneDns.EUROPEAN INTELLIGENCE. GENERAL NEWS.Johannah Morissey, a poor unfortunate, 
whose only fault is an incontrellable love 
of liquor—found lying dead drunk in 
Ottawa street—was sent to gaol for a 
month. She was only discharged from 
that institution four days ago. Others 
were fined for “ simple ” drunkenness.

But it sounds 
odd to hear tho Montreal Gazette de­
nouncing Turcotte as a “ miserable trai­
tor ” on the very day its own friends 
were buying up July’s supporters.—

—The Conservatives of Ottawa pro­
pose tendering a political banquet to 
Sir John Macdonald on the 27th of No­
vember. There was a good deal of public 
curiosity left unsa’isfied by the Quebec 
speech—a speech, by the way, which 
even the Mail was forced to admit was 
disappointing—so that Sir John will 
have an opportunity of doing himself 
justice. It is understood that at the 
Quebec banquet he partook rather too 
freely of the contents of the mustard 
pot or the cruet stand, or, like Mr. 
Nathaniel Winkle, he ate too much sal­
mon—a misadventure which it is hoped 
will not overtake him at Ottawa.—Ibid.

—The question of new Parliament 
buildings for Ontario will probably 
come up at the approaching session of 
the Ontario Legislature. The plan now 
is said to be to erect new buildings on 
the nine acres of land occupied by tne 
Normal School, that institution to be 
torn down and a new one erected on the 
University grounds. The present Par­
liament building is a dilapidated old 
barracks, and a disgrace to the Pro­
vince, and the sooner it is removed the 
better. Ontario has prospered under 
Reform rule, and can well afford to 
erect new buildings, where the public 
records would be safe, and where the 
representatives of the people could as­
semble without danger to their health.

CIVIC AFFAIRS.
—The Sanitary and City Police forces 

have been supplied with their winter cloth­
ing, of which Mr. T. Patton, tailor, McGill 
street, and Wm. Briggs, hatter and furrier, 
St. Joseph street, were the contractors. The 
articles have been inspected by the Police 
Committee, and give general satisfaction.

—The Special Committee of the Board 
of Health, appointed to enquire into 
charges laid against the Sanitary Inspector, 
did not meet yesterday. No quorum. En­
quiry adjourned until Tuesday next.

—The City Hall Committee met yester­
day and adjourned until to-day, in order to 
obtain certain required information.

—The regular monthly meeting of 
Council takes place on Monday next.

—The Special Committee appointed by 
the City Council to consider and revise the 
salaries of Civic officials met last evening. 
Present—Aid. Thibault in the chair, Aids. 
Martin, Mooney and Allard Aid. Mooney 
submitted a letter he had received from 
Aid. Watson regretting that he was com­
pelled to leave for Ottawa, and expressing 
his views. The final report of the Com­
mittee was considered. Aid. Mooney de­
sired to reconsider the cases of a number 
of the officials, to which the other members 
of the Committee were opposed, they hold- 
ing that after their numerous sittings the 
report should now be complete. Aid. 
Mooney urged his reasons, and a vote was 
taken by which it was resolved to submit 
the report to Council as it stood, Aid. 
Mooney alone voting “ nay.” The report 
is not to be made public until the meeting 
of Council. The Committee held a pro­
longed session, and adjourned shortly be­
fore 11 p.m.

Rhturn of Cold Weather—Concerts 
and Amusf,ments—A New Conjuror 
—Wonderful Necromantic Tricks. 

From Our Own Correspondent.
Paris, October 17, 1879.

The return of cold weather is giving 
renewed activity to the amusements of 
this pleasure-loving city. Concerts in the 
splendid Music-Hall of th« Trocadero,— 
the varied attractions of horses, dogs, 
clowns, rope-dancers, and learned apes, at 
the “ Winter Circus,” which has just 
opened its doors to the returning troupe of 
the '* Summer” branch of the same estab­
lishment in the Champs Eiysees, now 
closed for the winter ;—theatres of every 
grade and name, all getting ready for the 
“ season” which is already beginning.

A fine concert, last Sunday after­
noon, at the great Music-Hall just alluded 
to, brought sundry eminent virtuosi to tne 
knowledge of Parisian dilettanti. The 
magnificent organ, under the masterly 
hands of M. Lemaigre, revealed possibili­
ties of grace and charm, of expression and 
of power, of which few admirers of the 
grandest of instruments are probably 
aware, “A Meditation,” and “ Communion,'' 
both compositions of the performer him­
self, being especially remarkable ; the 
imitation of a choir of human voices, which 
seemed to soar, in a sort of angels’ song, 
above the rich, subdued, harmonious 
accompaniment of the other claviers, fairly 
taking the immense audience by surprise, 
and elicting round after round of enthu­
siastic applause.

A lady-violinist of great merit. Mile 
Tuyau, also obtained the honours of encores 
and repeated recalls. Her execution is 
splendid, and the ease with which she 
rendered some of the most difficult com­
positions of Godard and Yieuxtemps, suffice 
t® place her among the most accomplished 
violinists c f the day. Equally successful 
was the magnificent performance of the 
Chevalier Odoardo Macaluso, pianist to the 
King of Italy, in his own style, without a 
rival among piano-players. Hi» “ Sou­
venirs of Naples,” extremely difficult, and 
equally beautiful, called forth a storm of 
applause ; while his transcriptions from 
the Sonnambula roused the enthusiasm of 
the assembly to the highest pitch. One of 
the most exquisite movements ef this as­
tonishing performance, of terrific difficulty, 
but as beautiful and melodious as rich in 
scientific composition, was given by this 
great rival of the Thalbergt, Liszts, and 
Rubinis, entirely with the left hand ;— a 
tour deforce which, it need hardly be said, 
“ brought down the house.”

The fine Choral Society of Belleville also 
lent its aid to the concert in question, in 
aid of a work of charity. The entrance of 
the Society, preceeded by its banner, laden 
with scores of gold and silver medals and 
other trophies won by it at the various 
musical tournaments in which it has come 
off victorious, was very striking. Un­
necessary to add that the choruses of this 
accomplished band of singers were fully 
worthy of its high reputation.

Songs by various opera-singers, poetic 
recitations of Victor Hugo’s Stella and Le 
Revenaut, by Mme. Marie Laurent, of the 
Odeen Theatre, aud of Alphonse Daudet’s 
mellefluous prose, in “ Monsieur Segum’s 
pretty white kid,” by the popular decla- 
matist, M. Mounet-Sully, of the Theatre 
Français, made up an ample and very 
enjoyable bill of fare, fully appreciated by 
the audience.

A new candidate for the favour of Paris 
has just made his appearance here, in the 
person of the Conjuror Herrmann, of 
Vienna, known to the east of Europe, and 
now bent on making the conquest of the 
west of this “ quarter” of the earth’s sur­
face. He is very tall, thin, with a strange, 
weird sort ef countenance, and brown as 
a gipsy. He is rich, and exercises his art 
as much from love of it, and for his own 
amusement, as for the gain it brings him. 
At a performance given by him to a por­
tion of the Paris press, he executed feats 
which seem to place him almost on a level 
with Bosco, of classic memory, tho greatest 
conjuror yet seen in Europe. M. Hermann 
wears the tightest of coats and trousers, 
or divests himself entirely of the former ; 
and he executes some of his most astound­
ing feats in the middle of a large room, 
without carpet or table, wherever he may 
happen to be, without apparently any pre­
paration whatever. The other evening, 
on giving to the journalists of Paris a 
foreglimpse of his powers, he began by 
executing a series of tricks with cards that 
defied all attempts at explanation ; after 
which he placed a cage on a small table, in 
the middle of the assembled spectators ; a 
single canary, alive aud lively, occupied 
this cage. Presently, at a sign from his 
wand, there appeared a second canary in 
the cage ; then three canaries were seen, 
all hopping about inside the cage, wsich 
Hermann did not even approach, content­
ing himself with directing his wand to­
ward the cage, and the number of canaries 
constantly increasing, until there were six 
of the pretty little fellows, all apparently 
in the best of health and of spirits. He 
then took them out of the cage, wrapped 
them up in a sheet of paper, and gave the 
parcel into the charge of one of the spec­
tators, requesting him to put the parcel 
gently into his pocket, which the gentle­
man appealed to did, at once, with some 
trepidation, fearing to hurt the birds, so 
unceremoniously treated. A moment 
afterwards, on a sign from the conjuror’s 
wand, the six birds were seen hopping 
about inside the cage, and the gentleman, 
to whose care they had been consigned, 
taking the parcel from his pocket found 
the parcel empty.

M. Hermann then produced a couple of 
silk handkerchiefs, which he turned into 
a bag. He waved this bag about among 
the spectators, who all declared it to be 
perfectly empty.

‘‘You are mistaken!” cried the Con­
juror, drawing forth an egg from the bag. 
“This egg has not come of itself,” be 
added, “ where there is an egg, there must 
be a hen. Giving you the bag to hold, 
you see something moving inside it, put 
in y®ur hand and draw out what is iu the 
bag ! ” he continues, and, to your amaze­
ment, you draw out a live hen. He takes 
the bag from your hands, saying, “ It is 
not yet empty,” and he draws out a cock, 
and then a duck. He takes the latter, 
holds itup in sight of all present, tears it 
in two as though it were a sheet of paper, 
and le ! he holds a pair of ducks, an- 
parently alive, one in each hand.

This new rival of Robert Houdin 
executes the well-known, but perfectly in­
explicable feat of the empty glass globe, in 
which he produces a score of gold fish, 
without approaching the globe ; but with 
this amazing addition, viz,, that, after ex­
hibiting this prodigy with four dif­
ferent globes, one after the other, he 
takes up the last globe, throws it up into 
the air, and globe, water and fishes in­
stantly disappear, no one but himself 
knows whither !

There can bo no doubt that the new 
wonder-worker, who is about to commence 
a course of performances at the Theatre 
des Nouveautés, will win golden laurels in 
this city.

Hermann is an immense favourite in 
Vienna On one occasion, after an absence 
of ten years, Baron de Rothschild, being a 
great admirer of feats of ledgerdemain in 
general, and of Herr Hermann in parti' 
cular, invited the latter to dinner, and 
placed him at the table next to Prince de 
Metternich, to whom the Conjuror was 
introduced as the Charged’Affairs of one of 
the South American Republics. The pre­
tended Charge d’Affairs spoke much of his 
travels, and the well-known Austrian 
diplomatist listened with lively interest 
to the recitals of his pretended colleague. 
At the dessert, Baron de Rothschild skil­
fully introduced into the conversation an 
allusion to the extraordinary conjuring 
feats of the Japanese wonder-workers.

“ You who have travelled so much,’ 
said the Baron, addressing himself to the 
sham diplomatist, “ pray tell us if the 
Japanese conjurers are really as clever as 
they are said to be ? ”

“ They are really extraordinary, Mon­
sieur le Baron,” replied the latter ; “ I, 
myself, have learned from them the secret 
of a trick that is most curious.”

So saying he turned towards Prince de 
Metternich, saying “ Have the goodness. 
Monseigneur to point out a flower of this 
bouquet,” indicating the magnificent 
floral trophy which occupied the centre of 
the table.

The Prince pointed to a beautiful rose.
“ Tell it to come to you ! ”
“ Come,” cried the Prince, addressing 

the rose, not a little excited by the oddity 
of the incident.

No sooner had he given the word of 
command than the rose, rising out of the 
midst of the enormous bouquet of which it 
formed part, placed itself in the Prince’s 
button-hole.

Prince de Metternich, fixing a scrutiniz­
ing glance on the face of his neighbour, 
said to him : —

“ There is but one man in the world 
who could work such a miracle ! It is 
useless to keep up this pretence ; you are 
Professor Hermann ! ”

A general clapping of hands followed 
the Priace’s <1 e: •ration, and the Pro­
fessor became at once the object of an 
enthusiastic oval.ion on the part of ail

The landlord gives the 
change and tbe operator says he did’nt 
think he had so much silver; will 
the landlord give him the half sovereign 
back for 10 shillings ? The landlord says 
he will and hands over the coin, and then 
the operator (who has retained the silver) 
says that on the whole he’d prefer a sov­
ereign for the half-sovereign and the shil­
lings. The obliging landlord consents and 
the operator gives him for it his own half- 
sovereign and 10 shillings, then departs. 
The second operator’s business is to ask 
the landlord the time or some irrelevant 
question and confuse him,

—The County of Kent is the seat of the 
archiépiscopal see of Canterbury and has 
a population of about 917,000, the returns 
for 1871 being 824,294. There are in the 
county 431,523 sittings, in 1,390 places of 
worship of all kinds, providing accommo­
dation for 47.06 per cent, of the popula­
tion, which (58 per cent, being the largest 
number that can attend public worship at 
one time) is 10.94 per cent, below the 
standard. Say 400 churches are wanted, 
most of these in the densely settled dis­
tricts. In 1851 the gross provision of 
means of public worship in the county was 
53.1 per cent. ; the falling off, therefore, is 
of 5.5. Of the 1,390 places of worship, 
627 belong to the Established Church, with 
256,400 sittings. The Church, therefore, 
has 58.67 per cent, while in 1851 it had 
65.29. The Methodists have made the 
largest gains among the outside denomi­
nation?, and the Baptists have relatively 
lost ground.

—Mr. W. Rayner Wood, a Manchester 
(England) J. P., recently procured the 
arrest of two Catholic Sisters of Mercy for 
committing an offence against the Vagrant 
Act in calling at his house and asking for 
“ a little charity.” Ha thereupon gave 
them into custody “in the Queen’s name,” 
and they were detained at the police 
station. After the “ worthy Magistrate” 
had given his evidence the Counsel for the 
Sisters contended that no offence had been 
committed and commented in strong terms 
upon the conduct of the prosecutor. He 
called a witness to prove that the prisoners 
were connected with institutions at 
Plymouth Grove and Cheatham Hill which 
support a very large number of aged snd 
infirm poor. In dismissing the case Mr. 
D:ckens said “This is a very deplorable 
case and we regret very much indeed that 
Mr. Wood should have deemed it his duty 
to adopt the course he has done. We have 
now our duty to perform and I hasten to 
do it at once—that is, to dismiss the case. 
So far as my own feeling is concerned, I 
may say that we are exercising one of the 
highest qualities ®f our nature in appeal­
ing for charity for those who require it.” 
(Applause.)

MA UOMMEDANISM.

The Mohammedans of India, whom 
Shere Ali and his Russian backers pro­
pose to stir up to revolt against the Eng­
lish, are indeed a formidable power. The 
number of them in Hindostan is over 41,- 
000,000—about tbe population of the 
German empire—and they embrace not 
only the wealthiest and most highly civil­
ized, but also the bravest and most warlike 
of tbe native population. It is barely two 
centuries since Aurungzebe, from his 
throne in Delhi, surveyed an empire richer 
and more magnificent than that of any 
other conqueror since Caesar. The pos­
sessions of the Great Mogul, embracing 
Bengal, the Deccan, and the north-west 
provinces, have since changed hands more 
than once, but the splendid palaces, the 
stately temples, and tbe graceful mosques 
of Agra, Delhi, and Lucknow, still attest 
the grandeur of Msslem rule in India. It 
is to the power and position once held 
by the Mogul dynasty that the Afghan 
Ameer evidently aspires. He relies 
largely upon the recollections cf the Sepoy 
mutiny and the terrible reprisals which 
followed to aid him, forgetful of the fact 
that the policy of the English since the 
mutiny has bound the native princes to 
their conquerors. The most courageous 
portion of the Queen’s Indian forces are 
Mohammedans, and the armies now 
gathering before the Kbyber Pass are, in 
the main, followers of the Arabian 
Prophet. The warmest friends and ad­
mirers of the Prince of Wales during his 
recent visit were Moslem rqjers like the 
Maharajah of Gwalior and the Begum of 
Bhopal. During the Anglo-Russian im­
broglio they were among the first to offer 
their armies and their treasure for Queen 
Victoria’s service, and amid the Afghan 
troubles they have, for the most part, ex­
hibited a similar spirit. Sheru Ali is 
reckoning without his host if he imagines 
that his 7,000,000 Afghans are more potent 
than the 40,0u0 000 of Moslems beyond the 
Indus.

CHAPTER V.

With all this, 
under the ballot system, he must remain 
in entire ignorance of the state of the 
poll until the election is concluded.

On that first Monday in the August of 
1840, the town was thronged with people 
by seven o’clock. The old politicians 
voted silently early in the morning. 
Then came the noisy crowd who would 
not vote without swearing and quarrel­
ling. There were shouts for “ Little 
Van,” and cries of “ Hurrah for Tippe­
canoe,” for, though the Presidential elec­
tion aim: months later, the State elec­
tions would go far toward deciding the 
contest by the weight of their example.

At midday, when the crowd was great­
est, old Bob Harwell, a soldier of the 
Revolution, who had managed to live 
to an advanced age, by dint of persistent 
drunkenness and general worthlessness, 
was drawn to the polls in a carriage 
amid deafening cheers for the veteran 
from the Whigs. The old man appre­
ciated the dramatic position. Present­
ing his ballot with a trembling hand, he 
lifted his hat and swung it feebly round 
his head.

“ Boys,” he cried, in a quavering, 
mock-heroic voice, “ I fit under Gineral 
Washi’ton, an’ I voted fer him, an’ now 
I’ve voted fer Gineral Harrison” (the 
old man believed that he had), “ and if 
the hero of Tippecanoe is elected, I want 
to die straight out and be the fust one to 
go to heaven and tell Washi’ton that 
Gineral Harrison’s elected ! Hurrah !”

“ You’ll be a mighty long while a- 
gittin’ thar, you old sinner,” cried one 
of the Democrats.

The old Swiss settlers and their de. 
scendants voted the Democratic ticket, 
probably from a liking to the name of 
the party. It is certain tnat they knew 
as little as their American fellow-citizens 
about the questions of finance which 
divided the two parties. After the 
Revolution relic had departed, there 
came an old Frenchman—one Pierre 
Larousse—who was commonly classed 
with the Swiss on account of his Ian- 
guage, but who voted with the Whigs.

“ W’at for you vote the W’ig tigget, 
eh P” cried out David Croissant, one of 
the older Swiss. “ You are a turn 
goat, to come to Ameriky and not be a 
damograt. Sac-a-papier ! Entrailles de 
poules /”

“ Sac-r-r-re a diable !” burst out 
Larousse. “ You dinks I is durn-goat. 
I dinks you lie one varee leetle pit. By 
gare ! I nayvare pe a damograt. I see 
’nough of damograts. Sac-r-r-re ! I 
leef in Parce. Robespierre was a damo— 
grat. I hafe to veel of my head avairy 
morning to see if it vas nod shop off. I 
no likes your damograts. Doo much 
plud. I likes my head zave and zound, 
eh ? By Gare ! Quel sacre imbecile !”

It was with some difficulty that the 
Swiss Democrat and the French Whig 
were restrained from following their 
stout French oaths with stouter blows.

With such undignified accompani­
ments and interludes did the American 
citizen of that day perform the freeman’s 
“ kingliest act” of voting. The champion 
fighter of the western end of the county 
cheerfully accepted “ a dare” from the 
champion fighter from the eastern end 
of the county, and the two went outside 
the corporation line, and in the shade of 
the beautiful poplars on the river-bank, 
pummelled each other in a friendly way 
until the challenger, finding that his an­
tagonist had entirely stopped respira­
tion, was forced to “ hollow calf-rope,” 
that is, to signify by gestures that be 
was beaten.

Night came, and with it more drink­
ing, noise, and fighting, filling up the 
time till the returns should come in. 
After nine o’clock, hursemen came gal- 
loping in, first by one road and ihen by 
another, bringing news from the country 
precincts. On the arrival of tbe mes. 
senger, there was always a rush ot the 
waiting idlers to that part of the public 
square between the court-house door 
and the town pump. Here the tidings 
were delivered by the messengers, and 
each party cheered in turn as the news 
showed that the victory wavered first to 
one side and then to the other. The 
Democrats became excited when they 
found that the county, which always had 
been a “ stronghold,” might possibly be 
carried by the Whigs. It was to them 
the first swash of the great opposition 
wave that swept the followers of Jack- 
son from their twelve years’ hold on the 
government.
