T'H& LEA TRADE.

Fearon, Low & Co's tea circular, dated
Yokohama, June 4th, says :—During the
interval of fourteen days, which we have
now to review, our tea market has con-
tinued very active, and settlements average
more than a thousand piculs per day.
Receipts, however, have continued on even
a more liberal scale ; so that, though the
business which we report is large, it has
been accomplished without forcing any
advance in values; while, in fact, the
market for the better grades of tea has
ruled throughout slightly in favour of
buyers, though only very slightly so. A
strong d:sire to secure teas at prices which
sounded nominally cheap has been con-
tinuously shown by all buyers, and has
resulted, as is so frequently the case, in
caus.ng the lower grades of tea to show
much the poorest value, Buying on any-
thing like an extensive scale is still confined
to three or four firms, who have purchased
between them more than half the leaf
whieh has so far been brought to the port.
The market closes steady at the quotations
given below, and there being still two
steamers loading on the berth for New
York via Suez, we can scarcely anticipate
much decline for some time to come.
Settlements since 21st uit. have been 14,-
308 piculs, making the total from com-
mencement ot season to date 36,464 piculs.
Stock at present, 6,872 piculs. We quote
as follows :—Common, $17 50 @ 818 50 ;

THE 8. 8.“ CYPHRENES.

This steamship, now lying at the
Victoria Pier, Montreal, was one of the
successful pioneer mail steamers on the
Pacific. Every effort made by the
Panama, New Z:aland and Australian
R. M.S. P. Company, and by W. H. Webb,
of New York, having failed, a lccal
Melbourne Company ran the “ City
of Melbourne,” ¢ Cypbremes ” and
*“ MacGregor’ as a monthly mail line
between Sydney, N. 8. W., and San
Francisco, Cal. The line succeeded so
well that the Pacific Mail Steamship
Company entered the business, and by
means of much finer steamers drove
off the local line. At this time the
¢ Cyphrenes” had magnificent accom-
modation for over 100 saloon passengers.
She then entered the China trade, and on
her last voyage her gross freight on tea,
from Hong-Kong to New York, was over
370,000. She was then chartered by
Messrs, Hart Biothers & Co., ofthis city,
to bring them a cargo of 1,700 tons of
Welsh coal. She has had her saloon
passenger accommodation taken away,
and is fitted up for carrying cattle instead,
which pays much better than carrying
passengers. Among her crew are some
twenty veritable pig-tails, shipped at
Singapore, perhaps the largest number of
Celestials ever seen here, Her sister ship
of the old mail line, the *“ MacGregor,”
was in Montreal last year.

MR, GLADSTONK'S POLICY,

Mr. Gladstone’s opening has been,

without any fault on his part, to scme

extent unfortunate. The Bradlaugh in-

cident arose in a manner quite beyond

the control of himself or any other Pre-

mier ; and it was one of those affairs in

which feelings of various kinds are so

hustled together round the central sub-

ject as to make it difficult for a leader

to determine upon a course consistent

at once with principle, and with the

goneral sentimenta of his party. Tae

Cnallemel - Licour affair was not

less troublesome, though for a different

cause. In the House of Commons, un-

like most other national assemblies,

where some authorized method is known

of stopping impertinent debate, freedom

of speech is the rule. But it is evident

that, under this rule, any obstructionist

cau, if he please, create a great deal of

delay and doall the mischief which can
be done by provoking discussions of a

character indiscreet in themselves, or

calculated to mske enemies of other

mations. Governments have always ex-

ercised the right to make representa-

tions against, and even in the last re

sort to refuse the acceptance of

Foreign Ministers whose charac.

ters or persoms were disagree-

able. Bat diplomacy has, hitherto,

been a matter chiefly between Cabinets;

and admitting theoretically the right

of the House of Commons to intervene,

considering the functions which it prec-

tically wields, it is plain that it cannot
do s0, by general debate on a subject of

this kind, without the gravest dangers

to the good understanding whieh should

be maintained with other countries. If

the present Government of France is to

be represented in England by any means

fairly expressing its views and spirit,

such a man will not be a persona grata
to Mr. O’Donnel or to any persons who

participate in his views, and possess a

temper like his own, But is Republican

France, such as we see her, therefore,

to be without a representative in Eng-

land? Or is her representative, and

through him herseif, to be insulted by a

debate in which the supposed demerits

of her Minister would be set forth by

those who disliked him, with much pas-

sion and not much discrimination as to

facts? ‘The answer seems easy ; yet the

application, consistently with the rule

of entire freedom of speech, will be found

very difficult No doubs these two

questions, which really are of very small
importance, have hampered the legisla-

tive movement since the beginning of

the session. Yet, withal, not a little has

been done. In finance Mr. Gladstone has
proposed, and doubtless will carry, his

scheme for re-establishing the equili-

brium. And among his proposals js

one for the abolition of the malt tax,
which appeals at once to the good will

of a class, whose representatives have

been usually, and, indeed, still are, as

to the majority of them, his greatest

opponents, Though it would seem that

a tax on malt was ultimately only one
on beer, the form of the tax has always

been most annoying to the farmer. Is

abolition will, therefore, meet with the

hearty support of a class to whom cer-

tainly the Liberals, hitherto, have owed
very little. The same class has, for

some time, desired a settlement of the

question of ground gime. Ribbits and

hares, maintained fir the sport of the

landlord and his friends, have been very
destructive to crops, and incidentally

have checked good husbandry, because

a man does not want Lo adopt expensive

methods for producing that which is to

be destroyed without profit to himself.

Sir Vernon Harcourt’s Bill is intended
to give the farmer a practical means of
saving himself from these depredations.
For this measure, and the one already

spoken of, the most authoritative organs
of tenant-farmer opinion have publicly
expressed their thanks, though the
farmèrs, who have long leases,

wish the law to be made re-
troictive, so that they may be-
nefit from it; but, with characteristic

fair play, cffer to accept a provision that
will. oblige them to pay an increase of

rent proportioned to the value of the game
to the landlords.

THE MILITARY COLLKGE,

We are not smong those who

frequently complain, either direct-

ly of the B.itish Government

or iudirectly of the consequences

of our connection with the Empire. We

see no reason to think that any British

authorities either Coerce us into inju-

ricus courses, or as a rale stimulate our

follies. On the contrary, wa are

disposed to believe that the al-

leged wishes of the Mother
country bave been used by our own

politicians without the least justice, on

one or two occasions, for the purpose of

covering their own jobs. This was

notably the case with the Intercolonial

Railway, which has cost millions more

than was necessary to do the thing

which was required—tbat is to say, the

putting of the whole country into com-
munication with a good winter port.
But we are bound to add, there is one

particular in which it seems to us that

indirectly the influence of a certain class

of opinion in the Mother couniry cost®

us money, without the promise of any

reasonable return. There is about our

relations with the Colonial Office a mili.

tary atmosphere which impels us to fol.

lies, which cost sums, not, we admit,

of very considerable amount, but still

to an amount very creditable to our

good sense. Whether the country really

has a military attache, as we were once

to have, in Sir A. T. Galt’s household, we

do not know; but the Imperial Govern.

ment, certainly with much more reason,

always has a military attache in Canada

io the person of the Adjutant-General
of Militia, who is always selected from

officers well up in the service. This

gentleman has in his office compara-

tively little to occupy the mind of an

accomplished and experienced soldier;

and if he bas any activity he devotes it

chiefly to insisting on a greater military

expenditure here in reports of various

kinds, and probably in unofficial com-

munications, addressed to friends in

England, which thence find their way

to headquarters. We do not affect to

condemn this course of action. The

business of the professional soldier is

soldiering, and the British head of the

Canadian militia, if he have his heart in

the duties of his life, must doubtless

perceive many defects in our defensive

system which a good officer will desire

to correct. Tha policy of keeping up a

considerable armed force is not a matter
for his consideration—that it is right is

the assumption on which he works. It

was doubtless owing to the influences

of which we speak that the Military Col-

lego was established. We do not think

it is a great thing to do for tue Empire

supposing the Imperial authorities to

desire it, and we believe they desire

it, as an alternative of other more

expensive and costly things which they

were pressing upon the notice of our

authorities in Canada. At the same time

we fully participate in all that has been

said of the impropriety of the expendi.

ture, considered on Canadian grounds

alone. We bave at the College forty-

four young men, and as these things

generally grow, we may, probably, ex-

pect that number soon to be considerably

increased. If they are doing anything

in return for the cost of their education,
they are learning to be military officers.
Bat where are their soldiers P And

whom is it proposed that we shall fight ?

If we have mot a professional

army, what 18 to bicome of all

these profess'onal officers ? Here and

there one may doubtless drift into the
volunteers; but we apprehend there
are several causes which will prevent

that from being a very common occur-

rence. The volunteer officers will

always, we suppose, ba selected rather

for their populari:y with the men than

for their military knowledge. What is

really boing done at the College is to

give a cheap education of a very high

class in applied science to a small num-
ber of lade, who will thus be fitted,
largely at the public expense, to com~
pete advantageously with other men
who have had to pay for their own in-
struction in engineering, mining and

similar pursuits. This is what really
takes place in the United States ; but
why the country should pay epecially
for the higher education of a certain

chosen number, laaving the rest to

get on as best they can with the ordin-

ary facilities for education, is more than

we know. Having no army, and the
volunteers, when no service is required,
not being a force which affords much
scopefor highly educated and disciplinad

soldiers, there is, unfortunately, n>
security that the country will continue
to enjoy, in any capacity, the services
which she has prepared these younz men
to undertake. À certain number of them
will doubtless render good service in
such manners as we have suggested.
Bat we may reasonably suppose that a
large number will bs always drifting
away, at all eveats may drift away, to
foreign countries, where engineering
works will soon be wanted, but where
educated engineers will, for a long time,
be much more scarce than among our-
selves.

The Bank of Montreal
at once stopped this and also visited the other
banks and frightened them so that for a time
my action was paralyzed. Mr. Ritchie also sentà Star reporter with all the facts fof your dis-
pute and the banks and the managers were in-
terviewed. Now let me give you the reaso s
for capitulating this unpleasant st ry on the 2nd
of December. Iannoun ed to you that I had
the loans ready for you. This was communi-
cated to your colleagues subsequently,
as above related. The Bank ot Mont-
real killed my negotiation and the blame,
in the minds of y ur colleagues, falls
on my shoulders. I know that much harm has
been done 1n their estimation, but you can, I am
sure, and will put this matter right at Lhe first

to the members of the staff :—

CANADA PACIFIC ee)
Ottawa, July 1, 1880.

To the Members ef the Engineering Staff
and other officers :

You will learn from the documents
appended, published by permission, that
Yam no longer in the Government ser-
vice. For the past seventeen years I
have served under successive Adminis~
trations as E:gineer.in-Chief of im-
portant public works. First the Inter-
colonial Railway and more recently the
Pacific Railway. I cannct cease to act,
as have hitherto done, without thinking
of my past relationship with many who
have aided me, and I cannot retire from
the position I have s0 long held without
bidding farewell to those with whom I
have been associated in undertakings so
gigantic, involving questions so com-
plicated. It is mot possible to avoid
differences of opinion and such difi-
culties as ave incident thereto. But
these difficulties have been exceptionally
few, and they have been far more than
compensated by excsedingly agreeable
relations which have generally pre-
vailed, by the genuine satisfaction which
has arisen from the performance of
duty, and by the engrossing character
cf the work itself. As the head of the
engineering staff to whom the Govern-
ment has looked for opiviona and re-
pcrts on all questions, as the officer held
responsible fur the direction of every
operation and the organization of every
detail, f'om first explorations to the
present time, it is with peculiar regret
that I break my connection with
the Pacific Railway at this particular
stage. 1 cannot conceal from the mem-
bers of the staff that I would have pre-
ferred to have remained with them to
heip forward the more complete fruition
of our great labours, but circumstances
have exacted that it shall be otherwise,
and time has come when my professional
conneciion with the great undert.king,
into which I bave thrown my best ener-
gies, must close. On the other hand, I
conceive that I may, with legitimate
satisfaction, look back on the progress
which has been made. The vast terri.
tory in which our investigations have
been made 18 no longer a terra incognita.
Our labours have successfully pierced
the formidable barrier imposed by ni-~
ture, and every problem of practibility
has been solved. (Construction is being
Proceeded with at different pointe within
a range of pearly two thousand miles,
and in a little more than another year
the completion of at least six hundred
miles of railway is assured. In that
short period, a line of communication
will be open, within Canadian territory,
for the influx of settlers to our greatfer-
tile wilderness.

CREDIT VALLEY RAILROAD.

ToRONTO, Oo*, July 7.—The work-
men on the Credit Vailey Railway havo
strack work in c.nsequence of arrear-
ages in their wags, and thia mcraing a
geueral strike occurred. Not a single
train on the line has arrived in or de-
parted from tbe city to-day. The train
men, engine drivers, aud ballasting men
have all ceased work, snd this evening ».
meeting will ba he! by the employe.
ut Parkdale to decide upon their future
m.vements. The men complain that at
the present tiuie there are three months’
wages due them, and that befors stop-
ping work they underwent grievous sui-
ferings ian tho hope that the Directors
would be able to make soms arrange
meut whereby they wou! be able to
provide fur tter wives and fami-
lies. From a statement by the Man-
aging Director, it would appear that the
Company hag expended about $300,000
more money than they bad on band,
the above sum baving beeu realized by
mortgage aad by borrowing from vari-
eus parties until their credis has entirely
departed. The road wis fiuished in
January, bat the rolling stock was
insufficient for the business. Mr. Laid-
law states that the men have been sub-
jroted to many trials and bave b:en
very considerais and patient, bus that
this sirike will have the effect of losing
the Company $6v0 per day and will con-
scquently lessen the chances of the men
rec:iving their back pay so soon as they
might otherwise have looked for. Tie
bonds of the Company have principally
been mortgaged for the payment of
steel rails, an1 the Managing Dircotor
feels confident that if this mortgage
were paid off the bonds could be plazed
80 that every ceis of debt could
at once be paid off. The road
has been duieg remarkably well,
considering that it is a new line, and
with such a small amount of rolling
stock, which is fully 40 per cent. short
of what should be employed. It is pro-
bable that the road must stay shut till
the men agree to go on again, as the
Company has exhausted all its resourcer,
and as the Court of Caancery bas, at
present, charge of the road, they will
probably protect themselves.

A Constantinople despatch says, by
order of the Minister of War, Reouf i’asha,
Governor of Adrianople, has commenced
to mobilize the second army corps. The
task 1s difficult, as arms and norses are
wanting, but Reouf Pasha hopes by the
20th to have 20,000 effective men, three
&quadrons of cavalry aod 33 guns in
readine:s for the field. Offices for the
enroliment of volunteers were opened
throughout the Velayet of Adrianople on
the 28th of last month, and the returns
for the past two days report 1,400. Ea.
rolled troops have been constantly arriving
at Adrianople during the past week from
Boulaire and Constantinople, to ba station-
ed, it is said, on the East Roumelian fron-
tier.
Mr. Goxchen, British Ambassador at

Constantinople, is convinced that, without
the employmeat of an armed force, no
acti.n of the united Powers will avail
anything against the passive resistance of
Turkey.
A Berlin despatch says the union of

Bulgaria and Eastern Roumelia, with tLe
the help of Russian officers and soldiers
will be answered by Austria entering Novi
Bazar and penetrating beyond Mitravitza.
To use the ambiguous phrase of the treaty
of Berlin, Germany is )'kely to support
Austria.

JUDGMENT IN THE HOUSE
OF LORDS.

CITY BANK VB. BARROW,

A cablegram from Eagland announces
that the House of Lords has dismiszed the
appeal of the City Baak in this case. The
question at issue was whether, according
to the law of the Province of Quebec, a
party resident there, to whom certain hides
had beem sent for the purpose of being
tanned, could legally pledge the Bills of
Lading of such goods after they had been
tanned. Messrs. Barrow Bros. contended
that the tanner had simply the working
possession of the goods in question, and
that he had never acted as their agent in
respect of the said leather within the
meaning of the Factors Act, and conse-
quently, that the Bank of Toronto and
their Agents, the City Bank, were not en-
titled vo hold the Bills of Lading for the
due payment of the advances mada on the
leather. Judgment was originally given
in favour of the City Bank, but Messrs.
Barrow Bros. appealed, and the Lords Jus-
tices of Appeal unanimously sustained
Messrs. Barrow Bros.’ pretensions, and the
City Bank finally carried the case to the
House of Lords, which has recently con-
firmed the judgment of the Lord Justices
of Appeal. Messrs. Dunlop & Lyman,
Counsel for Messrs. Barrow Bros. in Canada.

   

HURRICANEATSHERRINGTON

We have some details of the damages
which passed over this parish on the 26th
ultimo. The hail completely destroyed all
the growing crops for a distance of five
miles by the whole breadth of the farms on
the St. Margaret range. The peas especial-
ly suffered very badly, For example, M.
Pierre Gagne has sown over again with
buckwheat land which had been sowed
down with 36 minots of peas. Mesars.
Patenaude and Beaudoin havealso suffered
in the same way. The peas of these and
other neighbouring farmers had previously
presented the finest possible promise of an
abundant harvest. At the Parish Church
fifty-eight, and at the Town Hall forty-
two panes of glass were broken. The
same accidents occurred in all the houses
over which tbe hailstorm passed. It would
be hardly possible fully to reckon the
damage at Sherrington. Five years ago
this parish suffered from a storm of a
similarly destructive character, but this
year there is plenty of time to sow buck-

COUNTY OF GLENGARRY
From Our Own Correspondent.

Alexandria. July 7.
Oo Tuesday afternoon a meeting ofelec-

tors of the County of Glengarry was held
at Alexandria, uoder the presidency of
Mr. Harrison. The Chairman having
briefly alluded to the object of the meet=
ing, calledfon Dr. Bergin, M.P., who said
the object was the enabling of members to
give to their constituents an account of
their stewardship, and remarked upon the
presentlas a genuine political demonstration
~—the first held within forty years—Sand-
fieldism and anti-Sandfieldism having been
effectually killed, both in the county of
Glengarry and the town and township of
Cornwall. He contrasted the professions
of the Mackenzie Government with their
practices, being especially severeTupon the
present leader of the Opposition, whom he
charged with unworthy conduct in his
suppression of Mr. Mackenzie. He ap-
proved the proposals of the Govern-
mentto transter the building and running
of the Pacific Railway to a special Com-
pany. He denounced the conduct of
the Opposition generally. He contended
that, whereas the course of the late
Gevernment had been that of mere flies
vn the wheel powerless to act, those at
present having the seats of Government
had acted vgourously and in such a
manner as to show that the Government
could aid manufacturers. He traced
u the history of the National
Policy, which he generally com-
mended. He dwelt upon the full
and exhaustive disc.ssions anterior to the
lat: Dominion elections, and complained
that the late Government had failed to
profit by the lesson taught them by their
last appeal to the electors. He averred
that, since their consignment to the left of
theSpeaker, the Opposition had failed to
be equal to their position, but urged that
occasionally even the Globe waa com-
pelled to admit that the National Policy
had benefited matters. He enlarged
upon the peculiar benffits that had
been done by the National Policy
to the neighbourhood of Cornwall.
contending that the local benefits that ac-
crued from a policy of protection were
incalculable. He charged the late Gov-
ernment with falsehood and treachery to
its friends, among them to Mr, Mackenzie;
charged Mr. Bluke with ioconsistency,
and deprecated the idea toat either Minis~
ters or members were blameworthy be-
cause a number of measures never weat
beyond their first reading. He vindicat-
the position of the Senate, which he he!d
to be essential tothe well-being of the
country. He atuacked the Ontario Govm
ernment for, as it çeerLel to him, an undue
exercise of political patronage, and defend-
ed, indeed approved, th: Government
proposal to place the Canada Pacific Rail-
way in the hands of a Company. He
charged the Mackenzie Government with
having needlessly disposed of contracts
without due alignment or survey, and
cited the Premier's Bath speecues oa
the subject of the proposed economy to be
effected by the transference of the Canada
Pacific Railway from the Government to
a private Company.
Mr. RourmieEr, M. P. for Prescott,

having followed in à brief speech,
Mr. MoLENNAN, M. P., spoke of the

general questions at issue. He denounced
the Mackenzie Administration for its
weakness, and generally reviewed political
matters. He denounced Mr. Cartwright’s
financial administration, and cited figures
to show the benefits that had accrued
ince the introduction of the N. P. He
also defended the Government's Pa-
cific Railway . policy, deprecated the
mortgage system, as it obtained
among farmers; opposed the idea
of seeking for the special exercise
of Ministerial patronage and then at some
length defined his own position in respect
to the Coteau and Ottawa Railway, an
undertaking in which he expressed great
hope tor the future.

Mr. MacmastTer, M. P. P., condemned
the idea of building new Provincial build-
ings for Ontario, which he denounced in
no measured terms ; and then, dwelling
on the railway subject, while being unde-
sirous of prejudicing the present Direct-
ors, hoped the road would ere long
be continued to a final completion.

  

SIRANGHE POISONING
CASE.

Yesterday morning, before His Honour
Mr, Desnoyers, tbe cross-examination of
Acting-Sergeant Bigras was cqntinued and
closed, and counsel argued the points of
the evidence.

Mr. F. X. Archambault, Q.C., counsel
for the defence, contended that there was
sufficient evidence to show that Bigras was
a inonomaniac, and a great injustice would
be doneif, upon his testimony, two women
should be subjected to the hardships of
appearing before the Criminal Court. The
evidence upon which the case rested was
that of Bigras, and he urged that he should
be allowed to bring the complainant's
brother and sister to be examined in rela-
tion to his eanity. It had always been
Bigras’ mania that people were trying to
poison him, and his brother could give
evidence on this peint. With much
emphasis he contended that there was no
proof that the poison had ever been placed
in the food by Madame Bigras or her
mother, and prayed for their discharge.
Mr. Maclaren, Q.C., tor the prosecution,

said he felt confident that His Honour, on
looking over the record, would see no
occasion to summon the other two wit-
nesses, asthe only evidence which they
could give would be upon events
which occurred ten years ago. Bigras
had been in the police force for
five years, and had been promoted to the
position ogau acting-sergeant. This would
probably be considered by his learned
friend as another evidence of insanity.
The promotion had been because he wrote
both languages correctly, and this was
certainly a presumption of his intelligence,
During the intercourse he had had with
Bigras Le never had detected anything
approaching insanity, and the principal
evidence of folly alleged was that he went
away à Catholic and returned a Pro-
testant. The evidence of Dr. Baker
Edwards and Dr. Taylor was then review-
ed, showing that in the bread and butter
submitted to them for analysis no less
than three grains of antimouy had been
found. Bigras had eaten three-quarters
of the bread before he thought of present-
ing it for analysis, ‘The doctor had sworn
that one grain a day would cause great
weakness and eventually death.

A MISSING CHILD.

Her SxELETON FOUND IN THE DEN GF AN
ENoRMOUS BLACK SNAKE.

Vest UNION, Adams Co., Ohio, June 22.
—Ginger Ridge, a rugged, sterile upland,
about six miles north-west of here, is much
excited over the killing of an enormous
black snake, which for several years has
played havoc with the farmers’ flocks.
Hogs, poultry, calves, sheep, etc., have
mysteriously disappeared, always at night.
Two years ago a band of gypsies were
camped in the neighborhood, and they
were accused of stealing the missing prop-
erty. Jobn Rainfortb, a farmer, who
greatly suffered from these depredations,
swore out a warrant before ’Squire Peter
Anns and had eeveral of them arrested.
They had a preliminary examination, but
nothing was proved against them, and they
were discharged. They went away mut-
tering threats of vengeance.

Mr. Rainforth had a golden-haired little
daughter, four years old, whose beauty
and sunry temper were the pride of her
parents. Oa the day after the arrest of
the gypsies little Nellie Rainforth was
missed. She was last seen playing on the
edge of a rocky ridge, a short distance from
the house. Search was made for her, but
neither she nor the lamb was found. The
whole neighbournood was aroused and men
scoured the fields and woods for miies
around. Mr. Rainforth suspected the
gypsies of abducting her out of revenge
for their arrest, and followed the party
across the Ohio River into Lewis County,
Ky. When he came up with them they
indignantly denied all knowledge of the
child’s whereabouts, and a search of their
camp failed to discover his little danghter.
He returned to his home broken-hearted.
One day last week Mr. Rainforth was

planting a field of about twenty-five acres,
situated near his house. He had not been
at work long when Le discovered what at
first seemed to be a fresh furrow acrosa the
middle of the field. He stopped work
and followed the track to a femce which
separated the field from a dense thicket of
underbrash. On the fence he found blood
and some sbeep’s wool, which at once
convinced him tbat the body of a sheep
had been dragged across the fence. He
went to his pasture and found that a large
Cotswold ram was missing. Aocompanied
by four or five meighboars, Mr. Rainforth
made search for the missing sheep. The
track through the brush was marked by
drops of blood and tufts of wool. About
sixty rods from the fence they came
to a ledge of rccks, forming one side of
a steep hill. The track led directly to
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giant powder was exploded in the opening,
and the rocks were thrown asunder by the
blast. When the emoke cleared away the
farmers drew near and peered down the
opening,and there,among at least a waggon
load of bones, lay a huge black snake
quivering from his hurt. The farmers
waited till the snake was dead, and then
attached a chain to his body and dragged
the monster out of the hole. He measured
fifteen feet, seven inches in length, and
the biggest part of his body was over two
feet in circumference, He had an ugly
looking head and enormous fangs, sharp as
need’es. The missing ram lay beside him,
crushed out of shape, and covered with a
sticky, glutinous substance.

I visited the spot to-day and saw the
monster snake. While I was there men
were at work clearing the den ¢f the bones.
In a corner one of them picked up a human
skull. It was small, like a child’s, and
he brought it forward to the light. Mr.
Rainforth was standing by my side waen
the man came toward us with the skull in
his hand. He glanced at it, and, stagger-
ing against a tree, buried his face in his
hands, and burst into tears.
“Poor little Nellie,’ he cried, through

his sobs. “My God,it is horrible !”
After a time he controlled his feelings,

and told me a story of his little daughter's
mysterious disappearance two years ago.
The bones of the little one were gathered
together, and buried in the family plot, in
the cemetery at West Union. The dis-
covery was kept from Mrs. Rainforth, for
the poor woman has never ceased to mourn
for ber lost child, and her husband fesr d
that ttis intelligence mighs seriously effec
ker, she being in delicate health. There
can be no doubt as to the identity of the
skeleton, for a gold chain which she wore
around ber neck was found among the
bleaching bones.—N. F. Sun.

 

SITTING BULL,

Hx AnD Hrs BRAVES ATTEMPT To Rsscus

ONE oF THEIR NUMBER FROM MaJor

WaAL:H,

A letter from Wood Mountain, dated
June 2, says: —

Quite a little stir was occasioned at the
Mounted Police post this af:ernoon by
Sitting Bull and bia braves attempting to
rescue one of their number from Major
Walsh’s men, who had taken him prisoner,
and was conveying him to the post, on a
charge of horse-stealing. The followirg
are the facts :

Mr. Legare, a trader at Wood Mountain,
had a horse stolea from him. He, being a
Justice of the Peace, appointed two half-
breeds special constables, and sentthem to
arrest the Indian who took the horse. The
Indian refused to ge with them. They re-
turned to Mr. Legare, and reported that
they could not toke the man. Mr, Legare
then applied to Major Walsh to maka the
arrest. The Major at once ordered Acting
Sergeant-Major Parke to send for the In-
dian. He accordingly sent Corporal Davis
and one man, with an ioterpreter, to the
Uncapapa camp, to tell the Indian, who
is a nephew of Sitting Bull’s, to come
to the post. This the Indian, by
the advice of Sitting Bull, refused
to do—Sitting Ball telliag nim not to
come, as the police would tie bim up;
that he (Sitting Bull) would get an 1L-
ter, reter, and see if he could settle it with
Major Walah ; but, if he could not do so,
the Indian must mike his escape from the
camp. Corporal Davis, having no orders
to use force in making the arrest, sent to
the post, half a mile distant, for instruc-
tions. Msjor Walsh then despatched
Acting Sergeant Major Parke, with four
men, to assist Davis to arrest the Indian,
and with strict orders not to return with.
out him. The Indian, however, seeing
more rd coats coming, concluded to ac-
company Corporal Davis.
In the meantime, a number of Iadiane

had gathered around the post. Major
Walsh told the hali-breed constables to
mount his horse and proceed at orce to
Legare’s and tell Mr. Legare to come to
the post. Sit:ing Bull just then rode up
and seized the half-breec’s horse by the
reins. The half-breed became scared at
this and jumped off, leaving the horse in
Sitting Buli’s bands. M+j. Walsh ordered
Acting Sergean nMajor Parke to take the
herse from Sitting Bull and retura it to
the half-breed. This was done. Lone
Bull (nephew of Sitting Bull) then
seized the horse, Major Walsh
pushed him aside, and told Sitting Bull
that, if they touched the horse agaie, thera
would be bloodshed, and the consequences
would be upon their own heads, He then
sent the half-breed off at speed for Legare.
By this time about 10C braves had con~

gregated in front of the post, and were
trying to prevent the police from getting
the prisoner inside the gates, while the
squaws were busily engaged in carrying
guns and belts of ammunition to them.
This was the Critical momeut. Sit-
ting Bull was calling to the prisoner to
resist,

Major Walsh and twelve men formed &
Larrier between a hundred whooping, yell-
ing savages and the prisoner, whom the
four remaining men of the detachment
were forcing through the wisket. This
occupied only an instant, when the gate
was closed on the prisoner, ani the Major,
with his dozen ‘‘ peelers,” was left outside
to face the music—which he did in the
most approved fashion, by telling the
aborigines that be was Chief here, and
would give them one minute to disperse.
‘The bluff wus a good one. Tue Indians
locked at those iwelve Enfield carbines
end revolvers, and saw men holding them
who meant to keep that gate or die. The
pause was but momentary, and the Indians
retired, accompanied by their taurine com-
mander, with his narrative in a woful
state of depression. .

It is almost impossible for any one not
an eye-witness of the scene to realiza this
expliit. Here stood Msjor Walsh and
sixteen men, tke whole strength of his
command. Facing him were 100 warriors,
led by the renowned Sitting Bull. Within
haif a mile were over 100 lodges of hostile
Sioux. And yet nerve triumphed and
firmness gained the day, even in the face
of those terrible odds. The Msjor has
certainly reason to feel proud of his handful
of men, who showed on this occasion a
courage and a coolness worthy of veteran
soldiers.

Shortly after the Indians dispersed Mr.
Legare arrived at the post, and the
prisoner was handed over to sim by Major
Walsh, Upon a hearing of the case he was,
Ci ;missed by Mr. Lagare.

Inthe evening, after the occurrence
Major Waleh was visited by several of the
Ogallallas, under Stone Dog, who told him
that they came into this country to obey
the laws, and in any trouble like that of
to-day they would assist the police, and, if
necessary, be found dead by their side.
Ta an interview with your correspon-

dent this evening, Major Walsh said that,
when he told Sitting Bull not to touch the
half-breed’s horse again, he knew that the
moment had come when he must either
completely cow Sitting Bull, or lose all
control of the Sioux on this side of the line,
and had made up his mind to arrest Sitting
Bull then and there if he attempted to
touch the horse. This, the Major said,
might have led to killing Sitting Ball;
ana killed he weuld ceriuinly have been if
himself and every man of his detachment
fell the next minute. The Major says he
was well aware that the police would in
all probability have been wiped out,
as the odds were terribly against them-~
several time-expired policemen baving
taken their discharges and left the post
this morning : “but,” he said, “ we might
as well be killed at once as to let the Tetons
think we fear them.” He sad he fully
expected bloodshed when it was reported
to him that the squaws were carrying arms
and ammunition to the Indiars around the
post.
A council was held in the Uncapapa

camp tu-uight, at which Sitting Bull said
he conside:ed he had the narrowest escape
of his life. He said he was sure he would
have keen killed if he had raised his hand,
His keart was bad, a8 he had been told he
was a rascal, and been driven away from
his post like a dog.  Auother chief, in
speaking, said, if they wanted to live in
this country, they must obey the White
Mother's laws, for the Major was a man
like their own Crazy Horse, and was not
afraid to die in making them do what he
told them.
