Suggestions by Joseph R. Planic,
warden of Sherbrooke County, that the
County Council purchase a tank fire
truck to assist in combatting fires in rural
arcas is worthy of closesi cxamination
by the rural municipalities in this area.

Most of the municipalities in the
county have agreements with the City of
Sherbrooke whereby the services of the
Sherbrooke fire depariment are available
when fires strike in their arca,

But, unfortunately, in too many cases
men and equipment provided by Sher-
brooke can do little to quell the out-
breaks because of an inadequate water
supply.

Too often the only
comes from wells which are soon pumped

water available
dry, after which the visiling firemen must
stand by and let the flames take their
course and seek to prevent the spread
of the fire to any ncarby buildings.
With the introduction in recent years
of fog nozzles and similar equipment
which materially cuts down on the use

of water in firclighting opzrations, the

on rural fires

three or four thousand gallons of water
transported by a tank truck should be
ample to fight the ordinary farm or vil-
lage Tire.

With the federal and provincial
grants available toward improving fire-
fighting facilities in rural arcas the net
outlay for such a vehicle should be
modest. certainly far less than that invol-
ved in atempting to expand the water
supply.

Perhaps efforts also should be made
toward simplifying the procedures re-
quired bring assistance from the
larger towns to the rural areas when fires

There is a fortune awaiting
the chemist who can come up
with a selective weed-killer for
the quack grass which infests
[so many lawns.

In many cases it was in the
sod when the lawn was put
down. In others, birds brought
it to the lawn by seed.
| Quack grass is one of the
tourhest and most aggressive
of all grasses,

Unfortunately it can survive
any spray which can be tolera-
ted by Merion or Kentucky
Blue grass and the other desir-
able lawn grasses.

Even if you chop off the
tops of quack grass it can quick-
ly regenerate itself,

Some form of control is
available from close mowing
and the use of one of the new
grass and weed control plant
foods

In using the mowing method
you cut the
ters of an inch high twice a
week until the roots are weak-
ened and die.

This method works better
on Merions or bent grass lawns
which stand the rather close
mowing more easily than some
of the other lawn grasses

One of the grass and weed
control plant foods won't kill
the established quack grass
plants but it will prevent any
