Men who, besides the

dangers to be encountered on the

high seas, are burdened with
worries concerning their fam-
{lies.

The Dutch women of Montreal
do their utmost to make a second
home for these men,

At the Netherlands Room in
the Allled Merchant Seamen’s
Club will be found a real Dutch
atmosphere, where tea and cof-
fee are served and socks and

clothes are neatly mended,

The Christmas presents are
wrapped and packed in such a
way that they might have come
straight from home.

Each blue ditty bag contains a
woolien sweater, socks, or other
hand-knitted article, and a box
containing home-made ‘‘specu-
laas” a special Dutch almond-
cookie. In addition, there are all
kinds of useful presents, things a
sailor is not likely to buy but
would take along on a trip upon

leaving home, This year only a

few of the cherished fur vests

could be added because practical-
ly no fur coats were delivered to
the Netherlands Branch of the
Red Cross,

Besides the Christmas presents,

all vear round sailors who have

been torpedoed are supplied with

new clothes. And knitted articles

are supplied to each Dutch ship

which calls at Montreal, Halifax

or St. John.

In this work H.R.H. Princess

Juliana takes a very active part.

She knits sweatzrs and socks and

every year she has a special

Christmas wish printed and sent

to all Netherlands seamen and

soldiers.

The Netherlands Relief Fund is

hopeful that contributions will be

continued in order that it may

YEAR OF PROMISE

AS WE ENTER UPON the New Year, we
can do so with the gratifying reflection

_ that we have at last ceased losing the war and

are actually beginning to win it. The Russians
are well on the way to regaining all they lost,  

and more, during the long summer campaign ;
we seem to have gained control of the Medi-
terranean; the Americans have stopped the
Japs in the Pacific; China still holds: and we
are advancing in Burma, It is possible that we
might be faced, within a few months, with a
blitz peace—the complete demoralization and
collapse of our enemies. There will be à period
of terrible retribution as the oppressed peo-
ples of Europe turn on their former connuer-
ors—and then what? It woul! he well, it
seems, to start Mowtn plan on a biz scale for
the post-war period. Let us hope that when
that time arrives we shall see realized the
“peace on earth, good will toward men” that
the angels foretold over nineteen centuries
ago, but which the peoples of the world have
never been able to put into practice. When
this war is over we shall be standing at the
door of a new world, grateful to those who
have won it for us with their sweat and blood.
Will we make the most of it.

EMPLOYMENT LESSON

THERE WAS A TIME in Canada, and it is
of distinctly recent memory, when the

job seeker was caught between the closing
pincers of inexperience and over-age. If more
than 40 he was regarded as a fossil, and had to
join a club of energetic plus-40 gentlemen to
disprove he was doddering. If in his twenties
and hadn't work-experience he was looked up-
on with objective compassion as a unit in the
grave national vouth problem.
“It is alarming in retrospect, to consider how
swiftly this view of a worker's diminishing
span of usefulness took hold. Industry ahsolv-
ed itself of responsibility to give training and
opportunity to youth; various liability and
compensation insurance rates and retirement
plans came to weigh against the older man.
Toward the end, the vague outlines began to
emerge of a queer socialist State in which
revenues taken from industry, and from
workers in their narrowing golden years,
would support youth through a long training
period, and take care of age with ham and
eggs.
How quickly has this false picture evanes-

ced? Youth is the darling of the training pro-
grams supported by industry. Ambition is
nurtured in up-grading policies. Age limits
are unheard of, the only question is “What
can you do?”

And how emphatically these erstwhile
pariahs are showing their previous treatment
was undeserved. Youth is fighting the war;
oldsters are proving that carefulness, steadi-
ness, application are the important items in
praduction not the transitory factor of age.
Why do we point out this that is obvious

enough? Simply because of the lesson it con-
tains. There may come another time when
employment will not be at full peak. The
temptation may arise once more to fetter job-
seekers with the shibboleth of age.
Before industry takes the easy way, and

hefore the people accept it, let it be recalled
how the present experience disclosed its fal-
lacy. Let it also be remembered that dodging
the responsibility to choose men by capabil-
ity and merit, and avoiding the duty to pro-
vide training and opportunity at the highest
nossible level, through extensinn of co-opera-
tive effort by industry and people, carries

BY USING LOW HEAT
ON KITCHEN STOVE

Many kitchens in Canada are

equipped with gas ranges, As

with many other things the

kitchen is the spot in the house

 

where conservation and salvage

can be carried out successfully,

The conservation of foods, the

salvaging of metals, and now the

saving of gas for more important

war jobs, 1s urged in south west-
orn Ontario. :

Consumer Information Service

gives some pointers on keeping

the gas bill down to a minimum:
Don't light burners until the

food 1s ready to be placed on the
stove. Use a low heat whenever

possible. Tf the burners on the

stove are different sizes, small

sauce or frying pans require a

small size burner. If the burner

is larger than the pan, the heat

around the edges is wasted,

Plan Carefully

Several foods can be successful-

ly cooked in the oven if careful
planning is exercised.

Keep the burners clean by wip-

ing them frequently with a plece

of paper or a cloth, From time to

time they should be washed with

sonp or baking soda and water,

particularly if food has boiled

over, Never use lye on gas stoves.

Make certain that the burner

flame Is a clear blue at all times,

If it is not, more than likely, the
burners need a good clean-up, or

perhaps they are adjusted 1im-

properly and too much air is en-

tering with the gas. If the flame

is still not a clear blue after the
burner is cleaned, the gas com-

pany should be called to make

necessary adjustments,

BEFORE MAMCURING
IF YOU'RE RUSHED
Here are four valuable tips

to speed up your home manicure

to professional standards, or bet-

ter, First, if you're rushed. don’t
soak your hands in water before

you shape your nails. A soften-

ed nail takes longer and is more

difficult to shape. Begin bÿ

moistening a bit of colton in oily
remover, Hold it against the nail

for a second, then press down

toward the tip, removing as much

polish as possible at one swoop.

Be careful not to brush it against

i the base and the sides, and you'll
save time cleaning up afterward.

i Now, shape your nails with emery
