Westmount Says "Wait-Walk"
City Decides
To Withdraw
Traffic Item
After two and a half years of

experimenting, Westmount city of-

ficials today were ready to admit

failure in their attempt to intro-
duce a ‘wait-walk’ form of traffic |

sign! at Victoria avenue and Sher-
brooke street.

Partially the signalwas operated

by the pedestrian and perhaps that

is where the attempt failed to find
favor.

Today Westmount's city man-

ager Tom Hughes officially stated
he was removing the “wait-walk’

apparatus “pending further study
of pedestrian traffic signals.”

When the system was first in-

troduced, it was hoped Mr. Hughes

told The Examiner, that it would

be ofbenefit to all pedestrians us-

ing the intersection. However, such
results have not been achieved.

It has ben ‘found, by careful

check, that most pedestrians do
not heed the signals and that
others find them confusing, as the

same regulations do not coverother

intersections in Westmount or
neighbouring municipalities.
With the removal of the special

apparatus pedestrians will cross
the Victoria-Sherbrooke intersec-
tion as they would at any other
with traffic, lights — proceeding
when faced with a green light and
waiting .at the curb when faced
with the traditional danger signal
red.

For their own safety they are
reminded to always use the cross-
walk.

Multiple Sclerosis, formerly be-
lieved-to be rare, is now recogniz-
ed by leading authorities as the
foremost neurological problem of
our time.

1 out of every 400 young adults in
the productive years between 20
and 45. .

Multiple Sclerosis is a chronic
disease characterized by destruc-
tion of the myelin sheath which
covers the nerve fibresand so acts
as an insulation. This process of
destruction, known as demyelin-
ation, alters or prevents the pas-

Sage of nerve impulses to those
parts of the body that are affect-
ed. The result is a defective per-
formance of the normal functions
such as walking, speaking, seeing,
etc. That is why many Multiple

Queen Elizabeth will pre-

side Oct. 17 at Runnymede, Eng-

land, where the memorial has been

erected.

The memorial commemorates

officers and men of the Common-

wealth air forces who lost their

lives during operations from
bases in the United Kingdom and

north-west Europe. and who have

noknown grave.

The actual

position is on Cooper's Hill and

is in the form of a cloister of
Portland stone surmounted by a

three-storied tower. From it can

be seen Windsor Castle, Eton Col-

lege, Runnymede and London air-

port.

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Dr. E. Dubeau,
Local Resident,
Buried Monday
Final tribute was paid Monday

to Dr. Eudore Dubeau, former

Montreal city alderman and found-

er of the faculty of dentistry at

‘the University of Montreal. He

died Sept. 25 at the age of 78

after a long illness.

His achievements won him

honors from five governments. He
was a Knight of the Legion of

Honor, a Commander of the Por-

tuguese Order of Christ, a Com-
mander of the Order of St. Sava,

Yugoslavia, and a Knight of the

Italian Order of St. George. He

was awarded the Coronation Medal

by the late King George VI.

He was born May 18, 1875 in
Quebec City, the son of E. J. and
Camille (Lacasse) Dubeau. Dr.
Dubeau attended St. Mary's Jesuit

College in Montreal, where he -re-
ceived his B.Sc., and Bishop's Uni-

versity where he received a dental
degree. He married Yvonne Leduc
in 1896 and had one son, Jean.

He founded the faculty of dental

surgery in the University of Mont-

real in 1903, and became its first |

dean and director ‘of studies. He

was also appointed professor of

pathological and dental surgery at

the same time.

Dr. Dubeau was president of the

Canadian Dental Association from

1906 to 1908 and was the secretary
of the Quebec College of Dental

Surgeons from 1900 to 1923. He

was a member of the administra-

tive board of the University of

Montreal and a vice-president of

the International Dental Federa-
tion.

He represented. the Maisonneuve

‘Ward for many years as a city

alderman. He was also honorary

consul for Portugal! in Montreal.

He is survived by his second

wife, the former Celine Tanguay,

by his son, and by a sister,Mrs.
Maurice Pelletier.

A funeral service was held at

St. Leo’s Church, and interment

Vocation Ill

By Rev. Canon R. Kenneth Naylor

(Rector of Trinity Memorial Church)
 

Let us come back for a moment

to teaching as a vocation. There

is special need to consider it in

a time like this when the pattern

of world civilization is changing

so radically. If we look back to

other periods of radical change

like the Fifth Century before

Christ, and the Fifth Century

after Christ, and the Eleventh and

Fifteenth Centuries, we find that

it was the thinking man who di-

rected the changes; and the think-

ing men are the products of long

training in the schools. The same

thing will happen in our genera-

tion; the changes will be directed
by the men who set their minds to

the change, and there is very

great danger that the wrong ideas

may prevail. And we may find

ourselves saddled with a total-

itarian regime of some kind be-

cause the democratic mind was

satisfied to muddle through.

A few years ago one of the

great public libraries in the Unit-

ed States made a statement that

there was great interest in thefr
departments of politics and so-

ciology, but that it was not the

native Americans but foreigners

who were borrowing the hooks.

They were preparing to direct

the changes which they saw com-
ing. The Americans took their de-

mocracy for granted. That is why

Communist teachers are far more

dangerous than their numbets

would indicate. They know the

changes” they want to make and

they can direct pupils’ thinking

in that direction.

is to know his own tradition and

culture; to be able to see it objec-

tively as well as emotionally; to
gee its weakness as well as its
strength; to set his mind to cor-

rect {hose weaknesses with a view

to developing the culture without

breaking the tradition. The tra-

dition of our country is a demo-

cracy hased on Christianity and

the native freedom of our race.
 

 
As teachers we have a very great
responsability in maintaining and

passing on that tradition.

And there is no other group in

the community which has so much

influence; for there is no other

group which has control of all our

children for the ten to twelve

years which they spend in school.

It does not matter too much if

our ideas of science ave somewhat

hazy, but it matters a great deal

if we have not absorped the lit-

erature of our people in which

their spiritual struggles are en-

shrined; and the Jadaeo-Christ-

ian tradition which wefind in the

Bible, which has directed the reli-

gion and morality of our people

through the ages; and the history |

of our race which tells of our

struggles to extend the general

privilege of the community, and

to restrict the special privilege

of the individual. The profession

of the teacher is one of the great-

est professions in the world, be-

cause so much responsibility is

laid upon it.

When the students began pushing in order to

get in, the gate was closed and was not to be opened until the

pushing subsided. Of course, this was impossible, and we were

.swept in on a wave of people who stormed through two open gates,

with or without tickets.

No Ushers Available
As far as could be seen, there 3were no ushers keeping spectators

off the field. Perhaps they were *
there — if so they did not fulfill

their duty to-any extent, Nor were
there any teachers scattered
around the stands to keep students
peaceful, or reasonably so in the

“ sense of physical quiet.
The poorest showing was made

by the medical men in atten-
dance — there were none. À
little under 500 players were
taking part, yet there was not a

doctor in attendance when one

of them got hurt. Everyone
knowsthe percentage of injuries
per 1000 is extremely low for
the school sports here, but a doc-
tor is still necessary to take care
of that low percentage.

the last game of the evening, and
it was left to McGill coach Vic
Obeck and some Of his football
players to take care of the player,

then arrange for a doctor and

head X-rays. This is a situation
which should hever arise again, and

it would be far better to cancel the
carnival than risk the chance of
injury without trained attendants
available.

No, the fault of the rowdiness at

the carnival is definitely not en-
tirely the students’, and the man-
agement would do well to correct
their own mistakes before worry-

ing about those of others.
