debate,

That is why the TV time is in half hour chunks. That
size air time lends itself nicely to two 10-minute speeches
and two four-minute rebuttals, with a couple of minutes in
which to choke off more voluble speakers.

Prime Minister Diefenbaker’s refusal to play Nixon to
Pearson’s Kennedy was not unexpected. He told President
Kennedy a year ago that if he had been in Vice-President
Nixon's shoes, he would have rejected the debate invitation,
Nixon had more to lose than to gain in the encounter, and
the PM feels the same way about a debate with Pearson.

Another valid reason is that Diefenbaker is hard of
hearing. He compensates for this in the Commons by us-
ing an earphone. But he would not care to parade his dis-
ability on TV by using a hearing aid, and without it he
would be at a distinct disadvantage.

Presumably knowing all this, the CBC went ahead
with its scheduling to accommodate debates. Maybe it
counted on the PM's ego, expecting he couldn’t resist a
Grey Cup size audience. Maybe it was betting that the
PM would risk a debate rather than appear chicken.

The climax of the situation arrived Monday night,
when the CBC had a half hour of television time set aside
for the leaders of the Conservative and Liberals parties.
But although the PM had declined to debate with Pearson,
the CBC arrangement produced the next thing to a debate
15 minutes of the PM on election issues, and 15 minutes of
Liberal Party film starring Pearson on election issues. All
that was missing was the physical confrontation and the
rebuttal.

The quarter hour of “my fellow Canadians'’, slightly
off-eyed due to Diefenbaker’s reliance on a teleprompter,
was not the PM’s best. And in the Liberals’ 15 minutes
Pearson neatly upstaged the PM, in much the same way
that Diefenbaker often upstages Pearson in the Commons,

The Liberals took full advantage of the recent relaxa-
tions of regulations covering political broadcasting — as
New Democrat candidates David Lewis and Walter Pitman
also did in the half hour they shared on the Private TV
network with Social Credit Leader Robert Thompson. The
Liberal presentation was bright and lively, with a mixture
of Pearson travelling, whistle-stopping and hustings-speak-
ing, topped off with a close-off close-up of the Liberal
leader looking and speaking directly into the camera and
the nation’s living rooms behind it.

The Tories tried nothing new. Diefenbakerbaker's tech-
nique is the old fireside chat technique pioneered by
Franklin Delano Roosevelt in the 1930's, but used, 1 think,
less effectively. The PM does not have FDR's personality.

Consolation for the Conservatives, if it can be called
such, is that those voters who switched channels on the
PM also missed Pearson. But the lesson should not he
lost on the Tory campaign planners: for the next TV en-
counter they need a better technique,

Hong Kong is one of the smallest British colonies
but it manages to support a fantastic number of people and
in these days it provides an important link for the free
world with Red China. The Colony is situated at the mouth
of the Canton River on the south-east coast of China next
to the province of Kwangtung. In January, 1841, the island
was occupied by British forces partly as a reprisal for the
treatment of British merchants in Canton and partly as a
base from which trade with China could be conducted free
from interference. The cession was confirmed by the Treaty
of Nanking in August, 1842 and part of the mainland and
various islands were added to the Colony by the 1860 and
1808 Conventions of Peking. Almost a century of uninter-
rupted peaceful development followed the Treaty of Nan-
king, The fine natural harbour developed into
one of the world's great ports, and the freedom of
the port ensured the role of entrepot for trade of China's
southern provinces. The Colony was attacked in Decem-
ber, 1941 by the Japanese and fell on Christmas Day after
18 davs of fighting, Canadians well remember this disaster,
especially the people of the Townships, for here the Royal
Rifles played a tremendous part, There have been some
interesting stamps from the Colony and now we have the
Postal Centenary Issue to add (o the list, this set consists
of three values and Is within the reach of most collectors.
