Sherbrooke - The municipality of
Ascot Corner has received a $425,000
grant to upgrade its water purifica-
tion and pumping system, it was an-
nounced yesterday.

In a release from the Quebec Min-
istry of Municipal Affairs, Regions and
Territorial Occupation, Joanne
Gonthier, MLA for Mégantic-Compton,
stated “this investment will ensure
that Ascot Corner will be able to pro-

vide an essential service for its popu-
lation who will benefit from infra-
structure that conforms with the
standards of the day.”

Specifically, the project, financed
under the provinciual government's
municipal infrastructure program,
will see the town's water treatment
facilty upgraded and its Blouin pump-
ing station completely rebuilt. The
new station will include a new con-

crete well and two submersible
pumps. In addition, a new storage
pool will be installed to improve
sludge management in the system.
The project will cost an estimated
half-million dollars, with $425,000
provided by the government. The mu-
nicipality will make up the $75,000
difference.

45k for swimming marathon

The ministére du Tourisme has an-
nounced $45,000 in funding for the
Traversée internationale du lac Mem-
phrémagog taking place July 24 to
August 2. The event, which brings
competitors from around the world,
consists of a 34-kilometre swimming
marathon in the open waters of lake
Memphrémagog. It also offers an op-
portunity for local businesses, artists
and musicians to showcase their
work to fans, athletes and tourists.
The $45,000 in funding from the
ministére du Tourisme, contributed
through the Programme de soutien
au développement et a la promotion
touristiques, will support the organi-
sation de la Traversée internationale
du lac Memphrémagog.

Save the CBC campaign gets underway

province-wide coalition asking for the massive rein-
vestment of Canada’s public broadcaster has
launched an English-language campaign.

Community leaders come together in Montreal Wednes-
day to promote the I Am We Are for a Quality Public Broad-
caster, a movement responding to budget cuts to both the
CBC and Radio-Canada across the country.

The effort builds on the French-language Je Suis Nous
Sommes campaign that is collecting signatures to approach
the federal government for more stable financing of both
broadcasters in Quebec.

In late March, Radio-Canada, along with its English-lan-
guage counterpart CBC, announced that a $171 million bud-
get shortfall would force the public broadcaster to cut about
800 jobs as well as radio and television programming.

As a result, Radio-Canada in the Estrie will lose its midday
television news broadcast as of June 20.

The Quebec Community Network — CBC's radio broadcast
off the island of Montreal, will lose its producer while its
Sherbrooke reporter has been cut to part-time.

“The Quebec Community Network of CBC is one of the few
places our communities can turn to see themselves reflected
in the news,"” said Hugh Maynard, a long-time CBC commu-
nity correspondent and head of Qu'Anglo Communications.

He spoke at Wednesday's event, coordinated by the non-

profit Quebec Community Groups Network (QCGN.)

“The English-speaking population (in Quebec) lives in
pockets all over the province,’ he said. “And there are 30,000
of them in the Townships alone who are going to be hearing
less about themselves.”

Maynard has served as a community correspondent for 17
years, as a regular guest on CBC Radio-Noon's farm panel.
That program is expected to be cut from two hours to one
later this summer.

“That is their only program based in Quebec that reaches
the entire province, excluding the Outaouais,” Maynard said.
“The network decision to cut that to one hour will have a
huge impact.”

There are no private English radio stations outside of Mon-
treal since the shutdown of CKTS in Sherbrooke two decades
ago, Maynard added.

Radio-Canada journalist Guy Lapointe, who heads the |
Am We Are campaign in the Montreal area, said he was
thrilled to see English-speaking and French-speaking Quebe-
cers join hands to fight for quality broadcasting in Quebec.

“We are going through hard times and the support has
given me a boost in my efforts to try and convince the powers
that be that a strong public broadcasting system is essential
to the very fabric of Canada and Quebec,” Lapointe said. “But
even better, I am enjoying the warm feeling of two commu-
nities speaking with one heart.”

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Magnola buildings to remain standing for several
months yet: manager

1€ site manager of the defunct Magnola mag-

nesium smelter complex says the buildings

scheduled for demolition will not see a wreck-

ing ball until the end of the year, despite the
granting of a demolition permit earlier this month
by the town.

“We don’'t forsee the main electrolysis building
going down before the end of the vear.,” said Bernard
Hince.

“It is still being stripped of equipment and decont-
aminated. The other buildings could take up to 18
months before they go down.”

Hince added that the buildings could still be saved
if an interested buyer makes a serious offer.

“At the last minute, we can still stop the demoli-
tions if someone wants to buy the complex,” he said.

“But if not, then our goal is to clear the land of all
buildings and then clean up and sell the land.”

Last year, Hince had said the site was ready for de-
molition this coming summer. But he now says the de-
molition company needs more time given that not all
the salvagable equipment has been removed from the
buildings.

“We have to wait for the demolition company to
finish clearing the buildings because they now have
possession of them and have set up their own sched-
ule.”

The demolition company is Euro Dismantling Ser-
vices (EDS), based in Sheffield, England, which spe-
cializes in treating and disposing of toxic industrial
sites. When Magnola was operating, it used Hydrogen
and Chlorine chemicals, along with electricity, to
transform asbestos waste tailings into magnesium in-
gots. The byproducts of that process were toxic hydro-
carbons that had to be stored in a basin on the site.

Hince said EDS now owns the buildings, while Eu-
ropean-based Xstrata owns the land. Xstrata acquired
the Magnola complex when it bought out Falcon-
bridge Mining in 2006.

The following year, Xstrata stated it was not inter-
ested in making magnesium and said it would raze
the complex if it could not find serious buyers.

Aside from the main electrolysis smelter building,
three other building cores, including the company's
offices, are scheduled to come down. Hince said once
the demolitions are over, all that will be left standing
will be the guard house, a pumping station and a
water treatment facility.

“We need the pumping station and the treatment
facility to clean the water from the ground and from
the basin,” he said.

“Once that is done, they will be taken down as
well."

The complex was constructed by initial owner No-
randa Inc. of Toronto for $720 million in 2000, helped
along by a 20 percent ownership stake by the Quebec
government. In 2003, Noranda shut the complex
down and laid off 350 employees when it realized it
could not compete against cheaper Chinese magensi-
um producers.

Education and employment all in one

1e staff at the employment and career coun-

selling centre, Job Links, will soon be moving

from their current Lennoxville offices to the

New Horizons Adult Education Centre on Galt
west in Sherbrooke.

“Ultimately we want to offer better services and
this way we can offer these services,” said New Hori-
zons Centre Director, Camille Faucher. According to
Faucher, the move will allow both centres to offer
SARCA (Services d'accueil, de référence, de conseil et
d'accompagnement), which was adopted by the Min-
istry of Education and further developed by the East-
ern Townships School Board, to assure better
reception, referral, counselling, and support services
to the Anglophone population.

“SARCA is for anyone looking to develop career ob-
jectives or who is thinking about going back to
school,” Faucher told The Record. “They need service
to accompany them through their goal process and to
help develop a network of people and organizations.”

SARCA services are not new but the way each centre
utilizes them is. “It’s not something new just a renew-

al,” said Faucher. “Job Links is responsible for the
SARCA service and by combining the services together
we will be able to offer better services.”

The rationalization of services is also logical in the
current economical situation. Although there is an as-
sumption that Job Links is primarily used by
Lennoxville residents, statistical evidence shows this
to not be the case.

“Since we offer job links, we have to make monthly
reports to the ministry and our statistics showed that
only 30 percent of our clients came from Lennoxville,
the rest came from seven different (areas) such as
Windsor, East Angus, Sherbrooke, Lac Megantic and so
on. We don't feel our clients are going to be disadvan-
taged by the move.”

Faucher says the two services used to share a build-
ing years ago but, due to needs, the two separated. The
collaboration of services once again will prove to be
advantageous to clients of both centres.

“All along the process of continuing education or
pursuing career training our students can use the ser-
vices of Job Links,” said Faucher. “Services have also
been added such as CPME which is counseling prepa-
ration to prepare our people for employment. This can
be useful for a client who is completing a course so it's

really a more elaborated service.”

The Job Links centre and resource area will move to
the third floor of the building, above the adult educa-
tion classrooms and workstations will be available
throughout the building.

“The clients who require more assistance at the
work station will be able to work near the secretary at
the two workstations in the central office,” said
Faucher. “Those who want to be more independent
can work on the third floor. There is one councilor
downstairs as well to help and we will always have
easy access to consultants.”

Faucher says she has been very busy over the last
few weeks trying to make the centre a more welcom-
ing place for the current Job Links team as well as the
clients.

“Clients like to be in a cozy environment so I've
been working to provide that and trying to make the
resource area more comfortable,” Faucher said. ““I'm
really looking forward to it. We are excited about this
prospect and think it will be a very positive move."

The phone number for Job Links will remain the
same but as of July 14th their new address will be at
the New Horizons Adult Education Centre located at
2365 Galt Street West in Sherbrooke.

What Russ and I enjoyed about
the Maples wasn't only the great tast-
ing beer or the riveting music. Nor
was it the Daisy Duke females who
filled the bar every week. Our plea-
sure was the joyous hours we spent at
the pool table. We were more or less
the rulers of nine-ball action there.
Every weekend, we were there to
challenge any willing participant to a
friendly game of pool.

Iggy the Poster Boy

It looks like the big election tease
is over and that Canadians can look
forward to at least a summer rela-
tively free of political annoyances.

At a meeting yesterday, Prime
Minister Stephen Harper and Oppo-
sition Leader/Coalition Abandoner
Michael Ignatieff agreed to form
that most useful of political bodies -
a committee - to deal with the issue
of Employment Insurance accessi-
bility. One can almost hear the huge
sigh of relief among the newly-un-
employed across the land at the
thought of a three-to-a-team bicker-

fest finding ways to keep them off

welfare. With only the summer to
starve through, these people can
look forward to the endless enjoy-
ment of waiting - and waiting some
more.

It will be recalled that the Ignati-
eff Liberals were threatening to join
the NDP and the Bloc to block the
government'’s latest budget report,
thereby springing another election
on a weary and wary citizenship.
The key concern, it seems, was the
failure of the Harper Conservatives
to adjust EI eligibility to allow for
wider and deeper coverage. It
should also be recalled that it was
only a few years ago that the Liberal
government went to court in order
to gain access to what was then a $4
billion EI surplus to help pay off the
deficit.

Gabriel Safdie
is not only a scholar, a published
writer/poet and philanthropist, but
also a very sensitive man who through
his photographs seeks out the beauty
of the of the world around us that
often go unnoticed. The photographs
on exhibit were taken on his recent
trip to China. Traveling through rural
China, he has succeeded in capturing
the lifestyle, the warmth and personal-
ity of the people who live there so that
he can share them with others.

"China is a country that is very
much in the news in terms of being a
powerhouse of industry, which serves
to keep us from enjoying the rich land-
scaping and architecture that also
exist there, blind to the rich history
and really hospitable people who live
there, people who really love life for it-
self. Sadly, there are many areas in this
part of the world that most tourists are
not free to travel. If you are one of the
lucky few who get to travel through
these rural areas, you are able to truly
enjoy the small towns and the fact that
they are unscathed by bulldozers.

looking building, Gallery
you can't help but
notice the unusual tin squares that
the outside of the structure is covered
with. We are told that this is the origi-
nal finish to the exterior walls, an em-
bossed-looking tin which has been cut
into squares, of a type that is rarely
seen today. The interior walls have also
been left as they once were, but are in
amazingly good condition considering
the building has remained unused for
numerous decades. The sheer width
and thickness of the boards in the
floor and on the walls tell us that they
definitely did not come from a lumber
yard of today. Winding your way up to
the loft, you find more of Safdie's pho-
tographs and examples of Cooney's cre-
ativity and artistic vision. The sounds
of the rushing water from the nearby
Tomifobia River add a revitalizing as-
pect to the gallery. The gallery is not
large or glamourous but it is in its sim-
plicity that this particular gallery so
strongly reflects the talents of the
artists who are sharing their works.
Several of the pieces of art that
Shannon Cooney has brought to the
exhibit are far from smalland also
large in artistic appeal. The basis of his
artwork is driftwood that has been
soaking at the bottom of a large body
of water for many, many years, aptly
named 'drunkwood.' Cooney spends

many hours working to
clean each and every
crevice, highlighting
the beauty left behind
by years and years of
water erosion. In recent
years, he has branched
out into a form of art
that combines both
these amazing pieces of
drunkwood with other
natural elements such
as stone, brass, bronze
and other woods, creat-
ing not only sculptures
but also pieces of furni-
ture, such as the coffee
table that was displayed
at the Stanstead Granit-
Expo Center. Cooney
was also the first win-
ner of the 1st Interna-
tional Sculptors'
Symposium of

“I really played great,” said Blainville
native Aleksandra Wozniak via conference
call on Tuesday, after defeating French
Open champion Svetlana Kuznetsova in
first-round action the Eastbourne Cham-
pionships.

Coming off an impressive run that
saw her advance to the fourth-round of
the French Open at the beginning of the
month, Wozniak's performance at the
Eastobourne Championships should help
the world’s 23-ranked player achieve her
most recent goal of jumping into the top-
20 on the WTA tour.

It took the 21-year old Wonzniak just
22 minutes to win her first set against the
second-seeded Kuznetsova, who has two
career Grand Slam titles to her name. In
the end it took just 51 minutes for Cana-
da’s great tennis hope/star to beat the
world-ranked number five player.

“I was really playing with fire,” said
Wozniak, “I played aggressive, and put a
lot of pressure on her, and she couldn’t
find her rhythm. She’s a great player and
it's a great win for me.”

Wozniak has traditionally struggled
with her game on grass courts, but in the
tournament most well known for being
the final tune-up before Wimbledon, the
girl they are calling “The Woz" may be fig-
uring that part of her game out.

“It's definitely not easy,” she said of

making the transition from the clay at
Roland-Garros to the grass. “Everyone’s
telling me how my game is perfect for
grass, “l can’t say I hate it, but this win cer-
tainly does a lot for my confidence.”

Wozniak has been climbing the
world-ranking ladder in the WTA for the
past couple of years, but the win against
Kuznetsova might be the biggest of her ca-
reer so far.

Born in Montreal in 1987, Wozniak
speaks six languages, with Polish being
her mother tongue. From the age of 3-
years-old on, her father Antoni, a former
pro soccer player, has coached the tennis
prodigy. She comes from a tennis family,
with her sister Dorota being the former
number one ranked player in Canada in
the 14-and-unders and 16-and-unders and
was two-time NCAA champion at San
Diego State.

As a 14-year-old, Wozniak won the
Canadian Indoors Under-16 and Under-18
championships. From there she rose
through the ranks of the junior game,
beating her first world top-100 ranked in
2006.

In early June Wonziak became the first
Quebecoise to ever be seeded at Roland-
Garros and now, after a surprising first-
round upset over Kuznetsova, she has
knocked-off the 16th seed in the world,
China’s Jie Zheng in just two sets on
Wednesday to move into the quarterfi-

kosher option will be available for their
fans very soon.

But for some Nats' fans it may be
too late.

"It's one thing to
watch a last-place team lose just about
every game. But when the thrill of eat-
ing a kosher hot dog is taken away, that
makes it intolerable.”

It's not all bad for the Nats though.
Ok, it is. Despite the fact that the team
1s in just their second-season in a brand-
new ballpark, the kind of venue that the
Expos were hoping to build to save the
game in Montreal, the attendance
record in D.C. is one of the worst atten-
dance records in baseball, averaging just
21, 206 per game, good for the 27th spot
on average this season.

Sure baseball might not have been
great in Montreal, but you can’t tell me
it was this bad.

2009 Mazda CX-9 GT

2009 Mazda CX-9

If the need to transport more than
five people is something that happens
on a regular basis, there really is not a
lot of choice, especially if one rules
out the ubiquitous minivan. The
remaining contenders tend to be
SUV-based buggies that are less than
sporty. The drawback is that their
lumbering posture puts a serious
crimp in the handling. The Mazda
CX-9 not only delivers the needed
space for riders and/or cargo, it does

so without feeling like a landlocked |

barge when it's driven with purpose.
Of course, the fact it happens to have
more than a little style to its makeup
helps enormously - this is the least
soccer  parent-like  multi-seater
around.

Dynamically, the CX-9 lives up to
its bold exterior look. Riding on front
struts and multiple rear links, it tracks
a true line whenever the road deviates
from the straight-ahead. Body roll is
moderate in spite of the elevated seat-
ing position, understeer is a distant
companion and the response to steer-
ing input is both fast and accurate. It
is a delightful package that’s topped
off with a decent electronic stabili-
ty/traction control system with roll
mitigation (it backs out of the gas and
applies the appropriate brake to keep
the CX-9 shiny side up) and over-
sized P245/50R20 tires mounted on
attractive alloy rims.

The latter makes a big difference.
The tire’s large footprint provides a
ton of lateral grip and shortens the
stopping distances because the anti-
lock system is less likely to step in.
The 40.7-metre stopping distance
from 100 kilometres an hour is well
below the crossover norm and on par

with some far more sporty offerings

The CX-9 is powered by a 3.7
litre V6 that pushes 273 horsepower
and 270 pound-feet of torque at 4,250
rpm. The twin-cam design, which
includes valve timing.

This means there's enough power to
put 100 km/h on the clock in a tick
over eight seconds and allow the CX
9 to pass a slower vehicle (80-10-120
km/h) in 7 Not bad for a
vehicle that tips the scales at a rather
portly 2096 kilograms. It also pro
vides the CX-9 with the mustard to
tow a 1 5BB-Kg trailer

Stallions aside, the credit for the
CX-9's enthusiasm goes to the six
speed manumatic transmission. The
lower first improves initial
launch, second through fifth gears
keep the engine at a roaring boil
whenever the pedal is matted and,
once up to speed, sixth gear brings
relaxed cruising.

One of the advantages of opting
for the GT model is that it drives all
four wheels, and does so without the
usual pain. The fuel consumption
penalty is just 0.6 L/100 km in the
city and 0.5 L/100 km on the high-
way when compared with the front-
drive GS (AWD is a $2,000 option).
Using a variety of sensors, the AWD
system automatically sends the
torque to the wheels with the best
traction. Under normal circum-
stances, it drives the front wheels.

When slippage is detected, the
computer-controlled coupling sends
up to 50 per cent of the power rear-
ward. It is a balanced system that
remains transparent to the driver,
even as it is shuttling the power
around.

The CX-9's cabin fares just as

If hauling stuff is the order of the
day, the CX-9, again, works. There’s
17.2 cubic feet of space with the
third-row seat upright, 48.4 cu. ft
with it flat and, with the middle row
folded forward, there's a reasonably
flat floor and 100.7 cu. ft. of space.
The ability to fold the middle row flat
without removing the headrests is a
bonus.

The Mazda CX-9 is a crossover -
it’s loosely based on the Ford Edge -
that has plenty of power, a well-con-
ceived interior and more style than
many of its immediate competitors.
What separates it from the crowd,
however, is the manner in which it
drives - it carves a comer such that
the driver remains unaware of its size
and mass.
