Howick fire causes
heavy damages

A $250,000 fire ripped through a
farm building housing 1,000 ducks on

Howick’s rum Road early in
the afternoon of Wednesday Dec. 31
(New Year’s Eve).

The building was part of the com-
plex of several production units oper-
ated by les Elevages Périgord of St-
Louis -de Gonzague, which raises the
ducks for paté de foie gras.

Howick firemen, first at the scene,
called in colleagues from other depart-
ments, including Ormstown and
Huntingdon, to help fight the blaze.

The cause of the fire was unknown
as of press time, but police are contin-
uing their investigations, according to
a spokesman for the Haut-St-Laurent
SQ detachment.

Valley churches
again target of
antique thieves

At least three Valley churches, located
in Howick. Franklin and Hinchinbrooke,
were the target of thieves over the holi-
day period.

Antique furniture and other items
were taken from Rennie’s United,
Franklin United and an unspecified
church in Howick, according to Haut-St-
Laurent police.

Some Bibles and antique chairs from
Rennie’s, furniture and candlesticks from
Franklin, and pews and antique tables
from Howick were listed as missing. The
break-ins are believed to have occurred
between December 30 and January 3,
police said.

The investigation has been turned
over to the Montérégie regional SQ
detachment, since similar robberies in
other churches in other parts of the
Montérégie region have been reported.
A series of thefts also took place in some
Valley churches during the past summer.

Police believe that a network of crimi-
nals responsible for the thefts specializes
in taking valuables and antiques from
churches and elsewhere in order to resell
them to antique dealers and flea markets
in other localities where they will not be

The small group of valiant pu)p]c. who
have kept Huntingdon Fair going for the
last several years are increasingly pes-
simistic about its future, unless the com-
munity rallies to support its 175-year-old
agricultural exhibition.

The 175th Huntingdon Fair, held last
August 15-17, offered perfect weather,
events to suit all ages and interests, finan-
cial support from local municipalities,
businesses and individuals, and volunteer

support from the Rotary and Optimist
Clubs and others.

Even so, Huntingdon Fair could be on
its last legs.

Any organization needs many volun-
teers and lots of financial support, and we
simply do not have nearly enough of
either to run the fair. We need more than
a handful of volunteers to prepare the
grounds, run the activities and clean up
after the event. We consider Huntingdon
Fair a community event in which everyone
should participate and/or attend, but it
seems there is no interest in this commu-
nity.

Some people here complain the fair is
too expensive or there is nothing there to
interest them, yet some of them drive 50
miles or more to other events where they
pay the same admission, walk around for
a few hours and think they have had a
wonderful time. Others say they are just
too busy to help out or to participate.
These days everyone is busy, but we just
have to make time to make things happen.
Huntingdon Fair has been a tradition in
this community for 175 years; it should be
a place where people meet to have a good
time, and visit with neighbors and friends.

Many are under the impression that
Huntingdon Fair makes a big profit. The
truth is we are a non-profit event, organ-
ized by volunteers throughout the year as
a community and family event. Anyone
who has attended our annual meetings
and seen the financial statements knows
the fair is far from wealthy; it takes all the
donations and grants just to come close to
breaking even.

We ask the community to stop com-
plaining that there is “nothing at the Fair”
and start thinking about what you would
like to see or do - get involved and make a
difference.

Discouraged

The lack of interest left the directors
very discouraged. One said, “A hundred
and fifty years ago, the fair was an event
not to be missed, and now people say they
would rather be doing something else.”

Visiting cvents and spending money
outside the community does not help
yourselves or the fair: you only get back
what you put in. If the fair is to continue,
more people must get out and help by vol-
unteering some of their free time. How
would you feel if there were no more Fair?

2Ill13 brought its share of news-makers in the Valley

Now that we are safely embarked on the
year 2004, we can look back on an eventful
2003, a year with its share of treats and trou-
bles, celebrations and quarrels, novelties

Join us as we take a quick look back over
the stories which featured prominently in
this newspaper last year.

JANUARY

The New Year started off with simmering
tensions between Ormstown and its farmers
over the latters’ municipal tax assessments,
drastically increased for 2003 by a new eval-
uation system for agricultural land. This led
to farmers being billed for what they felt was
an unfair share of the costs for police servic-
es.

In Ste-Barbe, a by-law introduced to
allow the municipality at least some control
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over which sorts of farming are permissible
in certain parts of its territory was declared
legal by Quebec’s Municipal Commission.

In Howick, a plan to change the names of
three village streets was withdrawn following
citizen protests; in Hemmingford, the first
steps had been taken toward building a new
and larger community library .

In Franklin, a municipal councillor was
accused of simple assault following a quarrel
with a town worker, and in Huntingdon, vet-
eran councillor Jean-Paul Mainville
resigned following a move out of town.

In Elgin, the project to continue a com-
munity project wusing the former
Presbyterian Church was strengthened by
provincial funding.

Ormstown’s Abracadabra Day Care
Centre, expanded and modernized, was

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serving its young clients even better than
before.

As the administrative unification of the
Valley’s three health-care facilities (the
Barrie Memorial and Huntingdon County
Hospitals and the CLSC) continued, Guy
Deschénes’ interim appointment as direc-
tor-general was confirmed as permanent.

A cold and nasty winter was not deterring
growers of illicit marijuana, as police were
kept busy dismantling various hydroponic
growing operations.

Ormstown finally dealt with its unhappy
farmers by cutting the tax rate all ‘round,
thereby easing the burden somewhat.

Howick was finally on its way to a new
water-treatment plant, thanks to a pledge of
partial funding from Quebec. This would

Gourmet specialties produced here
will be sold in Some supermarkets

Four Haut-St-
Laurent producers of specialty food
products are among eight such enter-
prises chosen to display their products
in  Huntingdon, Valleyfield and
Vaudreuil supermarkets.

Steve and Loraine Lalonde of
Ormstown’s Tullochgorum Farms will
market their organic popcorn; St-
Chrysostome’s LHermine Sugar Shanty
(owned by Hermine Ouimet) will offer
pure granulated maple sugar in bags as
well as bagged maple almonds and
maple-and-fruit jelly; Claudia Keller of
Franklin’s Verger des Oies will display
apple cider vinegar under two labels:
Covey Hill and Provengal ; and Gérald
Héneault, owner of the Brasserie St-
Antoine and Les Vins Mustier Gerzer is
planning to sell White beer, a cocktail
blend and honey mustard.

The operations are unique in that
their owners both produce the raw

materials and then process them. This
time-consuming operation means that
often they often lack the time to devel-
op new markets for themselves.

Range of products

Other producers selected come from
the two other Suroit MRCs, Vaudreuil-
Soulanges and Beauharnois-Salaberry.
They will offer more maple and fruit
products, gourmet vinegars, sauces and
beverages at the IGA supermarkets in
Huntingdon, Ste-Martine a d Vaudreuil,
with more outlets in the area and on the
West Island to be added later.

The promotion of the local prod-
ucts is a project of the Suroit Tourism
Bureau in co-operation with the Local
Development centres of the three
MRCs and Quebec’s Agriculture min-
istry. The products will be marketed
under the identification “Le Suroit en
Saveurs” on a trial basis; all had to
meet a set of criteria drawn up by a
selection committee. Many of the spe-

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History of 40-year-old fire brigade shows how community pitched in

The old saying, “If you don’t know
where you’ve been, you don’t know
where you are going,” is a good tip for
many young people who want to become
fire-fighters, or for those who have been
volunteering for only a few years.

One of the Valley’'s Mutual Aid
brigades recently marked 40 years of
service to the community by sharing lots
of memories of the early days.

September 5, 2003 marked the actual
40th anniversary of the Hinchinbrooke
Volunteer Fire Department but there
was little public

celebration of the success and
longevity of the brigade that began so
long ago.

However, the department did enter a
float in the Huntingdon Fair parade last
August, inviting senior retired firemen
to take part. Many of them were among
the original firemen who started the
brigade. They were joined by many of
the present fire-fighters, some still in
training.

Beginnings

At a kitchen table in Athelstan over
40 years ago, Don Racine, Douglas
Fortune and Pete Shearer started the
wheels turning to launch a much-needed
fire brigade in Hinchinbrooke.

Several fireman from Constable NY
came to an meeting, to help Don and his
neighbors get organized. Shortly after a
meeting in Munro Hall, the first execu-
tive was named: the president was C. E.
Dahms; Lyell Graham was chosen
Secretary, and Don Racine was named
the first fire chief.

A bucket brigade was organized , and
some hats, coats, boots and gear donated
by some American departments helped
outfit the men, in order to ensure some
safety.

Proud day

It was a proud day for Hinchinbrooke
when Don Racine and Glenn Shearer
came driving into Athelstan in the first
fire truck, a red 1947 International with
a 2,000 gallon capacity. This was a far cry
from the buckets and almost useless

made it a more rural circumscription.
APRIL

The annual spring flood caused by the
break-up of the Chateauguay River saw about
15 Huntingdon residents temporarily evacu-
ated from their riverside homes, and the
ongoing controversy in Elgin between two
groups with differing opinions on pig farms
and other things was heating up again,

Huntingdon’s historic O’Connor Building
took on new life as half-a-dozen community
groups moved in to share second-floor quar-
ters, and archaeologists were looking for
more Amerindian artifacts as clues to where
other village sites might be located.

To the surprise of not too many people,
veteran Liberal MNA André Chenail rolled
to another term in the National Assembly,
taking over half the votes cast in the April 14
provincial elections.

The Montérégie Regional Health Board
declared that the Haut-St-Laurent pig farms
don’t constitute a hazard to public health, but
that a close eye should be kept on them all the
same.

A half-million dollar blaze in Dundee
destroyed a large barn and 62 head of cattle.
The MRC was turning its attention toward
soon-to-be-implemented laws calling for mas-
sive reduction in solid wastes and garbage.

The regional health authority said that
mosquito species carrying West Nile virus
tend not to breed in warmer stagnant water

such as that accumulating in dumped tires. As
usual, 4-H square dancers from various parts
of Quebec gathered at Ormstown to show
their skills, and nearly 600 people attended
the benefit Brunch for the Barrie Memorial
Hospital.

On the sports scene, local teen-aged girls
from the Arthur Pigeon Weight-Lifting Club
were taking over from the boys as star per-
formers at youth competitions, and local envi-
ronmentalists were preparing to help a tiny
fish, the Channel Darter, survive in the
Chateauguay watershed area by enlisting the
aid of local farmers and others.

Locally-based author Holly Dressel would
describe the unique natural history and
charms of the area at a public lecture in Elgin,
and promoters of the Circuit du Paysan
tourism route were certainly in agreement
about the charms of the Valley as they pre-
pared for another summer season.

St-Anicet’s La Guerre River watershed
was the location of a tree-planting operation
designed to protest against erosion.

Huntingdon mayor André Brunette said
he wasn’'t doing any serious gambling at a
recent convention in Gatineau, despite an
areticle in a Montreal newspaper. Meanwhile,
two Grade 2 pupils from Huntingdon
Academy organized a successful fund-raiser
to help residents of the Huntingdon Hospital.

Ormstown Fair organizers reported they
were expecting a record number of heavy-
horse teams to compete at the 2003 Fair,
and Huntingdon lawyer Stéphane Gendron
announced he would run for the mayor’s job
in the fall.

The weather didn’t do Ormstown Fair
any favors, with rain, mist and storms damp-
ening spirits somewhat through much of the
three-day event. The New Frontiers School
Board announced a long list of changes to
the roster of school principals around the
Valley and in Chateauguay.

Dewittville’s Doug Vandor was seeking a
berth for the Athens Olympics along with
his team-mates on Canada’s Men
Lightweight Fours rowing team, and Jean
LHeureux announced he would be in the
running for the Huntingdon mayor ‘s job,
come November.

approached, there was an unenthusiastic
response, so the community and the
firemen and their families swung into
action and began holding fund-raisers.

The only way to raise money for that
first truck was to organize dances, bin-
gos and drawings.

Then an opportunity came along to
help the Gore United and Herdman
Anglican churches with the dinner at
Havelock Fair. A few years later the fire-
men took over the meal and continued
until 1984.

This turned out to be a very big
undertaking, but the hard work of the
men and their families and supporters
brought prosperity and a good boost to
the department. The men canvassed the
whole of Hinchinbrooke for food dona-
tions. The ladies baked delicious home-
made pies which are still talked about
today. Each year, crews set up the hall,
peeled and cooked wash-tubs of mashed
potatoes, many dozens of corn on the
cob, and hundreds of pounds of roast
beef and ham. At some fairs they served
as many as 1,100 meals, and the annual
dinner was famous for miles around.

In 1984 it was time to make a change,
as the work load had become a burden
and government grants and municipal
aid were helping to fund new equip-
ment.

After a few years’ break from cater-
ing, the group inaugurated a Pancake
Breakfast to mark the department’s 25th
anniversary. This was, and still is, a most
successful event. The “country break-
fast” prepared and served by the fire-
fighters brings out as many as 900 peo-
ple to the Rockburn Presbyterian
Church Hall each May. The proceeds go
to help pay for incidentals not covered
in the budget and “firefighters’ assis-
tance plan “

Helping in many ways

In the early years, a firefighter was on
call day and night to fight everything
ranging from chimney fires to grass
fires, barn fires and blazes in big build-
ings.

Now they are called in to help in
many other emergencies: accidents,
over-turned trucks, burning hydro poles,
flooded roads and property and rescue
calls.

During the ice storm of 1998, firemen
provided immeasurable service to the
municipality, taking time away from
their farms, businesses and families to
check on seniors who lived alone, pump
out flooded basements, and assist with
generators, tree-cutting, or sometimes
with just a kind word and a reassuring
smile .

Periodically they have offered a home
safety and baby-sitting coursc taught by
Roy and Jane Younie. This has given
many young people some valuable life-
long skills.

Bigger and better

The municipality added a second fire
station in Rockburn in 1984; this was
completed in 1995. The original building
needed an extension to house a second
pumper and extra equipment, and once
again these ambitious firemen under the
supervision of the late Ivan Graham
proceeded to construct a marvelous
addition. Hammers were flying, saws
were buzzing, and day by day the work
proceeded and the plans became reality.
