EyprLoyers AND ExproyeEp.—There are indica-
tions of an uneasy feeling on the part of some of
our operative classes, that appears to us to be
founded on error, which it would, if possible, be
well to correct before it produces evil conse-
quences. A short time ago, for example, meet-
ings took place among the journeymen bakers,
intended to stimulate them to demand a discon-
tinuance of the system of night work, and at the
sume time to poizt out to their employers that
such hours of labor were not absolutely required
by the conditions of their trade. So far, nothing
could be hetter. Day work is certainly prefer-

able to night work whenever possible, and the
way to getrid of an inveterate abuse is to expose

its evils and the possibility of remedying it.
Some of the master bakers agreed at once to the
proposal to substitute day work for night work.
Others, ag always happens in cases of innova-
tions, were not convineed by the arguments, and
declined to accede to the wishes of the men.
The latter were, then, perfectly justified, after
fair notice, in throwing up an employment whick
they did not choose to continue. But, unfortu-

nately, it happened that, very soon after, fires, |
which, to say the least, were of a suspieious |
character, occurred at more than one of the

establishments where night work was continued.

We by no means prejudge the accusations

made on account of these fires. But it is plain

that, for some purpose of annoyance—since they

had no other ostensible purpgse—men sympa-

thizing with the journeymen bakers were found

hanging about the bakeries where the old systcim

was persevered in. We ohserved, moreover, a |
letter in one of our contemporaries, in which,

while there was an affectation of denying the

charge of incendiarism, as against the parties

suspected, there was an evident insinuation of

“served them right” as against the master

bakers, who had been exposed to loss.

About the time of the agitation respecting
day and night work in bakehouses, there was
some striking among the hands engaged in the
iron manufacture, and now we see an announce-
ment of a lecture by the President of the Iron
Moulders’ Union, on the subject of Trade Unions,
closing with the question, “Men, why are we
oppressed 2”7 Now, there i3 an evident and dan-
gerous error behind the feellng that an employer
is a just object for persecution, because he does
not choose to accede to the demands of those
whom he employs; and also behind that which
asks any one in our community, why he is op-
pressed ?

SINGULAR ARSON AT ST. ARMAND WEST.

Yesterday Henry Martin, Sr., of Clarenceville,
was committed to the jail of this city, on the
charge of arson. The circumstances are some-
what peculiar. Martin, it may be remembered,
was tried at the last term of the Court of Queen’s
Bench on the charge of attempting to procure
abortion in the case of his own wife. The case,
however, broke down. There was no positive
evidence against him but that of his wife, which
was given with great reluctance, she swearing,
on cross-examination, that efforts had been made
to induce her to hring the charge against her hus-
band contrary to her own inglination, It ap-
peared also that although there had formerly
been an enmity between her and her husband,

yet of late they had been living on good terms.
Under these circumstances, and the terms of the
law respecting the evidence which a wife is al-
lowed to give against her husband, the prosecu-
tion was discontinued. Now, however, the same
man is arrested on the charge of inducing his
own son, Henry Maytin, and Henry Curtis, a
young man in his employ, to jurn the barn of his
wife’s brother, Thomas Cammel, on the i8th Jan.
1858. The motive is the same as that assigned
in one of the arson cases at St. Scholastique, viz.,
beeause this Thomas Cammell, the pr soner’s bro-
ther-in-law, had sheltered his sister; the prisoner’s
wife, when she was obliged to run away from
home owing to the savege manner in which he
treated her. It appears from the depositions
already taken, that the prisoner was in the habit
of whipping and otherwise ill-treating both his
wife and daughter. Henry Martin, Jr., has been
arrested as a witness, and bound over to appear
in Montreal as such, giving two sureties of £75
each,

On Monday, Ahogag Cammell, farmer, of St.
Armand West, in the distzigt of Montreal, ap-
peared before a magistrate, and depoged :—

That, on the night of the 18th January, 1858, a
baru, the property of deponent, containing
about 10 tops of hay, of the value of $100, a
thrashing machine, of the value of $220, and
some grain and farming tools yere unlawfully
set fire to and burnt, as deponent belieyed, by
Heunry Martin the younger and Henry Curtis, of
Stanhridge, upder the orders and directions of
Henry Martin, of the Township of Stanbridge,
farmer. This H. Martin, Sr., married deponent’s
sister, who had been at his houge ahont two days,
having left her hushand in consequenge of his
having ill-treated her, When deponent reached
the fire, the barn had burnt down. This was
about 9 AM. Henry Curtis is a British subject,
having been born in the District of Montreal, and
was about 19 years of age at that time,

On this deposition, Martin was arrested, and
the same day (Monday) an investigation was
held before Messrs. . Freligh, N. 8. Brown, and
George Clayes, Justices of the Peace, at Stan-
bridge, County of Bedford.

Thomas Cammel was swora and said : I re-
side in the parish of St. Armand West in said
distriet, [ owned a farm on which wag erected
a barn, situated in the township of Stanbridge,
inwhich farm was stosred ahout 10 tons of hay,
a thrgshing machine and  other implements and
also a quantity of grain. On the night pf the
18th July 1858, the barn was burntyith all con-
tained therein. The first notice of the fire was |
given me by one Jeremiah Bogkus, and by the
time I got to the barn it was nearly burpt down.
It was situated at least ten rods from the near-
est dwelling house, We were thrashing in the
barn the day previous to said night, and threw
the straw on the north side of the barn, I yas
the last person who left the barn. No lights
weyre used. Iclosed the doors. The prisoner,
Henpy dfartin married my sister. His wife, on
the night of the fire was at my house and had
been there tyvo days. Op the night of the fire,
I saw Henry Martin, son of prisguer, on the road
leadipg from my place towards the ppigoper's
house. There was some unpleasant feeling ex-
isting betyveen ouz family and the prisoner on
aeeount of the prisoner’s wife living at our house,
which ghe was obliged to do on aewounf of the !
usage of her hushand.

Jane Martin, of larepceyille, being sworn, |
said she is 17 years of age and is the daughter of |
Henry Martin. She resided at honie sith her
father during the winter of 1858, and remember-
ed the pight of the fire. Henry Curtis, of Stan-
bridge, svorked for her father that winter, with
her brother, Henry Martin, Jp. Her father had
been to California, and had ypeturned in August,
1857, and in about three weeks had trouple with
her mother, ggd from that time to a week hefore
the fire ywhen thege was so much trouble her
mother left home and wegt to her father at Mr.
Thos. Cammel’s (her hrother's) honse, On the
afternoon preyious to the fire, her father sent her
brother Henry Martin afier her mother to Mr.
Thomag Cammel's to bring hep home; but her
brother Henry returned saying that she would
not come. The deponent’s father said, “let her
stay, He would have revenge op her father and
l_)rother where she was stopping.”

Henry Martin, the son, aged 19, related here,

and refused to return. After supper at home,
his father handed him some cotton batting wet
with spirits of turpentine done up in paper, and
directed him to go with Henry Curtis as he had

handed the cotton bitting to Curtis, who was
then told by the father to go the barn  and pull
down a little hay under the sill of the barn, and
light a match, and set the batting on fire, and
put it to the hay under the barn. Ahout seven
o'clock that evening, he (Henry Martin, the
younger) and Curtis started to go to the barn.
On the way thither, one Miles Perrauit called
out to ask them where they were going, butthey
did not answer. On approaching the spot Henry
felt reluctant to burn the barn, but Curtisran on
in front and fired the barn, whereupon he re-
turned to his companion, and informed him that
he had set fire to some straw which set the whole
barn on fire. They then returned home through
the woods.

Among the other witnesses examined on Mon-
day was one who had traced the steps of the
boys for some distance.

The evidence is very minute and circumstan-
tial. ' The only suspicious thing aboutitis that
Mr. Cammel should have allowed the matter to
lie quiet so long and now hring it forward, when
the former prosecution against the prisoner fail-
ed. A family feud evidently lies at the root of the
whole affair, but this does not excuse the crime
of instigating arson, the evidenee of which bears
strongly against the prisoner. More evidence'is
expected in town shortly.

MURDER IN PROTON.

(From the Owen Sound Times, August 22.)
On Saturday last, 17th Aug., a murder was
committed in the township of Proton under very
mysterious circumstances. Qurinformation up to
the hour of going to press is of the most meagre
description. - The murdered man was middle
aged, and unmarried ; was known to carry money
about his person, usually in his vest pocket ; and
for this, no doubt was murdered. Some men,
working in a field near by, heard the report of a
gun, and remarked to one another “Surely that
isn’t somebodv shooting old ” (we have
not learned the name.) It was afterwardsfound
to be even s0. The unfortunate man was found
murdered in his own harvest field. = A bullet had
gone quite through his body. His waistcoat,
supposed to contain the money, was gone. We
have not heard that as yet there is any!clue to
perpetrators of the deed. Dr. Crawford, Coroner,
went out from Duarham to hold an inquest on the
body. John Creasor, Esq., County Attorney,
was sent for to be present. We shall by next
week be able to present more particulars.

TrRAGEDY AT St. JoHNS.—A  correspon-
dent at St. John’s, C. E. writing under the
date of Monday morning, August 26th, sends us
the following painful particulars of death and
family distress £

“Our quiet town was  yesterday (Sunday)
about haif-past three o’clock P.M., the scene of
a frightful tragedy under distressing ‘circum-
stances. A laborer; by the nnme of Patrick Lane,
recently from the United States, shot his, wife
dead whilst seated in a chair, having her infant
child in her arms at the time. The murderer, if
if I may use the term to him, has been under
medical treatment the last three or four weeks
for smallpox, together with two of his children,
and evidently was (for I never saw a more
frightful case) delirious at the time he committed
the deed. When arrested or rather secured, for
the man could scarcely walk, he was asked why
he shot his wife? He replied, ¢ She asked me to
shoot her” The doctor in attendance hasstrong
doubts of his recovery, and to add to this fact, 1
may say, en passant,,the Mayor, Mr. Larocque, in
the belief of myself and others, acted in a brutal
manner by ordering the constable to putshackles
on his legs, a course foriwhich there was not the
slightest necessity in the precarious state he was
in. Several persons remonstrated with the Mayor,
but all they could do was_of no avail ; they got
in return for their charitable expostulations,
abuse. The poor woman, I believe, leaves five
helpless children to remember and mourn a
mother’s untimely death, the eldest being a boy
about eleven years of age. The coroner holds
the inquest to-day. I shall post you up on the
result of the verdict. It cannot, under the cir-
cumstances I think, be one of murder.”— Gazette,
yesterday.

Let us look ' around, now that the smoke  of
battle has cleared away, and (ry to examine the
condition of the ground. First as regards foreign
relations.  The personal good feeling and per-
fect understanding which exist hetween the re-
presentatives of the great European Powers di-
rectly interested in America are founded on an
appreciation of the exact demands of the inter-
ests they represent, and on the necessities of a
common honourable policy. England, having
a vast commerce directly involved in the con-
test, has naturally been the first to provide for
its safety in American waters, and has also felt
it desirable, in the face of the desperate counsels
whi h have been given on this side of the Atlan-
tic, to furnish & trifling reinforcement to her
small military establishment in Canada. The
fleet at present in observation is neither powerful
nor offensively disposed, and no exception can
be taken to the mode in which it has a_ted by
the most sensitive Americans, although attempts
have been made to arouse vulgar prejudice by

The “ luxury of ambulances” is a new and cu-
rious ground of complaint, and I suspect there
were not many articles of the kind in rear of the
Confederate army, Apropos of this- subject, I
mu t remark that one class of officers in the
Federal army did their duty nobly—the surgeons
remained on the field when all others were re-
tiring' or had left. Que is reported killed ; six
are prisoners in the hands of the enemy, engaged
in attending the wounded on both sides—an in-
valuable aid to ths scanty medic: 1 staff of the
Confederates. There is no reason to helieve the
treatment of wounded or prisoners was what it
was reported to have heen. There may have
been some isolated acts of atrocity in the heat of
battle or pursuit, and it is only too likely that a
building in which wounded men were placed was
set fire to by a shell, but it is only justice to the
Confederate authorities to say that they seem to

. have done all they could for those who fell into

their hands. Much irritation has been created by
the false statements circulated on this subject,
and the soldiers on guard over Confederate pri-
soners here would not permit them to receive
some little luxuries which had been ordered by
sympathizing inhabitants, on the ground that
they did not deserve them after the treatment
given by their friends to the Federalists. And as
I have used the word sympathizers,” let me add
the expression of my belief that there is scarc:cly
a department, high or low, of the public services
of the United States in which there is not ¢ trea-
son’—I mean the aiding and abetting the enemy
by information and advice. Lt is openly talked
in society—its work is evident on all sides. I
went into the private departments of the Post
Office the other day and found there a gentleman
busily engaged in sor pg letters at a desk.

In their place come levies who have
not had even the three months’ training, and
who are not as well equipped, so far as I can see,
as their predecessors, to face men who are elated
with success and the prestige of the first battle
gained, and to be associated with regiments
gogwed, probably, and certainly in some instances
demoralized, hy defeat.

OPINIONS OF THE FRENCH PRESS ON
THE CIVIL WAR,
THE SUBJUGATION OF THE SOUTH—ENGLAND AND
THE BLOCKADE, ETC,
(Translation for ‘the New York Herald from the
Pars Journal des Debals of August 3.)

President Lincoln has advanced—in perfect
good faith, we have pot the least douht—in his
last message, that the uprising of the South was
but a rebellion fomented by the ambition of a
handful of agitators. If it were so, if in fact
the mass of the white population of the South
were indifferent to the independence of the
Confederate States, a few reverses on the field
of battle, added to the enormous losses which
such a war occasions, would suffice to provoke
in the South & reaction. on the heels of which
peace would be undouhtedly made. But what-
ever confidence we may have in the loyalty of
President Lincoln, we find it impossible to con-
sider his assertion as well founded. Doubtless
the armed rising of the'South has Leen aided
and encouraged by leadeérs ; but'it is pever otls
erwise in any undertakings to which nations
commit themselves. ' And what the leaders,
whom Mr. Lincoln criminates, have done in this
instance, corresponds exactly with the public
sentiment, with the opinions and passions of
the immense majority of the inhabitants of that
portion of the United States. All the private
letters received in Europe depict the Souih as
having but one thought—that of separation,
angd gs desjring it with afeverish energy, which
cannot pear ”is‘,cpésiqg. ¥ § *
These letters assert the determination every-
where in the South to maintain at every cost
the rupture which has separated these States
from their former brethren of the North. It is
a reagon why hostilities are not near a termina-
tjon, howeyer deplorpble they mifi be.

The correspondence from ‘the ‘Ngrth is not
less signiﬁ(;am than that from the South, in
the serise that it reveals, among the penple of
the North, a sentiment which explains and to a
certain extent gives grounds for and justifies
by reaction the determination of the South.
All the letters from the North bear witness
to the wish, in that portion of the Union,
to treat the Southern States as Mr. Lincoln in-
tends, that is to say as rebels, who must be
forced to gurrender ab discretion. They wish
to subjugate them, intending no doupt te show
themselves clement after they shall have sub-
mitted. ~But every one who knows the Ameri-
can race, aud who has had an opportunity of
observing it, at the South especially, will agree
thag noihing more ig needed 1o exasperate the
South and drive it to exfremes, "v&le Houth
may be vanquished on the battle field ; it has
just keen (alluding to Garnett's defeat ;) it will
be again ; we would not wish, however, to guar-
antee that it will nat haye itg turn, "Byt yan-
quished though 1t muy be, it will ngyer submit
to the North ; it will gecept no mercy from it.

THE PRIVATERING QUESTION—FOREIGN INTERVEN-

TIONS.

(From the Journal des Debats.)
People were astonished, after the congress of
Paris, when the suppression of lawful and re—
gularly. authotized = privateering by letters
of marque was agreed to bythe European Powers,

that the proposal made to the United
States to agree in that vote had not
been - favorably received in - America:

*=Ttis the contrary which would have sur-

prised us.  The reason for it is apparent in

the ¢omparison we have just made batween the

navy of the United States and those of the two
principal European naval Powers. Without
entering deeply into the question; and examin-
ing only the political side which must have in-
spired the deterrzination of the American g--
vernment, it is impossible not to discern that
the commonest prudence dictated it. The re-
public of the United States, it will be admitted,

may have to dread two Powers on the sea—

France and England—especi lly England—
both, in a different degree, very superior to her.
She is not ignorant that herimmense ocean com-
merce, more vulnerable than her territory, would
have no reason to expect any consideration,
and would see itself a prey all the world over
to the releatless pursuits of the crnisers of the
royal British navy, five or six times more nu-
merous than theirs, powerless for protection,
insufficient for reprisals. “What could she in
snch a situation foreseen 'and inevitable?
Should she allow herself to be crushed and
ruined, or attempt to equalize as much as pos-
sible the chances of war by returning blow for
blow, damage for damage ? Letters of marqne,
being the only regular means of public law,
long in existence, was it supposable that the
American government would sacrifice that su-
preme safeguard unconditionally’; we mean
without having obtained what justice requires,
and what civilization demands, the absolute
respect of the commerce of the belligerents by
vessels of war, as well as by privateers ? With-
out that addition to the vote of the Congress of
Paris, one is tempted to suspect the sincerity
and -disinterestedness of the Power that
pretends to rule the seas, for we find no-
thing in it'but her own advantage. * ~* *
The. ‘antumn  menths,  which  are ap-
proaching, or the first: months of :winter, must,
it would seem, precipitate the American crisis.
The reasons for it were clearly explained a few
days since in these columns. We would be de-
" ceived, however, if we believed that, from either
one side or the other of the principalsinterested,
the definite solution—which every one foresees,
but which no one proposes—will come ; it would
be to wonderfully misconceive the pride of the
American people and the depth of he dissent
which passionately stirs them now, and which
has placed arms in their hands. Inour opinion
it is BEurope which will be led to look for and
point out the unravelling of that fatal contest,
and.which will perhaps svon be occupied in so
doing.  Wea pointed out a month ago, in the
first of our articles on the American armies, a
possible solution :—* Would there. not be room
on the vast territory of America for two or
three friendly republics of the North, South,
and West, and forming a confederacy of nations,
instead of a confederacy of States? Do not
reason and interest appear to counsel it? The
time comes when perhaps necessity will com-
pel it.”

Henceforth affairs are in such a position that
there is no longer any choice but hetween
friendly separation or forced union. Every
other solution becomes more and more impre-
bable. Would forced union be a Union, and
how long would it last? What kind of exist-
ence would it bring to the conqueror and con-
quered? In admitting, which is doubtful, the
definitive trinumph of the North after years of
struggle and torrents of blood poured out upon
ruins, would the North desire to have, a d does
it imagine it could keep, at the South, a Venice,
a Poland, or even an Ireland ?. Is young Amer-
ica then so presnmptious that sbe hopes to es-
cipe the law common to all nations? Let
her cast a look at this very moment at old
Euarope, and let her profit by the latter’s sad
experience. . She will see that there are politi-
cal bluuders® as well #s crimes, which are not
1aid down, and which beqneath to futarity
disorders without end and difficulties without
escape,
