This is the Sixtieth Anniversary of the foundation of the Fastern Town-
ships’ Agricultural Association but the nucleus for this organization goes baelk
more than a hundred vears, to 1831, in fact, when an agricultural soeiety to serve
the distriet of St. Francis was formed.

William Hunting of Ascot was President of this early group, with Timothy
Rose of Stanstead and Shuball Pierce of Shipton, Viee-Presidents, Phineas Stone
of Ascot, Treasurer, and Joseph Barnard of Ascot, Secretary.

The E.T.A.A. itself was formed on May 9th, 1885, on which date the Act
to incorporate the society was assented to. Among the names atfached to the
petition for the passing of this Aet were Hon. Josh Henry Pope, ML.P., Cyrus A.
Bailey and Rufus H. Pope, of Eaton, Hon. Joseph G. Robinson, M.P.P., Robert
N. Hall, M.P., and Richard W. Heneker, of Sherbrooke, C. C. Colby, M.P., of
Stanstead, Hon. M. H. Cochrane, Senator James A. Cochrane and Selah J.
Pomeroy of Compton, J. A. Camirand, of Orford, Artemus Stevens, Norbert
Bourque, James Lyster and W. H. Green, of Ascot and James Mairs of 1\-‘It’f_-
bourne, all of the District of St. Franeis, Hon . G. B. Baker., M. P., of Missisquoi,
Sydney A. Fisher, M.P., and Hiram S. Foster, of Brome, and T. A. Knowlton
of Waterloo, all of the District of Bedford, and John Wadleigh, of Ulverton in
the Distriet of Arthabaska.

At this time nine provisional directors were appointed, namely, Robert N.
Hall, of Sherbrooke, Charles C. Colby of Stanstead, Rufus H. Pope, of Iaton,
James A. Cochrane of Compton, J. Alphonse Camirand, of Orford, Robert H.
Tylee, of Ascot, T. A. Knowlton, of Waterloo, James Mairs, of Melbourne, and
John Wadleigh, of Ulverton.

Aujourd’hui nous sommes loin de ce que I'on appelle I'époque insouciante
et folle de 1800, année ou 'E.T.A.A. commencait d’exister pour devenir 'établisse-
ment influent qu’elle est aujourd’hui; mais en ce temps-li aussi, I'exposition ap-
portait de nombreuses émotions et de la réjouisance pour tous, sans parler de son
cOté instruetif et sérieux. C’est U'époque o Pexposition attirait des milliers de
personnes & Sherbrooke, qui, en ce temps-ld comme aujourd’hui, était la Reine
des Cantons de I'Est. L'automobile était presqu’inconnue et on y venait en
voiture tirée par des chevaux, ou par chemin de fer; des familles y passaient deux
ou trois jours. Les uns campaient en haut de la ville et les terrains de pique-nique
connaissaient des foules nombreuses.

La premiére Exposition de Sherbrooke, sous les auspices de 'E.T.A.A., eut
lieu soixante ans cette année et fut la premiére d’une série qui ne s’est pas dé-
mentie, sauf pendant quatre années de la présente guerre. Voici quelques faits
divers de cette premicre exposition qui ne dépareront pas ce programme souvenir
commemoratif du soixantiéme anniversaire de I'E.T.A.A.

MM. Webster, Nutter & Co., manufacturiers de cizares; A. L. Grinrod & Co.,
lainages: Paton Manufacturing Company: E. T. Corset Company; J. A.
Delude & Compagnie et Magog Print Worlks; pour ne parler que de quelques-uns.

On adjugea les prix spéeiaux du Lieutenant Gouverneur 3 M. H, Cochrane,
de Hillhurst, pour le meilleur bétail pur sang, et & R. H. Tyler, de Lennoxville,
pour les plus belles génisses.

THE GAY 90’s

Today is a far ery from the gay nineties, the years in which the E.T.A A.
got its start to beecome the influential agricultural industry it now is, but the
fair in those days held thrills aplenty and fun for all, in addition to its more
serious and instruetive side, and Exhibition Week saw thousands converge upon
Sherbrooke, then, as now, the hub of the Eastern Townships. The automobile
was 4 rarety in those days and the family came to the Fair in horse-drawn vehicle
or by train, making it a gala two or three-day visit. Many camped on the out-
skirts of the city and pienic grounds were alive with happy throngs.

The first Sherbrooke Fair to be held under the auspices of the E.T.A.A.
took place exactly sixty years ago — the forerunner to the series of exhibitions
which have been held annually in this eity with the exeeption of four years when
activities were curtailed because of the war. A few notes on this initial exhibition
are believed appropriate in this souvenir programme, published to commemo-
rate the 8. T.A.A.’s sixtieth jubilee.

Some of the prineipal exhibitors at that first fair included G. R. Renfrew
and Co. of Quebee City, who had “a case of manufactured furs, including white
fox, tiger and emu robes;” Miss C. L. Moreney, with a “tasteful display of
millinery of fancy goods;” Walter Blue with a selection of ready made clothing
which a newspaper of the day explained “has been unfolded to the view of the
sterner sex;” M. MeKechnie, who had French goods with “brilliant gold chenille
trimming and English plushes;” . C. Wilson, who exhibited American and Can-
adian pianos; Messrs. Webster, Nutter and Co. Sherbrooke cigar manufacturers;
A. L. Grinrod and Co. showing woollen goods; the Paton Manufacturing Com-
pany; the . T. Corset Company; J. A. Delude and Co., and the Magog Print
Works, to mention only a few.

Special prizes from the Lieutenant Governor were won by M. H. Cochrane,
of Hillhurst, for best herd of thoroughbred eattle, and by R. H. Tyler, of
Lr‘ll]lt!xY[“(.‘. for best herd of grade heifers.

Robert Ness, of Howick, won the diploma for stallion under four years
of age and also the gold medal for the best hes wy draught stallion of any age.

One of the attractive exhibits at the Fair were the pigeons shown by
James Moy of Sherbrooke.

Brome County exeelled in its exhibits of butter and cheese.

W. A. Williams, of West Bolton, won first prize for crock and tub butter,
and A. Hillhouse, also of West Bolton, took second prize.

J. 8. Mitehell, of Knowlton, captured ten first prizes in hogs and Levi
Whitman, also of Knowlton, earried off a good proportion of the remaining
prizes in this section.
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WHAT TO SEE - AND WHERE TO SEE IT

The following brief summary will assist the visitor to plan his or her time
so that the most pleasure may be obtained.

In every building on the grounds are officials easily distinguished by their
badges, whose duty and pleasure it will be to direet the wvisitor to the various
points of interest.

Ladies’ building containing Art, Domestic Science, Faney Work, Children's
Work and Flowers is the building on the right as you enter the gates.

Manufacturers’ and industrial building is the large cireular building facing
the Main Gate. Dairy and Agricultural building is bevond the Main building.
The race horse stables occupy the building near the track, and at the West end
are the Sheep, Swine, Dairy Cattle and Beef Cattle barns. The next building is
the Poultry building.

The St. John Ambulance have their quarters in the building adjacent to
the gate where the parcel office is also located.

Having made this round which should oceupy at least one morning we
would suggest an adjournment for lunch at one of the excellent lunch or dining
halls, Galvin’s or Conklin’s in the Midway.

We strongly recommend the visitors to spend some time at the judging
of the live stock in the Arena.

OLDEST EXHIBITOR

Until the war placed a curb upon their production, De Laval Company
were consistent exhibitors at the Sherbrooke Fair for a quarter of a century, and
the Fair Board is this year proud and glad to welcome them back among the
industrialists occupying space in the Main Building.

With Government restrictions lifted, the De Laval Company have re-
assumed their role as the oldest exhibitors on the Fair Grounds, displaying their
cream separators and other farm equipment. Fred Gelinas, who has sinee retired
as distriet representative, was in charge of the exhibit during the twenty-five years
it was held.
