James Hurst's cross-examination by

James Hurst fixed the date of his
first visit to Mr. T. GGus Porter regard-
ing bogus boxes at Oct. 4. He had not
previously told any one in any way
about the matter. e knew nothing of
the affair except what Phil Lott told
him. He swore very positively that he
had no tinancial intercsts and no ex-
pectation of remuneration tor the
tiime and money he expended in
lowing up Phil Lott's statemuonts,

Senator Choquette Was Not
Allowed to Denounce
the Premier,

HOODLUM TACTICS EMPLOYED

Senator Was Pelted With Stones and
Mr, O. Talbot, M.P., Flrcd‘ No
Better—Committee Room
Also Attacked.

Quebec, Nov. 25.—(Special.)—Between
seven and eigh} thousand citizens from
all parts of the city congregated in St.
Valler street, S§t. Roch's, last night, to
hear Senator P. A. Choquette denounce
Premlier Parent. Early in the day a
circular was spread broadcast signed
by Senator Choquette in which he said
he would speak in support of the can-
didature of Dr. Jobin, the independent
Liberal candidate, who was contesting
the division In opposition to the min-
Isterial nominee, Mr. Geo. Darveau.

The clrcular further stated that Sen-

ator Choquette would denounce Hon.
8. N. Parent for certain reasons, aud
at the same time mentioned that .the
Liberal organ, having refused to pub-
lish an advertisement of the meeting,
there was nothing left for him to do
but use circulars.

In anticipation of a sensation, the
public flocked to the meeting, which
was held in the open, because Hon. MT.
Choguette was unable to secure a hall.
The moment the Senator commenced
to speak he was interrupted by an of-
ganized gang, who kept soundfng fish-
horns and making other noises to
drown his voice. Hon. Mr. Choquette
continued to speak, but his words could
not be heard twenty feet away, .

The organized inierruption, deter-
mined to stop him, commenced to hurl
gtones, pleces of wood, and other mis-
siles,, and finally a stone struck the
speaker on the head, which knocked
him down. He was cared for by his
friends.

Mr. O. Talbot, M.P. for Bellechase,
took the place of Senator Choquette,
whén the same disgraceful tactics were
pursued, and though the speaker was
astruck several times about his body.
he continued to address the immense
assemblage, who could not hear hln
for the din. Mr. Talbot, seeing that it
was useless to face the danger he was
exposed to, invited the {riends of Mr.
Jobin to proceed to the central com-
mittee rooms of the latter, eftuated on
Desfosses street, where he would ad- .
dress themn.

The monster assemblage moved in
that direction, when Senator Choquette
again tried to address them from 2
window, but the etreets in the vicinity
were so densely packed that only a few
hundred could hear him, He attacked
Mr. Parent violently, and accused him
of supporting a Conservative candi-
date named Dauteull, a protege of M.
Forget, M.P., agalnst Dr. Synotte, the
regular Liberal candidate for Charle-
volx, and denounced him In most se-
vere terms for his action. He called
upon the electors of Quebec East to
support Dr. Jobin.

In the meantime the mob again ap-
peared on the ecene, and forced thelf
way through the crowd until they got
near the speaker. They -then cut the
electric wires, plunging the streets in
darknees, and next attacked with
stones the house In which the support-
ers of Dr. Jobin were. They smashed
in the door and windows of the lower
flat of the building.

The scene became so violent that
Senator Choquette, Mr. Talbot and
thelr friends had to give up the idea of
holding any further ieeting, and they
managed to leave the premises and
proceeded to their homee.

The scene was the most disgraceful
of the kind that has happened in the
city of ‘Quebec for many years. It isS
not known who s responsible for the
disgraceful proceedings. Nevertheless,
the respectable element of St. Roch's,
who are intensely indignant, are sure
to express their disapproval by their
votes at the polls to-day.

There are two conteste of a similar
naturgyin progress in this city—Quebeg
East and Quebec West.

In the latter constituency there are
three candidates, all Liberals—Ald. D.
Griffin, the ministerial candidate, John
C. Kaine and Martin Madden, indepen-
dent candidates. Ald. Hogan has drop=
ped out.

IMPORTANT RULING
ON DUMPING CLAUSE

Whose Value Increases
Before Importation.

The Wholesale Dry Goods Association

was to-day adyvised to an important |

decislon in their favor by the Depart-
The decision deals
with the application of the special
duty clause of the anti-dumping act on
Importation of goods, ‘the . market
value of which at the time of export
is higher than at the time when the
goods were purchased In a foreign
country, and is as followg:

“The amount of any adyvance in the
market value of the goods petwecen the
time of thelr purchase by the import-
er and the date of their exportation to
Canada shall not be subjeet to speclal
duty after 9th’ November, 1904, provided
the goods have been exported in the
usual courge and the actual date of
purchase established to the satisfac-
or

for his inspection and attested to. Pro-
vided, however, In respect of goods
subject to an ad valorem duty, that
the ordinary duty shall be collected
(as heretofore) on the falr market
value of the goods as ‘at the time of
‘thelr direct exportation to Canada—
under the provisions of Section 58, of
the Customs Act.”

The decision is exactly in line with
the request rnade by a large delegation
from the Assoclatlon which waited on
the officlals of the Customs Depart-
ment some weeks ago.

Application of Dumping

Clause Clearly Defined

Value of Goods At Time of Importation and Not at
Time of Purchase Shall Be Basis of
Imposition of Cost. "

Ottawa, Nov. 25,—(Speclal)~The
Customs Department has decided that
the walue of goods at the time of impor-
tation and not at the time of purchase
shall be the basis for the aoperation of
the’ dumping clause in the law passed
#t the last session of Parliament. This
is & point which has given importers
some ‘trouble and has been the ca-
tjon of a good many inquiries. The
regulation which the department has
adopted under the special duty clauae
provides that the amount of any ad-
vance in the market value of goods
between the time of the purchase by
the Canadian importer and the date of
cxportation for Canada shall not be
subject to tho speclal duty after Nov,
3, 1904, provided the goods have been
exported in the usual course of bus)-
ness and the actual date of purchase
has been established to the satisfac-
tion of the Collector of Customs by con-
tracts or other sufficient documents
produced for this inspectlon and at-
tested to. It Is, however, provided In
reepect of goods subject to anjad val-
orem duty that“the ordinary didty shell
be collected as in the past on the fair
market value of the goode at the time
of their direet exportation te Canada.

To make this clear it.may be ex-
plained that under the Canadlan

customs laws duty value of {import
goods is the value at which such goods
are so_ld for home consumption in the

country of export at the time of expor-
tatlon. The speclal duty clause pro-

videa that If there is a difference be-

tween the selling to Caneda and the
market value for home’ consumption
in the country of e rt at the.time of
exportation such difference shall con-
stitute the speclal duty. It has been
contended that this would be a hard-
ship to the importer and be of no ad-
vantage to anyone In cases where
goods are purchased bona fide by Can-
adlans In forelgn couritries at the fair
market value prevalling in the country
of purchase but which are for future
delivery and the market value of
which may have advanced bétween the
time of purchase and of exportation.
It is clalmed as obvious that the dif-
ference between the time of purchase
and that prevalling at the time of ex-
portation could not be considered ase
“dumping” within the spirit of the act
and it has been so held by the de-
partment. In such case however the
ordinary duty will still have to be
pald on the value of the goods at the
time of exportation if the goods ara
subject to an ad valorem duty.

The provisions of the law in this
respect ar> therefor on an equitable
basls.  If the price at the time of ex-
portation is less than the price at the
time of purchase the importer will
have an advantage. If it is higher he
will have a loss,

The work they do for Montreal as a
seaport and a city and for the sallors
themselyves is worthy of the recogni-
tion and support of all classes. Sea-
port towns, as n.,rule. count on having
a water front which is not usually char-
acterized by an atmosphere of law and
perfect peace. On the contrary, the
policing of that district usually requires
a stronger force than most sections of
a port city, and even then if the dis--
trict can be kept at all reasonably
quiet that is all that is expected. This
means an extra expense to the city
without getting a complete return.

GERMANY TURNS

Cheap Labor Gives Her
* Manufacturers Entry to
World’s Markets.

Professor Karl Von Krantz, of the
University of Bonn, Germany, who 8
making a trip around the world to re-
cuperate from a broken down consti-
tution due to his labors in the famous
university, passed through Montreal
this ‘morning on his way to the West.
He wishes to see a bot of Canada be-
fore returning to the. Fatherland . and
regrets that he will be unable to grant
himself sufficlent time to visit the
Qanadlan Rockies, before his return.

“Germany has entered upon an in-
dustrial era,” sald Professor Vo
Krantz to The Herald this morning,
“which the Emperor is encouraging as
much as possible by the glving of
bounties, ete. The nation, which for-
merly was philosophical and musical,
s now industrial and commercial and
ls fast outdistancing those countries
which, for centuries, have been pure-
The landscape I8
everywhere dotted with factory chim-
neys and which will continue to mul-
tiply, as the cheap labor which obtains
in Germany makes an easy path for us
into the markets of the world.”

Professor Von Krantz spoke with a
good deal of spirit on the depression
of public feeling which exlists' in his
country, owing to the rule of mllitar-
fsm which exists there. While the
Imperor is -respected and loved, the
crimes of lese majesty are very pre-
valent, as the laws are ridiculously
severe in this connection. Even in
the IRelchstag very few of the mem-
bers, besldes Herr Bebel and his So-
clalistic wing, dare utter anything
even savoring of dierespect towards
William II. This has o crushing effect
on the people, which the insupportably
overbearing behavior of the officers of
the army towards the soldiers and clv-
ilians, did not help in anyway to 1¢s-
sen.
