The musical part of
the religious celebration was in keeping
with the occasion, being of a bright,
loyous and inspiriting mature. he
Italian master Lazzani furnished the score
for the first three numbers, ¢ Kyrie,”
« Gloria” and *¢ Credo,” the ¢ Sanctus”
and “ Agnus Dei” being taken from Mil-
lard’s Mass in G. The whole was rendered
by a choir of 75 voices, with organ and full
orchestral accompaniment, ‘under the
direction of Prof. J. A. Fowler, the organ-
ist, who deserves credit for the manner in
which this portion of the celebration was
conducted. The soprano solos were sung
by juvenile members of the choir, whose
voices:exhibited considerable training and
purity of tone. The tenor solos in the first
three numbers were sung by Mr. W.J.
O’Hara, who was in good voice, and ren-
dered his parts in a correct and pleasing
manner. In the “Sanctus” and “Agnus
Dei” Mr. J. J. Rowan was entrusted with
the tepor solos, and they were rendered
with uch sweetness and expression. The
bass 880s were divided between Mr. James
Crompton and Mr. Edward Casey—the
former taking the bass part in the “Gratias
Agamus” duet and the “Et Unam”solo;
the latter in the “Kyrie” and  Quoniam.”
Both soloists distinguished themselves,
singing with taste and recision.
At the Offertory, Rossini’s “ Justis ot
Palma,”tenor solo and chorus, was sung
by Mr. J.J. Rowan and the choir.

THE SERMON,

The Rev. Father James Callaghan de-
livered a very brilliant diseourse on the oc-
casion. Choosing his tuxt from the (Fos

pel of St. Luke, chap. 10, 42nd verse,
¢ Mary hath chosen the best part, which
shall not be taken away from her.” he
said that, like Mary of the Gospel, Ireland
had chosen the best part. er faith,
through centuries of trials and tribulation
had ever been stedfast, and to-day there
was not a true and loval Irishman whose
heart did not beat with impulsive and pa-
triotic throbs for the land across the blue
Atlantic wave,—the land of scenic gran-

deur, poetry and music. Ireland had
iven he church saints, scholars and sol-
iers, saints who in the inspired work of

evangelization had suffered torture and
death, scholars who had beautified its li-
terature and soldiers, who had struggled
bravely and victoriouslyagainst the evil in-
fiuences of paganism and heresy. As a
nation she was gloriously devoted and ge-
nerous. She had raised monuments to the
Church in the numberless austere and
magnificent edifices of worship throughout
the world, not built by any immense be-
quests, but by the hard-earned savings of
the Irish working class. The rev. gentle-
man’s eloquent remarks were listened to
with rapt attention by the large audience.

morning had set in, it 18 true, with one of
Vennor’s capital storms, but that
had not deterred the sons of Erin
from turning out in large numbers.

They would
then hear an Irish patriot from Ontario,
and see what kind of Frishmen they could
raise there. (Applause).

After a few remarks from Mr. Denis
Mooney, a most successful gathering dis-
persed.

ST. PATRICK'S CONCERT.

On Saturday evening, St. Patrick’s So-
ciety gave a grand vocal and instrumental
concert in Nordheimer’s Hall. There was
a large audience present, including many
of the leading Irishmen of Montreal and
their families, as well as a fair sprink-
ling of people of ether nationalities.
The chair was occupied ov the Presi-
dent of the Society, Mr. F. B. McNamee;
and on the stage with him were Mr.
8. Carsley, of St. George’s Society; Mr.
Geo. Macrae, Q.C., President of St. An-
drew’s Society; Ald. Wilson, President of
the Irish Protestant Benevolent Society,
Hon. Mr. Stearns, U. 8. Consul ; Mr. J.J.
Hawkins, M.P., for Bothwell ; Mr. McMas-
ter, M.P., for Glengarry, Mr. C. O. Per-
rault and other gentlemen. The musical
portion of the entertainment was conducted
by Mr. William Bohrer, who discharged
his duties tb the entire satisfaction
of the audience as well as of the per-
formers. The selections, as was pro
per under the circumstances, were
chiefly from those charming ballads and
melodies for whichahe Emerald Isle is sa.
deservedly famous the world over. The
artists who- favored the audience were:—
Mrs. Page Thrower, Miss Morrison-Fiset,
Miss Wyse, Miss Stanley, Miss Bohrer,
Miss Melville, Mrs, Parratt, Herr G. Feist,
Mr. Wyse, Major Hopper, Mr. Rowan, and
Mr. Max Bohrer. It is hardly necessary to
say that each and all did well, and that
notwithstanding the length of the pro-
gramme, encores were the order of the
evening, and that the calls were gracionsly
responded to.

r. McNamee, in opening the proceed-
ings, made a few appropriate remarks.
He expressed his pleasure at seeing so
many present, and said that, though there
were a few vacant seats, they
were all represented by tickets that
had not come in, probably on
account of the uupleasant weather. On
that night, the world over, in every coun-
try to whichcivilization had extended,Irish-
men and their descendants would be as-
semblek together in honourof the day and
in honour of Ireland. The wants and de-
mands of that country had not been under
stood ; nor could it.
been treated with anything like fairness.
All she sought was justice, and the right to
manage her own affairs. Such a right had
been granted to Canada and other colonies
of the Empire, and Ireland would never be
satisfied until she enjoyed the liberty to
hold a parliament of her own, on her own
suil. Irishmen were good citizens in Ca-
nada, and they would be the same iu the
Motherland had they the privileges
which we in this country
enjoy. Mr. McNamee enlarged on this
point, and his remarks were warmly re-
ceived. Later on, Mr. Stearns, having
been called on to fill the place in the pro-
gramme vacant because of the non-arrival
of a delegate from the Irish Societies of
New York and Brooklyn, paid a high
tribute to the Irish and their descendants
in the United States. He said they made
excellentcitizens, and America was glad to
give a hearty welcome to any number of
them.
Mr. J. J. Hawkins, at another stage of

the proceedings, delivered an eloquent and
interesting address. He said that this was
but his second visit to the Province of
Quebec, though a Canadian born of Irish
parents. He was pleased to meet so many
of the same nationality and descent, and
was delighted to knowthat Catholics and
Protestants were united on the occasion in
remembering and honouring Ireland’s pa-
tron saint. He trusted that this feeling of
unison would, in this free country, grow
and increase; and that the time would
soon come whenall the old-land differences
would be forgotten. For himself he might
say that, though a Roman Catholic, he had
the honour to represent in Parliament one
of the strongest Protestant constituencies
in the Dominion. Thid- was as it should
be, and as it would be in Ireland, he earn-
estly hoped, before very long. After dwel-
ling in eloquent language on the glorious
achievements of Irishmen in all parts of
the world, Mr. Hawkins resumed his seat
amidst loud applause.
Mr. Macrae moved, seconded by Mr.

McMaster, M. P., a vote of thanks to Mr.
Hawkins for his excellent address, to which
that gentleman suitably responded.
A. Wilson was then called upon and

said he was glad to be on the platform un- |
der suchpleasant circumstances, as there
was no difference between the harp that he,
as a Protestant, wore and the harp attach-
ed to the collar of the Roman Catholic presi-
dent, a remark that was very heartily re-
ceived. Mr. Wilson spoke at some length
in this strain, and was followed by Mr.
Perrault, who delivered a scholarly and
charming speech, in which he spoke in the
most flattering terms of Ireland’s warriors,
poets and statesmen. On the whole the
entertainment went off in the most satis-
factory way and gave the utmost pleasure
ta all present.

the arrangements. The President, Mr. E.
Halley, occupied the chair, and amongst
those on the platform were noticed Dr.
Kannon, James Scullion, Wm. Gowdey,
Hon. E. J. Flynn, Quebec, Rev. Father
Ryan, S.J., Rev. Bro. Arnold, Dr. Guerin,
Ed.

THE DAY ELSEWHERE.

Patrick’s Church, where Divine service
was celebrated, the sermon being preached
by the Rev. Father Fahey, of Montreal.
After churchthe procession re-formed and
marched through a number of streets,
saluting His Grace the Archbishop, the
Mayor, and the Lieutenant-Governor en
roule. Prior to separating speeches were
made, and four resolutions were adopted
sympathizing. with Ireland at English
rule, expressing indignation at that rule,
and resolving to co-operate in obtaining for
Ireland a Government based on the free
will and affections of her people. The day
was very cold but bright. Flags, fir trees
and arches decorated the streets through
whichthe procession passed.

Orrawa, March 17. —To-day being St.
Patrick’s Day, flags are flying fromthe
Parliament buildings and other public and
private places, no parade was held. A
grand and very successful concert was
given this evening. Invitations were ex-
tended to Sir John A. Macdonald ond other
members of the Cabinet. Hon. Edward
Blake, and several prominent Irish repre-
sentatives were present and delivered short
addresses.
Havirax, N.S., March 17,—S8t. Patrick’s

Day was celebrated by the Irish socicties
assembling in the morning at the drill
shed, and proceeding in procession to St.
Mary’s Cathedral. They made a good turn
out, but not so numerous as on previous
occasions. After Mass and an eloquent
panegyric by Archbishop O’Brien, the
usual parade was carried out through the

atrick’s band, at the close of the march
the society proceeded in a body to the crypt
of St. Mary’s Cathedral, where a1 address
was presented to the Agchbishop, the re-
ceipt of which was acknowledged by an,
approprite verbal reply.

New York, March 17—The Irish so-

cieties to-day paraded, after which a large
open air meeting was held, where addresses
were made.

Almost every year
we seek for amendments to our charter,
but everything that we require cannot
be expected by Act of Parliament ;
there is much for ourselves to do. In
the first place, we may ask, is our muni-

 

street lighting is a service that has on

no means what it should be. Mont-
real ought to have got past the days
of hand-lanterns, yet we frequently find
ourselves in the midst of a darkness
that may almost be felt. This is the
moro embarrassing and annoying when
we remember how bad are our roads
and how frequent are the unguarded
obstructions which the pedestrian has
to encounter. It is our desire, and
we ave sure it is that of our readers, to
have our eity at least as efficiently gov-
erned and as well appointed as other
towns of similar importance. We can-
not afford to present the appearance or
be credited with the charaçkeristics of
a medieval city. The secret of the
success of many individuals has been
their presentable appearance. The
same rule holds good with cities. One
of the reasons on account of which old
Bonaventure street was improved was,
if we mistake not, the bad impression
which it created on the first arrival of
visitors here. We must continue to
the extent of our ability to improve—
and, if possible, beautify—Montreal.
We are not living in “ Sleepy Hol-
low,” nor are we in the times of “Rip
Van Winkle.” Statistics tell - us that
we are advancing, the evidende of our
eyes is that we are making some pre-
gress, but in municipal matters we
cannot lay the flattering unction to our
souls that we are up with the times.
The new Council have before them
every opportunity for doing better
than their predecessors Mave done—
perhaps, not altogether on account of
their own inaction—but in order that
‘they may succeed it is for them to act
in their corporate capacity mot as the
special representatives of this Ward or
that Ward, but of the citizens at large.
It is unquestionably their duty to safe-
guardtheir own particular constitu-
ents, but the good of the whole city
should be paramount to that of any
section of it.

always been willing, to pay its ser-
vants, who therefore ought to be the
best that it is possible to obtain, and
who, upon their merits alone, ought
to be employed and promoted. Whois
responsible for the condition of our
streets which both winter and summer
are in a state of chronic disgraceful-
ness? Whether we have the ther-
mometer at ten and fifteen below zero,
or the sun is beating upon us with
torrid heat, we never find our roads
and pathways what they ought to be,
and who is to blame? Is it due to
maladministration by the Committee,
or to niggardliness in making the ap-
propriations, or what is it? Our streets
are continually out of repair and are
ever filthy. To some extent it may be
said that considerable unsightliness
and lack of sanitary arrangements is
due to the fact that the people are ex-
pected themselves to do something to
regulate matters. This then becomes
everyone's business and being no one’s
in particular is neglected, whereas if
the Corporation took charge of our
streets, crossings and sidewalks, and
did the work well there would be a
uniformity about it, as well as a
thoroughness, the expense of which
would not be grudged by the tagpayers.
Let our Municipal authorities give this
suggestion a trial, or at any rabe let it
have their consideration. As we have
repeatedly pointed out, our police force
is in numbers inadequate to the guar-
dianship ofthis growing city. Were-
quire protection not alone from crim-
inals, but from that class of people who
habitually set our municipal ordi-
nances at defiance, that they only re-
spect when compelled to do so. There
can be little doubt that the chic! is
embarrassed for lack of a sufficient
number of competent constables. The
force must be augmented ; and for the
protection they require the people will
not object to pay. On the subject of
the health of Montreal we have given
no uncertain sound, and we again urge
that not only should every condition

will “add thousands of dollars to
the skirmishing fund,” is of more im-
portance to Mr. Joyce, Mr. O'Donovan
Rossa and others, who are living on
the contributions sent in by confiding
servant girls and hard working but
deceived Irishmen, than the lives and
property of other people, or than the
ultimate welfare of Ireland itself.

The Lenten lectures which Rev. Dr.

The
attitude—as had been indicated in
George Eliofs “ Middlemarch”— of
many pure, truo, sweet souls was look-
ing for a mission, and‘ it was almost in
vain that, in society, as now consfi-
tuted, she should find one worthy of
herself. He paid a tender tribute to
many worthy women of the great city,
‘who in their Belf-sacrificings “were.
showing wonderful things, and. fulfil-
ling a mission that God would crown
some day as among the highest works
in his kingdom. - He deplored the
movement of the age to banish God
from the world, to bring religion with
her mysteries to an end, and to expel
her from view as a degrading super-
stition. He continued :—* All the
world through, men are in revolt
against God's word and law ; the scep-
tic, the rationalist, the agnostic, are
making prodigivus efforts to direct
public opinion, to control the press
and fo imbue the community with
their principles—honestly, no doubt,
and under the impression that Christi-
anity is a superstition, the Bible an
uninspired volume, and the Church, a
barrier to progress. : And the leading
advocates of women's rights, female
suffrage and similar projects are either
in open league with those revolution-
ists or mute when in their company.
Here, then, is a mission for aChristian
woman, for the daughters of the
Church. A mission worthy of your-
selves ; one which may be combined
with yourdaily work ; one which gives
to you the discipline which blesses
self, the power to bless others. “It is to
do what you can to stem the flood, to
strive to revive the faith in the hearts
of those who have lost. it, to resist the
forces of secularism and naturalism
and maintain the old Christian ideas.”

 

WHE LOCAL LEGISLATURE.

The Toronto Globe says:—-“ Feur-
teen out of sixty-five is the entire
strength in numbers of the Liberal
party in the Quebec Legislature. In
all the other elements, of political
strength, however, thèy ‘command re-
spect. The lofty character of Mr. Joly
is a bulwark in their ranks. He has
handed over the leadership of the Op-
position to the Hon. Mr. Mercier,
whom he supports with all his heart.
This chief of the Quebec Liberals is in
the prime of life, and possesses re-
markable abilities. He is an aeknow-
lodged orator among an eloquent race.
In debate the champions of the- Gov-
ernment are as ehildren in his hands.
He has the cause of the people at his
back, and is fighting with all the
weapons of a skilful leader to check
the reign of reckless extravagance and
foul corruption that has so long dis-
graced his Province.” The above is
an apt description of Mr. Mercier, of
the influence he wields among his
friends, and of the manner in which
he deals with the champions of the
Government. The administration can-
not forever resist the continuous wear-
ing which his attacks make upon them
and they are extremely anxious to get
away from under the eye that reads
them through and through, and the
voice whose denunciations they dread.
Accordingly Mr. Mousseau announces
his intention of proroguing the House
before Easter and, in consequence,
considerable private legislation will
haveto lie over, a signal proof that the
occupants of the Treasary Benches
care more to retain their portfolios
than to do what the requirements of
the public demand. The progress
which they have made this session
with the work there was before them
would, were it not that they were paid
a lump sum per session, lead ome to
suppose that they were working on
time rather than on piece. They have
sat and incubated but they have
brought forth nothing or comparative-
ly so, and now they are anxious to
leave the nest.

 

 
INTERNATIONAL DETECTIVES,

The suggestion of Russia that an in-
ternational detective force be formed
to look after Anarchists, Nihilists
Socialists, and other organized disturb-
ers of the peace appears to have met
with the approval of France, Switzer
land and Austria. Ite necessity will
be apparent when we remember that
almost every eivilized country is
troubled with organizations of this
class, which have slain rulers, wrecked

whole sections of cities, and carried

murder and pillage into the heart of

many communities. Offenders of this

class have operated in such a manner

that it is only by the employment of

 

 

danger in every country; they have
their ramifications all through them,
and it is for the mutual interest of all
that the proposal of Russia receive
the earnest attention of all the Powers.
Russia so far has been the greatest suf-

ferer, but any other nation may be the
next, the United States even may be-
come the object of attack. The scum
and offscourings of Europe have found
their haven in the cities of the Union,
whose institutions they might some day
undertake to overthrow. The con-
spiracies that are already afloat are so
vast, 80 subtle and so comprehensive
that unless constituted authority com-
bines to destroy them we may witness
before we are aware of it something
not unlike the inauguration ofthe em-
pire of anarchy.

I. PATRICK.

The New York Herald says it is the
extreme of absurdity to call St. Patrick
an Irishman, and it is “nonsensical to
urge that he was a Scotchman, for
what Scot ever did anything in Ire-
land but make money and find fault
with the natives? Nor could he have
been a Roman, for he did not exact
tribute or put on airs. All evidence
supports the theory that St. Patrick
was an Englishman. England was the
country nearest Ireland, so from where
would a man be more likely to come ?
St. Patrick understood the Irish nature,
which no Englishman of the present
day does ; but the Saints mind had
not been muddled by thousands of
contradictory essays, speeches, and
policies.

A Robber at Thirteen Who Found No
Future Fortune for Him in Crime

CLAPPING THE BILLOES ON THE GENTLEMEN
HE SOUGHT.

The year 1814 was the most remarkable
of his life, on account of the important
captures which followed one another.
Burglars, thieves, criminals of all classes
to become an easy prey to his rare detectve
genius. About this time a great many
murders were eommitted on all the roads
leading to the capital, without it being
possible to discover the perpetrators of the
crimes. In vain the police had kept a
strict watch on the actions of all suspected
persons, but their utmost diligence was
fruitless, when a fresh crime accompanied
with circumstances of the most horrid
nature, supplied them with hints, from
which they could at length anticipate bring-
ing the culprits to justice. A man named
Fontaine, a butcher living at Labourtille
was on his way to a fair in the district of
Corbell, carrying with him his leather bag,
in which he had safely deposited, as he sup-
posed, 1, 500 francs.

HIMSELF,

when a sétond blow, more violent than the
first, brought him to the ground. Imme-
diately the other robber, armed with a short
dagger, threw himself upon him, and dealt
murderoug blow afier blow till he believed
his victim‘was dead. He quickly stripped
him of the contents of his money bag,
after which they made off, leaving him
weltering in hisgore. Happily passengers,
directed by his groans. came to Bis sUCCOT,
and discovered the wretched man, whom
the freshness of the air had recalled to his
senses. Information was immediately de-
spatched of the crime, Fontaine was re-
moved to the hospital, and in a short time
was out of dapger. ‘Accurate impressions
were taken of the footmarke, buttons, frag-
ments of japer dyed in blood, and every
insignificantthing at the scene of the crime,
with hopes of fastening the offence upon the
Assassin.
One of the pieces of paper, which ap-

peared to have been hastily torn off to wipe
the blade of the knife, were observed some
written characters, but they were without
auy counecting sense. The attorney gener-
al, however, attached great importance to
the explanation of this fragment, and upon
more closely exploring the spot where Fon-
taine had been lying, a second morsel was
picked up, and by attaching the pieces. to-
rether they ciphered out the address, and
usiness, and town of a certain man, but so

indistinctly that it was hard to say who he
was. Vidocq was called in and opened the
campaign against the assassin,

CONCLUDED HOW THE PERFECT ADDRESS

SHOULD RUN,

This gave him the impression that the
ussassjns were in league with à wine mer-
chant., Hedirected his suspicions toward
æman named Raoul. This man he had re-
garded with suspicion for some time, and
the cabaret kept by him had long been
marked as the rendezvous of suspicious per-
sons. Raoul, moreover, had married the
sister of a liberated galley slave, and he felt
satisfied in his own mind that if the crime
was not committed by him at least it was
the work of his brother or some of his rela-
tives,
Every scheme laid by Vidocq to fasten

the crime upon Raoul for a long time was
circumvented, and he puthis place under
espionage. The detectives noticed that two
persons ‘of infamous character semed to be
on close terms of intimacy with the wine
merchant, and were frequently seen stealing
from the house in the gloom ofthe evening
and returning next morning greati
fatigued, and their clothes all spotted with
mud and dust. The detectives also noticed
à man visit this place who, for many rea-
sons, they had surmised to be one cf the
assassins sought for. He had a halt in his
gait, proceeding not so much for habitual
Tameness as from recent injury, and in per-
son and dress he was found to closely agree
with the description given by Fontaine of
one of the robbers.” Vidocq started one
evening, in disguise, to the wine merchaut’s
cabaret, remained there all night, and at 4
o’clock the next afternoon, when he began
to grow impatient of the success of his plan
he recognized a visitor by the name of
Court, whom he had previously suspected
of the crime.

He afterward arrested
Raoul, and,after putting the men in sep-
arate placesof confinement, Court finally
admitted that it was he who murdered tne
poulterer, and was somewhat surprised
that the man should have recovered after
the terrible beating and cutting that he
gave him. Vidocq then plied him with
questions as to other assassinations, and he
admitted that he had murdered several
people. At first he denied that he had any
accomplices, and at length he admitted
that Clare Raoul had participated in the
crime of which he was accused.
Vidoeq next sought to wring a confession

from Raoul. He stole in upon him sudden-
ly one ‘evening, when he was sleeping,
placed himself beside him, and whispered

gently in bis ear,in the hope ofleading him,
as under the influence of a dream, Lo ans-
wer the questions he put to him.
SOME UNINTELLIGIBLE WORDS ESCAPED MIN,
but it was impossible to make auy sense
out of them. This scene lasted & quarter
of an hour, when Vidocq asked what be
came of the knife with which he murdered
his victim. He gave a sudden start, utter-

He finally confessed, and
both men received the just reward for their
terrible crimes. In 1825, a suspicion which
had for some time been growing against
Vidocq became so generally believed thata
strong popular demand rose for his re-
moval. It was said, with what truth no
one can say now, that he was himself the
originator of many of the burglaries he was
so successful in ferreting out. He declared
the accusations vile slander, but popular
opinion was too strong and he had tu be
dismissed. | |
He became a paper menufacturer, and in

1854 established a trade protection Society,
which was nothing less than a commercial
agency for furnishing information in regard
to business men’s habits and solvency for
the protection of their creditors. He suce-
eeded in this as in other lines. Hemade
uite a hit in literature, too, publishing in
844 a revision of his autobiography, which

be had first put out in 1829. It had beena
failure then, but on the second edition,
Eugene Sue’s famous novel, The
Mysteries of Paris,” having takenthe town

MR. T. M. BRYSON.

Last night memorial services, having |
special reference to the recent decease or |!

r. T. M. Bryson and other persons, mem-
bers of the Dominion Square Methodist
Church, were held in the edifice, which
contained a crowded congregation. The
hymns, anthems and lessons had been se-
lected with due reference to the solemn
occasion, and, on their completion,the Rev.
B. A. Stafford, the pastor, announced as
his text Proverbs X, v 7 —¢ The meinory
of the justis blessed ;” an:l, added, the Rev.
gentleman, continuing the verse * butfthe
name of the wicked shall rot.” He pro-
ceededto say that nothing good was wholly
removed, but continued to live. Though
the «dead be none the less dead yet ardent
affection found consolation in what they
had left behind. One of the world’s most
valuable possessions was the study of the
influence upon mankind of the me-
mory of a truly good. life. He
remarkedthat the greater part of history

   

history which Napoleon, who now lay
underneath a magnificent monument in
Paris, had written, with that of JohnjCal-
vin, who slept in the humble grave at
Geneva. It seemed that God’s plan was
that good should be stamped with eternal
life, while the evil should perish. Goodness
he held never walked with aimless feet,
and in the light of goodness it was not
necessacy that its altar should be either
great or should occupy a great placein the
world. The rev. gentleman’s points were
forcibly illustrated by natural, his
torical and scriptural references. He
went on to remark upon the
inroads that had been made by death
uponhis church during the last few weeks;
mentioning Mr. John Kelsey, whose life
had beena triumph through Jesus, and of
Mr. William Riley, who had been full of
religious wealth. Of him, one of the most
influential pastors had said that he had
felt some power was gone, since he knew
Mr. Riley prayed for him. He might him-
self say the same. He felt that im the
death of Mr. Thomas Macfarlane Bryson
no ordinary man had been removed. The
characteristics which had struck himin
the deceased were his symmetry of charac
ter, his even balance. If he had not been
capable of working up his feelings to ex-
ternal manifestation he had what was
better, the sincere conviction that he was
on the right side and in the right direction.
He sympathized with life, and with charity
was ready to explain the errors of those
with whom he came in contact. He
bad much practical wisdom which was
conscience pre-eminent quality. He had
à wise conscience and his was his wise
counsellor, his prudence somewhat over-
balancing his other qualities. He
was a truly humble man ; still he did not
shrink from grave responsibilities, doing
work which few saw and for which he
failed to obtain credit. His character was
beautifully unselfish. He had, moreover,
the elements and development of a most
unyielding integrity. Like the growing
boy his plans were transparent; he was
always on the broad highway and in the
open gate. He was truly benevolent, his
testimony being written in every public
charity as well as in private avenues. His
heart throbbed with generous kindness.
He was no bigotjbut wasja man of the most
refined sensibility, of deep, even and earnf
est piety. His religious life
for thegast sixteen years had been the his-
tory of the Dominion Square Church. He
might say that he had seen every stone
laid in the superstructure, as well as every
onc that had been placed in the spiritual
building. No one could be more thor-
oughly identified with anything than he
had been with this church, which was his
best and most lasting monument.

THE FEAST OF PURIM.

THE GREAT HEBREW FEAST—HOW
IT WILL BE CELEBRATED IN
MONTREAL.

The Hebrew community in Montreal are
at present making active preparations for
the due observance of the Feast of Purim,
which comiences at the setting of the sun
on Thursday next and continues for two
whole days. The festival, which is one of
the greatest in the Jewish calendar, is the
commemoration of the saving of the Jews
by Esther. The eventful story connected
with the dayis well known. Briefly told,
King Ahasheaus had consented to allow a
decree to go forth from Haman that all the
Jews in the land should be put to death.
Haman was a servant who had won the
admiration of the King. He was promoted
to a high position, and the people bowed
down to himas they entered the city, But
Mordecai, a rightesus Jew, refused to wor-
ship him. Haman then issued a decree
that all the Hebrews should be pat to
death. Esther, who had been appointed
Queen by the King on account of her
beauty, was a religious Jewess who had
been adopted by Mordecai. She, on hear-
ing of the sad fate that was to befall her
people, went to the King and the decree
was révoked. Haman was executed on
the gallows that was erected for the hang-
mg of Mordecai. The latter was then pro-
moted to a high position in the palace.
In this the Hebrews saw the hand of
Providence, which they declared directed
Esther and thus enabled lier to save the
Jews. ln consequence the diy was made
one of great rejoicing among the Hebrew
community and has continued so
down to the present day, and
on Thursday next the Jewish people
in Montreal will join with their brethren
throughout the world in making the day
one of great rcjoicing. The eveningof
Thursday will be especially observed with
much solemnity, to com:nemorate the fast
which Esther ordered among the Jews,
while she was pleading with the king. The
various synagogues will also be opened for
worship aud the book of Esther recited, ac-
companied by prayers and hymns of
thanksgiving, the services continuing
through Friday. The general custom is to
commemorate the feast bythe affluent dis-
tributing alms among their poorer brethren
and the day on the whole will be one of
great rejoicing and thankfulness.

 

 

HOLY WEEK.

THE CELEBRATION OF THE PAS-
SION SEASON IN MONTREAL.

Palm Sunday, the beginning of Holy
week, during which Catholic and Episco-
palian churches join in commemorating
the closing scenes ofour Saviour’s life, was
observed in Montreal yesterday according
to the usual custom, The blessing of Palm
branches and other evergreens, in the
various Catholic churches ofthe city, was
carried out as usual and distributed to the
people to be taken home by them and kept
until another year is ont. The ser-
vices at Notre Dame Cathedral,
the Church of the Gesu, and St.
Patrick’s Church were unusually
impressive. Holy Week, upon which we
have now entered, is termmed so because it
is commemorative of Christ's death for the
redemption of mankind. The greater
number of Protestant Churches do not
solemnize the week by any special service.
but the Lutheran Churches, the Roman
Catholic and Episcopalian Churches all
have special services, and preparations are
now being made for the observance of the
weck by the Montreal churches. On Wed-
nesday, Thursday and Friday cvenings,
the office of lentine, consisting of the
matins, and lauds for thexfollowing morn-  ings will be chanted in the Catholic

churches. On Thursday Pontifical Hich
Mass will be celebrated at the Notre Dame
Cathedral, when Bishop Fabre will per-
form the consecration of the holvoils, and
also the ceremony oï the washing of the
feet. This-day 15 kept in commemoration
of the institution of the Eucharist and the
priesthood of the new.law. The Bishop,
assisted by twelve priests, after mass, in
full sacerdotal costumes, consecrates the
oils used in the administration of the
sacraments, etc. The Bishop afterwards
washes the feet of twelve poor persons,
while the choir sings the words ofSt. John,
“Mundatum novum do vobis,” “A new
commandment give unto you.” The day
Is commonly known by the name of
Maundy Thursday. During the Gloria
in Evrelsis of Thursday’s Mass all the bells
will be rung and remain silent until the
Gloria in Excelsis in the Mass of Holy
Saturday. On Good Friday the altar is
decorated with black, signifying the
desolation of the Church, the pro-
phecies pertaining to the story of
Christ's =suffering are sung, the
adoration of the Cross is performed and
the Passion chanted. On Holy Saturday
the services commence with the blessing
of the ¢ new fire,” the blessing of the
Paschal candle, the emblem of Christ
arisen, the chanting of those passages in
the Old Testament pointing to Christ’s re-
surrection and then the blessing of the
baptismal fonts. Outhis day the services
of Holy Week are brought to a close and
the festivities of Easter week, the com-
memoration of Christ’s resurrection, com-
mence.

LEGAL INTELLIGENCE.

COURT OF QUEEN'S BENCH—
CROWN SIDE.

(Before Hon. Justice Ramsay)
MoxTREAL, March 17.

The Court of Queen’s Bench resumed at
10.30 o’clock this morning.
Present—Hon. Justice Ramsay.
Messrs. C. P. Davidson, Q.C..and J. A.

Ouimet, Q.C., M.P., for the Crown.

THE LONGUE POINTE MURDEN.

The trial of Timothy Milloy, charged
with the murder of William Nesbitt at
Longue Pointe, was then resumed.

C. A. Dugas, Police Magistrate for the
City and District of Montreal, being sworn,
stated that on the day after the shooting he
went with the prisoner to the house where
the wounded man was lying. The house
was that of Mrs. Grece, mother-in-law of
the deceased. The deceased was sitting in
an arm-chair up-stairs. His relations
made some objections to the witness seeing
the wounded man, but finally they con-
sented, and he went up-stairs, immediately
followed by the prisoner, who was in
charge of the Chief of Hochelaga Police
Trempe.
Mr. Monk, counsel for the defence, asked

the Court what the object ofMrDugas’ ex-
amination was.
His Honour said that the object of the

evidence would declare itself shortiy.
Mr. Dugas, continuing, said that there

were several persons present in the room
whenhe arrived. The witness at once ad-
dressed himself to the deceased. Im-
mediately afterward a deposition taken by
Mr. Mousseau, J. P., was shown him and
he read it aloud. The wound was in the
left side of the neck, a little in rear of the
ear. It was apparently caused by a bullet.
The prisoner was at witness’ right side and
Nesbitt on the left. He was about two feet
from Nesbitt. "Witness went to take the
statement of the deceased on the same day
on which he was wounded. Mr. Nesbitt
told him that the prisoner had been in his
employ until the day previous, when
he was discharged for misconduct. The
next day he went to the stable between 5
and 5.30 a.m. to attend to his cattle. Wit-

 

ness believed from the conversation of the,
deceased that he was a milkman. Nesbitt
continued that when he went to the stable
he found the prisoner there. The prisoner
asked him if he would take him back.
Nesbitt replied that he would, but that
owing to his previous conduct he would
pay himless than he had been giving him.
Te then stooped over one of the milk cans
in the stable when he suddenly heard the
noise of a detonation and felt himself
wounded in the neck. He had around his
neck a red woollen comforter. Mr. Nes-
bitt showed this to witness, and said that
the black spot upon it was not there pre-
vious to the report and the wound. Asthe
time it was shown to the witness it smelt
strongly of powder. After the report the
prisoner asked Mr. Nesbitt what was the
matter with him, and as the latter ran from
the stable Lie struck him twice on the head
with a wooden shovel, smashing the shovel.
He then ran to the house and hurrying in-
to the kitchen dropped unconscious on the
floor. He had, no doubt, the intention of
the prisoner was to kill him. While mak-
ing his statement Mr. Nesbitt remarked to
the prisoner that he freely forgave him
for what he had done and that he would
pray God to pardon him. The only time
the prisoner spoke during the exnmination
was to ask if Nesbitt had not run after him
and thrown him down. Nesbitt, however,
denied it, saying that if such were the case
he must have done it unconsciously in self
defence. Nesbitt also told the prisoner Lie
ought to pray for pardon. The deceased
wished to speak farther in the same strain,
but witness stopped him. He then went
on to say that he might die from the
wound, but he did not want to die for both
their sakes. The prisoner heard all that
we said. He did not say a single word dur-
ing the examination, except to put the
question referred to above.
Henry William Nesbitt, father of the de-

ceased, said, on the day of the shooting, he
fou $the cover of a cap box in the horse
stat) 5 gave it to Mr. Fred Grece.
Frederick Grece said lhe was a farmer

living at Longue Point ; received a cover of
a cap box fromthe last witness on Satur-
day, 20th of "January; handed the same to
Chief of Police Trempe; recognized the
cover produced in Court as the one given |
to Mr. Trempe.
Thomas George Roddick, M.D., said he

had been called upon to attend Mr. William
Nesbitt on the 19th of January last, and
reached the house of Mrs. Grece between
10 and 11 o’clock in the morning; knew
Mr. Nesbitt before that day; found a
wound about an inch below the left ear; it
was a round wound it looked to be about
two lines in diameter; the edges of it were
inverted ; the skin around !t was burnt,
and there were marksof powder ou the
neck ; examined the wound with a probe;
then. examined the mouth and throat and
found an opening at the middle line of the
throat, behind the palate; thought a
bullet had gone into the mouth; in-
jected a weak solution of carbolic acid
and found that it entered the mouth;
following the line of the bullet, witness
examined the right side, and there found a
painful swelling which deceased attributed
to the blow of a shovel ; deceased had a
rough pulse, was feverish and excited ; the
right cheek was considerably swollen,
which interfered with the discoveryof the
bullet; thought the swelling was caused
by a blow, with something having a large
surface ; thoughtit quite possible that the
bullet may have escaped by the mouth;
dressed the woundin the ordinary surgical
way ; used antescptic dressing to prevent
blood poisoning, and ordered the patient
to be kept quiet, and to be fed on a liquid
diet ; sawtie patient daily aud some times

| twice a day ; the patient did well for the
first few days after receiving the wound ;
on the Tuesday following the shooting the
swelling the cheek had subsided ; Dr.
Mount assisted the witness in dressing the
wound ; on the Wednesday witness found  

the patient was threatened with Zetenus, or
lockjaw; lockjaw causes exhaustion of the
patient, and prevents the mouth from being
opened; the usual remedies for lockjawwere

Witness was subjected to a vigorous
Cro-=-examnination by the counsel for the
detence.

Dr. Mousseau was also examined and
gave corroborative evidence to ‘he last
witness.
The case had not been concluded when

the hour for adjomrninent arrived and the
jury were accordingly locked up until
Monday morning.

Parliamentary Committees.

The Committee on inter-provingial

trade met this morning and examined Mr.
James A. Chipman, flour and commission

merchant, Halifax. He said that he
regarded a reduction of freight as of para-
mount importance to the true develop-

ment of inter-provincial trade and the

proper exchange of commodities which
were natural to the several provinces east
snd west, and out of which we must

anticipate the building up of our internal

trade, and he lookedupon the water ways

of the St.Lawrenceand Lakes as the natural
channelfor the development of this trade.
To show that there was not enough com-
etition in freights he said that he had
known it to cost more to take a bag of
flour from Toronto to Halifax than from

Chicago to Liverpooi, there being severe

competition in the latter case, and thatit
had been cheaper to take a bag of flour
from Chicago to Halifax by way of Mont-

real and Liverpool, England, than from
Chicago to Halifax direct. He suggested
that a weekly line of propellors should be
subsidized by Parliament to run between
the Niagara Port districts and Point
Levis in connection with the Intercolonial
Railway distributing to all points of the
Lower Provinces the food supply and
manufactured goods of est and
take back coal, fish and fish

éils, West India goods, etc, as

far West as it was possible to cultivate
à market for them. Four propellors, with
» capacity of about 5,000 barrels each,
could be secured, he thought, for a sub-
sidy of from $35,000 to $40,000. The en-
tire food supply for man and beast in the
Maritime Provinces, he estimated at
2,500,000 barrels annually and on account
of the high freights the cost ofliving there
was very high. In the summer season
vessels from Boston to Nova Scotia ports
charged 13 cents per barrel freight, which
showed the necessity for cheap freights
from Western Canada in order to suc-
cessfully compete for this trade. He
thought the North-West was just the kind
required to manufacture the flour that was
voll in the West India market.

The
brigade was soon on hand, but it was seen
that they could not save the building.
The large quantity of liquors kept in the
store, aided the flames very largely. The
stock was completely destroyed, as also
the furniture of Mr. Samuel Harris and
Mr. Dejoire, clerk in the store. Mr.
Harris lost a great deal in diamond,rings,
etc. His loss is partially covered. The
insurances are Gingras & Langlois, on

NEw York, March 17.—Mr. Alexander

condemns in the most vigorous language
the dynamite policy of warfare advocated
by Messrs. O'Donovan Rossa and other
nationalists in America. The ground upon
which his sweeping denunciations rest is
a high moral one. He contends that if
these murderous methods are justifiable—
if there is no God, no religion, no moral-
ity, no conscience to judge and regulate
human conduct by—that men may
imitate the tiger and the hyena,
and all resorts will prove the same.
But the Irish people believe
in God, and in a tribunal established by
him to justly judge anf wisely direct the
thoughts and actions of mankind. Of all
subjects, blood spilling or life-taking is
the one on which, among Catholics es-
ecially, individuals are not allowed to

be the sole judges for themselves. After
pointing out the fact that such methods
of murderous and secret warfare are

home by making tho British Government

Lady Florence Dixie Assaulted
By Two Disguised Men.

THE RESULT OF HER FREE SPEECH

Loxnpox, March 18.—Lady Florence
Dixie was attacked at Windsor yesterday
by two men disguised in womens clothes.
Her dress was cut with a dagger in sqveral
Places, but she received no injury. dy
lorence was walking in a secluded spot

near the woods when two men asked her
what the time was. She replied she had
no watch and afterwards noticed, though
they wore womens clothes, that their
faces had been shaved. Much alarmed,
she started to walk away, followed by the
men, one of whom seized her. She
struggled to escape, but seeing their dag-
gers, fell in a swoon. This occurred at 4
p. m. and she did not recover her
senges until 4.50. Lady Florence
has been prostrated to-day. Thestory of
the affair was clicited- from her only at
intervals. Saving her life is attributed
to her faithful dog which is supposed to
have protected her while she lay in the
swoon. Lady Florence had no reason to
suspect immediate danger, althoughshe
has been somewhat fearful since the re-
ceipt of letters about the Land League.
The last thing she remembers is one of
the men pushing a quantity of mud into
her mouth. On recovering she found
Loth palms were cut across, and her
gloves severed. There were two dagger
oles two inches apart in the right breast

of her dress. Her broad steel corset rib
was broken by the weapon, which pene-
trated to the inner lining of her dress.
Lady Florence supposes she unconsciously
struggled with the men, assisted by the
dog, until the scoundrels were disturbed
by a cart passing the woods. She receiv-
ed threatening letters while in Ireland
lately. One of the men wore a green
dress and a large hat witha veil. À veil-
ed man attempted the assassinatisn. No
arrests have been made. The police have
a slight clue. It is believed thescoundrels
were bitten by the dog iu the struggle.
Lonpon, March 19.---Much sensation

has been caused by the attack on Lady
Florence Dixie, and many enquiries have
been made after her health. In answerto
enquiries she says her head is confused
and painful. She supposes the miscreants
stunned her.

QUEBEC, March 18.
After the St. Patrick procession yester-

day, à public meeting was held at the
Champlain Market, when the following
resolutions were unanimously adopted :—

‘Whereas, as in Ireland tyranny has
now reigned supreme, and since the days
of Cromwell there has not been seen such
despotic interference with personal free-
dom as that which now overshadows that
country from the precints of Dublin
Castle, and, Whereas also dire distress
prevails througheut the land, and the
rulers of Ireland, though fully aware of
the existence of such destitution, crimi-
nally refuse to our people any assistance
other than that of the poor house, or of
emigration,
Resolved—That we, the Irishmen of

Quebec, deeply sympathize with our peo-
le in the old land in the abyss of misery,

into which the rule that they have under-
gone has plunged them, and in which they
are ruthlessly detained, and that we can
find no_terms strong enough to express
our indignation against that inhuman
rule which causes such results, Whereas
as one of the iniquities of that rule con-
sists in the use of an obsolete English
statute for the purpose of stifling the
right of fair political discussion,
and under which disused barbarous
law and for the mere exercise of that right
and for having refused to commit self-
abasement by entering into a bail bond to
be in future of good betaviour by there-
after being quite silent onthe effectsof that
rule. Messrs. Davitt, Healy, Quinn and
Harrington are now imprisoned with
solitary confinement for 22 hours each
day. We heartily approve of their con-
duct in thus thrusting aside the self-de-
gradation so sought to be forced upon
them, and we deeply sympathize with
those true sons of Ireland who glory in
such incarceration.
