THE GOLDRING CASE.

In this case, Mr, . X. St. Charles, Pre-
sident of the Hochelaga Bank, continned
his evidence Monday atternoon as follows,
in cross~examination by Mr, Edward Car-
ter, Q.C.;~Witness saw, from Goldring’s
deeds to Paquet, that he had received
money ; saw Goldring for the first time at
the bank in July or August last; asked
Paquet who Goldring was; Paquet re-
plied : “ He isa London millionaire, whose
acquaintance I made on the road between
Montreal and Quebec; he is to become
oue of our depositors and will be a geod
customer;” Goldring’s  pass-book was
produced, showing that he was a depositor
at the Hochelaga Bank; this witness ad-
mitted ; on the 26th September, $12,500,
and 19th October $65,000 were paid to
Goldring ; defendant must have known that
Paguet was but & salaried bank cashier;
when Paquet teld Goldring he would be
short in his cash, the latter must have
known Paquet was using the bank’s funds,
Witness knew this from what Paquet had
told kim, and also from the fact that Pa-
quet had asked witness for a loan of $50,-
000 from the bank; on the 26th Septem-
ber Goldring sold Paquet one-eighth of the
land, and five-eighths on the 19th October ;
to the best of witness® knewledge, Gold-
ring delivered up only four-eighths of
the land; could not swear to this
personally; thought such was the case
from the deeds he had seen ; to the best of
his knowledge, Paquet had told him he
had only received one-eighth of the land in
all ; Paquet had made these admissions
after witness had discovered that Paquet
was a defaulter to the extent of $77,000
and more ; Paquet never told witness that
Goldring owed him $13,000 ; it was on the
26th February last that witness learnt that
Paquet had acquired shares in the phos-
phate mine ; on learning this, the direc-
tors counted the money in the vault, took
away the keys from him and examined the
books, which showed that several transac—
tions had taken place between Goldring
and Paquet ; by March 4Ath, the cash was
counted by witness and two directors ; the
accountant conducted the investigation as
to the transactions and drafts that had
%nssed between Goldring and Paquet ;

aquet told witness privately he had paid
away $77,500, perhaps more ; the money
had last been counted on the 31st Decem ber,
and go the directors knew how much there
ought to be ; on that date there was $830,-
600 in the baunk; on the 4th March there
was a deficit of $87,950 ; some of the books
belonging to the bank were inspected on
the 31st of December, but not all. Wit-
ness supposed, but could not affirm posi-
tively that Paquet had transferred to Mr.
Ledug, a director of the bank, the land he
had bought ; could not say whether Leduc
accepted this transfer in his owa interest,
or in that of the bank ; supposed Mr, Le-
duc had acted in the interests of the bank ;
besides recouping themselves for their loss
by land acquired by Mr. Leduc there was a
%uarsmee policy of the Canada Guarantee

ompany, and Paquet held fifty-six shares
in the Hechelaga Bank, which the bank
had taken possession of; Paquet told wit-
ness he had given Goldring authority to
sell the property for $200,000 ; according
to Pagquet, the property was of no incon-
csiderable value; the directors of the bank
advised Mr. Leduc to visit the mine and
make a report thereon. This he did.

Yesterday morning the case was resumed
before the ﬁon. Mr, Justice Mackay, Mr.
St, Charles continued the evidence by sta-
ting that between the issuing of the first and
the second writ of capias, he had re-
ceived no additional information respecting
Goldring’s alleged intention to leave the
country; knew Goldring and Paquet had
been intimate friends ; 18 not aware that
the bank has control of the mining property.
To the best of witness’ belief had not
Goldring conspired with Paquet to defraud
the bank, witness would not have had any
other grounds of action against defendant
for damages.

To Mr. Beique—Had often complained
to Paquet of his intimacy with Goldring at
the bank, and warned him that it might
end in injury to the bank. In examining
Paquet’s accounts of the affairs of the bank
on 3lst December, the directors had sc-
cepted Paquet’s memo. of the state of the
sirculation and securities held by the bauk,
the legal tenders short having been made
good by Paquet’s borrowing for the occa-
sion.

Hexry WiLniax Gororixe, the defen-
dant, who had been brought up from gaol
on a writ of iabeas corpus ad testificandum,
was sworn in accordance with the Hebrew
formuls, and examined by Messrs, .W. 'II.
Kerr, QC., andBeique. The following in-
terrogatories were submitted : — !

Tha2 attempt to revive theancient glories
(1) of Shrovetide has not been very suc-
cessful. The resuscitation of the old “Pro-
cession of Fat Oxen,” with its cbariots,
lictors, Olympian deities, washerwomen in
book-muslin and tinsel, carpenters in fancy-
classic accoutrementes, and miscellaneous
incongruities in paper foliage and flowers,
“attributes”” of trades, and masks of varis
ous ugliness, was found impracticable, and
the compact crowds on the Boulevards had
little elsa to repay their obgervation than
a few scores of masksand costumed figures,
principally childrer, and some half-dozen
fanciful vehicles filled with youths in
caricature costumes, more or less success-
ful.
But the making and eating of crepes
(the French pancake) has gone on with a
zeal that tells well for the vitality of the
custom, as well as for that of the s:omachs
that may have digested, without inconve-
nience, the loads of fried batter thus in-
flicted upon them, ‘I'ne French people al-
ways make these pancakes of water instead
of milkso; that they are lighterfand less
loathery than their English congluers.
In the making of them, at this season,
the  whole famiiy often  takes
part; coat-sleeves are rolled up,
aprons are put op, ‘and  pa-
rents, children, and ftriends go into
the kitchen (which has been specially pre~
pared for the occasion), and all take part
in beating up the egge, measuring the
sugar, grating the spice, mixing the but-
ter, ladling the same on to the fryingpan,
turning the pancakes, and piling them on
the dish whence they will be conveyed in
trinmph to the dining-room when not de-
voured standing then aud there, as is often
their fate, amidst the jokes and laughter
of the party. Among the lower classes,
in this country, especially in the rural dis-
tricts, it is considered “unlucky” to let
Shrovetide pass without having eaten
these pancakes; and any one whe, having
omitted this observance, shonld experience
any marked misfortune in the course of
the year, would be pretty sure to conclude,
in common with all bis, or her, acquaint-
ances, that the *“ill-luck * was due to hav-
ing failed to eat crepes during the three
“¥at Days” that precede Ash-Wednesday.

No official announcement has yet been
made in regard to the

RETURN OF THE GOVERNMENT TO PARIS;

but it is believed that the measure has
been determined upon, and that it will be
put into execution immediately after
Easter.

The grave dignity with which the new
President of the Legislative Chamber
holds sway among the discordant elements
submitted to the ringing of his official bell
is still exciting aurprineﬁ commentaries on
the part of the Parisiame, who, know-
ing his passionate. and impulsive
temperament, and the chrenic irrepressi-
bility of his habitual deportment as a De-
puty, have not been without apprehension
a8 to the manner in which he would pro.

post. The new President hae, mereover,
shown himeelf even more rigid in the ag-
plication of Parliamentary rules to the
members of the Left than to those of the
Right. The defeat of the Extreme Left,
on Friday, in the vote of the Amnesty, has
been still further embittered for the losing
fuction of the Chamber by the truly Dra-
conian severity with which he called his
angry and unruly friends to order, in the
violent episodes that marked the progress
of the sitting; the Extreme Right, how-
ever, being equally angry and coming in
for a good share of rePrimaud and calls to
order;  Ome of the victims of the Presi-
dential severities, Mr. Huon de Penanster,
attempted to revenge himself by a memen-
to quia addressed to the implacable oc-
cupant of the Chair: *“I thought,” said
this gentlemar, who was called to
order for repeated interruptions,
“that M. Gambetta might have had wore
indulgence for me, espevially when I re
collect that a celebrated speaker on this
side (referring to Gambetta himself) has
has been in the habit of interrupting, dnd
that, at asitting not very remote (that of
the 1st February, 1878,) he was allowed to
interrupt the debates eighteen times with.
out being once called to order.” To this
home-thru.t M. Gambetta instantly re-
plied, in the following words, which will
doubtless become historical :—* Whatever
may have beem my shortcomings as De~
paty,” he observed, with his most dignified
air, “the miseion confided to me by the
Chamber will be fulfilled regularly and cor-
rectly. And, to epesk plainly, I beg my
colleagues to consider that thess reflections
on my past cannot affect me, ior they only
refer the to Deputy Gambetts, while theoc-
cupant of this chairis the President of the
Chamber.”

which he cceupied before the war,

If he
obtains the highest place in the Third
French Republic, as it is tolerably cerlain
that he will do, it seems probable that he
will disappoint alike his friends and his
enemies, by adopting a policy as nearly
reassembling that of a constitutional
Monarch as may be possible under the cir-
cumstances ; in which case it might not
unnaturally become a question with his
friends and the public, whether it was
worth while to wupeet three dynastics
simply to put M. Gambetts in the place of
& Bourbon, a scion of the House of Orleans,
or a Napoleon ? !

The Republican papers, meantime, have
naturally, for the most part, been channt-
ing tho praises of the “three glorious
days” of February, 1845; one notable ex-
ception to this Concert, however, is the
murmur of discouragement exbaled by M.
Emile de Girardin, one of the many who
have accldimed every political reigme that
has established in France since the fall of
the First Empire, has first profited by each
in succession, and has then helped to over-
turn them all, one after the other.

“Im placing the date of February 24,
1848, at the head of an article,” says M. de
Girardin, *‘it is impossible to withstand
the invasion of a feeling of decp discour-
agement.”

Between February 24, 1848, to February

have they left behind them?

“Is France larger than she was before
that date?” I
“She issmaller; for, thoughshe hasgair-

The side of her territory where
she has neither sea nor rivers, nor moun-
tains for ramparts, is just the side where
she has grown wesker than she was then.

“ IsFrance freer tban she was before
that date ?

“ Of all the laws which have been passed
in regard to the press, the law of 1819 is
still the most liberal ; and up to the pre-
sent time, the right of meeting, and the
right of sssociation, have never ceased to
be subj.cted to the regime which requires
the obtaining of a permit b.fore either
can be exercised. . . . O Revolation of
1848, commonly styled the €glorious!
continues M. de Girardin, ** to what, and
to whom, have you been of any use during
these last thirly years ?7 What have you
changed 7 What have you improved?
And how is it pessible not to be saddened
in aeking this most affiicting question #”

It would be a happy thing for France if
M. de Girardin were not the only French-
man to srrive at the conclusion that
violent revolutionary upheavingsand over-
throwings may perhaps not be, after all, the
most effectual methods for ensuring nation-
al progress and well-being.

The disasters occasioned by the

INUNDATIONS

of the great rivers areattaining formidable
proportions; the south.west of F'rance expe-
cially having suffered from the terrible
tornado of a few daye age, as well aa frem
the overflow of all the rivera. From Boi-
deaux to Toulouse, the couniry is covered
with ruine. Whole villages have been
swept away bodily; all the low lying,
riverside towns are underwater, the people
going about in boats. The greater part
of the telegraph wires bave been destroy-
ed ; railways being under water, have
been swept away ; many lives lost, and
thousands of industricus people have been
ruined by the combined action of flood
and storm, which have awept awsy build-
ings of all kindr, torn up treer, devastated
vineyarde, orcherds, and gardens; and
turned one of the richest portions of France
into n scena of ruin and desolation. No
such floods have been seen in this country
for sixty years past; and almost every
other country is in the same predicament.

1t is to be hoped that the severity of the
suffering thus inflicted on the werld will
induce & general reconrse to the planting
of hills  with treee,ywhich is the sole
means of preventing inundationy., Mesers.
Agenor de Gasparin, Becquerel, and other
savants who have studied this highly im-
portant subject, are unanimons in declar-
ing that the flooding of the rivers is due to
the cutting down of forests, whereby the
sides of mountainus and bills and the
neighbourhood of rivers have been denu-
ded of their natural and necegsary cover-
ing, and urge on the Government the duty
of re-planting, in order to keep the rivers
and streams within their respective chan.
nels, “A well-wooded soi),”

EAY THESE AUTHORITINE,

“is like n sponge, Which allows no water
to escape until it is completely saturated ;
consequently, instead of allowing the rain
water to flow off as it falls, as does a seil
bare of trees, it holds the ramn, and gives
the moisture free play for permeating the
ground on which it falls. We may com-
pare twe pieces of ground, one wooded
and the other bare, to & roof of slate and
a roof of thatch; from the first, the ran,
from the very beginning of a shower, flows
off simultaneously, and rushes in torrents
from the gutters, which bécome dry al-
most as soon as the shower has passed.
The thatched roof, on the contrary, re-
cerves the rain, lets none of it escape until
it has become saturat:d, and, long after
the sky has cleared, continues to send off
the superfluous meisture gently, drop by

“ Woode1 soil acts as does the thatched

roof. It retains the rain until thoroughly
saturated, and retains its moisture long
after the treeless soil has become parched
ané dry.
“ Moreover, the rain does not, in wooded
regions, fall to the ground in its totality;
a considerable quantity is caught and held
by the leaves and branches, and the asper:-
ties of the bark, and is restored to the at-
mosphere by evaporation. The melting of
the snow, also, proceeds much more slowly
in wooded regions, as the ground is heated
less rapidly under trees than where ex-
posed to the full rays of the sun.

“ Nor is this all,” say the authorities

referred to, ** for forests destroy minsmata
and  purify the plains. A plantation,”
says M. Becquerel, ‘*‘opposes the pas-
sage of a carrent of p air,
laden with pestilential missmata, ani
preserves from its action the country
which lies bebind it, while the region tra-
versed by the pestilential current, being
devoid of trees, becomes the seat of result-
ing diseases, as 15 the case in regard to tho
treeless marshes of the Salogne and the
equally treeless Roueaa Campagna. Trees
act a8 & sieve, and purifies from putrescent
particles the air that passes through
them.”
After the terrible inundations of 1860
and 1864, excellent laws were passed by
the Faderal Chambers for enforcing the
planting of trees, with a view to destroying
the evil in its source; but these laws have
been allowed to remain inactive, and the
danger has consequently remained unabat-
ed, notwithstanding the excellent results
which have followed the planting of the
bills with trees, wherever this operation
has been carried on. For instance:—In
the department of the Tarn bed of the

LITTLE RIVER CAUNAU

was overflowed one-half the year and dry
the other ; since the old forest of Montout,
destroyed for the sake of its timber, has
been re-planted, the Caunau has regnined
its ancient proportions, never overflows,
and is never dry.

Tha great Company of the Mines of
Grand Combe, which, since 1838, has
planted with pines 780 acres of the banks
of the River Gardou, has thereby entirely
freed that region from the terrible inun-
dations with which it was visited every

BAT.

The favourite watering place of Bareges
was formerly ravaged every year by tem-
pests of snow. Since the Committee, sum-
moned and presided over by the late
Emperor,has re-wooded the sides of thesur-
rounding hille, the little town has enjoyed
n perfect immunity from its former disas-

Fl
The village of Audermatt, in Switzer-
land, owes its existence to the forest of
pine that clothe the surrounding hills, and
thst intercept the avalanches that are
constantly falling around it every Winter
and Spring.
The results of the last Cenmsus (1876)
have recently been made public, and show
that France now possesses 802,867 more
inhabitants than sbe had in 1872, The
population of this countryin 1876 was
36,905,788 souls. Of these, the population
of the towns was 11,971,454 ; that of the
rural districts was 24,034.834, of whom
19,000,000 live by agriculture, 10,600,000
persons cultivating their own land. French
commerce employs 3,837,000 persons; arts
and trader, 6, 40,000 persons; the liberal
professions, 1,500,000 persons; 2,000,000 of
persons live on their incomes, without
working for money or gain. There are
150,000 priests, pastors and rabbis; 165,-
000 public fanctionaries; 20,000 physi-
cians; 28,000 barristers, snlicitors, nota-
ries and bailiffa; bankers and business
agents number 9,000; literary men, 4,000.
It appears, fromirecent news in regard
to the matter, that the progrees of the

passengirs  having  successfully  op.
posed the nttempt of the owners of
the vessel to regain possessionof the same.
Another scientific traveller, M. Pinart,
Commander of the Seignelay, has m.ade a
curious and interesting discovery in the
Ile des Pagues, an island lost in the im.
mensity of the Pacific Ocean, where he and
the officers of his ship bave visited the 80
colossal statutes which have been vaguely
alluded to by other travellers, but which
have now been seen, examined, measured,
with an exactness that gettles affirmatively
the question of their existence. These
statutes are all mouoliths, they range
from ten te twelve metres in height. and
resemble, in style and workmanship, the
Colosei of Assyria and Ancient Egypt. By
whom, when, how, and why, these enor-
mous stones were quarried, hewn, and
rnised on the sites where they have
evidently been standing for many thou-
sands of years, are points that may pos-
sibly be elucicated in course of time, but
that are shrouded in deepest obscurity at

present.

1t is decided that a State Ball will be
given at the Elysee in the early part of
the coming month ; “ yecep-
tions”” of the new President of
the Republic are to be free to all who
like to attend them ; no invitations will
be issued ; those who present themselves
will be received on the signing of their
names and addresses in the register in the
vestibule.

by the way, is trying to organize relief for
uf. aut!exirs by the terrible fire which
has totally destroyed the little town of
Meyringen and several of theneighbouring
villages. The number of heavy casnalities
that have occurred this year, al! over
Europe, is as exceptionally large as is the
area of the present disastrous inunda-
ions.

i The works for re-building the Hotel'de
Ville are proceeding rapidly, though, from
the immense size of the edifice, which
covers nearly four acres of ground, the
P made is not very apparent. Be.
tween the 1st of April and the 9th of De-
cember, of last year, over twelve thousand
cubic yards of stone were laid, and the
great cornice, which runs along the coping
stone, will be finiched before the end of
this spring. A great part of the medelsfor
the sculpture wiil be executed this year;
the estimates for the same, for which a
credit of £48,000 will be proposed, are now
being prepared; 5o that the orders may be
distributed shortly. The magnificent feles
given by Baron Haussmann, the splendid
prefect of the Seine, through the most
splendid years of the late empire, are byno
means forgotten here; and a repetition of
such splendours, however foreign t) the sim-
plicity of the Spartan regime, which is
often supposed to be the characteristic of a
Republic (as though Athens were not also
a Republic), would be hailed with delight
by a large portion of the Republicans of
Paris.

One of the oldest and most persevering
‘of these who have dreamed of a French
Republic until their dream came trae, Dr.
Ulysse Trelat, has just departed this life,
at an age not much under a century. He
was the author of several esteemed medi-
cal works, and was, for almost the span of
an ordinary life-time, at the head of the
great Hospital for Incurable Women, La
Salpetriere. It was he who, when a youtb,
just emerging from College and clinical
lectures, founded, with the aid of two
young student frierds, Messrs. Limperanie
and Buchez, the sccret [Society of the
Charbonnerie, (literally, frade in coals),
which spread over Europe with incredible
rapidity, and has done more than any other
similar organization to upset dynaa-
ties, and familiarize men’s minds with
the idea of the Republic as something to
be arrived at, no matter at what cost.
This formidable society recruited its
adepts in groups of fifteep, each under its
chief, and all the chizsfs under higher offi-
cere, making a cempact body of all the
members of each country, the supreme
heads being in jintimate communication
with each other, and directiog in common
the work of propagandism. The part
played by the Italian branch of this orga-
nization, the Carboners, is too fresh in the
general memory to call for remark here,
As o charbonnier, 1n  France, sells not only
coals but wood, kindling, and = everything
employed as fuel, the raflyiug sign of this
organization was a tiny ornament repre-
senting a log for burning, which they
wore in some way upon their person. Left
a widewer at an early age, he succeeded in
marrying a second wife, after m period of
courtship that would have discouraged
most suitors. “She made me wait over
thirty years before she wonld consent to
take me,” the kindly and talented old man
has been heard tosay, ‘‘but she was worth
waiting for.” And the old doctor was
right. His funeral was attended bya
great crowd of friends and admirers.
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
