Simoneau has been asked
to resign, I take this opportunity to
make an explanation. I was present
at all the meetings of the committee
and Council when the question of
paving was discussed, and I also re-
member that a delegation was sent
to Montreal to look over different
kinds of paving and report, so as 1o
expedite matters. I also remember
that the chairman made a report
which was passed by this Council,
naming Pioneer Asphalt as the ma
terial to be used. I am not here _tn
justify the manner in which Ald.Sim-
oneau placed the order. The charter
gays clearly that tenders must be
ml'led for.

BY AEROPLANE

Grahame White Has
Completed Plans For
Machineto be Used

—_——

EXPECTS TO DO THE JOURNEY
FROM LAND TO LAND WITH-
IN THIRTY HOURS.

London, Nov. 21.—At the close of a
flight which Claude Grahame-White
took with Otto Kahn as a passénger,
the aviator gave out particulars as
to his plans to fly across the Atlan-
tic.

*“It has been my pet scheme for a
long time past,”” he said, ‘“but now
I have completed plans for the ma-
chine and commenced to build it. It
will be of 1,000 horsz-power, with four
engines and six propellers. Each en-
gine will be of 250 horse-power, and
they will be so arranged as to be in-
dependent each of the others; that is
to say, if two engines break down,
the other two will be quite sufficient
to drive the machine. We expect to
do the journey from land to land in
something between twenty and thirty
hours, the machine being built so as
to remain in the air thirty hours. All
depends on the weather and the
course we take. At present we are !
undecided whether to go by way of !
the Azores or across to Newfoundland |
but I expect the latter route will be
cho<en

«The trip is arranged to take place
in the summer, although it is just on
the cards that we may not make it
until the autumn. The weather then
will probably be more favorable; put,
whenever we start, I am reasonably
sure of success.”

Kingston, Jamiaca, November 2l-«

ly wiping out the town of Savanna
la Mar and Luccea, both towns of
considerable importance.

According to a report brought in
steamer 42 persons were killed at
Montego Bay.

The Governor of Jamaica has left
on a special train accompanied by a
detachment of artillerymen, who have |
taken with them 300 tents and food- |
stufls as in certaipn sections the peo-
ple are homeless and destitute. The
gale began on November 15 and con-
tinued in increasing fury for several
days.

A DESPERATE _
MONARCHY

AUSTRIA TRYING TO PROTECT
HER OWN INTERESTS AT
EXPENSE OF
SERVIA,

The issues of peace or war in
rope, apart from the present con-
fiict, are in the hands of Austria
and Servia. That has seemed prob-
able from the beginning. Now it is
unmistakable. Servia wants some
of the fruits of her labors, sacrifices
and victories ‘n the form of a ter

Eu-

{ ritorial outlet to the Adriatic, which

will give her the commercial indepén-
dence which is esseatial for her wel-
jare, and she seas it on land whuch
formerly belonged to her and whih
ghe has now reconguered. Austria
declares that she shall not have it,
and prepares to employ vastly su-
perior military power to pr2veat her
from getting it, or to compel her ia
relinguish it if she precipitately seizes
it.

There need be little wonder as to
Austria’s motives. It is not that
commercial relations with Servig are
of paramount importance to her, or
that Austria is inspired witn unsel-
fish desires to see Albania kept in-
tact and made autonomous. Rather
it is that she wants to repress, dwarf
and cripple Servia, lest the develop-
ment of that kingdom into a greater
and really independent power, with a
frontage on the high seas, should in-
cite the five or six million Serbs now
in the Dual Rearm to seex union with
their compatriots. Croatia and Sla-
vonia have long been the most dis
contented and mutinous of all  the
Hungarian provinces, and they, with
Dalmatia and the southern part of
Coastland, and with Bosnia and Her-
zegovina, are almost purely Serb.
Their succession would be a heavy
loss to the Dual Realm, while thgu‘
incorporation with Servia would raise
that power to formidable proportions.

ASSISTANCE TO
AGRICULTURE.

SUBSIDIES WILL BE GRANTED TO
PROVINCES BY DOMINION
GOVERNMENT.

Ottawa, Noy. 21.—It is understood
C. C. James, formerly deputy minis-
ter of agriculture, who has been
working on a plan for carrying out
the Government’s policy of assisting
agriculture, has submitted his report
to the minister.

Mr. James made a tour of the
Dominion and visited all of the pro-
vinces, conferring with the various
governments. Last session appro-
priations in the shape of subsidies to
the provinces, the money to be gpent
under an agreement with the Domin-
ion, were voted. This plan has work-
ed satisfactorily, and it is understood
Mr. James will recommend subsidies
to be granted in the future on a lar-
ger scale to be spent by the provin-
ces under arrangement with the Do-
minion, and subject to general super-
vision by the federal department of

agriculture.

FACTS ABOUT THE SEA.
Not only is the sea the reservoir
into which all rivers rum, but it is
the cistern that finally catches all
the rain that falls, not merely upon
its own suriace, but upon the sur-
face of the land and upon the roofs
of our houses. It has been calculat-
ed that each year a layer of the en-
tire sea fourteen feet thick is taken
up into the clouds. The vapor is
fresh, and, if all the water could be
removed in the same way, none of it
being returned, there would, it is fig-

ured, be left a layer of pure salt 230
feet high on the bed of the Atlantic.
These figures aré based upon the as-
sumption that three feet of water
contain one inch of sgalt, and that
the average depth of the ocean is
three miles,

At a depth af about 3500 feet the
temperature is uniform, varying but
little between the poles and the
equatar. The cold water is below.
In many deep bays the water begins
to freeze at the bottom before it does
at the surface,

At that depth waves are not felt.
The force of waves is in proportion
to their height. It is said that the
sea strikes upon certain rocks with
the force of sdventeen tons for each
square yard.

The pressure of water increases
with the depth. One mile down this
pressure is reckoned at more than a

ton to the square inch — in  other
words, more than 133 times the
pressure of the atmosphere. The

deuth of the sea presents some  in-
teresting considerations. If, it is
claimed by one authority, the  At-
lantic ocean were lowered 6564 feet,
it would be reduced to half its pres-
ent width, If it were lowered a lit-
tle more than three miles the result
would be dry land all the way  be-
tween Newfoundland and Ireland. If
th? Mediterranean were lowered 660
feet, Agrica would be joined to Italy,
and three separate seas would re-
main. Harper's Weekly.

A POINT OF LAW FOR DOGS.

The Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to animals should bhe inter-
ested in a lawsuit arising from the
will of a Russian Princess who died
early this year. Among her bequests

was one for $20,000 to a toy ter-
rier, Gipsy, with the proviso that
her pet should be entrusted to the
charge of a certain very old friend,
whom she named, Within six months
Gipsy followed\ her mistress to the
grave ; and, as even the most dainty-
fed and luxuriously clothed and be-
jewelled of toy terriers cannot run
through money ac tae rate of $4,000
a year, her legacy was practically in-
tact when she passed away. The:
lady who had tended Gipsy to the
last took it for granted that on the
dog’s death she would succeed to the
property ; but she has not been al-
lowed to remain in possession of it
undisturbed. A claim has been for-
mulated on behalf of an offspring of
Gipsy's, who, being 4 puppy of high
degree, was duly registered at
birth. The claim has been heard,
but as the question is one of momen-
tous concern to the canine race, the
judges are taking some time to con-
sider their verdict.
