He rolled over and over in
the shallow water, scorched by the flames
that swept overhead, and was almost smoth-
ercd. The terrible heat lasted only a fow
seconds, but sufficiently long to burn off
his hair and char his clothing,

A new invention—a torpedo balloon—is
undergoing a test in Bridgeport, Conn, It
is designed o' convey torpedoes by means
of a balloon above a hostile army or city,
when by an automatie arrangement, they are
detached and exploded by a gavge fuse. It
has attracted much attention, and an
agent of the Russian Government is obsery-
ing the experiments.

W publish to-day a portrait of Bishop
Fallows ; also a sketch showing the points
of difference between the Episcopal Church
and the Reformed Episcopal Church. The
object is to supply information on a subject
of public interest.

Frox the weather review of the meteor-
ological office at Toronto it appears that the
mean temperature for October was above the
mean of ths three previous years at all
places in Canada except the lower St. Law-
rence, The difference, greatest in the
neighborhood of Lake Erie, wasas much as
seven degrees in Ontario.

Mr. Tounrapgean’s Antecedents.

The sketch of the active politician who is
contesting Queber East against the Minister
of Inland Revenue, published the other day,
was an ontline of his personal history and
a bare record of his political career after he
had entered public life as a representative.
The life of the average politician, however,
is usually a cheequered one, and Mr. Tour-
angeen, being no exception to the general
rule, has streng local antecedents. Like
many other men of his time he commenced
life as a Likeral ; but finding political for-
tune distant and the path thorny and torta-
cus, he did not hesitate after he had accom-
plished a part of the journey to turninto the
straight road of Conservalism, and soon
afterwards the goal of his ambition was
attained. His Parliamentary career, how-
ever, was not of long duration, the Pacific
Scandal explosion having buried him under
-the ruins of an administration he had been
elected to svpport, and to whom he proved
devoted to the end. It was in 1873 that he
Jast presented himself in Quebec Bast ; so
decided was his repulse, however, cn that
ceeasion that he did not offer himself again
asa candidate in the general election of
1874, and he has lived in retirement since.
If we go back to his earlier attempts to get
into Parliament it will be found that he first
contested Montmorency in the Liberal in-
tevest ageinst Mr, Cauchon, but that vete-
ran wire-puller made short work of the Lib-
cral candidate. After his defeat in the po-
litical arena, Mr, Tourangean was content
teaccept munieipal honors and suseeeded
Mr. Pope as Mayor of Quebec. In 1864, he
presided at & dinner given by the Liberal
party in honor of the members of the Mac-
donald-Dorion administration. In the
same year, he wasa Liberal candidate in the
Stadacona Division for the Legislative
Council, and again suffered defeat., In 1887,
Mr. Tourangean backed the Liberal candidat-
ure of Mr. P. V, Valin against My. Huot,
and he again saw the side he espoused un-
suceessful, Mr. Huot being returned by ths
acclamations of an organized mob, In 1870,
Mr. Tourangeau forsook the Liberal cause as
Huot had done before him, and became a
Conservative candidate under the auspices
of the latter, who, having been made Post-
master of Quebec, had promised Mr. Lang
evin to support Tourangeau's candidature if
the latter presented himself in the Conser.
vative interest. Mr. Valin was the Lib-
eral candidate on this occasion and in the
early part of polling day is said to have
had & majority of two hundred votes when
intimidation and violence were resorted to
by the mob who paraded the streets of St.
Rochs and St. Sanveur in armed bands ; still
at the close of the poll on the first day of
the election, Valin headed the list by some
seventy-five votes. The next day the riot-
ing continued ; several of the polling-booths
were rangacked, the poll-books wera stolen,
and Mr, Valin’s agents were hustlad
away from the booths, The resulg
was the return of Mr. Tourangean. In
1872 no opposition was made to his election,
but in 1873 the Tourangean-Huot faction-
jsts received their death blow when Me,
Pelletier faced the voters on nomination.
day and claimed a poll, which he obtained
after having received a! bullet in his hat,
These were lively election times in Quehee
Tast, but it wes felt that such disgracefal
proceedings had gone far enough. On the
following polling day, precautions wers
taken to ensure the maintenance of the pub-
lic peace, and the resnlt was & majority of
¢ight hundred votes for Pelletier. That
was the last contest in which Toarangawu
was engeged until the present election ; he
did not come forward in 1874 and Mer.
Thibaudeau was retwrned by acelimatioa,
The crushing defrat Mr. Tourangean receivedl
in Quebee East in 1873, on the last oe.
casion on which he bid for the vo'e of that
constituency, may impair his popularity
with® many cf the electors; at all events
one defeat may be set against the other and
Mr. Laurier will not be alone ¢ the de.
feated.” Tt is true the element of time is
in favor of his opponent, but then
Laurier has the advantage as regards the
numbers of the adverse majority polled
in each case. These little mattars
may not be held tohave much weight by
strong party men ; yet it is undeniable that
with the mass of electors they have some in.
fluence, 8o much for prestige in politics,

The claims
of the Apostolic Succession, as above cited,
this Church repudiates—holding to Episco-
pacy, not as of divive right, but simply as
4 very ancient and desirable form of Church
polity. Hence, while the Protestant Epis-
copal Church in its corporate capacity turns
away from the Protestant Churches around
us, to seek fellowship with the old corrupt
Churches—as, for example, the Russo-
Greek  Church— the Reformed Episcopal
Church, with an equally historic Episcopate,
and Bishops who only are presiding Presby-
ters, not Diocesan Prelates, secks the fellow-
ship of all Protestant evangelical Churches,
exchanges pulpits with their ministers, and
sits down with them at the Lord’s Table.
Srooxn. They differ concerning the na-
ture of the Christian ministry. In the
Frotestant Episcopal Church the Presbyter
is called a Priest, and the Ordinal contains
this formula: ¢“Receive the Holy Ghost
for the office and work of a Priest in the
Church of God, now committed unto thee
by the impositicn of our hands.,” The Re-
formed Episcopal Church abjures this dogma
as unseriptural and dangerous, leading to
many superstitions; strikes this word Priest,
as applied to the minister, from its Ordinal
and Prayer-book, and knows but one Priest,
Christ Jesus.

In the same way the
Protestant Episcopal Chumrch holds that
after the priestly consecration of the ele-
ments, Christ is present as He was not be-
fore, and that the recipient feeds upon Him
by virtue of the presence thus induced or
communicated. The Raformed Episcopal
Church regards the Sacraments as instito-
tiops divinely appointed, and as means of
grace, because they represent the truth ; but
repudiates the theory that they convey a
grace peculiar to themselves, and which is
not common to other divinely appointed
means. (a) Doptisin. The Reformal Eo's-
copal Church knows of but one Regenera-
tion, that by the Holy Ghost throngh the
Word, of which Baptism is to be regarded
as the outward and visible sign, (h) Th:
Lord’s Supper. The Reformed Episconal
Church holds that the Supper of the Lord
is & memorial of our Redemption by Christ’s
death, and that through faith we derive
grace {from Him in this Supper, as we do in
all other divinely appointed means.

Fourtn. The Protestant IEpiscopal
Church suffers altars to be erected in its
churches, and folerates anricular confession
and prayers for the dead, with other imita.
tions of Rome. The Reformed Episcopal
Church prohibits the erection of altars in
its churches, or introdnction into public
vworship of anything ecaleculated to teach
Facerdotalism.

Firri. The Protestant Episcopal Church
¢ deposes™ all clergymen leaving its com-
munion, following them with an attempted
tadge of disgrace. The Reformed Episcopal

hureh commends any Bishop or Presbyter
who desires to leave it, to another evangeli-
cal Chureh, with its prayers and love.

Sixrir. The Protestant Episcopal Chareh,
n receiving communicants from Protestant
Churches, generally enforces a Rubrie which
requires them fo be confirmed. The Re-
tormed Fpiscopal Chareh invariably receives
to its membership, by letter, ot other satis-
factory evidence, communicants of other
Churcheg, dispensing with confirmation un-
legs desired,

SEVERTD, The Protestant Ipiscopal
Church discourages the nse ot extemporane.
ons prayer in the stated services of the
Church, prohibiting it by Canon, The
Reformed Fpiccopal Church allows and en-
courages the union of extempore prayer with
its liturgy, and values meetings for sacial
worship, in which the laity participate, as
promoting the spiritual growth of cﬁurches.
