THE QUEEN OF TRE UNITED BTATES
ANI THE QUEEN OF ENGLAND.

There is something, upon the whole,
admirable in the feeling which the
people of the United States generally
seem to have for Mra Cleveland, the
wife of the President. It is a feeling in
which it is easy to discern an element of
chivalry. Mrs. Cleveland must feel
that she is the centre of the good wishes,
ana strong in the protection of an entire
nation. She might perhaps wish that
she were not made the subject of so
much newspaper comment in connec-
tion with the merest trifles; that, for
example, the papers would not"announce
in Lead lines that she had “walked
over a mile to church, and looked
ouly the more charming for the ex-
ercise,”” or that she was engaged
npon à pair of socks for the President
which she expected to have finished by
acertain time; but, all the same, she
must feel that the interest taken in her
is in the highest sense a kindly one, This
being the case now seems a good time to
remark that, 1f the people of the United
States can work up so much enthusiasin
and affection for the wife of a passing
occupant of the Presidential chair, they
ought to be bettér able to understand
than many of them appear to be the
feeling of personal loyaity which Eng-
lish subjects in general feel for their
Queen. True, Victoria is no longer
young and lovely, but she had
her day of bloom, and she has
been associated, during a long
life, with the government of theEmpire,’
and has never ceased to keep the inter-
ests of her people steadily and earnestly
in view. Upon Mrs. Cleveland no re
sponsibility of any kind rests for the
conduct of public affairs. Upon the
Queen, in spite of the fact that she has
responsible ministers, there rests a con-
stant burden of care for the common-
wealth. Amid all changes of adminis-
tration she abides, representing the
continuous life of the nation and those
permanent interests which all political
parties profess to serve. It should not,
therefore, he surprising if the subjects
of the Empire cherish sentiments of
chivalrous devotion towards the lady
who thus stands pre-eminent in their
political and social system. Judging by
what is now taking place In regard to
Mrs. Cleveland, it would almost seen as
if the people of the United States had
certain sentiments of loyalty too, for
which they have hitherto found no
satisfactory outlet. There is more in
heaven and earth, and more in our
comwon human nature, thau is, per-
tiaps, dreamt’ of in democratic phil-

osophy.
 

SCIENCE AND PORK,
Professor Atkinson is no lover of

pork. In his artiole in the last Century
he stiows that in fattening pigs an im-
mense amount of good food is wasted,
and he calls in Professor Atwater to
confirm what hefaye It takes, he says,
five pounds of c to make one pound
of pork, so that about a thousand pounds
of Indian corn is consumed to make a
barrel of pork. Indian corn contains a
great deal of valuable nutriment, but
both the professors declare that most of
it is lost in this attempt to transform it
into pork. They tell us that nearly all
the starch and all the protein are wasted
and that the fat produced isnot required
for use. *The necessary deduction,” he
says, ‘‘is this, that the conversion of
corn into pork is an absolute waste of
nutritious food. Far better that corn
should be converted into beef, or even
Lurned for fuel (often a very economical
expedient for settlers) rather than to be
expended in this way.” Professor
Atwater is no less emphatic. He
analyzes the thousand pounds ofcorn
that go to make a barrel of pork and
gives the result in a table which -we
cannot, reproduce here, but he sums up
the result as follows: “The fat ifin-
creased by 40 pounds, and to offset this
there is a loss of 82 pounds of protein
and 680 pounds of carbo-hydrates,
Estimated in potential energy,
the loss makes three-fourths
of the whole” What makes the
matter worse, both philosophers
affirm that the fat, which is the only
product of the process they take into
their calculation, is not required.
is more fat than is wanted in the other
food materials used. The analysis of hes
the food ration of American workmen
shows that all the pork could be spared.
“The waste of this country,” he informs
his readers, ‘‘is an excess of fat rather
than an excess of any other part of the
food consumed.” It is clear that if
these scientific gentlemen had their way,
the pig would have to go. He, aceord-
ing to them, is s wasteful creature, and
is not wanted in a civilized community.

gether useless in countries in which the
cold of winter is severe.
