The arrival of these several thousand additional British troops has 
encouraged the Greeks and the Armenians here to discard their Turkish 
fezes and resume conventional western headgear. At the beginning of the 
present crisis every Greek and Armenian provided himself with a fez 
which he wore continuously until he thought the danger of Turkish occu­
pation was past. British airplanes flew over the capital today causing a 
flurry of excitement in Stamboul. The aerial manoeuvres gave the 
populace another evidence of Great Britain’s preparations to meet eventua­
lities.

The continued arrival of British war units has lessened the danger 
of an uprising within the city and checked the panicky flight,of Christians 
to neighboring countries.

ALEXANDRE ZA1M1S TO HEAD 
NEW MINISTRY.

(Associated Press Despatch)
ATHENS, Sept. 30.—Alexandre 

Zaimis, who was premier when Con­
stantine was expelled from Greece, 
in 1917, and whose father headed the 
Greek cabinet when King Oltho I, 
was dethroned by the revolution of 
1862, has been selected to head the i 
new ministry, which is composed of i 
independents, Venizelists and mili- I 
tary officers.

A most favorable impression was j 
created by the proclamation of the 1 
revolutionary committee that the ar­
rested political and military leaders 
shall remain in prison, but that the 
manner of their trial shall he left 
to the future National Assembly.

The French and British ministers 
emphasized to th-
trial of these persons before a re 
volutionary tribunal would create a 
bad impression throughout Europe, 
and suggested they be given a trial 
such as was accorded former Prem­
ier Caillaux of France.

The committee has given the new 
cabinet authority to issue necessary 
decrees, pending the creation of a 
new parliament and it has been de­
cided that the Mussulman popula­
tions of Macedonia and Thrace shall 
henceforth vote as separate con­
stituencies and be entitled to choose 
nineteen members of parliment. It is

Whether this is the final view of 
the responsible military heads does 
not appear. Huge responsibility 
rests with the latter and their po­
litical colleagues. How and when the 
attempt to enforce the Govern­
ment’s demand for the withdrawal 
of the Kemalists is to be made now 
rests with Brigadier-General Sir 
Charles Harington and Vice-Ad­
miral Sir Osmond Brock, command- 
forces in the Near East, and Sir 
Horace Rumbol, British High Com­
missioner in Constantinople. Their 
decision is awaited with profound 
suspence.

If war breaks, and at the moment 
it appears that almost a miracle w-ill 
be needed to avert it, Great Britain 
will enter it under discouraging 
auspices, for the preponderance of 
opinion in the nation is not behind 
the Government.

It is probable that the nation will 
rally to the Government’s support if 
fighting begins, but at present the 
voice of the people, as represented 
by the press, is raised in condem­
nation of the manner in which the 
whole Near Eastern situation has 
been managed.

Lloyd George Criticized.
Premier Lloyd George, who hut 

yesterday was a national hero, now 
is the butt of violent criticism, ac­
cused of having meddled with in­
ternational politics which he does 
not understand, and of having 
brought the country face to face 
with another war, the duration and 
extent of which cannot he foreseen, 
and all for the purpose of saving the 
faces of himself and his colleagues.

Some of the comments are quite 
vicious in tone ; others credit the 
Premier with good intentions, but 
nevertheless roundly condemn his 
policy. In the latter catergory is the 
comment of the influential “Spec­
tator,” which terms Lloyd George’s 
management of the affair despic­
able.

“All the lessons taught by one 
diplomat after another about the 
way to deal with the Turks have 
been ignored as though they did not 
exist,” it. says. “Lloyd George has

Terman H. Hottler, lumber deal­
er, and president of the Illinois 
Manufacturers’ Association, told 
about it today at the noon day lun­
cheon of the executive club. He 
said one contractor, who, with his 
associates, controls practically 100 
per cent, of the plastering jobs in 
the city, said he paid his plasterers 
two dollars an hour and a ten- 
dollar-a-day bonus for working on 
his jobs., This makes twenty-six 
dollars a day for the union plaster­
ers. The unions control the jour­
neymen plascerers and their help­
ers, so there is no chance for a
break in the labor market.

SYNOPSIS GIVEN OF
MOLIERE’S MASTERPIECE

“L’Avare»” Comedy by Moliere, 
Will Be Presented Here on i
Monday.
The presentation of “The Miser,” 

considered by many to be Moliere^s 
masterpiece, will be given at His 
Majesty’s Theatre on Monday even­
ing by the Comedie Française, 
which will include Maurice de Fer- 
audy in its cast.

A synopsis of “L’Avre,” comedy 
by Moliere, given in five acts and 
presented September 9th, 1668, is 
as follows:

Harpagon, although a downright 
miser, being a burgher, is obliged 
to keep up a big establishment, and 
has in his service, a steward, Val- 
ere; a valet, La Fleche, attached to 
the service of his son, Cleante; two 
footmen, Brindavoine and La Mer­
luche; a coachman-cook, the famous 
Maitre Jacques; a chamber-maid, 
Dame Claude; a carriage, two hors­
es, etc. Truth to tell, the steward 
serves him but for the sake of the 
gracious look from the pretty eyes 
of his daughter. Elise; the garments 
of the footmen are falling' in rags, 
the horses weakened from want of 
food, are unable to drag the car­
riage, nevertheless Harpagon in­
creases his income by lending mon­
ey at an extraordinary usurious 
rate, through the -medium of brok­
ers. A sum of ten thousand pounds 
which he has just received, is caus­
ing him intolerable anxiety, for, 
having no confidence in vaults or 
safes, he has buried his treasure in 
the garden, and is in constant ter­
ror for fear it will be stolen. His 
Parsimony has reached the point 
where he is endeavoring to marry 
his daughter to a man as old as 
himself, neighbor Anselme, who ex­
acts no dowry; his son, Cleante, en­
amoured of a poor young girl, is 
unable to bestow any gifts on the 
object of his affections without 
having recourse to usurers.

A broker by the name of Maitre 
Simon, puts Cleante in touch with a 
money lender who in exchange for a 
note of 15,000 pounds, offers 12,000 
pounds in cash at 25 p.c. interest, 
and the balance in furniture, tapes­
tries, unserviceable firearms, even 
to a stuffed crocodile. Cleante 
consents for he must have the mon­
ey at any cost; but when the lender 
and the borrower are brought face 
to face, behold the father and son; 
an extremely humorous scene en­
sues, ’ replete with contradictions, 
pleasing as well as dramatic. This 
scene, as well as the whole play, is a 
classic.

Another complication arises when 
Harpagon, taking the advice of a 
shrewd woman, Frosine, wishes to 
marry Marianne. He proposes to 
drive Marianne and her mother in 
his carriage to the fair and on their 
return entertain them to supper. 
Maitre Jacques must distinguish 
himself, he, therefore, draws up a 
menu: four kinds of soup, entrees,
extremets---- Harpagon cries out as
though he were being killed, and 
Valere hastens to hi» side, declaring 
that such a repast would be ex­
tremely injurious to one’s health; 
that we should eat to live and not 
live to oat, which beautiful words 
the miser resolves to have engraved 
in letters of gold.

To ascretain the exact nature ot 
the sentiment hfs son entertains to­
wards Marianne, he feigns to con­
sent to their union. Citante falls 
into the trap laid by his father and 
when he has told him of their secret 
interviews, their plighted troth, 
etc., Harpagon allows the mask to 
drop, and orders Cleante to give up 
Marianne, whom he reserves for 
himself. A violent scene tnses place 
between father and son; comedy al­
most turning tnto drama.

But behold, La Fleche has dug 
up the buried treasure of Harpag 
on and comes to entrust it to 
Cleante. Harpagon at once discov. 
ers the theft; after giving vent to 
his despair in a monologue, which 
has become renowned, he sends for 
an officer whom he instruct» to 
.îtart an enquiry, and if necessary to 
torture hia staff, to obtain the nec­
essary information. When question­
ed, Maitre Jacques throws suspicion 
on Valere, the steward; this latter, 
whose conscience is not quite clear,

More 
han that, he held himself accountable to no earthly 
ribunal. During his whole reign he had proclaimed him- 
eli the anointed cf Heaven, ruling by divine right. 
Chat he willed became of itself right and law. All who 
uestioned his wisdom or opposed his policies were 
jrjjjjj to he dashed to pieces. To nothing but his own 
or.scier.ce and to no one but the Almighty would he 
ver consent to lender an account of his stewardship.

“Now. however, this once haughty despiser of the 
ommon people turns to make to tnem a pleading de­
er,c"e cf his conduct.

PENITENTIARY
Hoc. Senator Choquette Makes 

Suggestion that Penal Farms 
Be Established.

TORONTO, Sept. 30.—A plan 
which would revolutionize the peni­
tentiary system of Canada is to be 
1 rcught before the Child Welfare 
conference toda> by Hon. Senator 
Philippe August Choquette, L.L.D. 
K.C., of Quebec City, Judge of the 
Sessions of the Peace, Province of 
Quebec, who for the past sixteen 
years has been a member of the 
Canadian Sénat;, and who previous 
to his elevation to the Upper Cham­
ber, was for fifteen years a mem­
ber of Dominion Parliament.

It is that no man under the age 
of twenty-five should be made to 
enter a penitentiary.

A keen student of criminology 
and human nature, and one who has 
delvde deeply into the question of 
prison reform, he has conceived the 
idea of the establishment of what 
might be described as penal farms. 
These would be patterened to a cor-* 
tain extent after the manner of 
municipal jail farms, but would be 
a vast improvement on them owing 
to the fact that, those sent to .them 
would be kept there for a period of 
two years at least.

Judge Choquette stated that he 
had already laid this proposition be­
fore the Attorney-General of Que­
bec, and had secured his unquali­
fied endorsati >n of the idea This 
morning ne has arranged for an in­
terview with Attorney-General Ran­

San Geronimo.

Pueblo Indians of New Mexico observe today the 
feast of San Gerronimo, as the formal occasion for the 
ending of the crop-gamering season. At the Pueblo de 
Taos a strange admixture of pagan and Christian rites 
Js to be observed. All the Pueblo tribes besides Apaches 
and Utes are represented. It is said that hundred* of 
years ago a great chief wandered into the desert, never 
returning. In his honor his children gather every year. 
It is not difficult to link this up with the desert wander­
ing* of St. Jerome.

The image of the saint, in fact, is the central 
figure. A relay race with fifteen young braves from 
each tribe participating, is held, and the tribe which 
wins has the honor of keeping the image for a year. The 
contestants are gaudily painted, and they are as fleet 
as the proverbial Indians. One interesting survival of 
Montezuma days is the hoisting of a sacrificial lamb on 
s pole some sixty feet high. After being suspended there 
for some hours the lamb is released.

Games and sports of a strenuous nature occupy the 
entire day. Another pagan survival is the practice of 
masked Indians running about playing tricks upon the 
spectators, ducking boys in the water, stealing fruit 
from traderes and throwing dust upon men, women, 
children and horses. It is a reflection of the Ail Fools’ 
Day customs prevalent in ail civilizations.

It is for this reason that the sci­
ence of hygiene takes a more and 
more important place in the duties 
of public powers. Hygiene has be­
come a scientific specialty, enlisting 
many ohysieians and engineers and 
the collection of books bearing on 
it becomes daily greater and great­
er.

In its eight-day campaign and in 
the efforts that will carry it on 
through the year, the Provincial 
Bureau of Health has the entire

Public Instruction. Clergymen, al­
ways devoted to the well-being of 
the population, will lend a precious 
help on the eighth, which is a Sun­
day, and will give sound and prec­
ious advice from the pulpit.

LITTLE SMUGGLING 
IN ENGLAND NOW

GIVE U. S. A WIDE BERTH

Two Leaders Arrested by 
Latvian Police on Charges 

of Fraud.

Parliamentary Committee Pro­
poses to Abolish the 

Coast Guard.

(Special Despatch.)
LONDON, Saturday.

There is so little srauggiins in Eng­
land now that a Parliamentary commit­
tee proposes to abolish the coast guard 
as such. The committee retrains from 
remarking that the discharged men 
might find bertha in the American pro­
hibition -avy. suggests that they en­
list two new forces here, one under the 
Admiralty to take over the necessary 
naval signaling stations and the other 
under the Hoard of Trade for life saving 
and the salvaging of wrecks.

A third force under the Customs Of­
fice would be known as the "Coast 
Preventive Force." but their Jobs would 
be confined to occasional lookouts over 
th- open coasts.

Unlike the days of the Pirates of Pen­
zance when every cove might shelter 
c smuggler’s lugger loaded with French 
brandy and Spanish wines, the commit­
tee points out that nowadays sumg- 
gling in any perceptible quantity Is 
readily detected through the difficulty of 
disposing of large quantities of Illicit 
stuff in the highly organized modern 
markets. It is estimated that a reduc­
tion In the duties of the force now en­
gaged in guarding against the smuggling 
of spirits will result In the saving of 
more than $1.000.000 annually and the- 
navy would still be able to take in the 
members of all the other proposed 
forces should they be wanted for war 
purposes.

FOOTBALL GIRLS LEAVE 
FOR AMERICAN TOUR

Will Play 24 Matches in Four 
Months in United States.

(Special Despatch.)
LONDON. Saturday.

The Canadian Pacific liner Montcalm 
moved perceptibly downward whan 
about 1,500 pounds of British sporting; 
womanhood crossed the gang; plank. 
They were the members of the famous 
Dick Kerr football team, which sailed 
to tour Canada and the United States In 
th Interests of charity of all sorjts.

That Europe will cease to exist Oc­
tober 15 and America, purified, will be 
the promised land and habitation of 
saints is the extraordinary belief among 
the Baptists of the Baltic States, ac­
cording to the Northern News Syndi­
cate’s correspondent at Riga. The re­
ligious fervor has reached such a 
pitch that over 150 families have emi­
grated mostly to Brazil, which is de­
scribed as the new Palestine.

The cry among the believers is: “Let 
us all go to America.” But the United 
States is given a wide berth because 
of the stringent immigration regula­
tions. Europe has got only a couple 
of more weeks, the prophets say, but 
no information is obtainable as to the 
fate of Asia and Australia.

The Northern News correspondent in­
terviewed one of the leaders uf the 
movement He expected to find a com­
mon fanatic, but instead he met a 
shrewd, we]] groomed man with the as­
pect of a commercial traveler.

“It is quite true,” this man said. “We 
are convinced through a revelation that 
Europe is on the verge of the crack of 
doom. No one who has read the Book 
of Revelations with an earnest and in­
quiring mind can doubt that the Beast 
of the book is the Russian Soviet, it 
has been revealed to a few of us that 
America ts safe from this Beast and 
that Brazil is the site of the new Pales­
tine. thf land of God’s elect.

“So with tears in our eyes but with 
the promise of great happiness in our 
hearts we are leaving the native land.”

lie refused to divulge under what cir­
cumstances the revelations were made, 
saying that none but the elect were per­
mitted to know. When asked what form 
he expected the ruin of Europe to take 
his answer was vague.

"We cannot penetrate the detailed de- 
signs of the Almighty,” he said “It 
may be that fire will devour the land. 
It may be that the Soviet Beast will 
overrun Europe and compel all men to 
bow their knees to its abominations.”

IN GLIDERS GROWS
Rapid Progress 3Iade in Ex­

periments to Test Varied 
Air Currents.

(Special Despatch.)
PARIS, Saturday.

France Is whole heartedly interested 
in motorless aviation. Ever since a 
German set a world’s record with a 
three hour flight at Gersfeld the 
French engineers and aviators have 
been busy with experiments.

Since the recent meeting at Cler­
mont-Ferrand. where, it was later dis­
covered that the air currents were 
unfavorable, progress has been made 
by Frenchmen, one of them remain­
ing in the air for five minutes. A few 
days later a new machine was success­
fully tried out at the Puy de Dome, 
the aviator Douchy remaining in the 
air close to nine minutes.

A week ago this time was exceeded by 
an aviator named Barbot, who, flying in 
a specially constructed machine, re­
mained in tha air twenty minutes. Bar­
bot, in his De Woitine machine, has 
since carried out other trials. In his 
latest he flew for fifteen minutes and suc­
ceeded in landing on the spot whence he 
had taken off.

Barbot, while pursuing his experi­
ments, is preparing to compete for the 
Blériot prize for the first glider to cross 
;the English Channel with the aid of a 
,low power motor. The Frenchman is 
confident that he will succeed, and will 
leave from the French coast In a ma­
chine equipped with a two horse-power 
|motor to aid him if necessary in reach­
ing proper air currents, though he ex­
pects that the machine, which is re­
ported to be extremely light and easily 
handled, will not need the engine at all.

The interest of French airplane iac- 
itories now* centers on gliders. Tests are 
jmade with special fabrics and frame 
material, while a school is being opened 

! where experts can stufy air currents. 
'Almost daily for long hours numéro no 
kites can he seen flying from factories. 
They are sent up by manufacturers, and 
their evolutions are watched closely by 
the pupils of the air currents school.

The army also is interested in motor- 
less aviation not only as a means of 
teaching beginners the art of flying but 
it is thought also that the gliders will 
be extremely useful as a complement to 
the fighting machines which now exist.

A campaign has been started by 
French newspapers for 250.000 francs in 
prizes to be offered for various motor­
less airplane competitions. Some, It is 
suggested, should be offered for the 
longest flight, others fof altitude and 
still others for point to point flights.

LONDON CENTER OF CRIME 
SHIFTS TO GAY WEST END

Daring Criminals Have Left Limehouse and Docks, 
and Bill Sikes Wears Dinner Coat and 

Nancy a Dancing Frock.

(Special Deepateh.)
LONDON. Salurda,-

“Llmehouse.” Whitechapel, “the 
Mint” and the docks are no longer 
London’s crime center. The Sill 
Sikes of to-day wears a dinner coat 
every night and Nancy's successor 
dons a smart dancing frock—with fre­
quent changes. They frequent Picca­
dilly circus and the quiet side streets 
off it and the neighborhood of its com­
panion in sons, Leicester square.

So, at all events, says John Calms, 
many years a magistrate In the 
Thames police court, who has written a 
book telling of all the big and little 
crimes which he has reviewed for 
many years past.

Cocaine, not liquor, he concludes, 
appears to be thq. modern stimulant to 
crime. Instead of pubs and the cellars 
of Chinese dens, criminals gather in 
what are known as "sntUlng parlors" 
In the West End. These quiet houses 
are in discreet side streets, and only 
known habitues are admitted. Under 
the iaw as it stands the police are al­
most powerless for it has been proved 
again and again that when such places 
are raided the cocaine Is of such little 
bulk that it can be, disposed of down 
water pipes before the police get In. 
Furthermore the law would construe 
swabbing the nostrils of a suspect for 
traces of the drug a case of common 
assauh for which the police might be 
held liable if they made a mistake. 
Hence the police are asking Parlia­
ment to extend their power in this 

i respect.
Judge Cairns does not believe that 

drug taking is widespread. "The drug 
supply does not enter England through

the port of London," he told this 
newspaper's correspondent. “It comes 
to the provincial ports, Liverpool, 
Swansea and Cardiff, and thence the 
only market for the stuff in Great 
Britain is the crime center in the 
West End."

Even there the drug is used almost 
exclusively in night life circles, which 
have been productive of three or four 
of London's most repulsive post-war 
murders. They are the foregathering 
places of many thieves, burglars and 
pickpockets. The police are relent­
lessly pursuing cocaine dealers, and 
one Chinese restaurant and one night 
club recently were forced to dost 
Likewise it is becoming more and mon 
dangerous to deal in drugs in the 
streets of the West End. the police 
having acquired an uncanny knowl­
edge of the tricks of the trade. Most 
of the traffickers are foreigners.

Judge Cairps says there is little 
opium moving, even among the Chi­
nese about the London docks. The 
sinister dens described by Thomas 
Burke in "Limehouse Nights’* have 
almost disappeared, along with their 
typical Chinese proprietor and the 
little white girl slaves. Judge Cairns 
says this is due largely to the keen 
sense of smell for opium smoke that 
Is possessed by five or six of the East 
London constables.

He says that cocaine is not reaching 
the higher circles of society, but is 
confined practically to the night re­
sorts. When these go, and If the police 
are finally forced to break them up. 
“the boys” (the gangs who have in­
fested English racecourses from time 
immemorial and are taken almost as 
a part of the game) will vanish and 
London, from a criminal standpoint, 
will become a veritable spotless town.

FRENCH TO OPPOSE 
VISIT OF GERMANS

FINE ITALIAN BRONZES 
THROWN ON MARKET

Heseltine Collection of Rare 
Specimens Sold to Dealers.

(Special Despatch.)
LONDON. Saturday.

One of the three last great private 
collections of early Italian bronzes has 
passed Into the hands of professional 
dealers, presumably for dispersal, ac­
cording to announcement just made, it 
was the property of John Pestle Hesel­
tine, 80 years old, senior trustee of the 
National Gallery. The failure of the 
National Gallery to acquire the collec­
tion probably is explained by the fact 
that it already has a wealth of bronzes 
obtained from other collections.

The Heseltine collection contains one 
of the few st tuettes in the world which 
experts unite in attributing to Cellini. 
There is also a Minerva generally re­
garded as the master’s model for the 
same figure In the base of his Perseus 
in the Loggâa de Lanzi at Florence. One 
of the gems of the collection is a Flor­
entine fourteenth century statuette of 
a boy which is eighteen inches high. It 
shows rare skill in modeling and ex­
presses consummate charm and inno­
cence.

There are others not attributed to any 
definite master, but the collection covers 
the range from the early Italian schools 
and is almost the equal of the Morgan 
collection. Others probably are the 
work of Leonardo da Vinci. A Sam­
son, a Venus and a cupid with two dol­
phins are attributed to Raphael’s friend 
Loreniettl. Alfred Spero, the King 
street collector, was the purchaser.

PAPAL MISSION FEEDS
CRIMEAN CHILDREN

Relief Headquarters Estab­
lished at Eupatoria.

ROME, Saturday.

Thirty-five thousand starving children 
in the Crimea are being fed by the 
papal relief mission which has been 
established in a palaea at Eupatoria, 
lent by the Russian Government. The 
region where the international mission, 
headed by Father Walsh, an American, 
Is working, is inhabited by many Cath­
olics of German, Czech and Esthonian 
blood. Relief has been received with 
tremendous gratitude, as the famine has 
caused severe suffering.

Importation of light 
wines into the United States apparently 
being doomed, however, a French so­
ciety has been formed to cultivate a de­
mand for a new sort of wine, which, It 
ia stated, If introduced into America 
will not violate the Volstead act.

Th© company, which has entabllshed 
headquarters near Bordeaux, closelv 
guards the secret process for making 
the new libation. It points out that it 
is merely a kind of grapi juice, but not 
anything like that produced in Cali­
fornia or elsewhere. No alcohol will be 
found in the potation, which i« said to 
differ very little In other respects from 
the real thli g. It will not intoxicate. 
Agents carrying1 samples of the new wine 
soon will be sent over to America, and 
It Is expected that large orders will be 
forthcoming.

PRINCE HUMBERT MADE

The people want to know first 
who invited the Germans to visit the dis­
tricts which their armies so completely 
demolished, and secondly, what good can 
result from such a visit?

The opinion of the inhabitants is typi­
cally exemplified by the remarks of an 
aged woman living in a hut near Arras 
because her house and its contents were 
burned down by the Germans.

"My son," she said, "was 26. They 
killed hlm. I am too old to go very far 
nowadays. My only outings are visits to 
my boy’s grave near th*' village. But as 
old as I am. If 1 ever see the face of one 
of those Germans again I’ll go mad and 
will not answer for any of my actions.’'

The German group agree* to supply a 
minimum of 200.000.090 francs In ma­
terials In accord with the Wiesbaden 
agreement. The French agree to facili­
tate the entry of material through mini­
mum customs.

But a Franco-German combine Is not 
likely to be formed In the Immediate 
future owing to the high terms which j 
the Germans have set and the neces­
sity for both parties to find outside capi­
tal to support their enterprises. Tha 
Brtttsh show little wllllngnees to «tip- 
port thetr Industrial rivals and Ameri­
can support seems very far off.

Coulillette, who is 2S, had suf­
fered for the last ten years with chronic 
diseases, affecting her lungs, throat, 
stomach, legs and feet. Her father 
died of consumption, and her four 
brothers also, When the neighbor* 
heard of the projected visit to Lourdes 
they sadly said farewell, not expe-tln- 
to see her return alive.
