St. Catherine closure
leaves merchants upset
Central St. Catherine mer-

chants are not happy with the
city's solution to problems
related to the closure of their
street for reconstruction work.
A petition was passed around

last Thursday which most mer-
chants signed, asking West-

mount to replace the many
‘*detour’’ signs with ones
reading ‘‘street closed to
through-traffic; local traffic on-
ly, and indicating the best ac-

cess to St. Catherine, via Met-
calfe avenue.
‘‘We...recognize that the

street rebuilding is required,”
the petition, presented to the
city’s general manager Norman
Dawe, read, ‘‘and that certain
delays, obstructions and closed
streets cannot be avoided. We
also believe that present efforts
to prevent our customers from

reaching us are excessive and
misleading.”
“We want to be brought into

some kind of dialogue,” Brian
Timmins of Timmins-Campbell
Garage, who initiated the peti-
tion, told The Examiner.

“I don’t object to anything
reasonable, but we want every
opportunity to do our business,
until such time as it’s absolute-
ly necessary to block the
street.”

Mr. Timmins said many per-
sons told him they will not ig-
nore ‘detour’ signs even when
accompanied by a smaller
“residents only’ note, as the
signs do have.

rebuilding to start
Resurfacing of St. Catherine street east of Greene

avenue was completed on Monday evening and the street

was reopened to two-way traffic, but the major portion of
St. Catherine, between Greene and Glen road, still is caus-
ing headaches for travellers and merchants alike.

Considerable citizen pressure to have a bus route

New training planned
for tour guides

Montreal's tour guides learn
their trade from a textbook
written about 10 years ago by
the City of Montreal public
relations department, updated

in 1976 but still ‘‘not accurate in
every respect” and containing
‘nothing at all about West-
mount,’ says Roger Charbon-

neau, head of Les Tours Maison-
neuve Inc.

Mr. Charbonneau, who is one
of two tour guide teachers for
the Montreal area, said the per-
sons who offer travellers inside
information on the city receive

180 hours of intensive training,
including 75 hours of practical
experience, before they are
given licences for their trade.
The guides study such sub-

jects as architecture, history,
geography, hotel management,
gastronomy and fine arts in

courses subsidized by the
federal government and offered
by the Montreal Catholic

School Commission.
Most tour guides do not make

a career of their trade, he
pointed out, since the tourist
season is only about three
months long. Still, they are
obliged to take the intensive
training and to be capable in
the English language, since 95
percent of all the tourists are
English-speaking.
Next spring Mr. Charbonneau

plans to institute a refresher
course which will be obligatory
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for all veteran tour guides of
more than five years’ exper-

ience—since the present method

of instruction has been in opera-

tion about that long.

Inaccurate information

Mr. Charbonneau recognized
that many tour guides give in-
accurate information (see The
Examiner, July 19), but pointed

out there is no way he can ride
on every bus to find out what
each is saying.
Always, in his courses, he

tells them to avoid saying
anything about residents of

homes, since such residents
often move and the information
then becomes outdated.
Mr. Charbonneau said that in

his 20 years in the industry,
Westmount has always been

“one of the highlights of the
tours," and pointed out that the
lookout is ‘‘very handy’ for
guides, who can thus show the
tourists the river, the bridges
and the downtown skyline.
The trip along Summit Circle

is just as important, he said, so
that travellers can view Mount
Royal Cemetery and the Uni-

versity of Montreal as well as
the northern expanses of the
city.

Mr. Charbonneau said he had
not yet planned activity to fight
Westmount’s move to ban buses
from the lookout, but might be
working with executives of the
other bus companies to nego-
tiate a route through thecity.

New Métro

just south
of city
The new Place St. Henri

Métro station is located at the
corner of St. Jacques and St.
Ferdinand streets, a long block
south of the Westmount city
limits, six blocks east of Glen
road and approximately 10
blocks west of Greene avenue.

The Métro station, advertised
as serving St. Henri and lower
Westmount, is due to open in
mid-November. It is part of
Line No. 2, currently running
from Henri Bourassa to Bona-
venture, which eventually will
head northwest to a station at
Vendôme avenue and de
Maisonneuve boulevard.

Three new stations will be
opened in November, to connect
the current Bonaventure ter-

minus with Line No. 1 at the
Lionel Groulx station and to
take Line No. 2 west to the St.
Henristation.

The opening of the Lionel
Groulx transfer point will
mean Westmounters will be
able to connect with the
Bonaventure-Henri Bourassa
line by taking the one-stop trip
from Atwater to the Lionel
Groulx station.

A trip to Old Montreal via
Métro (Place d'Armes station)
from Atwater will thenrequire
just six stops and a change of
trains at Lionel Groulx as op-
posed to the current eight stops
and change of trains at Berri-de
Montigny.

ANOTHERcasualty of the heedless cen-

tralization or ‘'‘integration’’ of Mont-

real island police forces is local traffic
planning and control.

Westmount once had a strong,

knowledgeable and effective city hall
body known as the administrative
traffic committee which recognized
that the complexities of accom-
modating vehicles and people—plus

dogs, plus playing children, plus snow
and ice, plus necessary public and
private works—required the astute at-
tention of a combination of local
authorities and experts.

Town planners, architects, works

engineers, city management people

were all vitally important for their
respective inputs, but none more so
than the traffic specialists of the West-

mount Police, who drew on the in-
timate knowledge of local streets, peo-

ple and their problems possessed by

all the members of the force to provide
the often decisive solutions for par-
ticular questions.

For sure, there is still a Westmount ad-

ministrative traffic committee but we
humbly submit that ‘it ain’t what it

used to be''—mainly because of the
police.

The so-called MUC police force—‘'so-

called’’ because the civilian
authorities of the urban community
provide precious little input to its con-

trol and operation other than massive
amounts of money—is no substitute
for the intimate knowledge and exper-

tise of the former local constabulary.
The officers who patrol our streets

two-by-two in their blue and white,
four-wheeled cocoons are given or take

little concern in traffic matters. In-

deed, traffic control is one of the least
worries of the present breed of

Montreal-oriented cops, specially
when it relates to the special problems

of the adjoining municipalities.
Westmount happens to be this summer

in the midst of one of its worst traffic

messes, albeit much of it temporary

but nonetheless seemingly unco-
ordinated.

How else to explain in the one season the
major Greene avenue experimenta-

tion; massive catch-up rebuilding and
repaving all over the city, notably the

major arterial St. Catherine street
reconstruction; the stampede decision

to create, simultaneously, an eight-
foot, two-way bicycle lane on narrow,

one-way de Maisonneuve boulevard,

and even the move to reroute tour
buses atop the mountain?

This is not the careful, considered, order-
ly Westmount way, anid weputit down

and traffic
to not having adequate input from

local-wise police in the city hall deci-
sion and planning process in all mat-
ters affecting traffic, security and
safety of citizens.

We believe the police director and his of-

ficers assigned to Westmount do as
well as they can under the heavy-

handed and cumbersome constraints
of the MUC police setup, and that the
city departments called upon to deal
with traffic problems do likewise, but
without adequate police input. All are
conscientious.

And we believe all the projects now
underway are, with some reserva-

tions, worthwhile.

But once again the folly of policing not

being under local authority is
demonstrated to every affected citizen

or visitor picking a way around West-
mount streets these days on wheels or

afoot.

 

EVERY once in a while a Parti
Québécois minister usefully reminds us
that his government is not only
separatist (currently being sold as
‘“sovereignty-association’’) but also fun-
damentally socialist. Latest is the social

development minister, (whatever that
title means) Mr. Pierre Marois, who has
flown into high dudgeon because Mr.
Donald Lowe, president of Canadian
Pratt & Whitney, has been ‘‘insolent and
contemptuous’’ enough and uses
‘blackmail’ in suggesting that if the
political and economic climate worsens,
his firm's future expansion may take

place outside Quebec. ‘These people
(Pratt & Whitney) are going to have to
watch out," Mr. Marois is quoted, which
sounds like some kind of threat—typical
of a government which is interven-
tionist, centralist and quite devoid of
any understanding of free enterprise.

short distance from my own. He was
always warm and entertaining and
seemingly pleased by my visits.

*I lecture about five hours a week at
McGill so it is a very different life from
public service, where you work seven
days a week almost.”
Dr. McPherson is an interesting,

charming, handsome man of 57. He is a
collector of contemporary Canadian
painting. On the walls of his luxurious
penthouse Westmount apartment are

works by John Meredith, Jack Nichols,
Yves Gaucher, Cathy Arthur, Richard
Lacroix and Maschel Teitelbaum. A
huge painting by Marion Scott
dominates the living room. There is a
beautiful portrait of Dr. McPherson's
wife, Louise, by Joe Plaskett of Van-
couver. From New Guinea there is
primitive art—a head hunter's
ceremonial shield and a fisherman's
totem.
Dr. McPherson resigned from the NFB

in 1970 after three years as com-
missioner. ‘I resigned from the board
because I found it difficult to live with
politicians,” he said. “It was a very
demanding job and I felt I had done my
time there and it was time to go.

Change from filmmaker

“When my predecessor, Guy Roberge,
resigned there was no commissioner for
15 months. Judy LaMarsh, secretary of
state, wanted someone with broad ex-
perience in the arts. I love films and
have seen hundreds. I love literature,
music, painting and sculpture. I was
interested in all these things and that
was what made Judy think I was a
change from a filmmaker."
Dr. McPherson said that most of the

established filmmakers were at the
board when he was there. “The board
had a policy and I continued it—to have
about 30 apprentices every summer,’ he
said. ‘Of those 30 we kept seven, so
there were always younger people
coming up. The most distinguished
filmmaker was Norman MacLaren.
Roman Kroitor was in charge of the
filming for Labyrinth for Expo.
“On the French side the most

distinguished filmmakers were Claude
Jutras and Jacques Godbout, both of
whom I admire greatly."
Dr. McPherson is the Grierson

professor of communications at McGill.

“I directed two new programs—a

master's and PhD of communications,"
he said. ‘‘When the degrees were granted
I resigned as director but still teach two
courses in communications. We study all
modern media—press, advertising, film,

radio, television, tapes. We also look
into what is coming up in com-
munications. I am mainly concerned at a
graduate level with government cultural
policy.”
Dr. McPherson writes for the

beautifully produced Arts Canada
magazine, edited by Anne Brodzky since
1966. Now a member of the board, he
was chairman from 1969-71. The current
chairman is Joan Vastokis, professor of
anthropology at Trent University. Dr.
McPherson's major article for them was

on Joyce Wieland, a painter and film-
maker and wife of the painter Michael
Snow.

Places Borduas at top

He showed a copy of the magazine
which devoted 57 pages to Paul Emile
Borduas. '‘I think he is the greatest
modern Canadian painter,” Dr.
McPherson said. ‘I like David Milne,
Fred Varley and Jean Paul Lemieux.
Some Canadian painters are in-
ternationally known. Our younger
painters are very much to our credit and
pride.”
Dr. McPherson was born in a little

railway town, Sioux Lookout, Ontario,
the son of the late Peter G. McPherson,
an United Church clergyman. His
mother died a few months ago at the age
of 94. His sister, Katherine Deverell,
wife of a professor,Jyesin-VictoriaHe,

has two brothers. John is an engineer
who designs and sells machines for the
forestry industry and lives in Van-
couver. Neil, who made lots of money in
building products, is now retired and
also resides in Vancouver.
Dr. McPherson was raised mainly in

Alberta. A sergeant, he spent four years
as a statistician in the army during the
Second World War.
In 1949 he received a MA at the

University of Western Ontario, London.
In 1954 he received his PhD at the
University of Toronto.
His first job was at McGill University

in 1952, teaching composition to
engineers for one year. He taught
English at the University of Manitoba
for two years and at University of
British Columbia for one year. Then he
taught English and creative writing at
the University of Toronto for nine years
from 1955 to 1964. He spent a year at
Yale as a Commonwealth fellow. While
at Yale he wrote a book, Hawthorne as
Myth Maker, which was published in

Dr. McPherson has written chapters
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for 14 books. For example, he did a
chapter on fiction from 1940 to 1960 for
The Literary History of Canada. He
wrote a long essay on the Canada
Council for The Prospect of Change. He
wrote a long historical chapter on
Canadian art for an Expo book called
The Canadians. To Canadian Anthology
he contributed an article called The Two
Worlds of Morley Callaghan.
A student of Marshall McLuhan and a

classmate of Margaret Laurence, Dr.
McPherson wrote the first major article
on Gabrielle Roy. He is an admirer of
Margaret Atwood both as a poet and
novelist. Among the young French
writers he had praise for Jacques
Godbout.

Dr. McPherson married Louise Guer-
tin, a French Canadian, in Winnipeg in
1951. The couple met in the Laurentians
where Dr. McPherson played piano in a
St. Jovite hotel. He plays jazz folk and
serious music for about two hours a
week for his own entertainment.
“My taste is very broad,’ he ended. “1

am very interested in the past but it has
to have meaning in the present.”

Some Diefenbaker recollections
By JOHN W.

The name of John Diefenbaker first
meant something to me in the early
1930s as a youth here in Westmount.
School friend and playmate Michael

Jacobs—who perished as an airman in
the Second World War—frequently in-
vited me to his home, the old former
farmhouse on Céte St. Antoine road at
the top of Arlington avenue.
Mike's father, Samuel W. Jacobs, KC,

Liberal MP for Laurier for a quarter of a
century, Bronfman lawyer and author-
ity on Canadian railway law, was re-

counting one evening how he recently
had heard a young Western lawyer
speak spellbindingly and predicted that
the country would hear more of this
Diefenbaker.
A good many years later I met the

great man for the first time in Ottawa
when | was present as a board member
of the Canadian Weekly Newspapers
Assocation which was presenting a brief
to his cabinet. It was a rather stiff occa-
sion. As a new prime minister (fulfilling
Sam Jacobs’ prediction) he had not yet
settled in and things were rather formal.
Another year or two later a smaller

CWNA delegation presented another
brief, this time to the head of govern-

ment himself, attended only by George

Hees as a sort of minister-in-waiting.

But this time 1 was to see something of
the human side of the man.

It was early on a winter morning. He
listened quite attentively to what we
had to say about the state of the com-
munity newspaper industry in Canada.
But he obviously was distracted by
something.

Fascinated by space

On his desk was a miniature radio,
nested in a pen-stand. After a while
temptation got the better of him and he
reached out and turned the set on. His
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face lit up. An announcer said the count-
down was going as planned and a blast-
off from Cape Canaveral, Florida, was
expected shortly. This was one of the
earlier manned space-shots.
Mr. Hees obviously was a bit embar-

rassed. Without hestitation he reached
across from the side of his chief's desk
and turned the radio off. Conversation
proceeded. Dief turned the radio on
again, a devilish look on his face. Hees
turned it off again. This happened
several times.

Finally, ignition was about to take
place. All pretences were dropped. PM,
minister and weekly publishers all sat
back and listened to the broadcast until
the rocket was well into space. And the
meeting ended, the CWNA brief forgot-
ten.
There was some irony in this interest

in U.S. aeronautical prowess for it
wasn't long after that members of the
CWNA board and other representative
publishers and editors were invited by
the department of national defence to
visit North American Air Defence Com-
mand headquarters in Colorado.

In a day-long briefing there and at a
return stopover at a NORAD sector
headquarters near Madison, Wisconsin,
officers drilled into us the folly of
Canada, armed with U.S. Bomarc
missiles, refusing to accept the atomic
warheads without which they were ut-
terly useless. On the flight home there
was hot argument over what we had
seen and heard. It was clear that Dief
was in trouble, borne out only days later
when his minister of national defence,
Col. Douglas Harkness, resigned over
the issue.

City Clerk Peter Patenaude,
who will act as the chief return-
ing officer here, will publish

notices of the Nov. 5 election.
Beginning on that day. ‘‘in-
dependent’ candidates will be
able to go to city hall to fill out
documents for ‘‘authorization”

(which take about a day to be
approved) and political parties

will be able to apply for official

provincial recognition. Only
authorized candidates and par-

ties will be allowed to run in
the election.

At about the same time. all
households in Westmount will
receive a small pamphlet (again
in French only, with English

copies—it is expected—

vailable at city hall) describing
the campaign procedures, most-
ly involving Chapter 7 of Bill
44, as amended.

The pamphlet describes
authorizations, contributions to

candidates and parties, expend-
itures, reporting procedures
and “investigative powers’ of

the province, all very briefly.
Much of this was explained in

an Examiner article on July 19,

but more rules became known

Wednesday evening:
® Only citizens of Westmount

will be allowed to donate to
political parties or campaigns

here. The maximum donation
(per year) is $500, and provin-
cial receipts must be issued for

every amount over $100; such

contributions can be by cheque
or money order only, and the

names and addresses of donors
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become public information.
® ‘Anonymous’ donations are

allowed, but Mr. Boucher told a
questioner he was not certain

“what the legislators had in
mind’ in permitting these;
while nickels and dimes thrown
in a hat at a rally obviously can-
not be receipted or reported,
there is a chance candidates
could receive large sums
through such means.

Spending limits

e The amount each candidate

® Use hand signals to indicate turning
or stopping;

® Protect yourself at night with the re-
quired reflectors and lights;
® Drive a safe bike. Have it inspected to
ensure good mechanical condition;
® Drive your bike defensively; watch
out for the other person.

City’soil cost up 50%
in lone bid from Shell
The price of heating and

snow-melting oil for the city is
going to increase 50 percent this
year over last, city council

learned this month, and Shell
Canada Ltd. appears to be the
only company willing to offer
Westmount the commodity at
any price.

gallons, with no conversion
factor to litres), and Texaco
Canada Ltd.'s price offers did
not add up correctly.
This time, Shell got the city's

nod to supply the valuable com-
modity by offering a firm dis-
count of .55 cents per litre on a
fluctuating price which will
start at 14.6 cents a litre, for a
net price to Westmount of 14.05
cents. Texaco did not enter a bid
in the second call.
The city expects to buy some

627,360 litres of heating oil and
727,374 litres of snow-melting
oil; the figures were arrived at
by simple conversion of the
more traditional 138,000 gallons
of heating and 160,000 of snow-
melting fuel.
Shell did not differentiate

prices or discounts among the
two types of oil, but suggested
that the quoted prices are sub-
ject to change.

The discount, however,
amounts to just over $7,450
which the city can expect to
save from the going tank-
wagon price.
Last year, Shell came in with

a net offer of 42.73 cents a
gallon, or 9.4 cents a litre, for
the snow-melting fuel, while
Texaco won the heating oil bid
with a net price of 9.39 cents.
(These prices went up during
the winter, however.)
Shell had offered the city

heating oil in 1975 at 28.7 cents a
gallon, or 6.31 cents a litre,
though the lowest price offered
for both types of fuel at the
time was 6.16 cents a litre.
At the time, the city received

seven offers (three of which

were not according to specifica-
tions); even last year, four valid
bids were offered.
Thus, while the price jumped

almost 50 percent between 1975
and 1978, it increased another
50 percent in the past year
alone; it now stands 128 percent
higher than four years ago.

Henrietta Antony cannot find

a tenant for a commercial build-
ing she would like to build at
1350-52 Greene avenue, so the
small lot lies vacant, causing
heating problems for adjoining
buildings.

Edward Fargnoli, proprietor of
The Real Tony Shoe Shop, 1346
Greene avenue, appealed to city
council recently to do some-
thing to ensure that his build-
ing would not go through
another winter of heating prob-
lems.

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Larry Eldridge at Rotary:

One World Cup problem:
How to use Astroturf
Are the world’s best athletes

really going to be throwing

hammers and javelins, jump-
ing, hurdling and steeplechas-
ing on asphalt-based Astroturf
at Olympic Stadium this
weekend?
That's a question that pro-

bably hasn't troubled most of
us, but it's uppermost in the
mind of Larry Eldridge, chief

organizer of the World Cup of
Athletics which is to be held in
Montreal starting tomorrow
evening.
The answer to the question is

no, but he still is uncertain
about the solution.
Designers have come up with

a combination of blown

styrofoam and aspenite board
to resemble the natural ground
surface so important to the
athletes, but Mr. Eldridge still
wonders how that will work.
“We won't have any idea un-

til the games are on," he told
members of the Rotary Club of
Westmount last Wednesday.
As if that problem wasn’t

enough, Mr. Eldridge explained
to the Rotarians that he has had
his hands full since 1977 prepar-
ing for the three-day event, first
bidding to get the World Cup
and then organizing the games.
Total staff for the event will

be between 540 and 600, most of
whom are volunteers (and in-
cluding 30 recruited by the
Westmount YMCA). Press
facilities and technical installa-
tions had to be organized,
travel plans worked out for

some 500 athletes from five con-
tinents, and advertising pro-
grams established.
Most of this has been done by

a skeleton staff established in
January last year. Mr. Eld-
ridge, one-time co-ordinator
and director of the athletics
program for the Olympics,
received valuable assistance
from Gen. Robert Bérubé, who
ran the Olympics operations
centre; still, considering the
travel and technical expenses
involved, the total budget of
just over $3 million does not
provide much room for over-
head.
The World Cup, born in 1975

when organizers sensed the
need for an event to bring
athletes together in non-
Olympic years, first was held in
Dusseldorf, West Germany, in
1977.
Mr. Eldridge felt ‘one other

challenge was needed" for
Montreal following the Olym-
pics, and sensed that the

facilities at the Olympic
Stadium would be under-used if
another activity was not up-
coming.
Montreal found itself bidding

against Los Angeles for World
Cup II, repeating the two-way
battle which led up to the 1976
Olympics.

Not for records

The meet is not designed to
establish new records, Mr.
Eldridge emphasized, nor is it a
platform for individual perfor-
mances, as is the Olympics.

It is a team effort and a com-
petition between continents,
though ‘‘power'’ countries such
