The city of Westmount could be forced to
pay as much as $125,000 as it’s been named in
a yet to be authorized class action lawsuit rela-
ted to a deceased employee's alleged sexual
transgression toward at least 50 boys.

Former Westmounter Benedict Matthew
Bissonette, who now lives in Los Angeles,filed
a motion in Quebec Superior Court June 5,
requesting permission to authorize the class
action which alleges Westmount’s negligence
resulted in the repeated sexualassault of many
children. According to the motion, the late
John Garland, who was the superintendent of
the Westmount Parks and Recreation
Department from 1953 to 1987, would focus
each year on one or two boys from the depart-
ment’s programs. These boys were popularly
known as “Johnny's pets.”

"The motion also states that Garland would

invite boys to his apartment in Westmount. He
claimed these visits were common knowledge
among department participants and
employees.

Bissonette told Global that Westmount
should have prevented and been aware ofthe
faults committed by its long-time employee.

Bissonette is one ofmany to develop serious
psychological problems, such as depression
and drug or alcohol abuse, according to the
motion. Should the class action be authorized
and further evidence show the other 49 indivi-
duals were similarly harmed and affected by
Garland’s alleged abuse, Westmount could be
ordered to pay nearly $5 million in damages,
according to the story first reported by
Global News.

“The City is not issuing comments at this
moment because the matteris currently before
the courts,” said Maureen Lafreniere, a com-
munication’s officer for Westmount.

A former Westmountresident is hoping to launch a class action lawsuit against the city of
Westmount, claiming pastofficials should have been aware of a former superintendent’s alleged
sexual transgressions.
