School question.  But the recent vote of non-
confidence isa horse of another color, which
this accommodating saddle is found most admir,
ably to ft. “ There is n majority from Upper
Canada,’” say these worthy partisans, “and
therefore the House sustains that section of
the Cabinet.”” But after what fashion are the
Western members of the Government sustaic-
ed? Simply by their own votes, without
which they are in & positive minority. It is no
new thing that, in motions involving & question
of confdence, there does arisea very doubtful’
consideration  whether the Ministry—the
parties immediately interestzd—should vote.
Custom, it is true, permits them to record their
votes in their own favor, a nice sense of pro-
priety would forbid it, and justice can hardly
be said to be awarded by a judyment, in the
formution of which the accosed largely parti-
cipates. This is precisely the case in the re.
cent vote. - One hundred and twenty-three
votes were rccorded, being seven less
than the entire House, these seven com-
prising five absentees, the Speaker and
a vacancy. Never was a larger vote
taken. Every Lower Canads member was
present, giving thirtysix yeas aad twenty-
eight nays—a majority in favor of the motion
of eight. The Upper Canads members who
voted were in number fifty.-mne; of whom
twenty-eizht went for the motion, and thirty-
one against it, leasing a majority of three. It
is this majority of three which forms the
ground of Ministerial exaltation. Dut a very
slight reference to the division list gives us the
names of five Upper Canada Ministers who
voted for themselves, and deducting whose
names, which is absolutely necessary to get at
the impartial vote of that section of the House,
we have this majority of three converted into a
winority of two. Nor does even this minority
waily pourtray the appreciation of the Ministry.
The five absentees have to be taken into the
moral, if not into the effective result; and it
is not too much to say that four, at least, out
of the rumber, if not the whole five, would
have voted against the Government had they
been present. Talk, therefore, as they will,
the Govercmeant have been most uamistakeably
beaten in both sections.

The cou:se proposed to be followed by the
Ministry was to ask the House to go on with
the business, to grant asupp'y and to put an
end to the session at the earliest possible day.

The plan had all the
charm of simplicity. The ouly obstacle was
to persuade the Opposition to stultify their
vote of non-confidence, and 10 place the
money and guardiauship of the country in the
hauds of the men Parliament had just declared
it mistcusted. The Premier intimated—for
he certainly did not affi-m—that there was to
be a dissolation, but whether before or afier a
reconstruction of the Cabinat he refused to say,
urging that the question ought not to be put.

command a vote of supply. There is, too,
another consideration of great moment—the
pecaliar position of the British and American
relations. The Province is in the most in-
efficient state of defence. No organization
has been effected, and though it may suit Mr.
Drummond to say ¢ that no armament is the
“best srmament,” the people of Canada
would consider the Ministry that should leave
them helpless to the tender mercies of an inva:
ding force, be it great or small, but sorry guar-
dians of the country it was their first duty 10
protect. We can anderstand Mr. Drummond’s
disappointment in not being able to float off his
shares in Boston; but we caanot understand
that breeches-pocket patriotism which finds in
an unsuccessfal speculation cause for o dere-
lection of the first duty of a loyal citizen.

By late arrivals we bave English papers to
the 25th April. In both Houses of Parlia-
ment interesting and important discussions
upon the relations with America bad taken
place. Notable in the discussion of the House
of Commons was the recent conduct of the
American Ambassador, Mr. Adams, in grant-
ing licenses, or letters of protection to British
ships against capture or molestation by United
States ships of war. Of the impropriety and
insulting character of Mr. Adams’s conduct
there is no question, and it is not surprising
that it should have called forth some very
gsevere strictures. The feeling on both sides
the Atlantic has reached a point which will
require all the tact and management which the
statesmen on either side poisess, to avoid the
irritation already existing from culminating in
war. Speeches have been made in both
Houses of Parliament which fully demonstrate
that the public patience is being sorely tested.
“The very men,” saysan Eoglish journal,
t who are always praising the spirit of Lord
« Palmerston, and are never tired of telling us
“(hat the honor of England is sufe in his
“ hands, are now so much carried away by ex-
“ citement, in consequence of the seizure and
“ overhauling of certain vessels m the West
¢ Tndies and the Gulf of Mexico, 2s to have
“lost all faith in their idol, and make de-
« mands which, if conceded, would render the
“ preservation of peace impossible.” It is
clear, however, that the British Government
is acting with the greatest caution. Lord
Russel stated in the House of Lords that he
had taken no step without consulting the law
officers of the Crown. This aonouncement
did oot appear to satisfy the House or the
country, and the Foreizn Secretary’s admis-
sion that, though Mr. Seward's letter wus to o
cartain extent satisfactory, Uniled States
offcers might choose to do an illegal act, and
that mails were not safe from viola-
tion, brought up the Earl of Derby, who
expressed his surprise that Lord Palmerston
and his colleagues permitted the pretentions
of the American Government. Lord Russell
luid great stress upon Mr. Seward's professions,
as though he had not had experience of these
before, and as if he did not know that Admiral
Wilkes would as little regard instructions from
Washington as be would from Whitehall. As
an English writer has said, “it is to be re-
“ gretted, for the sake of the amicable rela-
¢ tions between the two Governments, that a
“ maan of Admiral Wilkes's antecedents should
¢ have been placed in the position be now oc-
“cupies. The very mention of his name
« gwakens unpleasant associations ; and though
“ he may possibly, in some instances, have
“kept within the letter and spirit of his duty,
t yet the popular assumption is, that every act
¢ which he perpetrates agaiast British shippinz,
t jadone in the way of hostility to Fogland-
“ and this impression is of itself calculated to
‘‘entangle the relstions between the Govern-
“ments of Washingion and London.” The
very appointment of this officer to the station
was o tacit insult to Englaod after the affair
of the Trent, and when it was the bost of
this individual, at every fele at which he was
complimeunted, that he would lose no opportu
nity to degrade and insult the British flag.

The debates in the two Houses of Parlia
ment will, it is to be hoped, have the effect of
showing to our insane neighbors that while
Britain i3 desirous of maiutaining the most
amicable relations, she cannot permit, with
impumity, these frequent indignities to her flag,
and the unwarrantable interference with her
commercial freedom. Kvery precaution has
been, and will be taken, to avoid giving cause
for offence; but the Washington Government,
sod the people of the Northern States, will
ma'te a great mistake if they place the reticent
conduct of the British Government to any
other cause than & strong snd anxious desire
to preserve those friendly relations for the con-
tinuation of which the reasons are so manifold
sad peculiar.

THE QUEEN'S BIRTH-DAY.

A correspondent, referring t> the due ob-
servance of the Her Majesty's birth-day, and to
the volunteer display called for by the Militia
General Order of the 8th inst., suggests that
His Excellency should issue a proclamation
calliog upoa the people to observe it as a pub-
lic hollday. This, we think, is not necessary,
inasmuch as the birth-day of the Sovereign is
one of the holidays at the public offices—so
that there is sure to be a general suspenzion of
public business. The Mayor will doubtless
issue the usual request to the citizens; and the

rest depends upon the latter themseives. We
are sure the day will be generally observed.

EDUCATION (L. C.)
Hon. Mr. BROWN presented a petition from
the Protestan School Commissioners of Quebec,
offering objections to the bill relating to Com-
mon School in Lower Canada, introduced by
the Hon. Attorney General East, on the ground
that it would unduly increase the power of the
Superintendent of Education and that it would
place the Proestant portion of the population
at n dissdvantage—and praying that the ob-
jectionable clanses be removed.
THE MINISTERIAL CRISIS.

Hon. J. 8. MACDONALD said that it must
be expected that he would state the resolution
that hiad been arrived at in consequence of the
vote of want of confidence on Tnursday night.
After that vote the only alternative left was
that the country should decide which party in
the House possessed the confidence. In ac-
cordance with this view the Administration
had dezided that there should be a dissolation
s goon s possible. It was the intention of
the Government to go on with a portion of the
public business that was unopposed —and that
done to prorogue the House. In the mean-
time the Government would be prepared
to take a vote ot supplies of such
monies as the House would be prepared to
grant. They would go on with such measures
as were in a state of forwardness—and were
unopposed. The Government did not desire
1o pusi any measures merely to give them
power or patronage.

Hon. Mr. CARTIER said that hon. gentle-
men had heard the announcement that the
House was on the eve of n dissolution. This
hud been expected. At the same time there
han been sirange rumors of a change in
ihe complexion of the Administration.
Now, although it was not usual on an oceasion
like the present to put such & question to the
Government, yet at the same time it wonld be
4 most extraordinary courseefor the Govern-
ment 1o pursue—to act as they were about tn,
it these rumors were true, It was openly
s1id that the Government were about to pursae
the cownrdly aod unconstitutional course of
altering their personnel to meet the people, io-
stead of meeting the country as they were when
the vote was given. (Hear, hear) The Op-
position were not afraid to meet the people as
they were.  (Great cheering ) The strength
of the Upposition was unimpaired—they were
preparing to meet the Government in the rec-
\itude of their principles. [Cheers.] And
they did not care, for that matter, whether the
Government went to the country ns they were
when defeated, or whether they reconstructed
first. [lear, hear.] -~ The Opposition did not
care & rap about the compositivn of the Gov-
ernment. [Cheers.] Bat at the same time he
could not help referring to those strange ru-
mors, which even went so fur as 10 associate
the names of certain gentlemen 1o the House
with certain offices.

Hon. Mr. BROWN—Name! name!

Hon. Mz. CARTIER -The hon. member for
South Oxford may well be jubilant, for be stat-
ed the other night in his speech that the pre-
sent Governmeut would suit him because he
could control them, and the only objection he
bad to geutlemen on the Opposition side of the
House was that he could not coutrol them.
[Great cheering and laughter.] He congratu-
fated that hon geotleman on his lofty position.
He would not lose sight of the question which
he wished the Premier to answer—was there
any teuth in the rumor that there was to be a
reconstruction and a dissolution 7 He hoped
not, for such a course would be anti-British
and unconstitutional.

Hon. J. S. MACDONALD thought that
Mr. Cartier would have been satisfied with the
explanations that he had already given. It
appeared to him that Mr. Cartier wanted to re-
move every obstacle that would keep him from
the Treasury benches. It was very right for
the Government to take the course they had
taken.
