Extract of a letter received by a gentleman in New-
York, from his friend in Lima, dated June 9, 1824.

« Dear Sir—The Cambridge 74, with Mr. Rowcroft,
British Consul General for Lima, has arrived. The
American brig Frederick, seized in this port for having
been recaptured by her crew, while a prize to the
Quintinella brig of war, has been restored to the Ame-
rican Consul, Mr. Tudor, by Gen. Rodill, after sen-
tence of condemnation, agreeable to Com. Stewart’s
reclamation, prior to that commander’s leaving Callao
in the Frankln.

« The tariff blockade of Lima has been attempted to
be enforced by the Congress corvette and Macedonian
brig ; butin consequence of the late American commo-
dore in the Franklin, having put the extin uisher on
their first attempt to enforce it with the ship American,
from New-YorL, Capt. Brown, in the Tartar frigate,
has been obliged to take the same ground and sailed in
pursuit of the two British vessels which they had detain-
ed, until they paid the twenty-five per. cent duties on
their invoice. He returned with the two vessels to
Callao. Soon after the two American vessels were
detained off Callao,and their registers endorsed. Com-
modore Hull wasin consequence cbliged to sail for the

urpose of releasing them, and they came with the fri-

ate U. States yesterday. Commodore Hull has sent

ieutenant Paulding in the Dolphin, to Truxillo, to
Bolivar’s head quarters, to ascertain whether he autho-
rizes and is responsible for this tariff blockade of the
coast of Peru. Thishe mighthave known lJIy looking at
the orders of that General, published by Torro Tagle.
‘Admiral Guise is off Pisco,exacting,a dutyof 6 per ct.
on all the brandies, &c. ex oried fr(.)m that port in neu-
tral vessels. An English brig coming from thence was
obliged to pay it: but having no money on board, they
paid it in kind, and sent on boal:d 10 jars, or Botegas.
Captain Prescott immediatel sailed in the Aurora to
demand its restitution, but Guise showed the Lieutenant
that it was Bolivar’s orders, and he returned, having
eflected nothing. e s

There has been n& fighting yet between the armies, of
any consequence. The royal army of the centre, under
General Narratela, formed a junction with Canterac’s
army of the north, on the 2d of June, and the whple are
moving forward, by easy marches, upon Truxillo, to
give time for the army of the south under Valdez to get
in position, to cut off Bolivar’s retreat on Quito. The
advance of the Colombian army under General Sucre,
has been obliged to retire by his right flank, for the
purpose of concentrating with™ the main body of Boli-
var’s army in the Sierra of Truxillo. The Peruvians
attached fo the Colombian army, are daily deserting ;
and Bolivar has ordered from Colombia all the British
officers in the service to assist in extricating him from
his dilemma. The ro{al army has a powerful cavalry,
amounting to 5050 ; this force 1is not calculated to act
with much effect in the Sierra, but will be all important
in occupying the lincs of retreat. :

«« In consequence of the Royalists keeping very
little force in Lima, this city is very much exposed to
the incursions of the Monteneros ; they have been
three times within the city bounds, _when al! the in-
habitants fly‘into their houses,and barricade their doors.
Were these Monteneros under good leaders, thgy could
occupy this city at any time ﬂ_;r a day, and might _rob
and cut the throats of the inhabitants t{efore the garrison
of Callao could come to their relief. The famous
black Colonel, Bolivar, who commands about 500 of
these desperadoes, or Monteneros, has come over with

kis band and joined the royal cause.”’

RIOT AND REBELLION.

From the Providenc> Beacon of Oct. 23.

We are sorry to say that this community, which has
always been distinguished for the purity of its morals,
and for its domestic felicity and repose, has for the two
last weeks been disturbed and disharmonized by riot
and rebellion. On Sunday cvenm% last, the centre of
the town presented a scene of tumult and disorder, and
a most furious riot took place, between our black popu-
lation, and a body of whites, which eventuated in the

loss of blood and reputation. : :

On Monday evening, we were again thrown into a
state of confusion by a similar transaction, differing
from that of Sunday evening by its desolating and
wicked consequences. A

Early Monday morning, an infamous placard was

osted on the Flag Staff atthe Bridge, callmi upon all
who were disposeﬁ toriot and rebel tomeetat that place,
at 10 o’clock the succeeding night; and long before the
arrival of that hour,a mob comprising four or five hun-
dred persons had assembled, and at the word of com-
mand took up its line of march for a small hamlet, si-
tuate at the northern suburb to the town, populated
principally by blacks, who located themselves in that
quarter, to avoid any intercourse or correspondence
with their hostile white neighbours. :

When arrived at thespot,a most furmus'atta‘ck was
made upon the unoffending and unsuspecting inhabi-
tants, many of whom were engaged in convivial sports
and rural games, andin the short space of four of five
hours, eleven dwelling houses were levelled with the
ground. 3 k A

The infuriated and mis-guided mob, not content with
prostrating the dwellings of the unfortunate being upon
whom their vengeance was vented, commenced ge nc.ral
destruction among their goods and chattres, destroying
every thing on which they could lay their polluted hands.

The destruction was general, unlimited and without
discrimination, save only in those instances where the

mob was brought up with ¢ Rum,” orby the inebriating
cup were diverted from their unhallowed designs.

The next returning sun presented to beholders, a scene
at which humanity revolts with detestation and dismay,
and at which the heart sickens, and from the contempla-
tion of which the mind gladly retires.

The hamlet which buta few hours before bore a smil-
ing aspect, and through which the humofinnocent festi-
vity had been heard, was now silentand forsaken, and
the” ruins or what it was barely told the spot where it
had existed.

It wasindeeda lamentable and sorry sight, and the
town in this instance, has incurred an indel ible dis-
grace ; anda monument of infamy has thus been erected,
to perpetuate the atrocities committed by an abandoned
and profligate mob,

DESPERATE ATTEMPT BY THE PELEW IS-
LANDERS.

The Syren, South Sea whaler, capt. Frederick Cof-
fin, arr. on Thursday evening last, at Deptford, after
a voyage of 25 months, having left Gravesend, August
9, 1822. She was originally built as a pleasure yacht,
by the command of Bonaparte, and has had great suc-
cess, having returned with three hundred and twenty
tons of oil. During the I‘)assage out, on Easter Monday,
March 31, 1823, while off the southernmost of the Pelew
Islands, under a lively breeze, several large sailing
canoes appeared in sight, which increased in number to
near 30, each having from six to ten on board, upon
which the Syren slackened sail, and on approaching
many of the natives called out, as through motives of
inquiry, * English ? English?”’ and being answered in
the affirmative, they came alougside, and with tolerably
correct pronunciaficn, repeated, ¢ Give us a rope,’”
this was complied with, From the generally reported
mild and pacific demeanor of these people, who, to the
number of about one hundred, quickly crowded the deck,
civilities were exchanged in apparently the most friend-
ly manner, and as t?ley brought few provisions with
them, and noarticles of curiosity, the crew commenced
bartering for their spears, with which they were armed,
and with which theyseemed to part reluctantly. At this
time the vessel continued under easy sail, the canoes
closely accompanying them, to their companions, in
which those on board seemed inno degree anxious to re-
turn.—The mate; who felt a little distrust from their su-
periority in number, the crew being only thirty-seven,
communicated his opinion to the captain, who instantly
¢oincided, and gave orders to crowd more sail, thinking
it would induce them to depart. Thisappeared to occa-
sion some little dislike, and in a few minutes after,
while Captain Coffin was in a boat lashed to the side,
giving orders to that effect, two of the natives at a pre-
concerted signal, it is sugposed, suddenly seized him,
and endeavored to throw him into the sea, while a gene-
ral attack was commenced on therest of the crew. The
Captain disengaged himself, succeeded in gaining the
deck, and calling aloud that their lives and the safety of
the ship dcpendet?on desperate fighting, a fierce enga-
gement ensued. Those of the na_t@ves wh9 in traffic had
parted with their spears, were assisted with others from
the canoes, or availing themselves of the harpuons,
which with great dexterity they broke to a suitable
length, while others gaining the whaling spades, usedin
digginginto the fish when caught, continued a mostfu-
rious attack 3 notwithstanding the disparity, the crew
succeeded in driving them to the stem of the vessel,
where they leaped overboard and regained their canoes.
It is worthy of remark, that when any of the natives
were wounded, orstunned by being knocked down, they
were instantly thrown by their comrades into the sea,
where they either swam or where picked up by their
companions, who frequently attempted to accompany
them to return, but where always repulsed inendea-
vouring to get up the sides, and throughout encouraged
them by loud cheering. On their quitting the Syren, the
crew commeuced firing, and though greatly exhausted,
having a ready supply of ammunition, it was kept up
while within musket shot, but with what effect is not
known, asseveral they supposedkilled, from their fal-
ling into the water, were seen to rise and regain their
canoes ;3 nearly the whole of the ship’s company were
wounded severelyin this attack ; the eftects of which,
notwithstanding the unremitted exertions and skill of
the surgeon, several will never, it is feared, entirely
recover from : and it is to heregretted that the carpent-
er, named Joseph Caulfield, \'-'h.n fought most coura-
eously, lost his life by a blow from the whale spade,
which nearly severed his head from his body, as did
William Warrer, boatstearer to the second mate, who
was speared most dreadfully through the body_; the latter
has left an aged mother, and the former a wife and ten
children, living in London, totally unprovided for. The
retreat of the savages was as sudden as the attack ; from
their mode of which, their pronunciation of certain
words, their jealousy in parting from their weapons, the
seizure of peculiar implements, and converting them
into weapons, the attack and seizure of the Capt. and
its commencing when there were fewest on the deck, the
¢ rew countinue in opinion, that the whole was concerted
and organised by Europeans or Americans, resident in
the island. What deterred them from entertaining the
least suspicion was, the Syren having a short time pre-
viousspoke to a vessel, which stated she had been as
ground near the Pelew Islands, and the prompt assistan-

tce hat had been rendered by the natives.

Lord Charles Muﬁ-ray and m:,ssclf, havéy’j ustlrzgl:nrnad
from the Church of 5t. Giorgio, where we accompanied
the members of the Executive, the whole of the Leris-
lgtwe body, and an immense concourse of militarybci-
tizens, &c. to hear Te Deum sung for the dclivcrn,nce
of Ipsara from the Turks. This event wasannounced in
a despatch of the brave Miaouli, dated on board his own-
ship, of lpsara, on the 4th (16th,) on the morning of
which day he had attacked and routed the whole of the
Turkish vessels left behind for she purpose of carrying
the plunder and prisoners. A party of the Gresks
having landed, the Turks took refuge inseveral houses
of the town, where they were closely invested, and not
likely to hold out more than a few hours. With respect
to the Capt. Pacha’s squadron, it has separated, ane
half having gone to Smyrna, and the other to Mitylene.
This arose from a dread of being more easily overtaken
by the Greek fleet, which continues to cruize between
Ipsara and Scio. In the attack which was made on the
morning of the 16th, several transports and armed ves-
sels were ‘either taken or destroyed. Miaouli deseribes
the ardour and bravery of hismen to have been above
all praise—indeed, all classes of the islanders only seem
to be animated by one sentiment, that ofrevenge for the
recent crueltiesofthe enemy. Now that the infidels are
driven from the above important point, it is intended
that the Ipsariots shall re-occupy the island, and erect a
species of citadel whichshall Le capable of resisting e~
very future attack. ~The very best consequences are ex-
pected to result from the successes of the fleet.. Other
ships are preparing, so that it is expected an additional
reinforcement of 50 will sail in a few days. The whole
wﬂl.then be formed into two divisions, of which one is
destined to waltch the Captain Pacha, while the other
proceeds off Alexandria, there to await the expedition
expectedby Mahomet Ali. In all the latest accounts
received here, itisreported, thatalthough the Pacha of -
Egypt has collected about 15,000 men and some trans
orts, it is doubful whether he intends carrying his threat
into execution or not. Upon the whole, 1 do not think
that there is any thing whatever to be apprehended froio
that quarter. ou will receive a most spirited procla--
mation of the Previsional Government, on thesubject of
foreiguers, allowing their vessels to be taken up as trans-
ports by the Infidel Chief. This has been receivedb
the Consuls at Alexandria and produced the desired ef-
fect. Although the money hasnot yetarrived from Zante,
we are in hopes ofseeing it very soon, as all the neces..

sary steps-have been taken.

Heat of the Weather.—Yesterday was one of the
hottest days which we have experienced throughout the
whole summer : the thermometer in the shade, at two
o’clock, was as high as 83 degrees Fahrenheit. 'The
horses in the differentstagesonthe Western road suffer-.
edseverely from the intensity of the heat and we under-
stand that three fine cattle dropped down dead between
Maidenhead and London. A Reaper in a field near
Brentford, was struck by the heat of the sun at one
o’clock, and was carried home in a state of delirium.

Curious Will:—In the year 1724, Justice Norman of
Norwich, by his will, directed that the sum of £4000
should be given to build a charity school 60 years after
his decease.

Monsieur AND THE ComTE D’ARrTOIS.

The following slight notice of the characters of the
last and present King of France in their youth, (then
distinguished by the titles of Monsieur, and the Comte
d’Artois) will be found in Madame de Campan’s Memoirs
of Marie Aitoinelle.

¢ Monsteur had more dignity of demeanour than the
King ; but his size and corpulency rendered his gait in-
elegant. He was fond of pageantry and magnificeace.
He cultivated the: belles-lettres, and under borrowed
names repeatedly contributed verses, of which he him-
self was the author, to the papers.

His wonderful memory was the handmaid of his wit
furnishing him with the happiest quotations. He kuew
every thing by heart, from llle finest passages of the La-
tin Classics, to the Latin of all the prayers: from the
works of Racine to the Vaudeville of ¢ Rose et Colas.™

In a note it is added, that ¢ this prince always loved
and protected literature. The judicious favo ur which.
he extended to talent was.known to all France.

The ComTe D’ ArTois had an agrecable countenance,
was well made; active in bodily exercises, lively, some-
times impetuous, fond of pleasure, and very particular -
in his dress.

Some happy observations made by him were repeated:
with pleasure ; several of them gave a favourable idea:
of his heart. The Parisians liked the free and open air
of this Prince, regarding it as an attribute of the ¥Fronchka
character, andshewed real aftection for him,
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In a work of that time, there is to be found a reply
which does honour to the Prince’s humanity. The ques-
tion was respecting the treatment of prisoners: the
Comte d’Artois insisted that their adversity shocld be
respected; that men who were only accused, should not
be made to undergo the treatment of culprits convicted
by the Laws. The matter is thus related:—The Abbé
de Besplas, a celebrated preacher, delivered a sermon
before the King, the subject of which was On the marks
of Charity in a King, in which was a passage upon jails,
which made a most Tivc!_y impression ; the Abbéremark-
ed, amongst other things, that ¢¢ a place of security can-
pot without flagrant injustice become the abode of de-
spair.”” He feelingly described the loathsome dungeons
in which prisoners were confined, previous to as well as
after their trial; sohorrid, he said, were these infectious
dens, that the prisoners blessed the moment which led
them to execution, relieving them from greater suffer-
ings, and concluded with these words : ¢ Great God, can
there be under a good Prince, subjects who long for the
scaffold? Blessed be this immortalday ; 1 h:avc fglﬁlled
the wish of my heart—that of depositing this weight of

rief in the bosom of the best of monarchs.”

It was observed that the discourse had sensibly affect-
ed the King and his brothers. The next day a selfish
and venal courtier remarked tothe Comte d’ Artois that
the Abbé de Besplas bad complained improperly of the
manner in which prisoners were treated in the jails,
since it might be considered as a part of the punishment
which their crimes deserved. The Prince interrupted
him indignantly, exclaiming, ¢ How is it known that
they are guilty ? thatis never known till the sentence is
passed.”

Memoirs of Fouche, by himself —We copy from the
Courier the following notice of this work : —

A publication has just made its appearancein Paris,
which, as an historical work, must be regarded with
great curiosity. We speak of T%e Memoirs of Fouche,
a posthumous work of that notorious character. Nine

ears ago, when he was Minister of Police to Louis

VIII. a short sketch of his life appeared in England,
which, so far as it went, delineated him much more
correctly than his own partial pen. It spoke of his
atrocities in 1793 and 1794. It cited his own recorded
statements of the Churches he had plundered, and the
massacres he had perpetrated. These things he of
course throws into shade. He declares that he was
never a member of any of the Revolutionary Commit
tees. This is true, as regardsthe Committees of Govern-
ment in Paris ; but at Lyon he presided for many weeks
in a Revolutionary Committee, which day after day
slaughtered 60, 80, 100, 200, individvals at a time. In
short, Robespierre himself was not a more sanguinary
monster. But the actions of Fouche are well known ;
and if they were not, we could not expect to find them
faithfully related by himseif. His opinions on other
events and persons are more likely to be impartial, and
they are abundantly curious. He is not one of those
who think that the Revolution was inevitable. On the
contrary. he says, that if Louis XVI. had had the firm-
ness to dissolve the National Assembly, he might have
sate on his throne to this hour ; and he expressly de-
clares that the Bastille would not have been attacked on
the 14th July, if the Generals had done their cuty on
the 12th.

After the murder of the henevclent Louis, the Go-
vernment was seized by the Naticnal Convention. Let
ashear how Fouche describes this power. ‘¢ It wasa
sort of monstrous dictatorship,” says he, ¢ which grew
out of the subversion of all order. and presented al-
ternately the picture of Athenian anarchy and of Turk.
ish despotism.”

The memorable 18th of Brumaire found Fouche Mi-
pister of Police to the Directory. It is curious to ob-
serve him (unconscious as it were) exposing his own
perfidy on this occasion. He knew all Puonaparte's
intrigues to get possession of the Consulship ; he knew
that the struggle was to take place that morning at St
Cloud : but he was doub!ful of the event.— He therefore
took no step one way or the cther, but sat at Paris sur-
rounded by his police agents, keeping his (ye on both
parties, sending out spies every five minutes, and re
ceiving intelligence as frequently, until the sword of
Buonaparte had cut the Gordian knot —Then he has.
tened to salute the victor, and was rewarded by being
continued in his pest as Minister of Police.

It has often been observed that Buonaparte, at the
time of which we are speaking, shewed himself far in-
ferior to our Cromwell ; and Fouche’s picture of the

scene, which is drawn with great liveliness, fully con-
firms the remark. Cromwell’s conduct was cool, deli.
berate and firm, and the act was wholly hiscwn. The
part which Buonaparte had to play was chalked out for
him by Sieyes, Talleyrand, and others ; and he would
have failed in the performance if it had not been for the
energy of his brother Lucien, and the decision « f Murat,
F.ven in the Council of Ancients, where lis adherents
formed a majority, he delivered his speech with much
hesitation and disorder ; but when he came to address
the Council of Five Hundred he turned pale, and trem.-
hled at the nppo.-itinn which he encountered, and was
acrually carried out of the Hall by his own soldiers

Fouche mentions an incident which to thuse who
know the local situation of the Palace of St. Cloud,

strongly marks the state of indecision into which Buo
naparte was thrown. No sooner had he escaped from
the Hall, than he mounted tis horse, and galloped down
the avenue, a distance of above a quarter of a mile, to
the bridge leading towards Paris. Near this spot was
Sieyes waitingin a post chaise with six horses. Murat
jolned them at the bridge. He it was thatdecided Buo.
naparte to turn back and lead the troops against the
Legislative Body ; while Lucien, as President of the
Council of Five Hundred, lent the cloak of his author-
ity to the forcible dissolution of the Government.—
These details give a tone and colour to the transaction,
very different from what is commonly imagined, and
we see in them traits perfectly consistent with the flight
from the army in Russia, and the Sauve qui peut at Wa-
terloo.
