Lin Ta-Jen, hefore
writing his book, saw a great many things
with curious and intelligent eyes, Among
other places he went to the printing office
of the London Times, and he was aston-
shed at the rapidity of the work which
was done there; but being imbued with
the same philanthropic principles as Sir
Tilley, he saw at once what a terrible loas
the country sustained by getting news-
papers printed, at the rate, perhaps, of a
hundred thousand for four five
pounds, when they might have been made
to cost as many hundreds of pounds, and
might so have employed a vast number of
people. He made a careful caleulation
that two thousand eight hundred men
might turn out daily by hand-labour the
number of copies required, and earn a
dollar and-a-half a day apiece, which
gum, would ruffice to support a family of
eight persons, Thus, he concludes tri-
umphantly, a population of twenty thous-
and souls might subsist by this industry
alone. “Why, then, use machinery and
““ rob these twenty thousand men of their
 means of subsistence?® There is Sir
Tilley’s present theory of industry packed
up in a small parcel with walls of wondrous
lucidity. Instead of getting your work done
at the smallest expense, employ ten fimes
as many people, or ten times as much
money, as is necessary, and yon feed all
these additional people—though you, per-
haps, starve a good many more. The in-
telligent reader will at once perceive that,
though Liu Ta-Jen’s example of robbing
the workingman was furnished by the em-
ployment of machinery, it is equal robbery
to get rid of any other obstacle to the pro-
curement of articles of consumption in the
easiest, which is equivalent to saying in
the cheapest manner; for the more ob.
stacles there are to be surmounted the
more hands must be employed.

EFFECTS OF THE LATE STORM.

Loxnox, October 30.—Sixty ships are
ashore between Grimsby and Titney Haven,
and one hundred and eighty between
Grimsby and Mabel, Thorp. The loss of
life is not yet known, but is believed to be
not very heavy. A Swedish brigantine was
wrecked off Sutton and the crew all lost
The vessel « Charles Dickens,” from Phila~
delphia, was stranded at Merlinmont. One
of the crew saved; twelve missing. The
brigantine  Mathilde Lagos” was wrecked
at Andresseles. Two of her crew were
saved and eight are missing. At Wither-
snm eleven vessels were driven ashore :
most of them are total wrecks. It is re-
ported from Yarmouth that a fishing boat,
« Gleanor,” is lost with a crew of eleven.
A vessel was driven ashoreat Cromer, The
body of a boy was found in the cabin. At
Wells, on the Norfolk coast, a life-boat
capsized, and only two of ler crew were
saved.
THE GOVERNMENT AND THE LAND QUESTION.
Mr. Craig, M. P, addressing a meeting at
Silverdale, Staffordshire, expressed ap-
[roval of the measures passed by the Go-
vernment, but regretted the rejection of the
Compensation for Disturbance Bill. He
thought the House of Lords had misunder-
stood it. Next session Government could
hardly avoid redeeming the promises they
had made by bringing in a sweeping Land
Bill. The land question would require
to be dealt with with the greatest care and
wisdom.

A CONSERVATIVE VIEW.
At a Conservative demonstration held in
Gainsborough, Mr, Chaplin, M P, said the
state of Ireland was directly atiributable to
the Ministry. Mr. Gladstone, instead of
trying coercion abroad, should try it nearer
home. If the Government had not done
all in their power to remedy the present
condition of things they deserved to be im-
peached, and if they had done everything
possible and failed, then should they call
Parliament together at once.

BEACONSFIELD'S POLICY APPROVED.

At the opening of the new Conservative
Club at Blackburn on Saturday evening, Mr.
Caddingston, M.P., moved a resolution ap-
proving of the home and foreign policy of
Lord Beacongfield's Government. Mr. E.
Stanhope, in seconding the resolufion, re-
ferred to the state of Ireland. He said
there was no Government in Ireland worthy
of the name, and the Government would
incur enormous responsibility if they did
not take some steps in the matter. Sir H.
D. Wolff, M.P,, also spoke.

OUTRAGE ON A BRITISH VESSEL.

Liverroor, October 30.—It appears that
the report made by the British Commis-
sioner respecting the outrage on the vessel
“Dauntless " by the natives of Api, West
Coast of Africa, has resulted in the authori-
ties having taken steps to obtain repara-
tion. It will be remembered that the na-
tives of Api fired on a boat's crew of the
# Dauntless,” by which the chief officer was
killed, and a Government agent and several
other persons wounded. Her Majesty's
ship # Wolverene” has visited the scene of
the outrage, and requested the natives to
give up the murderers and others impli-
cated in the affair. This they refused to
do, when a party from the ¢ Wolverene”
landed, and, proceeding some little distance
inward, destroyed four villages and planta-
tions. The natives had deserted the vil-
lages on the approach of the English
sailors, and escaped. There were no
casualties to the English force.

A CLERGYMAN IN TROUBLE.
October 31 —Rev. Mr, Dale, a clergyman
of the Church of England, has been arrested
in this city to-day for disobeying the orders
of the Ecclesiastical Court, by carrying on
Ritualistic practices.

IRELAND,

LORD CLONOURRY'S WARNING.
Loxnox, October 30.—Lord Cloncurry has
received the following letter :— Ociober,
1880. My Lord, I beg to inform your Lord-
ship that I have just received private in-
formation to the effect that the Ribbonmen
are determined to shoot you, lots having
been drawn and the man appointed for the
purpose. I hasten to convey the intelli-
gence to you in order that you may take
whatever steps you consider necessary in
the matter. I shall be much obliged if you
would inform me of your movements when
in the district, so that T could direct patrols
on the roads and afford as much protection
as possible. I haye the honour to be, &c.,
Sub-Inspecror of the Royal Irish Constabu
lary.”
Lord Cloncurry is not an absentee, He
spends all his time and income in Ireland.
He states that he has no dispute with a
tenant, or a private quarrel with any ons.
He asks how any English gentleman, no
matter how advanced a Radical he might
be, would like to receive such a letter from
the responsible police of the district, know-
ing that some of his neighbours had been
victims of asimilar sentence. There is
little doubt that the influence of the Land
League is rapidly extending.

PARNELL SPEAKS.

The Government would not make
up their minds how they would settle the
land question until they saw what the peo-
ple were going to do, but they might as
well strive to keep back the tide \\_'1f-h' a
pitehfork as to stem this war of agitation
by sending extra police into the counties
or putting into prison.

THE CORK OUTRAGE.

NIHILIST TRIALS.

St. Perersevre, October 30.— The ap-
proaching trials of Nihilists will be the
most important yet. Among the accused
are the alleged authors of the explosions
at the Moscow Railway and Winter Palace,
the supposed designer of the Alexandrovski
dyamite mine, and persons who attended
nihilist Congresses at Liptsk and Tamboff,
when the above attempts against the life of
the Czar were resolved upon. Another
prisoner, it is said, gave to the Nihilist
Committse all his property, amounting to
170,{?00 roubles, and was tried at Odessa in
1879.

PERSIA.

REPELLING THE KURDS.
Teaerax, October 31.—Tt is officially an-
nounced that the garrison of Uoumiah has
been relieved by four thousand Persian
troops and the Kurds investing the town
have retreated southward. Only seven
villages in the Selmos district escaped de-
vastation by the marauders. Four hundred

Kurds pillaged the country within a mile
of Tabri.

NEW CALEDONIA,

RIOT AND BLOODSHED,

Panis, October 30.—Advices from New
Caledonia state that the Colony has been
the scene of a religions feud ‘which has
been attended with loss of life. It appears
that at a place called Mare very unpleasant
relations have existed between the Protest-
ants and Roman Catholics, which reached a
climax on Sunday, August 1. It is stated
that the Roman Catholics provoked the
Protestants to fight, and hostilities com-
menced the following day, the result being
that 22 Roman Catholic natives were killed,
No mention is made of any loss of life on
the Protestant side, but it is thought they
must have suffered severely.

SOUTH AFRICA.

BASUTO REINFORCEMENTS.

'COMPLETE REIGN OF TERROR.

‘Landlords Driven from the
Country.

AN ARMED PEASANTRY.
English Public Oplnion Awakening.

Speeial to the MONTREAL HERALD,

_ Loxpoy, October 31.—The gravity of the
sitnation in Ireland occupies the English
attention almost to the exclusion of foreign
and colonial difficulites. Reports during
the weék from Dublin conflict alike res-
pecting the * prosecutions of the - Land
League leaders and the policy of the Irish
Executive touching the whole question.
The latest account says that the Govern-
ment intend to indict only six of the lead-
ing agitators, Mr. Parnell included.

A GROWING IMPATIENCE

is manifested by the Irish landlords in re-
gard to what they considerto be the hesita-
tion on the part of the Government. This im-
patience is shared in by the English public,
who begin to perceive that the agitation is
directed, not against the bad landlords
merely, but, 8o far as it is agrarian and not
politieal, against the principal of owner-
£hip in land, except by the actual occupiers
who cultivate the soil.

THREATENING LETTERS MULTIPLY DAILY.

No one of them has affected. public.
opinion more than that which has com-
pelled Lord Cloncurry to abandon his es-
tates, although he was engaged in no quar-
rel with his tenants or labourers, nor had he
raised the rénts ‘or evicted the oceupiers.
He was even popular personally, and con-

siderate toward everybody. His sole
supposed offence is that he attempted
to farm his own lands when leases

fell in, and no new tenants could be ob-
tained. The authoritics finally warned
him that it was impossible for them to
guarantee him his safety. An impression
no less deep has been produced by the let-
ters of the Special Commissioner of the
Daily News, in the County Mayo  His ac-
counts reveal that an immense majority of
the population are banded together to rnin
cvery obnoxious landlord or agent. No
case

PRODUCED A GREATER SENSATION

than that of Boycott, Lord Erne’s land
agent. His offence consisted in serving
processes on defaulting tenants. The
penalty attempted was the ruin of Boycott,
who is himself a large farmer. All his la-
bourers have been compelled to leave him,
and  his domestics have bleen driven
from his house. His crops are rot-
ting on the ground, his cattle starving, and
tradesmen refuse to supply bread or meat
to his family. Boyeott and his wife are
DOING SHEPHERD'S DUTY,

under a constabulary escort. His whole
fortune and life are alike imperilled, be-
cause he refuses to betray or desert Lord
Erne.  Under similar threats My, Simpson,
a Scotch farmer, heretofore leasing 2,200
acres of land from Lord Lucan, has been
driven from the country, and nobody has
been allowed to take his farm. Lord
Lucan’s own life has been menaced, because
he undertakes to cultivate his own land.
This old man of eighty years exists only
under the police protection, and rides about
his farm accompanied by a brace of con-
stables.

THE MARQUIS OF SLIGO,

who owes the adjoining estate, has been
driven abroad, lt is reported that Lord Ar-
dilan; who returned to Ireland intending to
reside on his property in the same county,
finds that he cannot remain there, though he
is spending thousands of peunds for the
relief of his tenantry. Burke, his agent, is
unable to stir abroad without police protec-
tion. The Land League leaders continue
to deny their responsibility for the yiolence,
alleging, pcrlmLm truly, that it is not them-
selves but Ribbon Lodges which commit
the murders. The sinister name has quite
suddenly reappeared.

ARMED TO THE TEETH.

The Land League meetings are most peace-
able ; the peagantry concealing their arms
under advice from their leaders, and the
Government concealing its policy from a
fear of precipitating a collision. But a very
small part of the intelligence reaching the
Government at Dublin is allowed to be
made public, and still less is known re-
specting the intentions of the Executive.
THE GOVERNMENT PERPLEXED.

Mr. Forster, though profoundly impressed
with the danger of the situation, is hamper-
ed by his pledge not to propose measures of
coercion without submitting measures of
concilintion for the relief of the tenants
simultaneously.

The
Ministers have exhausted their vigour in
resolving on these prosecutions, and, be-
yond them they have no ulterior purpose—
no definite policy for insuring protection to
life and property. It is impossible to say
what they may be driven to attempt ; but,
hitherto, individual Ministers have mani-
fested an invincible repugnance to any
measure of efficient repression.

. connection with the Whitehead transaction.

The document occupled nearly an hounr in
reading, The malin points were generally
the same as stated in his previons | ter. He
stated that in money and notes Whitehead
EILVL' him in all 83,000 or $34,000, of which he

ad himself retived notes to the amount of

13,000, These he still held and were a
iability against Mr. Whitehead but he did
not think even i that gentleman was able to
pay him that he would press him forit, He
returned 11,000 in notes, and got a letter from
Mr. Whitehead, to the effect that the nego-
tiations had n of a proper business
character. He had not made it a condition
of the return of these notes that he should
get this letter, but he had said that he was
entitled to it, and Mr. Bain had said that {t
would be forthcoming, He had re-
celved some 57, r 8000 in cash,
Notes to the amount o $15,000 were
glven  to witness for actlng as agent
for Whitehead here and looking after
his business. $12,000 notes were given for
witness cancelling an agreement by which he
was to receive a one-third Interest in White-
head's tender mvidin}s{&hat he got “* A " and
“B" Canada Pacific lway. The witness
denied thatany member of the Cabinet had
anf' interest in his paper or that he had been
paid for using any Influence with the Govern-
ment. All his transactions with Whitehead
had been of a purely legitimate character,

The examination of this witness was not
completed, and will be resumed on Thursday
mcnintng next, when the Commisslon meets
agaln.

Mr. Mackintosh's statement closed as fol-
lows :—In further support of the correctness
of my statement I deem proper to call atten-
tion to the tact that I have had to pay the
ouistanding notes, and the Commissioners
will, 1 trust, allow me to enter fully and
frecly Into details, because these charges are
but acontinuation of many made by parties
interested in injuring me, and beeause [ have
been followed by this species of persecution
for nearly two years. If I purchased property
the name of some Minister of the Crown was
immediately published as being connected
with it. If[ performed ordinary work in my
publishing office for the Government it was
Immediatély heralded asa “job.”

I therefore
make oath, and say that I never accept-
ed money on any ecousideration from
any man or men for advoeating or opposing
a measure before Parliament, or expressing
opinions thercon in the columns of any
newspaper. I never accepted money or any
other valuable conslderation for assisting in
awmoting any application to the Dominian

overnment, or any other Government, for
a party favour or favours, or for attend-
ing to departmental matters for those at a
distance who desired information of a
routine character, I further make an oath
and say that on no occasion did T ever pro-
pose to & Minister of the Crown anything
that was not of a legitimate nature, and that
no Minlster of the Crown or member of
Parliament has ever had direet or Indirect
interest with me in any of my business
transactions. Anymoney paid to'me by Mr.
Whitehead, any assistance rendered by him
was for legitimate services and of his own
free will and at his own suggestion, and I
consldered T was free to reserve to myself the
right to &articipate in any work, toenjoy
any profits derived therefrom, to become n
! partner inany transaction =o long as I did
not infringe on the statutory laws of the land.
In eonclusion, I swear positively that, ont of
the sum of twenty-five thousand dollars in
notes received from and advanced by Mr.
‘Whitehead I returned him seven thousand
dollars undiscounted, and have retired from
the banks thirteen thousand dollars and
paid Interest, charges and other costs and
discounts closly approximating %750, leaving
a very small remainder as representing the
total amount received by me in excess of the
sums returned or repaid by lifting the dis-
eounted paper.
