I.was insured .for the purpose of being burned 
down. Nicbolton did not know that that was 
the purpose of the insurance. It was myself 
that burned the shop. I put the fire in the 
place. I had alwa) s access to t e shop. I put 
the lock on myself when I need to go to the 
club. My mother used to stop up for me until 
I came back. That was before I put the lock 
on. After that she always went to bed. The 
night of the fire I left the shop at six o'clock to 
go to the club to wait on dinner there. About 
half-past ten o’clock that night I went down 
to the shop and set the place on fire. I then 
went back to the club and remained till a sleigh 
came for me and Mr. Nicholson, when the fire 
was discovered. There was no one tat myself 
knew anything about the fire.”

end, and the close of the proceedings 
before the Coroner indicates only too 
plainly what may be looked for at the 
hands of any tribunal beiore whom the 
case may be brought. No case was ever 
more clear, in a legal point of view, than 
that which the Coroner’s Jury had before 
them. If there was justification or excuse 
that might properly come before another 
Court, and whether there be any such jus­
tification or excuse, it is not for us to say 
in advance of the proper authority. What­
ever there may be, however, was not and 
could not properly be, before the Coroner’s 
Inquest. But the Jury shrank instinctive­
ly from any verdict which would indicate a 
severe condemnation of the act of the 
youthful prisoner, and they returned a 
verdict which we may describe as neutral. 
Yet their decision could in no respect de­
cide, if it might possibly influence, the fate 
of the accused. Their investigation was 
but a preliminary one into the cause of the 
deceased’s death; not into the motives 
which led to bis killing ; nor into any of 
the acts of his slayer, beyond those which 
formed the immediate circumstances of 
the pistol shot. The neutral verdict was 
not an acquittal, nor could it in fact have 
been so, if it had leaned still more decided­
ly to that side. In any case the law offi 
cers must have done the painful duty 
which they discharged so soon as the in­
quest was at an end. But as we have said 
the verdict was an indication of the gene 
ral feeling—of that feeling which perhaps 
all of us have in our hearts upon the pre­
sent phase of the affair, whatever our 
cooler judgments and our responsibilities 
as jurors, if we should occupy that position, 
might compel us to decide. We feel instinc 
tively that the wrong done by the deceased, 
if the facts were such as they are commonly 
understood to be, was almost greater than 
that which has been done to him ; and that 
whatever right society may justly have to 
punish unauthorized vengeance, which is 
so likely to be erring vengeance, the right 
is in no way complicated or supplemented 
in this case by the idea of retributive jus. 
tice for the wrong done to the victim. We 
do not intend assuredly to enter upon a 
discussion of any of the facts or conclu- 
sidns upon which the decision of a Uriminal 
Court must hereafter turn. No one can 
doubt that large sympathy must be felt for 
the accused, and will be felt to the end, 
unless it can be shown that the received 
version of the preliminary facts is not really 
warranted. That sympathy, on the other 
hand, ought not to blind us to the major 
consideration, which overrules the whole, 
theory of civilized society, to say nothing of 
Christianity, and which forbids us to permit 
the exercise of personal vengeance, or even 
of personal justice. Moreover, upon

nî>h W&ane to^su&oil 
that the deceased might not have been 
reached and punished by the criminal law, 
and the offence which he is said to have 
committed is just one of that sort to which 
juries are by no means disposed to be 
lenient. There are, however, other reflec­
tions, which, whatever may he the verdict 
at the trial, do not fail to suggest them­
selves in connection with this sad case. 
There is the general one that,thoughitmay 
be difficult to frame any law to punish 
simple seduction—we do not now speak of 
the use of drugs which is a bad description 
of felony— since it is difficult, in particular 
cases, to say who was the most in fault, 
there should be far deeper and more cer­
tain social punishment than is now inflicted 
upon the male offender. He, at all events, 
generally knows more of the World than 
the other guilty party, and above all, he 
incurs none of the fearful risk of the loss 
of everything here and all hope hereafter, 
which is the penalty so generally paid for 
the female fault. If the seducer were 
treated by his society as the selfish coward­
ly wretch which he really is—as one who, 
for a passing gratification, which will cost 
him nothing, is willing to subject a feebler 
fellow creature to the very worst kind 
of human misery ending in a premature 
and hopeless death, we should probably 
less often find examples of this kind of 
guilt, which mocks at human justice, unless 
some one of the sufferers, maddened by 
their wrongs, inflict a dreadful revenge. In 
this particular case, moreover, there is 
ground for asking ourselves whether in our 
society we do not permit somewhat too 
great liberties to a class of men who, how­
ever respectable their position, are neces­
sarily strangers — strangers, moreover, 
whose sojourn is so shore, that they 
are not bound by the ordinary ties 
of other men to good behaviour. 
We of course know that seductions 
are not confined to any class of life, and 
are far trom imputing specird depravity to 
a particular profession. But it is notorious 
that the 53rd regiment have con-
aIuelS manner at Quebec, if not 
elsewhere, as to make it douotful 
how far their toleration in civilian society 
was consistent with a proper spirit of self- 
respect.

CHQjetKES-P' INJDJBNCF.
The Insolvent Act.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald,
Sir,—My present engagements prevent me 

irom answering the letter signed ** John Whyte,
Official Assignee,'’ the more so as I do not 
think it of much importance to do so. How­
ever, I will return tq. it if necessary, and give 
good reasons which may satisfy this gentle­
man. I congratulate ‘‘A Merchant” upon his 
correspondence. It is on that ground that I 
intend to discuss the law of the Insolvent Act 
now iu force.

To the first paragraph of “A Merchant’s” 
letter I answer at once that I do not think that 
the present law can be modified to he satisfac­
tory to business.

The second says that the Board of Trade will 
discuss it when tne bill is before the Legisla­
ture, but iu this I have no confidence ; because 
at this Board the business is usually doue by 
oily a few members, who generally arj not 
sufferers by this law. Wholesale merchants 
and jobbers, who suiter by this law, ate the 
only competent persons to discuss it.

To the third, I cannot say that the previous 
Insolvent law was superior to the pr-Sent.

To the fourth : I have for my part but one 
opinion ; that we should have a form of law re­
lating to bankruptcy which will reaih and 
protect every one : “ the French law,” wnich, 
from what I have always understood, and still 
understand, works very well.

In tae fifth, £ am congratulated for not 
having suffered by this law. The reason I 
bave been able to save mvself is from having 
restricted in time the number of my custom­
ers, having kept only the good ones (except 
the few inevitable sk rmiohe's). I have thus 
never suif»red like others. I am usually libe 
ral, but with this wretchid law I have been 
on my guard. It is those people of limited 
means, who are often compelled to force their 
trade to meet their obliga ions, who have suf­
fered by it.

Lem of opinion that according to tbe present 
law people may f il more than three tines in 
tbe course of twelve months. The reason tor 
this is simple. For instance, a merchant calln 
hi» creditors together ; they have a discussion ; 
wishing to lose as little as pot Bible they ac­
cept a composition of so much in the pound, 
with terms. Although the creditor does not 
always feel the greatest confidence iu the deb­
tor, yet he fears to throw greater difficulties in 
his way ; for, he says, he will have recourt e to 
tbe Insolvent Act, with which Merci ants art so 
Well acquainted and are aware that in that 
iase tbe estate must absolutely fall into the 
hands of an official assignee, and we have pal­
pable proof that that usually turns to the detri­
ment of the creditor.

ANOTHER MERCHANT.
Montreal, March 15, 1869.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.

Sir,—In place of the answer of “ Another 
Merchant” I am favoured with the answer ol 
“ Still Another Merchant,” who falls into a 
very common error with anom mous letter 
writers. He makes personal attacks noon me 
and the other Uffi ial Assignees in this city, 
which he would not venture to do over his own 
signature; but this gives no infornratiou to 
your readers regarding tbe Insolvent Act, to 
enable them to judge whether the laws in 
existence in Ontario and Quebec, for settling 
up an insolvent estate, were better befure the 
Insolvent Act was passed than they are now. 
I do not think I took upon mystlf too much 
wüen I assumed that I, acting as Offidal As­
signee for the last five years, was much more 
likely to know aud understand tüe working of 
tne Insolvent Act, than a man who had not 
even had occasion to appear as a creditor on 
an insolvent estate

When I say that I have not had more than 
a moderate subsistence as an Official Assignee,
I mean that if I may judge of tne perroual ex­
penses of the mercantile classes Irom the

become insolvent, am, 
th- subsistence would be considered by a large 
proportion of them to be immoderately small - 
but I got what the creditors on each estate” 
choose to give me, and I was contented ; and 
it is only the creditors of the several estates, 
aud myself, wbo are interested in such remuner­
ation. My annual revenue may be seen any time 
by any member of the Board of Trade, for I 
have made ail my returns of all commissions 
earned by me, to the Secretary of that body. 
Injustice to myself, and tbe other official as­
signees, I believe that the returns made bv 
tnem were coirect—that they were not cooked 
(to use the cant expression of your correspon­
dent) and if auy creditor of any estate is able 
to show any false return in any of these state­
ments, let tho matter be exposed, and let the 
Official Assignee suffer for such an act.

I do not know what would have been the 
sufferings of merchants for the last five years, 
bad there been no Insolvent law ; but I do 
know that the Insolvent law does not dimin- 
iso the assets in the hands of an insolvent, and 
therefore the sufferings of the creditors’who 
lose by insolvents are not increased.

There are a number of expressions in the let 
ter of your correspondent difficult to under­
stand, as to whom they should apply. It is 
not seemly that be should use scriptural ex­
pressions to give piquancy to his letter—
II weary aud heavy laden ;” “ glad tidings” and 
“ Apostles” are expressions which should not 
enter into this discussion.

Your correspondent asks; “The abrogation 
“ Of ail special legislation on bankruptcy ; rimt 
“ tne common law be amended, so that debts 
,l would be collected at tbe least possible ex 
“ pense, and without undue delay ; and that

the estate of an insolvent debtor should be' 
“ put under full control of the rntjonty of cre- 
“ ditors, for them to deal with as lücy saw fit, 
’• and that they shoDli be free to appoint any 
“ one they might consider qualified to take 
“ charge of the estate.”

The amendment of the common law may be 
advantageous, but it is difficult to see bow a 
debt is to be collected before the plaintiffprovee 
the defendant owes it; nd the latter part he 
requires is an Insolvent ; Act, for tbe Estate of 
an insolvent Cannot be got out of bis hanos 
without some direct law to provide how this is 
to be done ; and as a matter of course the 
person the creditors appoint to take charge oi it 
must be made responsible to every creditor for 
bis share of the assets. If your correspondent 
will follow out his ptopored law scheme af er

Can it be believ­
ed that because an officer has been killed, and 
another one beaten in the Eimhirst-Lemesu- 
rier affair, our drawing-room doors will be 
closed to the military, or that they will be pre­
vented from taking the highest place in our 
society ? Not the least in the World, because 
they have in their favour those who command 
as mistresses in the drawing-rooms and at the 
most brilliant and popular entertainments. 
Do you wish to know what gives the young 
English officer a great superiority over the. 
youug men of Canada ? It is that they are 
rich and we are poor. They have great names 
and we have but common ones. Their ances­
tors accompanied William the Conqueror 
Richard, Cœur de Lion, or Wellington. Ours 
never went farther than St. Foye or Chateau­
guay. Their parents to-day govern the policy 
°_f (fin Empire, and ours are proud of being Jus- 
tices of the Peace, or Church Wardens. They 
have brilliant equipages which they sport in 
Notre Dame Street, while we must ha content 
with the omnibus at six coppers. They risk 
large sums on their horse races, while we can 
hardly pay for admission to the stand which 
gives us an opportunity to applaud their sue 
cess when they come back without broken 
limbs. They purchase their clothes in London 
or at New York, when we hardly g t credit 
with our tailors for a suit of clothes once in

alion, the habits of the great World, and au- 
dacity justified by numerous successes, audsai 
whether our Canadian youth must not be eter­
nally doomed to take the second rank. We must 
accept our place, end console onrselves wit 
think ng of the many caps which our elegact 
rivals make for St. Catherine. The scarlet fe 
ver, otherwise the epaulette draw, exists every­
where with much the same intensity , only in 
other societies where they are more prudent, 
people try to prevent too compromising out 
breaks, while iu tne colonies, we take care to 
leave the field open. Officers sent to the colo­
nies go always with a pri judice more or less 
disguised tnat colonies are to be treated like 
conquered countries. We do hot act in such a 
mauner as to make them give up these exag­
gerated pretensions. They expect to find only a 
tolerance which would be sufficient for them, 
and they meet with an eagerness and adulation 
which have no limits.

who see what passes in our society and in all 
other colonial societies The larger number of 
oflicers are men of education, doing honour to 
their position. Besides, they represent th 
protection of the Imperial Government, which 
is enough to make us respect them ; but after 
ad they are youug ; they arc idle ; people have 
a crowd of courtesies for them, which tbe> 
themselves are the first to ridicule, and wi 
mutt not bo surprised at the accidents which 
happen It is so with all enterpnzes, some 
part must go into the fire. These gentlemen 
are the pride and the ornaments of drawing 
rooms which they honour with their presence, 
and youug ladies wbo are sufficiently favoured 
to flirt witb them make their friends pale with 
jeaiouey. Let us therefore not be astonish i 
at some unlucky amours, nor at the‘too reason­
able regrets which they leave on their departure 
When we set the house on fire, we must not be 
surprized at the blaze. However, ibe fear ol 
fire must not make us forswear candles, and 
soldiers must not be looked on »s pariahs. W- 
must recognize their personal aud professional 
merits, but we must not bring about at our owe 
expense the unlimited develonment of their 
caprices and eccentricities Prudentia ubori 
prœstat, says the motto of Sir John Young, our 
honoured governor-general, which may be tran­
slated : officers are very perfect fellows j but it 
1s not always prudent to give them the key of 
the street door.

MATHKyVSON V. THE ROYAL INSURANCE CO.

16th March, 1869.
Messrs. Ritchie, Q.C., and Rose appeared for 

the plaintiff, and Mr. Bethunb, Q.O., for the 
defendants.

This is an action for the recovery of $2,150 
amount of insurance by the plaintiff with de- 
fundants upon a quantity of coal oil in the 
sheds of Middleton & Co., and insured in the 
Royal Insurance Company. The policy was 
g t out in the names of J. Mathewson & Son, 
a firm composed of plaintiff and his son, i he 
late James L. Mathewson. ' The fire took place 
on the 18tb August, 1867 at whicü it is alleged 
tne wuole of plaintiff’s oil was destroyed.

The points at issue between tne partitp 
are ;

Was the oil the property of John Mathewson 
& Son, and was it in the oil shed at the Hide oi 
tbe fire?

Did the agent of John Mathewson & Son 
make the false representation alleged by tbe 
détendants, and was tho policy issued Upon 
such repr sentatiou ?

GEORGE PEARSON, book keeper to Ma- 
thewsou and Sou, testified to having purchased 
145 barrels of coal oil of various grades fiom 
Middleton & Co, which was left in store aud 
sent form qualities as ordered. He did not 
see tlie o'l aun had no means of identifying it 
All he had to show for it was a warehouse re­
ceipt drawn out by Graham. A carter infurai 
ed him that it was in No. 1 shed, but beyond 
that he bad no knowledge of its whereabouts.

MICHAEL GRACE, storeman in the employ 
"f Middiutou, testified to there being between 
9.000 and 10,000 barrels oil in the sheds H 
oad none, to Uis knowledge, to the order of 
Mathewson and Son.

EDWARD BROMLEY, customs officer,testi­
fied to having in hand a quantity of oil, but d.d 
not know in whose name it was stored.

THOMAS WA L'KINS, chief clerk of the 
Warehouse department of Customs, identified 
certain statements of oil in Middleton’s nond as 
correct.

For the defendants Mr. Bethune called upon
ALFRED PERKY, wbo teftitled to the In­

surance having been effected, but he did not 
see the property insured. Tne oil was repre­
sented as being in or going inio the warehouse. 
It had never been satiataetorily proven that the 
oil in question was in sùed No. 1 the one 
burut.

ARTHUR WALKER clerk in the employ of 
William Middleton testified to the fact of hav 
ing after the fire made certain entries wi h 
regard to a sale of oil to Mathewson <s Son H, 
showed where the Warehouse Receipt fyied in 
this cause was torn ou -, that it had beeu tarn out 
of the end of the book, a d no entry made in 
the matg.u to show wuat it referred to. He 
snowed also where entries h d been made 
by him in the books subsequent to the fire, and 
purporting to be anterior to it. Tms he had 
done by Middleton's orders.

DUNCAN McIN t'YRE, book keeeper, to 
William Middiutou & Co, testified to having, 
al tn.î instance Of -r. Middleton, falsified th* 
amount of tbe qua .tity of oii in stock on the 
1st May. He also bore witness to other dis­
crepancies which had occurred in tüe account 
of Middleton & Co , and one of them with re­
ference to the account with Mathewson & Sou,

EDWIN KEMP, clerk iu the office of Mr. 
Whyte, Official Assignee, testified as to finding 
certain discrepancies as to dates and trans­
actions whilst engaged in examining tho bork, 
of the firm.

Mr. RITCHIE for tho plaintiffs, called upon
MATTHEW RITCHIE MATHEWSON, wüu

to appoplesy, having broken down under the 
preliminary examination one after the other, 
public curiosity is now as much excited by the 
endeavour to ascertain the motives which can 
have lad to the perpetration of so absurd a 
lioex, as it was a week ago by the supposed dis­
covery of so abominable a plot. One of the 
oddest things about the affair is the dropping 
by the Count’s supposed accomplice, when the 
pair were arrested on the denunciation of the 
loreite, of three sugar plums, which, in answer 
to the questions of the policemen who operated 
the double arrest, he admitted to be poironed, 
but which, having been analysed by order of 
the magistrate, are found to contain no trace of 
poison 1 Were these bonbont dropped and was 
this admission made by the supposed accom­
plice (a young medical student) to throw en­
quiry off the scent and act as a blind j is the 
thing an impudent attempt on the part of the 
lorette to advertise herself, or is the whole affair 
a stanid mystification from beginning to end ? 
We shaii probably see a little move clearly 
into the mystery in the course of another week;

Another thoroughly Parisian piece of scandal 
which has been occupying the attention of this 
city, and is far from being laid at rest, is the 
action brought by the Princess de Beauveau- 
Craou for recovering possession of her daughter 
the Princess Isaheau de Beauveau, who has 
ruu away from the maternal jurisdiction, and 
Is now safely hidden in England, in a rtfuge 
found for her by poisons of tho utmost re­
spectability, and in very high position, but who 
must here he nameless. The Princess de Beau- 
veau-Craon has, whether justly or unjustly, a 
detestable reputation. Her father disinherited 
her, leaving his immense fortune to Louis 
Philippe. But he declined to accept the legacy, 
which, through his refusal, lapsed to the city 
of Paris. But the municipality, imitating tho 
generosity of the Sovereign, also declined to 
take possession of it, and gave it back to the 
disinherited daughter, with a good deal of pa­
ternal council es to amending her ways end 
being “ a better girl” in the future. The Prin­
cess’s husband and children have all died, one 
after the other, the runaway Princess Isabeau 
being tho only’one left. This young lady, deter­
mined to quit her mother, foolishly took refngo 
with Baroii Guldenetubbe and his sister, a cou­
ple of eccentric Laplanders who have for many 
years made their headquarters in this city, 
where the Baron, who is as proud and poor as 
he is tall and thin, has made himself somewhat 
notorious by his attempts, iueessant but un­
availing, to persuade all the rich and handsome 
women of his acquaintance to marry him—a 
peculiarity which rendered his house a parti­
cularly unsuitable refuge for the Princess Isa­
beau, and doubled the intensity of the mother’s 
ire when she bad succeeded in discovering her 
daughter’s whereabout. It was rumoured at 
first that the Baron, still sharp-set after a wife 
with money, had decoyed the young princess 
from her home, in order to marry her ; but tho 
brother and sister, with whom the young lady- 
only remained long enough to contrive her 
flight across the channel, drew up (in the form 
of a letter to an old nobleman distantly con­
nected with the Beauveau family, but who has 
always taken care to give them a particularly 
wide berth), a most haughty and violent de­
nial of any such idea on the part of the Baron. 
As this extraordinary document has been litho­
graphed, to put into extensive “private" cir­
culation by its authors, there can be no impro­
priety in alluding to its contents, the most re­
markable of which are the expressions of con­
tempt and disgust employed by the writers in 
speaking of the family in question. “ Is it 
possible,” they ask, “ that anybody with a grain 
of common sense can suppose, for r moment, 
that the head of the Guidenstubbe, descended 
from the Royal House of Prussia, would debase 
his glorious escutcheon by intermarrying with 
blood so utterly debased ?” The violence of 
the letter is something amaaing, and the state­
ments and allusions with which it Is 
filled are such as could hardly he made, with 
anything like decency, in any tongue but 
French. The Princess Isabeau has ai ways baen 
been encouraged by her mother, in a disregard 
of Conventionalities that would naturally ex­
pose young women to unfavourable comment ; 
and she hod thus been in the constant habit of 
going over to England, on visits to friands, ac­
companied only by her maid. But though thus 
eccentric in her doings, the Princess Isabeau 
has never, her friends maintain, given any oc­
casion for any graver charge than that of un­
usual independence and eccentricity. The 
r<>.>.>ot /:.1 uS.:.irnlihc circular must there­
fore be sot down as being, so .... ..,w ... con­
cerned, both ungenerous and unjust. The 
Princess—mother has brought a suit against 
Baron Guidenstubbe and the Baroness, his sis­
ter, for the abduction of her daughter, and this 
the Gnldeustuhbe s have evaded by running off 
to Germany, the Princess Isabeau, meantime 
remaining out of her mother’s reach, in Eng­
land, where she has made such frightful state­
ments about her mother, whom she accuses of 
trying to poison her in order to get possession 
of a fortune belonging to bar in her own rights. 
The terribly had reputation of the mother giv­
ing weight to the accusations and suspicions 
of the daughter, it is most likely that the re­
treat of the latter will continue to be kept se­
cret by those persons to whom it is enirust-

The spread of dissipation is rushing onwards 

as full as ever, though not quite so noisily. 
Music is even more generally in vogue, just 
now, than dancing. Madame Norma-Neruda. 
the great Swedish violinist, has come back to 
us, in greater power and vogue than ever. This 
lady, like the sisters Msrchisio, and the sisters 
Milanollo, fully equals the greatest male per­
formers. on “the King of Instruments and is 
judged, by the most fanatic admirers of Joachim, 
to be fully equal to their idol. By others she 
is considered to he his superior. One of the 
Milanollo sisters, it will be remembered, died 
suddenly, just as fame and fortune were begin­
ning to smile on them ; the surviving sister 
made a splendid fortune,und a brilliant and hap­
py marriage, in her native land ; tho sisters 
Marchisio have also made a large fortune, which 
has enabled them to retire into private life. The 
failure (for the present, at least) of Miss Minnie 
Hanck, musfcba ctnsidered as definitive. She 
has a good person, and a charming voice ; but 
she needs several years more of careful and 
diligent training before she can take tho posi­
tion to which she aspires. Another of Wartal’s 
pupils, Mile. Bsttinl, the most promising on his 
list, having just finished executing a brilliant 
roulade, a few days ago, suddenly sank dead up­
on the floor ! She was on the eve of her debut, 
and had just signed a hrSliant engagement for 
tho B'rench Opera. Auber, the Perennial, who 
has just entered his 88th year, is at work on a 
new three.act opera I At the first of the Tuiler­
ies concerts given a week ago on the eve of 
Auber’s birthday, just as the clock was striking 
twelve, the leader suddenly remarked to the 
orchestra, “ Gentlemen, M. Auber is at this 
moment entering on a new year, let us 
salute him I” and the orchestra then 
struck up the famous waltz from his last opera, 
the Jour du Bonheur. Tho old composer, who, 
in his quality of “ Director of Music” at the 
Tuileries, was present on the occasion, was no 
doubt properly gratified at tho homage thus 
paid to him ; hut few of the company under­
stood the incident, Arthur Kalkbrenner, eon 
of the great German maestro, and himself a 
clever composer, recently deceased, has left a 
sum of £6,000 to the Mutual Ralief “ Society 
of Instrumental Musicians,” a very excellent 
and useful institution, presided over by the 
eminent amateur, Baron Taylor. The vocalists
who take their annual flight, each year, across 
the channel, are greatly' distressed by the de­
lay of the English opera. Managers are adopt­
ing the “ Normal diapason,” now in universal 
use here. The matter is a very important one, 
and there seems to be but one opinion, among 
singers and performers, as to desirability of 
such a change.

It is evident that some standard of pitch is 
absolutely necessary, or conceited music would 
be impossible. It is also known that the 
amount of tension to which a musical string is 
subjected, decides the pitch of the sound it will 
give out when struck. The number of vibra­
tions a stretched string will give ont, when, 
struck, depends on three conditions ; the 
length of the string, its thickness, and the 
amount of stretching to which it is subjected. 
The vibrations of a musical string are perceiv­
ed by the ear as sound; and the tighter it is 
stretched, the sharper its sound becomes. The 
human ear is incapable of appreciating, as 
musical sounds, vibrations less rapid than 
about 32 per second, or more rapid than about 
16,384 per second. In the organ—that moat 
perfect of musisal instruments—the 32-feet C, 
its lowest note, represents the former ; the 
highest note of the organ represents 
the latter. To describe how these 
numbers are obtained would require techni­
cal explanations out of place in the 
present letter ; suffice it to say that musicians 
have agreed, by common consent, to consider 
the sound resulting from 612 vibrations per 
second as constituting tho middle C of the 
pianoforte. It would seem, therefore, that with 
this common point of agreement between them 
musicians Might to have no difficulty in secur­
ing unity of pitch all the world over. But 
such is.so far from being tho case that every; 
country has adopted for its standard of sound, 
a number of vibrations differing considerably 
among themselves ; so that, for example, Con­
certina players, have discovered by experience 
how greatly orchestras vary in pitch, are oblig­
ed to provide themselves with as many as 
t venty sets of tongues, tuned to various pitches, 
and varying among themselves to an extent of 
'about a^tone and a half.

The tendency to tightening up the strings of 
stringed instrumente, in order to give increas­
ed brilliancy of tone, has been going on until 
of late years the various pitches in general use 
have risen so much as greatly to fatigue aad
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cause much unnecessary waste in the way of 
strings. The various Continental nations are 
adopting the lower diapason now legally en­
forced in France ; and an association, to which 
Nilsson and the other leading singers are 
giving their enthusiastic approval, is. being 
formed for tbe purpose of endeavouring to in­
duce the musical world of England to adopt 
this diapason, and thus save many fine voices 
from certain ruin.

Considering how large a portion of the time 
of most flue ladies is passed in dressing, people
often wonder how the Empress, obliged to time.

SÀÜRIX V. STAB ASD AKOTHÏB.
February 20.

Dr. Cornthwaite, R.C. Bishop of Beverley, 
was now examined.

I am Superior of the convent. My authority 
extends to the removal of any members end a 
good cause of removal would be conduct such 
as would tend to the ruin ofthe community, 
even though in the individual there was not 
necessarily any great fault. There Is an ap­
peal from my judgment to the Archbishop, and 
from him to the Holy See. My authority ex­
tends to the mode in which I am to exercise it.
I asr to obtain sufficient evidence to satisfy me, 
and to exercise my discretion as to the mode of 
obtaining it. The power of removal has no­
thing necessarily to do with dispensation from 
vows, I may order the removal without refer­
ence to dispensation.

The Lord Chief Justice—Would that pre­
vent the nun from entering another house ?

The Bishop—Practically it would.
My attention wag first drawn to this convent 

—at least, with reference to the clan­
destine letters in February, 1862. 1 remem­
ber being in communication with the Rev. Mr. 
Haitfiews in March, 1832, on the subject.

Correspondence put in and read showed that 
the defendant, Mrs. Star, had complained to 
the Bishop, and that the plaintiff had wn tien 
confessing that 'he had written a letter impro­
perly as far as the rules of the Convent went, 
but with the permission of her confessor. She 
however denied all the other charges against 
her, complained of ill treatment ; bat offered 
to submit to the most humiliating penance and 
promised reform.

The Bishop's examination wag continued.— 
In consequence of that letter I resolved to hold 
a visitation, and held it in November, 1862. 
The object is to know whether the rules are 
observed and whether there are any complaints, 
and every Sister is seen by herself. The con­
clusion I came to was, that I had heard nothing 
which could authorize me to.take further steps,
I was satisfied on all points except the one 
about Sister Scholastics. I was unable to 
come to any conclusion about her. I hoped 
things might mend. I remember the question 
about Father Sanrin seeing his sister. The 
Bishop’s note to the Superior gave a rebuke to 
the Superior for not allowing the brother to see 
his sister freely. On the 8th August, 1865, I 
wrote to the Superior to allow the Bey. Father 
Saurin to see his sister, and on the same day I 
received letters from all the Sisters for the re­
moval of Sister Schoiastica. On the 9th of 
August I wrote to Mrs. Star, and on the 16th 
of August I received from her a letter, in which 
she says ;—

“ I think the thefts and other breaches of 
vows can be proved, and I have directed the 
Sisters to make notes of their individual expe­
riences.”

On the 20th of August I received the so-call- 
ed notes of the Sisters. The statements which 
have been read. On the 21st of August I wrote 
the letter to the Jesuit Father, saying 

“ It has become necessary to require her re­
moval and, under the impression that no other 
community would receive her, I have obtained 
a commutation of her vows.”
The result upon my mind was that if I could 
quietly arrange with her friends for her removal 
1 could conscientiously do so. But that if nott/AAO _A» <-1-----  - czAlAXCAAAAtJi ACTJTTïXC;U. utiiAw jl
should try to effect her removal. On the 14th 
of September I had a letter from Father Saurin. 
It ran thus ••—

“ I have written to your lordship in the hope 
that I may see my poor sister, from whom I 
have not heard for many years, and I am very 
p.nxious to see her. I am assured she will 
have your lordships protection against any un­
charitable treatment. I cannot tell how deep­
ly my brethren in France sympathise with me 
in hearing of her case.”

I had a letter from Mrs. Star, in which she 
stated the result of her interview with the 
Jesuit Father ; he questioned the validity of 
the dispensation without an application to tho 
Holy See. He steadily refused to take his 
sister away. An this time I had made up my 
mind that Sister Schoiastica ought to go. On 
the ITth of September I received this letter 
from Father Ssurin :—

“Springfield, 16th September, 1865.
“ My dear Lcrci,—Mrs. Star assured me the 

cause for which you absolved my darling sister 
were grave faults against vows and rules, as of 
course they should be. Of course, also, they 
were known to you, and from you I was to 
learn them ; but in the uncertainty as to 
whether I should see you, I saw my poor darl­
ing this morning, end interrogated her under 
the secrecy of my priestiy character, when she 
revealed a mystery that exceeded ail the horrors 
1 ever heard. Her story is equal to anything 
in the ‘ Lives of the Saints,’ and the horrors of 
which she has been made the victim surpass 
anything that has entered the minds of the 
most fanatical enemies of the convents. ‘Under 
one operation, repeated four times, I hesitated 
for a moment,’ said she 1 when Christ, as it 
were, appeared tome bound and stript at the 
pillar. I raised my eyes to Heaven, and the 
Reverend Mother said,1 Bee how her eyes turn.’
I thought my body was falling to pieces, and 
I cried aloud, ‘ Yes, my Lord, I will make the 
sacrifice.’ Vf hen telling me this, my lord, I 
saw she was falling fgainst me, and you may 
guess what was my struggle and pain to seem 
unmoved. Her crimes are those of Christ, my 
lord, by whom she is over physically sustained. 
She is starved and naked, and she has been 
watched lest she should cat the bread of the 
poor cnildren, Bhe has been kept from any 
interview with your lordship. She hss been 
kept in absolute silence, and no one allowed to 
speak to her durinsr these two years, her great­
est dread being lest she might lose her reason 
under these honors. Mrs. Star has two solid 
reasons to keep poor darling sister out of Bag- 
got stieet, and she scrupled not to murder her 
soul and body, to gain that end.

“ Adieu, my lordj and protect my poor darl­
ing Saint.

1 Ever to you, “ Matthsw Saurin.” 
When I read that, I don’t know what idea oc­
curred to my mlud ; it seemed so absurd. I 
don’t know that the idea of Hoocrgmg .......1
to my mind. I mver saw Father Saurin. On 
the i7th of September I wrote “ matters are all 
tending towards a Commission, At that time 
I received a letter from Mrs. Star (iu which she 
said the Jesuit Father had spoken to her of his 
uncle, the Rev. Mr. Matthews, as a very wicked 
man, &c.

Tho Bishop continued to give evidence as to 
the manner in which the commission was ap­
pointed, and said:—Ï wrote to Mr,Matthew's, 
and requi red a pledge to remove his niece if tho 
charges were proved, and that, if she were 
proved to be wholly innocent, and a victim of a 
conspiracy, it would be for him to consider 
whether he would venture to leave her in such 
hands.” To this Mr. Matthews replied, as­
senting, on the understanding that the inquiry 
should be fair and impartial.

I sent to Canon Walker, as president, a “ let­
ter of instructions.”

I did not attend the commission. I received 
the report of the commission, and wrote to Mr. 
jMatthews,—“I claim the removal of your 
niece. Had all gone iu her favour I should 
fcave recommended that course. But, as tbe 
most important points have besn proved 
against ber, I require her removal. Her removal 
did not necessarily involve her dispensation 
fiom her vows.

Cross-examined by the Solicitor-General.-—I 
understand, that a person might be lemoved 
from the community for what I may call “ in­
compatibility of temper” without grave moral 
culpability?—Yes.

In such a case it might be that there were 
two sides to tho quarrel ?—-Yes.

In such a case should yon consider it right 
that she should be removed ?—Not forced out. 

'The removal might be desirable.
You might think that ehe was right, and yet 

that the interests of the community might re- 
quire her removal ?—That would be a case for 
removal to another convent.

That would require its assent ?—Yes.
And suppose it could not be obtained ?__

Then we should have to leave hor wheregshe
WES.

You consider yon are the absolute judge of the 
cause of removal?—Yes.

May I ask where you get that ; from any work 
or episcopal autority ?—Not that I know of. 
It is my view of what is involved in tho au­
thority of Superior.

The Lord Chief Justice.—It operates both 
ways, for they could cot turn her out without 
the Bishop’s assent ; otherwise I am not aware 
of any law to prevent their turning her out.

She could he removed, without a dispensiticn

A letter from Father Mathews was here read, 
in which he begged his lordship not to make an 
outcast of his niece at the caprice of a woman 
of questionable prudence.

The Bishop was then pressed as to whether 
he had not administered a grave rebuke to Mrs. 
Kennedy for refusing Miss Ssurin’s brother ac­
cess to her, and he could not recollect. He 
was then reminded of a letter of Mrs. Star’s in 
which she makea some reference to it, and he 
said he had no particular remembrance. Pressed 
still further, ho admitted that Mrs.' Star had 
cried on that occasion.

The Bishop was then pressed as to whether 
between the time when Mrs. Star threatened to 
resign and the Commission ha had seen Mrs. 
Siar, and he said he really could not remember.

What was the use of the Commission 7—To 
afford the accused a fair opportunity of defence, 
to instruct her friends as to the grounds of her 
removal, and to enable me to form my own 
judgment.

Tho witnesses were only to be called if the 
Commissioners were not satisfied without?— 
Yes.

No amount of desire on hor part to see her 
accusers and hear their statements would suffice 
to obtain their attendance ?—They were not on 
their trial.

Their written statements behind her back, it 
would be enough ?—Yes ; considering their 
number, credibility, and respectability.

And you thought it not possible that they 
could combine without being right ?—Hardly 
so.

Would there have been any Commission but 
for Father Mathews?—No.

You recognized the reason for not placing 
Father Cullimore on the Commission ; that he 
WES the confesser of the convent ?—Y es.

Did not the same reason apply to Father 
Porter ?—Yes ; but he was only the confessor 
during a retreat.

Were you aware that Mrs. Star had been to 
Livsrpooi io see Father Porter?—1 heard of it 
for the first time in court.

You told her to write to him?—Yes. Only 
to tell him of the time fixed for the Commis­
sion.

Did you understand that he was to be on the 
Commission as a kind of advocate of the con­
vent ?—Ob, no ; only that he was to be there 
as their friend, and for that reason I put on Dr. 
O’Hanlon as a friend of Miss Ssurin.

That is as an acquaintance of Father Ma­
thews. It has not appeared that he was any 
friend of hers. You mean as an acquaintance 

■ of bis ?—Yes.
Did you consider there were grave moral 

charges against her?—No such thing ever en­
tered my head.

Tjie matter of the medal, for instance, did 
net that strike you as serious ?—It has struck 
me (hat it might be au instance of kiepto- 
manfo ; that would account for a great many
things.

Well, but it appeared to you serious?—It 
was certainly singular.

But was it not serious, and don’t you think it 
would have been better if you had in common 
candour told her of such a charge ? You wrote 
that she was charged with breaches of her vow 
of poverty ; would she have understood from 
that < hat she was charged with stealing from a 
dead body ?—No.

But you knew it ?—I saw it in the deposi­
tions.

But it was a charge against her?—It was not 
iu the summary of charges against her.

But, let me understand, did you believe it ?— 
Yes, and I accounted for it by kleptomania.

She was either responsibie or not. Did you 
think she was not ?—I hoped so.

Did you make an inquiry to see ?—No.
But if you meant to treat these things as 

grounds of removal, ’would it not have been 
fair to inquire whether she was responsible?— 
It never occurred to me.

Then she was to suffer whether she was re­
sponsibie or not ?—Not necessarily suffer.

She thought it suffering ?—(.The Bishop was 
understood to assent.)

Now tell me seriously, do you mean to say 
that you contemplated the possibility of her 
returning to the world ?—(The Bishop made a 
gesture of assent.)

Well, one question more. We applied to you 
for the documents ; you refused them, but sup­
plied them to the other side?—Yes.

Do you think that was fair ?—Yes ; I acted 
under the advice of their counsel.

Of their counsel ? But was that fair to us ? 
(Much laughter.)

The Lord Chief Justice—Is correspondence 
without the knowledge of the Superior an of­
fence ?—Yes, a grave offence,

case lor the Commissioners prepared by him.
This document havieg been read the witness 

was examined as to what passed before tho 
Commission. The Commissioners then con­
ferred together on these conn ter-charges. It 
was discussed whether the other Sisters should 
be summoned to give explanations; but the 
conclusion arrived at was that the instructions 
did hot allow of it.

Was there any application on the part of 
Father Mathews or his niece to have witnesses 
called.

Witness.—I don’t remember.
The witness’s notes of the answers made by 

the plaintiff to the heads of charges were here 
lead.

In these answers Mias Saurin denied all the 
serious charges involving immorality, such as 
thefts and loose conversation ; nut admitted 
the wilting of two clandestine letters, and of 
having been provoked to show ill temper.

The witness then read his notes of the state­
ments by Mbs Ssmin as to her ill-treatment, 
which were to the same effect as those she has 
ffiede in this action ; that the Sisters either 
would not speak to her or taunted her with her 
family, tailing her that her father was only a 
horsedaaler, and as to her sisters being in a 
Carmelite convent, that six Carmelite nuns had 
become lunatic in one convent ; that, in fact, 
she had been systematically ill treated and in- 
sultid, and that the Superior told her that the 
longer she remained the more painful her mar­
tyrdom would be.

Father Porter, one of the commissioners, 
had rather warmly intimated more than once 
that what she said was not correct. Pressed as 
to whether Mr, Mathews had not asked that 
the Sisters should be produced to substantiate 
their statements, he said he admitted that he 
had made some complaint about It.

The plaintiff, Miss Saurin, was briefly ex­
amined to day in further contradiction of the 
new matters stated against her by the witness­
es.

The Lord Chief Justice—Listen to this letter 
from your brother :

His Lordship then read the letter from 
Father Bautin to the Bishop.

What did that mean?—My Lord, it meant 
the stripping, when I was ordered by the 
Mother Superior.

The Lord Chief Justice—Oh, that is what 
your brother speaks of ?—I believe it to bo so, 
my Lord ; but I had never heard ofthe letter 
b fore this trial.

My Lord, I said that I was dreadfully shocked 
when she asked me to take off my clothes, and 
then I thought of Christ, and remembered all 
he suffered when hound and stripped at the pil­
lar.

Did you mention a vision ?—No.
Other evidence was then gone into in con­

tradiction of the witnesses for the defence,- --- —— 2——1----- 1 s. ,
their dinners stolen, and ethers who had been 
subjected to ill treatment. Ail of this was denied, 
which may be said to have bsen mainly based 
upon the pretension that the acts of her supe­
riors, complained of by Miss Saurin, were of 
such a kind as she had voluntarily bound her­
self to submit to, and to which she must there­
fore be held to have given her consent. She 
might cease to be a member of the Convent 
when she pleased argued the learned Counsel, 
bnt while she continued io be a member she 
consented to be subject to the rules. The 
counts for libel and imprisonment he held had 
not been proved ; that that for expulsion was 
b^d, inasmuch as there had been no contract 
with the plaintiff that she was to remain in the 
Gonvcnt, and failing such contract she had no 
ckim to remain ; she was not imprisoned ; but 
tbe nuns had a right to say to her that if she 
would not go, she must stay in a particular 
room ; and on the count of conspiracy there 
was no evidence. The Lord Chief Justice seem- 
ed to agree in most of the above propositions 
at all events to each an extent as to induce him 
to reserve the points raised ; but on that relat­
ing to the count cf conspiracy, he said that it 
would be for the jury to say whether Mrs. Star 
and the nuus had been acting in good faith for 
the purpose of securing adherence to their ruies, 
or had been acting in bad faith, and with the 
intention of forcing tho plaintiff out of the con­
vent,

Mr. Mellish then addressed the jury for the 
defence contending that ail tho circumstances 
showed that the plaintiff, Miss Saurin, had mis­
taken her vocation, when she went into a cot- 
vent, and that the subject matter of her present 
complaints was but the ordinary routine of con” 
ventual life to which she had voluntarily sub­
jected herself He went over the evidence and 
Bought to show that Miss Saurin had, from the 
flrt-t been untruthful and insincere in her deal­
ings with the other sisters of the convent, and 
that her statements were therefore not to be 
believed, and had been satisfactorily denied by 
the other witnesses, who were nine pious ladies 
devoted to good works against one hypocrite.

The report that 
Messrs. Dorwin & Co., Private Bankers and 
Brokers, had closed their doors, surprised 
all who had dealings with that house. The 
report also that the senior partner had left 
the city last night for Malone has occasion­
ed much surprise. We hare not learned 
the particular causes which have brought 
about this unexpected result, nor the 
liabilities of the firm in question. We un­
derstand also that the house of Smyth & 
Edminson, wholesale Boot and Shoe Manu-

turn out better than those usually wound 
up under such circumstances. Among the 
numerous reports of failures circulated to­
day was the name of one of our young but 
most respectable firms, whose place of 
business is situated on Sfc. Helen street. 
We are, however, authorized to state that 
there is not the slightest truth in the re­
port. It was also currently reported on | 
'Change and the street that a well known ; 
and prominent Produce merchant in To­
ronto had not only failed but was missing. 
On enquiry we found that there is not the 
slightest foundation for any such malicious 
rumour, the party referred to being in 
high and honourable standing

We learn that Dr. G. W. Campbell wbs 
yesterday elected a director of the Bank of 
Montreal in the place of Mr. John Red- 
path, deceased. Dr. Campbell is widely 
known and esteemed in Montreal, and 
although a member of the learned pro­
fession, is a man of established business 
habits, and understands the dissecting of an 
account current, profit and loss account, or 
balance sheet as thoroughly as he does the 
anatomy of the human body. We under­
stand the Hon. Thos. Ryan was elected 
vice-President in place of the late Mr. 
Redpath.

The demand for Stocks to-day was mode­
rate, a small business only being done. 
Bank of Montreal are inactive, being want­
ed at 140j, with sellers at 141 ; transac­
tions were made at the outside rate. Brit- 
ish and City are nominal at the same, the 
latter having sold at 103.J. Peoples were 
placed at 108. In Molsons nothing was 
done, the Books being closed. Ontario 
are inactive, and offering at 99J, with buy­
ers at 99J. Union are offered at 105, with 
buyers at 104J ; sellers at 104J. Mechan­
ics would command 96, but there are n° 
sellers under par. Holders of Royal Cana­
dian have advanced their prices to 84, but 
there are no buyers over 80. Commerce are 
quiet and unchanged. Jacques Cartier are 
steady at 109 to 109$, the outside price

Sterling Ex­
change quiet.
