who do not; and even between

those who believe in a naturalis-

tic interpretation of the universe

and those who believe in a super-
natural explanation. The Chris-

tian who believes in God's crea-

tion of the universe can agree
with the savage who sces some-

thing divine in every tree or

spring, better than he can agree

with the highly civilized mem-

ber of his own race who sees

nothing divine anywhere.
