Beyond Donald R. Richberg's announcement after a conference
with President Roosevelt that compulsory enforcement of the 734
codes was in the discard and his plea to industry, there was no
immediate hint as to what the United States Government may do as a
result of (he unanimous Supreme Court decision sctapping the N.R.A.

Speculation ranged through a bewildering maze. Tentatively and
without assurance, men on Capitol Hill and in the administration
appeared to be canvassing the advisability of resorting to one or more
of these steps:

1—A drive for new legislation, perhaps applying the principles of
minimum wages, maximum hours, collective bargaining and the ban on
ehild labor to purely interstate commerce. This might stretch the session
of Congress into August or beyond.

2—An attempt to get states to pass supplementary laws, applying
the principles to intra-state business.

3—An effort to amend the constitution to make the N.R.A. principles
legal, This, most observers felt, would be a comparatively long term
matter, plunging the whole N.R.A. controversy into the 1936 cammpaign.

BEATTY ON THE MANION
QUESTIONNAIRE.
Montreal Star,

When Dr. Manion, in one of his
electioneering speeches on the rail-
problem, posed his famous
twelve questions, he made a tactical
error.

If it is the first business of the
Minister of Railways to make votes
for his party, he is possibly pursuing
the right course. He goes to railway
centres wnere a great many railway
employees live and makes their flesh

A new school, to cost in the vicin-
ity of $150,000, will be erected to
replace the Sacred Heart School on
Alexander sreet. This decizion was
reached yesterday afternoon at a
meeting of the Catholic School
Board. The Board has received of-
ficial permission from the Commis-
sion of Municipal Affairs at Quebec

to float a $150,000 bond issue to
finance the project,
The present school building is

considered inadequate and unsafe.
Construetion of a new institution
has been contemplated for several
months. Some time ago, members
of the Board made application to
the Municipal Commissfon to be al-
lowed to issue securities to the a-
mount of a $150,000, but their ap-
plication was turned down. The
School Commissioners were told
that the time was not opportune to
build and that the Sacred Heart
Sehonl could serve for another two
or three years. But afiter re-con-
sidering the matter, the Municipal
Commission reversed its decision

and advised the local Board accord-
ingly. :
The City Attorney will be in-

structed to proceed with the legal
work mecessary for the issuance of
the securities. It is planned to con-
gtruct the new building during the
summer months.

NO BLAME FOR
DOYON'S DEATH

Driver of Motor Car which Car-
ried Local Man to His Death
Exonerated of Responsibility
for Magog Highway Tragedy.

The driver of the motor car
which carried Antonio Doyon, nine-
teen years old, of this city, to his)
death on Sa;utdav afternoon last
today stood exonerated by a coron-
er's jury of any responsibility., Af-
ter deliberating for about ten min-
utes, a jury under Leonidas Ba-
chand, district coroner, last night
xendexed a verdict of ‘“‘accidental
death.” It tonk deep probing and
questioning to determine who was
operating the automobile when it
swerved of the Magog road, sia
miles from here, ploughed through
a strong cable fence and overturned
in the ditech. It finally appcared
that Antonio Masson was at the
wheel. The car was owned by Ger-
ard Morin, and Morin was driving
when the party of four young men
left Magog to return to Sherbrooke
Saturday., Between Magog and the
scene of the mishap, however, he
gave the wheel over to Masson.

Masson told the Coroner's Court
that he did not remember if he haa
been driving at the time of the
fatality. Boith Morin and Lucien
Phaneuf declared that he was.

Before the jury tried to deliber-
ate last night, Coroner Bachand
said that, in his opinion, there had
been criminal negligence on the
part of the driver of the car. Evid-
ence had been placed before the
Court, he said, that each of the four
young men had consumed beer and
whiskey, and Phaneuf had testified
that the car at one time during the
short journey was travelling be-
tween sixty and seventy miles per
hour,

Lucien Phaneuf, eighteen years
old, who was sitting in the rumble
seat of the car with Doyon when the
acc:dent oceurred, was the principal

witness when thc inqest was re-"
sumed last night. Phaneuf was in-
terviewed at the St. Vincent de

Paul Hospital. Dalma Landry was
present on behalf of the Crown
Prosecutor’s Office; Roland Dugre
represented the Morin family, and
Cesaire Gervais, K.C., attended the
inquest in the interests of Maszon.

Phaneuf testified that at about
ten o'clock Saturday morning he,
Masson, Morin and Doyon had left
for Magog in Morin’s automobile. A
small amount of beer—a glass each
—was taken bhefore leaving Sher-
brooke. In Magog, they all had
some more bheer and a drink of
whiskey before starting on their re-
turn journey. The car was stopped
a short distance from Mageg and
Morin let Masson take the wheel.
That was the last that Phaneuf re-
membered. Masson was driving
when he fell asleep and the next
thing he knew was siriking the
cable fence and overturning, He
said that at one time the car must
have been travelling between sixty
and seventy miles per hour. H
had noticed the speedometer
register sixty.

Jerry Mathieu, trucker, said that
about a mile before reaching the
White House at Little Lake Morin's
party had passed him. He recog-
nized Morin and Masson. Morin
was driving. He said that he was
travelling at thirty or thirty-five
miles an hour, and that the boys
must have been hitting forty or
fifty, They all waved at him, wit-
ness said. Fifteen minutes later he
reached the scene of the tragedy,
Morin was standing up. Mathieu
went up to him. ‘‘He said to me
‘Jerry, Jerry, what happened? Who
was driving?’ T told him that he
had been driving. 1 said, ‘Red, you
were driving.’ Both Masson and
Phaneuf told him the zame thing,
Morin said that it could not be pos-
sible.!

‘THE LAST OF THE AUSTINS
There passed away on the fifteenth
of May the “last of the Austing,”
the pioneer family of Lake Mem-
phremagog district. It was in the
dying decade of the eighteenth cen-|
tury that the Austins came up from
the States as pacific royalists and
selected land at Gibraltar Point.
They were the first and original
British settlers in the Eastern Town-
ships. Taking a goodly plot of land,
the Austin family settled on Gibral-
tar Point. Others among the United
Empire Loyalists who came to
Canada in pure loyalty to the coun-
try of their origin, that greatest of
all the Lands of Freedom, soon join-
ed them, and Gibraltar Point became
a center, The Austins were mem-
bers of the Society of Friends, com-
monly called Quakers, and they were
naturally followed to the Lake Mem-
phremagog, the Indian cognomen of
which is the Lake of Beautiful Wa-
ters, by other families of equally
high calibre.

Ada Jane Austin, was in her
younger years, the belle of the Lake
of Beautiful Waters. She was of
the second generation of Austins.
Her mother lived to be 94 years of
age, and died on the old homestead,
where also resided Ada Jane, even
after her marriage to John R.
Aitken who came to Canada from
Peehles, Scotland, en the Tweed,
when he was a young man. He was
at once immensely attracted to the
beautiful young lady who was
loyally taking care of her aging
parents.

The history of the Austin family,
of which Mrs. Aitken was the sole
surviving memory, should be written,
and it would seem to be the duty
of some historian to get the material
from Mr, John Aitken, whilst mem-
ories 'of his beloved wife are still
fresh with him. She was delightfully
plain spoken by inheritance, and had
many friends who express sympathy
with Mr. Aitken in his deep loss.
