Women on the 
move, fighting 
for, and against 

big issues

T
he AFEAS (Association of 
female education and so­
cial action) has been 
around, silent but still 
powerful, for decades and ac­

cording to Lennoxville member 
Danielle Noiseux Beaudoin the 
local feminist movement has 
come out of the kitchen to tack­
le some big issues, including en­
ergy drinks.

“We are not knitters,” Noiseux 
said last Friday before the group 
hosted this weekend’s local pro­
duce sale at the Amedee Beau­
doin Community Centre. “Some 
of us do it personally, but we are 
a small group of women fighting 
mighty causes. We believe that if 
we all take care of each other we 
are going to improve our lives. 
We fight for many causes that 
protect women, children and our 
community and we don’t believe 
in energy drinks. They should 
not be sold to children under 18 
years old.”

Noiseux says the lobbyist 
group deems the beverages dan­
gerous. She claims the ingredient 
in Red Bull that provides the en­
ergizing caffeine is not all natur­
al, as the product claims, and 
adds the equivalent of four times 
the caffeine of that from a coffee 
bean.

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Sherbrooke fights battery dangers with new program

A
s part of Quebec Waste Reduction 
Week that began yesterday, Sher­
brooke has launched a batteiy re- 
cycling program with a wide 
network of dropoff sites throughout the city.

The city is also raising awareness about 
the secure disposal of batteries which 
have been likened to little environmental 
time bombs.

Councillor Jean-François Rouleau, the 
chair of the city’s sustainable develop­
ment committee, notes that efforts to col­
lect and recycle batteries in Sherbrooke 
began in local school boards in the past 
year.

“Since then we’ve learned a lot about 
the dangers of battery disposal,” he com­
mented, warning. “They can explode.”

Batteries can leak, ignite or explode if 
not handled properly so the city is asking 
citizens to wrap electrical tape on the pos­
itive cathode (+) at the end of the battery 
before disposing of them.

Over and above the dangers of batteries 
exploding when they are taken to a depot, 
Rouleau said batteries buried in munici­
pal landfill present a hazard to the envi­
ronment and to public health.

“Please do not send them to the dump 
and return them to nature,” he implored 
citizens. “They are a very dangerous prod­
ucts.”

An Environment Canada study re­
leased last spring, which provided the 
first national estimates of the amount of 
heavy metals such as mercury, cadmium 
and lead that are potentially released into 
the environment through the disposal of 
batteries, also revealed the number of 
consumer batteries discarded every year is 
increasing dramatically.

Batteries buried in landfills present a

lurking hazard because heavy metals have 
the potential to leach slowly into soil, 
groundwater or surface water. Heavy met­
als are toxic to biological systems and af­
fect brain activity and metabolic 
processes.

The number of discarded batteries is 
increasing due to the rising demand for 
consumer electronics and the rapid rate 
at which new electronic products require 
batteries, said the report.

By 2010, Canadi­
ans are expected to 
throw away 495 
million recharge­
able and non- 
rechargeable 
batteries, up from 
347 million tossed

in 2004, reported the study, which also re­
marked the rate of recycling of recharge­
able batteries is very low.

A study south of the border shows that 
Americans throw away some 84,000 tons 
of alkaline batteries and that AA, C and D 
cells that power electronic toys and 
games, portable audio equipment and a 
wide range of other gadgets comprise 20 
per cent of the household hazardous ma­
terials in America’s landfills. According to 
the American Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA), dry cell batteries contribute 
about 88 per cent of the total mercury 
and 50 per cent of the cadmium in the 
municipal solid waste stream.

The Environment Canada reports sug­
gests low recycling rates are an indication 
that voluntary programs have not caught 
on with consumers partly because they 
are unaware of the risks and also because 
it’s not convenient to recycle them.

Some ecologists have recommended re­
quiring manufacturers to recycle the bat­
teries they produce. But in the meantime, 
the City of Sherbrooke wants to make re­
cuperating batteries much easier.

“Seeing how people are recycling more 
and more, and getting involved in the en­
vironment, we are confident it will be suc­
cessful,” Rouleau told The Record, noting 
a test battery collection site at the Uniprix 
on Galt West has been receiving 50 
pounds of batteries a month since May.

Rouleau said the batteries are taken to 
one of Sherbrooke two ecocenters which

Police monitor bunker

P
olice in Sherbrooke 
are keeping their eyes 
and ears open but are 
not taking any special 
measures following the 

arson fire that completely 
destroyed the Hell’s Angels 
bunker in Sorel-Tracy this 
weekend.

Police will continue to do 
regular patrols past the 
Hell’s Angels bunker on 
Queen Street in Lennoxville, 
the famous red-roofed build­
ing that is home to one of the 
largest and richest Hells 
chapters in Canada, said 
Sherbrooke police spokes­
woman Karine Côté.

Côté said the Hells are still 
present and active in the 
Sherbrooke area.

“We know who they are. 
We know where they are. We 
know what they are up to 
and we are keeping tabs on 
them,” she said.

Côté said the integrated 
organized crime squad is also 
present and active in Sher­
brooke and throughout the 
region.

The Escouade Régionale 
Mixte is made up of officers 
from the Sherbrooke munici­

pal force, the Sûreté du 
Québec as well as the Régie 
de police Memphrémagog. 
Investigators from the three 
forces share information and 
work together to investigate 
and control organized crime 
in the Townships.

While the Sherbrooke 
Chapter is still in business, 
Côté said the bikers are more 
discreet than in the past.

“They are trying to keep 
out of the spotlight," she 
said, noting the Sherbrooke 
Hells are active in other re­
gions of the province. She re- 
marked that following a 
massive crackdown on biker 
gangs in 2001 which put a lot 
of Montreal area Hells in jail, 
the Sherbrooke Chapter saw 
business opportunities in 
other areas of the province.

Côté said police have no 
indications that another 
biker war has begun in Que­
bec.

In the late nineties a dead­
ly war pitted the powerful 
Nomad Chapter of the Hell’s 
Angels and its puppet gang 
the Rockers, against rivals in- 
cluding the Bandidos and 
Rock Machine biker gangs.

And you think YOU don’t like winter? This isn’t funny, 
but it’s weird. An 8-year-old girl in Winnipeg (of all 
places) has been diagnosed with a rare condition - she’s 
allergic to the cold! Emma Stevens was first diagnosed 
with the condition, called ‘cold-induced urticaria,” after 
she developed severe swelling after eating a frozen treat. 
For years, she had suffered from unexplained hives, irri­
tation and skin lesions.

“Everything you do requires thought,” says her moth­
er, Delina Rissin, “you just can’t go out.”

Emma ended up in the emergency room as a result of 
eating the iced treat, and her family has had to make con­
siderable adjustments. “We’ve had to upgrade our fur­
nace, get new windows and doors . . . it’s huge. All the 
things we’ve taken for granted, she’ll never be able to do.”

People suffering from cold-induced urticaria may face 
systemic symptoms, including increases in histamines in 
the blood, difficulty breathing and drops in blood pres­
sure, according to Dr. Massoud Mahmoudi of the Univer­
sity of New Jersey.

Emma needs to carry an epipen wherever she goes, 
and often needs to wear long johns, mittens and hats 
while indoors. Moving to a warmer climate would not 
necessarily solve the problem, Rissin says, as air-condi­
tioning, cold water and chilled food and beverages are 
also triggers.

“The cold can hurt, “ Emma says.

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send them to a company for safe disposal. 
Citizens can also take them directly to an 
ecocenter, he said.

Starting on November 1, citizens will 
be able to drop off their used batteries at 
City Hall, borough offices, municipal li­
braries, some pharmacies, outlets of the 
Health and Social Service Center - Univer­
sity Institute of Geriatrics of Sherbrooke, 
local elementary and high schools as well 
as the University of Sherbrooke and the 
CEGEP de Sherbrooke.

“It’s great news for Sherbrooke and an­
other step in the right direction,” said 
Rouleau, noting the city is encouraging 
other businesses to provide customers 
with a battery recycling station.

Between now and the end of the week, 
all Sherbrooke households should receive 
a municipal pamphlet informing them of 
how and where they can dispose of their 
household batteries. A bilingual brochure 
has been produced for Lennoxville.

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Plowing prowess and trophies for furrows

E
ven after fifty five years, the an­
nual tradition of inviting locals 
and friends from away to come 
out to a local field and prove 
their prowess with horse or tractor dri­

ven plows hasn’t lost any of it’s magic 
or allure.

Nearly seventy competitors turned up 
at the Grainger Farms on Grainger Road 
in Melbourne Township on Route 243 for 
the September 26th match.

There were antique tractors and elders, 
seasoned plowmen and women. Several 
teams of heavy horses with the historical 
walking plow behind them delicately low­
ered huge hooves into the narrow fur­
rows, hardly ever more than 12 inches 
wide, or, with ears twitched sideways, lis­
tened and reacted to whatever command 
the man or woman on the reins called. 
“Gee a little,” (that means a little to the 
right. Haa is a left turn signal and voice 
tones communicate the angle of the 
turn), one driver was heard talking to his 
team as they started a new furrow on the 
allotted ‘land’.

“Easy now, not too fast,” he said quietly, 
“get in the furrow Jack. Steady 
now...Whup! Whoa now, we’ve got a rock 
here. “Stand” he commands and these 
horses, weighing close to a ton a piece 
stand quite still, waiting for the next com­
mand which might be to take a step or 
two back or simply ‘carry on’.

On the sunny, coolish Saturday com­
petitors turned their crowns, laid their 
furrows down as straight as they could, 
turned their finishing furrows, (some 
folks call this final step the trash or water 
furrow), and slowly gathered their equip­
ment, tools and marker posts, chatted 
with friends and finally, as the shadows 
lengthened and the sun crept close to the 
horizon, headed for home.But it wasn’t 
over yet. Traditions include the banquet 
and awards night.

The winners names were kept under 
lock and key until the all important night 
when friends and families would gather 
once again and eagerly wait for their 
name and status on the prize list to be 
called on October 11th. The St Francis Val­
ley Plowmen’s Association has a long his­
tory of generous prizes, trophies for every 
class winner and an impressive array of 
special prizes.

This year, the ladies class winner of the

Association trophy was Marilyn Robertson 
who also had the best crown. Tracy Harri- 
man managed the best finish.

The Ross Carson trophy went home 
with Emilee Viens in the match for girls 8 
to 16 yrs and Alex Mason, with the best 
crown took home first prize in the boys’ 
class. Michael Dutka. with the best crown 
and finish won the boys 14 to 18 year class.

In the popular Walking Plow classes for 
both men and women, Germain Boutin 
with his Belgians took home first prize as 
well as the best crown while his daughter, 
Nadia won top honors in the ladies’ sec­
tion.

Three-furrow plows had their own class 
too with Justin Poirier wining first place, 
Marvin Richards claiming the prize for 
the best crown and Norman Harriman 
earning the best finish title. In the class 
for all two furrow plows with the Melvin 
Brock trophy up for grabs, proud winner 
was Sam Wintle who also won Best Finish. 
His father Anthony Wintle, in second 
place, earned the prize for Best Crown.

Traditionally, there’s a class for 'new­
comers’, those folks who have been per­
suaded to try their hand at this exacting 
excercise. Jason Badger won the day in

this class.
Because provin­

cial rules are quite 
different, the Associ­
ation sets up a class 
for veterans of this 
type of competition 
and awards a trophy 
too.

Peter Kirby took 
home first place as 
well as the Best 
Crown prize fol­
lowed closely in sec­
ond place by 
Jennifer Kirby.

A category for all 
first place winners 
at last year’s compe­
tition resulted in 
Robert Smith taking 
home the Caisse Pop­
ulaire Desjardins de 
l’Ardoise trophy as 
well as prizes for the 
best crown and fin- 
ish.The ‘big’ plows 
also had a class of 
their own. Huge trac­
tors carrying four or 
more-furrow plows 
were also on hand 

this year with Darren Hodge winning first 
place followed by Alex Mountain and Bar­
bara Mountain.

The Association doesn’t forget the 
Young Farmers’ class, won this year by 
Ivan Johnston. Probably the most popular 
class at this match is the competition that 
brings out the antique tractors and plows. 
Spectators cluster at this end of the field 
where the quiet ‘chug-chug’ of tractors 
dating as far back as the early 40s, some 
with equally ancient trailer plows ever-so- 
quietly turning the sod over behind never 
fail to fascinate town and country folk 
alike. This year’s class was the largest with 
eleven competitors proving the populari­
ty of collecting and restoring these an­
tiques. The winner with the best finish as 
well was Kenneth Smith with William 
Cross earning the prize for the best 
crown.Plowing of highest merit on the 
field prizes and trophies went to Robert 
Smith, Emilee Viens and Alex Mason. 
Youngest boy was Kyle Mason and Viens 
proved to be the youngest girl. Most senior 
plowman was Roderigue Morrison, the 
Best Crown Overall, Robert Smith, Best 
Finish with a tractor, Jennifer Kirby.

The teams of horses are also judged 
with the best heavy draft team, neatest 
outfit and third best plow team - Jacques 
Bachand. Germain Boutin won the best 
crown on the field, second for his team 
and his outfit, was chosen best plowman 
with the second best team of horses.

Sydney Lynch also won third and 
fourth prizes for his team, outfit and 
plowing.

“It was another great year,” Stewart 
Grainger, president commented. “As 
usual, we are priviledged to have so many 
willing volunteers, sponsors and donors. 
We’ve also got a great team of directors 
too. Special thanks go to our secretary 
Larry Cinnamon and his wife Joyce. 
They’re a very important team too, look­
ing after the paper work and keeping us 
all organized. Getting ready for a match of 
this size is a lot of work, made easy I must 
say by everyone’s cooperation. Many 
thanks,” the president said to over one 
hundred people gathered for the banquet 
and awards evening.

law:
“The law says to be recognized as all 

natural, caffeine must come from the 
actual coffee bean, but they lobbied 
the government and was accepted as 
an all natural product, but it isn’t. A 
child’s psychological development be­
tween the ages of 15 and 18 is not com­
plete and every mother knows that a 
teenager who enters a dépanneur and 
sees the drink will try it. They can get 
hooked. How many people are hooked 
on coffee? Imagine a 12-year-old addict­
ed to energy drinks. We believe it is im­
portant to do something.”

The not for profit outfit, with 
around 27 members, meets regularly 
in Lennoxville to organize community 
fundraising events but also to discuss 
some tough issues including Bill C^t84 
“Unborn Victims of Crime Act”, which 
Noiseux says if accepted will send 
women’s rights back centuries.

“Last March the House of Commons 
adopted a second reading on Bill C-184, 
which if accepted will give a fetus 
rights. If it goes through it will crimi­
nalize abortion and we know what that 
would do to women’s rights.”

The bill would amend the Criminal 
Code to allow separate homicide 
charges to be laid in the death of a 
fetus when a pregnant woman is at­
tacked. If passed, the AFEAS believes, it 
would constitute an infringement on 
women’s rights and would also entail 
criminalizing pregnant women for be­
haviors perceived to harm their fetus. 
With petitions already sent to Parlia­
ment, Noiseux says AFEAS member­
ship is crucial.

“Every member’s name, not just 
from Lennoxville but from every 
AFEAS member in the province, is 
added to each document or petition we 
send to the government, so it’s not just 
us it’s all of us. The more we educate 
the more we work towards fulfilling 
our mission.”

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Nomads:
The Nomads’ war against competitors in the 

drug trade led to the murders of dozens of gang­
sters and collateral damage including the death of 
an innocent 11-year-old named Daniel Desrochers 
by a car bomb in August of 1995.

The biker war came to an end in the spring of 
2001 with Operation Springtime, a province-wide

police crackdown on the Hells that led to dozens of 
arrests and a handful of trials that were a major 
test of Canada’s anti-gang legislation. None of the 
Sherbrooke Hells were affected.

Amidst the rubble of this weekend’s fire in 
Sorel, arson investigators located a tanker truck 
that had been reported stolen over the weekend. 
Police believe someone used it to ram through the 
front gate of the compound prior to the fire Satur­
day night.

Sarkozy will have a daily reminder of Quebec in 
the presidential palace with a four-legged friend 
from the Eastern Townships. The blond Labrador 
named Estrie will be joining Sarkozy later this 
week.

Since the days of Georges Pompidou, all 
French presidents have had a labrador in the 
Palais de l’Elysée. For the second time in a row 
the presidential symbol will be made in Quebec.

The last presidential pooch was the labrador 
Maskou, named for his native region of Mask- 
outais east it Montreal. It was given to French 
President Jacques Chirac in 1986 from the Vet­
erinary Faculty of the University of Montreal.

Estrie, a two-and-a-half month old blond 
Labrador, represents a change from the past tra­

ditions when French presidents preferred black 
labs. She is calm and well tempered and has the 
name of a region that is dear to Premier Jean 
Cbarest, notes a press release from Dr. François 
Lubrina of the Veterinary school.

“This gift is like a breath of fresh air and hap­
piness in a tense and heavy political and eco­
nomic climate.”

Sarkozy, who was in Quebec for the Sommet 
de la francophonie last week, was unable to pick 
up his new pet because he was heading to the 
United States to discuss the economic meltdown 
with President George Bush.

But the French president, who once had a 
Labrador, is said to be pleased with the gift that 
he will be able to take for daily jogs in Elysée 
park.

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Families feeding football program
‘We’re just giving back in whatever way we all can,’ says Sullivan

The Alexander Galt Pipers volunteer run canteen serves dozens each weekend and Lynzey 
Sullivan was on hand last Saturday to serve up hot coffee to cold spectators that will prof­
it the school’s Football Program.

I
t started near the end of last year’s Alexander 
Galt Football season, but this year the parent and 
volunteer run canteen has exploded into a 
plethora of food and drink that sees each player 
from Bantam to Senior well fed after a rivalry on the 

field.
“This year it has just expanded so much,” said par­

ent and ETSB commissioner Doug Sullivan who has a 
Bantam-playing son. “We’re all just giving back any 
way we can. Each and every one of us is dedicated to 
this football program.”

The canteen, which began through the efforts of 
Sullivan and his wife Barb, Brent and Karen Sutton, 
Donald and Penny Thompson and Jamie Laroche sees 
around 20 individuals, from football families to com­
munity members, selling on average 90 hotdogs, 360 
bags of popcorn and dozens of soft drinks to profit the 
Football program. Last year the eatery’s efforts raised 
a little over $1,500 in just the last four games, but this 
year Sullivan says much more is anticipated.

“We’ve been here for every home game of this sea­
son. We give it all back to the program at the end of 
the season to help them get what they need,” he stat­
ed last Saturday afternoon as hot chocolate and hot 
coffee were the beverage of choice for chilly specta­
tors. “So many community members have joined in to

help. The support and do­
nations have been incredi­
ble and there is so much 
more we have planned.”

Sullivan, while hand­
ing out popcorn popped 
in the machine donated 
by Peter and Krissy Mack­
ey, stated that thanks to 
special efforts made by 
Laroche, fellow sponsor 
Danny Rouillard and Bor­
ough of Lennoxville em­
ployee Jean Dugre, 
bleachers, recycling and a 
portapotty are available 
each game to spectators.

“Danny and Jamie 
handed over money and 
told us to make sure that 
the players all eat after 
the games. We would usu­
ally make them hotdogs 
and give them what they 
wanted, but now all our 
supplies are paid for and 
it’s all one hundred per 
cent profit for the pro­
gram.”

The donations and sup­
port definitely don’t stop 

there. As listed on the sign affixed to the canteen’s 
table, Paradis Garage, SWM Mackey, Lenn Chiropracti- 
cian Isabelle Gendron, Inspirations Encore, Phamil- 
prix, Clarke & Sons, the Lennoxville Volunteer Fire 
Fighter’s Association, and Blue Seal are all pitching in 
to make this year a stellar season for not only the Se­
nior Pipers, who remain undefeated, but for the ‘fam­
ily affair’ raising hinds. While the coffee and wieners 
are essentia,1 spectators attending games are privy to 
a special treat: Dominos Pizza to be exact.

“For the past two weeks Dominos (Sherbrooke) have 
donated 35 pizzas per game. We sell slices and the pro­
gram gets the money,” stated Sullivan at 2 p.m. who, 
with his family and fellow volunteers, had been on 
the field since 8 a.m. as the Bantam team played at 10 
a.m. that morning. “That’s not all they have done for 
the players. They also gave us coupons to give out. For 
every customer who uses the coupon an additional $5 
comes back to the program and at the end of the sea­
son when the program decides what it needs for 
equipment, or uniforms Dominos is going to order it 
with the money we have collected and they have 
agreed to pay the difference.”

The Canteen endeavor has become a large scale ef­
fort to give back to the program that gives so much to 
local youth and these steps are just the beginning says 
Sullivan.

“Some time this week or next the uprights (which 
are presently chipped and different colours) will be

painted. Larry Everett has sponsored the paint and 
will be coming to paint them.”

Plans, which are already in the making, for next 
season include building a canteen structure with 
speakers and an announcer’s post for which Sullivan 
is actively seeking sponsors.

“We’re working on it,” he concluded as Senior 
Pipers were taking advantage of warm pizza and 
drinks after defeating their Coaticook rivals. “Witout 
the collaboration and support from Serge (Beliveau, 
school principal) we wouldn’t be able to get all this 
going for next year.”

Desperate Housewife

Dear Desperate: Of course not. It sounds 
like your husband is trying to escape his life 
at home, including his relationship with 
you and your son. It may have started when 
the responsibilities of being a husband and 
father first overwhelmed him, but it wasn’t 
addressed at the time and now avoidance is 
habitual and expected. He doesn’t sound 
eager to change this pattern, so you will 
have to do most of the work — again.

If you can get your husband to go for mar­
riage counseling, that would be best.

A game-try 
bidder
might aim higher
By Phillip Alder

Recently a fellow columnist recom­
mended a bid that I considered second- 
best. However, 1 was unable to construct 
a deal using his hand to make my point, 
so today’s North hand will have to suf­
fice. Partner opens one spade, you raise 
to two spades, and he rebids three clubs. 
What does that mean, and what would 
you do now?

As we covered yesterday, when one of 
a major is raised to two of that major, 
the one-major bidder usually passes or 
jumps to game. If he does anything else, 
he is assumed to be making a help-suit 
game-try. Partner is being asked to look 
primarily at his holding in the suit just 
named and to jump to game unless he is 
weak in that suit.

In this case, North has good clubs 
and a maximum, making four spades 
seem clear. But ... sometimes partner 
will be thinking about a slam. Just in 
case he is, when you have a super hand 
for your sequence so far, convey that to 
partner. Here, raise to four clubs. This 
announces a four-spade rebid with good

club support too.
Now partner can take control with 

Blackwood, then bid seven clubs.
Note that in spades or no-trump, 

there are only 12 tricks. However, after 
West leads the heart king against seven 
dubs, South wins with his ace, cashes 
the club king, and plays a low club to 
dummy. When the bad break comes to 
light, declarer ruffs a heart high in his 
hand, draws trumps, pitching his low di­
amond, and claims. He takes six spades, 
one heart, one diamond, four clubs and 
the heart ruff.
