The other marble on the left, was 
erected in honor of the Very Reve­
rend L.-J. Casault, Vicar General, 
founder of Laval University, who 
died on the Cth of May 18(i2. 

Under the central altar of the right 
lateral Chapel, is lying tho body of 
St Laureatus, martyr of St Zenon's 
military Legion in Rome, 

The wooden bust of the Apostle St 
Paul, on the left of the same altar, by 
Giovanni Anderlini, contains a link of 
St Paul's chain during his captivity 
in Rome. 

On the right, the bust of St Francis de 
Sales, by the same author, contains a 
large parcel of a rib of this holy 
bishop and doctor. 

Tho Chapel was erected about a century 
ago.
