—The market for deal freights at St.

John, N.B., has been unusually quiet,
and brokers have transacted little busi-
ness. Tonnage was neverso searce as at
present, and with rates even firmer than
usual it is an impossibility to obtain ves-
sels. An increase in rates might prove
an attraction, but the depressed state of
the English market does not warrant
shippers in enlarging their figures. The
characters ‘effected this week have been
very few. They include: brigt “ Romola,”
208, Clonakilty, 67s 6d; brq “Cato,” 342,
Musquash to Liverpool or Bristol Chan-
nel, 62s 6d; brq “Fannie M.,” Musquash
to Liverpool or Bristol Channel, 62s 6d;
brigt “ Martha M. Palmer,” Point Wolfe
to West Coast England, 70s.
—A proposed flour mill in Minneapo-

lis will have a capacity nearly double
that of the largest of the great mills now
in operation, and be able to grind
8,000 barrels of flour per day. “The
magnitude of the proposed mill,” says a
Minneapolis newspaper, “will appear by
considering that the building will have
to be as much as 250 feet square and six
stories high, besides a storage elevator
with room for 500,000 bushels of wheat.
It will turn out 64 barrels of flour per
minute, 333 barrels per hour, 8,000 bar-
rels per day, 2,400,000 per year (300
days). It wil require 10,000,000 bushels
of wheat per year to supply it, and the
value of its annual products will be at
leat $14,000,000. It will make one-
third of the present wheat crop of Minne
gota into flour, and require an army of
men to carry on the work growing out of
its operations.
—A despatch from New York says that

the general freight agent of the New
York Central says that the four trunk
lines are strictly maintaining rates, and
that the alleged intention of the company
to issue a circular of reduced west-bound
rates is untrue. The question of Lacka-
wanna’s cutting is under discussion at
every meeting of the pool, and will result
in the latter company coming into the
pool as soon as the amount of its business
can be definitely aseertained. An officer
of the New York Central, who is author-
ized to speak on the subject, is reported in
the New York Times as saying, with re-
ard to the abandonment of the Great

Western Division of the Grand Trunk
road by the Michigan Central, “The
Michigan Central has become the pro-
prietor of the Canada Southern through
lease, and it simply transfers to its own
line the business that it has in the past
been conducting over the Grand Trunk.
The plans that were announced several
months ago are simply being put into
operation. I don’t think that it follows
necessarily that there will be a war of
rates in consequence between the Can-
adian lines.”

FINANCIAL,

MONTREAL, June 9.

The week closes upon a much improv-

ed market, There is a sharp revival to
be noticed in all departments of trade

and commerce throughout the country.

The uncertainty which existed in financial

circles for months past, has been dispelled
by the recent publication of the earnings

of our leading banking institutions, all of
which have presentéd statements testify-
ing to the soundness of trade generally»

and foreshadowing. as bright an outlook
for the present year,

In another column will be fouud the
annual report of the Directors. of the
Eastern Townships Bank, and the good
luck and prosperity which has attended

the other banks of the Dominion during
the past year has been with it also. As
will be observed, the business, as eompar-

ed with last year, has increased by $39,-

655. The net profits for the year, after

deducting charges of management and

making proyision for bad and doubtful

debts, foot up to $188,751, to which must

be added balance at credit of profit
and loss account for 1882 $3,242

making a total of $191,993 ; out of which

was distributed to the shareholders two
half-yearly dividends of 34 per cent.

' amounting to $97,980 with $80,000 carried

to the Rest, making this account now

$350,000, leaving a balance to credit of

profit and loss to be carried forward this

year of $14,013. The statement is a

highly satisfactory one, reflecting the

greatest credit on the Directors and offic-

ers of the bank. The annual statement

of the Dominion Bank of Toronto is also
to hand and is an excellent exhibit. It

will be found published in another col-
umn. The capital has been increased
during the year by $500,000, wbich was

issued at a premium of 50 per cent. The
profits for the year were $263,972, which
is a trifle more than 17} per cent. on the
increased capital, which, added to the

amount received for new stock and bai-

ance from last year, amounts to $519,640.
There has been paid out of this a yearly

10 per cent. dividend on the capital
amounting to $149,364 and carried to rest

$360,000, leaving a balance to be carried
forward of $15,275. The Rest of the bank

is now at $850,000, or nearly 57 per cent.

on the capital.
There is no change to note in the local

money market ; there is no lack of loan-
able funds, and the wants of commercial

borrowers are fully met. Prime mer-

cantile paper is discounted at 64@7, as to
name and date, and call loans are ob-

tained at about £ per cent.
We notice by our latest English mail

advices that the financial situation in
London hasimproved. As the Economist
remarks money has been more wanted,

and the supply is not large. To look a
little further, trade appears to be improv-

ing both at Manchester and Bradford. It

has been observed. that the requirements

for loans have principally been in small
amounts, which, taken together with the
more active demand for cash, indicates an

extension in the circle of operations.
The banks, both in the metropolis and
the provinces, do not appear to hold any

very large supply of unused money.
Hence any revival of business demand

bare of cash, and would influence it ac-

cordingly. The Bank of England reserve

R. W. Heneker, Esq., Presi-
dent of the Bank, submitted . the follow-
ing :—

REPORT.
The Directors, in again rendering to

the Stockholders an account of their
stewardship, have the pleasure to con-
gratulate them on the satisfactory state of
their affairs.
The balance of profit brought forward

from the preceding year was $3,242.53, to
which has been added durirg the year a
net profit, after providing for salaries,
office expenses, interest to depositors, and
bad and doubtful debts, $188,751.15.
As compared with the previous year the

account shows the satisfactory increase of
$39,655.47, but the history of the past
prevents the Directors from being over
sanguine at such a result. In banking so
much depends on the working of the in-
stitution, consideration being demanded
on the one hand as to the rate at which
money can be loaned, and the demand
for money; and on the other, on the re-
sources of the Bank through its circula-
tion and deposits apart from its capital,
that fluctuations in results must always
be looked for. Such fluctuations are
sometimes indeed useful, as they tend to
draw out the energies of the Directors
and the regular Bank staff. It is always
wise -during times of prosperity to provide
for the day of diminished gains, and even
against loss. The history of ail human
affairs, not of banking in Canada only,
shows clearly enough that a period of ac-
tivity will be followed by a period of de-
pression, that years of plenty will be suc-
ceeded by scarcity. Acting on this
principle the Directors have thought it
prudent to follow the example of the
most successful banking institutions of
the country in determining rather to
strengthen their reserves hy increasing
the Rest than to pay heavy dividends.
On the 2nd January last a dividend of

31 per cent. was paid, and at their meet-
ing yesterday the Directors declared a
like dividend of 34 per cent., payable on
the 3rd July, which two dividends absorb-
ing $97,980.16, leave the balance of $94,-
013.52. Of this $80,000 has been carried
to Reserve Fund, making this fund $350,-
000, and leaving $14,013.52 at the credit
of profit and loss.

e head office and the several branches
have been carefully inspected during the
year, and thé work has Been found very
satisfactory.
The volume of business has greatly in-

creased all over the Townships, and the
wealth of the country may be judged
of by the fact that the total
deposits on the 15th May last when the
books were closed amounted to $2,154,-
745.88, of which $1,766,115.64 were on
interest. Compare this with some ten
years ago, when the total deposits were
under half a million dollars, and the ad-
vance in wealth will seem surprising.
The above amount dees not of course
include Government deposits of any kind.

Signs are not wanting however that
the great prosperity which the country
has Soyed for some time past has al-
ready received a check.

UNITED STATES CROPS.

The followingis a telegraphic summary
of the latest report of the United States
Department of Agriculture :-——The reports
show an increase of cotton area sligatly
exceeding three per cent., Florida and
Tennessee fail by one point to maintain
their area, and there is a decrease of
‘aboutten percent. in cotton districts of
Virginia and Missouri, an incrense of eight
er cent. in Texas, seven in Arkansas,

Eve in Louisiana, three in Alabama, two
in South Carolina and Mississippi, and
one in Georgia. The low temperature
and rains of April have delayed planting
and retarded the growth. All returns make

The average] condition
is 86, against 89 in June last year, which
was lower than for several years, though
improving constantly afterwards. The
condition of winter wheat is reported
lower than in May throughout the en-
tire area, with few exceptions. The de-
cline amounts to four points in Connecti-
cut, 14 in New York, 2 in Ohio, 8in In-
diana, 15 in Illinois, 7 in Missouri. It is
slight in Michigan and generally through-
out the South. The general average con-
dition is 75, against 83 in May. In June
last year it was 99. In New York it is 63.
The spring wheat area has been increased
about half a million acres, or nearly five
per cent. Minnesota makes an increase’
of 5 per cent, Nebraska of 7, Dakota of
40, and Montana of 35. The spring wheat
States have an acreage of nearly 10 mil-
lion acres. The condition of spring wheat
is everywhere good, averaging 98, the
same as last year. The area of barley has
increased 5 per cent. Total acreage about
2,350,000 acres. ‘The condition averages
97. The increase in acreage of oats is
four per cent, makirg the area nearly
19,200,000 acres. The condition is 96 per
cent.

If no move were made
the Waterloo & Magog Railway Company
would come into possession of the Bolton
section under the terms of a mortgage
deed, in October. In May next, unless
half the road were completed, a portion
of the Provincial subsidy would lapse.
If the road could not be built newit cer-
tainly could not be constructed when the
subsidy had gone. Last fall the Hon. J.

Gregory Smith of the Central Vermont
had agreed to take hold and complete the
road provided the creditors of the Com-
pany could Le induced to sign off their
claims for @25,000 cash and $34,000 in
first mortgage bonds of the road at par.
The indebtedness of the Company
was about $140,000 and a special
committee was then named to attempt
an arrangement with the creditors on
that basis. They had succeeded in getting
the majority of the creditors to fall into
line and had reduced their claims to with-
in about £10,000 of ex-Governor Smith’s
proposition. The matter had rested
there. Dr. Graham then read a letter
from the Hon. Mr. Smith, in which he
withdrew his offer, on account of the
delay, and expressed his willingness to
take into consideration any proposal the
Company might have to make looking to
his undertaking the completion of the
road. The-effairs of the Company and
the position of the creditors were then
earnestly discussed. Finally Messrs. E.
D. Lawrence and J. C. Willard were add-
edto the old committee composed of
Messrs. Graham, Manson and J. M.
Lefebvre, with instructions to enter into
new negotiations with ex-Governor Smith
at once. Most of the creditors present
afterwards gave a power of attorney to
settle their claims on the best possible
terms based on whatever agreement
might be arrived at between the Com-
pany and the Hon. Mr. Smith.—Waterloo
Advertiser, June 8.

 

THE OREGON SALMON CATCH.

According to the Portland Oregontan,it
is beyond contradiction an off year in the
salmon canning industry so far as at pre-
sent revealed. The run will in every
‘way be satisfactory, and when the final
result is ascertaindd, it will be seen that
the pack of the present will equal former
years. This result, however, will depend
upon the cannerymen. Prices are low at
home and abroad, which may cause accus-
tomed energy to lag, and in that manner
reduce the pack ; but should the grasping
hurry and rush of golden seasons be em-
ployed there need be no fears as to the re-
sult. The annual run probably grows
smaller each year, as many fish are re-
quired to fill 12,000,000 cans, which is a
small pack, yet the increased number of
fishermen brings the catch up to require-
ments, but is rapidly destroying one of
our greatest resources. A constant tak-
ing away without replenishing would, in
time, remove the sands from the seashore,
and fish in the Columbia are not more
numerous, notwithstanding the blind
argument of some cannerymen that, “can’t
catch them all out.”—N.Y. Commercial
Bulletin.

GREAT COAL COMBINATION.

PHILADELPHIA, June 8, 1883—Confer-
ences recently held between representa-
tives of the Philadelphiaand Reading, the
Jersey Central and the Delaware, Lacka-
wanna and Western Railroad companies,
regarding the future of the coal combina-
tion, have assumed practical shape. An
officer of two of these companies stated
to-day that these three companies control
54 43-100 per cent. of the entire anthra-
cite coal production, and the dictation of
the combination will devolve upon the
officers of these companies. They have
been notified by the Lehigh Valley that
that company will act in harmony with
them, and the Pennsylvania Coal Com-
pany, which has hitherto been the recalci-
trant member of the combination, also
gives notice that it is willing to enter the
combination upon reasonable terms. Itis
understood that the different coal presi-
dents will meet during the month of
July and arrange the winter schedule or
programme.

In conversation with a prominent rail-
road official upon this subject Mr. Gowen
recently stated that the combination was
not intended to be arbitrary, but merely
to protect the interests of those who were
in its membership; to hold the trade in
good shape and strengthen weak points,
Under such a management he was confi-
dent that over thirty million tons would
"be mined this year and marketed at cir-
cular rates. The agents of several of the
leading producing companies had a meet-
ing in this city to-day to compare motes
before the ‘articles. of agreement were
signed. At this meeting it was developed
that the production this year to date was
1,500,000 tons in excess of last year, aud
that the supplies on hand were not at all
excessive.
The agreement between the Reading

Railroad, Company, as lessee of the Jersey
Central Railroad Company, and the
Lehigh Navigation Company has been
signed by the presidents of both of these
companies, and is now in New York
awaiting the signature of the Jersey
Central Railroad’s president; and this will
be obtained to-morrow, when the Read-
ing Company wil have absolute control
of 44 21-100 of the anthracite production.
The agreement ig the same which has been
published, giving the Lehigh and Susque-
hanna a guarantee of a minimum and a
maximum revenue under the lease.—
N. Y. Herald.

  

NEW YORK GENERAL MARKETS.

The Shipping List, in giving the spirit
of the markets, says:—There is the same
‘spirit of caution and conservatism that
has been so conspicuous a feature of the
general markets for months past, and
usiness is confined to actual require-

ments of consumers and distributers.
Prices have beensubject to little change,
being in a great majority of cases on
about as low a basis as is warranted by the
cost of production. In some cases, in-
deed, they are too low for profit, but such
is the prevalent caution that none are
bold enough to purchase against a reaction,
which some farsighted merchants are san-
guine will come as soon as something
more definite is know about the harvests.

 in values is not because of any evidences

of reviving trade, but because of the be-
lief that the tide of public sentiment is
turning srom ultra conservatism to the
direction of a more confident feeling, and
toward a conviction that the worst of the
depression and shrinkage is past. The
marked depression in the woolen in-
dustries is indicated by the tem-
orary closing of ails in Rhode
sland, Connecticut and. Msssachusetts,
and the forcing upon the-market goods of
some of the best producers through the
medium of the auction rooms, at remark-
ably low prices. As the depression in
woolensis the result of au over-supply,
the most natural remedy is to shorten
production and to get rid of the over-plus
anging upon the market as quick as

possible. The wool market sympathizes
with the market for its products, and
prices are declining. Spet cotton duil
and steady; futures low. Refined petrol-
eum unchanged. Crude certificates clos-
ed weak at an advance. Spirits turpen-
tine advanced three cents per gallon on a
brisk speculative demand. Rosin steady.

It appears
that it has been agreed upon that the
purchase by the syndicate shall date from
30th June, at midnight. A payment of
25 per cent,.or $12.50 on each share of
$50, is to be made on the 14th or 16th
day of July next, at the Branch of the
Bank of Montreal in St. John, N.B., the
stock certificate to be lodged with the
Bank. The balance of the purchase
money, with three months interest on the
balance, is to be paid at the same Bank
on the 30th September next, when the
absolute transfer of the stock is
to be made. In the meantime the exist-
ing management will continue to manage
the property in the interest of the pur-
chasers from lst July. Should the Sep-
tember payment not be made the stock
certificates will revert to the present own-
ers, to whom the 25 per cent. payable
July 14, will become forfeit. In other
words the new purchasers bave put up
something like $200,000 as forfeit mone
for the carrying out of their purchase. It
is also stated that the balance <f the pur-
chase money of the Springhill and Parrs-
boro Mining and Railway Company—
somewhere in the vicinity of £100,000 was
paid by the purchaser on Monday last—
these two operations actually setting
afloat about a half million of money in
St. John.

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MONTREAL'S TRADE.

Though the harbour of Montreal is a
deserted and cheerless place when the ice

king has the St. Lawrence in his grasp, it

presents a lively, bustling, busy scene at

this time of the year, and throughout the

season of navigation. For a stretch of

about five miles along the river side, in-

eluding the lower canal locks, the docks

ave as full of stir and animation as a bee-

hive or an ant-hill. Ships and railways,

aren and horses, drays, carts and wagons,

all go to fili in the details of a picture, the
like of whick cannot be seen elsewhere
in Canada, and in only a few ports in the

United States. The history of the Lar-

bour of Montreal may almost be said to

embody the shipping and commercial

history of Canada. The growth of its

trade, the increase in its tonnage, the im-

provements in its accommodations, and

the steady advance in its receipts, all have

an important bearing on the general pro-

gress of the Dominion. As Mr. F. W.

Henshaw shewed in his interesting speech

at the recent bauquet to Sir Francis

Hincks, down to 1832 Montreal was

but an outport of Quebec. The shipping

of the country previous tu that date cen-
tred at the ancient capital. What a won-

derful change fifty years have brought

about. To-day Montreal is not only the
greatest shipping port in the Dominion,

but takes rank among the chief ports cn
the American continent. In 1835 the

imports at Montreal were valued at $3,-

543,600; in 1382 they reached $50,527,497

In 1835 the exports amounted to but $1,.

154,270, while in 1880 they were $32,245,-

941. In other words, the imports show a

gain of about 1,400 per cent., and the ex-

ports of about 2,400 per cent. These

figures speak for themselves. In 1855

ouly 6 seagoing steamships entered the

harbour, while in 1882 there were 379;

and the tonnage for the respective Years

was, in 1555, 5,445 tons; and in 1882,

475,679 tons. Thesailing ships for ocean
traffic in 1555 numbered 197; and in 1880,

356; and during the same period the ton-

nage of sailing ships advanced from 48,-

454 tons to 152,530. Thus the total uum-

ber of ships of both classes increased from
203 in 1855, to 710 in 1880; and the total

tonnage from 53,999 to 628,271. Of in-

land craft, 4,771, with a tonnage of 626,-

550 entered the harbour in 1865; and 6,-

439, with a tonnage of 1,044,380 in 1880,

There was a slight falling off last year,

but according to present indications there

will bz an advance this season in the ton-
nage, if not iu the number of vessels :—

ortant bearing that the ship
channel has on the trade of Montreal is

evident from the fact that as the channel

has been deepened the harbour accommo-

dations have been extended. For in-

stance, in 1867, shortly after the channel

had been deepened to 20 feet, the total

length of wharfage was 3.17 miles ;
whereas, in 1882, with 25 feet of water

in the channel, the wharfage measured

24,899 feet, or 4.7 miles. It is clear
from these figures that the further deep-

{ ening of the channel, a8 proposed, would

nvolve an increase in our wharfage, a

work that will be cheerfully undertaken

when found necessary. Among the re-

gular lines sailing to and from this port

are the Allan, the Dominion, the Beaver,

the Reford, the White Cross, and the

Sidey,all onthe Transatlantic route ; and

the Black Diamond, a new line trading

with Newfoundland. The facilities for

handling freight along the docks leave

little ta. be desired. The rail-

way ryms within a few yards

of the ships; and thus goods

can be transferred direct from the one to

the other. Forheavy articles great cranes

are used; while lighter freight is handled

by an army of stevedores, dock labourers

and draymen. It is estimated that dur-

ing the. shipping season from 3,000 to

3,500 men are daily employed on the

docks in addition to the regular crews of

the ships in port. At present there are

some thirty ships at the wharves, from

the magnificent Parisian” of the Allan

Line, down to the small “ocean tramp,”

that dodges here and there through the

world’s waters as occasion takes her.

The season of inland navigation has

barely opened, so that there are not many

lake craft in port. The leading articles

of export so far this season are cattle and

deals, inboth of which there is a large

increase, while in shipments of wheat

there is a considerable falling of. In a

stroll along the docks one discovers the

secret of Montreal’s growth and pros-

perity. Little did the early French

voyageurs think when they built their

huts on the shores of Montreal

Island. or tke English who came

to the straggling village in later

times, that they were laying the

foundationof the great commercial centre

for the northern half of the American

continent. Little did they think that

near the spot where their canoes first

touched the shore, great “leviathans of
the deep,” from every quarter of the

globe, would one day rest at their moor-
-ings, discharge their cargoes from various
climes, and depart hence laden with the

produce of a far West that in those days
was unknown, save to the wandering and

warring savages. (reat as have been the

onward strides of Montreal, we confi-

dently believes that in her shipping enter-

prises and her commerce sheis yet in her

childhood, and that it is her destiny in

the not distant future to become one of
the first and most important seaports of
the world.

NO CHINESB NEED APPLY.

 

According to the recent enactment of

Congress, all men are not born free and

equal. At least three hundred and fifty
millions of people have been born into this
world who are not only not fit to live in

the United States and enjoy the freedom
of the country, but they may not even land

in United States territory. No Chinese

labourer is permitted to set his foot on
United States soil.
There is nothing te prevent the Afri-

can savage or the cannibal from landing
and living under the Stars and Stripes,
but when the Chinaman.arrives in a Unit-
ed States port, unless he is a person of
some consequence, a Custom House offi-,
cer will detain him until he has shown
thathe is not a labourer, and every ship
captain must show ap his manifest whether

he has Chinese passengers or not. A few

days ago a Roman Catholic bishop, resid-
ing in China,brought with him toNew York
an educated Chinaman as his secretary,

the story of whose troubles is thus relat-

ed in the Herald of Saturday :—
Shin Chin Sun, the Chinese gentleman

who came as a passenger from Rio
Janeiro on the steamer “Finance,” which
arrived at her dock in Brooklyn on Thurs-
day, was escarted ashore in triumph yes-
terday afternoon by the Chinese Consul.
Mr. Sun, it may be remembered, was re-
fused permission to land by the Custom
House officer, who boarded the vessel
down the bay, for the reason that he was
a Chinaman ; and,might come within the
recerit law of Congress regulating immigra-
tion from China. From the history ofMr.
Sun’s case, which came out vesterday, it
appears that the Mongolian was the victim
ofa mistake on the part of the capt.in of
the steamer, who, ignorant of the law,
neglected to comply with the formalities in
regard to Chinese passengers.
¢ Early this morning,” said Collector

Robertson, ‘‘it was reported to me that
there was a Chinaman on the Brazil
steamer who wanted to come ashore, and
I at once sent an officer to the vessel to
make inquiries. You see the law of May
-8, 1882, prohibits the master of a vessel
from landing any Chinese passenger with-
out the formal approval of the Cotlector of
the Port. It is required that when the
master comes to the Custom House to
deliver the ship’s manifest, or to report
his entry—if he is without cargo—he shall
at the same time deliver a list of an
Chinese passengers he may have on board,
separate and apart from other passenger
lists, and shall describe the status and
occupation of the Chinamen. A failure
to do this in forty-eight hours can be
punished by a fine of $100. The law says
that no Chinese labourers shall be per-
mitted to land, and defines © labourers’
to include skilled and unskilled
labourers and workers in mines. After
the list is filed the Collector or his deputy
must visit the vessel and compare the list
with the passports or certificates of the
Chinese passengers. Some Chinamen who
are Government officials, or other persons
travelling on business, not labourers and
not intending to abide in the country, are
permitted to land. The deputy who visit-
ed the steamer this morning found that
Captain Dillingham did not know the new
law and had failed to make the entry
about the Chinese passenger. This omis-
gion was the cause of all the trouble.”

Mr. Cheng Sing, Secretary to the Chinese
Consul, called on the Collector shortly after
the deputv had made his report. The Col-
lector explained the requirements of the
law, and the failure of the master of the
steamer to make any report, and said that

No regular meals are cooked on a vessel
when she is in port, and, as everybody
went ashore but the Chinaman on Thurs-
day morning, he was left alone and had
nothing to eat all day. When Captain
Dillinghamreturned to his ship on Thurs-
day night he was surprised to find the

Chinaman still there, and gave him food

from the ship’s stores at once. The cap-

tain said yesterday that he did not know of

the new law about Chinese passengers.
He thought it strange that the bishop did
not go to the apthorities atonce on Thurs-
day, when he found that his secretary was
under the ban.

Itis stated that large numbers of United States military officers are offering their 

services to the Government of China in
the war with France. Why should these
officers wish to serve a Government whose
subjects are not fit to set foot on United

that the opening is to be caused by the
appointment of Matthew H. Richey, Esq.,

M.P, to the high office of Lieutenant-
Governor of Nova Scotia on the expi-

ration of the term of Mr. Archibald. Mr.

Richey is son of the Rev. Matthew

Richey, D.D., at one time President of

the Victoria College, Cobourg, and for
several years President of the Wesleyan

Methodist Conference of Canada. He is
fifty-five years of age, having been born
at Windsor, N.S,in 1828. He was edu-

cated at the Collegiate School, Windsor,
the Academy, Cobourg, Upper Canada
College, Toronto, and Queen’s College,

Kingston. Mr. Richey was called to the

 

Bar of Nova Scotia in 1850. In 15873

he was appointed Queen’s Counsel. He

was Mayor of Halifax for three years—

from 1864 to 1867, and for another term

of three years, from 1875 to 1878. He is

a member of the Senate of the University
of Halifax. Mr. Richey wasfirst returned

to Parliament for Halifax at the general

elections in 1878, and was re-elected last

year. He married, in 1854, a daughter of

the late Senator J. H. Anderson. He is
a gentleman of good natural abilities, but
was not supposed to have any special

claims to a-Guvernorship. A more likely
appointment wouldhave been that of Mr.
Daly, M.P. for Halifax, who is one of

the most prominent Roman Catholics of
the Provinca and a son of the.late Sir
Dominick Daly. His appéintment would
have been a neat compliment to his co-
religionists in Nova Scotia.

 

Mr. DANIEL Fraser, of Metapedia,

was in the city on Saturday. He reports

that rod fishing for salmon has not
opened yet in the Restigoucheorits trib-

utaries or in any of the Baie de Chaleur

rivers, but the opening of the season is
expected in a few days. The netfishing
in the’Bay ‘is excellent, the fish being
more plentiful than for many years past.

Mr. Fraser states that now that riparian

rights are established by the courts,
sportsmen are about to visit the Resti-
gouche andits adjacent waters in greater
force than ever. Mr. Fraser’s large hotel

at Lovatdale, near Metapediac station, is

located at the fishing grounds and com-
mands one of the finest views to be seen

anywhere in Canada. He has already a
great number of Applications fromsports-
men for rooms and Indians during the
fishing season. It is expected that the
wealthy New York Club, which owns the
old Fraser property at the station, will
be represented on the Restigouche by a
large number of its members, whose dis-
bursements during the season are ona
scale of princely liberality. Indeed, it is
difficult to estimate the full extent of the
expenditures of therod fishermen in the
Baie de Chaleur rivers. The Duke of
Beaufort and party spent in one season of
five weeks about three thousand dollars.
The disbursements of American gentle-
men—say parties of four or five—some-
times amount to eight or nine hundred
dollars for two or three weeks of the
sport for each of these small parties. Our
anadian fishermen, especially Montreal-

ers, who visit those waters are in manyin-
stances equally liberal. The importance
of preserving the rod fishing on those
streams must be apparent to the riparians
who,.by permitting illegal fishing, or by
refraining from instituting or aiding the
strictest protective measures, will be de-
priving themselves of large expeuditures,
and dyivinggod fiebermen te other
localMties. Fhe. present yeat “will bea
testyear in thematter ofriparian owner-
ship.

 

THE PLEASANT PASTIME of lynching

people is still indulged in across the

border. Missouri always had an excel-
lent reputation for summary justice, or

injustice, and it still holds to the theory

that it is better that several innocent me n

should hang than that one horse thief or
ravisher or murderer should go unpun-

ished. A St. Louis telegram of the 8th

states that Governor Crittenden has ad-

dressed a letter to Judge A.J. Seay, of

the Ningh Judicial District, and another

to the prosecuting attorneyof Gasconade
county, calling their attention to the
lynching of Whitney, the murderer of
“Yang” Burchard, on Tuesday morning,
‘and suggesting that steps be taken to
unish the guilty participants. The popu-
arity of lynch law is spreading, Even
in the thrifty, highly civilized State of
Towa, on Friday last, the Sheriff returned
to Waverly from Independence with the
“Barber Brothers.” “The mob from
Fayette County ” heard of it, and put in
an appearance at the gaol about eleven
o’clock at night with picks and crow-
bars, and by 11.30 they had the Barber
Brothers safely hanged to a tree. We are
told that “the murderers never flinched,”
the “murderers” referred to in this case
being the Barbers. It appears that the
other murderers did not flinch either.

 

TroUGH the coronation of the Czar was
big with promise and was surrounded
with all the pomp and circumstance that
money could purchase, Russia appears to
be as full of discontent as ever. Thou-

sands of the peasantry were made drunk
with beer bought at the expense of the

taxpayers, and were allowed to gorge
themselves with food ; a few common-
place criminals were pardoned, honours
and decorations were showered on court
favourites—and that was all. The people
are seemingly as far from a constitutional
form of government as ever; and the
thousands of political offenders still re-
main buried 1n the snows of Siberia. The
more moderate revolutionists hoped for
much, but received nothing. It is not
surprising, therefore, to read in our des-
patches that the Nihilists are once more
on the war path. It is said that their
numbers have been largely added to of
late, and that they have adherents in high
places, even in the court itself. Of course
we cannot believe all that they say of
themselves, but the indications are that
they are making ready for some desperate
undertaking.  

ACCORDING to the Daily News Rome

correspondent, the Gaseetta d'Italia aftirms

that Mr. Errington has frequent inter-
views with high-placed Vatican officials,
and that he renders due account to the

Foreign Office of the course of the nego-

tiations with which he is charged. In

further proof of the semi-official character

of his position, it recalls the fact that in
the New Year's receptions at the Vatican
Mr. Errington was received next to the

personal assurance that at eight o’clock
on the night the Phœnix Park mur-
ders were committed Kelly was
resent at a meeting of the Society.

This morning Mr. Varian stood in front

of the gaol and stated that he expected
every moment to hear Kelly had been
reprieved. ~The authorities expecting a
reat crowd would collect at the gaol

during the execution adopted as exten-

give precautions for the maintenance of
order as when Brady was executed. Police
surrounded the prison. Marines dressed
as civilians mixed with the crowd, and
two companies of troops were in readi-
ness for any emergency within a gate ad-
jacent to the hospital. The crowd was
very quiet. À number of women in the
crowd fervently read the prayers for the
dying, When the black flag was hoisted
some persons in the crowd shrieked, and
a young woman fell on her knees and
called the curse of God upon James
Carey, the informer.

rustic hamlet, with its barns and out-

Lake, with its picturesque borders
and surroundings. Another party, he
remarked, would proceed up the Mountain
for the purpose of obtaining a good view
of the country and its scenery. Dr. Me:
Connell would conduct the Botanical
party and Mr. Caulfield the Entomological
and Mr. Watson would be stationed at the
farm buildings for the purpose of showing
the prize cattle and everything connected
with the details of the farm. As the dis-
tance from the lake to tLe mountain would
be only about ten minutes walk and as the
farm yards were on the road to the lake,
the speakerthought that there would be
scarcely any need of any division. He
further announced that prizes would be of-
fered in the different departments,first, for
the best collection of named plants, second
for the best collection of unnamed, third
for entomology and fourthfor geology and
mineralogy. The party then proceeded,
the greater part on the road to the lake,
while a select few remained behind for
sundry purposes. Along the route the
party had ample opportunity of viewing
some Polled Angus cows, which were in an
adjoining field. “What beauties!”

Those who went to the barns and cattle
stalls found them all as neat as a new pin,
and were loud in their expressions of praise
of the manner M which they were kept.
At the same time they had a chance of
seeing & curiosity inthe way of a tiny
Shetland cow, which goes under the ap-
pellation of ‘* Queen Victoria,” and which
yields, it is stated, two large pails of milk
of the best quality every day. All having
returned to the house, the different reports
were brought in, which showed the collec-
tion by different parties of
PLANTS.—Several species of violets, star

flowers, Jack-in-the puipit, dogwood, but-
tercup, ferns, Duichman’s breeches,
bishop’s cap, Solomon’s seal, tullium, no
very rare plants being found.
Tnseors.—It is evident that Rougemont

ie a locality which abounds in insects, and
which, if well examined, would yield a rich
harvest. Among the specimens taken
were the large tinged swallow (ail butterfly,
tapilios turnus, the cabbage butterfly, felis
rapae, as well as several other species.
The moths were well represented by the
magnificent luna moth and the felia poly-
flumus. The colioptun was not so abun-
dant. Two species of tinged beadles, the
large copper spot colosonia calidum.
Around the lake four species of dragon
flies. The diptuna was on hand (perhaps
too often) in the form of a mosquito.
Several kinds of spiders were also found,
and a remarkably large species of “Julius,”
commonly called * thousand legs.”
MiveraLs—The mountain itself was

onejmass of dolerite, containing a large
amount of olivene. Utica slate in a hard-
ened condition was found on the butts of
the mountain, and numerous laurentian
bouldera were also noticed lying about,
from which the party derived specimens
of fieldspar, gneiss, quartz, crystals and
schists.
About four o'clock a discus-

sion arose as to whether a
proposed lecture by Dr. Hunt, or whether
the dinner should take the precedence.
The weather, which had for some time
been assuming a threatening aspect, soon
put an end to the discussion in favour of
an immediate filling in.” This met with
the approval of all, not only because the
appetites of several of the party had been
considerably sharpened by their journey
up the mountain, but also because.it was
almost necessary that the meal, which had
beenartistically spread in the open air,
should be gone through with before the ar-
rival of the expected storm. ‘Lhe party,
at this time numbering over 100 persons,
accordingly proceeded without further de-
lay, to the tables, where a very recherche
and substantial meal was spread, including
all the delicacies both of the field and farm
that could be wished for. Mr. Barnard,
the agricultural professor of the farm
school, occupied the chair as the represent-
ative of Mr. Whitfield, on his right and
left were seated the members of the Coun-
cil. After the dinner had been fully dis-
cussed, Dr. Sterry Hunt arose, and in a few
very appropriate terms said that he could
not let such a memorable occasion
pass without saying a few words in
recognition of the great kindness and
hospitality which had been given to them
by Mr. and Mrs. Whitfield, in allowing the
party the use of their house and grounds
for their inspection. There is no doubt,
he continued, as those who really acquaint-
ed with the subject aregzaware of, that this
is the finest establishment of its kind in
Canada, if notin America. He would also
take occasion to say on behalf of the party,
that they regret exceedingly the illness
whieh had kept their worthy host from
being among them. But Mr. Barnard,
who has taken his place on this occasion,
I am sure, will join us, the speaker con-
tinued in tenderinz a most hearty vote of
thanks to our worthy host and esteemed
hostess [Applause].
Mr. J. Shearer, the chairman of the

council in arising to second the vote of
thanks took occasion to reiterate the feel-
ings which Dr. Hunt had already ex-
pressed.
Mr. Barnard in responding remarked

that,tas the representative of ‘Mine Host,”
he was very happy to see that the party
were pleased with their excursion
and that what had been done
for their comfort was very little
when compared with the honour the party
had paid to the farm school in visiting it.
He then thanked those present in fitting
terms for the hearty vote of thanks tender-
ed to Mr. and Mrs, Whitfield. —
A very interesting feature which oc-

curred during the progress of the meal was
the arrival on the grounds of a brass band,
which had come all the way from St.
Cesaire, accompanied Ly three clergymen,
and which discoursed a number of beau-
tiful and lively strains during the re-
mainder of the afternoon. The storm
which had been threatening during the
aflernoon then came down in the form ofa
very light drizzle, and it was received as
very propitious, for it not only helped to
settle the dust on the road, but it also
cooled the atmosphere considerably. Dur-
ing the shower, whichonly lasted about ten
minutes, the party adjourned to the gal-
lerv. where Dr. Sterry Huntentertained
them withalengthy and exhaustive lecture
on the Geological and Geographical condi-
tions of that part of the country. He re-
ferred in glowing terms to the Laurentine
Hills in the North-west and to the Gaspe
Hills, which, passing southward, joined
a range of blue hills. Behind those 1solat-
ed hills, he said, you have a long line of
undulating hills extending to Lake Cham-
plain, which valley is the commencement
of one of the most fertile, geographically
speaking, in the world. He then drew a
vivid picture of the great Appelachian
chain, which following down to New
York, we come upon the Alleghany Moun-
tains, a continuous unbroken line, down
to the State of Alabama. He referred
here in feeling terms to the great valley,
formed by these mountains, which some-
times contracted, sometimes widened until
it. reached the very bases of these hills.
This valley was due to certain formations
of different lime stones and rocks, which
were the harbingers of a fertile soil and
level surface. In explaining how the valley
was formed and how its subordinate fea-
tures are as they are, he said that at a cer-
tain time those mountains were beneath
the level of the sea, that the rocks which
formed the hills had not yet been formed,
and that they were only sediments laid
down in the bottom of the ocean.
By the great foldings and wrinklings
these rocks were raised up, and
took the shape of the Alleghany Mountains,
the valley itself being subsequently carved
out. Mountains were often spoken of as

volcanic, he said ; this was in a certain

sense true,but that and although those roeks

were materially similar, although there

may have been indications of volcanic
eruptions, it could not be called a volcanic

mountain. After dwelling further on the
subject of volcanic eruptions and citing
different opinions on the subject, and after
