1s evident that, the leaders of the fuling party do nee kucw
what to do. . 'They see their ‘politicz] death fast approachivg;
but we believe they willdie as they have lived, endeavour. -
ing to embroil ' their country ‘with Great Biitamn, -

The Mails for the Mentor and Pacific, the former fcr
France, and the latter for England, were closed at New-York
on the Sth iustant. No favorable result, either for the frieids
of Peace, or the American administration, is to be expect.d
from the renewed attempt at negociation, for which these ve.-
sels are dispatched. Such a result could only beobtui.ed y
the demand of an entire repeal of the Berhn Decree, and a
determination to break with France in case of a refus:l;
but . we know by the publication of the olcial dispatiins
bezween the American and French Goverinents, thatthe
former has renounced all pretensions to arepeal of any part
of that Decree, excepting that part of it which i‘rance can-
not execute.  No person possessifig common sense can sitppose
that England would ‘repeal her—-blockade of the continent,
which is a retaliation for the shutting our of her trade from
the Continent, nierely because the enemy would conseat not
to touch neuntral vessels on the'high seas, where he cannot in-
jure her. ‘Bonaparte has it therefore in his jower, to furnish
the American administration with an additional pretext for
declaring against, England. This he refused to do last year;
the raising of the Embargo alters the case ; for that woshis
favorite measure ; yet we still thmk that he will refuse it
mow and that his answer will be as it was then ; “irez, take part
with the whole continent, and all difficulties wiil be removed.”
At all events.it does not appear to us that it is in ti:e power of
the administration, by all their arts, to induce the people ofthe
United States to ruin themselves by. a war with England, and’
become the allies of France.
