Between now and the next election you will be
hearing a lot about whether or not Canada should have
a distinctive flag with or without the Union Jack.

On our Order Paper there
are two Notices of Motions,
and two Bills on this subject.
They range over a wide var-
iety of ways to solve the pro-
blem

Bill C-25, presented by Mau-
rice Allard, MP, for Sher-
brooke, calls upon the Canada
Council o prepare, after
competition, a design for a dis-
tinctive national flag, without
the emblem or emblems of any
other country,

a distinetive national anthem.

The last time a call went out
for submission of flag designs,
2,408 flowed into the Govern-
ment.
