Trade Minister Howe Monday

being asked to submit proposals 
for construction of experimental 
reactors to produce electricity.

He said six or eight of these 
e o m panics and corporations 
have been invited to submit pro­
posals to Atomic Energy of Can­
ada Limited, the crown company 
which operates the Chalk River, 
Ont., atomic energy project.

The conditions call fer ..oint 
development of an experimental 
power reactor by the private 
company and Atomic Energy of 
Canada.

Mr. Howe said the proposals 
are expected to be received 
early in February. It was hoped, 
that after they had been receiv 
ed a point project could be ini­
tialed by Atomic Energy of Can­
ada and the selected company.

A government official later 
said that the government would 
be under no obiligation to ac­
cept any of the ideas or could 
accept one or more. He said the 
names of the companies being 
asked to submit proposals are 
not being identified at present.

Mr. Howe made the announce­
ment after George Hees (PC— 
Toronto Broadview) referred to 
U.S. plans to help industry de­
velop and operate expérimenta] 
atomic power plants.

It is expected here that if an 
experimental power reactor is 
built, it will be located at Chalk 
River, 125 miles northwest of 
Ottawa. However, a government 
official said there has been no 
definite decision on location or 
other problems, including divi­
sion of cost between the govern, 
ment and the private company.

“This new step is of an ex­
ploratory nature,” he said.

Today's schedule got off to a 
start at 8,30 this morning with 
A. Ü. McCracken, senior execu­
tive assistant, delivering an ad­
dress entitled, "Planning For 
Better Results," which was fol­
lowed by the superintendant ot 
property management, VV, Stru- 
jich, of Ottawa, discussing “Ap­
praisals and Associated Prob­
lems."

A. C. Norcross, superintend­
ant of property development, 
chaired a discussion concerning 
the paying propositions of small 
holdings, and J. Falardeau, ot 
the provincial treasury, termin­
ated the morning session by de­
livering an address on the treas­
ury in co-operation with the 
V.L.A,

Three topics were on the agen­
da for the afternoon, with the 
first one being entitled, "Opera­
tional Delays, How To Prevent 
Them," which was discussed by 
G. Owen, the supervisor of pro­
perty management. R. .Gagnon 
delivered the annual report, 
and F. P. Aubrey disclosed some 
pointers on how to select a 
building site and its valuation. 
A period of questions from the 
field closed the program for the 
day.

By the close of the week's 
convention there will have been 
discussed many important ad­
ministrative and agricultural 
questions. One of these ques­
tions is pertaining to a parlia­
mentary amendment since the 
last session of the V.L.A., which 
enables a large number of vet­
erans to take more advantage 
of the privileges offered them 
to realize their rehabilitation tc 
civil life.

In 1942, the Canadian Parlia­
ment adopted a legislation cal­
led “Veterans’ Land Act,” to en­
courage and help the veterans 
financially in their agricultural 
establishment, for full-time farm 
ers, small holders, commercial 
fishermen and settlers on coloni­
zation lots. Since that time, 
numerous veterans have taken 
advantages of this to become 
owners of farms or small hold­
ings with a piece of land big en­
ough to bring a secondary in­
come.

Since the end of the last war, 
5.008 veterans have taken ad­
vantage of the V.L.A. in the pro­
vince of Quebec. In the Eastern 
Townships alone, 404 veterans 
have taken advantage of the Act 
for establishment on farms, 052 
on small holdings, and 21 on 
Crown Land, forming a total of 
1,077 establishments altogeth­
er.

Since the last convention of 
V.L.A, the,act has been amend­
ed, and following this new dis­
position of the legislation, it is 
now possible to help the veteran 
who wishes to take advantage 
of the National Housing Act and 
who could not meet the initial 
deposit,

Previous to the amendments, 
the V.L.A. provided assistance 
to a maximum of six thousand 
dollars for the establishment of 
qualified veterans in the stated 
occupations. This assistance is 
divided into two parts.

Part one consists in the pur­
chase of suitable land, and build­
ings, of which the veteran must 
pay 10 per cent of the cost. He 
is then required to repay sixty- 
six and two-thirds per cent of 
this cost at interest of 3'/2 per 
cent over a period of not more

■ than 25 years. In addition lo 
! this, if the cost of the purchase 
1 of the land and improvements 
1 is less than $6.000. the vet may 

obtain a grant for purchase of 
livestock and equipment to an 
amount not exceeding the dif 
ference.

The second part of the amend- 
j ment provides additional assist­

ance for the establishment of 
veterans in (he three types of 
enterprise. Under this part of! 
the act, the Director may assist 
veterans who are being establish , 
ed by an advance of $2.00 for ' 
every $1.00 they advance, with 
the Director heing able to ad- 

i vanco up lo $3,000, for a full 
time farming enterprise which, 
together with the veteran’s con­
tribution of $1500 would make 
a total of 4,500 at his disposal, 
in addition to the financial as­
sistance under (he first part of 
the amendment, For small hold­
ers and fisherman the Director 
advances a smaller amount.

Part two of the amended act j 
provides assistance for those ve- 

, terans who would normally pur-1 
chase under the National Hous- ! 
ing Act, but who arc not in a 
position to meet the large down 
payment. Under this agreement, 
the veteran is in a position to 
take a contract for the construc­
tion of his own home, giving 
evidence of knowledge of con­
struction or agreeing to follow 
an organized plan, authorised by 
the V.L.A.

To be eligible for assistance! 
under the Act, the veteran must 
have served in the Canadian forc­
es during World War II or the 
Korean War. He must have serv­
ed outside the Western Hemis­
phere or have a minimum of 365 
paid days of service in the West- 

! ern Hemisphere or be in receipt 
! of a pension for a disability in ’ 
curred as a result of service.

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Old Man River

Commendable Study
This spring an agency of the Ford 

Foundation called the Fund for the 
Republic will release the results of 
a comprehensive poll of American 
attitudes on communism and civil 
liberties.

Polls are commonplace, of course. 
But, according lo advance reports, 
this survey will merit nation - wide 
attention in that it will likely be the 
broadest and yet most detailed in a 
particular realm of opinion ever un­
dertaken.

One of the most striking aspects 
is the fact that the polltakers ques­
tioned some 1'500 U, S. community 
leaders in 100 cities. Systematically, 
they talked to top businessmen, poli­
tical figures, editors, school adminis­
trators, union officials, among many 
others.

Attitudes of one type of leader 
with another, and of leaders as a 
whole with the thousands of ordin­
ary citizens questioned will be com­
pared. Since the topics involved are 
among the most crucial of our life 
today, the responses may provide a 
significant index lo the thinking 
leaders are going in this vital field.

Evidently, this was no run of the 
mill inquiry. The Fund for the Re­

public spent $125,000 and employed 
two professional polling agencies, in­
cluding the Gallup organization. And 
although each operated separately, 
each surveying 50 cities, Fund au­
thorities were somewhat astonished 
to see how closely the independent 
reports coincided.

Armed with an 84-item question­
naire, and perhaps the largest set of 
instructions ever supplied for an 
attitude survey, the polltakers ap­
proached their task. They encour­
aged interviewed persons to talk 
about whatever was on their minds, 
or whatever was “eating them.”

The results of these pertinent in­
quiries should prove most interest­
ing. They will be fully analyzed by 
Dr. Samuel Stouffer of Harvard, 
who led the supervisors’ committee 
for the study.

They may well prove a major 
contribution to an understanding of 
how Americans are grappling men­
tally with the threat of communism 
and its relation to civic liberties. It 
goes without saying that the prob­
lem is one of the greatest, and a 
more commendable study could not 
have been undertaken by the Ford 
Foundation.

Wives--Diplomatic And Otherwise
— Herr Oskar Schlitter, West Ger­

man charge d’affaires in London, has 
got into trouble, serious trouble, with 
his home government. He has been 
recalled to Bonn and sent on leave. 
It is not Herr Schlitter’s fault but 
that of an indiscreet wife who spoke 
her mind.

It may have been that Frau Daisy 
Schlitter, former actress and “Miss 
Germany of 1931,” suffered from a 
nostalgic yearning for the limelight 
th^.t was o$ce hers. In any event 
she put her problably small foot 
“right into it” when she subbed for 
her husband at an embassy Christ­
mas party, told her German-speak­
ing hearçrs that they were “living 
among enemies in an hostile coun­
try” and added considerably more.

As a result Frau Schlitter has 
been under a doctor’s care at Bonn 
and her husband’s career has suffer­
ed a large setback. The Adenauer 
government has hastened to apolo­
gize for a regrettable speech put 
down to nervousness and inexperi­
ence.

Only a few months ago a mem­
ber of the American embassy staff 
in Moscaw was recalled with his 
wife to the United States. His wife, 
a pretty but impulsive blonde, had 
allegedly punched and pushed a Rus­
sian woman during an altercation 
and her husband was charged with 
uncomplimentary remarks about 
Russia when he arrived on the scene.

A wife can be a diplomat’s great­
est asset — or liability. It is so, too, 
with statesmen as with the general­
ity of mankind. Examples are 
legion; a few many suffice.

In the Old Country, Lady Maude 
Hoare, a brilliant woman and a per­
suasive, in whose hands some prime 
ministers were like the proverbial 
wax, was credited with achieving 
her husband’s first- entry into the 
Cabinet and with much of Sir 
Samuel’s succeess in political life. 
On the other hand, Margot, Lady 
Asquith — in the Kipling allusion 
“the woman with the serpent’s ton­
gue” — had a not-so-happy faculty 
of making enemies for her husband, 
the celebrated prime minister.

The extent to -which a woman 
may help or hinder her husband’s 
career has been realized more gen­
erally in the older countries than in 
the new. It is quite possible for all 
but the strongest men to marry 
success or to marry failure.

There comes to mind the gossip­
ing wife who nearly ruined the prac­
tice of her husband, a physician, by 
talking out of turn. Her friends and 
acquaintances thought, incorrectly, 
as it turned out, that most of her 
data came from “the office.” Also 
the wife of the American banker 
who caused a run on the bank by 
telling friends how worried her hus­
band was about business. The insti­
tution was sound; the currency ad­
vanced by helpful neighbors stem­
med the rush but the banker had a 
bad time.

Many successful men have been 
quick to admit that they owed much 
of it to their asset-wives. The careers 
of a few, such as Abraham Lincoln, 
have been able to survive the other 
kind — but Lincolns are very rare.

The French Assembly’s Gallic Chaos

Paris—(NEA)—It is hard for 
Americans, and British for that 
natter, accustomed to the more 
sr less sober proceedings in the 
House of Representatives or the 
House of Commons, to under­
stand the workings of the French 
National Assembly.

On important issues, such as 
Premier Mendes-France's battle 
>ver German rearmament, it is a 
veil-known fact that the batUe is 
vaged behind the scenes almost 
is much as in the Assembly pro- 
jer.

What strangers do not realize 
s that many of France’s politi- 
:al decisions are made around the

marble-topped counter of the “bu 
vgtte” (bar) of the refreshment 
room of the Palais Bourbon and 
in the surrounding gilt and mir­
rored corridors, before they ever 
come to a formal vote.

Over a glass of red wine which 
costs but a few frances (no for­
eign drinks such as whiskey or 
American minerals are allowed 
here) the 627 deputies argue, 
speculate, intrigue and “fix” the 
line they will take.

Yet seeming so undecided, un­
disciplined, divided, and disor­
ganized, the Assembly does some­
how produce the miracle of a 
clear decision. This is a difficult

feat for Americans and British 
who have only two political par­
ties, but France counts about a 
dozen, with many of them sub­
divided into rival groups.

Even in the Radical party of 
Premier Mendes-France, there are 
what is known as “clans”—the 
clan Mendes-France, the clan 
Rene Mayer and another small 
group supporting Finance Min­
ister Edgar Faure.

The moderates have their 
“Laniel clan” and the “Pinay 
clan.” And no party whip can be 
cracked loudly enough to make 
them all pull together, even on 
questions vital to the country.

Discovered in 1912, it was sup­
posed to be the skull of “the 
earliest Englishman,” a 
browed chap with a murderous 
jaw who roamed the forests of 
Sussex 500,000 years ago.

So valuable was the Piltdown 
skull that it was kept locked up 
in a special safe in the British 
Museum of Natural History— 
which was a mistake.

For had the scientists been 
able to get at him, they might 
have detected years ago that Piit- 
down Man was a two-bit phony.

* • •

As it was, it took them 40 years 
lo discover (hat “the Piltdown 
skull was, in reality, a not-so-old 
human cranium matched up with 
the jawbone of a young chimp­
anzee.

Still no one suspected Charles 
Dawson, the man who discovered 
the Piltdown skull, as the hoaxer. 
Dawson, who died in 1916, was a 
highly-respected lawyer in Uck- 
field, Sussex, who dabbled in fos­
sils’ as a hobby.

Today, mention the name Daw­
son to a nervous museum curator 
and he will drop a trayful of 
pterodactyl eggs. For "Piltdown 
Charlie,” as he now is known, 
stands revealed as the greatest 
faker of all times.

Charlie wasn’t content with 
just one masterpiece—Piltdown 
Man. He doctored up the fossil 
remains of elephants from Tu­
nisia, hippopotamum bones from 
Malta, and planted them in the 
gravel pits of Piltdown, where 
they could be “discovered” easily 
by himself and other eminent 
scientists.

He also “seeded” the gravel 
pits with flint instruments some 
of which he made himself,,-some 
of which he bought from “Flint 
Jack,” a character who made 
them to order.

But the British Museum of 

beetle- Natural History wasn’t the only 
one on Charlie’s sucker-list. In 
Hastings, the Dawson collection 
of fossils and flints, which the 
Hastings Museum bought from 
his widow, has been curtained off 
from public view'. Reason: over 
half of them are fakes.

There is the Roman statuette 
that isn’t. Charlie claimed that it 
was “the oldest example of cast- 
iron in Europe,” but experts now 
say that it’s worthless junk,

Then there’s the Water Bailiff’s 
Tipstaff. The Prince of Wales 
was given a replica of this same 
tipstaff when he visited Hastings 
in 1927. Now, it turns out that 
Charlie bought it in a pawn-shop.

When he wasn’t busy faking 
fossils, Charlie tried his hand at 
a bit of literary forgery.

The Piltdown gravel pits, 
themselves, became a sort of 
national shrine, with pilgrims 
from all parts of the world gaz­
ing down into the glasscd-over 
trenches from which Eoanfhro- 
pus Dawsoni, or “Dawson's Dawn 
Man” had been dug.

Charlie was preparing to un­
load more happiness onto the 
world when death overtook him. 
During his last illness he was in­
vestigating a development of in­
cipient. horns in a cart-horse.

Putting horns on a horse would 
have been child’s play for the 
hoaxer who made a man out of a 
monkey.

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Nothing Too Small 
For Speech In The 
House, Says Liberal

Riviere Du Loup, Que — <P 
Jean Francois Pouliot be­

lieves no issue is too small for a 
speech in the House of Commons.

For 30 years this 64-,vear-olcl 
Liberal member of Parliament 
for Temiscouata in eastern Que­
bec has displayed this philosophy 
with wordy speeches punctuated 
by gestures, touches of humor 
and occasional tears.

The new session opening Jan. 
7 will mark his 31st year in the 
House. In Liberal party seniority 
be is second only to Hon. C. t! 
Power, dean of the House of 
Commons. But he gave his first 
political speech -tti years ago, 
when he was 18.

Older MPs associate the fiery, 
French-speaking member with the 
Riviere du Loup railway station 
and the paint job it needed dur­
ing the Conservative regime of 
the late R. B. Bennett. Younger 
MPs remember his long bitter 
parliamentary battle on conscrip­
tion during the Second World 
War and his subsequent split 
with the Liberal party.

All declare him unpredictable, 
with an acid tongue that spares 
neither party nor Opposition 
member when "my people of 
Temiscouata” are involved. Civil 
servants who displease him sel­
dom escape wrath in Parliament, 
as Hansard reports show.

On his 301h anniversary as a 
member of Parliament, last Dec. 
], the big lineup outside his law 
office in this St. Lawrence south 
shore was not unusual. Since 
1924. he said, he has been seeing 
about 50 persons a day while in 
his office, and also writing 60 
to 70 letters a clay “mostly to 
government officials.”

The stocky, greying Pouliot 
says he is still in “first-class" 
health; does not plan to water 
down his tempestuous approach 
to parliamentary issues.

An MP who sat with the Lib­
eral Opposition during the early 
30s thinks Pouliot’s first major 
issue was the paint job on the 
Riviere du Loup railway station.

Few debates, either on nation­
al or international questions, 
could pass through the Com­
mons without a scorching dis­
course by Pouliot relating them 
to the government's neglect in 
painting the drab CNR station in 
his hometown.

Mr. Pouliot, whose father, 
grandfather and great-grandfa­
ther sat in the house of com­
mons, said he learned about po­
litics as a youngster and never 
lost his love for it “even if it 
meant gbing against the wishes 
of some of my political chiefs."

He split with the Liberal party 
over the conscription plebiscite 
issue in the Second World War 
and was elected in 1945 as a 
Liberal independent.

Soon after, he rejoined party 
ranks because “f believe in the 
two-party system.”

“However,” he adds, “that's 
provided there is freedom of 
speech within the party fold.”

Mr. Pouliot, who is bilingual, 
made his first political speech 
at a Sir Wilfrid Laurier cam­
paign rally at Murray Bay, Que., 
in 1908 while he was studying 
law. He was battonier of the 
lower St. Lawrence division of 
the Quebec bar in 1944 and 1945, 
wrote legal works and covered 
the 1937 Coronation in London 
for the Montreal newspaper La 
Presse.

His uncanny memory for birth­
days and anniversaries has won 
hi mmany friends in Ottawa as 
well as at home. He is a pipe- 
smoker but loves imported cigars 
which he generously hands out 
to friends and visitors.

Woman Seeking To Record 
Folk-Lore Of Nova Scotia

Dartmouth, N.S.—'(P)—From the 

highlands of Cape Breton to the 
fishing villages of the south 
shore, Helen Creighton gathers 
a folk-lore history of Nova Scotia 
that isn’t found in the history 
books.

She seeks the soul of the prov­
ince, the joys and sorrows, 
storms and droughts that affect­
ed the lives of the people and 
now are recorded only in song 
and story.

For-' 26 years Miss Creighton 
has poked into the out-of-the-way 
nooks and crannies where song 
and story is ha-'ded down through 
the generations.

Her work is a race against time. 
Radio, and now television, have 
done much to replace the old 
songsters and yarn-spinners who 
once provided the entertainment 
in the tiny villages.

From her window high on a hill 
overlooking Halifax harbor Miss 
Creighton can watch the ocean 
liners of today slip majestically 
in and out of port while she lis­
tens to recorded voices, steeped 
in age, tell of the not-too-distant 
past when barques, schooners and 
brigantines flitted gracefully 
across the same water.

But this is only in winter-time. 
During the summer she travels

hundreds of miles around the 
province.

Miss Creighton looks a lot 
younger than her 54 years. She 
has had three of her works pub­
lished and has another book of 
songs being prepared. In 1932 
her first work appeared, “Songs 
and Ballads of Nova Scotia.’’ 
Eight years later came “Twelve 
Folk Songs from Nova Scotia” 
and in 1950, “Traditional Songs 
from Nova Scotia.”

Last summer she made a trip 
to New Brunswick and recorded 
90 songs in one week. It’s done 
on a tape recording machine.

The little lady with the ready 
smile and the easy manner just 
moves into the kitchen or the 
workshed with her subjects.

Her oldest singer was a 99- 
year-old Negro, her youngest an 
eight-year-old boy who sang in 
Gaelic.

Miss Creighton, recognized as 
one of the outstanding authori­
ties on folklore and songs in Can­
ada, joined the National Mu­
seum of Canada in 1948 and since 
then has recorded and re-copied 
1,479 different songs, in English, 
French. German, Gaelic, Indian 
and Negro dialect.

Miss Creighton praises the gov­
ernment for its “foresight” in 
having the songs gathered and

presented for a time when “we 
will have only these records to 
tell of some of Nova Scotia’s 
most colorful past.”

Bert Olmstead Joins Top Group

Montreal— «W —The National 
Hockey Leagues new issue of 
scoring records, released today, 
starts out like the roll call ol 
Montreal Canadiens.

The four Montrealers who 
have been monopolizing the top 
positions since the official week­
ly issue of Nov. 9 were joined 
last week by leftwinger Bert 
Olmstead.

With five now leading the 
parade, all that is needed to 
make a complete team is to 
toss in goalie Jacques Plante, 
who was almost becoming the 
forgotten goalie of the league.

opposition scored a goal a game 
more against Canadiens during 
Plante’s absence.

For purposes of the Vezina 
Trophy, Plante faces a terrific 
task if he is to overhaul big Har­
ry Lumley of Toronto Leal's. 
The trophy, along with $1,000, 
goes to the goalie who has play­
ed the most games with the 
team least scored upon.

Lumley’s consistency has kept 
him in the lead. He has missed 
only one game and his goals- 
ngainst average is 1.71; his per- 
isonal average is 1.72.

Past Year Tough 
For Agriculture, 
Says Agronome

1954 ^vas a tough year for 
Canadian agriculture. Along 
with the fact it is caught in a 
fairly long period of declining 
prices, the 1954 season was the 
most unfavorable in many years. 
Just about everything that could 
happen in terms of weather and 
pests happened this past year, 

i this being highlighted in Que­
bec by excessive rainfall, stated 
W. G. MacDougall, County Agri­
culturist in an address.

As a result grain, seed and 
silage crops were low in yield 
and poor in quality. In many 
cases, the crops could not be 
harvested. This will bring cash 
incomes to the lowest level 
since 1951, with net incomes be­
ing the smallest since 1947.

The Canadian economy has 
shown clear evidence of level­
ling off or suffering some de 
cline in 1954. These are the fac­
tors which contribute to the 
continued lower fawn price 
trend. Total national produc­
tion, total employment and ex­
ports all have declined in 1954, 
but these economic measures 
were still at a very high or at- 
tractive level last year.

While prices continued their 
downward trend and crops were 
poor, the cost of things farmers 
buy showed only the slightest 
tendency to decline. This means 
that along with nature’s calami­
ties, farmers are being more 
severely squeeezd in the cost- 
price pincers.

Taking the produce indi­
vidually, beef prices have been 
running about five to ten per 
cent down from a year ago. The 
corresponding range for hogs is 
down 15 to 20 per cent, but an 
increased output of meat ani­
mals in 1955 is expected, this 
being particularly true of hogs, 
where the expected increase 
will be nearly 20 per cent. The 
general prospect is that cattle 
prices in 1955 wit run at about 
present levels, with hog prices 
possibly weakening and falling 
to the $23.00 floor price some­
time during the ensuing year.

The prospect for dairy prod­
ucts is not promising. Total 
milk production in 1954 was 
about four per cent over the 
previous year. Stocks of butter 
on hand were 20 million over 
last year. The level of this 
would point to a downward ad­
justment of the 58 cent price 
support level next April unless 
the government uses domestic 
or export subsidies to move 
some of the stocks.

The domestic demand for 
milk products—butter, cheese, 
evaporated milk, etc., is still 
less than the supply of them, 
which means that export outlets 
must still be sought for some 
dairy products. Some quantities 
of these products are already 
being exported, with the gov 
ernment is considering the pos­
sibility of exporting butter as a 
means of overcoming the diffi­
cult stock position.

These shipments must be pric- 
td in competition with such coun­
tries as New Zealand and the 
Netherlands, and this tends to 
depress the whole price structure 
For our dairy products. Only when 
Canada gets on to a domestic or 
slight import basis will this situ­
ation be overcome. The prospect 
is that with the rapid growth of 
population and industrialization 
we may be on a domestic basis in 

! five to ten years. Thus, in the 
| long run, the outlook from dairy 
products is clearly more favor­
able than that for the next few 
years.

The poultry industry is suffer­
ing the results of expanded out­
put in 1954 and of aggressive 
competition from the United 
States. Both egg and meat prices 
are well under those of 1953. 
Cheaper eggs may be in sight for 
1955. These would be moderated 
in the latter part of the year if 
the 1955 hatch is reduced. The 
1954 level of federal price sup­
ports will continue through 1955.

The 1954 Canadian apple crop 
is estimated at 14 million bush­
els, 20 per cent over 1953. It is 
expected that the pressure of 
these large supplies will bring 

j lower prices for the 1954 crop, 
and with favorable weather con- 

| ditions in 1955, 15 million bush- 
^ els are expected. With an upward 
! trend in yield per tree, there, is 
an indication that the Canadian 

j apple industry may be thrown to 
a greater extent on the export 
market.

i The Canadian potato erop in
1954 was about 25 per cent be­
low that of the previous year. 
W;hile supplies will likely be" ade­
quate, prices are high and will

| continue high in the first six 
months of 1955.

In looking ahead to 1955, no 
j serious interruption to the gen- 
j erally favorable position we are 
. in today appears likely. Economic 
I conditions in Canada are closely 
linked with those of the. United 
States and the predictions for
1955 in that country are general­
ly optimistic.

To summarize: The 1955 situ­
ation so far as farm prices and 
farm costs go, will be better than 
1954. In such a situation as we 
confront in the coming year, the 
efficient production will be more 
necessary than ever.

Said Chief Donahue: "Now that 
the holidays are over I wish to 
take this opportunity to compli­
ment all citizens for their co-op­
eration with the fire department 
during the Christmas season.”

Mr. Donahue said that not one 
fire was recorded which was caus­
ed through carelessness in the 
handling of Christmas trees and 
their decorations in the home. He 
added that the work of fire pre­
vention was not in vain.

The fire chief also had a bit 
of advice for those who do not 
know what to do with their dis­
carded Christmas trees. He stress­
ed that the trees should not be 
kept in the house much longer, 
as the longer they are kept the 
greater the fire risk. They must, 
above all, not be burned in the 
furnace. Mr. Donahue added that 
he has had an interview with H. 
Rheaume, superintendent of the 
city’s roads department, and the 
latter signified that he will in­
struct all garbage collectors to 
pick up used Christmas trees and 
dispose of them at the city dump.
