While stating that the British cabinet wonld
have opposed use of President Roosevelt’s phrase
“unconditional surrender” if it had been consulted,
and intimating that he himself did not care for
it, Winston Churchill says he doesn't think any
great harm came from it, T'hat may be believed.
There could have been no question of negotiating
with Hitler, and no hope of peace until he was
crushed by force of arms or overthrown by other
Germans, If the plots against him had succeeded,
the plotters would probably have been willing to
surrender unconditionally; as they failed, the war
had to be fought to the end,

Though Mr. Churchill was surprised and not
altogether pleased when the President sprang the
phrase on the conference at Casablanca, he adopted
it and defended it in the House of Commons, On
February 11, 1943, he said: “Our inflexible in-
sistence on unconditional surrender does not mean
that we shall stain cur victorious arms by wrong
and cruel treatment of the whole population, btt
justice must bhe done, and justice must be made
stern and implacable. No vestige of Nazi or Fascist
power or of the Japanese war-plotting machine
will he left by us when the work is done, as it
